Mr. Lapoiate in resuming the debate
this afternoon resented the charge
that the Literals had been taking up
too much time. He said he believed
that the members on both sides sould
read the treaty before voting for its
ratification. At the same time he did
not believe that ratification by the
Canadian parliament was necessary.
It would be, in his opinion, an idle
and unimportant ceremony., It was
admitted that the treaty was not and
would not be submitted to the Brit-
ish parliament for ratification. Could
it be seriously argued tha: the con-
sent of the Canadian parliament was
necessary but not the ratification of
tae imperial parliament?

Mr, Lapointe said <hat on the
whole he approved of the treaty and
the league of nations, altho some
articles in the covenant of the league
might be open to objections.

Debate is Important

| The present debate, he said, was
important mainly because the OV~
ernment claimed that the status of
Canada had been changed by ner
representation at the peace congress.
“If signing the peace treaty,” Mr, La-
pointe continued, “changes a colony
into a natlion then India must be a
nation because she also sigaed the
treaty and the self.-governing colony
of Newfoundland is not.”

Referring to the coming constitu-
tional conference, Mr. Lapointe con-

first consult parliament., It was not
fair for the prime minister to bring
back a cut and dried agreement. He
did not think any change should be

Essentials of Independence.

. Mr. Maclean then went on to point
out other essentials of complete inde-
pendence which were not possessed by
Canada. Canadians owed allegiance to
His Majesty and his successors, but the
British . parliament might change the
royal suecession tomorrow without con-
sulting Canada.: They might change
the form of government or a revolution
in England might create a republic
over night. It was therefore important
to guard the autonomy of Canada. Of
nothing was Sir John A. Macdonald so
jealous as of the independence of Can.
ada as a self-gaverning dominion with-
in the empire, and Mr. Maclean declar-
ed ‘himself to be the follower of Sir
John Macdonald. He did not want any
changes made in our constitutional
relations with the mother country until
after they had been submitted to and
approved by the people of Canada. He
was opposed to the many missions to
England, the constant consultations
about our constitutional relations.. If
the prime minister went to a constitu-
tional conference, parliament and the
people should know not only what
changes were contemplated, but how
they were to be brought about. The
various sections of the country should
be consulted and the great industries
of the country represented by the
farmers and organized Jabor. We
should not be rushed into any consti-
tutional change, but there should be
the fullest discussion by parliament
and the people,
Future Relations.

Finally Mr. Maclean said that in
considering our future relatiors with
Kurore we must always bear in mind
our position ag a great power on the
American continent. Persunally, he
did not' think there was any great
need for ruching on amendment« to
the constitution. We had more press-
ing proklems nearer nome. We should
look after the returned soldieg and
their civil re-establishment. andsaye
should do scmething to tedace the
high cost of livirg. These vital ques-
tions were worrying the mass of the
pﬂﬂl"‘}ﬂ just now a good deal more
than were academic discussione about
our status as a nation withjg” the
empire.

'HELPING FARMERS
OF NORTH ONTARIO

Provincial Authorities Pur-
chase Cattle, to Be Re-
sold at Cost.

(The settlers in the northerrt pafs
of Ontario are faced with the some-
what unusual situation of having
more foodstuffs on, their hands than
they have any immediate use for, and
as the demand for milk and other
dairy products is increasing, they are
desdz;ous of éxtending their dairying
activities as much as possible.

With a view to enabling the far-
mers in the northern country to take
advantage of the exceptional supply
of foodstuffs and to keep pace with
the demand for dairy products from
the Port Arthur, Fort William and
other growing centres, the Ontario
department of agriculture, co-oPerat-
ing with Hon. G. Howard Ferguson,
who has charge of the northern de-
velopment branch, is arranging to
send a number of carloads of milkers
into the north for re-sale to the set-
tlers at cost.

On Joint Lien Notes.

