A VYery Serious Blow. :

The fall of the fort is a very serious
blow, for it isolates Fort Lundi-Kotal,
which is at the extreme end of Khyber
Pass, garrisoned by 300 ritles, and ne-
cessitates the prompt re-congquest of
the pass. This is certain to prove a
most formidable task, of which the Bri-
tish troops had o foretaste on Monday,
when a boyd of artillery, cavalry and in-
fantry left Fort Bara, south of Peshu-
wur, in order to reper the Afridis, who
were them advancing down the B1.7.1
Valley. The troops returned early ‘n
the morning and reported that many of
teh men had dropped out from want of
water, none being provided along the
route, while the Afiidis, although shell-
ed by the British, maintained their posi-
tion on the heighths, threatening the
loyal village of Kadam and the British
position at Fort Jamrud, at the mouth
of the pass.

Excitement Among Hindoos,

The wildest excitement prevails among
the Hndoo traders at Bana, on the
Kuorramm River. It is rumored that
7000 Waziris imtend to swoop down
there to-night, sack the town and mas-
sacre the inhaitants. The Mullah and
his emissaries, especially those from ihe
Afghan Governor of Khost, are actively
stirring up the Wagziris, who are also
affected by the disloyal attitude of the
Kurram tribes, and emboldened by the
knowledge that the garrison at Bana is
very weak.

There is one ground for satisfaction in
the fact that, except in a few instances,
the Afridis’ levies remain loyal in the
face of temptation to join their kinsmen,
as was so conspicuously the case at
Fort Maude.

General Greeley, in the Geographical SBec-
tion, interested a large audlence by a pre-
sentation of the geographical features of the
United States. He sbowed by means of
maps the various changes in the centre of
population in a century, or from 1790 to
1890, Me accounted for the predominance
of males over females in the fact that the
immigration consisted largely of males. In
1790 the negrocs numbered 757,000, or 19.21
per cent. of the population, while in 1890
their numbers had increased to 7,400,000,
but their percentage had decreased to 11.93.

Prof. Putnam of Harvard, who opened
the discussion with an address on the re:
sults of the investigation of the Trenton
gravels in thesDelaware Valley, tola how
there had been found in them certain rel-
ics, ineluding portions of skeletons, fire-
places, pits and instruments of argillite. He
argued that the ecircumstances secmed to
poidt to the tact that the men who had
deposited these relics had lived soon after
the glacial perlod, and that there had ap-
peared later-a race whose relics were to be
found in large quantities and who were
doubtless the progenitors of the Indians
whom the white men had discovered in
America.

Prof. B. W. Claypole also believed that
man existed in America prior to the glacial
ern, his paper being on “Human Relics In
the Drift of Ohio.’”” In.proof of this, he

roduced the half of a rude stone axe. It

ad been found at a depth in the ground
of 26 feet, by a man digging a well.

Sir John Evans took exception to the
production of these proofs, Such instru-
ments as had been produced by Prof. Clay-
pole were frequently found on the earth’s
surface, They could not be coOnsidered
palaeolithic; and he chided the/ preceding
speakers Ior stating as Iacts inrerences
drawn from such data.

The Catering Was First-Class and the
Wine Was of the Finest Brand.

Galleries Were Filled With, Ladies Whe
Watched the Gentlemen Eat — Lord

Never in all its animated history did ¢he
Pavilion assume a more gala appearance
than last night.

THE COLTON TEAGEDY.

P

C.P.R Held to Be Rlameless, but the
Jurers 8ay the Créssing Should "
Be Better Protected.
Oakville, Aug. 25.—The enquiry inte the
death of Mr. and Mrs. Jacob Colton of
Trafalgar, who were killed by a C.P.R. train

near here a week ago yesterday, was con-
ducted by Coroner J. 8. Willilams this even-
ing. The fatality occurred in the afternoon
at what is called Ion’s Crossing, on the
Grand Trunk Rallway. The Canadian Pa-
cific has running powers over the road, and
it was a train of this company which killed
the old couple.

