They have decided, therefore, to ap-
peal the case and Mr. Thompson has good
reason to belleve that the-finding of the
maogistrate will not be sustained when the
cese I8 reviewed by a higher court. Magis-
trate Jelfs’ finding is evidence in itself that
he is not satisfied that the company comes
within the scope of the bylaw. The fine is
‘to be applied in payment of its taxes if the

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company continues in business, According
to this finding the court is not satisfied that
the company is a transient trader within
the meaning of the act, because if it were
so satistied the fine would be absolute and
oot conditional. In other words, the Li-
cense lnspector has not proved his case
and the magistrate has erred In imposing a
fine where the facts have not been estab-
lished. There Is no evidence whatever of
the company being a transient trader. The
evidence is all .the other way" and Mr.

And Induced Her Brother to Take
Formal Action to Save Their
Sister’s Fortune,

Paris, Nov. 3.—It was Helen Gould who
brought the Count Bon! de Castellane to |
book.., It was her shrewd common sense
and ideas of what was right and fitting

that forced the spendtbrift nobleman down
from his high horse.

It all came out here to-day. Miss Gould
had -been watching the skyrocket rise of
her “powder puff’ brother-in-ldw, and her
calm judgment told her long ago that his
fall was as inevitable as it would be swift.

For the drop of the stick when the powder
had burng out she made preparations long
ago. 1

Miss Gould studied up the French Civil
Code. She made herself familiar with
every detall of the law regarding spend-
thrifts and bankrupts. And it was she
who persuaded her brothér George to take
fromal action. - 1

Under the French @vil procedure .George
Gould is now the “‘Conseil Judieaire.” That
is the technical term of his relationship to
his sister, the little Countess.

Family Council Held.

A Gould family council was held, at
which Helen Gould presided. The debts,
extravagance and follies of the Castellanes
were discussed in their bearings upon the
estate of Jay Gould, of which the brothers
and sisters are executors and trustees.
Then Helen Gould quoted the following
from Chapter III., Book I., of the French
Code of Civil Procedure :

Spendthrifts can be prohibited from
going to law, dompromising, borrowing
or receiving capital, giving discharge
therefor, conveying or mortngigg thelr
property,without the assistance coun-
sel, who shall be appointed to thewm by
the Tribunal.

Helen Gould Saved the Day,
Had it not been for Helen Gould’s know-

ledge of French law, Gount Boni might
longer have played havoc with the Coun-
tess’ fortune. Castellane now denounces
Americans for being too gossipy and too
fond of personal eensatlonalism, but in
reality he finds consolation for the financial
stoppage in the public attention he has at-
tmcte«ﬁ He finds additional consolation
in the fact that extreme arlstocrats, like
Prince Henri d'Orleans, the Prince de Sa-
gan, Sadi-Carnot, the Count des Dion and
young de Lesseps have been put in the
care of ‘‘judictal counsel.”

(3 That any person having a right to
claim lands under any act of the Assembly
may select such lands In such townships
as may be set apart for that purposg, pro-
vided that not more than 160 ,acres shall
be selected in one block of 640 @cres.

(4) That the heirs or administrators ot
any person enrolled who dled while on serv-
ice shall have the same right of selection
of lands as the person so enrolled woutd
have been entitled to if Jiving.

