% ue big drive oh the attendance re-
corg of the Canadian National Ex-
hibition is now on in earnest. It
got under way Saturday by hitting a
new mark on the miiilion road and

the offensive was sustained yester-
day by the splendid attendance of
organized lator. Labor Day is the
one day in the year ‘when the great
industrial arnfy throws aside its tools
and enters into the holiday spirit with
the same zeal that characterizes it in
the building of the great institutions
of the natio‘n. It is the premier day
of the fair 'when the men who have
mhde such an exposition possible are
atle to look upon the effect of their
inGustry and handicraft and take
pride in their accomplishment.

The organjized labor of Canada has
reached the apex in its achievements.
At. this crifigal stage in the history of
the tount when service and sacri-
fice are the supreme tests of devotion
no -elements of citizenship have made
a nobler response to the call of duty
than the ranks of the workingmen.
With thousands of their representa-
tives battling for the cause of right-
eoysness on the fields of Flanders,
they at the base have proven their
mettle and their loyalty in an unpre-
cedented manner and have made
themselves worthy of their brothers
overseas. o

Inspired by Exhibition. :

As they looked upon Canadian pro-
gress epitomized in the Canadian Na-
tional Exhibition they found inspirg-
tion for still greater efforts and gra-
titude for the work so well accom-
plished; 'they found a broader sense
lof fellowship, a stronger co-operaiion
'of the essentials of success and a
commpon, ground where capital and
labor work hand in hand for the ad-
vancement of all. The Exhibition
this year is worthy of Canada’s work-
ingmen. It is-a comprehensive re-
presentation of their industry, their
triatmphs and their skill. It is worthy
of the record which it seeks to at-
tain, but even if it does not succeed In
attracting the greatest attendance in
its history, it has accomplished some-
thing more ‘material. It has reached
the pinnacle of service.

At the luncheon in the administra-
tion building, presided over by Col.
Noel Marshall, the labor organizations
of the Dominion and Toronto were
ably represented. P. M. Draper, sec-
retary-treasurer of ~ the Dominion
Labor Congress, was “the phincipal
speaker, and the Toronto and District
Trades and Labor Council was repre-
sented by President Walter Brown,
while D. A. Carey and Ald. Josn_aph
Gibbons also spoke for the labor
unions.

Labor Stands True. . ;

Mr. Draper came from Ottawa with
a very important message to the peo-
mle of Canada on the attitude of'la,bor
to conscription. It was unequivocal
and carried the true ring of sincerity
in its deliverance. Whatever may
have been said at different times by
men supposed to be representative of
the labor movement, Mr. Draper let
it be emphatically understood, speak-
ing for the organized labor of the Do-
minion, that it had accepted and
would abide by the law .of the ad-
yningstration. There was no need, he
declared, to bring about conscription
to make the working man, of Canada
do his duty. He had done it from
the outtreak of the war.

The Exhibition, he said, was mot
only a credit to the city but it reflect-
ed honor on the whole Dominion. The
present was fraught with great dan-
gers to the people, but there mever
was a time when they should be more
united in their efforts-to bring suc-
cess to the arms of the allies. , Much
had been, s3id about the official atti-
tude of labor to the war and conscrip-
tion. As he had been present at every
labor congress in Canada for the past
20 years he considered that he had
a right to speak of that attitude,

Position Unchanged.

™ the declaration of the congress
made at St. John, N.B., at the be-
ginming of the ivar, confirmed at
Vancouver in 1915, and reaffirmed in
Toronto in 1918, it was decided that
under the existing conditions it be-
came the duty of onganized labor in
Canada to do all in its power to help
the allies to final wvictory. It had

not departed from that stand. Not

only. were the labor men willing to

eet and pass such a resolution, but
hey had domonstrated their loyalty'

o their King and country by enlist-
ing to the number of 22,500 out of a
. mcembership of 160.000. In Toronto
alone 45600 members of organized la-
bor had responded to the call. Tak-
ing the population at 7,500,000, Mr.
Drapér sald that if the rest. .of the
men of Canada had enlisted in the
same ratio as organized labor there
wuuld have been an army of 1.000.-
000, and they.would not -have re-
quired a compulsory law on the sta-
tute book.
Accept Conrscription.

