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INSANITY PLEA

WILL BE

UTILIZED TO SAVE HIM

This Will Be the Defense in Case of
Syrian Who Shot Denver Priest---

Precautions Taken Against Lynching.

Another ‘Arrest in Chicago Casg. ‘

| DENVER, March 9—Anticipating the
presence of a large crowd at the opening
of the trial today of Guiseppe Alia, the
Byrian, who, in cold blood, murdered
. Father Heinrichs of St. Elizapeth’s
ghurch, while he was giving the sacra-
ments on Sunday, Feb. 23, Sherifi Alex-
ander Nisbet had stationed deputies along
the walks and in the entrance ways lead-
ing fram the jail to the- courtroom and
also in the court room itself. This pre-
caution was taken to frustrate any attempt
&t mob violence, although the authorities
do not look for any real outbreak of this
kind. ;
Alia’s case was the first on the criminal
docket, and Judge Whiteford, who is tak-
fng his turn on the criminal bench, had or-
dered present an open panel of 100 venire-
men. It was expected ‘that the defense of
Attorney Widdecombe, representing Alia
by appointment of the court, would ad-
wvance the theory of insanity in the hope
of saving the life of his client, and to be
_prepared for combatting the defense, the
.prosecution had summoned eight of the
most ekillful brain specialists in the city
to be present for the purpose of observing
the defendant, and thus be in readiness to
give expert opinion as to his sanity. The
defense had arranged also for three alien-
fsts to serve their side. Attorney Widde-
combe indicated in the ‘- examination of

veniremen that he would make the ques-
tion of a prospective juryman's allegiance
to the Roman Cotholic faith the cause for
challenging him as to his qualification to
serve.

When Alia was taken from the jail
to the court house he was under guard
of Sheriff Nisbet and four deputies, each
armed with a brace of revolvers, His men
had explicit instructions to keep the jail
ground clear of and to arrest any one
who showed any evidence of intention to
attack the prisoner. Spectators in the
court room were ordered closely scrutin-
ized ‘and all 'suspicious characters were
excluded from the building.

CHICAGO, March 9—The police\arrest-
ed Emanuel Loebel, aged 35, a garment
presser, who was found distributing some
of Emma Goldman’s anarchistic circulars
at Fourteenth and Halstead streets. The
circulars attacked Chief Shippy for kill-
ing_Averbuch and demanded a right to
free speech. The police confiscated sev-
eral hundreds of them. After that Loebel‘s
room was searched and a quantity of an-
archistic literature found. Assistant Chief
Schuter obtained a sample of Averbuch’s
bhand ' writing. It corresponded in every
particular with the writing on the envel-
ope containing the’ decoy letter that tha
assassin had taken to Chief Shippy’s
house, indicating that Averbuch had
written it.

Jtalian Banker in New York
Fatally Wounds Man Who
Tried to Loot His Bank.

NEW YORK, March 9—Pasquale Patti,
who capducts a loan. banking and ex-
change business 1in the Italian quarter in
Elizabeth St.\in a pistol duel in which
his son in law, Louis Cartiar joined, shot
Francesco Pellatro, alias Guiseppe Sapio,
five times Saturday, as a result of Pel-

latro’s alleged attempt to rob the bank.
Pellatro is dying in a hospital. Michele
Dogostino, who is believed to be an accom-
plice of Pellatro, was arrested while run-
ning from the bank after the shooting.
For 14 years, Patti told the police' he has
steadily reccived black hand letters and
only a month ago the front of his bank
was blown out by a bomb and $40,000 was
scattered about the street. The cash was
saved by the banker’s quickness.

The bank was about to close Saturday
and the streets in the neighborhood were
teeming with people returning from a half
holiday’s toil when Pellatro entered the
bank. Patti was talking with his family
when Pellatro suddenly drew a revolver
gnd declared he had come to kifl the
banker. BERER | |

Quickly seizing a revolver from a shelf

Patti opened fire on Pellatro while on the

other side of the bank, Louis Cartiar, who
. conducted the branch post office station

in the institution, drew his revolver and
also began firing.  Pellatro fell with five
bullete in his body ahd Dogostino.was
caught running from the bank.

Pellatro told the coroner tonight that
he went to the bank to kill Patti, but
fired no shots. The police have been un-
able to find Pellatro’s revolver. Patti is
held by the police pending further invesli-
gation of the affair.

