duction and lay down some acceptable
regulations for the limitations of manu-
facture of all narcotic drugs, the in-
creasing use of which is alarming medi-
cal men in the world.

London; Feb. 20.— The Macdonald
Government {5 beglnning to scent an-
other difficulty which may arise as the
result of the vote next week when the
proposal to reduce the 26 per cent.

debated in the House, The bulk of
the Labor members maintain that this
duty is in reality a customs tariff, as
Germany is not relmbursing its nation-
als the 26 per cent. on the cost of the
goods exported as she agreed to do.

In this way the German exporter
charges the British importer $120 for
every $100 worth of goods purchased
by the latter, the British treasury tak-
inﬁ the 26 per cent.

This reduction means a loss of six
and a half million pounds every year
to the British treasury, and this sum
is likely to increase as the volume of
German export trade grows.

AMBASSADOR HAS PRIVILEGES

Ambassadors are privileged people.

They are highly pald, but of course
their position demands such an outlay
that scarcely any ambassador is able
to make money. One of the best known
of them is said to spend $100,000 a yenr
of his own money. They have many
privileges. They live rent free and are
free from taxation. They have thelr
own mail bag which may not be ex-
amined either by postal officlals or
customs officer. In the country in which
he lives the ambassador is practically
immune from municipal Jjurisdiction.
This immunity extends to his wife, his
children, and the servants of the em-
bassy, and only In case of some par-
ticularly serious offence, such as treas-
on, can the ambassador be arrested.
 With certain exceptions they are allow-
ed to import and export goods for their

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THE TARIFF ISSUE |

The Speech from the Throne at Ot-!
tawa will be satisfactory to all Lib-
erals who believe the Liberal policy
should agree with the platform of the
party, for it points to at least some
tariff reductions. The Progressives also
will welcome the announcement, while
to the Conservatives it will be a chal-
lenge they will not be slow to take
up; for their policy is a higher instead
of a lower tariff.

The country at large will be glad
of the assurance that the state of
employment in the country has im-
proved and the volume of business in-
creased; and the people will heartily

agree that reduced taxation and re-
duced cost of production and trans-
portation are desirable. In obvious

reply to a good deal of criticism it
js announced that the Government an-
ticipates a balanced budget when the
present financial year closes, and the
country will welcome the announce-
ment. Believing that some immediate
reduction in taxation would be justi-
fied, the Speech forecasts tariff charges
which would lessen the cost of the
jnstruments of prodiction in indus-
{ries based on the natural resources of
the Dominion. This' no doubt refers
especially to what the farmer of the
west needs, but it may have a wider
scope. We can imagine what the manu-
facturers of Ontario and Quebec will
cay, but east and west of them are
provinces which have no love for a
high tariff.

There will undoubtedly be a great
deal of lobbying from now until the
budget is brought down. Since there
are t/o be tariff changes, many inter-
ests will want to be heard, and in
Parlinment the traditional high and
low tariff parties will line up for bat-
tle. There is every indication of a
lively and perhaps prolonged debate on
the tariff issue. The President of the
Canadian Manufacturers’ Association
has made many speeches in support
of more protection, and is vigorously
supported by the Conservative party
press. High tariff talk, however, makes
no appeal to the Maritime Provines.

LEGISLATIVE COUNCILS
Provinces which long since discov-

cost of a Legislative Council have
wondered why the people of Nova
Scotia clung to this archaic institdtion.
Whatever may have been the original
conception of its value, its record, in
New Brunswick at least, from the days
of the struggle for responsible g'ov-|
ernment down to the time of its aboli-
tion was one of obstruction of the
popular will. As a Home for the Aged
in Politics it might appeal to the
charitably minded, if it would mind its
own business, but as a necessary part
of government it has no value what-
ever, and may easily prove an objec-
tionable influence.

Of course the members are not to
be expected to show a violent geal to
efface themselves, In New Brunswick
it was necessary to appoint members
pledged to abolition before the thing,
could be accomplished. That was in
Hon. A. G. Blair's time. Attempt after
attempt had been made either to alter
or to abolish the Council, but with-
out success.

“Sir—Having been notified that the
Government has it in contemplation
to ask my acceptance of a seat in the
Legislative Council and to appoint me
thereto at an early date, I beg to as-
sure you that in case my appointment
shall take place I will accept the same
upon the understanding that I will
at all times vote for any measure or
measures introduced and promoted by
the Government for the purpose of
bringing about the abolition of the
Council, and I hereby pledge myself
to vote accordingly.”

