SCIENTISTS OF
ENGLAND TAKE
OPPOSITE VIEW

Declare That Perfect Substi-
tute for Radium From
Mesothorium Not Possible.

New York, Nov. 25—A statement
credited to professors of the University
of Missouri that a perfect substitute for
radium can be produced through a
chemiczl process which purifies meso-
thorium, is disputed by British scientists,
so chemical authorities here declared last
night. .

Among those who disagreed with the
assertion were Sir Ernest Rutherford of
Cambridge University, Prof. Bragg of
London University, F. P. Glew, chemical
radio expert of London, and Prof. Soddy
of Oxford. 5

The British scientists, according to
cable message received here agree that
mesothorium has some of the properties
and functions of radium but deny that
mesothorium can be considered an ab-
solute substitute for the more valuable
preduct.

The same
question might be asked about three boys
sentenced yesterday to the Boys’ Indus-
trial Home; and the large number of
other boys who have been before the
court during these eleven months, to say
nothing of many other offenders who
were not arrested at all—such as those
who stole molasses, broke windows, de-
stroyed property gnd committed other
offences. With a juvenile court and a
,proper probation system a much better
record would have been made.

What is the economic value of a boy?
Why bother about him? Why not let
him go his gait? If parents -are heed-
less why should anyone else trouble
themselves? The Union League Club
Bulletin of Chicago gives a conclusive
answer as follows:— :

“Matthew C. Brush, a Chicago news-
boy, through a mere chance, came in
contact with helpful influences which en-
abled him to acquire an education, and
by sheer force of his wonderful ability
and persistence rise to the presidency of
the American International Shipbuilding
Corporation.  Another Chicago boy,
equally as bright, came under the influ-
ence of bad associates. He became a hold-
wp man and bank robber, and in the
course of his career killed a man. It cost
the State of Illinois $145,000 to capture
and conviet this product of bad influence.
"He was sent to the penitentiary for life
and the state will have to support him.”

The Union League Club of Chicago is
a great business mmen’s club. It learned

that there were six million under—prlv-}

fleged boys in the United States. It real
jzed the welfare of the nation depended
a good deal upon what was done with
these boys. It decided to lend a hand.
After an exhaustive survey made by the
Boys’ Club Federation it became: affiliat-
ed with the Federation and established a
boys’ club im one of the most congested
districts in Chicago. That club has a
staff of five trained workers, two of them
young women, under the direction of Mr.
Robert D. Klees, who has been engaged
in boys ’work for more than twenty
years. He had much to do with the
enactment of child labor and parole laws
and the establishment of juvenile courts
§n Maryland. The Union League Club
stands behind him and his staff. 1t looks
upon a boys’ club as an investment which
pays big dividends, and calls upon busl-
ness men throughout the country to. fol-
low its lead. In the words of thé Bul-
detin:— !
«A new stock has appeared on the
market. Industrials, oils, rails and the
like pay big dividends, sometimes, in
money. The new stock yields men.

That stock is boys. In the midst of the |

continual cry for greater efficiency” and
more production, the business world has
come to realize that the desired end can-
not be attained simply by putting-higher
gears on the machinery and crowding
the workmen. It takes healthy, red-
blooded men to show efficiency and
speed up production. The boy of the
crowded districts of a city who has not
bhad the opoprtunity for healthful play
and exercise does not grow up to be a
red-blooded man. The boy who has been
denied the proper educational facilities
is not apt to develop into an efficiency
expert. Proof is abundant that an in-
vestment in the stock called boys pays
big dividends—in men, and men are
what the nation needs.” ;

I Is not the example of these hard-head-
ed business men of Chicago a matter tv
be considered carefully by business men
everywhere? There is now a movement
to establish a boys’ club in the south
end of this city. There is already one
boys’ club, affilisted with the Boys’ Club
Federation of America, which would
welcome a wider expression of public
interest. There is also the movement to
get a juvenile court and probation sys-
tem, and it is worth while to.note that
the Child Welfare Association of British
Columbia, with branches throughout the
province, will labor this year for an ex-
tension of the juvenile courts to every
city and town, because of the splendid
work accomplished where such courts
already exist.

IMPROVEMENT IN
LEATHER MARKET

Some Increase in Business Re- |

ported—Retail Trade Re-l
ported Good.

“After six months of continued stag-
nation and gloom, the shoe and leather
industries apparently can see a little
more encouragement in the trade sit-
uation,” szys the monthly bulletin of
the First National Bank of Boston.
“Not a few shoe manufacturers and tan-
ners, in fact, are convinced that the cor-
aer is turned, or is about to be turned,
iand they are fortified in the opinion by
the fact that in some direction there is
an actual increase in business. The most
encouraging factor is that the retail shoe
trade throughout the country, even/in the
face of the recent unfavorable weather,
has been fairly good, and by some
authorities is said to be of practically
the 1917 full volume. The restricted
credit situation and reluctance of retail-
ers, however, to accept heavy losses by
marking down prices of gopds tend' to
prevent any evtensive activity in hides
and skins.

