Paris, July 9—The chamber of depu­

ties yesterday rejected a bill for the 
immediate raising of the state of siege 
and the suppression of the censorship.

The Socialists 
and the Republican Socialists made the 
demand, but M. Fiction declared this was 
impossible before the treaty of peace 
became effective through ratification by 
three or more powers.

It was remarked that this was the 
second time the government’s majority - x 
had been reduced to hardly more than 
fifty, the smallest margin on which any 
government had continued in power 
since the beginning of the war.

Berlin, July 8—(By the Associated 
Press)—Germany is quickly to return to 
a peace-time financial system, said 
Mathias Eraberger, vice-chancellor and 
minister of finance, speaking at Weimar 
before the German national assembly 
today. Among other things the pay­
ment of grants to men who are unem­
ployed will be reduced- 

“The empire's needs," he skid, “must 
be devided hencefortfi between home 
needs and indemnities. The year’s ex­
penditures confronting us will amount 
to about 17,500,OOCMXX) marks. I am 
firmly resolved to tread the hard path 
of economy and therefore have given 'out 
the watchword -that from Oct. 1, 1919, 
there shall be no more items not de­
tailed, and there shall be no more war 
funds. The war finance system shall 
cease and a regular budget system must 
be re-established.

“The first guiding principle is that 
there must be no more unproductive ex­
penditures. Therefore, a gradual aboli­
tion of non-employment grants must be 
faced. How are the full requirements 
for the. empire, new states and com­
munes which may be estimated at some 
25,000,000,000 marks, to Ire covered?"

The legislation proposed by the do­

minion secretary, Sir Herbert Ames, re­
lating to the Patriotic Fund, was not ap­
proved by the central executive when 
they met at Ottawa. After discussion, 
the majority of opinion was against 
handing the work over to others, but in 
favor of continuing the old organisation 
under. its present act of _ incorporation 
with somewhat larger powers. An act 
was framed in accordance with the view 
of the majority and has become law.

The old act limited the relief to be 
given to the wives and dependents of 
officers and men while in active service. 
The new act provides that it can be con­
tinued or given in case of need to the 
wives or dependents of men who have 
been discharged.

The other change merely affects the 
manner of winding up the organization. 
It is provided that it will cease when 
all the funds received or collected for the 
purpose of the act are exhausted. It 
further provides that an account shall be 
rendered to the satisfactio of the auditor 
general of Canada containing such par­
ticulars as the govemor-in-council sees 
fit to require, and upon proclamation to 
this effect, the corporation shall cease 
to exist.

The regulations regarding post war re­
lief will be somewhat strirter than those 
which have hitherto governed the dis­

Mr. McKenzie said that the farmers’ 
party would not affiliate with organized 
labor, although he anticipated that there 
would be much co-operation between 
bonafida agriculturists.

These approximately figures were 
authorized by Rickard because of the 
delay in arriving at the official attend­
ance and receipts.

Revenue agents are checking up the 
figures to determine the amount of war 
tax due the government and they prob­
ably will not finish the task until late 
tomorrow. Promoter Rickard left for 
New York tonight without knowing ex­
actly how much money the contest drew.

The announcement that the bout drew 
about twenty thousand persons, less than 
one-fourth of the seating capacity of the 
arena, was a big surprise. Rickard said 
that all of the $60 seats were sold and 
that virtually all of the $50 seats were 
disposed of, but that the disappointment 
came in the sale of the cheapest seats, 
which sold for $10.

Provisions hod been made to seat 
between 35,000 and 40,000 persons in 
the $10 seat sections, but only about 
5,000 seats were sold.
