THE EDMUNDSTON-MONCTON LINE-

Yesterday the Board of Itade had be-
fore them two gentlemen connected with
the proposed line of railway from Ed-
mundston to Moncton, which is intended
to form part of a short line through
Canadian territory from Montreal to
Halifax. At the last session of the Legis-
lature of this Province a charter was
granted to a number of gentlemen,
among whom was Sir Joseph Hickson, of
the Grand Trunk Railway, authorizing
them to construct a line of railway from
Edmundston to some point on the Inter-
colonial between Newcastle and Monc-
ton. This line has now been surveyed.
the southern terminus being Berry’s
mills, & station on the Intercolonial,
seven miles north of Moncton. The object
of bringing the matter before the Board
of Trade yesterday was to obtain tie
indorsement of the people of St. John to
an application to the Dominion govern-
ment for a  ubsidy of $6,000 a mile, to
assist the company in building this road.
It is understood that the Grand Trunk
Railway Co. isinterested in this enter-
prise and tbat if the road is built it will
make Halifax the Atlantic terminus of
its railway system.

The proposed line, it ought to be un-
derstood, in ti.e first place is essentially a
through road from Montreal to' Halifax.
According to the calculations of the
engineers, by utilizing the Grand Trunk,
1 lonjal and T Railways
in connexion with the new line the dis-
tance from Montreal to Halifax will be
7590 miles, by an all Canadian
line. The distance from Montreal
to Halifax by the Intercolonial
and the Short Line through Maine is
758 miles, so that the two lines will be
practically the same in length. The
engineers, however, expect to reduce
their present survey by about 10 miles,
making the distance from Montreal to
Halifax 749 miles, or 9 miles less thar
the present Short Line by way of this
city, The proposed line as surveyed
seems to have been designed to
reach Halifax by the shortest pos-
sible route through Canadian ter-
ritory and any advantages which
it offers £t. John are merely incidental
and do not form any portion of its orig-
inal design. It is quite true that the
charter of the railway gives the company

power to construct and operate a line of

railway from the main line to & point on
the I lomal, b 8 and
St. John, or to connect with the Central
railway at or near the head of Grand
Lake, but the survey of the line has been
carried out without any attempt to reduce
the distance to St. John except as it can
be done incidentally while p ing the
main design of reaching Halifax by the
shortest possible route. Under these cir-
cumstances the people of St. John will
regard this line not as one primarily de-
signed for the benefit of this port, or one
in which the\ need- take an active in-
terest, but as one which may in time by
the force of circumstances inure to our
advantage.

Assuming that the calculation of the
engineers, which makes the distance
from Montreal to Halifax 749 miles, is
correct the distance to St. John by the
same line, reaching this city by the head
of Grand Lake and Norton would be 611
miles, so that St. John would have an
advantage over Halifax of 138 miles.
Kut to secure this advantage it wonld be
necessary to construct a piece of railway
some 15 miles in length from
the place where the main line crosses
the Salmon River to the head
of Grand Lake. If the Central
Railway from Norton to the head of
Grand Lake we-e leased or purchased by
the new company and the link of 15
miles or 8o constructed to the main line
and if arrangements were made for
through trains from St. John, then we
might expect to reap some substantial
advantages from it. But our people

‘are wise enough to know that
the mere exisience of a railway in a
particular locality dces not always insure
the carriage of freight over it. Twenty
years ago when it became certain that
the Intercolonial Railway would go by
the North Shore, the Province of New
Brunswick chartered a line of railway
to run up river from Fredericton, which
was designed to give a short route
through Canadian territory to Quebec
and Montreal. This line received an
enormous land grant by way of subsidy
and the expectations which it raised were
very high, but none of them have been
fulfilled. By the completion of the Tem-
iscouata railway St. John is brought
within 603 miles of Montreal, by a line
wholly through Canadian territory, but
owing to the refusal of the several com-
panies, which compose this line to make
throngh rates, not a single barrel of flour
has ever passed from Montreal to
Saint John oyer this road. .In
view of such a startling
fact as this our people should bhave some

