The Wreck of The Steamer Edoerdo.
Twenty-nine of the crew of the Spanish 

steamer Eduardo, wrecked at Old Man 
Island near Machias on Saturday night 
last, arrived in St. John yesterday. The 
steamer was making her way slowly 
through a thick fog when suddenly she 
struck heavily on a rock and 
partly ran over it. The 
engines were quickly reversed but she 
swung round with the wind and was soon 
found to he among rocks both fore and 
aft, which made several holes in her bot­
tom. She filled quickly and settled solid 
among the rocks. The crew gathered to­
gether what they could of their effects and 
taking to the boats left the steamer at 
half past one it being just before mid­
night when she struck. They were 
about five miles from land. They spent 
the night rowing about in the boats and 
returned to the steamer at daylight to 
see if anything could be done. The tide 
was down when the vessel struck. By 
the time they returned it had risen and 
the steamer was found to be submerged 
from bow to midships with her stern still 
showing above the surface. They left 
her and rowed to the nearest life saving 
station where they were taken care of 
till they took passage for St. John.

The Eduardo was a steamer of1503 tons 
on her way here to load deal. Her 
managing owners are Messrs G. H.
Fletcher & Co. of Liverpool.

Arrangements are being made to get 
divers from New York to examine the 
vessel and see if there is any possibility 
of having her floated and taken off the 
rocks.
