Orchard, Bohert, Jr., was born near Taunton, 
Somersetshire, F.nglnml, and came to New Bruns­
wick in 1820 and settled in Mill Cove. _ He is a 
flourishing farmer in Cambridge. His wife’s 
maiden name was Charlotte Briggs. His children 
are, Elizabeth, who married James B. Wiggins; 
Clarissa, unmarried ; Samuel Fowler, unmarried ;
Jame* never married,—he was drowned, in 1873, 
while rafting on Salmon Hiver.

Patterson, Archibald, born in Argyleshire in 
1791, came to New Brunswick in 1819. He first 
settled on the Washademoak, and afterwards on 
Salmon Creek. His disappointment with the 
prospects of the new country,and his inability to re­
turn to his native Scotland, induced in him perma­
nent insanity. His wife’s maiden name was Pris­
cilla Perry. He had three sons, William, who 
married Clarissa Worden ; Daniel, _ Elizabeth 
Thorn ; James Malcolm never married ; died, 
aged thirty. Daniel Patterson is a comfortable 
farmer of Thorn Town.

Palmer,(Sergeant), John, born in England in 1623; 
moved to Rowley, Massachusetts, in 1639, where he 
died June 17, 1695. His son Francis also died in 
Rowley, Nov. 11, 1695. John, son of Francis, died

own State. Our object next day was to reach Dun-, 
kirk, but night overtook us at Brocton junction, 
about eleven miles from Dunkirk. An express 
train luckily came along, and when it* left we 
were on the platform of the last car.. Happily the 
conductor did not trouble tis, and in a short time 
we were at Dunkirk. There both of us were so 
faint from hunger that we were compelled, however 
reluctant the task, of applying to prominent persons 
for relief.

Next 
day we rode*through Rochester without being dis-; 

We slept in a station-house the ensuing 
night, and were brought jip before a justice nexb 
morning on a charge of vagrancy. He gave us two 
hours to get out of the city. An hour later we were, 
on our way to Syracuse on a freight train. We 
reached there safely, and stayed over night. Here 
came a new adventure. Snugly concealed in two 
large sewer-pipes on a freight train, we left Syra­
cuse, and reached West Albany early the following, 
morning. At this place my second partner left 
me, having some friends in Albany. I secured a. 
comfortable conveyance to New York. My troub­
lous tramp from the Far West occupied just two 
weeks in coming through.
