WHAT IS A MAGNET?

If you have ever played  with
 magnet you have wondered what
made it hold iron nails, and draw
needles to it and taeks:and bits: of
iron filings.

Mothodist College |
Tota.lly Destroyed

At 7 o'clock Monday night, Janu-
ary 19th, Rev. Dr. Darby, Guardian
of the Methodist College Home,
heard an explosion and falling glass
and looking through a window saw
flames breaking through the wine
dows of the College Hall on thejge.
Western side of the Harvey Road
entrance. He immediately sent in
the alarm but when the firemen ar-
rived the building was a seething
mass of flame. Again the firemen
did commendable work in zero wea-
ther.

All the pupils residing in the Home
were given instructions to have ev:
erything in readiness to leave at a
moment’s notice. When all hope of
.saving the College was abandoned
the firemen turned their attention to
the Home, which was nearby, and
also the Kirk, which was in great
danger. It was not until 2.55 a.m
that the “all out” signal was_sound-
ed and four gaunt brick walls were
all that remained of ‘the beautiful
structure known as the Methodist
College. The cause of the fire will
always remain a mystery.

The building was erected follow-
ing the great fire of 1892. There was
insurance on the building and furni:
ture amounting to $84,000 and on the
organ $8,000; in all $92,000. This
amount will in no way come up to
the value of what has been lost.
Many manuscripts, books and re-
cords went up in the flames which
can never be replaced. The build
ing contained one of the finest pipe-
organs in the country, five magnifi-
cent pianos, a library of valuable
books, College records, the trophies
won through the years by College
athletes, photographs and groups ot
old pupils and athletes, records of
the Methodist College Literary In-
stitute as well as school furnishings
of every kind.

The loss is a severe one, not only
to Methodists who are directly af-
fected, but to the public as a whole:
