FIRST DAY.

BERVICR IN THE CATHEDRAL,

Jhe ProviNorar Synop o THE UNrtep CHuRoH oF
ENgranp AN IRELAND in Canada, assembled for Divine
Worship, in-the Cathedral of Christ Church, Montreal, on
Tuesday;’, Seplémber 10, 1861, at 11 o'clock, A, M. The
Prayers, as ‘far ‘as the First' Lesson, were said by the Rev.
Dr. ParT0N, Rector of Cornwall, and Rural Dean. The First
Lesson was read by the Rev. G. V. Housman, M.A.,
Assistant Minister of the Oathedral; and Chaplain to the
Bishop of Quebeo, The Second Lesson was read by the
Rev. W. Bereiven, B.D., Rector of Woodstock, The
remainder, to the end of Morning Prayer, was ‘said by the
Rev. Dr. FuLLag, Rector of Thorold, and Rural Dean. The
Lorp BisHor or MoNTREAL and sjlm!h::mox’omm read the
Ante-Communion. The Loro Brsop op Hurox read the
Epistlo; and the Lokp Brsgop oy Toronto redd the Gos-
pel. The Sermon was preached. by the Right Rev. the
Lorp Bsnop or Quesgo. See Appendix (A.), page 63.
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At the celebration of the Holy Communion, the Bisaop
OF QuEBEO consecrated the elements, which were distri-
buted by the Bismors oF MoNTREAL and HuRoN, assisted
by the Brsmor elect of ONTARIO, and the DEAN oF
MonrrEaL.  The Service was concluded by the Merropo-

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LETTERS PATENT.

The CHANCELLOR of the Diocese of Montreal, StRAcHAN
Bernune, Esq., by the desire of the METROPOLITAN, read the
Patent constituting the Right Rev. Franois Fuwrorn, D.D.,
Lord Bishop of Montreal, Metropolitan of the Province of
Canada, as follows:

LETTERS PATENT.

The Lerrers Parene of Her Masmsry, under the Great Seal, appointing

at first constituted, by the subdivision of the Province into separate
Dioceses, the Letters Patent proceed to state =]

**** AND wHEREAS We did thereby will and grant the said Bishop of
Montreal should be a body corporate, and did ordain, make and consti-
tute him to be a perpetual corporation, and to have perpetual succession ;
and that he and his successors should for ever thereafter be called and
known by the name or title of the “Lorp Bismor op MoxnTrEAL” ; and
that he and his Buccessors, by the name and title aforesaid, should be
able and capable in the law, and bave full power to purchage, have,
take, hold and enjoy manors, ges, lands, rents, t , annuje
ties and hereditaments of what nature or kind soever, in fee and in
perpetuity, or for a term of life or years, and also all manner of goods,
chattels, and things personal whatsoever, at; what nature or kind soever;
and that he and his successors, by and under the said name or title,
might prosecute, claim, plead and be i pleaded, defond and be defend, y
answer and be answered, in all manner of Courts of us, our heirs and
Buccessors, and elsewhere, in and upon all and singular causes, actions,
suits, writs and demands, real and personal and mixed, as well spiritnal
88 temporal, and in all other things, causes and matters Whatsoever ;
and that the said Bighop of Montreal should and might for ever there.
after have and use a Oorporate Seal, and the said Seal, from 'time to
time, at his and their will and pleasure, break, change, alter or make
anew, as he or they should deem expedient j—~and we did thereby further
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ordain and declare that the said Bishop of Montreal and his successors
should be subject and subordinate to the Archbishop of Canterbury and
his successors; and we did further will and ordain that every Bishop of
Montreal should take an oath of obedience to the Archbishop of Canter-
bury for the time being, as his Metropolitan, which oath should and
might be ministered by the said Archbishop, or by any other person by
him duly appointed or authorized for that purpose ; and we did further
expressly declare that the said Bishop of Montreal, and also his succes-
sors (having been respectively by us, our heirs and successors, named
and appointed, and by the said Archbish p of O b ically
ordained and consecrated, according to the form of the United Church
of England and Ireland), might perform all the functions peculiar:to the
office of Bishop within the said Diocese of Montreal, and we did thereby
declare the spiritual causes and mattors in which the aforesaid jurisdic-
tion might be more specially exercised, as in and by the said Letters
Patent, on reference thereto being had, will more fully appear :

Anp waRREAS the said Francis Fulford, Doctor of Divinity, having
been first duly consecrated, became and was, and still is, the Bishop of -
the said Bishop's See and Diocese of Montreal :

AND wHEREAS the numbers, both of Bishops and Clergy and Laity, of
the United Church of England and Ireland, in our Province of Canada
have of late years greatly increased, and are incrqésiug:

AND wHEREAS there now are four separate Sees, Dioceses and Bishop-
rics duly erected and constituted in the said Province—that is to say,
the Bishopric of Quebec, the Bishopric of Toronto, the Bishopric of Mont-
real, and the Bishopric of Huron—whereof one is the said Diocese and
Bishopric of Montreal :

AND wHEREAS We have been graciously pleased to give our royal assent
(which was duly proclaimed in Oanada on the twenty-fourth day of
May, in the year of our Lord one th d eight hundred and fifty ,)
t0 8 certain Act theretofore passed by the Legislative Council and
Legislative Assembly of the said Province of Canada, entitled “ An Act
“ to enable the members of the United Church of England and Ireland
¢in Canda to meet in Synod,” in which said Act (amongst other things)
provision is made for the Bishops, Clergy and Laity of the said United
Church of England and Iréland, in their several Dioceses, for certain
purposes therein mentioned, and also for the meeting of the Bishops,
Olergy and Laity, members of the said United Church of England and
Ireland, of the said-Province, in General Assembly, within the said Pro-
vince, by such representatives as shall be determined and declared by
them, and for their framing in such General Assembly a constitution
and regulations for the general and good gov of the

id Church in the said Province, as by the said Act, reference being
thereto had, will more fully appear :
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LETTERS PATENT.

AND whEREAS we have received three several petitiona from the,
Bishops, Clergy and Laity, in Synod assembled, of the several Dioceses,
of Quebec, Montreal and Toronto, praying that in order to enable the,
Bishops, Olergy and Laity of the said Church in Oanada to have the ful).
benefit of the provisions of the said Act, we will be graciously pleaged,
to take such measures, or cause such Ieasures to be taken, as may be,
necessary in order to appoint one of the Bishops of the said Qhurch in;
the said Province to be the Metropolitan, that so the necessary powers,
may be vested in him for holding and presiding over the ssid General
Assembly of the Oburch in the said Province :

AfD wazREAS We, having fally considered the premises, are graciously:
pleased to comply with the prayer of the said Petitions in this behalf;
and, in accordance therewith, to appoint the Lord Bishop of Montreal
and bis successors to be Moetropolitan Bishop and Metropolitan Bighops
in and over the said Province : .

