FRANCO-AMERICAN
POSTAL SEA SERVICE

Letters Sorted Aboard Liners
Will Save Many Hours on
U. S. Side.

New York, Feb, 11.—The new postal
sea service between this country and
France was inaugurated to-day on the
French line steamer La’ Bretagne, sail-
ing for Havre, Postmaster Morgan, of
New:- York, and P. Faguet, general
agent of the Compagnie General Trans-
Atlantique, who are here, both express-
ed themselves to-day as enthusiastic
about the new service, and are hopeful
of its success and pérmanent establish-
ment between the two countries.

“It will be of great benefit in facili-
tating the movement of the French
mail in this country,” said Mr. Morgan.
“Under the new system all the mail is
sorted aboard ship and ready for dis-
tribution on arrival. We will be able to
save from eight to ten hours’ time' in
the New York city delivery, and 24
hours through to the Pacific Coast,”

The federal authorities believe the
success of the ‘new service
French line will insure its speedy adop-
tion by the Cunard line.

KING. EDWARD

ENGLISH MONARCH GUEST
OF MUNICIPALITY

His Greatest Wish is Continu-
ance of Good Anglo-German
Relations.

Berlin, Feb, 10.—King Edward, who
arrived here yesterday from London,
and was given a hearty reception by
Bmperor ‘William and the people of
Berlin, is to-day enjoying the distinc-
tion of being the first foreign monarch
who ever has been the guest of the
Berlin municipality.

Shortly before noon His Maljesty,
dressed in the uniform. of a Prussian
general, proceeded in an automobile
through the richly decorated streets of
the city to the town hall, where Mayor
‘Kirschner and the other members of
the city government greeted him at
the head of the great stairway. The
King was then escorted te the spacious
public reception hall, which was splen-
didly decorated with evergreen shrub-
bery and wreaths and festoons of na-
tura] flowers. Here an assemblage of
severa] hundred people awaited the
King.

Among. those present were Prince
Von Buelow, the Imperial Chancellor,
Foreign Secretary Von Schoen and the
other members of the cabinet, and all
the councilmen and aldermen with the
exception of thirty Soclalists. The
chamber of commerce &nd the oldest
of the merchants guilds were numer-
ously represented. According to the
expresged wish of King Edward na.

His Majesty
then proceeded to the British embassy,
where the ambassador, Sir W, Goschen,
gave a luncheon in his honor, Previous
to this repast His Majesty received a
deputation from the British colony in
Berlin to present him with an address.
The King made an important speech,
which he read from & manuscript. He
sald, among other things:

“The hearty and enthusiastic wel-
come which the Queen and I have met
with in Berlin will surely find & grate-
ful echo amongst my people on the
other shore of the North Sea, and it
will conduce to a consolidation of the
friendly feeling between them and the
German people for whose culture and
progress in a realm of art and music
we all have a sincere and warm admir-
ation. You, who reside in this fine
capital can do much to convince the
Germans of the sincerity of our friend-
ship toward them,”

Admiralty Report Shows Im-
provement in Results
Achieved.

London, Feb. 9.—The Admiralty has
issued a report of the gunnery of tis
British navy for 1908, noting “with sa%-
isfaction further improvement in re-
sults as compared with those of 1907.”
As regards the heavy guns, ten fleets
or squadrons were concerned, with 175
ships, and 1,277 men firihg. The aver-
age points scored per man were 45,775,
as compared with 36,884 in 1907.

Miss Rosen wag waylaid as she was
returning home from her practice. Her
assailant dragged her to a lonely spot
and crushed her skull with a sharp
stone. Her death screams failed to
summon aid, but the story of her fren-
zied attempts to wrest herself from
her slayer’'s gra§p is written in the
sand near the place where her body
was found. The singer fought the
man from the time he grasped her in
the street until- she sank unconsclous
beneath his blows. §

Miss Rosen’s skull was crushed in
two places, and a sgore of cruel blows
bruised and tore her body.

When Miss Rosen did not return
home on Saturday night searching par-
ties . were sent out.. Not wunti] yester-
day did any of the searchers approach
the scene -of the crime, although they
passed and repassed it many times dur-
ing the night,

GENESIS OF FAMOUS
KRUGER TELEGRAM

Message Which Enraged Eng-
land Was Sent by Ger-
man Government.

Berlin,- ‘Feb. 8—A  book entitled
“William the Second,” which appeared
last week, contains a sensational chap-
ter i’)urporting to give the first true ac-
count of the genesis of the famous
Kruger' telegram sent from Berlin in
the Emperor's name on January 3rd,
1896. This private book, whose author
is Adolph Stein, declares this:

The “impulsive” telegram djdn’t ori-
ginate with the Kaiser at all; it was
really a 'well-considered answer of the
German foreign office to an enquiry
from the Transvaal,

A month before the Jameson rald at
Pretoria the government inquired from
Berlin whether German friendship
couldn’t be depended on in the event
of war between "Great Britain and the
Boer ‘state. An answer declining to
give the requested assurance was sent
by mail. Then came the news of the
raid and the text of the famous tele-
gram was formulated at the foreign of-
fice. It was submitted to the Kaiser to

Undoubtedly a feature which deterred
opposition was the exposure -of -the
bogus telegram by means of which the
Victoria seat was filched from the min-
ister of inland revenue, Even such a
staunch Tory paper as the Hamilton
Spectator, pointed out that In view of
the gross means used <to defeat Mr.
Templeman in Victoria the obviously
courteous thing for the Cohservative
party to do was to permit him'to take
his seat in Comox-Atlin by acclarha-
tion., The telegram, too, proved some-
what of a boomerang, for wherever the
minister held meetings he found stromg
sentiment of resentment against the
tactics employed in connection with that
dispatch.

The receipt of the news from Prince
Rupert last night caused wide satisfac-
tion throughout the city,

Hon. Mr. Templeman was ably as-
sisted in hig campaign by the ex-mem-
ber, Mr. Sloan, by Mr. Brewster, M. P.

They have
not only taken a wisé course in the
interest ‘of their: own cty sthey
have rendereft a:service to:the whole
of4he province in assuring British Co-
lumbia of representation- in the Do-
minion Cabinet. There are times
when party interests should be sub-
ordinated t6 those of the country; and
the situation in Comox-Atlin was- a
case in point. Although there were some

“We' have no doubt that Mr. Temple-
man will give proof of his apprecia-
tion of the course which those who
politically are his opponents have fol-
lowed, and will realise that in a more
literal semse than . the conventional
one, he represents the whole of the
electors in Comox-Atlin. He can, and
we have every confidence ihat he will,
give practical proof of his realization
of that fact, by devoiing hig efforts to
the advancement of that -important
provincial interest of which he has the
direction and supervision by virtue of
the particular portfolio that he holds
in the Cabinet.

Before
we. had definite information as to the
reason Mr. Manson’s name was not put
in nomination we were disposed to the
opinion that some inability to reach
Prince Rupert in time had made it im-
possible for him to earry.out his.prom-
ises. At this time of the year, it must
be remembered, travelling in the con-
stituency is attended with difficulties,
and we thought. it not unlikely that
Mr. Manson had been unavoidably de-
layed. His withdrawal from the con-
test, however, was dus to other causes.
The Conservatives of Comox-Atlin
certainly seem unfortunate in their
efforts to secure a contest against the
government candidate.

“On the whole little or no disap-
pointment will be experienced in the
gprovince at large, even by Congerva-
tives, at the return of Mr. Temple-
man. No principle was iaAvolved in
the election, the disagreement of:the
people of British Columbia with the
federal government on the ‘questions of
Asiatic immigration, better terms and
control by the province of its local
assets  having been abundantly mark-
ed by the elections in the “other con-
stituencies, Mr. Templeman’'s attitude
on these questions, during the general
election campaign,-could not have been
other than it was, since he was a mem-
ber. of the Dominion Cabinet. And the
people of British Columbia have had no
reason to take issue with Mr, Temple-
man on any ofher ground, He has been
a useful and loyal friend of this pro-
vince as Minister of Crown, and his
opportunities of being still more useful
will be larger in the future than they
hiave been in the past.

Law. reform is the burning question
of the day in Ontario. . The .Attorney-
General of ‘the ‘ province;* Hen, J. J.
Foy, when interviewed recently:in To-
ronto by a deputation, confessed that
there were ms;ny: evils to be remedied.
The bar association is‘also impressed
by the trend otlpublic opinion, as it
has made a concession by sending a
deputation to suggest to the govern-
ment certain amendments, naturally
not amendments which are likely to
prove satisfactory to mere laymen.
The case for law reform from the
point of view of the general public ‘s
probably fairly expressed in a reso-
lntion lately passed by the York
County Council,” as follows: “Under
the present system large corporations
carry cases from court to court updn
various pretexts, while litigants of
emaller means are compelled to either
drop their-cases or accept such com-
promise as the corporations may offer.”
The plea: of the lawyers in answer to
this indictment is that under the jury
system the verdict is often unjustly
against large corporations because the
average individual is apt to sympa-
thise with the ‘‘under dog.” There-
fore the onky remedy the rich have in

actions for damages lies in appeals to
judges and from court to court. The

legal professibn, logically from their
point of view, ask that trial by jury in
civil actions be abolished. They say 1t
is not in harmony with modern con-
ditions, as '‘an’ absolutely unbiassed
jury cannot be chosen. It is a serious
thing to suggest to the authorities of
a province of the Dominion -that one
of the fundamental principles of
our = system of administration
of justice has broken down. Probably
an investigation might determine that
it is not the jury feature, but a plant of
more recent and altogether different
growth, that is responsible for admit-
ted abuses in the administration of
justice. There is no question as to
the fact that the public is inclined to
heap all responsibility for this condi-
tion of affairs upon the heads of mem-
bers of the legal profession. The pre-
judice naturally resulting from this at-
titude of. mind is not . mollified . when
thé bar is found, year after year, us-
ing’ its poweérful influence in opposi-
tion . to the popular demand. for ..re-
form, But a remedy will surely be
applied, and that before the lapse of
many years. If it does not come from
within, it will be forced from without,
As a leading’ member of the profes-
gion confessed, “the present procedure
is indefensible.”

AN EXAMPLE FOR YOUNG MEN,

. Dr, Robson, the first Methodist mis-
sionary. to British Columbia, has been
in-harness during. almost, if not quite,
the scriptural alloted span of life, yet
he is as vigorous mentally arnd physi-
cally as the youngest of those who
took part in the jubilee exercises held
in the Metropolitan Church last even-
ing. He made the great speech of the
occasion. It was full of force and in-
spiration. It was the utterance of a
sincere -man, filled with zeai for the
cause he has served so faithully, and
fired by conviction that a life of ser;
vice ought to be the idea] of every true
son of Canada and of the British Em-
pire. There are obvious lessons in the
history of the life of this man who has
outlived all his contemporaries and is
yvet capable of active service, because
his vital forces are as strong ag ever,
for the young men of the present day.
Dr. Robson has lived what observers
of the laws of the physical universe
term the normal life. The very nature
of his duties compelled him to spend
much of his time in the open air. He
has. been *in training” all ~hig days.
Probably. in early years, when the
“pride of life” and other things men-
tioned in sacred 'literature were as
strong within him_ as in the aver-
age young man, even if the Doctor had
been inclined to indulgence in the lux-
uries: which are considered indispens-
able in these degenerate days, he had
to deny himself, “to crucify the flesh,”
to use the phrase of churchmen, be-
cause plain fare and the labors of the
missionary go hand in hand. The ser-
vants of the: church in plomeer days
were forced to deny themselves whether
they relished the restrictions or not.
So-that frugal living and “high think-
ing” may have become . a habit with
the subject of this, we trust, absolutely
non-sectarian discourse., The reward
of Nature, seldom denied, has been
length of days, with a never-flagging
interest in everything that makes life
worth while. Let the young men make
a note of these things and meode] their
conduct in harmony  with Nature’s
laws, never forgetting the admonition,
“whatsoever a man soweth, that shall
he also reap,”

COMOX-ATLIN,

We think the announcement of the
election by acclamation of Hon. Wm,
Ter_nplem_a.n in the constituency of
Comox-Atlin will be received with gen-
eral satisfaction not only throughout
British Columbia, but in Parliamentary
circles at Ottawa, without regard to
party affiliations. In Victoria, in par-
ticular, the dominant feeling amongst
all classes was that in _i’few of the cir-
cumstances under which the defeat of
the Minister of Inland Revenue was

brought about no factious . opposition
should be displayed to his securing an-
other seat. ‘Nor was this feeling con-
fined to the capital of the province. It
was expressed in unmistakable and in
admirable terms by such staunch Con-
servative newspapers as the Vancou-
ver News-Advertiser and the Province.
Possibly to some extent the sentiments
of these two papers were due to a fel-
low-feeling, not by any means to their
discredit, for a comrade of the Fourth
Estate who had not received fair treat-
ment—we might say honorable treat-
ment—in a fight for hig political life in
the constituency he had served faith-
fully and to the best of his ability dur-
ing part of the last Parliamentary
term. Mr. Templeman has been placed
under great obligatiofis to these two
newspapers, and indeed to practically
the entire press of the province, with
two or three conspicuous exceptions,
not remarkable when the “animating
motives are considered, during a most
trying time in his public career. This
debt, as well as the obligations he Iis
under to many loyal party friends, we
believe the Minister will neither forget
nor fail to acknowledge.

