For two hours,, from seven until nine, 
continuous fighting went" on, the Japan­
ese steadily pressing forward and the 
Russians .ailing back- before the weight 
of men and guns opposed to them.

The Japanese, infantry, with brilliant 
dash, captqrett the fortified heights 
northwest of Kjaliencheng, and the pres­
sure was kept' pp until the afternoon, a 
portion of the Russians being driven to­
ward Antung, . where there was fierce 
fighting.

At Antung the Russians found that 
in addition to the force confronting them, 
they were threatened by strong detach­
ments on either flank. Their retreat 
then became so hurried that there was 
no time to replace» the artillery horses 
shot down by the Japanese sharpshoot­
ers and twenty guns, together with a 
large number of officers and men, were 
captured.

The’Russians were able to carry off 
all their wounded.

It is almost certain the Nippon Marn, 
sister ship of the American Maru, has 
been- sunk by the Russians. The com­
pany has therefore no vessels for its San 
Francisco service. Even if the company 
had available steamers it is doubtful if 
it could get any business in and out of 
this port.

Emperor ham received an official dis­
patch from Gen. Kouropatkin forward­
ing a dispatch from Gen. Zassalitch, 
commander of the Russian forces which 
have been engaged with the Japanese 
advance from the Yalu. It ie dated at 
noon Sunday, and describes how he 
ordered the Russian forces at Antung 
and Eulien Cheng to fall- back along the 
main road towards Feng Huang Oheng.

This movement was protected from 
the threatened flank by men and guns 
at Polietinsky, one mile north of Eulien 
Oheng, and Ohing Gow, villages on the 
Litzavona river. Here the fighting was 
protracted and severe. The Russians 
lost artillery and horses, which obliged 
them to abandon, according to the text, 
“ a few guns.”

Gen. Zassalitch says: “Although we 
were unable to hold onr positions here, 
we inflicted neavy losses on the enemy.”

Russian Regiment Charged Two and a 
Half Divisions of Japanese.

St. Petersburg, May 4—The appoint­
ments of Vice-Admiral Bezobrazoff to 
command the first Pacific squadron and 
of Vice-Admiral Rojestvensky to com­
mand the second squadron are con­
firmed.

A story is circulated here of a striking 
episode during the fighting on the Yalu 
river and the desperate bravery of a 
Russian regiment, which, without artil­
lery, attacked' two and one half divisions 
of Japanese. The Russians, headed by 
a chaplain bearing a cross, fought like 
lions, but were crushed and almost an­
nihilated by overwhelming numbers, the 
scene after 
shambles.

The Russians captured two officers

The Viedmosti remarks: “It is a 
Japanese victory. Do not let us seek for 
a scapegoat. If is the fortune of war. 
Glory to the dead and to toe survivors 
of the heroic fight against overwhelm­
ing odds, hut the Japanese probably 
would gladly exchange their dearly 
bought victory for a successful bottling 
up of Port Arthur.”

Port Arthur. May 4.--The Japanese at­
tempt to block Port Arthur was begun 
a few minutes before 1 o’clock yester­
day morning, when the first shots were 
fired, mwakeùing the town with toe 
thunderous noises. The gunboats lying 
at toe mouth of toe harbor joined in the 
cannonade, and the firing gradually in­
creased in volume until there was a con­
tinuous crash of great guns. Some of 
the enemy’s torpedo boats were dis­
covered, but they Were flnnlly swallow­
ed in toe darkness, and1 the batteries 
and warships, after 40 minutes’ activity, 
were aagin shrouded in gloom, though 
the flashing searchlights showed that the 
military were aliye to the warning con­
veyed of the approach of the Japanese 
ships.

Shortly before 2 o’clock a searchlight 
played from toe sea directly upon thé 
entrance of the harbor, lighting it up to 
show the way for the fireships. The 
projector moved to the right from Liao 
Tishan to Golden Hill. For a quarter of 
an hour the light was watched with 
curiosity, and then a second cannonade 
began, the heaviest fire being directed to 
the left of toe Golden Sill, where, the 
fige ships were located.

At about 4 o’clock toe batteries ceased 
fire, save for am occasional shot.

