It will, no doubt, surprise a good
many of our friends in the lumber
trade to learn that Newfoundland is
bidding for a share of the deal trade of
Great Britain. We can remember
when it wa the custom of a number of
traders of Nova Scotia and New
Branswick to buy up schooners which
were 8oold as to be unfit for almost
any purpose in -these provinces, load
them with alinost afiy kind of lumber
and sail them to Newfoundland, where
vegséls and cargoes could be sold at a
fair margin of profit. There were no
saw-mills, worthy of the name, in the
ancient province and we were always
assured that there were no forests of
sufficient extent to warrant the build-
ing of a good saw-mill. I’ seems, how-
ever, that Newfoundland is entering
the market as an exporter of deals.
Not only ‘so, but she takes no inferior
position in the matter of the quality
of her output, for she enters the lists
with Quebec and i, therefore, a peg or
two above us of the “lower ports”
class. The London Timber Trades
Journal of 13th ult. says :—

If the people—lawyers, witnesses and
officials—connected with the Benwell
murder trial at Woodstock, Ont., are as
hedious as represented by the so-called
artists of the Toronto Globe, thay ought
not to be allowed to go at large.

Tho McEinley Tariff Bill.

This is what the three leading papers
of the Dominion say in reference to the
new tariff bill that is about to go into
operation in the United States:—

The Empire (Government organ) says:
‘There is no reason why Canada should
be despondent, though some. of the
changes in the tariff raise the duties on
our exports to the United States. - Our
country cannot be crushed by such action
on the part of our neighbors, upon whom
we are not dependent. Even if we were
deprived of their market, there are others
where wé may find cager purchasers and
consumers. The inimical attitude as.
sumed by the United States jin regard to
our commereial relations may prove to
be Canada’s opportunity. = With a little
enterprise we may secure new channels
of trade, and fill the position which the
United States has forfeited by its paraded
hostility.”

The Toronto Globe (Liberal) says: ‘It
must be clear to the blindest worshipper
of the National P. licy that it will go hard
with us if the cost of living and of pro-
ducing is reduced to a lower figure in the
United States than here. Our restric-
tionist friends may talk as they like
about the advisability of making this
self contained community entirely inde-
pendent of any other.- That fact might
be achieved without much risk if we
lived on a planet all by oursclves, or oc-
cupied a comparatively isolated p&ition
on this earth, like Australia or Picairn
Island. As it is, nature has uttacgsd us
irrevocably to the Americap continent,
and we can no more afford to maintain a
regime of higher manufacturer’s prices
than those prevailing in the United States
than Nova Scotia could in respect of New
Brunswick, - or Scotland of England.
The smuggler might temper the wind to
the shorn people to;some extent, but in
the end nothing could prevent a whole-
sale flight of capital and labor from the
more heavily to the less heavily taxed
sidle of the line. And this is all the
more certain in view of the diminution in
value of the products of the soil which is
likely to result from the application of
the McKinley tariff to our agricultural
exports.”

.The Mail (Independent) says: “For
the present, we cannot expect-even limit-
ed reciprocity. It is, however, reason-
able to expect that in time American
opinion, which favors freer relations, will
be able to assert'itself. Theére are forces
working for a 1ore friéndly policy in the
United  States, just as thete are such
forces here. " Only 'a few days ago both
parties declared for reciprocal negotin-
tions on the Sherman lines. This was
an advance for one of the two organi-
zations. In the United States the light
will yet break.”

