'PLUCKY LITTLE GIRL
RESCUED HER FATHER

Little Sister Also Saved by
Child’s Heroism

Twelve-year-old Fought Her Way Throogh
Fiames and Smoke— Her Har
Burned Off.

NEW YORK, March 4—While gas,
paints and oils were exploding in her
burning home on the ground floor of an
East Side tenement today, Fannie
Goldman, twelve years old, groped her
way through the flames and heroically
rescued her father who had fallen
senseless .in a blazing room, and her
two year old sister. Firemen said it
was as heroic work as they had ever
seen.

A gas stove set fire to a curtain and
‘the  flames quickly reached a store
rcom of paints and oils. Goldman ran
towards a rear bedroom to save the
two year old daughter and a four year
old son when he was knecked uncon-
scious by an explosion, Fannie rushed
in from a front room and while the
flames were burning her hair from her
head, she dragged her father out of
the building; running back she again
dared the blaze, passed through it
and rescued her lttle sister. She fell
unconscious and on fire as she reached
the street. iier mother then dashed in-
to the burning place, passed through
the flames and when she came out
carrying her son, her clothing was on
fire.
