STATE LIQUOR SELLING IN SOU'TH CAR ;
, It has takén some time to getd
South Carolina state liquor selling
ohine in smooth operation, but now it
soems 10 be working fairly well. 1{ has
been in operstion long encogh to make
it evidegt that it will e at least & busi-
noss sufoess. It is that now, judging
from the reports of sales made, and of
the dificulty the central dispensary at
Columbin has had in supplying the de-
mand from the local retail dispensaries.
Under® the law of ihe state is the only
legal buyer or asller of liquors, ineludin
wine and beer, im its boundaries. Al
purchases are made at the central dise
ponsary in Columbia, where liquors are
stared and put up in packages holding
from half a pint to five gallons, and from
which they are shipped to the retailers.
It took some time to get a supply of
liquors in stock, more to bottle them,
and itis only just now that the daily de-
mand could be nuptl.u-d and something
of a stock on hand be accumulated. The
daily demand of the state at present is
about 2500 to 2600 gallons of liquors of
all kinds. We have not the figures
which give the proportion of beer and
hard liquor

The population of South Carolina in
1¥90 was about ),151,000, so 1hat the gale
of 2600 gallons of liquor a day, if that is
all that is sold in the state, does not in-
dicate any very great degree of Intem
perance in South Carolina. How large
the illegal sale of liquors m ho isa
matter of doubt. The *blind tiger™ «
ists, and so does the moonshine still, but
the prevalent opinion seems to be tl
in the towns and citics the dispensary is
gradually monopolizsing the trade. Th
state sells good liquors and some not so
good, and fuirly well’ suits all tastes and
pocket-books, although the complaint is
that its prices are preity high It meets
the demand for quantity by belling a half
pint bottle or a five g-ll’on jug. and xivn
the drinking public so nmrly what ‘it
wants that “blind tigers” are hardly
worth while as businrss ventures. Even
in the cities the dispensaries seem to be
monopolizing the trade, and permission
is given to the large hotels to supply dis-
pensary liquors to their guests. The
:,uhhn taste is consulted in the choice of
poer to be sold at the dispensaries, and
the Columbin authorities are to try their
hand at mixing cocktails at wholesale to
supply the hotel trade.

Beer i+ bought by the car-load, and
preparations are being made for the s
mer trade. The dispensary cannot bottle
it fast enough, so that the representstive
of several ,z)rv'mrh\l is to be allowed to
establish & bottling plant in Columbia.
Everything is reaiy l’ jor & big trade which
seems to be coming, for pracucally all
the liquors. consumed in South Carolina
are expected to be sold by the dispen
saries. At the présent time the profits
to the s{ate are large, some hundreds of
dollars & day, and as sales increase, as
they are constantly doing, these profits
will grow. The tax-payers are thus like-
ly to find their burdens materially light-
ened by the fruils of the state liquor
traflio, which will go far to perpetunte the
system. What the effect of this system will
be as a temperance measure remains Lo
be seen. Some of its friends claim for
it that it bay dimimished drioking and
drunkenness among the negroes, by clos-
ing the low groggeries where vile stuff
could be bought by them for s fow cents
nglass. The faots to prove this claim
have not been presented, although the
claim itself is & rensonable one. It is 100
early to judge the dispensary system from
the reformatory side;it has not been
loag enough in operation.

With the laxuries of modern
houses, draught-proof, heated Lo & sum-
mer tempersturs, we have the danger
of oultivating the gertha of diseass,
which breed more vigorously in the
artifioially heated house of winter than
in the warm atmosphere of, summer,
when every portion of the house is
open to the pure breesss, The direct
rays of the sun that shioe upon the
earth in sommer. do also as much to
disinfect the air as the frost powers of
winter. The ideal breeding places of
disease demand darkness and warmth,
The housekeeper may recgnise that
the early spring sunshine is one of the
most valuable allies in keeping the at-
mosphere of the house pure whole
soms, The southern and eastern rooms
of the house should be the Hving-rooms
of the family, The nmorthern room
into which the sun nevershines, heated
by a stove to the extreme tem perature
o{7e degrees or even S0 degrees, is &
& most unwholesome lliving-room, and
presents ideal ccnditione for the culture
of those microbes of disease which
wolentists tell us arealways (o be found
in the atmosphere and wait only for
favorable opportunities to develop thelr

powers.

