London, May 13.—The Daily Tele­
graph devotes an article to the pro­
posed visit of the American fleet to 
Mediterranean ports early next year. 
It says that British hopltaltty will be 
extended to the crews at Gibraltar 
and Malta and probably one Egyptian 
port.

The Telegraph points out thrft the 
American fleet will be by far the most 
powerful in the Mediterranean and 
says that the decision of the United 
States government to despatch a force 
of such commanding power indicates 
the importance attached to the task 
of showing the flag in the old world 
with a view to supporting American 
diplomacy.

In the opinion of the Telegraph the 
visit of the American ships will have 
the effect of inducing the British gov­
ernment to modify its present policy 
of continuous concentration of the na­
val power in home waters, which many 
officers consider injurious to the spirit 
and character of the service.

Ottawa, May 13.—In the senate to­
day Senator Boyer enquired If the 
government had sent a representative 
to a meeting of meteorologists held in 
April last in Rome.

In each case a fine 6t $50 
was imposed.

The Magistrate in giving' judg­
ment, reviewed at length the régula 
lions regarding the liquor traffic, and 
pointed out that the object of the law 
makers was to abridge the hours dur­
ing which the eale of liquor can be 
lawfully carried on.

The beer law, he pointed out, which 
was introduced some frears after the 
present license law, provided for the 
sale of beer only; but, he explained, 
the two acts must be read together, 
because both formed a part of the 
liquor license enactment.

The argument put forth by the coun- 
sel for tho defendants was that their 
clients, who he contended were restau­
rant keepers, did not come under the 
operation of the section which requir­
ed them to close their premises at the 
same hours as liquor taverns. From 
the evidence adduced, his Honor con­
sidered that it could scarcely be ar­
gued that either of the defendants 
were, on the night in question, carry­
ing on a restaurant business, and ho 
cited the evidence of Inspector Jones 
and the Deputy Chief of Police to 
show that on the occasion referred 
to. xlthin the brief period of'half an 
hour «^persons had passed In aqd out 
of^tjre premises,of Carrol, though a 
.smaller’"nuB^bPrvwas:e.bperved visiting 
tlH^Kelter premise?.1 During the visit 
of the officers .there was no food be­
ing partaken of. only drinks being 
furniehed^^^^HZZ^^HZZHH 
ed in glasses and out of bottles.

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AN EXPLANATION NEEDED. might well be advanced as a strong 
argument why partisan tactics by an 
unrepresentative body should not be 
re-sorted to.

IN LIGHTER VEINThe Opposition is still further pro­
longing the discussion on the Naval 
Bill in a curious manner. They are 
endeavoring to call into question the 
conduct of the Deputy-Speaker, Mr. 
Blondin, who saved a difficult situa- 
tion last Saturday morning, w’hen pas. 
eions boiled and heated words flew 
through the debating chamber. That 
Is the reason of the debate, which 
occupied such a loug part of yesterday. 
The Members of the Opposition were 
foiled in an ignoble attempt to convert 
the House of Commons Into a “Bear 
Garden," and far from feeling re­
morseful were now trying to perpetu­
ate their shame by moving a vote of 
censure upon the man who saved the 
Liberals from making fools of them­
selves.

But the debate yesterday showed up 
Mr. Pugsley, who is now reduced to the 
rank of a mere political filibuster. The 
man who once prided himself upon a 
superb coolness and a command of 
nerve has become the butt of every 
member in the House qf, Commons on 
the Government side and as a conse­
quence he is touched to the raw, when 
he is attacked. The broadside deliver­
ed against him yesterday by Mr. Ar­
thur Meighen, toe young member for 
Portage La Prairie, was loudly ap­
plauded. He showed how the Member 
for the City of St. John was responsi­
ble for the motion of censure against 
the deputy-Speaker, and then proceed­
ed to ask on what grounds he had the 
right to censure anybody by reason 
of his past record. And everybody 
will do the sanie thing.

It is only necessary to revert to 
several scenes during the present ses­
sion to find the strongest reasons why 
Mr. Pugsley should be very chary 
about censuring any member in the 
House. Who is the man who advanced 
from his position in the House on the 
right of the Leader of tie Opposition 
and shook his clenched fist in the face 
of Mr. Robldoux, a young member from 
this Province? Who is the man who 
persisted for days and days in holding 
up public business in order that the 
Government might be embarrassed to 
such an extent that there should be an 
appeal to the country ? What manner 
of man is he who has been publicly 
snubbed by some of the principal mem­
bers of his own party in the House of 
Commons? What man is it whose ap­
pearance upon the floor of the House 
In a public debate is nearly always 
the signal for laughs and sneers from 
his opponents who know' that he will 
Indulge in the most bizarre reasons 
and quixotic notions in an attempt to 
gain party capital?

