Deaths from General Causes Larger
in Number Than in 1904,

About January 3 the secretary of the
board of health will commence to prepare
the yearly statements of the board of
health and as far as the number of deaths
is concerned there is not great differerice
between the present and previous years.
Last year there were 739 death re-
corded, and ‘to date this  year,
the number is 749.
