Party Names Wanted.

_The News has a timely suggestion
about party nomenclature, calling for
names for the contending parties. Both
parties—the Ins and the Outs—are com-
posed of a mixture of former Conserva-
tives and Liberals, and those old catch-
words have entirely lostall the meaning
they once had. We have no Liberals
now advocating the liberalization of any
of our institutions; we have no Con-
servatives endeavoring to conserve any
old institution that stands in the path
of progress: so what meaning have the
words? If one patty should advocate
universal suffrage, or some such sweep-
inj popular change, it might call itself
Liberal, and the party that opposed the
doctrine would be properly called Con-
servative. The politicians and people
who united to carry Confederation, and
have worked since for its consolidation,
are the true Liberal party, because they
are the progressive party, and the poli-
ticians and-people that opposed theUnion
of the Provinces, the acquisition of the
North-west, the building of the Pacific
Railway, and other great progressive
measures, are the true inheritors of the
Conservative mantle. It will be seen
that we are not using the words Con-
gervative and Liberal as mere catch-
wordss but as words with & meaning in
them, and, taking them in this way,
there is no disputing our statements.
Government and Opposition have been
the favorite party terms for Some time,
varied by that pet Halifax word—Cor-
ruptionist, and Government and Oppo-
sition it will continue to be until chance
christens the opposing hosts anew.
The Opposition calls itself the Liberal-
Conservative party, meaning that it ds
a combination of all that is good, patri
otjc and progressive in the old Liberal
and Conservative parties, and the Gov-
ernment dare not call themselves by
any name, as yet, because they are a
coalition mow, and are negotiating for
the support of the Cartier Conservatives|
of Quebec and bidding for the Tilley
Liberals of New Brunswick. So- they
are Liberal-Conservatives also, in fact,
but the others have appropriated the
cognomen. They are really suffering
for & name, unless the term Government
is satisfactory. They camnot call them-
selves Liberals, they do not like .the
word Grit, and they will have to wait
until they complete their négotiations
for support and then‘construct a'com-
pouud term that will be satisfactory to
all the elements supporting them. *In
the meantime both parties might offer
prizeés for names.

Mr. Tilley and the ‘Governorship.

“Mr.' Tilley, 88 we said befors the
overthrow of the 1ate Mtsery, wanted
to retire from active ppli_tical work
some time ago, but gave up his Guber-
natorial aspirations for fear tha€ his re-
tirement from the Ministry. would give
rise to the suspieion that he believed Sir
John Macdonald guilty of the crimes
alleged against him. . When Mr. Tilley
was in England a commission was
made out for him as Lt.-Governor of
New Brunswick, which be did not ac-
cept on his return. When he made his
famous speech in defence of his’ incrim-
inated colleague, he had no intention of
retiring from the House and the Gov-
ernment. That was on Friday, and the
Government whip reported a clear
majority of three for the Government.
If the vote had been taken then the
Government would have been sustained.
Then Sir Jokn Macdonald would have
resigned, and a_new Government would
have been formed under the Premiership
of Mr. Tilley. This wasthe programme.
It was not until late on Tuesday night
that, being refused offices that they
clamored for, four more Government
supporters deserted,leaving the Cabinet
in & minority of five. On Wednesday
morning the appointments and the re-
signation were resolved on. Every
New Brunswiek member, except one,
urged M. Tilley to accept the appoint-
ment, and, seeing men of all parties in’
favor of his accepting it, he did so. His
health has not been good for the last
two yesrs, and he needs a rest.

A year ago,only a year ago, Mr. d.
S. Bois DeVeber ran for Parliament in
this city for the purpose of defeating S.
L. Tilley, the tried and trusted New
Brunswick Liberal leader, who held one
of the highest positions in the Cabinet
of Canada. Mr. DeVeber’s friends—
on the hustings, in the press, and in'the
streets, hot +ls and everywhere—-assailed
Mr. Tilley in the coarsest and most
abusive manner. The Telegraph sup-
ported Mr. Tilley. This was in 1872.
Now Mr. J. 8. Bois DeVeber is nomin-
ated for the same seat by the same paper
that nominated him a year ago. That
paper opens the campaign by abusing
Mr. Tilley with far more malignity than
it ever displayed before, showing that it
will pursue him in his Gubernatorial
career with abuse and misrepresenta-
tion, just as it has pursued Governor
Wilmot and Judge Fisher, and yet we
find the Zelegraph advocaiing Mr. De-
Veber's election and calling on Mr.
Tilley’s friends to aid in it!