In the case of many of the settlers
the question of capital expenditure to
/secure additions to their herds is a
big -handicap. In order to meet this
situation Mr. Ferguson, veésted with
powers under the northern develop-
ment act, has arranged to provide for
purchase of cattle by the settlers on
Joint lien notes at gix per cent. pay-
able in one Yyear.

C. F. Bailey, agricultural commis-
mioner, stated yesterday that all the
cattle required are being bought in
older Ontario. He is directing the
purchase and says the stock can be
obtained in this province on just as
favorable a basis as in western Can-
ada.

A returned soldier writes to, The |

World as follows:

“Being -a constant reader of your
good paper, and being a returned sol-
dier myself, I wish if You could, you
would tell me and many other return-
ed men what provision, if any, has the
Ontario government made for the thou-
sands of ‘soldiers who are coming back
every week, in all about ten thousand
men yet to come, for . getting on the
voters™list. I may be a little thick in
the head, but if I am not mistaken, are
they not closSing the lists?

Those men should be given time to
register in their home towns. It has
always been Sir Wm. Hearst's boast
that he would wait until all the soldiers
were back, so I expect that he will be
as good a8 his word, but if there is any
vote taken in Ontario, either on the re-
ferendum - or the  elections without |
those absent soldiers voting, then I |
consider it a very unfair advantage to
take of men who have suffered and
hled for this country. Kindly publish
thig letter, as 1 believe the public
should get a lin n this question.”

_Sir William adopt the prudent course

of holding another session after the re-
ferendum has been safely disposed of,
calling a convention after-that, and
then dissolving the house, or will he
edopt the dodge of having the election
end referendum on the same day?

The Times (News) takes the latter
view to be the more probable, to
judge from its utterances in the criti-
cism of The Globe, who is represented
in despalr over the divided state of the
‘political field, with Conservatives,

Liberals, United Farmers, labor men ]

and soldiers all contending for supre-
macy.

There should be no difficulty at all in
deciding the course to pursuye if a
frank straightforward courSe were de-
sired. But if the only object be to ar-
Tive at a course by which the govern-
ment can continue itself in office with-
out committing itself to any policy, or
pledging itself in any way to the people,
then the decision is unquestionably a
matter of more perplexity,

It becomes a problem of assorting out
the electors of the most antagonistic
interésts, so that they will not devour
each other. Can the U, F. O. be per-
suaded that their salvation lies with
Sir Willilam? Can the 8oldiers be shown
that in no other way but by voting for
the government can they recover their
status in the community? Can the
lJabor men be convinced that Premlier

Hearst is a bigger labor asset than a7

successful Strike, or proportional re-
presentation? Can the Liberals be
shown that it was really Hartley
Dewart that was responsible for Cana-
dian nickel going to Germany? Can the
Independent Conservatives be brought

- to see that the Ontario temperance act

was specially designed for their bene-
fit, to increase their comfort and pro-
long their health? Can the government
papty generally be.convinced that with
such a wise, discgeet and prudent lead-
er who knows better than the united
party could possibly know or declare
in a convention, the best course to
pursue, the proper thing to do is to
trust the honored' leader, and go it
blind?

These are grave questions, and as
Old Man Ontario ponders over them it
is not to be wondered at if he begins to
think that a fixed election on a regular
date every four years would Save him
a lot of suspense and worry, and pre-
vent the occurrence of such enigmatic
situations as are now to be composed.

Soldiers’ Gratuities.