T, J, Caven, the only witness of the la-
mentable fatality, deposed that he had seen
the Coltons’ rig approaching the crossing,
which is through a cutting. About the same
time he heard the whistle' of the approach-
ing train, which he thoug was going about
60 miles an hour. The next moment he‘saw
the debris of the carriage. He hurried to
the spot, and found that Mr. Colton was
dead. Mrs. Colton breathed her last almost
immediately on his arrival. The train stop-
ped, after proceeding a short distance, and
the bodies were taken to Oakville.

The train hands were examined. All
were certain that the usual danger signals
had been employed on approaching the
crossing.

A good deal of evidencz was put in as
to the dangerous nature of the crossing,
which, besides being im a cutting, was con-
cealed by trees and grape vines. A pedes-
trian seven feet back from the tracks
could not get a view of the tracks in either
direction.

The local station agent testified that from
55 to 60 traing passed over the tracks each

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UNIVERSITY CONSOLIDATION.

Some of the speakers from the other
side of the water, at the convocation of
Trinity University on Tuesday, threw
out suggestions that that wuniversity
should in some way consolidate with the
University of Toronto, and in that way
increase the efficiency of both institu-
tions. We can well imagine that the
suggestion was not very well received
by the warmer friends of Trinity.

There are many things that we would
like to see, but we must regulate our
wishes by the surrounding facts, and
cne of the facts of the day is that Trin-
ity is'established and has its own special
supporters. Nevertheless, we would very
much like to see some such consolida-
tion. Trinity, as a university and as a
college, must in the main depend upon
the adherents of the Church of England
in this province for its support. That
constituency is, as we all know, a limit-
ed one, and it has, we should say, as a
first charge upon it the maintenance of
churches and mission stations in  On-
tario. To support a first-class university
is a very expensive uundertaking, and
the tendency is in the direction of great-
ly increased ‘®xpenditures, partly by
reason of the progress of science, and
partly by reason of the immense sums
that are given by rich individuals to
favored centres of learming like Har-
vard end Yale. The maintenance of
the scientific side of a university is es-
pecially expensive. Laboratories are ex-
pensive in their construction, and still

and no university can hope to be in the
race unless it is up-to-date in both these
respects.’

‘We would have no objection to Trin-
ity maintaining a first-class scientific de-
partment, but we do not' quite see how
it would be able to maintain such a
department and still maintain its clergy
and its missions. As things are we do
not see our way to making any very
practical suggestion other than this--
that some of these days the managers
of Trinity will see their way to make a
working arrangement with the provin-
cial university in regard to the scientific
side of its teaching, and devote its
main energies to the education of its
students in theology and literature,

We have great respect for the Church
of England in Canada and the work it
is doing.

Church, which are certainly limited, are

No one could Svish
to see Trinity extinguish herso{t: btit it
is just possible that the suggestions of
Lord Lister and Mr. Bryce conid de
acted on.in such a way as to maintain
the usefulness of Trinity and mmpiete
the process of university consolidation
happily inaugurated some years ago in
this province.

We honestly believe that Trinity
would be a greater centre of interest if
located in the Queen’s Park, and form-
ing one of the cluster bf colleges abhout
the state university, than in her isolated
position in the West End. But the mat-
'ter concerns the Anglicans more than
the p‘uh)ic generally, and with them, not
the public, must the ultimale decision
rest.

PRESIDENT  ASSHSSINATED.

J. Idiarte Borda of Uruguay
Shot and Killed.

THE TRAGEDY WAS AT AFETE

P

AWhich Was Being Held to Celebrate
the Independence of the Country.

“The Second Attempt on the Life of the
President, Who Was Attacked Some
Time Ago by a Crazy Student—Revelu-
tien :\Vu Ruining the (}”nlrv and Re-
venue Had Shrunk Over a Milllon and
a Halt—A Revolutionary Crisis Expected
—Washington Not Surprised.

Montevideo, Aug. 25.gDuring a na-
ticnal fete, which was held here to-day,
President J. Idiarte Borda was shot
and Kkilled by an assassin, who used a
revolver. \

Senor J. Idiarte Borda was elected
President of Uruguay for the term cx-
.dending from March, 1894, to 1898.

The fete at which he was assassinated
was being held in celebration of the
independence of Uruguay, which was
declared on Aug. 25, 1823.

The assassin is a youth named Arred-
ondo. -

President Borda died almost immed-
ately after he was shot. Senor Curtas,
president of the Senate, has assumed the
presidency of the Republic ad interim.