(5) That all claims shall be flled within

THE DAY AND ITS DUTIES,

To-day the citizens of Toronto and the
surrounding cotintry will celebrate the re
turn of the victorlous Canadian troops from
South Africa, The' past twelve months
has witnessed the binth of a new spirit in
Canada. Our ideas have been exalted, our
sympathies extended, our imterest in hu-
manity enlarged. To-day we will witness
the climax of the patriotic enthasiasm that
has been the domlnant feature of the year,
and that has burst out on more than one
occaslon already in spontaneous and uncon-
trollablé ardor. The victorious home-com-
ing of our soldiers from an Imperial mis-
sion is an imspiration which will ennoble
this nation as it has never been eunobled
before. But the people of this city and
province must not lose sight of the faet
that their duty at the present time Is not
limited to welcoming the soldfers. If this
magnificent display- of enthusiasm means
anything, it means that this province is
unreservedly loyal to the mother country
and the Empire. But we must prove our
loyalty by deeds as well as by flags and
words. The electors of this country, as
well as.its soldlers, have a duty to per
from, The latter have acquitted them-
selves nobly. It now remains for the peo-
ple to fulfil the obligation they owe to
Canada and the Empire. The. corollary of
to-day's magnificent celebration Is the re-
tarn of a Govermment that Is in harmony
with 'the spirit evidenced by the celebra-
tion. Canada needs a loyal Government
more than she needs gaudily-decked cities,
Mr. J: Israel Tarte is as much out of place
in a British Cabinet as the tri-color would
be out of place in Yonge-street to-day. If
there ig no room in this 'ty for the tri-
color and other foreign ‘ﬂags, there ought
to be no room in the Cabinet for M Tarte
and . his like.  Citizens of . Oatario, why
should we tolerate disloyalty in the counci]
which is the official mouthpiece of our na-
tional sentiments? Why should we allow
this }lisloyal Tarte to voice ounr patriotism?
Why should we permit Mr. Tarte to mis-
interpret us, to compromise our loyalty?
It may be all right for the people of Que-
bec to honor Mr. Tarte, but why should
we do s0? They may talk of raising the
race cry, but race cry or not,
a British COablnet ought to have
no room for traitors. We may have
to tolérate Mr. Tarte. We should not, we
must not, exalt him and put him in a po-
sltion where he not only speaks for him-
self but for us and our country., It is
surely the height of foolishness on our part
to place Mr. Tarte in a position where he
canydo us so much harm. A disloyal Min-
ister has it in his power to do us frrenar-
able injury. The treasonable acts of Mr.
Tarte that have been exposed in the imbllc
press do not comprise the whole of the mis-
chief he has done and Is doing. The sinis-
ter Influence he exerts in an underhand
way, as a Cabinet Minister, is probably
more injurious to the country than his
overt acts of treason. What Tarte is do-
ing in secret is worse for Canada than what
he does openly. There is no semse In shout-
ing ourselves hoarse for the returned con-
tingent to-day and in voting for Tarte to-
morrow. The two acts are diametrically
antagonistic to each other. Sooner 1ét us
forego the flags and the shouts of welcome
than return a disloyal Cabinet Minister. It
is a pity Mr. Tarte had not charge of the
celebration here to-day in order that the
people might learn what kind of a Briton
Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s right-hand man really
Is. If Mn Tarte could select the degora-
tions the tri-color would overshadow the
Union Ja#ck and France would loom up
more prominently than Great Britain. The
banners would bear such Inscriptions ss
the following: “The sending of the con-
“ingent must Dot be regarddd as & Droce:
dent”; ‘““Not a man, not a cent”’; *“Paris,

not London, the centre of civilization”;
“Canada is much more French than it was
thirty years ago.” The man who would
publish such sentiments in Europe, and in
Toronto if he dared, will work along the
same line in the Cablinet if we elect him
to that responsible position. A Canadian
who cannot fraternize with us In Toronto
on this glorious occasion is not a safe man
to entrust with the destinies of this coun-
try. Tarte is not only not with us, but he
is against us, Happily we have succoss-
fully weathered the crisis of the past year
and Tarte has not been able to prevent us
frcm rendering voluntary service to the
mother country in the hour of meed. But
who knows what the future may bring
forth? Where would Canada be in the
event of trouble between Great Britain

BEWARE OF GRIT PLUGGERS,

Conlfrvatlve Organizers Discover a
Desperate Plot to Steal the Elec-
tions—What the Game is.