In statements made in different
rlaces the inference was left that
labor was not loyal to the King and
country. He had given the figures
and he thought they spoke for them-
gclves. Somp people did not like con-
scription. [But after thev had said all
they could say on the issue, after it
had been threshed oat in almost eveny
dgistriot in the country, and after the
opinions-of ‘their representatives had
been given on the floor of the house
of commons, it had been decided that
eonscription ! should become law.

“And as far as I represent the labor
movement of Canada,” declared 'Mr.
Draper, “I can tell you the labor men
will accept and obey the law. But
we believe that when cornscription 1s
law it should be applied all around
There should. ba conscription of
wealth as well as of man-power.’

Mr. Draper stated that there was
en effort being made to prevent
“peaceful picketing” of the labor men
by certain employers. Peacefu)
picketing had found a place on the
statute books of Britain, he said, and
the labor men of Canada were goinz
to ask the Dominion Government tuv
meake that law apply to Canada. If 1

| Only a few da¥s remain for those
who may wish to take the last
chance of ®elonging to a volunteer
army in the great war. As soon .as
the details,are complete for the call-
ing out of those subject to the provi-
sions (0f the selective draft the honor
of volunteering will be no longer open
for the young men of Canada. Nor
will they be able tdo choose their mode
of service. once the Military Service
Act zoes into operation, There have
been many assertions about it since
©ir Robert Borden announced that
conscription must be enfosced. Many
said it was a bluff; a political move;
that it wotild never pass the -house of
commons; that it would never pass
the senate; that the governor-general
would refure to sign it; and row, last
of all, it .i€ \said by those foolish ones
that the government will not enforce
the act. '[As well say when the house
is burning down, the fire brigade
<alled out, the engines with all steam
up ready at the street corner, the
hose attached to the hydrant; that
!the fire chief will refuse to turn on
the water. Tt is blind folly that har-
bors such ideas, and the sooner they
are disposed of the better, Canadx
'has dome nobly in the matter of vol-
unteers, bit she would have done
much better, and with less feeling
and sense of strain, had she adopted
conseription from the beginning, as
'the United States has ‘done. 'The
crgam of our men have gone, but tke
tim milk is good and wholesome in
its way, and, indeed, there has been
little difference hetween the 'con-
scripted and volunteer trooms from
Ingland: Many who refused to wol-
unteer were quite willing, on prin-
ciple, to go as conscripts,, contending
as ‘all but a few a.llen-hearted ones
admit, that it is the fairest and most
‘impartial democratic system.

Exports of Farm Implements
Show Substantial Increase

That the demands of th2 western
Canada farmers for agricultural im-
plements will be met next year is
the opinion of Thomas Fiadley, th:
new manager of the Massey-Harris
Co.,, Ltd., now on a visit to Regina,
He says that there has been, a sub-
stantial increase in the exportation
of Canadian implements to Great Bri-
tain since the outbreak oi the war,
and Great Britain, France and Russia
have treated agricultural implements
as munitions of war, providing mears
of transportation for them on the
same basis as war materials. .

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THE NEED FOR CONSCRIPTION

OF MONEY

' By Benjamin Apthorp Gould

#

Conscription of money is of course
merely another name for increased
taxation for war purposes, Taxation
has always been compulsory; the de-
mand now is that it be enforced with
more severity than hitherto, and that
it be made to fall especially on ac-
cumulations of wealth. :

There are a few underlying prin-
ciples which ought always to be kept
clearly in mind when considering the
imposition of war taxation. Both as
a matter of jusfice and as a practical
necessity, a due division of war-costs
between the immediate taxpayer and
the future taxpayer should be aimed
at. Money raised by the sale of
bonds is a ‘mortgage on the taxes of
the future. It is right that a consi~
erable part of the cost of the war
should be met in this way, because
we are fighting not only for our own
safety, but for the safety of our des-
cendants who will, in retiring these
bonds, be called upon to make a cer-
tain amount of return for the heri-
tage we are handing down to them.
Furthermore, it would | a practical
impossibility to gaise by taxation all
the money required for the war, .and
it is necessary ‘that some of the bur-
den be shifted to the future.