“KEEP YOUR
EYES OPEN”

George E. Foster Predicts Ad-
ditional Sensational Revela-
tions at Ottawa.

TORONTO, Ont., March 9—(Special)—
Hon. George E. Foster, M. P., was a
guest at the Fourth Ward Conservaeive
'Association banquet on Saturday night
and made a rousing speech. ‘“Keep your
ears open,” he counselled, adding that “the
opposition at Ottawa is at work, drilling,
mining, and driving - tunnels. Before the
present session of parliament is over you
will hear additional revelations, not more
to the credit of the government than those
already made known. I may be strong-in
my expressions, but I have been in puklic
life for 22 years and so I am a judge of
parliamentary work, and know ' what it
means. Yet I say that a more extravagant
shameless or unworthy government has
not been in Canada since 1867. What a
shock it gives us to investigate and find
that the government has been passing out
valuable franchises® to its friends and
‘favorites. Coal lands of the west are being
alienated, as fast as clerks at Ottawa can
scribble out permits, while in regard to
timber, we are in the midst of the most
atrocious deals ever made by any govern-
ment of 'any country. Timber, grazing,
agricultural and coal lands are concerned
in these transactions. Last of all we have’
unearthed the fact that during the past
five years hundreds of, thousands of square
miles of valuable fishery reserves in thes
northwest were parcelled out and leased
for a period of twenty years to friends of
the government. On these grounds alone
the people of this country have a perfect
right to rise and no longer allow the lib-
eral party to hold a position of trust.”

HE MET DEATH
IN THE “CHAIR”

Italian Murderer Eléctrocuted
- in Sing Sing Today.

OSSINING, N. Y. March 9—Antonio
Strollo,. an Italian who killed a man in
Vancourtland Park, near here for the
purpose of robbery, went to death in the
electric chair at Sing Sing prison today
with a smile and a cheery good-bye to
those who had been sumimoned to wit-
ness the execution. Strollo showed the
most extraordinary composure. When he
entered the death chamber with a light,
springy step, his face' was beaming and
the smile was never absent for an in-
stant. Four contacts were made before
the man was pronounced dead.

Stroflo killed Antonio Torselli, a fellow
countryman, in Voncourtland$, Park last
summer. Torselli’s face was literally
glashed ' to. pieces. In" all there were 36
stab wounds in the murdered man’s body.

The execution was witnessed by three
New York assemblymen. They declined
to give their names. Judge Edmund R.
Terry of Brooklyn was also present. Tt
is said that a bill is being prepared for
presentation in the aesembly which pro-
vides for the abolition of capital punisa-
ment an dthat the assemblymen who came
here today did so to see for themselves
the manner in which the capital punish-
ment is carried out.

BARCELONA, Ma}'cb 9—General Lin-
ares, the captain general of Catalonia is
confident that the visit of King Alfonso
will pass off safely. His majesty is ex-
pected tomorrow morning. General Lin-
‘ares declares the population of this city
is anxious to show its loyalty to the king,
whose courage in coming after the repeat-
ed bomb outrages here is greatly admired.
Nevertheless, the captain general is spar-
ing no .precautions to safeguard his majes-
ty. The official programme of the visit
has not been allowed to be printed and the
houses along the streets through which
the king is to pass have been thoroughly
searched. But in view of the fact that
for twenty years Barcelona has been a
stronghold of republicanism and the centre
of violent (Calist agitation brought about
by the withdrawal of the ancient privil-
eges of Catalonia at the time the govern-
ment was centralized at Madrid after the
French model, an enthusiastic popular/ Te-

king comes chiefly from the anarchist
wing of the Carlists, which is conducting
a campaign of bomb operations as repris-
als for the alleged illtreatment of their
comrades who are confined in the Mont
Juich prison.

MADRID, March 9—It developed here
today that a section of the Spanish min-
istry is bitterly opposed to King Alfonso’s
going to Barcelona, which is decribed as
a “wasp’s nest,” but the king, with a dis-
play of the old Bourmbon courage, has re-
'fused to be dissuaded. He considers it his
duty to go’ and is confident that his visit
to Barcelona will appeal to the chivalrous
spirit of the Spanish people and/ have a
good effect. A despatch has been received
here from the Spanish minister to Switz-
erland saying that the anarchists of Ge-
neva have decreed the death of King Al-
fonso and Premier Maura.