There was a time when the Gov-
ernor and Legislative Council were all
powerful. So independent was the ori-
ginal Council that it sat with ¢losed
doors for nearly fifty years, and no
vecord of its proceedings was pub-
lished until 1880, The House of As-
sembly grew more insistent as years
passed, and many times when a re-
actionary Council rejected needed leg-
islation an appeal was taken to the
foot of the throme. Gradually conces-
sions were secured and the powers of
the House strengthened. In 1851 a bill
was passed in the Holise providing
that the Legislative Council be made
clective, but the Council defeated it.
The House thereupon refused to vote
the grant to pay the members of the
k,‘ouncil.‘ The latter retaliated by re-
fusing to vote the money to pay mem-
bers of the Assembly, and the latter
had to recede from their position. As
late as 1870 there was a bitter quarrel
between the Council and Assembly,
over the appointment of an officlal,
and on this occasion the Assembly had
it~ way. As time passed it was made
more and more clear that a Legisla-
tive Council was not needed as a check
upon the House of Assembly, but was
often a reactionary body preventing
the enactment of progressive measures.

AN INDEPENDENT VIEW. i
(Ottawa Citizen.)

The Conservative party in the House
of Commons is getting ready to ham-
mer on some weak places in the Gov-
ernment from this session.

the opposition merely by default on
the Government side.

WARNS THE SENATE.

(Vancouver Sun.)

If the Mackenzie King Government|
is sincere in its resolution to again in-|
troduce measures in the House of Com-
mons to authorize the building of
Western branch lines on the Canadian
National system, it must be prepared
to fight reactionary toryism in the Sen-
ate even to the point of nullifying the
powers of that body.

THE DEFENSE OF. THE FRANC

(Toronto Globe.)

The Senate of France is confronted
with a great task and a great oppor-
tunity. It is asked by Premier Poin-
care to lay aside party politics and to
support the efforts of the Government
to maintain the value of the franc,
which is in danger of following the
Gérmah paper mark into bankruptey.
M. Poincare, with unfaltering courage,
has presented and sponsored a measure
that, if adopted, will increase the taxa-
tion of the French people materially
{o provide money with which to bal-
ance the Budget. It is more than ten
years since the ordinary revenue of
France exceeded the expenditure. The
war was financed in large measure on
foreign and domestic loans. The lat-
ter, and particularly the issues on ac-
count of reconstruction in the Depart-
ments of the North, it was hoped,
would be retired quickly upon payment
by the Germans of the reparations
provided for under the ersailles
Treaty.

It is now evident that Germany can-
not be set upon her feet financially
and that reparation payments will not
be secured until 1926 or 1927. France’s
debt meanwhile continues to increase,
and this threatens still further the
stability of the franc, already worth
less than a fourth of its pre-war value
as compared with the dollar.

The only adequate remedies are more
taxation and ‘the utmost economy in
expenditure. Both are unpopular, thé
first among taxpaying citizens, the sec-
ond in the ranks of the great host of
the bureaucracy which draws its sus-
tenance from the public till. It s pro-
posed to reduce the civil list to the
extent of a billion francs. Even at
the depreciated value of the frane, this
reduction will cut from the French
Budget a sum great enough to pay the
salarles of all of Canada’s Federal clvil
servants. So drastic a measure of eco-
nomy must have roused to active en-
mity tens of thousands of French
“functionnaires” who have been favor-
able to the former Poincare policy of

(Canadian Press Despatch.)

Ottawa, Feb. 28—A reduction of tax-
ation almed “primarily at reducing the
cost of the instruments of production”
and the appointment of a board' to in-
vestigate and study the various modes
of taxation, were the two chief items
in the Government programme an-
noumnced at the opening of the third ses-
sion of the fourtecnth parliament of
Canada today.

The opening was favored by sunny
weather without, while within the par-
liament buildings there was a brilliant

the canopy of gold and maroon lent an
added touch of color in the Senate
chamber, where His Excellency the
(Governor-General Baron Byng of
Vimy, read the Speech from the
'I'hrone and declared parliament open-
ed.