“T'anners, caught with heavy stocks
of finished leather mode from expen-
sive raw materials, “are practically
isolated. Manufacturers, especially in
shoe lines, who were his usual custo-
mers, now ignore the leather salesman,
finding it less expensive to buy raw
material direct and have it tanned to
order. The reductions in hides and skins
already have been greater than in leather
or manufactured goods, amounting to
netarly 80 per cent. in calf skins, as com-
pared with quotations a ycar ago. These
are offered at 10 to 20 cents as against
70 to 85 cents a year ago. Markdowns
tn footwear have been made by manu-
facturers, who are coping with the read-
justment of wages, looking toward lower
values. Wage cut have been noted
smounting in some cases to 15 per cent.

by Major Beresford Topp
—Monthly Premiums.

(Mentreal Gazette.)

An interesting and instructive explan-
ation of the government's scheme for
insuring returned soldiers who, owing to
war disabilities or general impairment of
health consequent on the strain of active
service, are unable to obtain ordinary .n-
surance except at exceptionally high
rates, was given to the members of the

Beaches Branch of the G, W. V. A, by

Major Beresford Toppin in St. Aidan’s
Church, Queen street east, last night.
Major Topp, who is director of insur-
ance in connection with the Pensions
Board, said that under the Returned
Soldiers Insurance Act effective Septem-
ber 1 last(, all persons who served in
the naval, military or air forces of Can-
ada during the Great war, are able to
obtain life insurance in amounts of from
€500 to $5,000 without medical examin-
ation and at most favorable rates. The
only qualifications necessary are that
they must have been honorably dis-
charged or retired from the forces and
must, be living in Canada at the time of
application. Ex-members of the Imperial
or Allied forces are eligible if they were
resident and domiciled in Canada in
August, 1914, and are still so domiciled

or not. In order to make it as easy as
possible to carry this insurance, provis-
ion was made for payment of premiums
‘'on a monthly basis without extra charg:.
If desired, however, premiums may be
paid quarterly, half-yearly, or annually.
Paid up insurance be purthased upon
payment of a single premium. The fol-
lowing are specimen premium rates.

. As an example of the extremely low
rates charged for this insurance it may
|be stated that at the age of twenty-five
an ex-soldier may obtain §1,000 insurance
for $1.25 a month or $14.88 per year, At
{the age of thirty-five he may obtain §l,-
1000 insurance for $1.70 per month" or
$20.40 per year.

All the usual terms of payment are
available under the government scheme.
For instance, preminums may be paid for
twenty years, at the end of which time
the policy is paid up. The advantages
of this method of payment is that dur-
ing the productive years premiums may
be paid without the difficulty that might
be exeperienced after reaching an ad--
vanced age, .

Disability Insurance,

In addition to the death benefit pav-

able under this scheme, provision is also
made for the payment of the insurance
money directly to the insured should he
become totally or permanently disabled.
By taking out a policy for $5,000, the re-
turned man can, not only provide for his

family in the event of his death, but can .

insure himself of an income of $250 per
annum for twenty years in the event of
his meeting with an accident or suffer-
ing an illness which leaves him total
incapacitated from earning a livelihood.
| “It has become apparent that there.is
‘a great deal of misapprehension regard-
ing the benefits to be derived from this
insurance among returned men general-
ly,” said Major Topp, “and a great many
men, to whose advantage it would be to
|avail themselves of this insurance, have
not done so. It is the duty of every man
to make adequate provision for his wife
or other dependents in the event of his
death. Even in the case of unmarricd
men without dependents, it is most ad-
vantageous to insure at once as the rates
increase with age.

“It must be clearly understood that
the underlying principle of this whole
insurance scheme is to provide protection
for dependents and for this reason no
prévision is made for policy loans and
certain limitations have been placed upon
the persons who may be named as bene-
ficiaries. Insurance money may be paid
only to the wife, husband, child, grand-
child, parent, brother or sister of the in-
sured. A married man is only permit-
!ted to name his wife, child or children,
(or both his wife and his child or chil-
!dren as beneficiaries of the insurance.

“Another limitation that is designed
for the protection of the beneficiaries is
that not more than one-fifth of the
amount of the policy is payable in a
lump sum at death. For instance, if the
insurance is for $5,000, only $1,000 is
payable at death and the remaining $4-
000 is paid in equal annual instalments
over a selected period of years.” The
money may be paid as an annuity for
five, ten, fifteen or twenty years, or for
life, according to the choice of the in-
sured at the time of application. The
method of payment may, however, be
changed at any time during the lifetime
of the insured and if, after death, it is
found that the nceds of the beneficiary
would best be met by altering the me-
thod chosen by the insured, this may be
done upon application to the ifinister.