THE LAMENTATIONS OF THE SUN-

The Sun has been in the depths of
humiliation and despair eversince it
was known that the four members of
Northumberland would support the gov-
ernment and that one of them had ac-
cepted the office of Surveyor General.
The men who control the Sun, some of
whom claim to be leaders

Accordingly the Sun came out
on Friday with a strong article condemn®
ing the government for neglecting the
i of the lumbermen and declaring
that it had always been in favor of givilz
them lower rates of stampage. It poin
ed out that Mr. Ezekiel McLeod,
when in the House of
Assembly had voted against the “in-
creased stumpage rates. Imagine the hor-
ror of the Sun forty eight hours later when
it was learned that the government
had taken its advice in regard to the
stumpage question and that the North-
umberland members had agreed to sup-
port Mr. Blair. No paper that ever was
publisbed in St. John ever before walked
into such a trap. The Sun must now
either eat its own words published
a week ago and declare that it is wrong
to reduce the stumpage, or it must sup-
port the government in their concessions
1o the North Shore interests. In the
meantime it is raising a prolonged howl
of agony and vigorously throwing mud
at Mr. Tweedie.

Presby-
terian ministers are as earnest as those
of any other denomination in' exhorting
their hearers to repent of their sias, to
lead pure lives, and to give liberally to-
wards the support of the schemes of the
chirch, They do not tell their hearers
that their damnation or salvation was
determined before their birth, and that
nothing they may do will affect their
future state. The inference every hearer
draws from their discourses is, that.a
crown of glory may be confidently hoped
for as the reward of humbly believing in
Christ and faithfully striving to live in
obedience to his teachings. It is fair,
therefore, to infer.that the church, as
personified in the pulpit, does not be-
lieve the doctrine that God, for his own
glory, ordained part of his.creatures to
eternal life in a lake of fire and brimstone.
It js not fair to accuse a great body of
teachers of belleving what they do not
teach.

1t is certainly not in accordance with
the modern idea that Smith, Jones and
Robinson, by virtue of having been
elected elders of a congregation, carry
the keys of the kingdom of heaven in

their pockets. If the creed is to be

modernised this articla ought to have
attention. Itis queer that it did not
strike the auttors of the creed that it is
absurd to s1y that all men are predesti-
nated to be saved or damned, and then
to declare that church officers have the
power to shut the kingdom of heaven
against impenitent and to open it unto
penitent sinners. The presence of the
two dogmas in the one creed is one of
the curiosities of ecclesiastical literature.
But if it were not for such things there
would be no use for the casuists and less
demand for the exercise of faith.

The spirit of the age may not find its
way into the creed, but it is in the con-
gregations and in the pulpits. Presby-
terianism, like other branches of the
church militant, has caught the spirit of
progress, and cordially takes to its arms
what would have been denounced by the
Westminster Assembly as rank heresy.
Many of its ministers are among the
preachers of the most advanced and
liberal ideas of modern christianity.
Knox and Calyin have been given a back
seat and the Sermonon the Mount has
superseded their dogmas.

This is merely one phase of the pro-
blem which the Russian Government
confronts and which threatens to Ger-
manize Russia faster than - the Czar’s
generals can Russianise Asia. But the
Russian bureaucracy, like the ele-
phant’s . trunk which with equal
facility uproots a tree or lifts a
pin, can occupy itself with trivial
matters even while great issues
press on for treatment. An edict has
just been issued by which the represen-
tatives of foreign journals resident in St.
Petersburg, and who are admitted to
Court festivities, must henceforth on such
occasions wear a badge on their coat
bearing the name of their newspaper.
‘The droll explanation is given that this
is the request of the correspondents
themselves, who were being crowded out
by bogus people pretending to deserve
press recognition. T can remember
something like this at & hanging in St.
Lawrence County, New York, but its
necessity in the Court of the Czar wears
a whimsical aspeet.