Now, TeerBFoRE, we do will and ordain that the said Right Reverend,
Pather in God, Franors Fuwrorp, Doctor in Divinity, now ZLord Bishop
of Montreal, and his 8uccessors, the Bishops thereof for the time being,
shall be and be deemed and taken to be Metropolitan Bishop in our said
Province of Oanada; subject, nevertheless, to the general superinten-
dence and revision of the Archbishop of Canterbury for the time being,
and subordi to the Archiepistopal See of the Provinge of Canterbury ;

Axp we will and ordain that the said Bishops of Quebec, Toronto apd
Huron regpectively, shall be suffragan Bishops to the said Lord Bishop
of Montreal and his successors : '

Axp we will and grant to the said Lord Bishop of Montreal, and his
successors, full power and authority ag Metropolitan of Canada to per-
form all fanctions peculiar and appropriate to the office of Metropolitan
within the limits of the said Sees of Quebec, Toronto and Huron, and to
exercise Metropolitan jurisdiction over the Bishops of the said Sees and
their successors, and over-all Archdeacons, Dignitaries, and all other
Ohaplains, Ministers, Priests and Deagons in Holy Orders, of the United
Church of England and Ireland, within the limits of the 8aid Dioceses :

AND we do by these presents glve and grant unto the said Lord Bishop
of Montreal and his succesgors, fall power and authority to visit once in,
five years, or oftener if occasion shall require, ag well the said several
Bishops and their a8 all Archd and Dignitaries, and all
other Chaplains, Ministers, Priests and Deaoons fn Holy Orders, of the
United Church of England and Ireland, resident in the.said Dioceses,
for corrécting and supplying the defects of the said Bishops and their -
8uccessors with all and all manner of visitorial Jurlsdiction, power and
coercion :

ANp we do hereby authorize and empower the said Lord Bishop of

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Montreal, and his 8uccessors, to inhibit, during any such wisitation of
the said Dioceses, the exercige of all or of such part or parts of the ordi-
nary jurisdiction of the said Bishops or their 8uccessors, as to him, the
said Lord Bishop of Montreal, or his successors shall seem expedient ;
and during the time of such visitation to exercise, by himself or them-
selves, or his or their commissaries, such powers, functions and jurisdic-
tions in and over the said Dioceses as the Bishops thereof might have
exercised if they had not been inhibited from exercising the same :

ANp we do- further ordain and declare, that if-any person against
whom a sentence, judgment or decree shall be pronounced by the said
Bishops or their 8, or their issary or issaries, shall
conceive himself to be aggrieved by such sentence, judgment or decree,
it shall be lawful for such person to appeal to/the said Lord Bishop of
Montreal or his succesgors, provided such appeal be entered within fif-
teen days after such sentence, jugdment or degree shall have been pro-
nounced :

Anp we do give and grant to the said Lord Bishop of Montreal, and’
his successors, full power and authority finally to decide and determine
the said appeals :

ANp we do further will and ordain that in case any proceedings should
be instituted against any of the said Bishops of Quebec, Tordnto and
Huron, when placed under the said Metropolitical See of Montreal, such
proceedings shall originate and be carried on before the Lord Bishop of
Montreal for the time being, whom we hereby authorize and direct to
take cognizance of the same : !

Axp we do further will and declare, that it shall be lawful for the said
Lord Bishop of Montreal, as such Metropolitan, and for his successors
from time to time, at their discretion, to hold and preside over the afore-
8aid General Assembly and General Assemblies in the said Province of
Oanada ; and in all other matters and for all other intents and purposes
whatsoever, save and except as is hereinbefore expressed, We do hereby
confirm nnd_daeﬁ_l:e valid and subsisting the hereinbefore partly-recited
Letters Patent, dated the eighteenth day of July, in the year of our Lord
one thousand eight hundred and fifty, and in the fourteenth year of our
reign: °

Anp lagtly, to the intent that all things aforesaid may be firmly holden
and done, we will and grant to the aforesaid Francis Fulford, Doctor in
Divinity, that he shall have our Letters Patent, under our Great Seal of
our United Kingdom, duly made and sealed : £

patent.

ADDRESS OF METROPOLITAN.

His Lorosarr then delivered the following Address :

Right Reverend and Reverend Brethren,
" and Brethren of the Laity,

It has been with no ordinary feelings of interest that I,
and I am sure T may say that all of us, have looked forward
to this meeting of the first Provincial Synod of the Church
of England in Canada ; and, appointed as I was, certainly
most unexpectedly to myself, to the responsible office of Me.
tropolitan of this Province, T have earnestly sought for that
gracious help of God’s Holy Spirit, which we have now, in
our united prayer, just solemnly invoked ; and I also ask the
kind co-operation and consideration of all the members of this
Synod to aid and uphold me, while T endeavour, to the best
of my judgment and ability, to discharge the important duties
devolving upon me. And when I look around and reflect

d standing of those who form this our
great Council of the Church, when I remember of what body
they are the representatives, I cannot but feel stirred up to
give God thanks that hitherto ho has thus helped us, and am
animated albo with a good hope for the comingtime. - What
& contrast is thus afforded to the recollections of many here
present ! Indeed there are two of niy Right lgwerend Bre-
thren, who from their age, and long and acﬁV!Je labours, no
less than their offico, may in an especial manner be looked
upon a8 Fathors of the Church in Canada, and of many of its
important institutions, Our Senior Prelate, the Lord Bishop
of Quebec, in an address he made to his own Synod last year,
spoke of the commencement, within the regollection of some
aged men still living, of the E iscopate of the first Anglican
Bishop in thig country, with bfrt five Clergymen in the whole
Province, with which hi Diocese\was /«;_o—extensive. Though
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the Clergy had ‘been largely increased, yot still they were
but few and widely scattered, when my Right Rev. Brother
himself succeeded, as the Bishop of the same undivided Dio-
cese, now upwards of a quarter of a century ago: while my
Right Rev. Brother of Toronto has stated that at the time of
his ordination by the first Bishop of Quebec in 1808, he made
but the fifth Clergyman in the whole of the Upper Province.
We are assembled here, as the representatives of five separ-
ate Dioceses, (reckoning that of Ontario,) with not less than
three hundred and fifty Clergy officiating in them.

In the days of its early strdggles, the Church was strictly
missionary in its character, and supported almost entirely by
external aid. But a great change has been gradually working
throughout it; and its whole position has assumed a very
different aspect. Having grown into so large a community,
ocoupying 8o extensive a territory, possessing such various
interests and institutions, and with an increasing character of
stability and permanent establishment in the country, it was
felt that some organized system of regular government and
discipline was imperatively called for. Circumstanced as we
are in this country, it was necessary that this should origin-
ate within the Church herself: and under the sanction of
our Synod Acts,* which, having been passed by the Provincial
Legislature, received the sanction of the Crown, we have
been enabled to meet in our several Dioceses, in our corpor-
até character, and make regulations for our internal govern-
ment and discipline. These organizations are yet in their
infancy amongst us ; but watching as I have done, most care-
fully, their rise and progress, and largely participating in
‘every movement, dating from the Conference of Bishops of
British North America, held at Quebec in 1851, I feel fuﬁy
persuaded that we are acting with true wisdom in originating
them ; that they were b tially y to us in
our present state, and-that they will, under God’s blessing,

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increasingly contribute to the efficiency of the Church ; that
they tend to excite a gredter interest in the breasts of the
laity, and disseminate generally amongst us truer and more
enlarged views respecting it.