The intelligence of the return of
Mr. Templeman for a British Columbia
constituency will also be well recelved
in the capital of Canada. His election
completes the government of the Prime
Minister, Sir Wilfrid Laurier. The ad-
ministration is now as it was before
the genera] election of October 26th. It
is a government which has promptly
seized every opportunity to initlate
necessary public works for the de-
velopment of the country.

A HINT TO OUR PROVINCIAL
GOVERNMENT,

The leader of the opposition at Ot-
tawa has made a valuable suggestion,
which has been heartily accepted by
the leader of the government, in re-
gard to the necessity of some definite
steps being taken by the Parliament
of Canada for the conservation on be-
half of the people of all the natural
resources of the country. Amongst
the vresources enumerated as of
most ~ vital importance from a
public point of view are the
great water powers now rapidly
being acquired by private corporations,
and therefore passing from control of

the people, It iz just a question whether
the federal authorities are in a posi~

tion to deal effectively with this im-
portant matter. The ‘waters of the
country, like the publie lands, the tim-
ber and the coal, are, -or ought to be,
held in trust by the various provinces
for the benefit of the public. We know
by actunal experience that the various
governments of the province of British
Columbia, instead of conserving our
natural resources for the use of the
present generation and other, genera-
tions to fellow after, have actually fa-
cilitated the distribution of such re-
sources. The Times has repeatedly call-
ed attention to the prospective value of
British Columbia’s water powers. As in
the cases of coal and timber, we have
been more richly endowed with what
is now known as ‘“‘white coal”” than any
other portion of the Dominion of Can-
ada or any other section of North Am-
erica. Yet governments have refused
to take action, Probably now that the
matter has been brought to the atten-
tion of the fedéral government by a
Conservative leader the necessity for
conservation will appeal more strongly
to g Conservative government of Bri-
tish Columbia,

WATER RIGHTS

BILL INTRODUCED IS A
COMPREHENSIVE ONE

Board to Be Created to Decide
All Questions That
Arise.

A lengthy bill is the consolidation
and amendment of the Water Clauses’
act which Hon. F. J. Fulton _intro-
duced in the legislature Wednesday. The
old law on the subject of water rights
and privileges has, been an unending
subject of amendment, there being sure
to be a bill to this end every session.
It is now being carefully revised so as
to obviate continual tinkering with it.

The old act was divided into six parts
and 154 sections; the new bill has no
fewer than seventeen parts and 311 sec-
tions. It will be known shortly as the
Water act. The clauses deal in great
detai] with the powers and privileges of
all who use water from lakes and
stréam and define rights clearly.

Perhaps the outstanding feature of
the bill is the creation of the office of
Chief Water Commissioner for the
province, with water commissioners for
any one or more water districts, and
of a Board of Investigation, which is
to consist of the chief water commis-
sioner and such other persons as the
gavernment may from time to time ap-
point.

This tribunal will hear and determine
all claims of persons holding, or ofaim-
ing to hold, records of water or other
water rights; settle the question of
priority of respective claimants; pre-
scribe the terms, consistent with the
act, upon which néw licenses to take
and use water whall] be granted: and

geénerally to determine all matters re-.

ferred to it and discharge such duties
with ‘respect to . eéxisting rights and
claimants as may be imposed upon it.

While the board will be in some
sense a judicial hody no speeial form
will be necessary in:the conduct of its
proceedings nor in the bringing of any
claim before it. The decision of the
board is to be fina] and conclusive, no
appeal is to-lie.from it, no writ of cer=-
tiorari or prohibition shall issue against
:io save for excess or want of jurisdic-

Rochester, N. Y., Feb, 11.—Two girls
were burned to death and their mother
fatally injured, and two other children
of the same family were badly hurt
in a fire which destroyed the farm
dwelling of - Albert Bennison, twelve
miles south of Hernell, N. Y., near the
village of Rexville, at 4.30 this morning.
The fire started from an overheated
chimney.

BOOM COMPANY IS
REFUSED A CHARTER

Shuswap and Thompson Riv-
ers Bill Thrown Out by
Committee.

The bill for the incorperation of the
Shuswap & Thompson Rivers - Boom
Company was thrown out by the pri-
vate bills committee this afternoon
after the whole session had been spent
in hearing evidence. Three sessions of
the committee have been held in the
consideration of this measure, a very
sirong fight being put up in opposi-
tion to it.

The company has already got incor-
poration from the Dominion to carry
on the business of a boom and river
improvement company on the Thomp-
son and other navigable streams, and
what it was seeking here by provin-
cial incorporation was the right to ex-
clusive operation gver an area of
something like thirty thousand square
miles and containing all the way be-
tween three hundred and five hundred
strearhs. In that area there is esti-
mated to be about six billion feet of
timber, over half of which has not yet

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Taxation of Wild Lands.

Mr, Oliver proposed a change in the
~rovisions for the taxing of wild land

v municipalities, to the.end of requir-
ing improvements to the value of &5
»er acre to exempt from the wild land
tax. instead of $2.30 as at present, and

.creasing the area to which improve-
nents shall apply from 640 acres o
130 acres. In the imposition of the
nrovincial wild land tax the area to
vhich improvements shall apply was

ut down to 320 acres last year.. Mr.

Oliver’'s amendment also makes it
rlain that skid-roads, buildiqgs anl
machinery for temporary use in con-
nection with logging operations or tak-
ing. lumber off lands shall not be
deemed to be improvements, unless a
statutory declaration be made that
such logging shall be immediately fol-
lowed by clearance of or settlement
on the land. Land included in a re-
claimed area and assessed for an
amount representing a capital expen-
ditpre of not less than $5 an acre, are
not to be deemed wild lands, and the
total amoufit of such capital expendi-
ture shall be considered as an im-
provement to that amount, whether /At
exceeds or falls below $5 an acre.

Mr. Oliver stated that the premier
and minister of finance had seen his
amendment and were in favor of it.
The change was urgently needed in.
rural municipalities, . which = had. An
immense mileage of roads to keep up
in -proportion to population, while
vast areas .of land. were held .idle ang,
untaxed, to the great retarding of
development,

The amendment was agreed to.

At the request of Duncan municipal-
ity power was given to tax real or per-
sonal property, or both, in townsites
for fire protection purposes.

An amendment asked for by Vie-
toria gives power to cities to designatis
places for slaughter houses within
their limits, or to prohibit slaughter-
ing. On the suggestion of Mr. Oliver
this power was extended to all munici-
palities.

The power to pass by-laws for ex-
amining and regulating plumbers, at
present possessed only by cities of over
5,000, was extended to cities of over |
2000, at the request of North Van-

ouver.
Licensing Electricians.

To a proposal to give cities .over
3,000 power to license and regulate
“clectricians and persons engaged 1In
installing electric wires in buildings,
ot poles; ete.)” asked for by the Union
of British Columbia Municipalities, op-
position developed.

It., V. Bodwell, K. C., on behalf . of
the B. C. Electric Railway Company,
pointed out that every man in their
employ who went out on construction
work was fully qualified. In the mat-
ter of wiring buildings the public was
protected by the *bulidifig bitlaws, The
B. (. Electrie Co. sent its: gangs from
place to place, and it would be a great
hardship if its men had to pass an
examination in every municipality in
which they worked. He asked the com-
mittee to exempt from the operation
of the section men working for any
incorporated company. .

W. T. Farrell, president of the B. C.
Telephone €ompany, also: objected.
There was no danger to the public
from their wires. Mr, Farrell doubted
whether, outside of the large cities,
there = could - be - found electricians
enough to form a board of examiners
without calling in employees of the B.
. Electric or B, C. Telephone com-
panies.

City Solicitor .Mann supported the
cection and pointed out to the com-
mittee that it only gave power to
pass by-laws. The committee could
not assume that municipelities would
pass vexatious by-laws.

“You cannot guarantee that
will not,” observed Mr. Oliver.

Mr. Mann asserted that the power
was absolutely required for the pro-
tection of the public, and charged that
te save expense absolutely inecompetent
vouths were sent out to do wiring,

“Not by our company,” said Mr.

The annual meeting of  subscribers
and governors of the Anti-Tubercu-
losis Society took place last night at
the city hall, when the various annual
reports from the board of directors,
the medical and farm superintendents,
the financial statement and the reports
of the branch organizations were heard.
Gratifying progress was reported in all.
Those present at the meeting were as
follows: Mrs, B. Tye, Mrs, W, Fortune
(Kamloops), Mrs, Fagan, Mrs, Coles,
Mrs. Ross (Vancouver), Mrs. Morley,
Mrs. Munn, Mrs. Wilkerson, ‘Mrs.

It is in the charge of Mr, Shaw, our
farm manager, and has proved to be
very useful. The Canadian ‘' Pacific
Railway Company have generously
constructed a ‘siding near Tranquille
staticn at which our lumber, coal and
other heavy articles are deposited.
Patients at Tranquille,

On the 1st of January last year there
were  sixteen patients at. Tranquille,
This number taxed our accommoda-
tion to the utmost, and just as soon as
conditions permitted six cottages were
built, which enabled us to accommodate
thirty patients.

The handling’ of thirty -patients with
very limited kitciien and dining-room
accommodation. pecessitated the doub-
ling of work+in 8erving meals, This dif-
ficulty will be fully realized when it is
remembered that over and above two
sets of breakfasts, lunches and dinners,
two other light refreshments had to be
arranged for and supplied. In view of
these conditiong the executive com-
mittee recommended to the board of
directors that a new kitchen should be
built, and that certain accommodation
for the help should be made above this
kitchen. This was ordered to be done,
so that there are now ample facilities
for the thirty-one patients at present
under treatment,

The heating of the buildings by
means of stoves wag expensive and un-
satisfactory, and in order to meet the
requirements a low pressure steam!
plant has been installed, This ‘steam
plant has given complete satisfaction
during the present winfer.

" Salaries,

Advances in salaries have been
granted to the medical superintendent,
farm manager and matron, This was
thought to be advisable, and in the
general interests of the institution.

The Farm,

The Alexandra ranch -in gonnection
with Tranquille has shown itself to be
capable .of materially assisting the
board in their arduous efforts to meet
expenses. The sum of $811 has been
passed on fromi the ranch account to
the maintenance account, This was a
good showing in view of the fact that
the old ranch buildings had to be de-
stroyed and new ones erected on an-
other site. The report of the Alexandra
ranch will give full details.

Another and indeed a greater assist-
ance in view of the object for which
the soeiety exists, is that most of our
meat, and for the last six months, all
our milk, has been supplied from our
own property, We can thus rely on
getting our milk fresh and pure, and
the meat is certainly equal to any on
the market. Of vegetables and fruits
which have been supplied in luxuriance,
sufficlent has been stored to meet the
winter demands.

Arrangements are now under way by
means of which butter will be supplied
by the ranch to our patients, and al-
ready a small quantity of eggs are
furnished, Now that proper hen houses

able, :

Control of Lands,

The necesisty for acquiring perman-
ent control of the lands leased from the
Dominion government has grown more
apparent during the year. While the
rent is,  comparatively speaking, only
nominal, yet the fact that the lands
are merely leased, and not owned by
the society, Has a tendency to hamper
operations, as of course it is uncertain
when some contingency might arise
whereby they would be rendered use-
less.