Just about dawn the bark of the rapid 
fire guns an<h the crackling of the 
mitraileuse were heard from Golden 
Hill. Occasionally there were sounds pf 
explosion as of urines going off. It was 
the enemy’s ships striking one of the 
Russian torpedoes. At this hour a 
magnificent sea picture was formed by 
the soft light of toe waning moon, the 
orange flashes of the guns, the signal 
rockets and the purple fires on the steel 
colored sea. which were alternately light­
ing up and1 going out.

The fire ships were ten in number, and 
of about 3,000 tons each.

The Japanese Prisoners.
St. Petersburg, May 4.—United States 

Consul Greener, at Vladivostock, ha» 
sent the following telegram fo the United 
States embassy regarding the'treatanent 
of the 26 Japanese and 184 men cap­
tured on board the steamers Kinshiu 
Mhru, Nahmura Maru and Goyo Maru 
sunk by Rear-Admiral Yeszen’s squad­
ron on April 25th.

“The survivors left ‘ here, through a 
dense crowd, soldiers and sailors guard­
ing the "carriages of toe officers, for 
Irkutsk. Siberia, on April 28th. Along 
the route through the city there were no 
hostile demonstrations or expressions. 
The Russian naval and military authori­
ties were courteously attentive. Food, 
tobacco and money were furnished to the 
prisoners for the journey. The Japan­
ese were deeply grateful for their kind' 
treatment.”

IiUived of His Command For Disobedi-

“At 11.30 a. m., the enemy discharged 

a torpedo, whereupon our soldier», form­
ing themselves into lines on deck, 
changed fire with the enemy, during 
which many of our officers and men per­
ished, About two a. m. another torpedo 
was discharged and, flitting- the engine 
room, spilt, the transport in two. Some 
coolies and merchants had previously 
taken to boats and were subsequently 
joined by some soldiers after the ex­
plosion,

“The boats then rowed westward and, 
after" indescribable suffering, the men 
reached S-inesho on the 27(h. There 
were 45 petty officers a ml privates, be­
side the coolies and three merchants. 
Most (if the crew and coolies appear to 
havp been taken by the enemy. All the 
military men, except the above mention­
ed survivors, are believed to have died. 
The strength of the company consisted 
of two captains, (wo first and second 
lientenent, one ensign, 73 privates, and 
two inlèrpreters. Of the surviving sol­
diers, ten were slightly and one serious­
ly wounded.”

He was in the best of health before re­ done away with the following day. These 
men had entered the room of the man­
ager, above the theatre stage, and after 
a fight in which clubs and iron rods 
were used, had thrown the deceased 
from the balcony onto the stage. He 
fell between a table and a chair, the sup­
position being that he struck one of 
these, the wound resulting in such in­
ternal injuries as to result in his death. 
The kidney on the left side had been 
tom in two, and in consequence death 
resulted.

The first witness called was Thomas 
Hooper, architect. He identified plans 
of the theatre prepared by him for the 
occasion.

Cit# Police Officer Carson described 
the theatre and told of being called in 
to the threatre on the morning of the al­
leged crime. He had found the man on 
the stage floor and had assisted in hav­
ing him attended to. He was taken to 
the Jubilee hospital on Dr. Robertson’s 
orders.

Dr. Robertson, city health officer, de­
scribed the condition of the man. The 
man appeared to be suffering very much 
and witness came to thé conclusion he 
was seriously injured internally. After 
death he had made an examination of 
the body. One of the ribs was broken. 
The left kidney was divided into two 
parts, and a hemorrhage hdd. taken 
place, which had caused death.

Han Fat Chung was the next witness. 
He had been an actor there hi Junudry. 
He told of the quarrel the day previous 
to the alleged murder. Man Yuen had 
accused Man \guan, the deceased,, of 
telling a lie and struck the latter in the 
face. Wong On, one of the accused, 
came up to the room later and wanted 
to fight. Before Wong On left the door 
he warned the manager to look out for 
the following'day. Later, with others, 
accused tried to force the door of the 
manager's room, bat failed. Witness 
had wanted them to leave, but a voice 
outside said -for ‘both of them to look 
out for to-morrow.

During the afternoon the grand jery 
returned after considering the case of 
King vs. Schultz. The jury decided that 
there was no ease to go before a petit 
jury.

Am adjournment was taken until 10.30 
this morning.