At the Pulp mill, which displayed bunc-
ing in honor of the occasion, operatioms
were going on as usual, and the party were
received by A. A. Anderson, Esq., Secre-
tary, and 8scorted all over the works by that
gentleman and manager Norton. They saw
the whole operation of making, chemical
wood pulp—thet is, as far as it could be
seen— from the round stick to the great roll
of felt-like paper, which is its commercial
form, and manifested a close interest in
the different processes. This is tha big-
gest pulp mill in Canoda—if not in Ame-
rica—and it is, therefore, not to be won-
deredl at that even the vice-regal party
should view it with more ' than usual inter-
est. 5
At four o'clack the party proceeded to
Wellington Villa, the residence of J. B.
Sunowball, Esq., where they were enter-
tained at luncheon. At five o'clock they
procedded to the Chatham railway station,
where their special train awaited them,
and, having said good-by to Mr. Snowball
and others who had accompanied them, and
renenul three cheers, théy stecamed away.
His Excellency is followet hy the gaod
wishes and loaves behind an excellent im-
presunn in the community, by his affa-
bility, and manifest desire to be on the
most friendly terms with the people whose
sovereign he represents. And, he is fortu-
nate in having with him a party, each
member of which is evideatly influenced
by the same feeling.

ENGLISIL FARMRR I8 DOING AT

. BATHURST.

A corresp indent of the Fredericton Glean-
er writes: A few days ago I bad the pleas-
ure of - visiting the faim of Mr. Harris,
which is sitaated about three miles frum
Buthurst, and known as the Valley Farm.
My, Harria is an Koglish gont[cman, “ho 3
few years ago pircliased thig farm, consist-
ing of 500 acres. The land i3 good for pro-
ducing crops, has a beautiful stream of
water which might be called a river, run-
ning through its centre making it most con-
venipnt for ppstuye or grag'ng land. His
stock cqnsists of ?10_ liorses ;tud mules, 80
head of horned cgttle, including a stary for
a buffalo herd, of whioh he pow owng a male
and female, Ife also keeps a large herd of
swina, of the bast . breeds, and col ie dogs
enough to prevent them breaking feuces.
Besides growing hay and grain to feed his
stock, Mr. Harris has gone into hop grow-
ing quite extensively, having niw 112 acres
planjed with that sommodipy. He employs,
in picking time, abgut 100 hands, chielly
girls of the mademoiaclle class. I found Mr.
Williams, his manager, a very gental ger-
tleman, giving me every information and
lhowing me around “during my limited

thing they all scem to agree about is, that
he is the poor mau’s friend, and spends his
money, of which he has almost an unlimited
amouut, for their benefit, I forgot to state
that he infends breeding mules as well as
other stock, h iving now scme stock for that
purpose.  He uses several tond «f chemical
manures annually and has on lus farm an in-
exhzustible store of composits, which he

Mr. Williams is his farm manager, and
has shown much skidl in the somewhat
extensive work required of him. He isa
good, genial hearted man, and took particu-
lar pains in pointing out to me every object
of interest ou my visit to the farm. I think
this short acconnt of this extensive hop
farm near Bathurst will be of interest to
yourrcalers anl to country farmers gen-
eraily.

_An Extr:ordiaary Murder Case.

it is not the
Abpvaxce's custom to trouble them, to any
extent with reports of murder trials or
other criminal news, which a large propor-
tion of the press seem to devote space to,
for the reason that such matter, when
paraded simply because it is sensational,
has a demoralising tendency. The Benwell
murder case, however, isso much out of
the usual line, that we except it from the
operation of our rule. The trial began at
Woodstoek, Oatario, on Monday of last
week. Contrary to general expectation
there was no uausunul. delay in securing a
jury.

The jorymen having been sworn, Mr.
Osler, Q. C.. priacipal counsel for the
Crown, began his address to the jury. He
spoke first of the importance of the case and
warned the jury that they were to judge not
by newspaper reports or hearsay, but by the
evidence produced before them. He then
went elaborately into a relation of the facts
of the case as thoy conld be brought out by
witnegses called for the crown. He sp ke
deliberately and dispassionately, but nade
an exceedingly strong case of circumstantial
evidence against the prisoner. He showed
how the prisoner had come to Woodstock in
tho fall of 1888, travelling uunder the name
of Lord Somerset, and how, after carrying
on this fraud and living idly in Woodstock,
he returned to Eaglaud, and enterel into
negotiationa with DBeuwell and Pelly, two
young Eaglishmen who took au :iuterest in
firming, to give them an interest in a
farm which he said he owned, but which it
would be proved had no existence.