Whilethe general apring houseclean-
ing of the family is usnally put cff till
after the winter fires are put out, tbere
is & great deal of preliminaxy cleaning.

Whean this has been
doneand the walls treated to a thorough
cont of whitewash, the atmcaphers of
the entire house will be purer and
aweeter for the work. Whitewash acts
not only ss ajdisinfectant iteelf, but is
a poweriul dryer.

Deep down nt the bottom of nearly
all lhe househo'd 'roubles in -this land
of freedom, covecod over though it may
be by various < Lams and devices, lics
& oontempt for manual work,

Poesibly, this is a part of a new demo-
oratio eivilization. Tothe uneducated
Iaborer in the fleld, the chief difference
between his position aod that of the
oultured professional man who hires
him to dig, ia one of work, He ocan
never undemstand that the fan who
ponders ovar weilhlf ma'tery of law,
mediolne or solence Is working. It is
the old story of the Itlsh laborer, who,

‘'when sskel what would be his oholoe

of an easy job, said he would like to be
& bishop, These men, who are no long-
er working with their hands, have, ac-
ocording to the ignorant standard, reach-
od the Elyslum of idleness. And this
is what they understand to be the pos-
aibile goal of every oftizsm of freedom.
The ignorant gi:l in the kitchen
who was but lstely landed, dreams o
being & “lady” and doing nothiog at
all, at all. To acertain extent, Ameri-
can girls, who too often look upon labor
as & badge of degradation, give color to
this view of the ignorant foreigner.
The woman who never sees her kitchen
in many of our American communities
is held up as ideal lady. The faot
is that we have no fixed social stand.
ards in this country, and that many of
our so-oalled upper olasses are notabl
frivolous and inclined to French stangd-
arde’in home matters rathgr than to the
plainer Engiish standed of idy
womanhocd, such ss has been set by
the English Queen and by some of our
very best American women., No doubt
the American girl who is sshamad of
work has her prototype in Eagland in
the wife or daughier of the ches
teadesman, who bas soquired wealth
witbout culture, but there the first
Indies of the land, the Queen and ber
daughters, have rebuked such folly by
their akill and interest. in all house-
wifely arte. Lwdies of lordly lines
have established ocokinfl sohools and
received prises for fine needlework.
While many individual women in
this oountry have taken the greatest
{nterest in the elevation of work, there
has been coosiderably more taught by
precept in this direction than by
example, A number of the oooking-
sohools in our great olties have been
established purely for the purpose of
eduosting servants. Some of them
have been exosedingly clever achemes,
by which the patronesses supplied their
own-kitchens and households withrwell-
trained maids, st the expense of &
oharitable fund collected from the pub-
lie. The chiefl reason why so many
oooking echools have proved financial
fallares lies in the fact that there were
vot enough persons of means and ln-
telligence who took sufficlent interest
in their kitchena to patronize the
schools. Oaly & few women, who were
far above any fear that work would
degrade them, jolned the classes. It
was not an uncemmon thing for wom-
on to send requests 1o the refined
educated head of the school to come to
their kitohens, assuming at once that
she must be on the soclal and intel-
lectusl lavel of & domestio If she gave
instruotion in this way, or had any
superior knewledge of such matters.
All this shows how diffioult it is to
eradicate Lthe prejudice against work.
Superior oharsoter, oducstion and re-
fipement ought to be the standards by
which evrr{nno is judged, without re-
ard to the kind of work done, Certaln-
f no domestio labor is degrading, and
the factthat refined peopls dothe same
kind of work that coarse ple do is
0o reason why they should be classed
together. But this tendenoy in this
osuntry to olass eduosted people with
the lowest mengal workers in the same
field fs the okiel resson why the con-
tempt for vcn;.k “lh.:‘é Of course, t:]ll
tendenoy exists ohiefly am people
who have recently been ul:‘tf from »
mental position to one of wealth; with-
out eduostion.