The man who is responsible for the 
motion of censure on 
Speaker, Mr. Blondin, yesterday Is 
Hon. William Pugsley, whose conduct 
■was characterized bg one member in 
the House yesterday as "shameful,” 
and "outrageous.” The rules of debate 
demanded their withdrawal, yet every­
body who admires courtesy and fair 
play in debate must echo the senti­
ments of the member for Portage La 
Prairie, when he stated that if Mr. 
Pugsley had used to a judge the lan­
guage which he had used to the 
deputy-Speaker he would be behind pri­
son walls.

Mr. Pugsley has gained nothing by 
his attempt to censure the deputy- 
Bpeaker. He has only succeeded - in 
focussing public attention upon his 
own parliamentary misconduct during 
the past months. The country will 
•gree with Premier Borden, when he 
•aid that the deputy-Speaker, Mr. 
Blondin, conducted himself during a 
very trying time with manliness and

HISTORIC DAYS IN CANADA $7/
r *•*KING HENRY OF NAVARRE.

Henry IV. of Frauve. the celebrated 
King Henry of Navarre, whose ambi­
tion to become a power in the New 
World led to the founding of Quebec, 
was assassinated 303 years ago today 
by a fanatic named Rnvailias. Henry 
IV. acceded to the throne of France 
in 1589, and nine years later appointed 
thS unfortunate Marquis de la Roche 
the Viceroy of New Fiance. With a 
crew of convicts he landed at Sablç 
Island, hut the colony he established 
failed miserably.

The King next granted a fur-trading 
monopoly to Pontgrave and Chauvin, 
but their colony also failed, and it re­
mained for the great Champlain to 
bring about the accomplishment of his 
monarch's ambition, Champlain’s first 
expedition, in 1603, was of little avail. 
After some time in Acadie he turned 
again to the St. I^wrence, and in 1608, 
under the shelter of the mighty rock, 
he founded the rude village of Quebec

Stocks were scarcely 
firm, and inferred that the market was 
again in a sold-out condition which 
made the technical position compara­
tively strong. The borrowing de­
mand for steel, in particular, was un­
usually heavy, and estimates of the 
size of the short interest in this spec­
ulative favorite ran into large lig­
ures. Traders took advantage of the 
conditions to force a rally at the 
expense of the bears, whose efforts

to cover aided in placing the stock 
on a higher range.

Resumption of trading In the Euro­
pean exchanges after a triple holiday 
was of influence on this market. The 
effect of the more cheerful feeling in 
Ixmdon was reinforced 
buying for foreign account. It was 
estimated that London took 10,000 
shares on balance.

Not withstanding 
on the market, th 
ther selling of stocks, which have ex­
hibited marked heaviness recently. 
Several stocks, including Pennsylva­
nia and Jersey Central touched new 
low records for the movement. Can­
adian Pacific was sold persistently, 
at one time falling back more than 
two points. Trading In Consolidated 
Gas was unusually active and that 
stock was one of the strong features 
on the list.

!BIRTHDAY OF DANTE.

Dante Alighieri, greatest of Ital,a" 
poets, was born on May 14, 1265, awl 
the 648th anniversary of that event 
will be celebrated today In many Ital­
ian cities, including Florence, birth­
place of the immortal poet; Ravenna, 
where his remains lie buried, and 
Rome, where he spent many years of 
his life. An interesting feature of the 
day will be the lighting of lamps that 
will be kept, burning perpetually 
fore the tomb in Ravenna and 
Dante monument in Florence. These 
perpetual lamps have been liberally 
endowed by admirers of the poet.

For a century Florence and Raven­
na have been engaged In a hitter 
struggle for the possession of Dante e 
remains. Ravenna has continued, ob­
stinate, and on more than one occa­
sion has pointed out that the poet, 
when alive, was subjected to perse­
cution and banishment by his native 
city, which . confiscated his estate. 
Dante was thirty-six years old when 
the cl$y that Is now clamoring for his 
reraaiM drove btm forth under a de­
cree dToanlshment obtained by power­
ful enemies, and for the remainder 
of his life, nineteen years, he wander­
ed from pillar to post, and never again 
set foot in Florence. Every city and 
town of northern Italy treasures 
legeuds of Dante's residence, and it 
was by accident that, he was In Raven­

na when death, overlook.him.