The Bangor Whig is a newsy morning
daily that gives later news than any
other paper received by the Western
train. Its despatches are voluminous
and carefully edited.

The Freeman demands Mr. Tilley’s
removal from the Lt.-Governorship,and
favors Mr. DeVeber's election for St.
John.

Disastrous Fire in Carletcn

~ —-Allan Brothers’ Foundry
and Seventeen other
Buildings Burned.

A foew minutes after 6 o'clock last even-
ing a fire was discovered in Messrs. Allan
Brothers’ Foundry, corner of Guilford
and Union streets, Carleton. The origin
of the fire is unknown, but it is supposed
to have caught in the engine room imme-
diately after the men had left work for
the day. Before the arrival of the Carle-
ton engines all hopes of saving any por-
tion of the building were abandoned. A
stiff breeze was blowing from the North,
and the flames threatened to spread in all
directions. Word was sent to this side
the harbor for assistance, and No. 8 steam
engine was despatched to the scene. On
its arrival it took a position at the foot
of Guilford street, where it remained all
night.- The supply of water was very
small, and all the engines worked under
a great disadvantage. Mr. Jonn K. Tay-
lor's house at the north of the foundry,
corner of Duke and Union sts.,was at first
in the greatest danger. Persistent efforts,
however, saved the house, which was on
five several times, and from which all the
furniture and stock in the store had been
removed. This house has been in immi-
nent danger several times from fire, but
has always escaped after getting & severe
scorching. While attention was being
paid to saving this house and preventing
the spread of the fire up Duke street, the

{ north wind blew the fire across Guilford

street and caught the house on the cor-
ner of that street and Unien. At this
time the scarcity of water was felt more
than any time during the night, and it
was seen that, unless checked here, the

| fire would become unmanageable. A few
: minutes more saw the fire running up

Guilford street, and also spreading back
\o Winslow, which runs parallel with
Guilford. This block consisted nearly al-
together of two-story wooden buildings,
inhabited by laboring men. It was the
most thickly settled portion of Carleton,
nearly all the houses being occupied by
two or more families. The furniture was
taken from these houses as fast as possi-
ble, and piled in heaps on the opposite
side of Union street, while the families
stood round to guard it by the light of
their burning homes. The furniture was
broken and defaced, as much as it was
possible for the frantic crowd to do with-
out too much trouble to themselves, and
there were many who would sooner have
seen their property burned than reckless-
ly thrown about and smashed.

The fire was now established in this
block of wooden houses, and spreading
in all directions. It was hoped that it
would only run up Guilford street on the
south side, and not spread any further
back. No effectual measures, however,
could be taken to prevent it from doing
so, and in a little while a barn betweeu
the houses on this street and those on
Winslow street caught. All hope of sav-
ing the block was then given up, as the
barn was filled with hay. . The houses on
Winslow street were doomed.

On Winslow street great difficulty was
experienced in fighting the fire. The
wind blew from the north, the heat was
excessive, the water supply was very
limited, and it was with the greatest diffl-
culty that the fire was prevented from
crossing this street. No. 7 Carleton en-
gine did good service on this strect, and
there were plenty willing and eager to
take hold and assist the firemen. There
were those who had belonged to the old
city volunteer fire companies, and the
sight of the engine, and the song of the
workers, fired them with their old zeal,
and in a minute their coats were off, and
they had seized the handles, while their
voices joined in the chorus.

At -this time the scene was terribly
grand, and the thousands who had cross-
.ed from the city looked on in wonder and
amazement. The neighboring houses
were invaded by persons eager to get &
good view of the fire. The flames leaped
high into the air, and appeared to be of
all colors. The smoke rolled up towards
the clouds in great banks, laden with
sparks that seemed like S50 many stars in
the sky. “ Where will it stop?” was the
question, and it seemed to some as if no
human power could stay its progress,
21d that it must be left to take its own
course.  God help us,” said others, and
stood calmly looking upon the destruc-
tion that was being wronght.