A portion of them—the section which
for convenience sake was known as
the Elope Party—is again at ‘home.
The Elope Party was the 16th Brigade
of Canadian Field Artillery which
servéed under Colonel C. H. L. Shar-
man, C.M.G., C.B.E., under whose per-
sonal supervision it was recruited at
Witley. Colonel Sharman’s method
was to pick the best officers he could
find who had served under him in
France. They in turn picked the best
men who had served under them. In
this way the personnel was the very
finest. 5

The party started for Archangel in
September, 1918, and was immediately
rushed down 200 miles south to the
front which the Bolsheviks were then
threatening. On the way it shed two
small parties, one detached for duty
with the railway and one for duty near
Seletskoe. The balance of the brigade
*proceeding for duty with the Dvina
force./

The business of the Canadian Artil-
lery was to hold a point at the 'junc-
tion of the Vaga and Dvina rivers.
This was the strategic point which was
the key of the whole position. The
Canadians went straight _into action,
and at the time the prospects were not
of the brightest. The Bolsheviks were
well armed, and they were also many.
At no time, even including the artil-
lery, did the allied force here number
more than 5,000, while a very moderate
estimate of the Bolsheviks place their
numbers at 12,000. Altogether it was
reckoned that 32,000 Bolsheviks were
opposed to the little- North Russian
Expeditionary Force under General
Ironside, formerly G.S.0. 1, 4th Cana-
dian Division. :

Long Rearguard Action.

The Canadians had arrived only just
before the winter ‘“freeze up,” -and as
it was held that offensive tactics were
most suited to the very serious needs
of the moment, the party pushed on to
a point some 75 miles beyond the junc-
tion. Then from January until May
began one long rearguard action. The
Bolsheviks not only had weight of
numbers. but weight of guns on their
side, and to save the situation three
60 pounders were brought down over
the snow and ice in March and April.
That gave the artlllery a range ot
16,000 yards as against the range of
7,000 yards which was all it could
compass before. None the less so peir-
sistent and bold was the Bolsheviks”
attack that the little force, which was
now under the command of Colonel
Sharman, was compelled to fall bacws
foot b?' foot fighting every inch of the
way.

Conditions wege very bad all round.
The temperaturé“was below zero, and
comforts practically non-existent, bu.

The 60-pounders did
good work, «nd to some extent check-
ea the fire {rom the Bolshevik fleet,
but the orisis became = still greater
when the whole of the Russian force
which was «stemsibly supporting the
allies killed thelr officers and went
over to the e¢nemy.

This threw the flank of Colonel
Sharman’s main position open to the
enemy, and ithere was a very serious
situation and some very sharp fight-
ing before ihe position was recap-
tured, but not until the British fleet
came up to the rescue, Some of the
Pclshevik rafts went down in flames
and the rest of the eneniy fleet ran
for it

‘Became Naval Commander._

Upon this there arose ¢ very inter-
esting position. Colonel Starman had
the Britigsh fleet placed under him for
tactics, so that in addition to the com-
nianding the artillery he also became
a naval commander,

So successful were ths combimed
land and river operationy under Col-
orel Sharman that with the coming
spring the Bolsheviks’ attack was
smashed, but it was only by grim and
determined fighting that the situation
had been saved.

The governsr-general of North Rus-
sia was so impressed and so grateful
for the wonderful work which had
teen done hat he bestowed ten St.
Ceorge's Crosses—the Russian equiva-
lenit to the V.C.—and ten St. George’s
roedals on ‘he Canadians. On this
occasion the Caradians followed the
Iussian custom, that is to say no
crosses or medals were accepted for
officers, but they were given to:the
mwen who voted them to those other
ranks whom they thought most de-
serving of the honor. The governor-
general, however, refused to allow any
Canadian officer to leave the country
undecorated, and every Caradian of-
ficer bore away with him from Russ‘a
¥wme mark of distination. He also
semt 8 message thru the brigade to
the Canadian government expressing
tkhe heartfelt gratitude of the Russ‘an
government for the imcomparable as-
s'stance reindered to the Russian cause
by the Camnaliam artillefy,

The brigade was als)> pamaded be-
fcre Major-General Ironside, eom-
mander-in-chief in North Russia, who
in addition to rendeming thanks made
the statement that the Canadian ar-
tillery had time and again saved the

whole expeditionary force.