Washingten Not Surprised.

Washington, D. C., Aug. 25.—The us-
sassination of President Borda of Uru-
guay was not altogether a surprise to
officials here who have watched the re-
cent outbreaks in Uruguay. This is the
second attempt on 'the President’s life,
Ahe former being made by a:/crazy sti-
dent named Revecca, The-last mail ad-
wvices received here showed that the
revolution had broken out afresh, the
peace delegates from the insurgents hav-
ang given up the hope of securing

oace, and withdrawn to the Argentine
:Republic. Further agitation was occas-
goned by the reports that the Govern-
ment receipts had shrunk $1,600,000 dur-
smg the year as a result of the revolu-
tion. The last issue of The Montevideo
fimes received Here states that the
President remained away from the
state house in evident fear of his life.
iAt the same time a “colorado,” or junta
of those seeking to overthrow the Gov-
ernment, had established active opera-
#ions at the capital. The assassination
of the President will doubtless bring
the country to a revolutionary crisis,
which has long been impending. The
revolution thus far has been confined to
ihe country districts, where several ex-
tensive engagements had been fought,
the Government forces securing the ad-
vantage.

NOTES FROM OTTAWA,
The Reciprocal Clause Was a Subject of
Consideration by the Cabinct
~Rantine XMatters,

Ottawa, Aug. 25.—A Cabinet Council
was held yesterday at the call of Sir
Richard Cartwright, who came down
from Kingston specially for the pur-
post of putting througn an important
matter connected with trade and com-
merce. It is understoog that the mat
ter was that of extending the benefits
ot the reciprocal clause of the Cana-
dian tariff to other countries entitied
thereto under the recent decision of
the law officers of the Crown. Up, to
the present only Great Britain, New
South Wales, Germany and Belgium
have by official proclamation been en-
titled to the free entry of their goods
into Canada at the receiprocal rate of
one-eighth reduction of duty. As it
became necessary to proclaim the ex-
tension of ‘the tariff reduction to the
other countries having “favored na-
tion” treaties with Great Britain, an
Ordemin-Council  was passed yesterday
authorizing the extension of the bene-
fits of the reciprocal clause to the fol-
lowing countries: Argentine Repub-
lic. Austria, Bolivia, Chili, Colombia,
Costa Rica until Nov. 22, Muscat, Nor-
way and Sweden, Raussia, San Salva-
dor and Spain,

The Ministers who attended the
Council were: Sir Richard Cartwrigi,
Hon. R. W. Scott, Hon. Dr. Borden,
Hon, Sidney Ilisher and Sir Henri Joly.

Another Council was held this arrer
noon, when the same Ministers, wsth
the exception ofi Sir Richard Cartwright,
who reéturned to Kingston last night,
were present. A number of routine
matters in the Departments of Militia
and Defence and Agriculture were put
through.

Ome negro,
guilty of criminal assault, was burned
in his own home by a posse of deputy
gheriffs in Drew County Sunday night
and Tuesday morning the lifeless body
‘of @ negro murderer was found dangling
from a railroad trestle near Pine Blulif.

X, Last night six of the murderer’s com-

panions were taken to jail at Rison,
and to-day comes the rt_that the
entire half-dozen were iynched last nigat.
All efforts to verify this report have so
far proved futile, but there are reasons
to believe that it is true.

Riet at a Negro Plenie.

A terrible riot occurred at a megro
picnic near Kendall, on Saturday.
There was much dronkenness among the
negroes and two white men were at-
tacked and terribly cut by a mob of thg
picnickers. One of these men, S. i 1
Johnson, a very prominent white man,
died of his wounds. The white citizens
became enraged at the negroes and took
matters in their own hands and the two
ringleaders in the riot were arrested
and turned- over to the mob. . Quick
work was made of one of them, but the
other escaped, after being shot several
times. Not satisfied, the enrdged citi-
zens began searching for other members
of the rioters of the picnic party and
six more were gathered in.

They avere arrested at daylight and
the officers started with them to jail at
Rison, the county seat. The report that
the sextuple lynching has already oc-
curred rteaches here through passen-
gers arriving from Pine Bluff, which
place is only a short distance from the
scene of excitement.