To prevent the perpetration of a whole-
sale fraud, A. W. Wright and T. W. H.
Leavitt, Conservative organizers, ’ ' issu-
ed a circular letter to all C. ative
candidates In Ontarle, requesting i.cm to
instruct all s¢futineers to be on their guard
against what appears to be a desperate plot
to steal the elections. The organizers have
received what they régard as positive infor-
mation that it is the"intention of the Grit
machine to run4n ns voters a largé number
of unauthorized pefsons, whose names are
not on the voters’ lists. *Section 6, sub-sec-
tion 2, of the Fran¢hise Act, provides that
persons whose names are left off the list by
reason of their holding official positions,
may, nevertheless, vote. The scheme of the
machine is to have gangs of pluggers re-
present that their names have been acciden-
tally left off the lists and claim that under
the section quoted they are entitled to vote.
Of course the trick cannot be worked except
by the connlvance of dishonest deputy re-
turning officers, and the appointment of a
sufficlent number of such officlals is a part
of the scheme. The circular issued by the
organizers requests all scrutineers to object
to every vote that may be attempted to be
polled in this way, have their objections
noted, secure the names and addresses of
those who attempt to vote and take means
to secure their future identification. The
organizers request that a notice to the fol-
lowing effect be served upon every deputy
returning officer immediately upon the open-

ing of the polls;:

Take notice that you have no right to
supply a ballot paper to any person un-
less his name is on the list of voters sup-
plied to you, except those who come un-
der the Dominion Franchise Act of 1898,
section 6, who are, by reason of their
officlal position, left off the list; and
further take notice that if you allow
others than those entitled to vote to
recelve a ballot from you, you will be

Hable and held responsible under the
statute for the penalties for so doing.

This notice should be signed by the can-
didate, or in his absence, by one of his
agents and handed to the deputy returning
officer.

The organizers also point out that persons
who may have been appointed to office since
the last revision of theé lists, do not come
within the provisions of the act, as their
names were not left off by reason of thelr
being office holders.

There is also considerable
activity in the ore mines, particularly at

Moyea and Kimberly. At these towns the
C.P.R. are erecting handsome new stations.
Cranbrook, Fernle, Michel, Moyea, Kimber-
ly, and other towns are showing signs of
great progrese. I also found considerable
activity prevalling in the Calt and Roche
Perce coal flelds, where shipments are in-
creasing daily.”

O’Borne also visited the Pembina and
southwestern sections, and there noticed n
great change in the amount of plowing
done, while threshers were at work  in
every direction. So far the fall has been
most favorable for plowing and threshing,

Was Only Averted By an Appeal for
Peace By the Conservative
Candidates in Quebec.

TARTE'S INFLAMMATORY CIRCULAR

And the Government Action in Cal-
ling Out Treeps Nearly Led to
a Fearful Calamity,
Montreal, Nov. 8.—(Special.)—When the
Hon. J. Israel Tarte, Minister of Her Ma-
jesty’s Canadian Government, was using his
residence {p France to engender race ani-

mosities in Canada no one could then fore-|

se: that the spirit of raclal hatred he was
fanaing into flame would be used by him
and his Canadian party in an attempt to
provoke embittered bhostility in order. to
win an electoral victory. When the elec-
tions were announced the Tarte party found
that the effect of the fiery speeches delly-
ered in France was dying out in Canada
and there was nothing to .., but rekindle
the fire if they were to depend upon passion
dethroning jud(mgnt.

An Inflammatory Pamphlet,

After the writs were issued an inflamma-
tery pamphlet of 62 pages was issued with
the palpable intention of rousing the people
to a condition of desperation. In that
pamphlet it was sought to make a whole
race responsible for the utterances of a
few irresponsible individuals and thereby
work the French-Canadian people into a
frenzy so that they might forget the sins
of the Tarte Government and vote it a new
lease of power.

Labor Troubles in Valleyfield.

Immediately after the issue of this inflam-
matory pamphlet labor troubles broke oui
in Valleyfield. In any other country in the
world, even in Canada at any other time
when electiods were not imminent or when
political capital could not be made by stir
ring up strife, a few policemen judiclousiy
handled would have been all that was re
quired to keep the peace and restore order
at Valleyfield.

Sent to Shoot Strikers.

Without waiting for important overt acts
of violence, without exhausting the eivil
power, without attempting to take precau-
tions to avert collision, soldiers, volunteers
clad in uniforms, were sent to Valleyfield
to shoot strikers. This action amazed all
Canada, the whole American people, and
excited intense surprise in Europe. Little
tact by the Government would bhave
straightened out the whoie jtrouble. That
bloody work was not precipitated ‘was due
to the coolness of the men and the patriotic
action of French-Canadian candidates now
seeking election at the hands of the penple.
The volunteers sent to Valleyfield were for-
tunately officered by cool men and they
themselves exercised commendable coolness
in receiving assault without recourse to
arms.