These loans are either foreign or
internal. Up te the present a consid-
erable part of the momney borrowed
has béen obtained "abroad. principally
in the United States, The British
market has since the war been clos-
ed to us by reason of the need of us-
ing all British resources for British
needs, and owing to the entry of the
United States ‘into the-war the same
need for devoting its resources t{o
home requirements now exists there
as in, London. The flotation of Cana-
dian bonds in New York has natural-
ly become more difficult and more sx-‘
pensive. . The result is that a larger
proportion of the bonds which we
issue will have to be taken up by our
home investors, and that a larger pro-
portion of the cost of war will have
to be raised by immediate taxation in
order that our ‘torrowing require-
ments ‘may be limited to an, amount
which. can be obtained without a dan-
gerous inflation of- interest rates and
consequent damage to Canadiar cre-
dit, and without unduly increasing the
cost of the money. :

In impesing such taxation various
things must be regarded. The per-
manent earning power of the country,
which is the basis of all taxation,
must be preserved, for anything which
endangers this injures the future
ability to tax and in turn affects for
the worse the credit of the nation
and its ability to borrow. No such
taxation should be imposed as will
inflict actual hardship and want upon
the laboring classes, either by direct
demands upon them or by closing the
industries from which they derive
their support. No thxation should be
imposed which shall not be brogdly
based upon justice and aimed to ac-
complish the greatest aftainable
equality "of financial sacrifice. b

On the other hand,
raised by taxation ‘must be largely in-
creased both to provide for the im-
mediate costs of the war and to take
care justly of our soldiers who have
suffered in the war and the families
of those who have died. «We have got
to pay, not only now but for a long
series of years, and we must face this
necessity calmly but bravely, and pre-
pare to enforce such financial burdens
on our people as will allow us to do
our manifest duty with the least pos-
sible damage to our industrial future.
We. are fortunate in not being alone
in having to impose heavy taxation,
but that such taxation is necessary
thruout the world. Were it not so, the
imposition of the amount of taxation
which will unquestionably be inevitable
might cause capital to leave Canada
for lands where the burdens were less.'
But owing to the fact .that similar
taxation will be in force in the coun-
tries to which such capital woyld na-

turally -turn, it is possible for us
safely to impose rates which other-
wise would be highly dangerous.

. I am also convinced that a wise ap-
plication of{a vigorous gevernment
control ‘of rices, especially food
prices, will fesult in an /ﬁppreblable
decrease in the .cost 0f”living, and
this without injustice to food pro-
ducers. Suech a decrease will leave
free - from the necessary expense of
living a larger proportion of income
capable of being subjected to taxa-
tion. The indirect taxes which go to
make up® a -considerable part of the
cost of living are paid according to]
the consumption of the people, and
are more or less proportioned to popu-
lation rather than to wealth, It would
seem that the laboring classes are In
these indirect taxes carrying their
share of the burden, altho it is per-
haps unfortunate that these taxes are
not in a form in which they can be |
recognized in order that all who pay
thern may understand their contribu-
tion and realize their share in the
government. This indirect taxation
justifies in theory, as the“expense of
collection; of small amounts justifies
in practice, the exemption of small in-
comes, aitho personally I am inclined
to think that the present ezxen}ptio.n
is too large, and that all incomes over
a thousand ' dollars ought to make
some contribution. The larger the
number of citizens who pay direct
taxes the more will our common re-
sponsibility be appreciated, and the
cioser 'will be the public attention
directed to see that jpublic moneys
shall be expended wisely and honestly.
A payer of direct taxes is'apt to be a
better citizen than he who pays only
indirectly.

The income tax just adopted meets
in theory the nesds of an income tax,
hut to be adequate to the needs of'the
times must be combined with a profits
tax.