IT HAS BEEN
HARD WINTER

Many Calls Have Been Made
Upon the Associated Chari-
ties During Past Few Months

The present winter haé been the hard-
est in the history of the Associated Char-
itigs, owing to sickness, poverty and lack
of employment.

This statement was made this morning

to a Times representative by Mrs. C. H.
Hall, secretary of the organization refer-
red to.

Mrs. Hall stated that the sufferers were,
in the large majority of cases, the heads
of families, a fact which made so many
cases all the more serious. Some of the
cases will prove fatal, but most of the
patients will - pull through with, propsr
care. There has been comparatively lit-
tle illness among children and little or no
contagious disease has been encountered.

The lack of employment has resulted
partially from the fact that the mills have
been shut down and _partially from a
great deal of what is known as “broken
time,” in the winter port work.

Mrs. Hall adds that although the win-
ter port laborers have had less to do, the
shipping people have made a considerable
gain financially.

A feature of the present season has been
the large number of strangers who have
applied to the officers of the association
for employment. Mrs. Hall says that ehe
has never before had so many applica-
tions for work from English immigrants,
by whom, at times she was almost be-
seiged. For some of these she was able
to procure employment in the country,
while for ot,?ers she obtained work in the
.city.

Hard as the winter has been, however,
the outlook for the epring and summer,
is to say the least, encouraging.

SENATOR PERLEY
EXPOSES A GAME

How “the Secret Baliot” Was
Worked at Blissville

“A more rascally law and one more
easy to manipulate than the present so-
called secret ballot, could not be framed.”

These were the words of Senator W.'D.
Perley, who, is in ‘the city today after a
visit to his old home at Blissville, Sun-
bury county during the recent elections.

“I had read in the papers considerable
about this wonderful seeret ballet,” said
the senator, “and I was anxious to see
how it would work .out.. I had doubts
about it preventing bribery and. it was. only
necesary for me to hear the first twe
or three ballots read out at the close of
the poll at Blissville for me to see how the
ballots were manipulated.

For instance, the first ballot read. W.
Morton Thurrott, Peake; another Dr. J.
Palmer Peake, Thurott; or again Peake,
Thurrott; Thurrott, Peake and so on, the
names being, twisted and arranged in about
forty different combinations.

A worker would approach a voter, for
instance, and hand him one of these bal-
lots, agreeing to pay him a certain sum
as agreed upon, some time later, When
the ballots were counted and the return-
ing officer read out the names as they ap-
peared on the slips, the agents would be
able to check off the ballots, a list of
which, in their varied forms, had been pre-
pared beforehand.

The senator declared that the present
ballot was far from being perfect, and he
thinks if a printed ballot containing all
the candidates’ names was used, and no
other ballot allowed, it would be an im-
provement.

L. P. D. Tilley Tells

How One Govern-

ment Ward Heeler “Rewarded the
Faithful” the Day After Election Day
---The Purity Agreement Violated.

A Times man called on L. P. D. Tilley,
secretary of the Social and Moral Reform
Council, and asked if the council had done
anything in reference to watching - the
course of events in the recent local gov-
ernment elections. Mr. Tilley replied that
the league had not remained with its eyes
closed during the recent campaign. They
had already, he eaid, secured some defin-
ite information in regard to the violation
of the undertaking by both parties that
neither money nor intoxicants should be
used.

DISCUSSED
- NEW WHARF

West Side Improvements Com-
mittee Spent Some Time Over
it This Morning
In consequence of objections raised by

Capt. Walsh, marine  superintendent of
the C. P. R., that the proposed exten-
sion of the n3w west side wharf to the
harbor line, would make the space be-
tween it and Sand Point wharves too nar-
row to allow the Empress steamers to be
handled, the west side committee met
this morning to consider the matter.

Capt. Walsh has made representations
to Hon. Wm. Pugsley, ministér of public
works, as the government has undertaken
to build the additional 400 feet to the har-
bor line, and at the minister’s request the
matter was taken up by the west side
committec.

Capt. Walsh contends that in order for
a large steamer to use the Sand Point
berths in the slip sufficient room must be
available to bring the vessel out at an
angle which will permit of the bow being
easily turned down stream. He maintains
that, should the remaining 400 feet be
built, no steamer the length of the Em-
presses, which are 570 feet long, could be
safely  handled by a tug, particularly
with another steamer lying at the next
wharf, which would mean reducing the
available free space to little more than
300 feet.