In addition to the announcements
indicated the speech from the Throne
laid emphasis upon the efforts already
put forth by the Government to se-
cure strict economy and rigorous re-
trenchment, and the belief was ex-
pressed that for the first time since
1912-1913, the national budget would
. be balanced. The consolidation of the
various statistics branches under one
head was announced and in regard 1o
the St. LLawrence waterways, the opin-
jon was expressed that further inquiry
was necessary before a final decision
could be reached.

Reduced Freight Rates.

An effort to secure a lower carrying
charge on shipments of Canadian cattle |
and the removal of discrimination in
ocean rates on flour and other Canadian
products, were referred to, while the
reintroduction of the Canadian National
branch lines bill, killed by the Senate
last session, was also foreshadowed.

My ministers are strongly of the
opinion that a reduction of taxation is
of first importance, and that to this
end the efforts already put forth to
combine strict economy in the adminis- \
tration of the public service with rigor- !
ous retrenchment in public expendi- |
tures, should be furthered in as many |
directions as may be possible. This is
the more imperative, in that the mar-
gin of controlable expenditures with-
in which economies can be effected; is
necessarily restricted.

May Balance Budget.

My ministers believe, however, that
in view of economies already effected
they will, when the present financial
year closes, be able to announce to the
country that for the first time since
1912-13 the national budget has been
balanced. They are further of the op-
inion that when the budget for the en-
suing fiscal year is introduced it will
be found that the relatlon between
public revenue and public expenditure
is such as to justify some immediate
reduction of taxation.

In the opinion of the Government

such reduction of taxation as it may
be possible to effect should aim prim-
arily at reducing the cost of the in-
struments of production in the indus-
tries based on the national resources
of the Dominion, thereby aiding ma-
terially in the development of our na-
tural resources, and through cheapen-
ed production effecting a diminution
also in the cost of living.
. Legislation will be introduced mak-
ing provision for consolidation of the
revenue collecting setvices of the Gov-
ernment under one administrative
head. With a view to simplifying and
improving the existing system, it is
also proposed to constitute a board to
investigate and study the various
modes of taxation.

National Unity.

. National unity, not less than nation-
al prosperity, depends upon the sur-
mounting of these barriers which have
tended to separate western from east-
ern Canada and to discourage perma-
nent settlement upon the land. Fore-
most in this regard are the problems
incidental to tariff readjustments and
to the marketing of agricultural and
other natural products. ]

The stabilization and control of
freight rates on grain from the head
of the Great Lakes to Canadian ocean
ports and thence to Liverpool, are re-
ceiving the closest attention. It is
hoped that the report of the Royal
Grain inquiry commission authorized
last session to Inquire into the subject
of the handling and marketing of grain
will be available for presentation to
parliament this session, and that legis-

adjourned until Monday when the de-
bate on the address will be com—}
menced, During the brief session in
the Commons chamber, three ministers
were introduced to the House, Hon.

T. Leger, former Liberal member for
Kent, who died last summer. The
Speaker, announced the vacancy in the
county of Richelieu caused by the ap-
puniment of Hon. P. J. A. Cardin as
Mini_ter of Marine and Fisheries in
succession to Hon. Ernest Lapointe,
who took the place of Sir Lomer Gouin
in the Department of Justice. Hon.
Mr. Cardin was elected by acclamation
on Wednesday.

Water Transportation.

The further development of our in-
land water transportation routes, which
will result in lower carrying charges
for the products of the farms of the
west, as well as for the products of the
mine, the forest, and the diversified in-
dustries of the east, is of vital import-
ance.

TERMINAL PLANS

Matter in the Hands of
C. N. R, Executive, Says
L. S. Brown.

The importance of the city arriving
at some agreement with the Canadian
National Railways in regard to the
construction of an overhead bridge in

Mill street, if a start was to be made
on the new station, was stressed by L.
S. Brown, general manager of the At-
lantic region of the railway, yesterday
afternoon at a conference of represen-
tatives of the railway, Board of Trade
and City Council. While Mr. Brown
did not say so, he left the impression
that if an undertaking was given by
the city that they would abide by the
decision of the Board of Railway Com-
missioners in the matter of apportion-
ment of the cost of the grade separa-
tion it was just possible a start might
be made on the new station this year.

The proposition submitted by D. B.
Hanna in December, 1920, is the basis
on which the railway is working and
as some of the commissioners were not
famillar with that proposition, further
consideration was deferred for a time.
In the meantime Mr. Brown promised
to furnish a copy of the plan of the
station and overhead bridge and an es- |
timate of the cost of the ovcrheadi

bridge.