Gustavus A. Rogers of the firm of
Rogers & Rogers, pttorneys for the re-
ceiver, said that an examination of the

and to be induced to invest in them. He
had stocks and bonds in mining com-

what has taken place since the end of
the World War. In The Index, pub-
lished by the Liberty National Bank
there is an interesting placing of the two
periods side by side, and, while' no de-
finite deduction as to price movement
is drawn, attention is called to the fact
that the expectation of a permanently
higher price level than in 1913 8r early
1914 has had a rude shock recently .

To start with, the bank asks the two
questions which are on the tip of every-
body’s tongue: “Has the present down-
ward dip of prices reached bottom? And
will it, as was the case in 1918-19, be
succeeded by a further upward move-
ment?”

“In attempting to answer these and
related questions,” says the bank,” one
naturally turns to the price movement
following the civil war. This is an in-
teresting and to some extent a highly
informative comparison, although it

must be recognized in advance that fun--

damental conditions in this country and
the rest of the world are very different
in many ways from those of the six-
ies.

“With these reservations in mind, it
may be noted that during the civil war
prices as compared to 1860 rose to a
higher point than did prices during the
World War as compared to 1913. Af-
ter the civil war prices began to fall at
once, and continued to record succeed-
ing declines

the rallies. In 1918, on the other hand,
there was a decided drop in prices, suec-
ceeded by a further rise that carried
prices to new high levels.”

Post-War Price Charts.

The bank has prepared a chart of
post-civil war and post-World War
prices, comparing Bradstreet’s wholesale

commodity index with one of the civil’

war period compiled by Wesley C. Mit-
chell. In each case the pre-war years
1860 and 1913 are taken as a base. This
chart shows that the rise during the
civil was was more accentuated than
during the World War, but that there
was a sharp drop immediately after the
civil war, whereas prices dropped at the
close of the World War, but shortly
thereafter went to new high levels, suc-
ceeded by a decline. The lines repre-
senting the prices of the two pertods
crossed each other as of Nov. 1 showing
that the index of 1867 was identical with
that of 1920 on that date. The trend of
the civil war price line is steadily down-
ward until 1879,

“In estimating the value to be placed
upon this comparison,” tne bank says:
“gecount must be taken of the follow-
ing facts:- Fifty-five years ago the Un-
ited States was a debtor nation; its
imports exceeded its exports; we were
borrowing large amounts to finance the
building of railroads and for other pur-
poses; the United States was not on
a gold basis, as were other principal
nations, and our commodity prices had
risen to a much higher level than those
prevailing in other countries,

“At the present time all of these con-
ditions are reversed. The balance of
world trade is heavily in our favor, we

have a centralized banking organization !
and a more elastic credit system and .
prices here have advanced relatively less
Wages, furthermore, '

than in Europe.

MOTHERS ALLOWANCES. 1
To The Editor of The Times:

Sir,—I noticed a letter in your paper
on Mothers’ Pensions, signed “One Who
is Interested.”

This is a subject on which we feel all
! right minded people should be interested,
laffecting as it does that sacred institu-
tion, the home. But when we appeal to
the government for legislation of this
kind, the first objection which we meet
is the expense. They tell us we are poor;
there is no for this reform, desirable as
it may be.

It is true many demands are made on
the public treasury. Every municipality,
every community, as well as public in-
stitutions, and societies are making ap-
plications for .expenditures, and in most
cases, probably all cases, these expendi-
tures are proper and desirable. Added
to this is the regular demand for the ad-
vancement of agriculture, the maintain-
snce of public schools and public works
of different kinds, which are all for the
comfort, convenience and happiness of
the people, in other words for the bene-
At of humanity.

But what public works, be it better
roads, the development of power or the
conservation of our forests, is as im-
portant as the conservation of the home?
Where do we find humanity—for the
good of which governments exist—as ap-
pealing as in the case of the needy,
|struggling mother with her children de-
pendent upon her? If a bridge is swept
away by the spring freshet, the govern-
ment sees to it that it is replaced by a
better one. If the bread-winner is taken
from his family, the home in many cases
is broken up, the children scattered, the
mother left heart-broken and desolate—
how desolate only a mother knows. She
probably tries to avert this calamity,
working early and late, with almost
superhuman effort, but the fight is an
unequal one, the odds against her too
great and her children are denied the
sacred birthright of every child, a home
and a mother’s care.

Now since we are too poor in New
Brunswick to have all the things we
want—and think we need, by all means
let it be “women and children first,” let
us have money to support that best of
all institutions, the home, that first great
need of humanity a mother’s care and
let have it soon. The separation of little
children from their mothers is at once
unnatural and cruel and has prevailed
too long. There is another better method
and we want it in New Brunswick. I
sincerely hope that our churches, benevo-
dent societies and social workers will
take up this matter in earnest and be-
fore long we shall have Mothers’ Pen-
sions in New Brunswick.