In the rear was an organ, and through
the room were a number of tables, on
whieh were arranged books and pamph-
lets of various kinds, including Bibles
and hymn books inseveral different lan-
guages, There were also a number of
magnifying and stereoptic glasses with
views, and many other little features
that lent to the place quite & home like
aspect.

The upper flat of the build-
ing will not be finished at present, with
exception of one room on the south side.

Nearly all the work of the institution
will be carried on in the basement.
Here is situated the kitchen fitted with
a huge range, hot water boiler and pan-
tries. Adjoining the kitchen is a spaci-
ous dining room 26x19 feet with a large
side board from the floor to the ceiling.
The kitchen is finished in birch and the
dining room in pitch pine. Off these
rooms in the hall is the wash-stand with
three basins. Every wash-stand through-
out the building issupplied with hot and
cold water, and, the taps are all nickel
plated.

A brief prayer
followed and then some of the sailors
amused themselves looking at the views,
chatting pleasantly together, or if they
wanted to in making use of the materials
provided and on the table to write to
their friende.

The reporter had not been long in the
room, however, before the originator of
this excellent mission for eailors, has-
tened to bid him welcome and invite him
to a pleasanter seat.. Several sailors
came in and they were all received by
MissjHutchison, the proprietress referred
to, in the same pleasant manner, and
were cordially invited to make them-
selves at home. As the evening ad-
vanced and the sailors began to leave,
she shook hands with .those who were
strangers and extended a pleasant
invitation for them to call again. But
none were allowed to depart without first
having been spoken to about the welfare
of theirsoul and how they stood with their
Maker; and the manner in which this
part of the work is carried on is indeed
a very strong proof of Miss Hutchison’s
adaptability for the important and noble
work she has in view,—that of helping
and improving sailors and giving them a
chance to keep out of the way of the
many traps and temptations which beset
their path when ashore.

Miss Hutchison opened the Strangers
Rest on the 12th of December, 1888, and
every evening, Sunday and week days,
since that time it has been open. Itis
kept open from 5 to 10n =~
Sundays the-

-

take advantage of the vatious privileges.
Pens, ink, paper and envelopes are furn-
ished free, and Miss Hutchison has had
the satisfaction of knowing that in many
instances letters have been written and
money forwarded to far off friends long
neglected and almost forgotten,by sailors
who visited the room by chance and had
their thoughts directed to the periods

in their life when home and
friends were dear to them. Good
impulses have been  developed

and some of the roughest and most de-
bauched sailors have been reclaimed
and are now leading sober and steady
lives, through the influences brought to
bear in “the Rest” Missions or “rests”
of asimilar character are carried on in
most of the British sea ports and a few
in other places, and when sailors leave
this port, Miss Hutchison sees that they
are provided with & note containing the
address or an introduction to the “Rest”
in the port for which they sail; so that
her influence extends far outside the
peaceful room on Prince William street.
The room was fitted up and carried on
entirely at her own expense, and the only
help is that given by kind ladies and
gentlemen who drop in occasionally to
play the organ and help in other ways to
carry on the short service which
is held every evening. Theideaofstart-
ing a mission work for sailors first enter-
ed Miss Hutchison’s mind three or four
years ago while she was engaged in
mission work among children in the east
end of London,Eng. Since opening *the
Strangers Rest” her idea has enlarged
and to zarry on the work of keeping sail-
ors out of the way of the various tempta-
tions and the traps into which they too
often fall when ashore she has erected,
The Sailors’ Home

on St. James street only a short distance
from the “Rest.” The “Sailors Home”
is a fine brick building with freestone
trimmings. It measures 65 feet 5 inches
on St. James street and extends back 47
feet 11 inches, is three stories high in
front and four stories in the réar. The
lot on which the building stands is 80
feet wide and runs back 200 feet to Brit-
tain street affording a chance for a large
yard and garden in the rear of the build-
ng. :

The building is finished in first class
style, outside and in.