But if it be well to gather separate parishes together
in each Dioceso, for the promotion of good government,
and as indicating the corporate character of the Church
under one chief Pastor, s0 also it is still farther desir-
able to gather separate Dioceses “together, according - to
the ‘ancient usage of the Church, in Provinces: that the
represontatives from the several Dioceses, meeting together,
may consult respecting such matters as concern the Church
in its more collective capacity ; and be themselves, again,
links in & still farther bond of the whole body of the Church
thiroughout the world.. We know the enormous power which
i8 wielded by the Church of Rome from that unity which
arises from the Sabmission of the members of that communion
to the single authority of the Pope, as ‘the universal Bishop.
" We deny any such elaim both on Scriptural authority and on

the testimony of the universal chureh from the, beginning.
But Dr. Field, formerly Dean of Gloucester, in his learned
and elaborate Treatise  Of the Chureh,” while combating
the claim of the Bishop of Rome, argues atrongly for the true
gorporate character of the Church ; and ita great power and:
influence, when-duly exercised. He argues that ¢ the ful-
ness of ecclesiastioal power and Jurisdietion is in the compan-
ies, assemblies and synods of Bishops and Pastors, and not in
any one man alone.”  And then he 8oes on to show the
gradation of these sssemblies : ¢ Things were 5o ordered in
. thd beginning that as Presbyters could do nothing without
the Bighop, o the Bishop in matters of moment might do.
nothing withowt his Preshyters. If any difference grew
between the Bishop and his Clergy, or if (consenting) any ene
found himself grieved with their proceedings, there was g
Provincial: Synod. holden twice every year, in which the: acts;

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of Episcopal Synods might be examinéd. 'These provineial
* 8ynods were subordinate to national and patriarchal synods,

~  wherein the primate of a nation or kingdom, or one of the
Patriarchs, sat as president; and in the national and patri-

archal synods the acts of provincial synods might be re-ex-
amined and reviewed. ~So that it is evident that the power
of ecclesiastion] Jurisdiction resteth not in Bishops alone, but
in presbyters also, being admitted to provincial and national
synods, and having decisive voices in them, as well as Bish-
0ps ; nor in any one Metropolitan, primate, or patriarch,
within their several precinots and divisions, but in these, and
their fellow bishops jointly ; and that much less thefe is any
one in whom the fulness of all ecclesiastical power, and the
right to command the whole Chureh, doth rest.”  And so the
Church should rise higher and ‘higher in its order, until, if it
were possible, which in these days of division and separation
it is not, we should come up to the general or cecumenical
Council, such as was held on great occasions from time to
time in the first few centuries of the Christian era—and
whose ‘authority in certain cases our own communion ac-
knowledges.

Butjf we cannot arrive at such a consent of Christendom
in its entirety, how much is it to be wished, that we could be
soeking, and, as far as may be, advancing towards it—and
hear our widely spreading branch of the pure and reformed
Catholi¢ Church of Ohrist speak with the full voice of
her collective body! And why may not this be prayed
for and hoped for? The Church of England for upwards of
two hundred years after the era of the Reformation Was con-
fined, almost entirely, within the four seas that surround the
British Isles. Its wonderful Pprogress within the last half cen-
tury, or rather more, including the trans-Atlantic Branch in
the United: States, has  almost equalled in magnitude the
growth of the Church in the Apostolic age. But it has heen
80 sudden, and so widely extended, partioularly during the
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last twenty-five years, that wo were' not prepared” for its

grandeur or the q of ita‘complicated organization ;

and one serious matter now under the consideration of the

Church at home is, how to seoure the harmony of its parts,

the general unity of the whole, together with the 'y

'independent government of the several branches in all mat-

ters of looal detail and internal discipline ; how growing

branches are to keep up their individuality and corporate

character in their own localities, and yet preserve unbroken

their real eoclesiastical standing in relation to the Mother
Church ? Upon this important subject I received a letter

of enquiry some time since from a member of the Upper

House of the Convocation of Canterbury, and I felt that

I was a8 yet in no position40 give any satisfactory reply.

Parishes are independent of one anoth , but united under

one Bishop in each Diocese. Dioceses are independent of
each other, but have a means of united action in each Province,

*under ono Metropolitan.  Then all these Provinces must have

some coherence, some means of unitews action, some means of
being heard in matters of common interest to all.  Arethere

not oocasions when it would be a glorious thing, if the whole

reformed Catholic Church could make herself heard with a

voice of authority, ‘and speak trumpet-tongued to the world

on high matters of faith?  Have not all & common interest in

the authorised version of the Word of God and the Book of
. Common Prayer, both of which are now being assailed from

various quatters ?

It was, then, to take a step in this direction that, after
we had organized our Diogesan Synods in  this Province,
three of the four then existing Diooeses presented memorials
to the Queen, asking Her Majesty to appoint a Metro-
politan, that we might have the power of carrying onward
our' ecolegiastioal organization. There is no question of the
fact' that the office of Metropolitans was one of very oarly
date; it s alluded to in the sixth Oanon of the General
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Council of Nice, held as early as the year 825, a8 the ancient
custom of the Churoh which was to be adhered to; where it
is called arehaia ethe, (antiqua consuetudo) ; and one reason
mentioned is that no eonsecration of g Bistiop was to be allowed
in any province without the Metropolitan taking part in it :—
not, however, that he was to exersise any arbitrary power, but

that the consecration wag'to be determined by the majority of
votes in the Provincial 8ynod— sustineat sententis, plurimo-

un.”  But this Canon provided against a private or inde-
;:zldent action of suffragan Bishops Pproceeding to the conse-
cration of new Bishops it their own discretion, The develop-
ment of its organization in the early Church, no doubt arose
out of the necessity of finding ways for the discipline and gov-
ernment of its rapidly extending branches—making all to har-
monize and carry out one great principle and course of action.
Thus it was ordered by the: Council of Antioch :  Let there
be: two provincial 8ynods every'year, and lot the Presbyters
and Deacons be present : and 8 many a8 think they have
been in any way hurt or wronged, then expeot the determi-
nation of the Synod.”

The power of the Metropolitan was in calling the rest of
the Bishops to the Synod, in appointing the place of meeting,
and in sitting as President in the midst of them 3 and as,
Dr. Field “observes, ‘8o were things moderated, that neither

-the rest might proceed to do anything, without consult-
ing him, nor he do anything without them, but was tied in
all matters of difference to follow the major part. The causes
that were wont to bo examinod and determined in the meet-
ing of the Bishops: of the Province, were the ordinations of
Bishops, when any churches were void, and'the depriving and
rejecting of all such as were found unworthy of their honour
and place ; and, in aword, any complaint of wrong done in'any
Church was there to: b heard, Thusat first all matters were
to be determined, heard and ended by Synods, and they
holden twioe: every: year. But in process of ‘time; when the
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governors of the Church could not conveniently assemblg in
Bynod twice a year, it was first deoreed at the sixth Genoral
Council that they should meet once; and afterwards, many
things falling out (partly from the poverty of such as should
travel to Synods), to hinder their happy meetings, we find
they met not so often; until at longth it was ordered that
Episcopal Synods should be held once every year, and
Provincial, at least once in threeyears, Andsoin time causes
growing many, and the dificulties -intolerable in coming
i causes, thus multiplied
rofer the hearing of com-
plaints and appeals to Metropolitans, and such like ecclesiasti-
cal judges, limited and directed by canons and imperial laws, .
- than to trouble the pastors of whole Provinces, and to wrong the
people by the absence of their pastors, and guides.” Sych
seems to have been the reasonablo, and we may say almost
the natural growth of the early ecclesiastical polity of the
Catholic Chureh ; to provide for its government, its unity,
and its incroase, Parishes, Dioceses, Provinces, Patriarchates,
and General Councils, one after the other, in due succession,
“The spirits of the prophets being bound to be subject to the
propheta.” -