While it is not at all likely that the
Dominion authorities wouM do any-
thing to hamper or retard the pro-
gress of the society in this regard, yet
there exists, hevertheless, the element
of uncertainty, which, to say the least,
is unsatisfactory. With a view to re-
moving this, representations were made
to the government to. procure a grant
of the lands, and in this connection the
efforts of the board were effectively
assisted by the minister of inland rev-
enue, Hon. William Templeman. It is
to be regretted that these efforts wers,
for the present at any rate, not suc-
cessful, but it is not intended that
they should be reiaxed, and it is hoped
that eventually the government will
come to see the advisableness, as well
as the desirableness of making a grant
of the lands in question.

The New Buildings.

will be seen that economy im this di-
rection would defeat our object.

This
doctor is a specialist and devotes his
entire time to the care and treatment
of the patients, and no additional
charges are made for his services,

Do’ the citizens of
British Columbia wish the board to
handle consumptive patients, who are
unable to meet their éxpenses at Tran-
quille?

General Financial Statement.

The financing of the consumption
hospital is a trying proposition, The
names with amounts of subsecriptions
to the building fund and the mainten-
ance fund will be printed in an appen-
dix to this year’s report. It will be
noted that individual subscriptions are
generous, but ‘it will aiso be noticed
that the subscribers are very few in
number a8 compared with the popula-
tion of the province. In view-of the
fact that the disease is no respector
of persons and that the rich and the
poor are liable to its ravages, it was
roped that every citizen would con-
tribute as his means allowed to assistc
in stamping out, what is now admitted
can be stamped out, by energetic and
united action.

Al]l efforts to collect money for the
building fund have almost of neces-
sity  ceased since the financial strin-
gency has been felt. Promises, too,
have not been called on, but the timas
has now come when fresh efforts must
ke made. Experience tells us that
action and earnest canvassers. are a’l
that arerequired to achieve success.

As may be seen from the treasurer's
report, the maintenance fund shows a
deficit of $2,106.35. 'The board regrets
tc be compelled to present such a
showing. The only explanation is that
the 'public' cannot have fully realized
what is -being done and what are the
difficulties to be faced.

The work of the sanatorium has, on
the whole, gone smoothly during the
past ‘year.

the reasen fe this drastic action, The

committee were satisfied that the medi-
ca] superintendent was justified in the
action he $ddopted, but instructed him,
in future, to report to the executive
committee before taking final action,
except in gross cases of irregularity.

In an institution, for the treatmefit
of consumption, regularity and order
are of the first consideration. It must
be remembered that strict discipline is
part of the treatment, and must be
maintained no matter what the hard-
ship inflicted on the individual.

The board of directors regard the re-
sults obtained, from our first year’s
work, as excellent, and ask that par-
ticular attention be given to the medi-
cal superintendent’s report.

The question of recognising con-
sumption in its earliest stages is yet
in its infancy, and this is now admit-
ted to be the secret of success or fail-
ure; for on its early detection every-
thing depends. The medica] profession
and the public have yet to learn the
vast import of this, and it is hoped
that neither patients nor their medical
advisers will delay action, and thereby
incur the responsibility of the disease
having reached a doubtful or incurable
stage. Authorities agree that the full
success of sanatorium treatment can
only be confidently expected in the in-
itia]. stages of the 'disease. The re-
sponsibility, therefore, lies at the door
of our physicians.

Hitherto, physicians hesitated to
name the fatal trouble, because there
was no special treatment within their
reach, and consequently the stereotyp-
ed advice, given, too often, oblivious of
the patients circumstances, was to
“move to a better climate.” Now, how-~
ever, the aspect of things is changed
and satisfactory results may at length
be reasonably expected—provided al-
ways that early recognition of the com-
plaint is secured.

Financial Statement.

The financial statement for.the year
signed by the auditor and adopted showed
receipts and expenditures as follows: To

JOHN OLIVER SAYS IT
DID-NOT HELP PUBLIC

Several Bills Considered in the
House Yesterday—Woman
Suffrage.

Legislative Press Gallery, Feb, 8,

Another government bill finally pass-
¢d  and severa] measures advanced .a
$tage was the record of a short sgitting
of the legislature this afternoon. The
bill was that which provides for the ap-
pointment of a commission to revise
and conselidate the public statutes of
the provinces,

Woman suffrage has a champion in
the Soclalist leader. who introduced a
bill providing that women shall have
the franchise on the same terms as the
sterner zex. He introduced it with-
out comment, but several ‘members

smiled in anticipation of its fate.

Dr. King (Cranbrogk), introduced the
bill respecting the medical profession,
of which an explanation was given in
this afternoon’s Times,

John Jardine, for Dr. KXergin
(Skeena), introduced a bill to incorpor-
ate the Prince Rupert & Port Slmpson
Raflway Company, one of the outcomes
of the opening up of the northern coun-
iry by the Grand Trunk Pacific.

Improved Private Property.

John Oliver ‘(Delta), moved: ‘“That
an order of the House be granted for a
return of copies of the report of the in-
spector of dykes and of the order-in-
couneil authorizing the construction of
‘drainage ditch’ made by A. Cruick-
ghank in Coquitlam dyking district dur-
ing 1908; also for copies of the con-
tract and specifications with such
work.” In doing so Mr. Oliver said no
public. advantage whatever had been
gained by this expenditure and it was
up to the government to explain.

The premier said that the facts as far
as ‘he knew were that the lands of one
Mr. Alderson had been submerged by
the building of the dyke. When a bill
for arrears of dyking taxes was sent
in to the owner he refused to pay on
the ground that so far as he was con--
cerned the building of the dyke had
proved the ruin of his farm. The mat-
ter had been brought to the attention
of thé government two years ago, and
as the taxes could not be remitted, a
réport had been obtained from the en-
gineer. Acting on this, drainage works
had been undertaken which had ma-
terially benefited the lands in question.
There had been no' favoritism what-
éver In this matter,

“If the inspector made such a report
he ought to be fired,” said Mr. Oliver.

“No hatdship. was inflicted ,upon this |

man’s farm by the bullding of 'the dyke,
and no harm dohe the wah. It the
government undertook this work on the
report of its engineer that engineér
should be discharged and a more reli-
able man put in his place. I know the
land and can assure the House that the
man received no damage whatever, The
expenditure has been made simply to
improve his land . and that of the Bank
of Hamilton adjoining, and I say it was
very improper to use public money in
that way.

CAUTION IS ADVISED
IN VAGRANCY CASES

Chief Justice Hunter Set Am
Lum Kew at Liberty
on Wednesday.

In Chambers on Wednesday an order
was made by Chief Justice Hunter on
an application of J. P, Walls by which
Am Lum Kew gets his !Hberty. The
Chinaman was convicted of vagrancy
before Magistrate Jay a little time ago.
{The particular offence under the charge
was that he had mo visible means of
maintaining himself or of earning a
livelihood. The evidence of the police
officer went to show that the convicted
man was a non-worker, and that he
consorted with characters that were
not desirable,

This morning the Chief Justice stated

that he had decided to make an order
absolute. He pointed out that the term
vagrant and being a loose, idle and dis-
solute person was desceptive, - The of-
fence had to come under some of the
enumerations which followed. The
Chinaman had been found with $3 in
his pockét. Having that he could not
be said to be without visible means of
support.
' H. Dallas. Helmcken, K, C., for the
crown, argued that the Chinaman’s
character was set out by the evidence
of the police. o,

The Chief Justice said that this was
a section of the code under which the
greatest care should bg taken. It could
be made. the instrument of oppression
if not carefully guarded. Under it a
man seeking work without a -cent in
his pocket could be sent to jail as a
vagrant, He had seen hundreds of
cases like that where honest people
sought employment. If the man now in
jail. was such as the police described,
it was evident they caught him at the
wrong time or got after him under the
wrong count. If it were true that he
lived as he did they would yet get him
and might give him the limit. He was
prepared,  however, to go so far as to
say that even if a man had no. money
in his pocket when arrested but was
able te show that a boarding house
was prepared to supply him with board,

that he could not be convicted on this

count.
Am Lum Kew will accordingly be
liberated.

Three government mea-
sures dre now ready for the royal as-
sent and one private bill reached that
point to-day, while half a dozen other
private measures will be disposed of
to-morrow and next day. This is ex-
ceptionally quick work for private legis-
lation. The heaviest piece of govern-
ment work and indeed the most tedious
bill of the session is the consolidation
of the Water Clauses Act. This was
introduced to-day by the chief commis-
sioner of lands, and is described in an-
other column.

Hon. Mr. Fulton had also a bill to
amend the agreement with the Grand
Trunk Pacific and the townsite com-
pany. This extends the time for the
survey of the townsite, which was to
have been completed by September 30th
last, until May 1st next, and also ex-
tends the time for the completion of the
survey of the lands embraced in the
grant from the crown of March 10th,
1905, until October 1st, 1910. . The lat-
ter lands, which are not in the town-
site, may be surveyed into blocks of
greater area than forty acres whenever
the government considerg that the ex-
pense of a survey into forty-acre blocks
would be too great in proportion to the
value of the land. The act also au-
thorizes the exchange of three-fourths
of /& block of land containing about
seven acres for other land in the town-
site of equal value. The argreement
made on September T7th last, for this
exchange, for the opening of certain
streets in the townsite, the crossing of
the tracks by streets overhead, and the
putting 'in of warehouse sidings when
requested, is ratified by the bill

Private bills introduced were those to
incorporate the Vancouver & Northern
Railway Company, and to amend the
Vancouver Incorporation Act (Mr. Mac-
gowan); to incorporate the British Col-
umbia Permanent Loan Co. (Mr, Mc~
‘Phillips); to incorporate the Graham
Island Railway Company. (Dr. Kergin).
The incorporators of the latter com-
pany are Leigh Hunt, New York; Percy
D. Hillis, Edwin W. Tracksell, Louig L.
Butler and Lachary M, Hamilton, all
of Victoria. They seek power to' con«
struct a line of railway from a point
at or near Lena Island, Skidegate In-
let, Queen Charlotte Islands, thence fol-
‘lowing ‘the valley of the Honna aiver
‘hortherly to Camp Robertson, Camp
‘Wilson and on to Shield’s Island; Ren-
net Sound, and from any point on the
rajlway to any point on Massett Inlet.
The company applies for the usual pow-
ers under the model bill,

The attorney-general’s bill to amend
the Arbitration Act was given a third
reading, being the third bill got rid of.
The bill in amendment of the Magis-
trates’ Act was slightly altered in
committee and now stands for third
reading. By it magistrates and county
court judges are required to send in a
quarterly return of convictions and
fines to the attorney-general as well as
to the provincial secretary.

The Succession Duty Act amend-
ments and Public Inquiries Act amend-
ments were considered in committee
and adopted without change or com-
ment. N, F. Mackay and Fred Davey
occupied the chair in committee on the
respective bills,

John Jardine secured a third reading
for the bill'incorporating the ictoria &
Barkley Sound , Railway Company.
The bills incorporating the Flathead
Valley Railway Company and the
Meadow Creek Ralilway Company will
be given a final reading to-morrow af-
ternoon,

‘W. H. Hayward’s bill enlarging the
powers of dairy associations wasg al-
most given a third reading. It was set
down for that stage to-morrow when
the speaker, on referring to the rules,
found that a bill which. had passed
through committee ~without amend-
ment could be finally passed the same
day, but as the order had been made
it had to stand. ParKer Williamg pre-
sided in committee,

H. C. BREWSTER’S BILL TO
PROTECT MINERS GOES

J.H. Hawthorﬁthwaite Has Tilt
With the Speaker Regard-
ing Judges.

Legislative Press Gallery, Feb. 10.

Two bills coming from the other side
of the House, both affecting . mines,
marked out by the government for dis-
approval, were killed ¥ to-day by
straight party votes. One was a mea-
sure brought in by the member for Al-
berni to meet the case of miners who
work for men coming across the line to
take an option on some minera] prop-
erty, and who are left to lament the
loss of their wages when the operater
slips out and leaves them in the lurch..

A similar measure was introduced by
Mr, Brewster last year, when the gov-
ernment promised to find a remedy and
the bill was dropped. To-day the at-
torney-general and the minister of
mines both asserted that they could
not devise a cure for a condition of af-
fairs which they did not deny.

Hon. Thomas Taylor introduced a bill
to amend the Highway Traffic Regula-
tion Act, forbidding the drawing of
loads of over two thousand pounds in
vehicles with tires of less than four
inches wide, and making it unlawful to
drag logs or timber over or along any
public highway.