Upon court resuming this morning the 
jury expreseed a desire to see the 
Chinese theatre in order to better under­
stand the evidence than it was possible 
with the plans alone.

Arrangements were accordingly made, 
and the jury left in charge of the sheriff, 
accompanied by the prisoners, under cus­
tody, for the scene.

Before this wa» doue, Mr. Taylor, 
counsel for the defence, again raised ob­
jection to the interpreter. He pointed 
out that while the witnesses for the 
crown were kept apart in a room, the 
interpreter had gone in with them.

Troubles are accumulating upon the 
head of Russia. She is in need of 
plenty of money af the present time, and 
she will need more before she disposes 
finally of the scrappy Jappy. At least 
the indications are that she will. It has 
long been believed that she had a secret 
hoard of gold for such an emergency as 
now threatens.

Chat the boast was freely made during 
the late session of the House that the 
acts which have been declared by the 
Minister of Justice of Canada and by 
the Full Court of British Columbia to 
be ultra vires were introduced for (he 
express purpose of being disallowed. /
Hon. Richard McBride, masterly tac­
tician as he is known to be—under the 
tuition of Hon. R. F. Green, "who car­
ries the imprint of politicial genius on 
his impressive personality—suggested the 
passage of the bills as a final stroke at 
the popularity in British Columbia of 
the Dominion government. Green1 is 
ehrewd—and devilish sly. The acts 
which were to turn the votes of the 
workingmen from one government would 
divert them to another government, 
vrtiich will need votes if it ever goes to 
the people again as a government, which 
is very doubtful. Of course, as the pre­
sent administration of British Columbia 
is Conservative (a matter upon which 
the Conservative party is to be congratu­
lated), as Mr. McPhillips is above ail 
things a Conservative, and as the Con­
servative government has done the very 
things Mr. McPhillips roundly condemn­
ed when there were neither Liberals nor 
Conservatives in the House, consistency 
demands that the criticism of the Dom­
inion government’s course shall be tem­
pered with discretion.

Counsel for the McBride administra­
tion maintains that the matter of consti­
tutionality should have been left to the 
courts. The learned gentleman is too 
modest. The Minister of Justice having 
expressed an opinion, the. Full Court 
having given its decision, and (he reiter­
ated judgments of Mr. McPhillips being 
on record, we are not prepared to admit 
that the isolated expressions of Mr. Jus- " 
tice Martin are sufficient to warrant a 
reference to another court.

We suppose Mr. McPhillips will not 
deny that the Japanese representative at 
Montreal assumed that the legislation- 
pussed by the McBride government was 
aimed at his countrymen. The advocate 
of the cause of McBride reads the 
papers. He saw in them accounts of 
interviews between the Dominion min­
isters and Mr. Nosse, wherein the lat­
ter pressed for disallowance. Surely the 
objection was not to the disabilities 
placed upon the immigration and _ 
payment of Chinese. We do not think 
Mr. Nosse was empowered to speak 
behalf of Me Oriental neighbors. There­
fore it is fair to assume that there 
Imperial objections (o the legislation 
under discussion, notwithstanding the 
arguments of the ex-Attomey-Generai.

We have repeatedly quoted communica­
tions from the ex-Colonial Secretary,
Mr. Chamberlain, in support of 
ten (ion that the Imperial 
was particularly anxious that no of­
fence should be given the Japanese by 
legislative discrimination. Is the prov­
ince of British Columbia menaced at the 
present time by Japanese immigration?
Has not the government of the Mikado 
carried out its pledges, made 
scuta lions from the Liberal government 
now in power at Ottawa? Mr. McPhil- 
llps knows they have been carried out.
We all know (bat if they bad not been 
the authorities in whom rests the pre­
rogative of regulating Immigration would 
hâve acted, and that the restrictions im­
posed would have been as effective as 
those which now; guard onr coasts 
against the entrance of Chinese. It suits 
the purpose of Tories of the stamp and1 
calibre of McPhillips, McBride, et al„ 
to attempt to arouse an agitation against 
the Dominion government over this 
question of Oriental immigration. The 
paid advocate of the cause of McBride 
darkly insinuates in his letter to the 
Colonist that there are some powerful 
corporations or concerns behind the 
action of the Ottawa administration.
There is only one concern that we know 
of particularly interested in the matter 
of the employment of Chinamen. That 
Institution has servants or factotums in 
the provincial assembly. They are Con­
servatives, and they are supporting the

THE METER CE&.ZE.