Mr. Osler told of the events of the trip ac-
ross the Atlautic of Birchall, Mrs. Birchall,
Beuwell and DPelly, and traced them to
Buffalo, and showed how it would be proven
that Bircha!l and Denwell left on the 17th
for the alleged farm which e¢xisted only in
the prisoner’s imagination* He  proceeded:
“The express pasied tho ‘local’ here, and
you have got to change cara here and take
the la‘ter to Ewstwnod.” This is whbat the
Crown says these two men did. We will
show that they bought tickets to Eistwood
and thoss were the only tickets soli from
Suspension Biidge that morning to East-
wood. We will show it by four witnesses
who i° ntified them that morping on the
train. Iwil not say that all four will
swear positively that these two men were
the two man, but oie ar two of them will
give positive ovidenoe. O:hers will g've
evidence to idintify them at Eistwood;
that and the jorrney on the train will be one
evidence of the journey to Eistwood. Now,
I wish to call your a'tantion to tho fact that
the train that morning was due at 11.14 a.
m., at Eastwood, The journey to the
swamp and back to the station was there-
fore, the Crown says, nine miles aad 44-100
of a mile by actual measurement, a little
less than 9} miles. That is the journey
both ways.,” He then procuced a plam ol
the place, showing the couarse alleged to
have been taken by Birchall, whioh will be
further described in the evidence, Seven
witnesses will speak of seeing the two men
on the journey from the station to the
swamp: two men at least will positively
identily the prisoner as oue of these men.
You will waut t6 kaow what time there was
for this journey and the committal of the
crime, The train arrived at11.14 and the
eastern train was due fo leave at 3.38 p. m.
There wae, - therefore, four hours and 34
minutes between the trains. The actual
tima that it would take to do that walk and
return is two hours and 48 minutes, so that
there was 1 hour, 36 minutes to spare or
the journey. You will bear that in miud,
as the time a8 given by the witnesses is im-
portant. He went on to speak of the num-
ber of people who had seen Birchall and
Benwell together going toward the swamp,
and of sesing Birchall coming back alone.

Oue of the strongest points made by the
counsel for the Crown was in reading the
letter from Birchell to Col. Benwell, which
letter though often referred to, had never up
to this time, seen the light of day. The
followiag is the lettes:—

My Drar Sir, ~We arrived safely here
after a pleasant journey, the sea being
rather rcugher than otherwise.

Dratts for. us shogld he drawn on
the Bank of Montreal, New York, They
have a branch in London and I think the
London & \Westminster also do business for
them.

We are holding a
largo sale early in March and your son was
somewhat anxious to share in the procecds
of the ssle, which I am quite willing that he
should do, and so we have signed our deed
of partnership and shall, I am sure, never
regwt doirg so. - Your son is, I think,
wiriting you by this pouf I\xm.ly excuse
bad writing op my part, b am rather in
a hupry ta catch gne mml My letters are
generally written by a typo-writor, as they
are 8o much mare legible aud clear of any
doubt as to words, “\ Ve are having paper
printed and this will be ready in a few days.

Mr. Osler dwelt on the fact that there
was no farm, po stable,ng buginess {n Wood.
stosk. The mogt impartant featwra of the
letter was the veference to the type-writer,
Evidently Birohall meant to send a type-
written letter, signed in Benwell's name,
showing Colonel Benwell that all was satis-
factory and that the money should be seut
out. The use of the type.writer would vb-
viate the danger which wayld arite from an
attempt to imitate another's handwriting
for a whole letter, Mr, Osler continued:—
The arrest on Sunday was made by chief
Young. The search resulted in finding on
his person the Express Company’s receipts
for the deceased’s haggage, & part of which
had begn passed by the Customs, the heavy