EXTRA EARLY VEGUKTADBLES

If farmers fully realized the advan-
tage of & h how cheaply and
enaily it can be made, it would come
into more common use for foroing
early vtﬁnbhm Nothiog is more ap-
petizing thau & dish of lettuoe, & bunch
of radishos or onlons in the spring be-
fore outaide vegetables have begun to

grow,

The material for a hotbed sbould be
horse manure that has oonsiderable
litter mixed with it. Before making
the bed it should be allowed to com-
menos to heat, then put in » flat heap
oonaiderably lazger than your sash,
tread! dqgwn well. If the manure
seoms dry, pour water upon it. The
frame should be from four (o aix feet
w! os long as wanted. o
back should be eighteen inches high
and the front ten or twelve inches.
This frame should be banked with warm
manure. About six inohes of earth
(a rich sandy loam is best) should be

upon the manure in the frame.
)/tentimes earth oan be gotten that is
not frossn under straw or hay stacks.
If frozen earth has to be used, place it
upon the bed and cover with glase,
leaving & small opening for air. It
will soon thaw aud become dry enou%h
to work, In no case should seeds be
planted until the rank hest has sub-
sided. A 15cent thermometer will
tell when the bed is in condition.

They
should nh:dgﬂ. turnips,mangels or sugar
beeia slic Toess make grand food
for the ewes after the Iambing ‘season,

For milk production there is nothing
better, and if one has some cabbazes
stored in the cellar or pit thess are
great food for the lambs. Iathe: ab-
sence of roots, ensilage will make a
good substitute, and in the absence of
both use ofl cake. Give ewes and lambs
free acoess to yards that ars sunny, dry
and well bedded, renew the bedding
every day in the sheds and all will be
well. Ol course they should have
plenty of water.

Winter lambe should be managed
precisely ss autamn lambs. Like su-
tumn lambs, they may be reared for
the earl -pr‘nu markets, or for breed-
ing stocks, more especislly when they
are pure breds, that they may be well
developed when the time comes foc
making sutnmn salés.

Spring lambs are those which come
on the grass, and the aim should be not
to have them ooms before the weather
is settled. They wil then get plenty
of milk, and should give bat little
trouble. Buch lamba should be kept
for finishing the fullowing winter.—
Thomas Shaw, in New Eogland Farmer.

OF REPORT,

Washiogton, March 11.—The crop re
fmrt of the Department of A rlcultare
or the month of Mar sh conaists prinei-
pally of estimates of the distribution
of corn aod wheat, the stocks remain-
ing fn the hands of farmirs and the
proportions of the merchantable and
unmerchantable. The report is based
on county estimates of the percentage
of last year's product remaining in first
hands, obvious erro-s and inconsisten-
cles of atatements being corrected and
differences harmonizad, All grain in
the bhands of farmers, including
amounts remaining over from previous
years, in ombr: in the estimates
given. Theoorn on hand,as estimated,
aggregates 475 504 450 bushels, or 32.2
per cent of the Iast crop, This por-
tion has been exceeded only four timss
the last ten years. The quantity, how-
ever, is an unprecedentedly small one,
The oonsumption of cora for eight
months is uovsually small, which is
explained by the large amounts of
wheat fed to stock. The aggregate
sold from farms to go beyond county
boundaries is 162934 640 b shels, or
18 4 per ocent of the cron. The propor-
tion merchantable is 999 400,600 bush-
ole, or 824 per cent. The valies 1o
turned for merchantable odrn average
44.8 cents, and for unmerchantable 28 6
osots. making an aggregate value of
$508,713 129, which 1s $46 000,000 less
than the December valuation of the
orop, and averages 410 cen's & bushel.
The estimated siount of whesat in
farmer's hands is 75,000 000 bushels, or
16 8 per cent of the last crop, and is
89,000,000 bushels leas than last March,
The explanation for this is to be foand
in & large measurein the fact that
! qusntities have been fed to h
and otner stock. Returns {rom A\'n‘:&
and Bouth Dakota, Nebraska and Kan-
sae Indi densed ek h
of last year's crop, correspondents in
many counties reporting not enough on
band for spring seed and necessary
food aupply.