But there were, besides the curious, the
indifferent, and the providence-trusting
persons, others with clear heads to plan
and willing hands to assist in preventing
the spread of the flames.

The engines had all they could do in
Winslow street to save the property on
the other side, and in Union st. to save &
valuable block at the corner of Winslow
which had not caught and which was for-
tunately saved.

At the upper or west end of Guilford
street, on Market street, there were
several houses in great danger, but
feable streams of water could reach them
from one of the hand engines in Wins-
low street, and it was seen that some-
thing else must be done to save the pro-
perty. The services of the hook and
ladder company were called in, and, under
direction of Daniel Clark, Esq., they soon
pulled down a house owned by Mr. Robt.
Appleby (though the owner stronly ob-
jected), and checked the progress. of the
flames westward. The Rev. Mr. Dunphy
was at the scene of action and worked
with a will, and his practical suggestions
were acted upon with good results, and
his encouraging words to the laborers
had a visible eftect.

The flames were now, at 11 o'clock,
ander control, and the adjoining property
was out of the great danger it had been
in for over four hours. The immense
crowd of spectators sought their homes.
The boats returning to the city were
crowded, and the place was left to the
firemen and those most interested. Teams
were engaged carrying the furniture of
those burned out to places of safety dur.
ing the entire night.

The work of five hours may be briefly

summed up. In Guilford st. eight dwell-

ing houses were destroyed besides the
;foug(lr;; in Union st. one; in Winslow
five, a1d three between the two streets.
Sevenscen houses were thus destroyed.
The owners were as follows: In Guilford
street, Robert Appleby, J. G. Forbes,
Paul MeDevitt, James Price, Thomas Mc-
Crumb, Maurice Dineen, Michael Hilland ;
in Winslow street the owners were, John
Cusack, J. Colling, Maurice Diueen, T-
Donahue, M. Lenahen and Mrs. Leary.
"The one. house burned in Union st. be-
: longed to George Watson, and the build-
ings at the rear of the lots that were
burned were owned by some of the par-
ties who owned the front lots.

The greatest loss 18, of course, Allan
Brothers’. Foundry, which is estimated at
$60,000, on which there is very little in-
surance. This enterprising firm have the
| sympathy of all business men at the de-
struction of the fruits of many years’ in-
dnstry.

Their warchouse, containing a large
number of stores and their various pat-
terns were, fortunately, not destroyed.
Over scventy. five men will be thrown out
of employment by the stoppage of work
at this foundry, and many, dur.ng the
winter, will feel the effeet of the loss.

Not less than sixty families are said to
be left homeless by this fire and the
winter coming ‘on will be a sad and hard
one for them ; many have lost nearly all
; they owned. Their household furniture
has been destroyed, their coal and sup-
plies for winter are burned, and they are
left in the strects with very little to face
the terrors of winter with. There will
probably bea call for charitable persons
to aid the sufferers, and there is no doubt
it will be responded to.

There were many sad scenes during
the progress of the fire, as the property
of the various tenants was being carried
out. Some wept over their burning
houses, others gazed on the destruction
with stoical indifference. Many aged and
infirm were carried from the burning
buildings; .and their wailings fl-
led the air. Children huddled together,
not seeming to know what was the
meaning of this sudden commotion.

There was considerable drunkenness
and rowing during the first part of the-
night, but the police were able to prevent
any serious disturbance. Sergt. Watson
and two policemen were for some time
kept about as busy as they wished to be
quelling rows. As soon as one was over
another would commence, and they would
be called to look afterthe offenders. Any
from the east side who were inclined to
raise rows returned early in the evening,
and, after that, quietness prevailed. Five
rum stores were burned, and the free rum
obtained aided those who were anxious
to qunrrel. Most of the other liquor
stores were closed at the proper hour,
and the supply being cutoff, sobriety was
in some cases & necessity. .

An incident worth mentioning is the
appearance of a flock of wild geese in
the sky. Dauring the entire evening they
circled in the warm atmosphere above
the fire. Round and round they flew,
high in the air, but not going in the least_
out of their orbit.

The ferry boat must have reaped a rich
harvest, though once the crowd was 80
large that it was impossible to collect
the fare. The gates were, after that,
closed, and tolls taken before passengers
were allowed on the_floafs.