A factory site containing about an
acre south of Wallace avenue and west
of the G.T.R. tracks has been sold by
the Canada Bag Company of Montreal
to the Anchor Cap Company of Brook-
lyn for $22,000. The purchasers have

already begun the construction of a
$45,000 concrete and brick building
on the property. The purchase in-
cludes a house, No. 275, and 25 feet
of land fronting on Wallace awvenue,
which will be used for office purposes.
The main site adjoins the Wallace
avenue lots, and extends over to the
railway tracks. This company will
manufacture caps for bottles. The
deal was negotiated by the Realty
Service Company.

Another new manufacturing concern
for this district is the Blatchford Calf-
meal Company of Waukegan, Ill;, who
have bought the lots from 61 to 77
Pelham avenue for $25,000. This prop-
erty has been under lease to the Im-
perial Munitions Board for the past
three years. There is already a small
building on the land, and a large ad-
dition will be put up immediately.
The property has a frontage of 160
feet on Pelham avenue and is 140
feet deep. The ity Service Com-
pany also sold this sjte.

King Street Building Sold.

The building at the rtheast cor-
ner of Victoria gnd King streets,,
known as the Rice-Lewis block, has
been sold by Messrs. Strathy and
Orphen to Messrs. Wood, Gundy & Co..
financial brokers, for $130,000. About
$70,000 will be expended on alterations,
after which the two bottom floors will
be used by Wood. Gundy & Co., and
the top floors will be rented as offices.
L. Babayan, the present tenant, will
move to 87 East King street. The prop-
erty has a frontage of 40 feet on King
street, and extends back 104 feet to
a, lane. The land is owned by J. J.
Gartshore, and is subject to a long-
term lease. This property changed
hands a few years ago for $130,000.

Capt. MacAulay was also examined
as to the report he sent to Ottawa, in
which he dealt with the happenings at
the raid, and also referred to six
points based on information supplied
by Father Bourque, and which led him
to believe that most of the young men
in the institution were evading mili.
tary service,

Father Borque’s Stat®ment.

Father Borque had told him that a
young man could enter the institution
at any time so long as he possessed
the necessary matriculation and was
of good health. He was not bound to
remain for. any stated time, nor was
he bound to enter the priesthood, altho
he could, if he wished to, take a course
of studies which would lead him to
the priesthood after a residence of
fifteen years. There was no obliga-
tion upon him to enter the priesthood
at all, tho he might continue a resi-
dent of the institution for his life-
time. Young men paid no fees for the
instruction they got there, and receiv-
ed no wages for work they did on the
farm conducted in connection with the
institution. These facts led Capt.
MacAulay to the belief that the young
men there were largely evaders of
military service, and he stated so in
his report to headquarters.

TELL HOW GERMANS
WERE DUTCLASSED

Meeting of British Association Ex-
pected to Produce Scientific
" ©  History of War.,

Bournemouth, ‘Eng., Sept. 9. — A
scientific history of the war s ex-
pected to be one of the developments
of the annual meeting of the British
Association For the Advancement of
Science here this week.

Among the lecturers will be gen-
erals, poets and a good many women,

be the most popular, as wel] as the
most scientific meeting the associa-
tion has ever held.

Engineers, . chemists, physicinas,
geographers;=and even such unexpect-
ed persons as archaeologists, are to
detail for tlte first time what wonders
British forces wrought in France and
the east. How they caught up with
the Germans, and passed them, in
opties, photography, telegraphy and
the chemistry of explosives, and how
they are turning their discoveries and
‘nventions into agencies for peaceful
reconstruction, will form the principal
part of the week's revelations.

One curious result of the excellence
of air photography, concerning which
there will be many pPapers, is that it
has discovered the sites of lost Asli-
atic cities, for which .archaeologists
have been vainly digging these many
years. The slight differences of color
over a buried wall can make the out-
line, of a town absolutely distinct
from the air tho quite invisible from
the ground.