It Might Have Led to Murier,

Had the possibilities of the mad, unpatrio-
tie and disloyal course taken by the writers
of the inflammatory pamphlet been realized
we might have scen an awful sacrifice of in-
nocent life, and if it had so resulted, if the
families of Montreal and Valleyfield had
been thrown into mourning, a political
triumph might have been. scored, but the
instigators wmould have added murder to
their other sins. The Conservative party
issued a manifesto to counteract the effect
of the inflammatory pamphlet of the Tarte
party and in the hope of promoting peace,
harmony and good-will.

Mr. Dalby Afer FPeace.

Mr. Henry Dalby’s name as organizer of
the Conservative party was connectéd with
the announcement referring to the appeal
for peace.

The miners
say it was caused by fire damp.

ON A -CANADIAN'S - INFORMATIOR.

Orth Clafms to Be an Agent for
a Banking Firm in South
Africa,

Baltimore, Md., Nov. 3.—Edward R. Orth,
an Englishman, was arrested here yester-
day, and the police consider that they have
made an important capture. A commuaica-
tion was recelved by the department from
Edward Jones, Perth, Omt., enclosing a
letter received from . Orth, in which he
stated that deceased relatives had left him
certain securities, which he would forward
on receipt of §4.60 to cover costs, etc, In
Orth’s office was found more than a thou-
sand such letters, ready for mailing to va’
rlous parts of the United States and Can-
ada, The ‘“securitles’’ consisted of certi-
ficates of sfock of the ‘‘Newfoundland Pulp

and Lana Company,” with offices in Lom-
don and milis at Riverhead, Nfid.

Orth claims to be the American repre-
sentative of the banking firm of Altho,ise,
Vandyke & Company, Lorenzo Marq ez,
Portuguese South Africa. The police doubt
the existence of either the firm or the pulp
company. If no other charge can be laid
against Orth he will be prosecuted for us-
ing the malils for frandulent purposes.

The south
side of the arch is entirely covered with
evergreens, and from each side of the en-
trance to some distance up the avenue,
garlands of evergreens, studed with elec-
trit bulbs, swing between garlanded' poles,
which are crowned with various patriotic
emblems and devices appropriate tothe gc-
casion;and these are,of course;set with elec-
tric lights. Looking up the long and beau-
tiful avenue from beneath the arch, one
fronts the Parliament Bulldings, and their
decorations are distinctly seen from tlits
distance. They comsist of arches of red,
white and bfue bunting, draped over the
great entrances. A colossal erown, flank.
ed by the letters V. R., surmounts the mal
entrance, while the pillars at each side of
the entrance are graced with an immensé
maple leaf.

The
address was full of eloquent words of praise
for the heroic deeds of the good priest on
the battlefield during the time he was In
South Africa, and ended by asking him to
accept a purse of gold from the citizens of
Quebec as a mark of esteem, and sincerely
wishing that he may soon be restored to
perfect health.
The Father’s Modest Reply.

Father O'Leary answered In a few words,
saying that he had been far from deserving
8o enthusiastic a reception and thanking
heartily the good citizens of Quebec for
himself and the brave boys of the contin-
gent. As for himself, he felt that he had
only tried to fulfil his sacred duty as best
he could.

The March to Badfontein Was Mark-
ed by a Succession of Encounters

SEVEN WERE KILLED‘AND WOUNDED.

Boers Were Thick ss Flies Among
the Roeks and a Number of Cana-
dians Were Captured.

Ottawa, Nov. 4.—A teéport has been: re-
celved at the Militia Departmrent from Col.
Steele, commanding Strathcona’s Horse. It
is written from Spita Kop, under date of
Sept. 16, and in it he gives the following
reference to the action at Badfontein, in
which seven non-commissioned ofticers and
men .were killed and wounded.

““On the 5th inst. the regiment performed ;

Cameron, were on the right. Lieut. Leckte
was sent to form an observation post on
the top of-a high ridge, apd Sergt.