It may be that as to very
large incomes a steeper graduation
would be permissible, and that the
very rich should be prevented fromn in-
dulging in extravagances wholly out of
keeping witihh the . seriousness of the
times. v ;
The income tax on the net profits of
business should of coutse not be grad-
usated; for, no matter how large these
profits may bé in the’ aggregate; ‘they
iy be divided up améng thousands of
Hrmatvidual owners!  When it is not so
divided wup, but’ when large dividend
distnibutions go to one person, the
graduated feature of the personal in-
come tax affords the proper supertax.

Everyone agrees that no person should
be allowed to become rich put of the
necessities of war, and  hence jit is
cvident that in addition to the income
tax there must be an excess profits tax.

New Map Shows Homesteads
r Available for Settlement

A publication which should prove

pective settler to western Canada has
just been issued by the natural re-
sources intelligence branch of the de-
partment of the interior. It is known
as the “Homestead” Map and shows
graphically the exact location of each
quarter-section which is #til awvail-
able for entry under the free govern-
ment offer of 160 acres.

The map has been published in four
separate sheets, onme. each for Mani-
toba, Saskatchewan, northern and
southern Alberta, respectively, and is
available for free distribution in in-
dividual sheets or in complete sets.

The homestead map is one of a
number of maps, reports and bulletins
with regpect to settlement in western
Canada that are available for free
distribution upon application to the
natural resources intelligence branch.
In view of the arrangement with re-
spect to farm labor in western Canada
counting as residence on a homestead
and thereby reducing the period within
which residence and cultivation duties
must be performed prior to applying
for a title to the land, also on account |
of the impetus which has been giveni
to agriculture by the present world
shortage of foodstuffs, the demand for

It endcavors
to ascertain the capital actually ‘in-
vested in- a business—which all husi-
ness men know to be a matter which
cannot be ascertained except in newly-
established businesses—allows a total
exemptioa of net earnings amounting
to seven per cent, of this investment,
takes ‘one-quarter of the next eight per.
cent. of nat earnings, takes one-half of
the next five per cent of net earnings
and takes three-quarters of the earn-
ings above twenty per cefif.. It, penal-
izes coAservative -capitdlization, and,
much worse, it penalizes that efliciency
of management which is so vitally
needed. It does nof differentiate _ be-
tween earnings which are distribited
in swollen dividends and those which
are reinvested in increasing plant or
other capital assets and so form real
additions to the wealth of the nation.
It does mot provide for growing busi-
ness to strengthen themselves by
“plowing in” their earnings. And above
all, it does npot disti sh Dbetween
profits in the ordinary course of busi-
ness and profits due to the war,

The basis of the British law is
much fairer, as it regards as war pro-
fits subject to a tax almost confis-*
catory in its severity the increase in
profits ‘over the ante-bellum '‘period.
This is much more sound in' prin-
ciple than the Canadian law. and is
capable of being adapted to our needs
with  justice ' and adva;zta,ge, The
principle of taxation of profits above
a oceriain return_ on capital should
apply only to private enteérprises- in-
stituted or extended since .the 'war,
and should take into consideration the
fact that there is a cost gf living for
capital-just as much as for people,
and that this cost is higher in war
times than in peace. It should also
regard the survival value in' peace of
plants established for ‘war needs.

Briefly, conscription of ‘'money can
be accomplished duly only by a com-
bination of an income tax with a pro-
perly conceived excess profits tax,
The latter, in order to make it just
and productive, must be somewhat
cumbersome in its provisions, as it
should take ‘into' account all the con-
siderations T have mentioned. Neith-
er this fact, nor the added ecost of
collecting it, is' serious enough to jus-
tify a continuance of the makeshift
and unfair existing law ‘which needs’
to be entirely remodeled to operate
with- justice to those taxed and with
increased effectiveness in the amount
yielded. - Only by such legislation
can the gréatest possible part of the
cost of the war be raised by taxes
without weakening the ability of the
nation to korrow either at home or