From enquiries made it was learned t]}at
Capt. Walsh had not only expressed him-
self strongly on this point but had inti-
mated that should the extension be con-
tinued the Empresses would not dock at
Sand Point. He was not prepared to say
what the alternative would be.

A counter proposition has been put for-
ward by Captain Walsh that the exten-
sion should be built in a northerly direc-
tion to a point on the harbor line near
the outer end of the. North ' Rodney
wharf. Should this be carried out it
would give a berth between 600 and 70J
feet long lying at an angle of about 45
degrees to the harbor front. Some diffi-
culty might be experienced in laying rail-
way tracks on a wharf at this angle and
it- would narrow the entrance to the
southern side of North Rodney wharf, but
it will likely be given serious considera-
tion.

The new turn of affairs was discussed
at length by the west side committee t1.%.
morning and it was finally decided o
write to the minister asking him to have
an independent engineer look into the
whole matter and report back to him.

City Engineer Peters still contends that
there is plenty of room for handling
steamers under the present plans and 1t
is further stated that C. P. R. officials
approved of the present plans when they
were first drawn up and that they ad-
vocated the' wharf as at present designed
rather than a straight wharf. It is fur-
ther pointed out that if the plans wers
changed as Captain #Walsh suggests it
would destroy the 630 foot berth plannet
for the northern side of the structure as
the wharf would go so close to Rodney
wharf that a steamer could not get in. 1t
is also feared that if this proposal was
followed that the west side ferry entrance
would be threatened with a cave-in.

It was decided to make repairs to the
roof of No. 2 warehouse at Sand Point.

The dispute between the C. P. R. and
the harbor master about the dredge Bea-
ver being allowed to lie at Nelson slip
was discussed and it was decided to leave
the matter in the hands of the harbor
master to effect a satisfactory settlement.

JUSTICE MABEE MAY GET IT

OTTAWA, March 9—(Special)—Justice
Mabee of the high court of Ontario is
favorably spoken of for the chairmanship
of the railway commission.

Probably Be Ended.

LONDON, Mar. 9—There is a probabil-

ity, according to the Daily Mail, that the
diamond monopoly will be broken up
sthrough the non-renewal of the contract,
which expires this month, bet\yeen the
Premier Diamond Mining Company: and
the diamond eyndicatz, which hitherto
has taken,the output of both the Premier
and ‘the De Beers companies. In case the
contract is not renewed, war will be de-
clared by the Premier Company against
the De Beers. / .
_ The diamond syndicate probably con-
trols the world’s output amounting to
about $50,000,000 annualy. - Early in the
year there was a depression in the dia-
mond markets of the world, resulting from
the financial situation in America and the
money stringency in Europe. In order to
maintain the price of diamonds, the Pre-
mier Company announced a considerable
reduction in their monthly output and the
diamond syndicate also came to the sup-
port of the market, deciding that there
should be no reduction in the prices of
stones. It was believed at that time that
the slackness of American demand would
be short- lived.

DEVELOPING POWER

Connecticut River to be Dammed
for Big Electric Project.

BRATTLEBORO. Vt., March 9—The
construction uf a big dam across the Con-
necticut river, is now under way with the
expectation of turning the waters of New
England’s greatest river into New Eng-
land’s biggest electric plant.

By means of the dam, it is proposed to
distribute the electric power within a radi-
us including parts of three states. The
power here is believed to be the largest
undeveloped water power in New England,
Now that the plant to utilize the power
has materialized, the work is being rushed
to ‘completion by a force of 450 men, work-
ing day and night.

The cost of the dam will be more than
a million dollars. The electric power here
developed will be 16,500 horsepower.

While it is expected that the new plant
will benefit mainly the towns of Brattle-
boro and Brandon, Vermont, Hindsdale
and Northville, New Hampshire, more
points are also included within the mar-
ketable range of 50 or 60 miles. It is ex-
pected that Fitchburg will be one of the
main centres of distribution.