Dr. Farris said those suffering from
tuberculosis were sometimes allowed to
infect the other members of their
 families. He maintained that tuber-
culosis was curable, preventable and
not hereditary, and, having shown
tubercle bacillus on his slides, he ex-
plained that it was to be found in only
two substances, sputum and cow’s
milk. Spray from a cough would stay
in suspension in the air for four hours,
and if infected with the germ would be
the means of spreading the disease.
Flies were another means of spreading
the disease from sputum infection.

While children were most susceptible
to infection, the average age of tubercu-
lar death was 50 in men and 84 in
women. With regard to infection
frcm milk, Dr. Farris had warm com-
mendation for the St. John pasteuriza-
tion regulations, which, he said, had
minimized the danger from this source
of the spread of the disease. Prohibi-
tion, he said, was helping the campaign
against tuberculosis in that it was
keeping alcohol from the poorer class,
and alcohol lowered the vitality and
lessened powers of resistance.

A Rule of Life.

Dr. Farris expounded the doctrine of

eight hours of sleep, proper nourish-
ment, healthy exercise, fresh air and
sunshine as the best means of combat-
ing tuberculosis. He advocated the es-
tablishment of open air schools in St.
| John for children who had a tubercu-
i losis tendency, and also advocated a
! yearly medical examination for every-
| body as a means of early detection of
| ailments.
! The new pneumonthorax treatment
| for tuberculosis, Dr. Farris explained,
! was a method of pumping air into the
| chest wall so as to compress the lung
{ into a small area. He told of the many
| lung diseases and ailments which had
{all the symptoms of tuberculosis, but
were _entirely different, mentioning
shrapnel abscess, cancer, heart lesion,
Hodgin’s disease, and dilation of the
bronchias.

He showed some photographs to ex-
plain how treatment for tuberculosis
could be successfully undertaken at|
home after the patient had learned in
| a sanitarium the necessary precautions.
With regard to clothing, Dr. Farris
believe there was more danger in
wearing too heavy clothing than in
| being too thinly clad, and he criticized |
| the heavy garments worn by men. He|
! said the climate of the inside of houses

NEW LAW COVERING
ARREST FOR DEBT

Fredericton.

A special meeting of the St. John
Taw Society was held yesterday after-
noon in the Equity. Court rooms, Pug-
sley Building, to consider the report
of the committee on “Arrest for Debt.”

It was pointed out that in an article
published last March it was shown that
arrest for debt, on execution after judg-
ment, had been abolished more than
fifty vears ago, wherever it existed in
the rest of Canada, Great Britain and
Ireland and the United States, and had
never existed in some parts of Canada
or the United States. When the laws
in this regard were ameliorated in New
Brunswick, the province had retained
the process in the small debt courts.
It was further shown that in starting
a suit in all actions for debt, in any
court, the laws of the province gave
the creditor his choice of proceeding
either by capias or by ordinary writ of
summons.

Request Attorney-General to Act.

The Law Society passed a resolution
that the Attorney-Genegal be requested
to promote legislationfat the coming
session of the Legislature in substani-
ally the following form:

1.—Nothwithstanding anything con-
tained in any statute of this province,
no person shall be arrested or im-
prisoned on execution after judgment
in any-civil suit.

2. Nothwithstanding ~anything con-
tained in any statute of this province
to the contrary, no person shall be ar-
rested or held to bail or committed to
prison on mesne prices or capias in an
action of debt, except under the follow-
ing circumstances:

(a) Where in an action brought or
to be brought in the Supréme or a
County Court, a person by affidavit of
himself or some other person shows to
the satisfaction of a judge of the Su-
preme Court or the registrar thereof,
or of a judge of a County Court, or a
clerk thereof, or of any clerk of any
Circuit Court, that heh as a cauSe of
action against a person not having
privilege to an amount exceeding $20,
and also such facts and circumstances
as satisfy the judge, registrar or clerk
that there is good and probable cause
for believing that such person, unless
he be forthwith apprehended is about
to quit the province of New Brunswick,
the judge, registrar or clerk may order
that the person against whom the ap-
plication is made shall be arrested in
which event a writ of capias may be
issued to arrest the defendant in such
manner as has heretofore been the prac-
tice.