Millions of dollars’ worth of register-
ed and coupon bonds have been returned
to the department of claims of the di-
vision of loans and currency in the last
year for redemption, which have become
partially destroyed or defaced, and new
bonds have been issued in their place.

Under the provisions of the law the
secretary of the treasury can provide re-
lief in the cases of defaced or destroyed
coupon bonds, as well as destroyved, de-
faced, and even “lost” registered bonds.

Claims Began First Day.
According to officials of the treasury

department, claims for relief in such|

cases began coming in the day after the
fssue of the first Liberty bonds, and

iloss in case of theft. At the present
time relief is only given to holders of
coupon bonds which have become defac-
ed or mutilated in some way, but in
case they are lost or stolen the treasury
department is powerless to help the per-
son sustaining the loss.

By registering these coupon bonds,
which is done by the treasury depart-
ment without any cost to the
holder, the owners are protected even
in case of theft.

; Nov. 14, 1920.
To the Members of the Town Council
Ambherst, N. S.
Gentlemen:

I deem it my duty to bring to your
notice the unsatisfactory social .condi-
tions ‘in this town. It has been years
since I have noticed as many men un-
der the influence of liquor as I have
seen in the last few weeks. Disorder-
ly houses are also prevalent in various
part of the town.

For the last six or seven months I
have been watching this matter quite
closely. I am not a detective, neither
have I time to go around and ascer-
tain what is going on in these districts
but I have been able to learn from pret-
ty reliable sources that conditions are
far from what they should be in a civ-
ilized and Christian communty.

I am not going to charge the police
with neglecting their duty but by this
communication I wish to be understood
that T am fully determined that the law
governing these conditions will be more
vigorously enforced.

1 have always stated that I did not
wish to usurp the powers or functions
of any of the committees of which I
was not more than an ex-officio mem-
ber. I feel, however, that the time has
come when it is my duty to take a firm
stand with regard to these matters and
I shall consider it my duty to make
prompt enquiries and call to book any

HISTORY OF DANZIG
RECORD OF CHANGES

City Has Prospered Under
Polish Rule — Declined
When Cut Off from Vistula
Basin.

New York, Nov. 25—Though Danzig
has been much discussed in recent
world news and has now again attracted
wide interest owing to the attention
ziven the Danzig problem by the As-
sembly of the League of Nations, but
little has been written of the city’s his-
tory. It is not generally known how the
very strange anomally of an apparently
German town in a Polish country, at the
Polish seashore, has_become possible.

The exaet origin.of Danzig is not re-
corded in history, but it is mentioned
as early as 997 as ap important town.
In 1818 it fell into the hands of the Teu-
tonic knights. In 1455 it was one of the
four leading towns of the Hanseatic
League. It was at this time that Dan-
zig shook off the yoke of the corrupt
Teutonic order and submitted voluntar-
ily to the King of Poland, to whom it
was ceded along with the whole of West
Prussia at the peace of Torun (Thorn).
Remained Free Under Poland.

Although nominally subject to Po-
land and represented in the Polish Diets
and at the election of the Polish Kings,
it continued to enjoy the rights of a
free city, and governed a considerable
territory embracing more than thirty
villages.

It was during the 17th' and 18th cen:
turies that the city was most troubled |
by wars and aggressions. In 1734, hav-
ing supported Stanislas Leszcynski, the
Polish King, the city was attacked and
taken by the Saxons and Prussians. In
1772, at the time of the first partition of
Poland, Danzig was not separated from

by Prussia.

Throughout its history Danzig has
prospered only when Poland prospered.
The city has at all times been wholly
dependent on the Polish hinterland, and
the decline of the Polish nation was in-
variably quickly reflected in the lessen-
ing of Danzig’s commercial success.
Recently Colcnized by Germans. J

During the last century the city has
very largely been colonized by German.
But the Polish spirit has not died out,
and even of the German inhabitants
there are many who are fully aware of!
the fact that to prosper, Danzig must
mawntain the closest relations with Po-
land. Polish newspapars are published
in the city, Polish banks still do large
_business, and all nature of Polish busi-
nesses have prospered to a certain de-
{gree despite a century of political perse-
cution.

In the schools of Danzig Polish was
taught until 1850 and Polish’ sermons
‘were preached there even during the
earlier part of the present century.
Polish historical monuments' abound in
the city, while the Prussian rule has left
no vestiges worth mentioning. Statues
'of Polish kings, white eagles painted or
'sarved in wood or stone, speak every-
| where of the Polish past of this artificial-
1y Germanized Polish city.