The entrance in the middle of the
building is under a frée-stone arch on
which is carved a heavy cable knotted
at each end. At the top of the buildtng
just over the fine entrance a large block
of freestone the institution “Sailors
Home" is carved, and hanging by its
stock from the cave of the building is a
large anchor.

A flight of stone steps lead through the
arched entrance to the main part of the
building, or properly, the first floor from
St. James street. Here to the right of the
spacious hall is the matron’s parlor and
sleeping apartments, with bathroom and
closets adjoining, all handsomely fin-
ished.

To the left of the hall is the large gos-
pel room, calculated to seat a hundred
persons. Between this room and the
large hall are four folding doors which
may be thrown back, converting hall and
room into one apartment when occasion
demands it. The room is well lighted
and will be heated by four radiators, and
lighted in the evening from the gas jets
from two fine polished brass chundeliers.
Miss Hutchison intends to use this
room in connection with the home
for the use not only of those who stop
there, but of all sailors who choose to come
and avail themselves of the priveleges

t is a well-appointed !aundry.

The whole basement is floored with
asphalt and the wooden floors of the
kitchen and dining rooms are laid over
it

The building is fited up and
farnished throughout with every modern
convenience being efual if not superior
to most first-class hotels in the sanitary
and other arrangements.

As stated above Miss. Hutchison’s
1dea is to give sailors a chance to shun
the traps and temptations set in their
way when ashore. Strangers in strange
places although in some sense they are at
home, everywhere the sailors are shut out
from nearly all society, and through their
forced associations have come to be
wrongly regarded by many to the
roughest and worst class of men to be
found. ’ -

But Miss Mary Hutchison looks at
them in a different light. She says that
since opening the Sailors’ Rest, although
she has often been there with no one to
help her in the work, she has never ex-
-perienced any trouble with sailors, and
on one occasion when there were several
drunken men in the “Rest” at once, the
only one who caused any trouble was a
landsman. He got so hoisterous and un-
ruly that she bad to threaten tocalla
policeman ; but her sailor friends stood
by their benefactress and, drunk though
he was, one big sailor got up and ejected
the unruly landsman from the room. She
believes that sailors would be much
better if they had a fair chance and i’ is
with this most laudable idea of helping
those who receive so little attention tuot

and lumber shippers over the adoption
of a new form of Charter Party.

Owing to the strikes which occurred
last season in British ports the lumber
buyers in the British Channel ports de-
cline to take cargoes of lumber unless
they are shipped under the new form of
Charter Party which differs from the old
Charter Party in certain new clauses
which protect both the shipper and the
receiver of the cargo from loss by any
cause beyond the charterers control, and
providing that demurrage shall not be
paid for time lost in conseqnence of
strikes, etc.

Formerly no matter l:ow much a cargo
might fall short of the amount set out in
the bill oflading as having been shipped if
the captain and mate of the vessel swore
that they delivered all they had taken
in, the receiver of the cargo had to be
satisfied.

In the new charter party, however,
the receiver or buyer of the cargo is pro-
tected from loss on this score by the fol-
lowing clause: “Bills of lading to be
conclusive evidence against owners as
establishing quantity delivered to ship.
The captain’s or agents signature to be
accepted in all cases as binding upon
owners.”

The other new clause referred to above
is “But any time lost through frost,
floods, drought, storms, strikes, lockouts,
combinations of workmen or any extra-
ordinary ceuse of what kind scever be-
yond the charterers control, delaying
either the sending of the cargo alongside,
or the loading, or discharging of the cargo
is excepted.” .

It will be seen that this clause amply
protects both buyer and shipper. Al
though some of the ship owners have ac-
cepted the new form of charter party and
It is almost compulsory on them in case

of the Brigtol channel ports some of them
feel that the shippers and buyers
who framed the charter party were too
anxions to do themselves justice, and in
their intense ardor to get everything
just so they have apparently forgotten
the fact that the causes of lost time, etc.
which the new clause refers are as much
or in fact more beyond the control of the
ship captain or owner than is the case
with either the shipper or receiver.