In process of time the assumption by the Bishop of Rome
of the eharacter of vicegerent of Chrit upon earth, and his
claim to be the solo universal bishop, gradually under-
mined the whole system ; and, as I gaid before, the reformed
Oatholie Chureh in England from its position, at first failod
to realize the necessity or the wisdom of its Teconstruction ;
which, however, isnow urgently demanded by the complicated,
and at present undefined nature of the relation between the
widely extended and inoreasing members of its spiritual family,
a8 the bady of Christ, Blackstone, in his celebrated < Com-
mentary on the Laws of England,” mentions that’ ¢ it hath
been an ancient observation in the Laws of England, that
whenever a standing rule of law, of which the retson perhaps

(Y
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could not be remembered or discovered, hath been wantonty
broken in upon by statutes or new resolutions, the wisdom of
the rule hath in the end appeared from the inconveniences
that have followed the innovations.” And that has often
proved a truth in ecclesiastical, no less than in civil polity.
And if there has been any rule of law or system of organizs-
tion that once gave power to the Church, which has fallen into
abeyance, through disuse or misapprehension of its g
and application, it will be our wisdom to try and revive i,
adapting it, as far as we may be able, to present circumstances
and times, and to any canons and laws, either Colonial or
Imperial, to which we owe obedience.

In consequence of the memorials presented to the Queen,
respecting the appointment of a Metropolitan for the Pro-
vince of Canada, I received in July, last year, the Patent
which has been read to you. Upon looking it over, I
found that there were some important omissions in the
Preamble ; one of which was the leaving out every refer-
ence to the present. Bishop of Quebec, as having presided
over this diocese before me; and making me the succossor
of Bishop Stewart; and also in the description of the
districts contained in the Diocese of Quebec. In conse-
quence, I did not think it right to have it enregistered or
published in full, without first communicating with his Graoe
the Duke of Newcastle, Her Majesty’s Secretary of Stato for
the Colonies, who was then in Canada, in attendance on H. R, H,
the Prince of Wales. The Duke desired me to write him
official letter on the subject, and he would forward it to th
Queen’s Advocate General foyu'a opinion. I according]
wrote such a letter : and on the 21t of January last I receiped
& communioation from the Secretary of His Excellensf the
Governor General, together with a draft of a new Patent: Mr,
Pennefather wrote to me as follows :— The Duke of New-
castle has been advised by the Queen’s Advocate that the
errors mentioned in your letter to him of August 24, 1860,

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do not affect the validity of the instrument, but His Graco has
thought it advisable to cause frosh letters patent to be prepared,
of which a draft copy is enclosed. His Grage has given direc- -
tions that this draft shall be placed in Your Hands for the
purpose of being submitted as well to your Lordship, as to the
other Bishops concerned, and also to any person in whose legal
knowledge, and experience you may have'confidence.” -Ihad,
however, sometime Previous to the receipt of this draft of a
new Patent, caused so much of the original one to be printed,
a8 had reference to my actual appointment as Metropolitan,
and the powers intended to be conferred upon me—leaving out
the preamble, where the errors occurred ; and which contained
no matter of any great moment that was necessary to the un-
derstanding of its nature. I sent several copies of this to the
different Bishops; and it was printed in full in the Toronto
Boclesiastioal Gazette,in one at least of the Daily Newspapers
in this city, and I believe elsewhere, I subsequently visited
Toronto, London, and Quebeg for the express purpose of con-
forring with the Bishops of the several Dioceses, and any
other persons, olergy or laity they might wish to be present
with us. Ifound astrongimpression entertained, in some quar-
ters, that the tenor of the Patent was not altogether in har-
mony with our Synod Acts. Now as it is thought necessary
to issue & new Patent sent out hero for our consideration, and
88 the Queen’s: Advocate, in a marginal note to the draft, asks
“whether any and what additional powers are requisite for
the proper carrying out the objects of the Church Synod Aect,
and the intentions of Her Majesty’s Government in this mat-
ter ”—it seems to mo that we have Just the opportunity we
roquire of seeing matters so adjusted, that hereafter we may
hope'to work oordially and satisfactorily together. I thought
it my duty not to send home the draft, until I had brought the
whole subject before this general meeting of the Canadian
COhurch. I wish it to be,calmly and wisely and fully investi-
gated. I covet for my office no extraordinary nor unneges-
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sary power or authority ; still less do I wish to contend for
what may be unsanctioned by the law of the Province. a
should myself wish the whole matter to be referred to a com-
mittee of the Synod, who should be instructed to enquire into
the beari 0 Synod Acts and the Patents of the several
Bishops ; and, if there is any inconsistency, to report how the
powers and office of the Metropolitan can be made to harmo-
nize with them. And I should wish them to take a stfil higher
and wider view of the subject, and see how too our relations
with the mother Church of E; gland, and all itsbranch tend

ing through every quarter of the world, are to be preserved in
oving and faithful unity. We have present here amongst us
able lawyers, learned divines, and those who are zealous for
the honor’ 6f Christ and the increase of his Church,—persons
fully competent to do ample justice to so great a subject. It
is a subject which must be taken up sooner or later, and calls
for some definite action. From Canada first went forth the
word which led to our present Diocesan organization, which
i8 being carried forward through all the Colonies of England.
It would be a noble completion of our work, if we were, under
the gracious guidance of God the Holy Spirit, not only to
settle any internal difficulties and harmonize the action of
our own Provincial Synod, but also strike again for our
Reformed Church the key note of primitive antiquity, which
shall find an echo in the farthest Limit of this Continent, and
throughout the various portions of the other Hemisphere—
proclaiming aloud before heaven and earth, that “ we being
“ many are one body in Christ, and every one members one
¢ of another.”

I have trespassed what on your patience, while I have
entered into these details, but I hope the subject fand the
occasion will be sufficient excuse. I should have rejoiced if
it had fallen to my lot to have listened to another \occupying
this place instead of me; but, having been called to this office,
Thave given the subject long and anxious thought and enquiry;

and in any discussion that may arise, or in any arrangements
that may be prepared for our future proceedings, whatever
difference of opinion may be manifested, I trust that we
shall all endeavour to preserve such g temper, as becomes
those who are met together to consult for the welfare of
Christ’s Church, and to promote the glory of God. I have
1o intention to dictate to the Synod what shall be their pre-
sent course of action; but in case we are prepared to pro-
ceed to our organization, with a view to the future despatch '
of business, I have caused some papers to be printed, which
can be placed in the hands of different members, and form
the basis of our deliberations, They are framed something
upon the same plan as was acted upon when our Diocesan
Synods were first constituted, and eonsist of a proposed
“ Declaration of Principles,”.q, Constitution,” and a “ Per-
manent Order of Proceedings.” Something of this kind will
be necessary before we shall be in a condition to enter upon
any Synodical business. The Synod will, of course, adopt,
alter, or amend them; as they shall think fit. And may
God, in His great merey, for Christ’s sake, give us grace
to do that whioh shall be most conducive to the increase of
piety, and the furtherance of true religion and purity of life.