John Oliver will discuss the bill in its
bearings on the maintenance of country
roads to-morrow,

The bill incorporating the Flathead
Valley Railway Company (Mr, Ross,
Fernie), wag given its final reading.
This company will build from Corbin,
on the Eastern British Columbia rail-
way, forty miles southward to the in-
ternational boundary. -

The Arbitration Act and Magistrates
Act amendments were read a third time
also. Other small government measures
were advanced a stage.

Fire Insurance Policles.

An amendment of interest to insurers
and persong insuring was made to the
Fire .Insurance Policy Act when .the
amending bill regarding the awards of
arbitrators came up for its last stage
but one. The bilt provides that where
an arbitration takes place to determine
the value of property lost -the award
may be made by a majority of the ar-
bitrators. ’

To thig the attorney-general to-day
proposed that companies or other in-
surers should not be authorized to vary,
omit or add to statutory -condition No.
16. Thig condition, Mr, Bowser ex-
plained, governs the.guestion of loss,
and states that the costs of any arbi-
tration as to loss shall follow -.the
award. This conditfon-was generally
altered in red ink, inside the policy
where few people looked for it, to the
extent that the insured agreed to pay
his own arbitrator and half the ex-
pensges of an umpire. This should not
be allowed,

The amendment was agréed to and
the bil] stands for third reading,

The Elections Act.

‘When the bill amending the Provin-
clal Elections Act was taken up in com-
mittee, Thomas Gifford (New Westmin-
ster), in the chalr, the leader of the
opposition proposed to alter the provis-
ifon for the posting up of Iists of appli-
‘cants for registration. At present this
must be done on the last Monday in
March and September, and the bill
amended this to the second Monday In
April and October,

Mr, Macdonald also pointed out that
change. would cut down the time al-
lowed for giving notice of objection
from five weeks to three weeks. K Ex-
cluding days of posting and sitting of
the court of revision not more than sev-
enteen days would be allowed for lodg-
ing notice. This wag too short'a time,
and he moved that the lists be posted
on the first Monday in April and Oc-
tober.

Mr. Macsdonald also pointed out that
there is nothing to define the grounds
upon which names shall be struck off
the lists. He proposed an amendment
defining the causes as death, being out
of the district for a year, or having
been improperly placed on the iist orig-
inaily.

By the aid of a large blue-print
of the site the commissioner pointed
out the additional landg which the pro-
vince gets, including four school sites.
Mr. Fulton disagreed with the member
for Delta ag to the value of the water-
front lots selected by the government.,
In block B he considered ‘the govern-
ment had chosen what would be one of
the most valuable parts of the town-
gite, although he admitted that time
only would show whether the govern-
ment or the member for Delta was cor-
rect in their opinion. '

By the agreement the company is
obliged to run its railway ‘alofig the
whole water-front ang also to put in
warehouse spurs or sidings whenever
the lleutenant-governor-in-councn re-
quires it to be so0. The railway com-
pany was given an additional right of
way of forty feet wide, making one
hundred in all, across the water-front
blocks of the government, besides some
93 acres of land at Morse creek -and
Hayes cove required for railway pur-
poses. Of this latter area the govern-
ment decided that 24 acres were neces-
sary for railway purposes, and that the
company take the extra 69 acres in
exchange for 28 1-5 acres in the town-

Meaning of “Underground.”

Premier McBride, resuming the ad-
journed debate on the bill introduced
by the member for Grand Forks to
make the eight-hagr day in mines ap-
ply from surtacewo surface, declared
that the government could not accept
it. The position he took was absolutely
without biag to mine-owner or mine-
operator. Such a proposal must be ap-
proached by the Jegislature with an
open mind and an eye to the advance-
ment and development of the province's
mines, and must. move slowly. The
eight-hour day, so far as it had been
in operation, had been working satis-
factorily, but there had been no de-
mand for any such extension of it as
Mr. McInnis asked; besides which, that
gentleman had been in the House three
sessions before he found it necessary
to bring in this bill. At the present
time the price of copper was very low
and if the cost of production was in-
creased, as it would be by such a pro-
posal as thig being adopted, the result
might be very serious indeed.

J. H. Hawthornthwaite did not ex-
press much confidence in the officials
of the department of mines from whom,
the premier had stated that he got
some of his information. He consider-
ed these officials were suffering as a
whole from dryJ-rot, and hoped that
when the pensions scheme was in force
“we will be relieved of advice and the
‘province of their presence.” He took
exception to the.idea that mine oper-
atorg were suffering from low prices;
they were making ‘‘scandalous profits,”
that of the Granby smelter being $60,-
000 to $70,000 a month. If the miners
could not get redress by these legal
means they would have to resort again
to strikes,

Called to Order.

Speaking of the “glory-hole,” or open
air  workings, - Mr. Hawthornthwaite
said its establishment was an attempt
to evade the eight-hour law. Men
working in these places were in hourly
danger of death., The mine operators
had been curbed a-little by the Work-
men’s Compensation Act, and then “fell
back on their other staff, the courts,
which are rotten, too.”

‘“The expression the hon. gentleman
has used is not parliamentary,” said
Mr. Speaker Eberts.

“Is that also Rule 15?7 asked Mr.
Hawthornthwaite, referring to a form-
er trouble he had got into in the House.

“The hon. gentleman must remember
that he is not allowed to speak as he
has done of the judges,” the Speaker
replied.

“My memory is a function that be-
longs to myself,” said the member for
Nanaimo. “I will remember as long as
I like and quit just when I like whe-
ther I am told by the Speaker or any- |
one else.”

“The hon. gentleman must not use
language like that in the House to the
Speaker,”: Mr. Speaker Eberts remind-
ed Mr, Hawthornthwaite. -

“As long as I am a member I will
continue to speak as I like,” rgtorted
that gentleman. “It {s 8 right given
not by wou but by the people T repre-
sent. I think rotten is & good word, It
is not swearing nor un-Christian; it is
a word which should be more frequent-
ly used in dealing with some institu-
tiong in this province.”

Protection of Miners’ Wages.

Another bill which was slaughtered
at the government’s behest was that
introduced by H. C. Brewster (Alberni),
with the objéct of protecting miners
who suffer from the loss of wages by
the flitting of capitalists working a
prospect.

The attorney-general declared that
miners could not expect to be placed in
any better position than any other em-
ployee. If this wag to be allowed in one
case it would be demanded in others.
Next thing one’s cook would refuse to
work until a notice from a bank man-
ager that there were funds to pay her
next month’s wages were posted up in
the kitchen. It was also questionable
whether any bank manager could be
compelled to give such a certificate as
the bill contemplated. Even if he did
the miner would be liable to have some
other creditor of the operator come
along and put a seizure on the money.
The provision for the fine and impris-
onment, of an operator who falled to
make a deposit in a bank and get a cer-
tificate was a return to the obsolete
principle of imprisonment for debt. Mr.
Bowser said he sympathized with the
conditions sought to be remedied but
saw no way of remedying them,

Government Position Weak,

The leader of the opposition said the
attorney-general] had not given the
measure the consideration it deserved
and had misconceived its object and ap-
plication. It was intended to touch, not
the bona fide exploiter of our mineral
resources, but the operator who did not
own the mine he was working, the man
coming across from the qther side
without interest or stake in the coun-
try. Last year the bill had been with-
drawn on the understanding that some-
thing would be done, but nothing had
been done, The attorney-general said
he was unable to find a remedy. The
remedy was to be found in the bill,
which should be given its second read-
ing. It there were any defects in it or
if it bore hardly on any genuine oper-
ators it could be improved in commits
tee. In reply to the attorney-general’s
argument that this was a return to
the antiquated system of imprisonment
for debt, it was only necessary to point
out that it was progpsed to imprison
an operator for failure o pay a fine for
a breach of the law, not for not paying
his workmen. If any member inquired
he would find that cases were not few
where miners were defrauded by bogus
operators from across the line,

Confessed Inability,

Premier McBride agreed that the ob-
ject of the member for Alberni was
praiseworthy, but did not see hew his
proposal could be carried out all over
the province. In a number of cases
which had arisen in Alberni a few
years ago, he and then Attorney-Gen-
eral Wilson ‘tried to find a remedy, but
could not devise one. If a special act
was passed in regard to miners similar
acts would be demanded for other
workers. This was class legislation
and he would have to oppose the second
reading,

John MeInnig (Grand Forks), could
not see any more class legislation in
this act than any act; it was no more
class legislation than increasing the

Mr. MeCarter explained the part of
the eountry in which it was proposed
to operate, 1ying along the North
Thompson river and the neighboring
watershed. ‘The Arrow Lakes, Mon-
arch and Soverefgn Lumber Com-
panies had had much litigation and it
wae desirable that this bill be passed
s0 ag to put an'end to warring in-
terests, Companies operating in the
region over an aggregate of 1075 square
miles supported the bill, including the
Arrow Lakes, Bowmian, A, R. Rog-
ers, Adams River, Columbia River,
Shuswap, Eagle River, Sunset, Beatly,
Fewings, Central and Fysom Lumber
Companiés, and the Savonas Land and
Lumber Company. Without booming
privileges several of these companies
would be ynable to conduct their mills.
The opposing companies operated over
a total area of 105 acres, as against
1076.

The Arrow Lakes Company, Mr.
MeCarter said, had acquired from the
Union Trust Company, known to news-
paper fame, which company was the
main holder in the Monarch Company,
and after taking the Arrow Lake
money now sought to make it as im-
possible as could be for that company
fo carry on its operations. The com-
pany now applying for a charter had
obtained Dominion incorporation, but
since he had become the company’s
solicitor he advised that this was a
métter - for provincial  legislation
wholly, and to make absolutely sure of
their ground the company, degired,,a
provinciai chartar; Tt had no desire to
hold anyone up, it was not a profit-
making concern and the Jumber com-
panies inserted in it simply desired to
cbtain better results and greater econ-
omy by improving the river ana put-
ting in necessary works. While the
North Thompson, as a navigable
stream, i{s under Dominion control Mr.
McCarter contended that the provin-
clal legisiature had jurisdiction in re-
gard to tolls, expropriation, ete.

Mr. Hilott arguedt that the incorpor-
ators, having gone down to Ottawa
and got & charter which declared their
undertaking to' be oune for the general
advantage of Canada, could not come
here, as they did now, and say that
the Dominfort had no power in the
matter. They had accepted and were
bound by the Dominion legisiation. If
anyone sought redress under the pro-
vincial bill they would have the Do-
minion bill Mashed at them, ang tak-

San Francisco, Cal., Feb, 9.—The San
Francisco Chronicle published to-day
a special dispatch from Sacramento
predi¢ting the passage of both the anti-
Japanese measures now being consid-
ered by the California legislature.

U. S. Captain Finds Evidences
of Tragedy in Little Known
Country.

San Francisco, Cal,, Feb. 9.-Captain

‘a-noteworthy trip through the Straits of
Magellan with the lightship flotilla, at
the Hotel Holland related an incident of
the voyage which leaves an opening for
the workings of a vivid imagination to
‘fill in the details of a tragedy of a wild
‘and little known country.

In Hale's cové, on the Patagonian coast,
while. on -a hunting expedition, Captain
Bowman came across the ruins of a small
house.. As it was evidently the work of
some one skilled in-the art of civilized
structures, he became curlous and looked
about for evidence of the former tenant
‘of this lonely home. The investigation
was thore fruitful’ than' pleasing, for a
few yards away Captain Bowman dis-
covered two shallow graves, from which
at that time human bones were protrud-
ing into the air.

A more thorough examination of the
surroundings followed, but no, light was
thrown on the identity of the persons who
had gone to their last rest in such an
isolated, spot on the barren southern
coast. A more decent burial was given
the remains, and simple, unmarked head-
stonea were erected.

MANILA PORT OF CALL
FOR MINNESOTA

B e

Effort by Big Hill Liner to Im-
prove Her Trade -
Returns.

Seattle, Wash.,, ~Feb. 8. —Foreign
steamship lines which have been en-
joying a monopoly of the Puget Sound
trade with the Philippine Islands will
find stiff opposition in the steamship
Minnesota, the memmoth Hill liner,
which, beginning with her next sailing
from Seattle March 20th, will stop at
Manila, the Philippine capital, while
on_her voyage to ports in Japan and
China. The Minnesota has been carry-
ing very small cargoes between Se-
attle, Hongkong and Xobe, angd the
Great Northern Steamship Company
has decided to again place Manila on
the list of ports of call.