Some of our municipal politicians arè 
strong on inquiries. We would suggest 
that they extend the bounds of their de­
sire for investigations ffnd hold an in­
quest into the subject of water meters 
before sinking any mare money (which 
might be applied to better purposes in 
instruments which should be so entirely 
out of place in a city situated as Vic­
toria is. There is something mysterious 
about the thirst that prevails in certain 
quarters for meters. We were of the 
opinion up till a certain stage in the pro­
press of the city that the universal aim 
was to induce people to beautify the 
surroundings of therr premises with 
green lawns, odoriferous, lovely flowers 
and ornamental shrubs, 
to be mdde attractive by the very-re­
splendence of her natural and acquired 
surroundings. Surely this ambition 
not be attained" by charging so much per 
gallon for all the water consumed. At 
least in our simplicity we fear not.

The meter business would not be so 
objectionable if the principle of 
urement were applied" all the year round. 
But it isn’t. There is a maximum limit 
set. If consumers exceed that limit, 
they must pay for the excess. For seven 
or eight months of the year they work 
under a flat rate, and the rulés under 
which they work, the costly instrumepts 
of measurement, are practically inopera­
tive.

Gentlemen Your committee appointed 

to report upon the conditions under which 
crews are at present shipped on iorelgn- 
going merchant vessels in British Columbia 
ports beg to report as follows: ’ * .

: The. regulations now being' enforced. Ip. 
regard to* the shipping of: crews on foreign- 
going vessels ate prejudicial to the inter­
ests of Canadian trade on. this- Coast ; and’ 
must Inevitably work in? favor of United 
States ports.

The shipping masters will not undertake 
the responsibility of finding créws for out­
going vessels' and captains are not permit­
ted to employ any other person to assist 
them in securing crews.

In a recent case in Vancouver, that of 
the ship Linlithgowshire, five men had i,een 
shipped by a boardinghouse master and a 
prosecution was instituted, fines being im­
posed amounting to $500. * 

i It was disclosed that this prosecution was 
Instigated by the Puget Bound Boarding­
house Masters for the purpose of preventing 
crews being obtained in British Columbia 
ports, and .with this object in view, It is 
understood that agents from Puget Sound 
frequent the British Columbia ports for 
the purpose of compelling the author ties 
to enforce the regulations to the, utmost to 
the serious Injury of Canadian shipping 
interests.

Vessels arriving here from long voyages 
Invariably lose a portion of their crews by 
desertion and often the whole crew of 
seamen has to be replaced by the time the 
vessel has completely loaded.

The Canadian regulations have always 
made It difficult to secure crews with 

'facility, whereas the boarding house ma»- 
ters in the United States ports on Puget 
Sound are always ready to supply creiws, 
and in many casés have yearly contracts 
with shipowners.t

Although the charges made by these mjen 
are often extortionate, owners of vessel 
would sooner pay these excessive charges 
than have their vessels delayed after load­
ing, and It has been not unusual to tow 
vessels, after loading, to Puget / Sound 
ports to pick up their crews.

The extra cost involved by this course 
has caused a discrimination In " freight 
rates against British Columbia, and. It has 
also resulted in vessels obtaining Q^eir sea 
stores In the United States port' Instead of 
at the British Columbia loading port. Re­
cently the authorities at Vancouver have 
refused to give clearance to«.a loaded ves­
sel unless the full crew was first shipped1, 
the captain desiring to proceed to Puget 
Sound to procure a crew. '">•

The position therefore 1» that j the captain 
is unable to secure a crew in Vancouver 
because no one is permitted, to give him 
the necessary assistance, unless gratuitous­
ly, that he cannot legally bring In a crew 
from Puget Sound# and that he cannot get 
a clearance, even for Puget Sound, with­
out a crew.

Nothing but harm is done to Canadian 
Interests by the creation of such a deau- 
lock, and it is evident that the present 
regulations should be modified without any 
delay.