bagqage being sent in bond. The residue
of the prisoner’s baggage was also found on
the prisoner, except that which had to pass
the Canadian custome. Keys belonging to
Benwell, opening all his baggage, and a gold
pencil case, having the words *“Conny,”
Sept 15th, 1369, were found on the- person
of the prisoner. This was a birthday pres-
cut to the deceased. A cap, which will be
indentitied as the hind of cap worn by the
perscn with deceased on the way to the
swamp, was also found in his possession.
The body was found about 1l o’clock om
the morning of Friday, February 2lst,
which would be four days:from the time on
which the murder is said to have been com-
mitted. They had plainly left the highway
about the place where the hunter’s trail to
the lake began. The body was not in the
position it had fallen. The neck was sup-
ported by a branch and the left foot was
frozen to the ground. The right leg was
crossed over the ieft, but mnot touching, 1t
being supported by another limb. All the
clothing was open, the twoed waterproof
with cape, the trousers unbuttoned, waist-
coat lying open, trousers tarned up, stock-
ings pulled down, the sleeve of $he upright
arm caked with'ice. Every nameé had been
cut off his clothing, His cap was found
with the lining and maker’s name removed;
if it ever had had such. Two bullet holes
wore found in the back of the head, one
behind the ear, the other a little to the
right of the centre of the head. No blood
was seen at first, but after the snow was
scraped away a small quantity was found.
Next day after the finding of the body, a
cigar case with name “F. C. Benwell” there:
on, and spectacles were found. The body
was removed to Princton and a post
mortem held. 'The effect of the post mortem
was to prove that what is known among
physicians as rigor mortis, stifiness of death
had not set in, indicating that the body had
been placed where found immediately aiter
death, The fact was proven by the deep
indentation in the calf of the leg where it
lay across a sapling. Had a living person
becn thus lying across a hard substance, the
flexibility of the muacles would have resis-
ted the pressure, Had the body been lying
long'dead, the stiffuess which follows death
would have equally resisted, but the inden-

rigor mortis had not set in. He aggned
from another point noted, that at th¢ time
when the body] was found, it muat have
lain where it was discovered for about four
daye, the exict time between the alleged
date of the murder and the undoubted date
when the body was found.

Mr, Oasler’s address finished, the examin-
ation of witnesses was jtaker up and con-
tinued for about three hours.

The first witness was Wm. McDonald,
who spoke of himself as a relired farmer.
He told how he had been an agent . for
parties in England desiring to place farm
popils with farmers in Camada, and how
Birchall had come out in November, 1888,
consigned to hiw. Dirchall then went
under the name of Somerset, and was accom-
panied by his wife. He was placed by wit-
ncss with a farmer named Wilcox, bnt re.
maived on the farm one night and returned
to town, boarding with witness for a time
and suhsequently fownd a boardiog-house
elsewhere. He saidhe did not ecome to
Canada to work on a farm.

Witness being taken in hand by the Coun-
sel for the defemss, was put through an ex-
ceedingly severe cross-examination, intended
evidently to.show in the first Iplace that he
was a man of not too great credibility, and
wmoreover that he and Birchall had had
some dealings in relation to farm pupils
which he was not willing to have made pub-
lio. Ia the hands of a less shilful aross.
examiner, McDonald would have fared bet.
ter, but under Mr. Blackstock’s searching
questions he said a good deal to cast doubt
upon tome other evidence he had gives.

Donglas{R. Pelly was then called, He,
it will be remembered, is the ether young
Englishman who, with Benwell, accompan-
ied Birchall and wife to Canada with a view
to entering into agriculteral pursuits, Pelly
told the story which ia so well known, about
how he negotiated with Birchall :Sd agleed:
with him to come to Canada under certain
considerations ; how the party amsived in
America and proceeded. to, Buffalo, His ex-
amination-in-chief was not concluded when
the court rese for adjournment, ;

Before the court closed for the cvening,
tho Judge warned the jury to be careful not
to discusa the case even with each othar, and
above all, to avoid making up theic minds
until all the evidence was equately before
them.