Women played a leading part in the
sciences during the war, and the best
of them are continuing their re-
searches.

Another item that came out in the
afternoon session was that Father

Bourque, the superior of the institu-
tion; Captain Kingston, and possibly
Messrs. Bedford and O’Leary.

When witness entered the Novitiate he
was asked by Rev. Father Bourque to
show his authority for the search and
produced his brassard. He heard Capt.
Minard read the section of the regula-
tion under which the production of writ-
ten authority can be demanded, or should
be produced even if not demanded. When
Capt. Hingston later demanded witness’
authority, witness in turn asked who
he was and what he was doing there?

Mr. ‘Justice Middleton: ‘“What I don't
understand, Captain MacAulay, is this:
You had instructions to be considerate
and tactful with these people. You say
you had your authority in your pocket
when you went to the building, yet when
asked for._it, you refused to produce it
and only showed your brassard. Why
was that?”) i

Witness: “I thought eerything was
going al right.””

Admitted Being Reprimanded.

To Mr. Geoffrion witness admitted
that he was subsequently reprimanded
by .Col. Godson-Godgon and Temoved
from London to Winnipeg, the reason
being the manner in which he conducted
the Guelph search, it being charged first
that he sheould not have gone to the in-
stitution in plain_clothes, that he should
have produced Mhis written authority
when asked for it, and that finally the
whole affair had been conducted with
a lack of tact and consideratioa:

*“The whole thing,” said Capt. Mae-
Avlay, ‘““‘was rank injustice. It came
out in the papers that I had been con-
demned and had no chance to defend
myeslf.”

Was ‘“Hell of a Row.”

Cdptain MacAulay said that he had re-
ported there had been hardly any friction
at Guelph, and Major-General Ashton re-
plied that there was a ‘‘hell of a row over
it at Qttawa’

In his report to Ottawa, witness said
he was convinced that the majority of
the young men in the college were mif-
tary service defaulters. He secured from
Father Bourque certain information as to
young men admitted to the institution
which gave him that impression.

Captain MacAulay denied that he had
forced his way into the Novitiate,

On June 13 he and Col. Godson-Godson
called at the Novitiate, and on that-occa-
sion Col. Godson-Godson apologized on
behalf of the government.

To Mr. Geoffrion, witnéss said he acted
under instructions when he went to the
Novitiate in “‘mufti.”

Asked “gr Authority.

Continuing, wit%ess said his report to
Ottawa had been made in a hurry, and
he admitted it was not complete. He
had received a request from Ottawa to
make the report full and complete. At
the Novitiate he had arrested Doherty,
Newman and Schmidt, ag they seemed to
be the most prominent of those found
there. Doherty was prominent because
he was the son of the minister of justice,
Newman was the son of a merchant in
Guelph, and witness had also seen
Schmidt's name referred to in correspond-
ence. There was no other reason for
taking these three particular boys, except
that they were from prominent families,
and the fact that they were in the No-
vitiate had been talked about, The re-
port he had sent to Ottawa was his own
work, and Major Hirsch had no part in it.

The enquiry adjourned until tomorrow
morning. :

POLICE EXPENSES

Board of Police Commission-
ers Approve Estimate
of $77,500.

Chief of Police Grasett presented a
statement to the board of police com~
missioners yesterday afternoon, show-
ing that $77,600 will be required by his
department for the remainder of the
present pear.  The cost caused by
strikes, police investigations, purchas-
ing of clothing, waterproofs and other
equipment, together with the taking on
of 130 new men, is given as the need
for the addit.onal grant from the city.
The commissioners approve of the
statement, which will be sent to the
city council for adoption.

Col, Grasett, intimated that the 130
men would be taken on by Oct, 1, pro-
viding the money is sent on to the de-
partment, Of the new men, 30 have
returned from overseas, and the re-
maining 100 will drill for some weeks
as recruits before they walk the beat

alone.