The height of the dam, including its
flush boards, would be 34 feet. The pow-
er house, which will be built of eolid mas-
onry, will extend from the .Vermont shore,
950 feet out into the river, and will be a
part of the dam. Beyond that there will
be a spiuway, 600 feet long, making an 850.
foot dam. l

CHAPTER L

A Brgwl in the ‘“Three Kings,” Tavern.

In the course of three hundred years
the tavern of the Three Kings had wit-
nessed scenes strange emough, but the do-
ings of that May night in the year 1743
went far in eclipsing all others.

But at length a treaty had been made
with the Prussian—Heaven knows, the
treaty and ite terms galled -the. pride of
Maria Theresa—the French invaders had
been worsted and the Elector of Bavaria,
the prime cause of all the pother, was
flying northward from his capital.

Its long hall steeped in a haze of
tobacco, heavy with wine and beer, was

John on Tuesday ‘mext, I want to say a
few words to you upon the subject in
advance. . ;
_Let me begin by telling you what the
movement it. It is simply an organized
and systematic recognition by the lay-
men for the extension of the responsi-
bility that rests upon them as laymen for
the  extenbion of their faith throughéat
the world. It is:a wide-spread awakening
of laymen to’ the grofoundly important
fact that, if. the wdtk of evangelizing the
world is to be done at all, it must be
done, not by ministers of the gospel only,
not alone by women and children, and
not by a number of small societies within
the church, but by the men who ‘are, or
who ought to be, the back-bome of the
church’s membership.

It was with this deep conviction that
‘the movement was initiated in New York
about a year ago; and, under its pow:r-
ful impulse, the laymen of city after city
in Canada, no less than in the United
States, are being stirred to united action
as they have been never stirred before.
Upon one point let me be very clear.
This movement is what the name de-
notes alone. It is a movement simply,
and that is all. It is not a new mission-
ary society. It is mot a miseionary board
for the collection and -administration of
money. It is not in any sense an interfer-
ence with the already constituted machin-
ery for missionary effort. It aims to let
loose the steam lying latent in the church,
so that the driving wheels of, missionary
enterprise may :do their full and ‘proper
work. Its function is not administration,
but inspiration only. Let there be no mis-
take about that. I want it to be quite
clear that this laymen’s missionary move-
ment will not interfere with the work
which we are already doing. It commits
us to no course of action that does not
come under our own control. It in no
way affects our present policy and plans.
In matters of administration it leaves us
where it finds us.

But it brings to bear upon the church,
and upon every duly constituted agency
within the church, the impelling pressure
of a new truth, or rather of an old truth
which has largely been forgotten—the
truth that thé gospel unit of all mission-
ary and evangelistic work is the individu-
al. It is nothing more than a magnificent
appeal to the mature men of the church
to claim the privilege, and accept the re-
sponsibility of Christian manhood.

You will want to know, perhaps, what
this movement has accomplished. Well, it!
will- ‘be. enough; ipechaps, if I tell you in}
a few words what. it has dome, and what|
it is doing, for our own church in the
city of Toronto. At a meeting of laymen
held there recently, it was. deliberately
decided that Toronto’s annual share in
the world’s missionary work ought not o
be less than $500,000. When I tell you
that during the previous year the Angli-
cans, Methodists, Presbyterians, Baptists |
and Congregationalists, together only con-:
tributed for this purpose the sum of $140,- !
000, you will get some idea of what the
movement means in money. Of that half
million of dollars, the Church of Eng-
land laymen assumed $150,000 as their
share, whereas last year little more than
$40,000 was contributed by all the Eng-,
lish churches for missionary work.

But, you may ask, will the pledge be
kept? I cannot tell you that, though
there is little doubt in my mind upon the
isubject, but let us quote to you - the,
words of a prominent layman in Tofonto,
to whom I wrote last week for informa-
tion upon the matter. “St. Paul’s church,”
he eays, “has just taken up a subscrip-'
tion of $10,000 for the M. 8. C. C. and is
not yet through its canvass. The churc.hes'
of our own communion in Toronto are, in
the majority of cases ready to make every |
effort to quadruple their subscriptions 10
missions. We have already had eight or
ten express their intention of changing
from the $600 class to the $2,500 class.
The church and diocese, which remains
outside this movement, is going to lose a
tremendous impulse, both in missionary
activity, and also in the blessing which is
bound to come upon its members by co-

|

operating in something that has upon it.
g0 manifestly the seal of Divine ap-
proval.”