Purpose of Legislation. *

The real purpose of the foregoing
proposed legislation is to prevent a
debtor being confined to jail without a
judge’s order. The New Brunswick
statutes contain today the proper ma-
chinery whereby a creditor, after judg-
ment is obtained, may apply to the
sourt for a summons calling upon the
debtor to appear for examination. The
court may then make an order for pay-
ment of the debt, and if the order is

BRITISH EXHIBITION :

Dick Turpin’s Ride to York
a Myth—DBroadcast-
ing Plays,

London, February, 19.—A notable
feature of the British Empire Ex-‘
hibition at. Wembley which is ex-

| pected ‘to make a strong appeal to,

visitors from overseas is a pageant of’
empire, including scenes from the
earliest history of ‘the dominions and
displays of their opportunities and '
resources to supplement the exhibits in
other parts of the exhibition. The
pageant will* occupy three days and
will be given “twice a week.

The first day’s performance will deal
with the birth of the empire, the sec-
ond with its growth, and the last will
show it as at the present day. The
arrangements are in the hands of the
inter-departmental committee in charge
of the British Government pavilion
who have been fortunate in securing
the co-operation of many experts in
pageantry.

Rudyard Kipling, who has become
unofficially the poet-laureate of the
empire, is taking the greatest interest
in the pageant and is writing most of
the libretto. About 4,000 performers
will take part, the voices of the actors
being conveyed to the large open-air
audiences by means of an emplifier.
Among the spectacular representa-
tions will be the Thanksgiving service
at St. Paul’s for the destruction of the
Spanish Armadaj Admiral Blake’s
Attack on the Barbary Pirates;
Aurungzebe’s Reception of the East
India Company merchants, and many
scenes from the Victorian era.

Tht Ride From York,

Dick Turpin’s ride to York has un-
fortunately been proved a myth, like
many an other famous tale. The real
hero was a highwayman, John Nevison,
in the 17th Century, who escaped after
a murder near Gravesend and galloped
to York in fifteen hours. The pace is
nearly incredible, but he had the spur
of pursuit behind him. Nowadays
feats of long-distance horsemanship are
rare in England. Last summer Tyr-
whitt Drake, a Kentish squire, covered
the same distance on a scven-year-old
Arab stallion in 104 hours. Last Sat-
urday evening George Bell, a New
Zeéalander, arrived at the Mansion
House on a Yorkshire-bred cob. hav-
ing done the 200 miles in 84 hours.

Mr. Bell’'s object was to prove the
superiority of the English-bred horse
over the Arab, and he seems to have
succeeded. Not only was his time
better, but the conditions were harder,
for which his predecessor had summer
weather, he had to travel for three
days on hard snow and ice. Such feats
are bound to be rare in these times,
for the tarred highroad makes the
worst of going, and a horse has to be
provided with special rubber shoes. .

In this matter we cannot compete
with our ancestors, who had the ad-
vantage of soft highways, and did not
spare their mounts. - Sir Tatton Sykes,
in the first half of the nineteenth cen-
tury, used to ride regularly from
Yorkshire to London on business, and
be as far as Barnet on his back by
evening of the second day. He once
rode to Aberdeen and back from York-
shire in four days, a distance of 720
miles, and rode and won a race in
beilween.

But Sir Tatton, besides being the
most famous owner of race horses of
his day, had a physique of iron. When
studying accounts in a bank in Hull
he used to walk the 82 miles to Sted-
mere on Saturday afternoon and walk
back on Monday morning in time for
business. I am inclined to believe that
our long-distance riding muscles have
become atrophied from disuse. A
friend of mine, a great athlete and a
fine horseman, was once compelled to
ride 74 miles, and thereafter spent a
week in bed.

Temple in Babylon was
Built More Than 6,000
Years Ago.

Philadelphia, Feb. 20—The oldest
building in the world still standing
above ground has been found by the
joint expedition of the British Museum,
London, and the University Museum,
Philadelphia, at Tell El Obeid, Baby-,
lonia, four miles from Ur of the Chal-
dees of biblical fame.

Is 6,000 Years Qld.

» This was announced by Dr. George
'B. Gordon, director of the university
museum, in making public a report.
From Dr. C. Leonard Wooley, head of
the joint expedition on the banks of
the Euphrates.