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PROPOSED DRAFTS OF CONSTITUTION, DECLARATION _OF
PRINCIPLES, AND PERMANENT RULES. f

The METROPOLITAN said that without any desire to dictate
what should be done but to facilitate the proceedings, he had
caused to be prepared and printed a Draft of Constitution, _
Declaration of Principles, and Draft of Permanent Rules or
Orders of Proceedings, which had been submitted to the
other Bishops and would now be " distributed amongst the
members to take such action on them as they might think fit.

PROPOSED DRAFT OF CONSTITUTION,

1. The Provincial Synod shall consist of the Bishops of the United
Church of England and Ireland, having sees within the Province of
Oanada, and of Delegates from the Clergy and from the Laity, elected
at the next previous meetings of the Diocesan Synod.

2. The Bishops shall deliberate in one house, and the delegates from
the clergy and laity in another, and each house shall hold its sittings
either in'public or in private, at its own discretion.

*8. The Synod shall meet once in years, or oftener at the dis-
cretion of the Metropoli , Or on the of any two Bishops, or
of the Bishop and half the delegates of any Diocese.

4. Ina vacancy of the Metropolitical see, a meeting may be called at
the appointed period, or on either of the above requisitions, by the Dean

of Montreal, who shall then appoint & place of meeting in the Oity of
Montreal,

6. A quorum of the Synod shall consist of not less than one-half of
the Bishops and of not less than one-half of the members of the Lower
House pregent.

6. The President of the Upper House shall be the Metropolitan or some
Bishop appointed by him; and, in the vacanoy of the See, the Progident
shall be chosen by the House of Bishops.

7. The Lower House shall be presided over by their Prolocutor, to be

chosen at first by ballot, and afterwards as may be appointed by that
House.

8. Each House shail appoint a secretary or gecretaries, who shall keep
regular accounts of all proceedings in their own house, shall record

them in books provided for the purpose, shall preserve memorials and
other d under the direction of the Presid and Prol,
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shall attest all public acts of the Synod, and deliver over all records
and documents to their successors.

9. The expenses of the Synod shall be provided for, and its finarf¥ial

d by.a ittee of the Lower House, after a manner to
be approved by both houses. The first charge on the fund shall be the
necessary d on the ings of the Synod ; the second
& travelling allowance for those members who come from a distance.

10. Each House shall establish its own order of proceeding and rules
of order, and may publish such portion of its proceedings as may appear
advisable,

11. The Upper House shall propose to the Lower any business they
may desire to have treated of or decided ; and it shall be incumbent on
the Lower House to take up and dispose of such business in preference
to any other.

12. The Upper House may direct the Lower to appoint & Committee to
report to the Upper on any subjept, on which they may desire the judg-
ment of the Lower, or to appoint their portion of. a Jjoint~-committee, or
may summon the Lower to a conference.

13. When the Upper House shall desire to communicate with the
Lower, a message shall be sent to the Prolocutor, who shall forthwith
proceed to the Upper House, to learn the nature of the business ; and on
his return he shall communicate the same to the house, and, if neces-
sary, appoint a time for its consideration, or proceed to the requisite
action, as the case may be.

14. Messages from the Upper House shall be delivered by an officer of
the Upper to the Secretary of the Lower, by whom' they shall be com-

icated to the Prol y who shall them to his house.

15. The Lower House may present to the Upper any matter, whether
general or local, which. they conceive to be a grievance ur to require
amendment, even when they have no proposition to make on the same H
and the Upper House shall thereupon place it in order for consideration,
with the view of providing a remedy ; and shall, before the conclusion
of the session, declare to the Lower House the result : but it shall be at
the option of the Upper House to consider it or not, as they may deem
good.

16. The Prolocutor shall have the right of admission to the Upper
House, to communicate the desires or decisions of his house ; and in
such case, he shall ascertain by message when he can conveniently be
received in the Upper House, and act accordingly. In such cases, he may
be attended by any members of his house, at their discretion.

17, It ghall be competent to the Lower Houge to request & joint-com-
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mittee or conforence on any special subject,
it by the Upper House,
to which request an an;
of the Upper House to accede to thelr request or not.

18. When either houge shall desire 5 conference with the other, or a
Joint-committee, the reagons for either shall be agreed to by the houge
desiring it, and communicated in writing to the other; the Prolocutor
in either cage Proceeding to the Upper House, either to deliver or to
receive such reagong,

19. When either house ghall have come to g decision upon any sub-
Ject in which the other houge fs concerned, it shall communicate ita .
decision to the other.

20. If the Lower Houge should not concur in a decision of the Upper,
they shall, in stating their non-conourrence, state their reason,
either propose an amendment, or request the Upper Houge to
an amendment to meet theif reason, or request a conforence.

21. If the Upper should not concur in a resolution or decision of the
Lower, they may, in stating their non-concurrence, either stato their
reasons ornot ; and may either propose an amendment, or request the
Lower House to prepare an amendment, or appoint a conference, to
which the Lower House shall always give attention,

22. The conférence may be either by deputation from both houses, or
by deputation from the Lower House, or by open conference, as the Upper
House may think fit; and the place shall be appointed by the President,

23, In joint it or confe the Upper Houge may limit the
number to appear froq the Lower,

24. No proposition shall be nsidered ag tioned by the Provin.
cial Synod, until it has received the separate sanction of both houses,
and has been declared by the Metropolitan in writing to have received
such sanction,

25. No proposition concerning the office of the Metropolitan shall be
valid, unless it shall eithor have received hig sanction, or have boen
adopted by the Synod at two Beparate sessions, .

26. No proposition shall be binding on any Diooese, until it hag beent
either accepted by its 8ynod, or after a second disoussion in the Pro-
vinoial 8ynod, has been confirmed by it,

27. Oommittees, whether of either house, or of the two houses, may
Hold their meetings either during recesses in the gession, or during the
Pprorogation of the Synod.

28. No alteration of the Oonstitution or Canotis shiall’ dottie into Ope-
ration, until it has been confirmed 8t & second session of ' the Provinolal
Synod,
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PROPOSED DECLARATION OF PRINCIPLES.

‘We, the Bishops of the United Church of England and Ireland within
the Province of Canada, together with the Delegates from the Clergy
and Laity of the Diocesan Synods, now assembled in the first Provineial
Synod under Royal and constitutional authority, and intending, under
God’s blessing and guidance, to consider and determine upon such
matters as shall appear necessary for the welfare of the Church in this
Province, desire to express our most humble and hearty thanks tg Al-
mighty God, that it has pleased him in his providence to set over us a
Metropolitan, and thus to enable us, as in the ancient days, to assemble
a8 one body, under the direction of His Holy Spirit, whose aid we now
invoke, in the name of his only beg Son, for the lidation and
advancement of his kingdom in this Province.

Before entering upon the business for which we are at present assem-
bled, we desire publicly to declare the prlne‘f;les upon which we propose
to proceed.

‘We desire the Church in this Provmce to continue, as it has been, an
integral portion of the United Church of England and Ireland.

As members of that Church, we recognize the true Oanon of Holy'
Scripture, as set forth by that Church, on the testimony of the Primitive
Oatholic Church, to be the rule and standard of Faith : we acknowledge
the Book of Common Prayer and Sacraments together with the Thirty-
nine Articles of Religion, to be a true and faithful declaration of the
doctrines ined in Holy Scripture : we maintain the form of Church
government by Bishops, Priests and Deacons, as Scnptuml and Apostol-
ical ; and we declare our firm and i , in d d
on Dlvine aid, to preserve those doctrines and that form of government
and to transmit them to our posterity.