The entrance of the Minnesota into
the Philippine trade will cut deeply
into the pockets of the foreign Ilines
which heretofore have had a complete
monopoly on that trade. The Minne-
sota is the omly American bottom ply-
ing from Puget Sound to the Orient
and what freight is not sent on the
Hill liner goes across the Pacific in
Japanese and Canadian bottoms,

The United States government is
sending heavy shipments of hay and
grain to the quartermaster’s depart-
ment -of the army in the Philippines.
‘What freight the transport Dix does
not take has been going to the for-
eign steamship companies.

When the government purchased the
mammoth liners Tremont and Shaw-
mut for use in carrying ‘supplies to the
Panama canal, the Philippine business
was left entirely to lines other than
American. A British line of steam-
ghips has had the lion’s ghare of the
trade with Manila. One of the foreign
fleet was entirely wrecked off the Jap-
anese coast recently, and a second was
damaged 'S0 badly that it will take
months to put her into good condition
again.

The Minnesota’s sailing date has been
delayed until March 20th, in order to
bring the trips of the liner at a season
of the year more advantageous for ob-
taining heavier cargoes.

C. P. R. DECLARES DIVIDEND.

Montreal, Que., Feb. 9,—At the meet-
ing of the board of the Canadian Pa-
cific Railway Company yesterday a
dividend of two Dper cent on the pre-
ferred stock and three per cent on the
common 8tock was declared for the
half year ended December last, pay-
able on April 1st next.

CHAMOIS FOR
ISLAND PEAKS

GAME WARDEN MAKES
GOOD SUGGESTIONS

Wapiti on Vancouver Island
Are in Need of Pro-
tection.

In his annual report Chief Game
Warden A, Bryan Willlamg has many
suggestions to make regarding the
game on Vancouver Island. For one
thing he insists on the necessity for
protection for thz wapiti. if that fine

animal, which is doing so well in East
Kootenay, is not to be exterminated
here. He also proposes that red deer
be placed on the islandg and that the
Alpine chamois be imported and used
to stock high mountains on Vancouver
Island now devoid of game,

Dealing with the general subject of
acclimatizing alien game here Mr. Wil-
liams says: :

“In 1882 pheasants were imported and
the result has been most satisfactory.
Now that this stock shows signs of
needing fresh blood, a few Mongolian
pheasants have been introduced. In
1904 partridges were given a tridl, and
the experiment is now beyond doubt.
Since then black game and capercailzie
have been tried. The importation of
quail has also been-a success on Van-
couver Island, and a partia] success on
the mainland. So far all this has been
done by private subscription, the bur-
den generally falling on the pockets of
the same few far-seeing and unselfish
individuals.

“Up to the present time nothing but a
few birds have been brought in, it be-
ing generally thought that we have big
game enough. Certainly in parts of
the interior we have big game worth
considering, but on the coast, with the
exception of a few wapiti, there is no
game really much sought after. The
Columbian deer is small and its horns
almost valueless As a trophy. There
is .no ‘'reason why the Eurdpean red
deer should not be experimented with.
The cost would not be great, and it is
almost certain, owing to the anfount of
natural food and mild climate, that
they would attain’ the 'samg size as
those in New Zealand. Fifty years ago
there was not a deer in ‘that country;
to-day it has the finest réd deer stalk-
ing in’ the world, and the 'deer have
horns almost equalling in size those of
our wapiti. One of the biggest herds
in that- country originated from one
stag and six hinds. Theré are several
islands in the gulf, betwéen Vancouver
and Victoria, where these animals could
be turned out and be ‘Safe from mo-
lestation; if they weré the ‘success
there is every reason ta“hepe’for, they
could then be transportefl 'ty different
places. A 5 ¢

Chamois for the Peaksi

“Again, many of the high mountains
on Vancouver Island are devoid of big
game—why not import a, few chamois?
These animals are considered the flnest
stalking of al] European game; they
are hardy in the extreme and well able
to take care of themselves. There are
also many places on the: mainland at
present almost devoid .of game, but
suitable for this class of animal

“Neither of these experiments would
cost a great deal, while the advertise-
ment the province would get from the
purchase and transport. of these ani-
mals would be quite a consideration, to
say nothing of the increase of attrac-
tion to the big game hunters in the
future, should.the experiment prove a
success., Probably $10,000 would be suf-

cient to make both experiments, There

re many wealthy men who have made

province; some of them, too, are fond
of big game shooting, and a few thou-
sand dollars would be nothing to them.
One or two such men could do the
whole thing themselves and never no-
tice the cost, and yet be doing the coun-
try a great service.
‘Wapiti on the Island.

“Several years ago very few people

| knew that wapiti existed in the East

Kootenay, and those few .were sceptical
as to whether there were sufficient to
re-stock the district. Now-even the most
sanguine hopes have been surpassed,
and the careful protection these ani-
malg have had during the past three
yvears has resulted in an enormous in-
crease. Last spring, while a partial
inspection of the country. for a game
reserve was  being made, the wapiti
sign was found to be very plentiful all
along the Fording river, but a later
visit in the fall, during the rutting sea-
son, when the -bulls could be heard
bugling in all directions and the whole
valley was a mass of tracks and the
animals themselves seen, gave positive
proof that the increase was greater
than it was thought to be in the spring.
Besides the Fording river herds, others
‘have been located on the Elk and the
White rivers, and it is’ safe to say

allowed,

“It is to be regretted that the same
encouraging report cannot be given of
the wapiti on Vancouver Island. It is
true that there are still a good number
and there is yet time to take them. in
hand, but unless this is done soon, their
extermination is assured. Every year
there are more hunters: after them;
some are good sportsmen and some are
not. Indians kill them, not because
they need them, as all along the coast
deer are numerous and the meat easier
to get out, but because the teeth are
still saleable and some Indians must
shoot at everything they see.

“Again, irresponsible © white men,
some with miner’s licenses and some
without, would-be wolf hunters and
trappers, are all doing their share to-
wards the extermination of the wapliti.
Almgst every man who gaes out into
the wapiti- country reports seeing the
remains of slaughter. This cannot go
on for long, but it is -ubeless to make
any serious attempts to remedy it as
long as Indians and men with miner’s
licenses are given a free hand. If the
wapiti are to be saved, the law in this
respect must’ be changed, a game .re-
serve 'set apart, and the bag limit thade
one animal instead of two; and last,

but by no means least, proper salaried

game wardens must be put on to en-
force the law.

“In addition, an entire close season
for wapiti should be declared for the
southern part of the island, taking the
Alberni road from Alberni to Nanoose
Bay as the boundary. The reason for
this is because there are a few small
bands still left, but no bulls worth
killing, and yet every year or two three
young bulls, with horns hardly bigger
than a good mule deer, are shot.

“The value of these animals to Van-
couver Island might be made enormous,
and the success of our efforts in the
BEast Kootenay might easily be repeat-
ed there. Tt will cost a little money,
but that would be a mere nothing in
comparison to the value of the animals
saved.”

Moose and Caribou,

The warden has the satisfaction of
being able to report that moose are
still increasing and at even a greater
rate than hitherto, and being found
further south. In Cassiar caribou have
been seen in great numbers, bands of
from fifteen to twenty being constant-
ly in view while one band of 150 has
been reported. These animals are also
increasing in the southern part of the
province,

“Taking the province as a whole,”
says Mr. Williams, ‘“‘there is a big in-
crease in deer species. ‘White-talled
deer have spread so rapidly that in
parts of the Kootenay they are becom-
ing somewhat of a nuisance to fruit-
growers. Mule deer are also doing well
and the exceptionally long summmers
have done a lot towards their protec-
tion, as they have stayed pretty well
up on their summer range untit”the
close season. The Columbian or Coast
deer is also doing well, but the increas-
ing demand for venison in the cities is
becoming alarming.”

) Beaver Increasing.

Mr. Williams reports that the in-
crease of beaver in the southern por-
tion of the province has been enorm-
ous, there being colonies even on Lulu
Island. In several districts the bulld-
ing of their dams has caused the flood-
ing of cultivated lands, and the chief
warden hag to recommend that own-
ers be permitted to trap them the
skins, however, to be the property of
the government,

The absence of berries in the moun-
tains, the long drought and the conse-
quent inability of the salmon to get
up the small streams were responsible
for the black bear being seen nearer
to civilization, but the animals did no
more harm than the taking of an odd
pig or robbing an occasional orchard.
Steps are recommended for the protec=
tion of the grizzly. Mr. Williams says
that despite its reputation it is a very
timid animal, so much so as to re-
quire carefull stalking to get a success-
ful shot. Even if he were as savage &8s

pictured, there is little chance of the
ordinary person running -across one.

From year tg year there has been
talk of running excursion steamers up
the west coast of Vancouver Island
during the summer months, but hith-
erto nothing in this line has been done
owing to the fact that small vessels
were not considered sufficiently attrac-
tive, while there was not enough bus-
iness offering to allow of the charter-
ing of larger steamers for the purpose.
This year, however, it is reported that
the C. P. R. contemplate running one
of their coasting steamers on trial
trips during the thick of the tourlst
season, and if there isssufficient busi-
ness offering it will be kept up,

News has also been received from
Vancouver that the Union Steamship
Company contemplate putting a steam-
er on the West Coast route during
the coming summer in opposition to
the Tees. They claim that they have
received promises of sufficient business
to make the run remunerative. What
with the development of the Nootka
quarries, the business of the  whaling
stations, the opening up of the pulp
and paper works and in connection
with it a saw mill, as well as the large
number of mines which promise to be
paying properties, the future of the
west coast of the Island looks very
bright. ;

For some time past the Union Steam-
ship Company has had its office in this
city closed, but it is understood that
they are to open up again very soon
in a more central position and wi}}
make a bid for Victoria business bhoth
on the west coast of the Island and
in the Northern trade. The Camosun
will make her weekly calls here and
there will be other developments which
promise well for this city.

That there are vast undeveloped re-
sources in the interior of British Col-
umbia which will never be worth the
cost of mining until railway connections
are established, is the opinion of J, P,
Murphy, cattle rancher of Ome Hun-
dred and Forty-One-Mile House, Cari-
boo, who is at the Dominion. ' Mr. Mur-
phy in conversation on Tuesday, said
the minerals of the district surround-
ing One Hundred and Forty-One-Mile
House comprised copper, gold and va-
rious metals. Copper he has seen in
large blocks which, however, will .not
pay for mining until railway connec-
tions are through to open up the terri-
tory. There was hope in the district
that the Canadian Northern would pro-
vide for the line, but since plans have
changed to take the line in another di-
rection the residents of the district
have given up hope of seeing develop-
ment on a large secale until the time
comes when the G. T. P. or some other
line may pass through that territory.
An instance of the cost of mining with-
out railway facilities to take in supplies
and machinery and haul out the pro-
ducts is given by Mr. Murphy in the
Bullion mine which he, formerly a
shareholder, claims to be one of the
richest alluvial propositions on the con-
tinent. A million and a quarter dollars
worth of gold was obtained from the
Bullion mine, says Mr. Murphy, in one
year, but at a cost of a million and a
half/dollars. The country is exception-
ally rich, but lacks the facilities neces-
sary to make the minerals valuable.

The country around One Hundred
and Forty-One-Mile House {s given
over to farming and ranching. The
land there was taken up years ago and
very little change has occurred during
the past years,

Cattle raising has, however, been on
the increase, and although there is no
room for settlers there, Mr. Murphy
says numbers pass through in the séa-
son Qn the way to the Nechaco valley

in séarch of good agricultural and cat-

cent. The news is of especial interest
here where the Wilhelmine is well
known. She is generally considered ' a
smart sailer, and indeed in some quar-

.-ters is spoken of as one of the fastest

afloat,

ah’}‘ll):e Wilhelmine arrived off this coast
jast June and had an exciting. time
when trying to make the Straits of
Juan de Fuea. Caught in a current she
was carried so close to the shore of
Vancouver Island, of Carmanah, that
her boats were lowered in case of
emergency. After lying in the Royal
Roads she proceeded to Vancouver,
where here ports were cut, and subse-
guently she loaded with a cargo of
lumber at the Hastings mill having
reached these waters in ballast. She
i= one of the largest carriers in propor-
tion to her size, that has ever been seen
in these waters, taking 1,500,000 fef-zt,
without deckload, and having a regis-
tered tonnage of only 1,800.

The passages which have earned for
the Wilhelmine a record for smartness
are as follows: Delagoa. Bay to Taltal
in 56 days, an average of slightly ove
nine knots for the entire voyage, which
wag made in July and August, 1803; 30
days from Newcastle, N. S, W., to'an
anchorage at Valparaiso in 1908; and 83
days from the English Channel to Aus-
tralia.