Owing to tie proximity of American 
ports to Canadian on this Coast, the condi­
tions are quite different to those on the 
Atlantic coast, and If shipowners find 
themselves under .-disadvantages in British 
Columbian ports the injury to trade Is Im­
mediate and direct to owners protecting 
themselves by raising freight rates. At 
the present time the shipments from Brit­
ish Columbian ports by cargo vessels con­
sist of lumber, coal, salmon, ore and gen­
eral produce, and It Is vital to all those 
traders that shipments shipments should be 
made at as lew freight rates as are cur­
rent elsewhere on this Coast and especially 
on Puget Sound.

It has not been easy to keep a supply of 
seamen for foreign-going vessels In British 
Columbia ports owing to the inducements 
-held out by the agents of the Puget Sound 
boarding masters.

The shipping masters have never made 
any effort to provide crews for vessels, and 
the only assistance to the shipping interest 
in this essential matter has been given* by 
boardinghouse masters.

The majority of unemployed seamen in 
Pacific Coast ports having left their previ­
ous ship without being paid off, the only 
remuneration which the boardinghouse 
master can receive must be out of'the sea­
man’s advance note, and- any sum paid by 
captains for procuring crews.

In the past in British Columbia ports, 
under perhaps a not too strict interpreta­
tion of the law, certain boardinghouse 
masters have undertaken to provide crews 
with results satisfactory tp both captains 
and seamen. t f

Your committee Is informed that the fee 
charged here has been) $10 per head, and 
on Puget Sound from $35 to $80 per head.

On the other hand, the wages paid to 
seamen here have usually been 25 per cent, 
higher than on Puget Sound, where the 
seamen here are made to accept lower 
wages to compensate for the extra amount 
charged the captains by the boardinghouse 
master.

Your committee is of the opinion that a 
continuance of the practice of boarding­
house masters charging a moderate fee for 
securing crews In British Columbia ports 
will be to the advantage of seamen and all 
other parties concerned, and yonr commit­
tee would recommend such an amendment 
of the regulations as will permit this.

It seems to your committee that under sub­
section C of clause 11 of the Shipping of 
Seamen Act, shipping masters should be 
allowed to license not more than two 
reputable persons In each port, who should

With the Introduction of this capital it 
was believed the company could be put in 
a vety strong position with respect to busi­
ness, and that It affairs would readily im­
prove commensurate with me addition to 
the stock. A resolution was passed by the 
board approving of the scheme.

Word was received/ here Thursday of 
the safe arrival at Atlln at a number of 
Victorians who have taken employment 
With the Pine Creek Power Company, of 
that district. They had one of the rough­
est trips on record, having to walk for 
miles through snow, slush and water reach­
ing the knees. E. M. Whyte, describing 
his experiences, writes as follows:

“We left Victoria on Wednesday evening, 
the 13th April, and/ arrived at Skagway at 
noon on Sunday, the 17th, touching at 
Ketchikan, Wrangel, Hatlle’s mining 
camp, Tonka, Petersburg canneries and 
Douglas Island, where we were serenaded 
by the Douglas band, also at Juneau and 
Haynes’s Mission. We had a very pleasant 
trip,

“We left Skagway at 9.30 Monday morn­
ing on the train for Log Cabin, where 
those of us who did not Intend going to 
Caribou Crossing on the train and taking 
the stage from there were supposed to 
walk. We started out, but the snow on 
the trail was too soft, so we turned back 
and decided to wait all night at Log Cabin 
until next morning and make an early start 
then, and perhaps the frost In the mean­
time would harden tip the trail. But 
when we got up next morning at 2.30 
o’clock there had only been six degrees of 
frost, and the trail was not any better.
However, we decided to start that morn­
ing-