When the constable and prisoner had return-
ed to Paris, Detective Murray wanted the
privoner to talk over theJecase but the pris-
oner declined to talk about the matter.

WoonsTock, ONT., Sept. 24.—The third
day of the Birchall trial opened with in-
creased interest. Sofar the evidence has
been mostly of a preliminary character.
Nearly half of the audience is composed of
ladies, who take as much interest in the
prisoner as if he were a freak at a circus. It
now begins to look as if the trial would drag
over into next week. The crown has still 60
witnesses to put into the box and one or two
are turning out daily.

When Birchall took his seat in the dock
this morning he looked about the same as
usual. As the opening of the court ho made
an attempt at reading a newspaper, but it
was not much of a success, and he soon gave
it up snd watched the proceedings.

To-day _ Doctors Taylor and Weldford
testified that Benwell could not have shot
himseif.

Johu A. Orchard, of Stamford township,
near Niagara Fall:, where Birchall said his
farm was, said he had lived there 23 years
and never heard of Birchall having a farm or
of a farm being lighted by electricity.

Henry Thomson, assessor in the township
of Stamfor, swore that he never came across
a party by the name of Somerset or Birchall,

Joseph Pierce, teller of the Imperal Bank
cf Niagara Falls, U. S., said he opened an
acconnt of J. R. Birchall on 24th Feby.,
Birchall depositing 11 Eoglish sovereigns,
$80 in Canadian money aund !$20 in Ameri-
can. This evidence is considered important
as Pelly who crosted the ocean with Benwell
and Birchall, has sworn that he saw Beawell
with a handful of sovercigus while on the
voyage.

Woobpstock, Sept. 25.—This has been a
bard day for Birchall, yet the prisoner holds
up wonderfully well and his nerve is simply
phenomenal, considering tie character of
the evidence now being abduced against
him. One feature of the day’s proceedings
was the reading of a letter from the accused
to Benwell’s father in Eogland, written
three days after the murder took place, in
‘which Birchall said the son was well satis-

| ted with the farm and was then engaged in

writing to that eff.ct. = At the top of it ap-
peared the firm nane of Birchall and Ben-
well.

Miss Lockhart,  dressmaker, also gave
very important evidence. She swore that
en the morning of February 17th she went
by the Grand Truvk from Paris to Wood-
atock, and among the passengers were two
young Kog'ishmen who got off at Eastwoeod.

Is the prisoner one of them? asked Mr.
Osler. ;

“Yes,"” replied the witness, who had seen
the body of Benwell when exhumed.

“Was he the other one?!’ asked Mr.
Osler.

“Yes,” she answered.

This was evidence of the most direct and
damaging kind, and Mr. Blackstock went at
her hammer and tongs to break down her
story. “Remember,” he said, with great
earnestness, “you are swearing the life of
this mwan away.”

It was an impressive moment, but Birch-
all continued looking calmly at the ~ witness,

She was subjected to a remarkably severe
ordeal; and her voice broke ounce, but she
recovered and the main points in her evi-
dence remained unshaken.

Woopstock, Out., Sept. 26 -The Birch-
all trial was resumed this morning.

Miss Cromwell, of Eastwood, testified to
meeting Birchall on the afterncon of Feb.
17th, (on the noon of which day Benwell is
believed to have been murdered,) going to-
wards Eastwood station with his shoes mud-
dy and his trousers rolled pp.

James Hayward, of Ewstwood; Heary
Jones, formerly porter at Eastwood station,
and Mary Swaysie, all testified to seeing the
prisoner at Eastwood sbout half-past three
son that day. Their statements as to his
clothing coincided.