Will all this in view, can you wonder
that I come to you, my brother church-|
men of St. John, and ask you very earn-\
estly to see that you have your full ehare
in this laymen’s missionary movement?|
With all my power I press this privilege!
upon you. To stand aloof would be ab-'
solutely suicidal. To throw ourselves with
heart and soul into this movement will
be to reap a great harvest of strength and
inspiration for the work which God has
put into our hands. We stand at the
parting of the ways; and I honestly be-:
lieve that, before God no less than be-
fore the world, we shall stand commend-
ed or condemned as we accept or refuse
the challenge that has come to us, as it
has come to every man who calls himself
a Christian in St. John.

What, then, is it to which you are in-|
vited? I ask the men of the church in
this city to etand behind this laymen’s|
missionary movement; and, with that end
in view, to take some personal par$ in
the meetings of which notice has been
given for Tuesday afternoon and evening.

] WASHINGTON, D. C., March 5—It

#tates. The federal government is taking
e stepfatherly interest in alien terrorists
end habitual criminals and there is a
chance that a number of them will be de-
ported. It seems rather remarkable that
an_ unsuccessful assault on the chief of
police in Chicago should be productive of
more action than the assassination of the
president of the United States. Yet this
i8 the case. It may be that the attack on
Chief Shippy in Chicago and the murder
of Father Lee Heinrichs in Denver coup-
Jed with the epidemic of less notorious
murders and assaults has had the cumula-
tive effect of arousing the government to
action. However that may be, Secretary
Btraus of the department of Commerce
land Labor has issued a strongly worded
wircular to :all immigration inspectors
@round the borders of the United States,
wwalling their attention to the subject of

*"~ have not been here more than three years.

It seems not to be generally known that
there are alréady abundant laws to deal
avith this class of aliens. The immigration
¥egulations provide for the deportation of
pll aliens who are professed anarchists,
who advocate the overthrow of govern-
ment, and the murder of public officials,
well as those who have been convicted
their own country of felony and crimes
fnvolving moral turpitude. Immigrants of
khis class are denied admittance to the
United States and if they slip by the in-
Epector are liable to arrest and deporta-
tion at any time within three years from
eir entry into the country. - Of course
he immigration inspectors are supposed to
now this rule; but heretofore it has never
en very vigorously enforced. The police
ﬂf} the big cities on the other hand, seem
be unaware that such a law exists. The
mmigration inspectors are directed in the
tary’s circular to confer with the
lice authorities in their respective cities
nd wherever possible to pick up and de-
Eort all aliens who come within the scope
f the act. It is assumed that the police
Bre in much better position than the im-
jnigration authorities to know the names
pnd locations of these undesirables after
they have been here any length of time.
Pz is thought, therefore, that with the
ederal and municipal authorities working
together it will be possible to round up
pnd get rid of a very large number of these
enaces to society.. It is perfectly well
<known to the authorities that there are
entres of professed anarchiste in all of the
big cities, whilé Paterson, N. J., in par
#icular, is notoriously a hotbed of them.
Dhere is no reason that these people should
be allowed to seek asylum in the United
*Btates and then abuse the hospitality
given them, so that if the government
gets budy there is likely to be a whole-

sale deportation and a reduction of cow-
ardly assassination.