The excavation of this building, a
temple, has brought to light marvelous
carvings of animals and men, and
moved the already ancient history of
Babylonia back another 1,000 years.
The building is more than 6,000 years
old, and its history is placed at a
period as far removed from King Tut-
ankh-amen in the past as the present
generation is removed from him in
known history.

Dr. Gordon announced that the ex-
pedition had unearthed remarkable
carvings of animals done in limcstone,
mosaics and even artificial flowers oy
stone. One of the choizest finds was a
small golden scabaroid bad inscribed
with the name of the builder of the
temple, King A-An-Ni-Pad-Da of Ly,
who reigned 4,500 years before Chr,st.
This is the oldest royal jewel known

remarkable discoveries made during
December. In a previous report I had
given some account of the little temple
at Tell El Obeid, about four miles from
Ur. And had spoken of its columns
overlaid with copper, ils  mosaic
columns and decoratve friezes. The
excavation of the building is now com-
plete and a far fuller idea can be got
of what is by a good deal the oldest
example of building construction yet
found. ;

“A broad flight on stone steps led to
a Pplatform about 20 feet high on the
south corner of which stood the temple
proper, its gate-tower fronting on the
stairway, its facade set back from the
edge of the platform so as to leave a
narrow step on which stood a row of
statues of bulls sculptured in the
round. These stood some three feet
high and were made of thin copper
plates beaten up over a wooden core.
Their heads were turned out to face
the spectator and their horns were of
gold.

“An important discovery was that
of two columns 10 feet high encrusted
with mosaic work in black paste red
stone and mother-of-pearl. Both had
been damaged by their fall, and the
cores on which the mosaic was set had
decayed completely away so that the
tesserae retained, indeed, their position
in the soil, but were kept together by
nothing more than their own weight.
However, it was found possible to re-
move large sections at a time and to
fx these on to new cores without dis-
turbing the individual pieces of mosaic,

This is What the Montreal Gazette Calls Our Demand

That Markime Ports be Used Instead of U, S.
Ports to Export Freight Carried by Canadian Na-
tional Railway — Canadian Merchant Marine
Using Port of New London to Carry Canadian
Freight.

’ _Sha]l Ca'nadian or Amcrican ports be used by the Canadian
National Railway—owned by the people of Canada—for the export
of Canadian products? : ’

”,I‘lmt is what The Montreal Gazette terms “A Maritime Prob-

lem.

It is not only a Maritime problem, it is a Canadian ;\Jroblem.

The Maritime Provinces are as much a part of Canada as On-
t‘nrio and Quebec and the West, and the use of our ports to carry
Canadian goods in and out of Canada is just as necessary as the
:lse Iot‘ the canals to carry freight from the prairie country to Mon-
real, ¥

The Canadian Government is spending nearly a hundred million
dollars to make transportation easier and cheaper to Montreal by
the widening and deepening of the Welland Canal.

A further sum of $5,000,000 is being spent at Vancouver and
not long ago $70,000,000 was invested in vessels of the Merchant
Marine; some of which are now going to American ports to load pro-
ducts shipped out of Canada by the Canadian National Rallways.

An editorial article from The Montreal Gozette is reproduced
below as well as a despatch from New London, Conn., showing how
the freight steamers owned by the Canadian people are co-operat-
ing with the Canadian National, also owned by the Canadian pecople,
to use an American port to take exports from Canada.

A MARITIME PROBLEM.

The St. John Telegraph-Journal is disturbed over the employ-
ment of the Canadian National Railway in the export of grain
through Portland instead of through a Canadian port. In the last
three months the C. N. R. carried 6,831,294 bushels of grain to the
American port, as compared with 454,168 bushels to St. John and
not a single bushel to Halifax, which leads the Telegraph-Journal
to remark:—

“The Maritime Provinces are co-owners in the Canadian Na-
“tonal Railway, just as they are shareholders in all of the other
“national undertakings of Canada. We are here, ready and wait-
“ing for business, and expect it from railroads in which we are
“shareholders, We are not getting it. But a United States port
“4s benefitting not only by the money expended by the vessels at
“the port of shipment, but by the labor employed in loading
‘cargoes and by the distribution of money for supplies and for
“labor in unloading arg;:sr; for none of the ships which carry
“#Canadian grain out of fand, Me., come to that port with-
“out a cargo, sometimes composed of goods for Canadian busi-
“ness ‘houses and sometimes immigrants who, if the wvessels
“came to Canadian ports, would in all probability come into
“Canadian territory to settle.”