In particular we maintain the ancient doctrine of ours Church, that
the Queen is rightfully p d of the chief gov t and sup Y
over all persons within her dominions, whether eccl 1 or civil,
as set forth in the 37th of the urdcles oi‘ tehglon and we desire that
such should i i

It is our earnest desire and demrmlnation to confine our deliberation
to matters of discipline, to the temporalities of the Church and to such
regulations of order or modes of operation, as may tend to her efficiency
and extension ; and we desire no control or authority over any but those
who are or ghall be members of the same Ohurch, -

We conceive that the following or such like objects may fitly come
under our consideration and lead to action on our part :

1. To form a Constitution for this Synod, and to regulate the time and
place of the meetings, and the order and manner of its proceedings.
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2. To provide for the Proper exercise of ecclesiastical discipline, in
regard to both Olergy and Laity, by modifying and enacting Canons,
and by establishing and ordering a Qourt of Appeal,

3. To provide, (with consent of the Crown,when needed) fit regula-
tions for the appointment of Bishops, Priests and Deacons, in accordance
with the Canons of the Universal' Church,

4. To provide, with the consent of the Orown, for the division of the
Province into new Dioceses, as oceasion may require.

5. To procure from the Oolonial Legislature any laws or modifications
of 1aws, which the circumstances of the Church may' require,

6. To promote the further consolidation and united action of the whole
of the Dioceses of British N orth America.

Proceeding upon these Principles, which as we humbly thank God,
were, under his good guidance, first among the Colonial Churches,
publicly set forth amongst ourselves, and have been sustained by the
acceptance of our brethren through a large part of the Colonial Domin-
ions of our beloved Queen, wo firmly rely, and dopend upon his contin-
ued blessing and guidance; and we humbly pray that He, who is the
God of unity and beace, may ever be with us, and 8o chasten our affec.
tions, purify our motives, and guide our judgment, that we may be
enabled to contribute to the efficiency, concord, and stability, of the
Church in this land, & )

PROPOSED DRAFT OF PERMANENT RULES OR ORDERS OF
PROCEEDINGS,

1. The Provincial Synod shall meet at the Place of deliberation (notice

i n by the Metropolitan or bis Deputy, of the time
and place of meeting) ; the Bishops attired in their proper robes, and the
Clergy in their gowns, cassocks and hoods, (if graduates) ; and ghall
proceed in procession to the Oathedral for Divine service, of which the
Holy Communion shall form an essential part. The Litany shall be said
by the junior Bishop; the preacher shall be appointed by the Metropoli-
tan, and special prayer shall be made for the Synod. The collection shall
be applied ;

2. "At an appointed hour after Divine service, the members of the Synod
shall re-assemble at the place of deliberation, where after the President
has taken: his seat, he shall inform the Lower House, with regard to their
Place of meeting, and direct them to elect their Prolocutor,

8. Whereupon the Lower House shall proceed to the election of their
Prolocutor, which shall be done openly, by mover and soconder, a chair-
man for the ocvasion having been appointed by the Metropolitan,
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4. When the Prolocutor has been elected, he shall be conducted to the
Upper House by the Ohai ied at di {on by any mem-
bers of the Lower House, and hix nlacﬁnn announced to the President.

6. The President shall then state to him the business which the Upper
House desire to engage the attention of the Lower House, specifying
when necessary, the order in which they desire it to be taken up.

6, On his return to his own house, the Prolocutor shall first nominate
his own Deputy (in case of hisabsence) and then introduce to the House
the business on which the Upper Hquase desire them to engage themselves,

7.:On every day of meeting after the first, the Synod shall assemble
for morning prayer at the Oathedral or other fit place, at o'cloek,
A. M., and shall then proceed immediately after prayer to the place of
deliberation,

8. Before the conclusion of the Session the President shall issue a
schedule, declaring the state in which each matter of business now stands,
which has been brought before the Upper House, and promulgate it to the
Lower House, reserving all unfinished business to the next Session, and
proroguing the Synod.

9. The Prol yin iving the schedule of prorogation, shall at the
first convenient opportunity, oommnninum it to hll House, whhh shall
not prolong its sittings beyond that day.
N.B. It hasbeen the custom of the Conv. of Canterbury for the Upper House flrst
to prepare an Address to the Crown, which they send down to the Lower House for
their concurrence or amendment.

At the first meeting of the Lower House it will be desirable that the first business,
besides such Address, should be the settlement of their own Rules of Order.

SEPARATE HOUSES.

The Hon. J. H. CAMERON, seconded by the Rev. E. W.
DEwAR, then moved for the adoption of the first and second
clauses of the Constitution as printed, with the exception of
the sentence following the word ¢ Laity » in the first clause.

1. The Provincial Synod shall consist of the Bishops of the United
Church of England and Ireland, having Sees within the Province of
Canada, and of Delegates chosen from the Olergy and from the Laity.

2. The Bishops shall deliberate in one house, and the delegates from
the Clergy and Laity in another, and eachyhouse shall hold its sittings
either in public or in private, at its own discretion.

Was.sent down to the Lower Housg to say that the PrEsr-
DENT would be ready to receive the Lower Housg, for the
purpose of Proroguing the Synod, at 7 o’clock, P, M.

At the hour appointed the Prorocuror, attended by the
Members of the Lower House, proceeded to the UrrEr
Housk, where the Proroouror read and presented to his
Lordship, the MErROPOLITAN, the following Resolution, which
had been prepared in the Lowzs House :
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Moved by the Hon. J. H. CaMERON, seconded by the Rev.
E. H. Dewar, and Resolved,

That the Prolocutor be instructed to convey. to the Right Reverend the
Metropolitan, on behalf of this House, the expression of its deep gratitude
for, the wise, considerate, and generous course, which His Lordship adopted
in withholding the draft of the Patent to be granted, in place of that which
he now holds, until it had been submitted to the Synod for consideration.

ADDRESS OF THE METROPOLITAN.

The MrTROPOLITAN then prorogued the Synop, having
first read the following Address, and Schedule of Aects
passed during the present session :

Reverend Brethren,
and Brethren of the Laity,

It affords me no small satisfaction to submit to you this day
the Schedule of business which has been done by the Upper
House during the present session. Very different are my
feelings on this occasion from those by which I was influenced
when I addressed you at the commencement of the session.
Whatever confidence I might have had in the wisdom and
discretion of the members of this Synod, svhatever hope I
might have cherished that under the guidance of Glod’s Spirit,
we should have our deliberations overruled for the good of
the Church and the glory of His name ; yet when so many
persons, principally strangers to each other, were for the first
time brought together, to act as one body under one authority,
it could not but be matter of deep anxiety to watch the gra-
dual development of the spirit which was about to actuate
them and the manner in which their proceedings were to be
conducted. Let us thank God that, on this score, such
anxiety is now terminated. The Provinoial Synod. of the
Church in Oanada is no longer a matter about which we are
to speculate and calculate the ch of success. It has
met in very full representation from every Diocese ; it has
deliberated, day after day, with much wisdom andihigh talent ;
and accomplished with patience and ability a considerable
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amount of work—having settled all the details of its organi-

o of proceedings, and having thus laid
the foundation of much Practical benefit for the whole Church
in Canada.