With such records the fact of her
now appearing on the overdue list is
considered sinister by shipping men at
this port. - Only fifteen months ago the
Wilhelmine made a passage from Ham-
burg to Australia, thence to Valparaiso,
and home, which occupied in all only
six months, She has visited these
waters on three occasions in all.

A SUBJECT FOR THE RAILWAY
COMMISSION.

T. W. PAT™RSON.

To the Editor: As it is claimed by
the officers of the Canadian Pacific
railway that the benefits derived by
the province from the construction and
operation of the company's railway
have vastly exceeded the most sanguine
expectations formed at the time the
terms of union were agreed to, and
as we have had a meeting in this clty

‘a few days ago of delegates_.from all

parts of the island, for the purpose of
devising some scheme for the develop-
ment of the resources of what is known
to be the richest part of the province,
it may be well to go back & quarter of
a century and find on what basis those
sanguine expectations were built, and
what the conditions on Vancouver Isl-
and~would have been to-day, had the
railway been -consrtucted on the route
contemplated by all parties interested
in the project at that time,

The Carnarvon terms. show plainly
that the British Columbia representa-
tives/-lntended that the western termin-
us of the railway should be at Esqui-
malt, that Vancouver Island was to be
reached by way of Bute Inlet and that
Vietoria, the capital city of the prov-
ince, was to be the headquarters of the
company on the Pacific coast. Had
the railway been constructed according
to the above terms it would not have
been necessary to call together dele-
gates to listen to the eloquent appeal
of the vice-president of the Canadian
Pacific railway to the people of Van-
couver Island for the inauguration of
a vigorous railway policy in order to
better develop the resources of the Isl-
and, in other words, to bring pressure
to bear on the provincial government
to induce them to-supplement the aid
already granted by the Dominion for
the extension of the E. & N, rallway tuv
Campbell river, - which
the northern - boundary of the
grant owned by the latter company.
Had the sanguine expectations of the
parties who agreed to the terms of
union been realized, Victoria to-day
would have had a population of at least
two hundred thousand, and Vancouver
Island, instead of being an impenetra-
ble, unexplored region, would have been
known as the most populous and richest
section of the Dominion.

For the present state of affairs on the
Island the company is not responsible
nor .to blame, but when they succeeded
in getting the route through the Rock-
jes changed from the Yellow Head to
the Kicking Horse pass, after the con-
tract was entered into and the subsi-
dies granted, they saved the cost of

constructing over one hundred milés of
expensive work which would have
passed through one of the best sections
of the province. As a result of this
change the development of the Cariboo
district and adjoining territory has
been practically at a standstill It
would be difficult to form an estimate
of the population, or of the develop-
ment that would have taken place in
the interior, if the people there had
been able to get supplies in at reason-
able rates instead of having to pay
present wagon-road, freight rate of
about $3,600 a car-load in addition to
the railway charges to Ashcroft. Had,
the company not been allowed to
change from the Yellow Head route,
British Columbia shippers would have
had a more direct route, through our
own province almost the entire distance
to the markets of the most fertile terri-
tory in Alberta and Saskatchewan,
the Peace River lands of the province
would have had railway connection
years ago and an agricultura]l popula-
tion greater in number than we have
at present west of the mountains.

It is possible, (but doubtful) that the
change was in the interest of other
parts of the Dominion, but it is certain
that this province ha€ suffered and if
for no other reason the saving made
by the company should entitle the peo-
ple of British Columbia to fair treat-
ment in the fixing of local rates.

Adverting again to construction, as
it has been shown that the assistance
received by the company amounted to
a-great deal more than the entire cost
of the undertaking there should there=
fore be no bonded indebtedness charge-
able against operation, but the govern-
ment returns for 1906 show a stock and
bond liability of over $68,000 a mile on
which the traffic has to pay 10 per cent.

before the government can interfere
with the rates charged (unless in cases
of discrimination.) ¢ The position in
which the matter stands is briefly this:
The people of Canada have given in
subsidies value equal to four times the
cost of construction which should have
left the line free of debt, :-but the com-
pany has placed a stock and bond
charge on the road equal to about twice
the cost. The people have to pay the
subsidy, principal and interest, and in
traffic charges up to 10 per cent. on a
stock and bond debt of $172,697,000, not
one dollar of which should be charged
against the original Canadian .Pacific
railway.

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CONTRACT FOR BLOCKS
AGAIN GIVES TROUBLE

Difficulty Found in Drawing Up
Contract on Specifications
Proposed.

The contract for the supply of blpcks
for the city was again the subject of
much discussion at the council meeting
Monday night, when the city solicitor
brought the matter - up and informed
the council that in his opinion fresh
tenders would have to be called for as
the specifications for the old tender
were so complicated it. was impossible
to draw a contract on them.

Before the city solicitor had taken his
seat, Ald. Humber informed the coun-
cil there had been a rise in lumber of
50 cents since the last tender had been
called, and that new tenders would in-
volve the city in a heavy expense.

Ald. Turner asked the mayor who
was responsible for the manner in
which the specifications for the tender
had been drawn up, and was told by
the mayor and nine councillors that the
city solicitor was the man.

At a later stage of the discussion,
when the city solicitor had again ad-
vised the city that the only course was
to call for new -tenders, Ald. Mable
said: "It appears as if the city solici-
tor hag an intgrest in the lumber busi-
ness.”

Ald. Henderson followed with:
“There is no necessity to call for fresh
tenders at all,” and Ald. Mable said:
“None whatever, the proposa&l is ab-
surd.”

Ald. Henderson said the city must
have 17,000 blocks per day.-to keep its
creosote plant running, and from the
information before the council it ap-
pears that the company cannot supply
the amount,

Ald. Stewart said the city engineer
should know how many streets the city
had to pave, and he could surely esti-
mate the number of blocks required,
and the council’s officials should be able
to give the mill company. fourteen
days’ notice before they wanted the
blocks. He understood from the pre-
vious correspondence that if thig was
done the company could take the con-
tract.

Ald, Henderson drew attention again
to the amount required by the city, and,
also to the condition that the blocks if
cut in advance must be stored in the
mill company’s premises, the city being
without room for this purpose.

The city solicitor said a contract
could be drawn of course, but it was
only fair to the other tenderers that
fresh tenders be called, as all should
hayve the same chance of tendering.

Several councillors opposed the idea
of calling for new tenders owing to the
rise of lumber. ;

The matter was finally turned over
to the mayor, the solicitor and the en-
gineer to be dealt with,

NEW PLACER DIGGINGS
IN-'YUKON ARE RICH

——

Properties on Tributaries of the
Stewart Will Be Developed
This Year.

New placer diggings which promise
to enormously increase the gold out-
put of Yukon district this year will
soon loom" large in the public eye,
according to D. R. Macfarlane, inspec-
tor of public works with headquarters

at Dawson., The new finds were made
last fall, too late in the season to carry
on any extensive work. They are lo-
cated on tributaries of the Stewart
river,

Miles of ground have-been located by
pioneer prospectors who have made and
lost fortunes since the early days of
the Klondike discoveries. Barker creek,
a tributary of the Stewart, 40 miles
above its confluence with the Yukon,
will be the scene of one of the spring
rushes. The yellow metal is expected
to be extracted in abundance as the
little development already done was of
the most encouraging character, Miners
secured as high as $2.50 a pan.

In order to provide facilities - for
reaching this new camp 24 miles of
wagon road will be built by the Yu-
kon ‘government this summer. The
work 'will be done under the direction
of Mr, Macfarlane. Similar work will
also be undertaken to enable Barker
creek claim owners to reach naviga-
tion on the lowar Stowart. Mr, Mac-
farlane feels very optimistic about the
general outlook for the Stewart river
district as it embraces an enormous
area of unexplored territory known to
te within the gold belt and traversed
by rivers which rise in the mountains.
The territorial government keeps in
close touch with the prospector by
building new trails and roads to every
camp which promises to be a perma-
nent one. The Yukon now has 1,600
miles of roads, including 500 miles of
substantially built highways,

His Boat Found, But There is
No Trace of Oc-
cupant.

Vancouver, Feb. 9.—The steamer Cas-
siar, which arrived last night from
northern British Columbia, brought
word of the disappearance of Dave
Stevenson, a well known logger, and
interwoven with his disappearance is
the story of trouble with Indians and
the discovery of Stevenson’s upturned
boat in Surge narrows,

The missing man ‘was a_hand logger,
but for some weeks had been engaged
in reclaiming the logs swept out of the
Campbell river by ‘the floods a month
or two ago.

Stevenson’s camp was at Okis Hol-
low, at the north end of Surge Nar-
}'ows. He left camp on Saturday morn-
ing to row around into the next bay,
where his Indians had their quarters,
and since then he has not been seen.
Late on Saturday evening a Siwash
found Stevenson’s boat upturned in the
narrows and brought it in. This led
to inquiries, but the Indians stated that
they never saw Stevenson, and when
the Cassiar left no traces of him had
been found.

ANTI-TUBERCULOSIS
SOCIETY ELECTS OFFICERS

Grant Made to the Sanatorium
by the Local Organi-
zation.

There was an enthusiastic gathering
at the annua] meeting of the Victoria
Anti-Tuberculosis Society held in the
city hall on Monday afternoon. The re-
port of the president on the year's work
was read and the financial statement
presented, showing that there was
something over $180 on hand and that
during the past year $1,000 had been
given toward the maintenance fund of
the sanatorium.

Dr. Fagan; having reported that con-
tributions to the maintenance fund
were needed at the present time, it was
decided to make a grant of $150 towards
that object, and to take immediate
steps to raise more in the near future.

Officers were elected for the coming
year as follows: President, Mrs. Frank
S. Barnard; secretary, Mrs. Coles;
treasurer, Mrs. H. Munn; visiting med-
ical officer, Dr. Robertson; committee
cn by-laws, Mrs, Tye, Mrs, Carmichael
and the president. The appointment of
a visiting committee was left in the
hands of the secretary and president to
report to the next meeting.

Dr, Fagan handed in a report of the
patients at present in the Tranquille
sanitorium. He stated that there were
31 present and all were doing well
They found, however, that there were
too many advanced cases admitted. If
the cases were taken early they found
that at least three-quarters of the num-
ber admitted recovered permanently.
‘When taken late, however, it was more
difficult, for even when apparently
cured they often relapsed on thelr re-
turn to their former surroundings.
Often the medical men were to blame
for not reporting cases early enough.

The secretary’s report, which was
adopted, was as follows:

The Victoria Anti-Tuberculosis $o-
clety beg to present their report of
work done during the past year.

The society has met with many dif-
ficulties, because of differences of opin-
fon as to the manner of working. Mrs.
Jenkins resigned the positiom of presi-
dent last May, and in her parting ad-
dress gave some excellent advice. She
called attention to the necessity of
members working together .in order to
bring about better results; for no mat-
ter how keenly felt might-be the re-
sponsibility placed upon the shoulders
of their officers nothing could be ac-
complished by individua] action unless
sustained’and upheld by loyal support.
What was required was=United ~and
harmonious working, the yco-operation
and enthusiasm which secure ‘popular-
ity and command success.

At a meeting held on June 15th, Mrs.
F. 8. Barnard was-elected, president,
Mrs. Arthur Coles, secretgry, and Mrs.
Munn, treasurer. The meetings were
held regularly from this date and every
effort . was made to promote’ the aims
and objects of the society. All patients
reported received such aid as the visit-
ing committee thought necessary under
the circumstances.

At a meeting held in September, it
wasg suggested that instead of applying
to different medical men ‘to visit cases
reported, it would be better to have one
doctor to act as officer fo¥ the society
Dr. Hermann Robertson, being health
officer for the city., was asked to ac-
cept the position. Dr. Robertson kind-
ly accepted the position and was ac-
cordingly appointed,

The question as to how membership
may be increased bas been much dis-
clxssed, It is felt that every family in
Victoria should have at least One rep-
res.entative, as a member of the gociety.
It is hoped that this will vet be brought
about, but it i a difficult matter to
make personal canvas, Every family is
now not only invited, but urged to join
the membership of the society ag a
f]uty they owe, firstly to themselves, as
insuring the protection of their homes,
anq secondly to the community, as se-
curing the safety of others. A hearty
welcome awaits all willing workers or
sympathizers and it should ‘be Femani-
bered that the cause being that of mu-
tpal protection, no such element or con-
sideration asg social inequality exists
among its members,

to issue books, -containing twenty-five
mem_bership tickets. Books may be
obtained at our regular monthly meet-
#rigs or on application to the secretary.