“We started out attout 3.30 a. m. Tues­
day morning about 26 strong, some pulling 
hand sleighs, but before they, had gone very 
far they were glad enough to throw their 
sleighs and their clothes to dne^slde and 
get through themselves without anything.
The snow was so so# for the first five or 
six miles that about every 100 yards on 
the average somebody would sink in the 
snow up to the waist, and very often 
would have to be helped out. Of the 25 
who started/ out together, ther^ were only 
seven of us arrived at the first stop at 9.05 
a. m., the most of them arriving In about 
an hour, and a few of them were still out 
when five of us started off again for the 
next place, which was sixteen miles lurther 
on, the first one being eighteen miles, so 
that made thirty-four miles in one day for 
us. The trail was bad enough the first 
pf&titoen miles, but nothing to what was to 
come. On the first four miles of the second 
stage we had to wade through snow and 
ice cold water up over the knees all the 
way, and. it took us exactly two hours and 
a quarter to cover that distance. On ar­
riving at Otter Lake, we * took off our 
socks and wrung them out. 
there were only four of 
we started down the lake, which is eight 
m'les long, and we had not gone very far 
before we started breaking through the 
top crust, of ice, where the snow had melted 
and then frozen, up. to the ankles in water.
We kept, getting deeper and deeper into It 
as we reached the other end of the lake, 
and by that time we were up to-our knees 
in water again. By this time another man 
had dropped behind and that left but three 
of us, and then we had/ another four miles 
of soft snow, and what joy when we saw 
in the distance the roadhouse. I never was 
so glad as whçn I sighted the house that 
■nfght, as I don’t believe I could have gone 
another mile if I tried; my legs were tired 
and I had cramps in my thighs. The 
others kept dropping in one at) a time 
until 12 o’clock that night, until there were 
about ten vl us. Three others stopped and 
cajpped out on the snow two miles away 
from the roadhouse,- without any blankets, 
as one of them had given out in the ankles.

“Seven of us started off next morning at 
3.15 o’clock, that is six of the original 
gang and one man who had come in part 
of the way several days ahead of us, and 
he and I made Atlih (28 miles) by 11.15 
a. m. Wédnesday, and two others came in 
about 3 o’clock in- the afternoon. The rest 
did not get in until Thursday. It Is the 
roughest trip I ever made In my life, and 
I would net like to have to do it again so

The papers whereby the imposter 
able to open an account for $10,000 with 
a large stock exchange house, negotiate 
lof the purchase of a $50,000 residence 
in Brooklyn, and live at a first class 
hotel, enjoy himself generally, 
stolen by the man from Col. Hewitt at 
Atlantic City, where the Virginian 
endeavoring to recover his health.

When the swindler began to use his 
documents here he first visited the 
brokers and showed them a letter of 
credit on a Philadelpria bank made out 
to Col. Hewitt. The bank reported it 
all right and cashed a draft for $10,000, 
which ;svas placed to the imposter’s 
credit. He drew only occasionally on 
the account for a few dollars. Several 
weeks passed, and the man continued 
about town, negotiating for yachts, 
houses, etc., but spending little money. 
Suddenly, the Philadelphia bank dis­
covered its error through Col. Hewitt’s 
son and notified the New York brokers. 
They informed their client and demand­
ed an explanation. He quickly disap­
peared and the bank recovered its 
money.

The imposter is said to have used the 
same means elsewhere to secure finan­
cial standing.

THE PANAMA TRANSFER.

Financial Arrangements Are la the
Hands of J. p. Morgan & Co.

Paris, May 3.—Having wound up the 
details of the big financial transaction, 
connected with the Panama transfer, J. 
P. Morgan left Paris at 2 o’clock this 
morning for Aix les Balms. Before his 
departure, lie gave the correspondent of 
the Associated Press the main points of 
the final agreement as follows:

“The Panama Canal Company wished 
to have the money turned over in Paris 
instead of in fhe Un!te4 States, and 
willing to pay all the expenses in event 
of the payment here. In order to 
compiish this the United States appoint­
ed the Morgan company fiscal agents for 
the purpose of this pàymènt. It' only 
remains for the Morgan company to 
make payments from time to time to the 
Banque de France, selected as depos­
itory. This will be done so as to 
no derangement of the American or 
French money markets.

The report fhat a syndicate of Paris 
bankers is interested is incorrect. The 
appointment of the Morgan company 
fiscal agents places the whale transac­
tion in their hands. They will associate 
with Lazard Freres and other houses of 
a similar character in New. York and 
here, but so far as the United States is 
concerned, it entrusts the financing oper­
ations to the Morgans, 1

Referred to the streets com­
mittee and city engineer; J. A. Smart, 
secretary of the Retail Grocers’ Associ­
ation1, complained that Victoria retail 
grocers were not fairly dealt with as far 
as liquor licenses were concerned, and 
asked that the grievance be remedied.