The two last witnesses ca'led for the
crown were George Hay, brakeman, and
James Daffield, news agent on the G. T. R.
The former swore positively that Birchall
went east on the train on the alleged day of
the murder. James Dufficld, news ageat on
the same train, saw the prisoser ou his
train, sold him several articles and sat with
bim for ha!f an hour. The prisoner said
his name was Smith and was on his way to
Buffalo where he was to mect his brother.
This closed the case for the srown and an
adjournment for lunch was made.

The opening of the afternoon session was
delayed until 2 oclock for the preparation of
the defeuce by Mr. Blackstock. John Rabb
was called. Ou the evening of 18th about
6 o'clock he heard two shots fired. ome
quickly after the other, in the swamp. - He
saw no one. He had been told by hunters
frequently that if they were loat in the
swamp Lhey would give notice by firing and
he would give a signal to show the road.
Watching he saw one man come out, an-
other fullowing him. They went west.

Mrs. Schultz was called next. ' She lived
across the road from Rabb’s. She heard
two shots when going over to Rabb's house
on the 18th. This was about 6.30; it was
dusk. The shots were not very loud.

John Fredenburg said that om Monday,
17th Feb., on Governor’a Road he overtook
two men going east. He carried them
about a mile. The men had overcoats on
and no moustaches; neither of them was the
prisonrr.

Half-a-dozen witnesses testified to a wman
named Colwell and Baker being on a spree
and in the mneighbourhood of the swamp
about the time ‘e murder is supposed to
bave been committed. The defence evident-
ly intended to suggest that they may have
been the porpetrators of the crimg Next
the | for the def brought up
three witnesses that were thoroughly ac-
quainted witi;the swamp in which the body
bad been found. They all had beem in the
babit of hunting in that place and -hsd
known it for many years. They all testify
that there is no such trail as has been re-
ferred to in former evidence as leading
from the second concession to the place of
finding the body. Then & well known
citizen of Woodstock was called—Mr, Mill-

man, grocer, He stated positively that he

met Birchall duriug Fobruary, on the chief
street of Wooldstock, aud described the
prisoner’s drass on that occasion. He knew
Birchall well. He could not give the date
of meeting in question.

J. Medgety was then ealled to show that
he was well acquaintel with Hayward, who
couldu’t identify him at 60 feet, while he
professed to be able to identify Birchall at
120.

Mr. Bl k, chief | for the de-
fence, said he had one witness that would
take coasiderable time, longer than the
judge would care to sit this evening, and
asked for an adjournment till morning,
promising to have all his evidence in by
noon to-morrow, An adjournment was
granted aad it was agreed that at the con-
clusion of the defence the court would ad-
journ till Monday.

Woobsrock, Out., Sept. 25:h—The first
witness for the defence trday was Dr. Burns
of Woodstock. Dr. Burns said the bruises
as described by the previous medical testi-
mony couid not have possibly becn caunsed
by a body falling after being ehot from be-
hiad, “Could such beunises be received ia
the way indicated,” was asked. I scarcely
thiuk 80,” he said in reply, ‘‘where no de-
composition was seb in.” The bruises must
have been received one or two days before
death: Other witnesses followed, but no
startling tes'imony was abduced, neither
can it be eaid that the position of the crown
bas in the main been slaken. The defence
may be swinmed up as follows: (1) That the
witoesses who ewore to seeing the prisoner
and the deceased in near neighborhood of
the swamp that day were liable to a mistake
in the matter of description of both men and
the dress which they wore.

(4) That on the morning before the
body was found two men were drunk and
going around the locality in a buggy, and
thut fact, taken in conjanction with cartain
tracks through the smow leading from the
road to the swamp, ought to leave a reasoun-
able doubt in the minds of the jurors.