When the chief of the secret service and
a highly respected congressman combine
to beat an inoffensive slot machine, what
show has that innocent piece of mechan-
ism anyhow? This happened in Washing-
ton within the past few days, and of
course the slot machine got the worst of
it~ Postmaster . General Von Meyer has
been much interested in stamp vending
machines. He has investigated, and ex-
perimented with, a large number and wants
to get an appropriation of $25,000 from
congress to buy more machines and prose-
cute further investigations. Theoretically,
of course, it is a mighty good thing, and
the government would doubtless sell many
stamps if a machine could be installed
that would do the work safisfactorily. A
few weeks ago there were four machines
put out under the portico of the post of-
fice and they worked quite well and have
been objects of considerable interest. Ap-
parently the average American citizen is
a tolerably honest person for the machines
have collected nothing but good money.
But their inventors claim for them that
they will not respond to metal slugs and
that they are as crafty as bank examiners
in detecting counterfeits. This is probably
the inventor’s poetic license, but they are
at least provided with a system of mag-
nets intended to make them balk at re-
ceiving iron disks, suspender buttons, and
similar illegal tender. Representative
Snapp, of Illinois, was opposed to appro-
priating further money for an investment
in stamp machines and he started out this
week to give a practical demonstration of
how easy it was to beat them. He arm-
ed himself with a lot of plugged dimes
and nickels; Canadian ten-cent pieces and
lead disks, the size of pennies. He, de-
scended on the unsuspecting machines at
the post office and accumulated ninety
cents worth of postal cards and stamps.
The machines ate up his epurious currency
with as great avidity as they would the
best product of the mint, but the repre-
sentative fell under the suspicion of a post-
office watchman and came near getting
“pinched.” He explained who he was, but
was haled before the assistant postmaster
none the less, where he ’fessed up and
gleefully displayed his ill-gotten stamps.
He left them .in the keeping of the assist-
ant postmaster to be marked “Exhibit A”
and then foregathered with Chief Wilkie
of the seeret service. Wilkie, nothing'
loath, ballasted himself with a pocketful
of counterfeit coins and next day they|
made another raid on the defenseless stamp
machine, and the things they did to it,
with that lot of “phony money” was a sin
and a shame. This time they went volun-
tarily to the postmaster and showed him
how they had hoodwinked his patent
stamp vender. Of course, Mr. Snapp is
going to fight the $25,000 appropriation
when it comes up, and it certainly looks as
though his demonstration would be hard
to get around.
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FUTURE OF
MARITIME
PROVINGES

Dealt With in Excellent
Address by B. E. Walker
Before Halifax Board
of Trade.

The following is from the Chronicle’s.re-
port of the address of B. E. Walker, of the
Canadian Bank of Commerce before the
Halifax board of trade, last Thursday:— |

He had recently read in a newspaper a |
note of regret that men should be leaving |
the maritime provinces to go elsewhere. |
He sympathized with that feeling and
thought it strange, considering the re-
sources of this province, that any man
should want to leave it, if he wants to
make his life progressive. When we con-
sider the resources of Nova ' Scotia—ite
coal, its gold, and almost all other min-
erals; its forests and its fisheries,—there
can be no excuse for people leaving it.
Nevertheless, all Canada wants the people
bred in the maritime provinces. They are
needed from one end of the country to
the other. He hoped they would keep their
share, but also would let some go.

FEDERATION WITH THE WEST

INDIES.

Speaking of the West Indies, Mr. Walk-

|

Canada who hoped we would sometime be
ablq to round out the destiny of Canada by
having a little tropical air. It would be
advantageous to both countries. If we had
taken in the West Indies ten or fifteen
years ago, we should have been in a posi-
tion to support their interests when
threatened by such occurrences as arise
out of the sugar bounties, etc. The trade
with the West Indies and South America
will be much more important in years to
come than it is at the present time.
Referring to our fisheries and the dif-|
ficulties they present the speaker urged
the great importance of thinking national-
ly about them and so dealing with them.
In British Columbia their questions are
much like ours here. The preservation of
the fisheries is a question of vital import-
ance for both provinees, as well as to Can-
ada as a whole. As soon as possible, the
questions should be settled as to Federal
and provincial rights in the fisheries, and
which should exercise control. If federal
then one department should be devoted
to fisheries alone. What is wanted is men
like Dr. Robertson, Doughty and others
who in their own departments have acted
nationally and with great success. Men
who would study the problem with the
care which the Scotch board is display-
ing. It is nonsense to say that we cannot
do as well here with that or a similar or-
ganization as they have done there. But
the question must be divested of politics
both here and in British Columbia.
DEVELOPMENT OF THE FISHERIES.

The farming and dairying advances in the
West and in Ontario have not been
brought about by politics. If we can get
the fisheries put on a similar national basis
in ten or fifteen years of impartial admin-
istration we can save them and keep them
as one of the greatest gold mines the coun-
try ever saw. By so doing we can prove
that we can do just as good work adminis-
tratively as can be done in Great Britain

TEACHERS’ PENSIONS

At the state house in Boston one even-
ing last week four different bills relative
to ‘teachers’ pensions were presented.
That which was presented by the school
committee, and which is favored by the
teachers’ club of one thousand, is thus de-
scribed by the Boston Transcript:

“Tn thie bill it is proposed that the
school committee shall immediately estab-
lish a permanent school pension fund for
the payment of pensions in accordance
with the provisions of the act to members
of the teaching and supervising staff of
the public day schools of Boston at a rate
not exceeding $180 a year, this amount be-
ing the annuity now paid to teachers com-
ing under the provisions of chapter 237 of
the acts of 1900 creating a teachers‘ retire-
ment fund. In order to meet the sinking
fund reserve necessary for such a pension
fund the bill proposes that there ehall be
added five cents to the assessed tax on
each $1000 of valuation. Mr. Storrow,
chairman of the school committee, said it
was the purpose of this bill to place with
the $180 of the teachers’ retirement fund
another 8180 supplied by the city, so that
the pemsion that the teacher would actu-
ally receive would be $360 each year. Tt
was figured that the provision for the fund
would give about $63,000 to start with, and
that this would increase just as the school
fund has increased. There is now pro-
vided a tax of $2.75 on each $1000 to pay
the running expenses of the Boston
echools. The present teachers’ retirement
fund, he explained, is compulsory. He
did not think that eo complicated a bill
should be given a referendum, which was
not required in the police or firemen’s
pension funds, where the city pays the

In the event of any reduction be-
ing made in the customs duties, such re-
duction ehall apply equally to the pro-
ducts of the two countries. Provision is
made that in order to enjoy the benefits
of' the tariff advantages, products origin-
ating in France and its possessions above
n&}ned shall be conveyed without tran-
shipment from a port of those territories,
or from a port of a territory enjoying the
preferential tariff or intermediate tariff
into a sea or river port of Canada, and
C{madian products shall be conveyed
without transhipment from a Canadian
port, or from a port of a country enjoy-
ing the French minimum tariff, to a port
in France or its above named poasess
ions. In this we have a material change
from tl':e treaty now in force, for, while
it requires that articles of Canadian or-
igin, in order to receive the benefit »f
the treaty on importation into France,
shall.be imported direct, there is no such
restriction regarding the importation of
French articles into Canada. Under the
present treaty some similar specified ar
ticles of Canadian origin receive the ad-
vantage of the minimum tariff on enter-
ing France, while under the new treaty
the number is enlarged to 153, and the
number of French articles coming into
Canada and entitled to reduced duties is
seven compared with 98 under the new
treaty. In addition to this, twelve items
of French products enjoy the benefit of
a special tariff. The treaty will, there-
fore, greatly extend trade operations be-
tween the two countries, and will, in all
probability, result in the establishment
of a direct steamship line between the
two countries. The bill, as passed by the
house of commons, will now go to the
senate, and, when approved, will be rati-

temperance, dealing chiefly with the effect
of intemperance upon 'thé individual. Xf

* he were to take a text, he said, it would
be that from Proverbs: “When  sinners
entice thee, consent thou not,” but he
.would perhape use the word sin rather
than sinners. He pointed out the effect
of aleohol upon the body and mind, and
gave illustrations to show that in physical
endurance the total abstainer far sur

' passed him who was addicted to drink.
Alcohol not only weakened the body but
affected the whole nature, tending to the
destruction of Hopd,’ faith and love. . =
. Sin lured men as that: which promised
8 quick road to happiness, but there was
always the penalty. He had never yet
szen  the man who could really afford to
drink aleohol. If it made him feel good
it was conveying false impressions to his
brain, and was really doing him an in-
jury. Science established this fact beyond
question. Man, to be at his best, must
be master of himeelf, and the time was
coming when there would be no respons
eible positions open to the men who drank.
Corporations did not want them, the rail-
roads were throwing them out, banks
would have none of them.

But the time was also coming when the
temptation would be removed. The speaker
rapidly reviewed the advance of prohibi-
tion sentiment in England, the United

o States and Canada, and declared that the
liquor traffic would eventually be entirely
overthrown. In the meantime it was for]
thoughtful men to make the most of their
manhood and aid the cause. He thanked
God for such institutions as the Every
Day Club, -and observed that no such in-
stitutions weré founded by the liquor
trade. It would be discourteous to speak
harehly of the liquor dealers, when we
made their business lawful, but he pitied
them and hoped the time would.come
when the sound of the money rattling in
the till would not drown in their ears the
cries of heéart-broken mothers and wives
and suffering children.

In his view prohibition was a greater
question than the tariff or transportation,
gince it related to the welfare of the man-
hood of the nation.