DISSATISFACTION IS CAUSED.

The prevailing condition of thidgs causes great dissatisfaction in
the Maritime Provinces, yet it is.a condition foreseen when the
policy of nationalization was entered upon. It is no new thing for
the Grand Trunk section of the C. N. R. to carry grain to Port-
land. On the contrary, much of the profitable freight traffic of that
road down to the present day has consisted of grain carried from
‘one part of the United States to another through Canada,

So long as the Grand Trunk was privately owned, so fong
as the property belonged to British shareholders, no protest was
made against its engaging in American traffic, but the moment
the rcad passed into possession of the Canadian People a new
condition was created. ] :

What is the position now? It §s ownership and operation of
lines in a foreign country by the Government of Canada, an an-
omaly fraught with constant danger. If the Portland section of the
C. N. R. is not to be abandoned it surely is the part of prudence
to make its operation profiitable, and making its operation profit-
able perpetuates Maritime Province discontent. That is the prac-
tical delimma.

The St. John Telegraph-Journal asks “whose fault is it that
Canadian grain is seeking an outlet from Canada through an Am-
erican port?” And replies by placing the responsibility upon the
railway management. That is scarcely fair. Sir Henry Thornton
is merely carrying out his instructions, which are to operate the C.
N. R. on business lines, without fear, favor or affection of poli-
ticians, and in thus shaping his policy he properly goes after the
most profitable traffic. No grain would be carried to Portland if it
could be carried over the C. N. R. to St. John at less cost; and if St.
John is to get the trade irrespective of cost it means that the peo-
ple of Canada at large would shoulder the loss fn order—not to
advantaze the graln grower but to minister to a local {nterest.

EANAD!AN FREIGHT 1S TAKEN.

New London, Conn., Feb, 28—Arriving here from Halifax at
daybreak Wednesday the freight steamer Canadian Spinner opera-
ted by the Canadian Merchant Marine will take on the third cargo
of automobiles and automobile parts consigned to New Zealand
and Australian ports which have gone out of this port this win-
ter.

By April two more vessels of the same line will have salled
from here .naking a total of five cnilines #n have carried Canadian
freight to foreign ports from the port of New London, this winter.

The aggregate tonnage of the winter's sailings wii, by the end
of the season, have reached approximately 25,000 tons, all the can
goes being made up of American-manufactured automobiles. parts
and machinery.

NEW LONDON IS CHOSEN.

New London was chosen for the shipping point of these pro-
ducts for reasons of financial economy. The General Motor Co.
automobile products and cars made by the Ford Motor Co. are the
principal shippers through this port to the Antipodes.

The greater portlon of the automobile parts are made in
the factories in this country. From the factory they are ship-
ped just over the Canadian border, knocked down, Being parts
rather than set-up machines the duty is greatly fless.

At the Canadiagn branches, only a short distance over the
United States line,” although in the Canadian dominion, the
parts are assembled. There, also, they are crated and made
teady for shipment,

From four to five months in the year the St. Lawrence River is
closed by ice and transportation along it is impractical. Ten days
or so is saved, therefore, in shipping these cars by rail to New Lon-
don. Crated, the cars are shipped in bond for New Zelaand and Aus-
tralian ports.

In the event that certain portions of the shipments are delayed
along the road and arrive here too late to catch ' the sailing, The
tardy freight is forwarded to New York, With a loss in schedule of
only a few days the last part of the shipment is then in a port where
sailings depart weekly.

During the open months of the year the same shipments that
in winter come through here go down the St. Lawrence to Mont-
real and are shipped from ther The Ford Company has its plant
for assembling cars at Walkerville directly opposite the Detroit
plant. Cars built by makers which are under the control of the
General Motors Co. are assembled at different points along the
Canadian line a short distance from the U. S. border.

Following the Spinner will be at least two more vessels.before
the St. Lawrence route is navigable. Each vessel carries away an
average of 5,000 tons of automobiles, automobile parts and machi-
nery. This year is the second year the plan of sending the ship-
ments through New London has been tried out. There is no appar-
ent Indication that during coming seasons the same system will not
be in effect, and this winter’s shipments eclipsed those of last year
by many thousands of tons.