For the resolution presented to me I return you my thanks,
and hope that the result of our deliberations will be perfectly
to harmonize the provisions of the Patent with the Synod

doings. We know well that, in the earliest times of Obristianity,
there were Ohurches apostolically founded which were warned, in the
persons of their respective angels or governing officers, of their libility
to have the candlestick removed out of its place. And we know how
the warning was made good. There may, indeed, be remarkable
instances in which the doom which God has decreed, may, in the

them, from tests which very insufficiently ascertain the case :—Men may
be wrought upon, on the one side,—in fact it is a very common occur-
rence,~— 80 a8 to exhibit what are accepted as decisive marks of conversion
which may one day prove to have been fallacious; and the power of
Religion may have sunk deeper into the hearts of others of a retiring
character and a reserved temperament, than we are ready to imaginé'or
allow. The great day alone will bring all to light. I believe that, in
this very point of view, as well a8 in others, the saying of the Saviour
will be signally verified, that many who are first shall be last, and the
last first. It is a dangerous forgetfulness to lose sight of the maxim
that we are to judge nothing before the time. But this is not all. For
supposing, argumenti gratid, such a case ag that the ministry of the
Church, from whatever cause, should be found, here or there, unsuccess-
ful in the great work of turning sinners, whether Jew, Turk, Pagan, or
nominally Christian, from darkness tolight and from the power of Satan
unto God,—are we to conclude from thence that nothing is done when
a foundation is laid, among any body of people, for & Scriptural and
Apostolic system of Religion,—when the channels are opened, the ma-
chinery prepared, the provisions established for introducing and perpe-
tuating a Church, which, in the lowest estimate of her performance, will
distribute the word and dispense the sacraments of Christ, with the
sanctification of the seventh day; and by her very worship, by her
ordinances, by the cycle of her observances, will familiarize her people
with the great and saving truths of the gospel, of which these observan-
cos may, in their digested series, be well said to exhibit an epitome?
If we can imagine such a case as that all this can be done without any
present return of fruit, or immediately satisfactory result in the spiritual
condition of the worshippers,—upon which we ought never too hastily
or without sure warrant to render our verdict—yet is nothing done when
all ig at least in fair train for carrying on the grand purposes of the
Obristian Ministry, and the instruments are ready by which Christ may,
in God's good time, if ié really has not been already done, be brought
effectually home to the hearts of men ?

Among these instruments, we indulge the hope and trust that our
Synods now extensively introduced into the Colonial dependencies of
the Empire, will in the active exercise of their functions, sustain an
important and beneficial part. Surveying all the provision and all the
apparatus of the Ohurch for executing the commission confided to her
hands, we may contemplate, side by side with the delineations of our

text, those glowing words of the Psalmist, “ Walk about Zion, and go
zound about her, and tell the towers thereof. Mark well her bulwarks,
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and the same thing,—this Sanhedrim may be considered ag having been
alike an ecclesiastical Synod and a feature in the political organization
of the country.

The first Council of the Christian Church of which we have record is

that held at Jerusalem upon the question which had been agitated with
much heat, of imposing upon the gentile converts, the obligation to be
circumcised and to keep the law of Moses. The deputation from
Antioch were to address themselves to the .Ipostles and elders (or
Presbyters), and the Apostles and elders came together, accordingly,
to consider of this matter. But we see that the multitude of believers
were present, and that after the address of James, who appears to have
presided, a voice was given, in the decision upon the course to be adopted,
to the Church at large. It pleased the Apostles and elders, with the
whole Church, to sénd chosen men to Antioch with written instructions
for the believers there, upon the subject in dispute. The authors of these
instructions announce themselves, in the form of greeting by which the
missive is headed, as the Apostles, elders and brethren; and they pro-
coed to say, it sesmed good unto us, i. e. to us the Apostles, elders and
brethren just mentioned,—being assembled with one accord, to send
chosen men.* Tt does appear, therefore, that, while a distinctive place
and character is preserved, in terms sufficiently marked, to the Jpostles
and Elders, the body of believers, under the names of the whole Church
and the brethren, were associated in the transaction. Toa similar effect
is the testimony afforded in a passage from the writings of St. Paul.
St. Paul certainly never ieads us to lose sight of the estimation and
reverent consideration of the Christian Ministry. Yet we find that
Apostle, where he refers to a judicial proceeding in the exercise of dis-
cipline within the infant Ohurch at Corinth, declaring the sufficiency
of a punishment which he describes as having been inflicted of many.

Some di peration, therefore, of the laity in the conduct of

matters ecclesiastical, appears to have been established, both under the
law and in Apostolic days under the Gospel, as a sort of constitutional

feature of the Church. .

Never, I trust, will the peculiar Anglxcan stamp, the genuine Angli-
can character and spirit, (with whatever necessity for some partial

daptation to local cir ) be obliterated from our Colonial
institutions. They are dear and most justly dear to our hearts; and
farvently may we hope, and fully may we trust, that the esmhlmhmen’c
ofa X Ji ion, in li with our own petitions, and
in conformity with the Angﬂmm system at home and abroad, wilt
tend to confirm and to perpetuate ‘our close identity with the honored
institutions which have been passed to us from our fathers. But while
we are charged in our Synodical capacity with the duty of carrying
out the system of the Ohurch of England in its integrity, we must
remember that there may be such things as discipline to be improved,
deflections in practice and usage to be corrected—neglects to be repair-
ed—and the full original intention of ecclesiastical provisions and
appointments to be recovered.

And here I might enlarge upon a variety of points of this nature—
but we should open a wide field upon whieh it is- impossible now to enter
—for these observations must be drawn to their close. I will barely
enumerate, therefore, some two or three examples in point, which ought,
in my apprehension, to be kept in view, as subjects for correction gra-
Qually to be effected as the time shall serve:—Such as the revival, inits

WHEREAS doubts exist whether the members of the United Ohurch
of England and Ireland in this Province have the power of regula-

ting the affairs of their Ohurch, in matters relating to discipline, and
hecessary to order and good government, and it is just that sueh doubts
should be removed, in order that they may be permitted to exercise the
Bame rights of self-government that are enjoyed by other religious com-
munities: Therefore, Her Majesty, by and with the advice and consent of
the Legislative Oouncil and Assembly of Oanada, enaocts as follows :
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1. The Bishops, Olergy and Laity, members of the United Ohurch of
England and Ireland in this Province, may meet in their several Dioceses,
which are now, or may be hereafter constituted in this Province, and in

We, the Bishops, Clergy and Laity of the United Church of England
and Ireland in Oanada, in Provincial Synod assembled, beg leave humbly
to approach Your Majesty, and to state that our Metropolitan having
received from Your Majesty’s Secretary of State for the Colonies a draft
«of & new Patent, which had been rendered y in of
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certain omissions in the Preamble of the first Patent, issued for the
appointment of a Metropolitan ; and that draft having been accompanied
with instructions to submit it to the other Bishops and take advice
respecting it, and also to consider whether any and what additional
Ppowers are requisite for carrying out-the objects of the Canada Church
Synod Act, and the instructions of Your Majesty’s Government in the
matter; and as there was a very general feeling that the powers em.
bodied in the original Patent were not in barmony with our said Church
Synod Act, and our Metropolitan being anxious to have the matter fully
enquired into, and having called our attention thereto, we have carefully
considered the metropolitical powers conferred by the said Lettars
Patent, and after grave deliberation thereupon have agreed to recom-
mend certain additions thereto. And we humbly pray that Your
Majesty will be graciously pleased, in the new Letters Patent to be
issued to our Metropolitan, to command that the said Letters Patent
shall contain such provisoes and authorities as we have in our said
Provincial Synod devised and recommended, that the provisions and
powers of our said Synod Act may be fully recognized therein.