IRRIGATION SCHEME

Supplying Three Million Acres
With Water—Settlers
Wanted.

J. S. Dennis, of the vice-presidents’
department of the - Canadian Pacific
railway, has just arrived in London
from Calgary, Alberta, where for the
last two or three years he has had
charge of the great Canadian Pacific
irrigation scheme, says the London
Chronicle. In the interview Mr, Dennis
hag given some interesting particulars
of the progress of the work and of the
effect it would have in increasing the
productive qualities of the area thus
treated.

“The vast area of three million acres
is included in the block to be irrigated,”
said Mr, Dennis. “The land lies along
the main line of the Canadian Pacific
railway for 150 miles east and west of
Calgary, and twenty miles north and
south of the line.

“To develop the scheme, the land was
divided into three sections of about one
million acres each—the Western, Cen-
tral, and Eastern—and the work is be-
ing carried on in the different sections
in the order named. The C. P. R.
started building in 1905 the main ditch
connected with the Bow river at a point
about two miles below the city of Cal-
gary. This main cana] is 10 feet deep,
120 feet wide at the water line, and 62
feet wide at the bottom. 'The main
cana] delivers the water to a reservoir
three miles long, half a mile wide, and
40 feet deep.

“From this the water is taken out in
three secondary canals, and carried to
the different districts which are being,
irrigated. From these secondary canals
the water is again taken out and dis-
tributed to each irrigated district
through a ‘comprehensive system of
distributing ditches, which” bring the
water to each 160 acres. So far as the
work has progressed there are now 1,100
miles of ditchesg completed, The men
engaged on the work number over 1,000
in addition to 200 engineers.

“Outside the distributing canals there
are hundreds of headgates, weirs, and
bridges, all of which are being erected
and maintained by the railway com-
pany. The project differs from other
similar undertakings on the American
continent in that it has been commenc-
ed for the definite purpose of trans-
forming a large area at presen{ sparse-
ly settled and no-traffic producing into
a close-settled and prosperous farming
community. The C. P. R. therefore has
not undertaken this scheme to make
money from the irrigation project itself,
but as a colonization and future traffic-
producing investment.

“Irrigation farming is simplicity it-
self,"§ afded Mr, Dehnis. “The most
successful gommunity of irrigation
farmers in Southern Alberta to-day is
one composed wholly of settlers who
never .saw -an irrigation farm before
they came to the province. Probably
the greatest boon irrigation has thus
far earned is the profitableness of the
smal} farms, acre for acre, as compared
with the large farms,

‘““The ultimate expenditure on this un-
dertaking is estimated at over one mil-
lion sterling, and this, taken in con-
junction with the area of land which it
is intended to Iirrigate, justifies the
amount. given to thig' scheme—Amer-
ica’s greatest irrigation project.”

“The undertaking already completed
is greater than one-fifth of the total ir-
rigated area of the United States.”

ADVANTAGES DERIVED
FROM UNIVERSITY

Rev. W. Leslie Clay Addresses
Women’s Council on
Subject.

Rev. Leslie Clay addressed the Wo-
men’s Local Council of Victoria, Mon-
day afiernmoon in the council chamber
of the city hall, on the university ques-
tion.

Upon being introduced to his audi-
ence by the president, Mrs. Hooper,
Rev, Mr. Clay began his address by
giving the dirivation of the word “Uni-
versity,” which originally meant any
body* incorporated for its own protec-
tion. In its earlier stages of develop-
ment it owed its origin to the ladies’
guild by which any body of workers
banded themselves together,

About the middle of the fourteenth
century, masters and students of differ-
ent countries gathered together in dif-
ferent cities for the purposes of study,
and applied the word university to
themselves, It was, however, neither
a civil nor religious institution, and the
course of study outlined by it was far
from being complete. Those attending
“had no rights of citizenship, and were
often  imposed on in different ways. To
protect thembelves, therefore, they call-
ed their society a university,

A modern definition, by the late Pres-
ident Garfield, defines a university as
“Mark Hopkins on one side, and Mark
Hopkins on the other side and Cornell
in the centre.”

This, the lecturer said, would hardly
meet the requirements in this country,
a8 they need complete equipment as
well as students,

The late Thos, Carlyle defined a uni-
versity as ‘ a collection of hooks.”
Rev. Mr. Clay said it did him good to
find that even such a great genius as
‘Carlyle was not far removed from the
rest of us, for he, too, made mistakes.
Carlyle himself admitted that it was
his university education which enabled
him to read books comprehensively.
There was no greater educator than
books, but to get the best out of them
the mind must be trained to understand
the great thoughts of great minds in
their best moments,

A man to be a real educator must
have a strong human péersonality; he
must be one who can stamp-his own
great mind, and genius, and character,
on those with whom he comes in con-
tact, o

A great library, and proper equip-

ment and furnishing, would cost &

great deal more to-day than they would
have done twenty years ago. Action
had been delayed too long already, and
they would have to be content to start
with poor equipmient, and, if need be,
few students, and such men as profes-
sors as could be got.

Over twenty years ago a charter for
a university was given this province,
but they had dilly-dallied with the
matter while other, and younger prov-
inces, had gone ahead.

Speaking of the benefits to be deriv-
ed from a university, Mr. Clay said
that if a uniwersity course were possi-
ble to all, more interest would be taken
by the masses in. education, the prov-
ince would have a wider and more gen-
eral culture. If they lowered their in-
tellectual ‘standard, their lives would
be lower in proportion.

The presence in any community of
specialists in any line conferred a last-
ing benefit. They create an atmosphere
of culture which men and women felt
even though they never set foot inside
the university. Social life, literary life,
and public life would be all affected.
Aside from the moral and intellectual
benefits to be derived from a university,
the material advantages were many.
Expenditure of money for erection of
buildings and money spent by profes-
sors and students, would be a great as-
set and advertisement to the city.

A university would also be a great
drawing card to attract persons seek-
ing a home,

The question of a university, so long
shelved in this province, had now be-
come a live issue, and the Women’s Lo-
cal Council must help keep it alive.
With regard to the site to he chosen,
the speaker said, while not committing
himself, he thought when the highest
moral and physical, and menta] attrac-
tions were considered, the choice of ‘a
site could not fail to fall on this fair
city of Victoria,

He paid a trib-
ute to the sacrificing” work done by the
noble band of missionaries. that came
to British Columbia.- Thesermen knew
that they were in a good cause apd
were under the eye of God. Contin-
uously since that time representatives
of that church had worked not alone
for Methodism but more for the Do-
minion of Canada. He 4lso pald a
tribute to the work of the late Dr.
John Potts, whose eloguént words in
favor of the broadest manhood for the
Déminion he had often listened to.

Dr. Robson was one of the first men
h_e remembered of in the province, He
was always the friénd of the boys and
girls, as well as the men and women,
He always -had a kind word of advics
for them. Men like Dr.. Robson had
taken@their part in keeping the Union
Jack Yo the front when thereiwas some
danger of the loss of British Columbia
as an integral part of the British Em-
pire. He hoped to see Methodism have
even a more. important part in the
prpvmc-e in the next fifty vears than
hdd been its in the past fifty years.
Throughout the whole province all da-
nominations, he felf, joined in con-
gratulations to the Methodist church.
and thankfulness that Dr. Robson had
been spared to take part.in the cele«
bration.

For about sixteen years Father
Vullinghs has labored among the na-
tives of Saanich.- He has during his
ministry been thrown closely in touch,
not alone with those of that tribe, but
also of the Indians at varigus other
points, including the Songhees. The
faithful priest has won the esteem and
confidence of the whole -Indfan popu-
lation by his manner and he has in
turn a high opinion of the Indian.
Next week he expects to leave this
part. A few days ago, at a gathering
held in Saanich, nearly 400 Indians
were present, inc¢luding “the whole of
the Saanich tribes with representatives
from Victoria and Cowithan. The
Songhees present did not wish to bid
Father Vullinghs farewell on that oe-
casion, but' invited’him ‘to saccept of
their hospitality on the reserve. This
took place last night when Chief Coop-
er provided a‘ banguet, -inviting the
members of his band. to -be present io

THE PACIFIC ROUTE

D. R. Ker Has Returned From
the Conference Held at
Calgary.

D. R. Ker has returned from the con-
vention In -Calgary, where representa-
tives t0 the number of about 150 gath-
ered to digseuss the question of Shipping
wheat- by way of British Columbia
ports to KEurope, Australia and the
Orient. The gathering represented the
farmers, the elevator men, the trans-
portation companies and al] interests
concerned in the dquestion of grain
shipping. It was called at the instance
of the Alberta government and the pre-
mier “presided at the opening session.

Mr, Ker says prospectg are that soon
wheat will be coming by the western
route, A habpy name for this route
was suggested by one of those present,
when he described it as the A. B. C,,
meaning the Alberta British Columbia
route,

The fact that the railway haul by this
route would be only about half of what
it would be by the eastern way, wag a
strong argument used in favor of ship-
ping by British Columbia. It was
shown that wheat could be sent to Liv-
erpool by the Pacific for less than by
the Atlantic route. With the improve-
ments to the C. P. R. now in progress
the difficulty in hauling will be done
away with,

The Dominion government is to be in-
terviewed relative to erecting an ele-
vator which will be located at Vancou
ver. Failing the govéernmeént doing it,
the C. P. R, will be asked to take stepw
to carry it out. Some modifications in
various acts will be necessary before
the work is carried out, but Mr. Ker
thinks there can be no doubt that there
will soon be shipments of wheat from
the prairies monthly by way of the
Pacific.

Third Sitting of Private Bills
Committee Will Be
Necessary.

“YWhat they want is to get a good,
pig pot,” was the assertion of James
[. Shields, of Savona, to the private
bills committee this morning, in oppo-
sition to the bill ‘ncorporating the
Shuswap & ThompsQn Rivers Boom
Company, “Having got rights on navig-
able streams from the Dominion par-
liament they think it would be a good
#hing to get from yau rights on every
‘other stream, and so round out the
pot.” i

The opposition to the bill was heard
this morning, when R. T. Elliott, K.C.,
presented witnesses, | and further evi-
dence will be heard| from them to-
morrow. A stiff fight |is being waged by
rival lumber interests on the Thomp-
son and adjoining s:trjeams over this
bill. {

Alfred - Banman, [Thompson River
Lumber Company, dl‘!clared himself in
tavor of the company| having its powers
pnder the Dominfon| charter on the
navigable rivers, -but] objected to their
tying up the smaller streams under a
provincial charter. Not only himself
and J. C. Shields, but a great number
of small operators on {the North Thomp-
son opposed this present bill, he as-
serted, as well as many of the people
of Kamloops, all except ‘“those who
have their bread-baskets at the end of
a pole from the Lamb-Watson Co.” (the
‘Arrow Lakes Lumber Co.)

Mr. Banman estimated that on
streams he or his son had been over
there were three billion feet of lumber,
and at a conservative estimate this was
only half of the standing timber on the
north river, The existing mills could
cut for two hundred years without ex-
hausting the supply. The granting of
the powers sought here would work to
the detriment of Kamloops and the
small mill operators.

Asked why the city council, board of
trade or other interests, which he
claimed were opposed to the bill, were
not ‘represented, Mr. Banman said they
did not care to take an open stand in
view ‘of the extent to which the town
depended on the Lamb-Watson mill
However, he read a report of a board
of trade meeting at which the senti-
ment was largely against any monopoly
being granted,

James C. Shields told the commit-
tee, in Acontradiction " of statements
made Here and at Ottawa, that he
has the controlling interest in the
Monarch and Sovereign Lumber Com-

aniés, having some $200,000 cash of
jis: own invested.. The TUnion Trust
Conipany had not a dollar in any of
Eis ‘companies. "Mr. Shields resented
the idea that he is a charter hunter|
or seller, though he admitted he would
seek to get as good a charter as he
could if he was after one. When he
got a bill at Ottawa incorporating the
Thompson River Improvement Com-
pany, it contained a clause protecting
the rights of all lumbermen who
might be passing logs down the river
and did not want to avail of the com-
vpany’s work. This clause, Mr. Shields
gaid, had been inserted in every boom
company’s bill passed at Ottawa ex-
cept the Shuswap and Thompson
Rivers and Columbia River Com-
ranies’ bills.