He pointed out
the great preparaaion made for the case by
crown and the cnormous expense incurred to
secure conviction as contrasted with the
position of the defence. He appealed to the
jury to acquit the prisoner and set the mob
and press at defiance. He asked them not
to judge his client for his honesty, forif
they did he would have to pass him over to
their censure. 1le wished to draw their at-
tention to the frailty of human memory.
He asked did Birchall visit Princetown. and
went on to show that the prisoner had not
been proved to have done go. Mr. Black-
stock pointed out Birchall and Beawell were
about the same size, while all the crown
witnesses who alleged they saw the two meyp
going towards Blenheim swamp swore one
was taller than the other, He dwelt upon
the evidence offered by a number of crown
witnesses, and eaid he did not wish to say
they were dishonest, byt it must have im-
pressed the jury the light and easy manner
in which they went to swear the life of a
man away. Many discrepencies were point-
ed out in their evidenca, and he cautioned
the jury about placing reliance mpon such
testimony. The speaker said the mauner
of conducting the ideatification of the pris-
oner in jsil was disgraceful. He cited a
large number of cases of mistaken identity
in this country and in Europe, from which
he eloquently argued there was clearly doubt
of identity in this ocase, and therefore his
client was entitled to acquittal. He did not
intend to rest she case of Birchall upon the
statement was or was he not at Princetown.
Supposing he was at Princetown, that does
not prove he murdered his comrade. The
crown, the speaker said, had a theory as to
certain tracks in a field, and if that theory
failed them the whole ocase failed. He
denied the evidence offered about these
tracks. Then there was a question of fime

about which scarcely crown  witnesses
adreed.

Mr. Blackstock said that even if it were
admitted that Birchall was at Eastwood on
the 17th February, and that he had at.
tempted to deceive tho Benwells, it wounld
be no evidence that he had murdered young
Benwell. As his counsel went on, vividly
pointing out the difference between the wit-
nesses for the crown and defence, in the evi-
dence, Birchall never took his eyes off the
jury; they seemed to be fastened there, Mre,
Birchall, on the contrary, kept her eyes
down. Occasionally, as some atrong point
for or against the prisoner was taken up, her
pale face flushed brightly. Mr. Blackstock
quoted several previous cases to show how
easy it waa to be mistaken and atiacked
tha evidences of the witnesses who had
identified Birchall, alleging that not one of
them was to be relied on. The letter
written to Col. Benwell by Birchall, of which
#0 much had been made, counsel held clear-
ly proved the prisoner’s innocence, for in 1t
he directed that £500, which was to be re.
mitted, be sent to the firm of Birchall &
Benwell and that without Benwell’s preseace
Birchall could not obtain a cent of the
money. Baker's and Colwell's mysterious
movements were next held up to show that
there were strange goings on around thare,
although Mr. Blackstock remarked *‘God
forbid I should cast unkind suspicions on an
innocent person,” Why had not the crown
put these men in the box to explain their
conduct; it was all very well to say they
were on a drunken spree, out what was
more likely than that men about to commit
acrime should fu-tify themselves with
liquor? As for the keys, lead pencil and
checks, they only proved the prisoner’s
ionocence. What was more natural thaa
that Birchall should pass all baggage to-
gether or borrow Benwell's lead pencil ?
Birchall knew he was going to be arrested,
and yet he kept these in kis possession.
Was that the conduct of a guilty man,

Mr. Osler for the crown opposed all Mr.
Rrickstock's tenti and pointed out
that, instead of Birchall not being able to
draw money sent to the firm of Birchall &
Benwell, it was an arrangement he could
have made under which he could draw
money without Benwell beiog present, as in
cases of that kind any member of the firm
can draw money.

Judge McMahon supported the crown
counsel’s position on this point and all
through his address charged strongly
against the prisoner.

Mr., lackstock’s address occupied five
hours and five minutes; Mr. Osler's address
for the crown was four hours and five mia-
utes, acd Judge McMahon's three and a
quarter hours,

At 11.53 p. m, the jury, being out two
hours, retarned & verdict of guilty, and
Birchall was sentenced to be hanged
November 14,