TRAINING HELPED
CANADIANS WIN

Hockey Critic Gives Some
Side Lights on Gran-
ites” Victory.

In reviewing the results of the meet
at Chamonix the performance of the
Canadian representatives can leave
litttle to be desired. John O’Brien,
writing from Chamonix to the Mont-
real Star, says: To be sure, there were
pnations which amassed many more
points than did Canada, but the award-
ing of points could scarcely be said to
have been calculated from the point of
view of the respective events. The im-
portance of an individual in making the
best time while racing once around the
rink can hardly be compared with that
of a hockey team which goes through a
schedule of five games to win the
championship, but, nevertheless, the
victorious hockey team is granted ex-
actly the same amount of pointg as the
winner of the smallest skating race.

However, hockey provided the real
interest in the sports, and, with the
ski-jumping on the final day, proved
to be the only event that was capable
of drawing more than a sparse collec-
tion of spectators, The chance of
seeing a world’s champlon winning a
cross-country gki race failed to cause
enough Interest to draw from ’their
hatels the people who had traveled
hundreds of miles to see the sports; the
Eeople in the grand stands at the

ockey games refused to look over
their shoulders at the other section of
the rink where two curling teams
battled for the Olympia title, Every
game in the hockey schedule, however
poor, drew a fair crowd of spectators,
and the gate recelpts of the final con-
test between the United States and
Canada saved the Olymplc committee
from standing a heavy loss in connec-
tion with the week of winter sports.

Seldom has a team played before a
more sympathetic crowd than did the
Canadian team in the final game with
the United States sextette. From the
opening game of the eliminations it
was apparent that the Maple Leaf
players had thé sympathy of practic-
ally all the representatives of other
nations who, seeing that they could
not win themselves, decided to pick
favorites in any case. The deciding
'match gathered a crowd speaking al-
most all of the languages commonly
known, and there was a veritable bed-
lam in the exciting moments of the
play. There were three organized
cheering sections: the Canadians, with
whom the English joined, the Ameri-
cans and the Swedes. The roars of the
two English-speaking groups as they
yelled their “rah, rah, rahs” would be
punctuated by the “hya, hya” cry of
the Swedish rooters when Canada
scored a goal; a tribute to the Cana~-
dian team, for it had defeated Sweden
by a score of 22-0.

The training programme mapped
out for the Canadian boys was fol-
lowed to the letter by them, and, al-
though they were staying in a hotel,
where all kinds of amusemenis were
provided, from mighty balls down to
gaming tables and a barraom, they did
not change their sweaters for dinner-
jackets until the games were finished,
and every night at ten o'clock the
players were packed away to bed by
the coach, “Pop” Rankin, Writing in
the Paris edition of the New York
Herald, ‘“Sparrow” Robertson, the
sForting editor, sald that the Cana-
dians and Scandinavians were the only
ones who pald strict attention to train-
ing; the Americans could not stand
the pace of several days of sport with-
out serlous training.

1t was this close adherence to dis-
cipline that earned for the hockey
champions the respect and sympathy
of the spectators, and also stood them
well in the final contest. The game be-
tween the United States agd Canada
quickly developed into a heavy bndz'
checking contest, and it was the
Americans who were the first to call
a halt. Of course good refereeing would
have caused the players to pay. atten-
tipn to business, but when the first
attempts at rough work were allowed
to go unchecked, the battle was de-
clared, and it did not end until the
players were exhausted. At the face-
off, Watson took .the puck and tried
to worm his way between Abel and
Small; he emerged with his mouth
bleeding, and from that time no quar-
ter was glven. Many offences were ul-
lowed to go uncalled by the referee,
and when the whistle did blow it was
often to penalize the wrong player.
Abel, the American defence player,
was penalized the most frequently, not
because his game was any rougher
than the rest, but because his 230
pounds were more easily seen by the
officlal.

Secrets Show Norma at Her Best

Hollywood, Feb. 26. — “Secrets,”
which will reach theatres about the
time violets are in bloom, is Norma
Talmadge’s best picture.

It has the quintessence of Talmadge
charm. It is precisely the type of
play adapted to Norma's style. Better
than “Smilin’> Through,” hither con-
sidered her finest, “Secrets” has much
the same quality with added emotional
richness. As a personal performance
it is almost flawless; such a triumph
as comes but two or three times in the
career of screen stars.

The first sequence is a sheer idyll;