CONSTITUTION OF THE PROVINCIAL SYNOD, AS ADOPTED
BY THE LOWER HOUSE, WITH AMENDMENTS AGREED
UPON BY THE UPPER HOUSE.

1. The Provincial Synod shall consist of the Bishops of the United
Church of England and Ireland, having Sees within the Province of
Canada, or executing by due authority the Episcopate as Assistant or
Missionary Bishops therein, and of Delegates chosen from the Clergy
and from the Laity.

2. The Bishops shall deliberate in one House, and the Delegates from
the Clergy and Laity in another ; and each House shall hold its sittings
either in public or in private, at its own discretion.

8. The Olerical and Lay Delegates shall consist of twelve of egch Order
from each Diocese.

4. The'Synod shall meet on the 2nd Wednesday of September in every
third year, or oftener at the discretion of the Metropolitan ; or, on the
requisition of any two Bishops, or of the Bishop and half the Delegates
of each.Order in any Diocese,

5. In a vacancy of the Metropolitan See, a meeting may be called at
the appointed period, or on either of the above requisitions, by the senior
Bishop of the Church in Oanada.

8. A quorum of the 8ynod shall consist of not less than a majority of
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the Bishops and not less than one fourth of the members of each Order of
the Lower House.

7. The Metropolitan, or some Bishop appointed by him, shall be the
President of the Upper House ; and in the vacancy of the See the House of
Bishops shall elect one of their own number to preside.

8. The Lower House shall be presided over by their Prolocutor, to be
chosen viva voce on motion of any member of that House,

9. Each House shall appoint a Secretary or Socretaries, who shall keep
regular accounts of all proceedings in their own House, shall record them
in books provided for the purpose, shall preserve memorials and other
documents under the’direction of the President and Prolocutor, shall
attest all public acts of the Synod, and deliver over all records and doc-
uments to-their suceessors.

10. The expenses of the Synod shall be provided for, and its financial
concerns managed by a Committee of the Lower House, after a manner
to be approved by both Houses.

DECLARATION.

‘We, the Bishops of the United Church of England and Ireland within
the Province of Canada, together with the Delegates from the Clergy
and Laity of the Diocesan Synods, now assembled in the first Provincial
Synod under Royal and constitutional authority, and intending, under
God's blessing and guidance, to consider and determine upon such
matters as shall appear necessary for the welfare of the Church in this
Province, desire to express our most humble and hearty thanks to Al-
mighty God, that it has pleaged him in his Providence to set over us a

" Metropolitan, and thus to enable us, as in the ancient days, to assemble

a8 one body, under the direction of his Holy Spirit, whose aid we now
invoke, in the name of his only begotten Son, for the consolidation and
advancement of his kingdom in this Province.

Before entering on the business for which we are at present assem-
bled, we desire publicly to declare the principles upon which we pro-
pose to proceed.

‘We desire the Church in this Province to continue, as it has been, an
integral portion of the United Church of England and Ireland.

As members of that Church, we recognize the true Canon of Holy
Scripture, as set forth by that Church, on the testimony of the Primitive
Catholic Church, to be the rule and standard of Faith: we acknow-
ledge the Book of Common Prayer and Sacraments together with the
Thirty-nine Articles of Religion, to be a true and faithful declaration of
the doctrines contained in Holy Scripture: we maintain the form of
Church government by Bishops, Priests and Deacons, as Scriptural and
Apostolical ; and we declare our firm and uranimous resolution, in de-
pendence on Divine aid, to preserve those dootrines and that form of

Jgovernment and to transmit them to our posterity.

" In particular we maintain the ancient doctrine of our Church, that
the Queen is rightfully p d of the chief gov and sup y
over all persons within her dominions, whether or civil,
a8 set forth in the 37th of the Articles of Religion : and we desire that
such sup y should i impai

It is our earnest desire and determination to confine our deliberation
to matters of discipline, to the temporalities of the Ohuroh, and to such
regulations of order or modes of operation, as may tend to her efficiency
and extension; and we desire no control or authority over any but those

who are or shall be members of the same Church.
We conceive that the following or such like objects may fitly come
under our consideration and lead to action on our part:
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1. To form a Oonstitution for this Synod, and to regulate the time and
place of the meetings, and the order and manner of its proceedings.

2. To provide for the proper exercige of ecclesiastical discipline, in
regard to both Clergy and Laity, by modifying and enacting Canous,
and by establishing and ordering a Court of Appeal.

8. To provide, (with consent of the Orown, when needed) fit regula-
tions for the appointment of Bishops, Priests and Deacons, in accordance
with the Canons of the Universa] Church.

4. To provide, with the congent of Orown, for the division of the
Province into new Dioceses, ag occasion may require,

b. To procure from the Colonial Legisla ttire any laws or modificationg
of laws, which the circumstances of the Church may require.

6. To promote the further consolidation and united action of the
whole of the Dioceses of British North America,

Proceeding upon these principles, which as wo humbly thank God,
were, under his good guidance, first among the Colonial Churches,
publicly set forth amongst ourgelves, and have been sugtained by the
acceptance of our brethren through a large part of the Colonial Domi.
nions of our beloved Queen, we firmly rely and depend upon his con-
tinued blessing and guidance ; and we humbly pray that He, who is the
God of unity and peace, may ever be with us, and 0 chasten our affec.
tions, purify our motives, and guide our judgment, that we may be

enabled to contribute to the efficiency, concord, and stability of the
Church in this land,

PERMANENT ORDER OF PROCEEDINGS, AS ADOPTED BY

being previously given by the Metropolitan or his Deputy, of the time

4. The Presidont shall then state to him the business which the Upper
House desire to engage the attention of the Lower Houge, specifying,
when necessary, the order in which they desire it to be taken up.

6. On his return, the Prolocutor shall first nominate his own deputy
(in case of his absence) and then introduce to the House the business on
Which the Upper desire them to engage themselves,

6. On every day of meeting after the first, the Synod shall meet at

1. Before the conclusion of the Session, the President, with the consent
of the Houge of Bishops, shall issue aschedule, declaring the state in which
each matter of business now stands, which has been brought before the
Upper House, and promulgate it to the Lower House ; reserving all
unfinished business to the next Session, and proroguing the Synod.

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Service on Tuesday last, will be required to defray the contingent
expenses, for printing and stationery, of the present Session, which sum
of three hundred dollars should be contributed in equal proportions by
the five Diocesan Synods of the Province.

take such steps ag in their wisdom may be deemed proper, for the purpose
of providing their proportions of the said sum of three hundred dollars,
and causing the same to b& transmitted to the Tressurer of the Provin-
cial Synod, on or before the first day of January next.

Thirdly,~That in order to provide for the expenses of fature meetings
of the Provincial Synod, contemplated by the tenth Article of the Con-
stitution, each Diocesan Synod shall transmit annually to the Treasurer
of the Provincial Synod the sum of three hundred dollars, the first year's
payment to become due and be paid on the first November, 1862.