‘Mr. Shields declared that the men
interested in the companies promoting
this bill were mostly men ‘who had
had interests in Minneapolis, and the
result ‘was that no lumberman in that
city would touch Thompson river tim-
.ber. While the promoters talked of
give and take it was one per cent of
give ‘to ninety-nine per cent of take.
fThe company proposed to operate over
a territory of 20,000 square miles angi
between three -and five - hundred
streams.

Taking the map Mr. Shields point-
ed out that each of the chief firmg in-
terested in the: bill had their limits
principally on one stream angd each had
their own improvements and booms
there. As it was a rule that some one
limit-owner had predominant interests
on g stream, Mr. Shields argued that
it should be left to him to attend to
any necessary works, instead of giv-
fng one boom ¢ompany a blanket char-
ter over a great stretch of country.

Pointing to a clause in the bill giv-
ing the company power to charge dou-
ble tolls In certain cases for mis-state-
ment as to quantity, Mr. Shields said
the company was not satisfied -with
the civil or criminal law but wanted a
civil and criminal law of their own.

The bill wili be further dealt with
%to-morrow morning.

Increased Prices Would Be Se-
cured by'Pacific Coast
' ~Outlet.

Concluding the series of articles on
_the grain trade of Alberta, the Calgary

Herald says: 5

At the present time the rate on grain
from points on the C. & E. branch to
Fort William is 25 cents per 100 1bs.,
and the rate from Fort Willilam to
Westy St. John, Boston or New York
is 25 cents per 100 l1bs. The rates ob-
tainable from these Atlantic seaboard
ports to Liverpool and London vary for
bulk grain from five cents to seven
cents per 100 lbs.,, which makes the
through rate not less than 55 cents per
100 1bs.

Westbound the Canadian Pacific rail-
way have named a rate of 22% cents
per 100 1bs, from all stations in Alberta
to Vancouver and the Chargeurs Re-
unis line, operating freight steamers
from Vancouver to Liverpool via Hong-
kong and the Suez canal, have quoted
a rate of 22% cents per 100 lbs. which,
together with the rate named by the
Canadian Pacific from Alberta points
to Vancouver, makes a through rate of
45 cents per 100 1bs. It would, there-
fore, seem that there is a saving of 10
cents per 100 1bs, or on wheat six cents
per bushe] on winter rates, by shipping
the grain to Liverpool via Vancouver,
but for westbound shipment the grain
must be sacked and the expense Of
sacking grain just about eats up the
saving in freight charges by shipping
via Vancouver. If this

Expense of Sacking

could be overcome by forwarding the
grain in bulk the grain grower would,
of course, benefit by the increased price.
Up to the present time Alberta has not
raised sufficient grain to be absolutely
dependent on the world’s market to fix
these prices for grain, but each year
sees a larger proportion of our crop
sold at the price obtainable by ship-
ment to the markets of the world and
this is the basis of prices upon which
we must depend in the future. It is,
therefore, essential that no effort be
spared to remove all obstacles to the
speedy and economical transportation
of our grain to the world’s market as
only in this way can we improve the
price in Alberta when our crop becomes
large and the bulk of it must go to
that market. It can be readily under-
stood that when the bulk of the crop
is exported the price at home cannot
exceed the export price, as the home
consumer will be able to buy all that is
required at the export price.

A specia] advantage which Alberta
farmers would gain from the creation
of

An Outlet to the Liverpool Market

free from the control of eastern grain
exchanges is. in the price obtainable
for red winter wheat. While red win-
ter wheat, for straight milling, may not
be worth quite so much per bushel as
the same grade of spring wheat, yet it
is 'in greater demand by European
dealers for mixing with the soft wheats
from Australia, the Argentine and
other parts of the world, on account of
its special suitability for mixing with
these soft grains. The European buy-
ers on the grain exchanges, before the
close of navigation-in 1908, paid pre-
miums from one-half to-one and a half
cents per bushel for No. 1 Alberta red
wheat more than they would pay for
No. 1 spring wheat, but when naviga-
tion closed on the great lakes these
foreign buyers left the Winnipeg mar-
ket and the premium was immediately
lost. Not only was the premium lost,
but since the close of navigation the
prices paid by the Winnipeg grain ex-
change for Alberta red winter wheat
have steadily dropped until to-day the
price is three cents per bushel lower
than No. 1 spring wheat,

This wheat now being bought by the
Winnipeg grain exchange from farm-
ers and shipped to Fort William, is held
in the termina] elevators at Fort Wil-
liam until the opening of navigation,
when it is sold by them to the foreign
buyer at“the same premium as obtain-
ed before the close of navigation.

‘When the Alberta grain grower can
send his gran to Liverpool via Vancou-
ver, which is an

Open Port All the Year Round,

and reach the Liverpool market freely
at all seasons of the year, and inde-
pendently of any antagonist influences,
he will never lose the premium paid for
red winter wheat,

From the facts set forth in the series
of articles on this subject the follow-
ing conclusions may be drawn:

First — The wheat markets of the
world are accessible to the farmers of
Alberta through Pacific ports if proper
encouragement is given to the traffic.

Second—The trade is in its infancy
as yet and can only be developed by
certain changes in our wheat-merchan-
dizing system.

Third—The Manitoba grain act, in its
present form is not suitable to the ex-
port grain trade of Alberta and is espe-
cially detrimental to west-bound ship-
ments.

Fourth—Certain proposed changes in
it have been outlined, by the adoption
of which at the present session of the
Dominion parliament the shipment
westward of Alberta’s next crop woul
be greatly facilitated.

Fifth—Termina] facilities at the coast
are absolutely essential to the Pacific
trade if it is to become an important
factor in the export business,

Sixth—These facilities can only be as-
sured as the permanence of the connec-
tion' becomes apparent,

Seventh — Temporary arrangements
should be at once undertaken to pro-
vide for increased westward shipments
next winter,

Eighth—Vancouver sho
on this project.

Ninth—The sstablishment of an inde-
pendent outlet via the coast will re-
lieve Alberta farmers from manipula-
tions on ‘eastern exchanges whereby his
price is beaten down as soon ag lake

MURDER SUSPECT PAID
VICTORIA A VISIT

D. E. Clough Applied for Posi-
tion Here and Thep
Disappeared.

Dwight E. Clough,” who about De-
cember 12th visited Victoria, is sus-
pected of the murder of G. D. Etter in
Honrudas in September last. In Decem-
ber Clough came to. Victoria and made
application for a position with - the
Plimley Auto Company. He said. that
he had learned Bt the /position being
vacant through Mr. Seabrook, of the
Western Engine Company in Los
Angeles, But Clough only stayed a few
days here and then left without wait-
ing to hear the result of his applica-
tion for the position,

Now comes the information, through
the press reports from California, that
it is sought to have Clough go to Hon-
duras in order to assist in clearing up
a suspicion that he is implicated in a
murder, He refused to leave California,
stating that he fears he would not get
fair play in Honduras. He explains
that he left Victoria because he did
not want to live with such a terrible
cloud over him. He wants a fair hear-
ing before the United States courts.

The murder with which his name is
implicated occurred in September.
Clough and a small party went to Hon-
duras in search of gold. G. D. Etter, a
civil engineer, was mysteriously shot
soon after the party reached the Cen-
tral American country. Immediately
afterward Clough returned to ILos
Angeles, stating that Etter's'@eath was
accidental. A month later, Etter’s diary
was found, in which he described a
quarrel he had with Clough, during
which, he:. wrote, Clough threatened
him with a revolver. This and the fact
that it was found that Etter had been
shot in the back by an assassin caused
the desire of the dead man’s friends to
have Clough go back to Honduras and
assist in clearing the mysterious affair.

A. J. Etter, of Madera, a brother of
the dead man, suspects Clough of the
crime, and is taking all the steps- pos-
sible to bring him to justice,

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TRADE REPORTS ARE
FOUND VALUABLE
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Committee of Board of Trade
Makes Report on Question
of Exports.

The regular meeting of the council
of the board of trade was held yes-
terday morning with the president,
Simon Leiser, in the chair, and there
Leing also present D. R. Ker, C. H.
Lugrin, J. J. Shallcross, George Car-
ter, H. G. Wilson, J. A. Mara and L.
A. Genge.

The application to the provincial
government for a charter to build a
railway to Barkley Sound from this
city, although meeting with general
favor, was referred to the public
works committee. The claims of the
company for support were presented
by W. K. Houston, William Laird and
R. L. Betterton.

‘Hon. Richard McBride wrote that
he had given instructions to the gold
commissioners in regard ta securing
assistance for the Alaska-Yukon ex-
hibit. The Vancouver board advised
of their hearty co-nperation in making
the British Columbia exhibit a success.
It was decided to wire Wm, Hutchison
the Canadian commissioner at the ex-
hibition, asking him to be present this
afternoon at the general meeting of the
board.

A committee consisting of H. F.
Bullen, J. W. Ambery, W. J. Pendray,
Chris Spencer-and E, Temple reported
in answer to a letter from the depart-
the
Dominion government in regard to the
increase of exports. This report, which
was ‘adopted, follows:

Gentlemen, Your committee on trade
and commerce beg to report upon ths2
accompanying circular letter from the
department of trade and commerce,
Ottawa, asking for suggestions for in-
creasing the export trade of Canada.

Lumber and coal—In our opinién the
Dominion government should endeavor
to negotiate such treaties as will ad-
mit the entry of Canadian lumber and
coal into foreign countries on more
Tavorable terms, and in this connec-
tion would point out that while lum-
ber from the United States is admit-
ted into Canada free of duty, lumber
from Canada entering United States
is taxed $2 per thousand,

Iron—Large bodies of high grade
iron ore in close proximity to the
necessary fluxes and fuel are -known
to exist on 'this coast and the Do-
minion government should assist in
bringing thele to the attention of cap-
italists and offer .such inducements as
will result in the establishment of
iron works-en-the Pacific coast,

Sealing industry—The sealing indus-
try is seriously -hampered by restric-
tions to Canada sealers which do not
apply to sealers operating from Japan.
The Dominign government should hava
equality of ights restored to the seal-
ers from our ports,

the Canadian Pacific coast contain an
enormous wealth of food fishes, the
halibut industry being operated al-
most entirely by United States enter-
orise. In the opinion of your com-
mitiee this is to some extent due to
‘he inadequate protection to the fish-
‘ng banks and illegal use of Canadian
sorts for . cleaning’ tiwe. fish, rendered
vcssible through the insufficiency of
fishing protection cruisers.

Wheat shipments—With the enor-
‘mous increase of areas which are be-
ing brought under wheat cultivation
rew outlets for the early marketing of
the crops should he provided for. The
Pacific coast must therefore be looked
to, and in view of the opening of the
Panama canal, immediate steps should
be taken for the construction of the
railway by way of Yellow Head pass,
Bute inlet and ports on Vancouver
island, as recommended by the royal
commission on transportation in the
yvear 1905.

Statistics—We beg to call
to the trade ang navigation tables
which some years ago were curtailed
by omitting particulars of the im-
ports into the different provinces.
Your committee consider this informa-
tion very wvaluable
that the department be asked to fur-
nish it as was done in previous years,

Trade Reports—In the opinion of
your committee the trade reports now
issued .are very valuable, and we have
no suggestions to make at present.

NORWEGIAN STEAMERS
TO REPLACE GERMAN

Rygja and Hercules Chartered
for Three Years at High
Rate.

The report that Norwegian' steam-
ers will replace German tonnage now
plying out of Portland to Hongkong,
via Japan, has been confirmed. For
this trade the freighters, Rygja and
Hercules, have already been fixed fer
three years and it is understood that
the Selja is likely to be taken for the
same trade. ThHe charters begin next
fall.

Several years ago, the Portland-
Asiatic Steamship Company had Brit-
ish steamers chartered for its Oriental
trade. These were replaced by the
present German vessels of the Ham-
burg-American line the Nicomedia,
Numantia, and Alesia. Their place 1s
to be taken by the Norwegians,

The Rygja has been fixed. for three
years at approximately $5,000 a month.
The charter of the Hercules is slight-
ly under this figure. This charter
means about 3 shillings deadweight.
This rate is higher than prevailing
prices, but-on a long time charter it
is a low figure, Recently, vessels have
been taken at as low as 2 shillings 6
pence, deadweight, but shipping men
regard the charters of the Norwegians
as exceptionally reasonable considering
