| The indispensable Condition of
| Successful Farming.
|
Meany farmers will give their as-
sent to this axiom: “Good stock is
indispensable to successtul farming,”
but comparatively few act in their
practice as if they really believed it.
Ontario is a long way ahead of New
Brunswick in the attention that far-
mers pay to breeding from thorough-
bred males, and in the value they
place on improved stock. But, even
there, a great proportion of the far-
mers nezlect to take the indispensable
steps to make their farming success-
ful. The Ontario Agricultural Com-
mission illustrate this fact by the
statement, that, out of 409 town-
ships from which. information as to
in'proved stock was obtained, 53 had
no improved stock at all; in 193 the
improvement was very slight in-
deed; in 126 the improvement
had been considerable; and in
117 only had it been general. We
are inclined to think that were re-
liable information on this matter
obtained from 409 parishes in this
Province, it would be shown that in
more than half the number no atten-
tion whatever was given to it, and
the number of those where improve-
ment of stock was general would be
| very few indeed. It is aften nothing
| but penuriousness that deters many
a rarmer from taking steps to substi-
[tute for the wretched “scrub” a

Hon. Mr. Pope on the Cattle Trade.
The Minister of Agriculture, in

last session, under head of “ Cattle
Trade,” and speaking of exportation,
says, that there was a falling off in
the cattle trade from Canadian ports
during 1881, as compared with 1880,
both in cattle and sheep. The num-
ber exported through Canadian ports
in 1881, were, cattle 43,535, sheep
62,401—7955 cattle and 4465 sheep,
in addition, were shipped tln’oug[ljl
1. S. ports, where lower rates of
frieght peevailed. - Unfortunately
for the shippers a ring had beer
formed among themselves, and most
of the regular line ships had been
engaged as high as high as £6 per
head, whereas rates charged by out-
side ships were little more than half |
that sum, and from Britain as low |
as £2 10s. The Minister says:—

I cannot again, as in last year's Re-
po ', too thoroughly impress upon all
Ceredian feeders and shippers of cattle
the great importance of exporting none
but frst-class animals. Much has al-
ready been done to improve the breed
of cattle, but there still remains much
to be done in this direction, as it is
largely to the interest of our Canadian
shippers that their beef should be, from
its quality, the first in demand on the
European markets. This makes the
desivability of shipping none but bheef-
cattle of the best quality apparent to all.

1t is farther praper to point out that
the older and Mavitime Provinces have
special rdventages over the far West
fov Teecing and fettening cattle for ship-
ment to the United Kingdom. They

| Some have been known to refuse the |
i opportunity offered them of improv-
{ing their stock at a merely nominal |
{ charge, for the reason that such a
| result would lead to the increasc of
[ theirassessments. By th's very ab-
surd objection they acmitted that |
improvement and inrceased value

so much the richer, becausc they
might have to pay an extra dollar in
the first instance, and a fraction of a
cent on every dollar of increased
wealth afterwards.” Farmers in some
districts have been known to he
guilty of parsimony still more con- |
temptible. They might recognize the
value of pure blood, but refuse to ex-
pend a dollar to avail themselves af
it. though thoy are not above being |
so mean as to take advantage of it|
in a surreptitious manner. Itis told |
that a large breeder of Durbams, in |
a district in Ontario where little or
no improvement had taken place,
offered to sell serviceable young bulls |
at a very low price, or he would al-|
low his bulls to serve at the smallest |
possible figure. This alternate offer
the farmers would not accept, but
they did not scruple to pull down
his fence rails at night and allow his
young male stock to have access to
their yards.

But it is not penuriousness, parsi-
mony that keeps many farmers from
taking the necessary steps to improve
their stock. It is rather ignorance,
purc and simple, of the necessity
that exists for having, not merely
formn and style in the male animal,
but absolute purity of breed. It is
not always possible, says the the
Commissioners, for any one but an
expert to distinguish between a very
fine grade and a pure bred animal.
And, it is not easy to go thoroughly
and minutely into the physiological
reasons why to attain certainty of
results a pure bred animal is indis-
pensable ; not easy in a general re-
port—a short article. But this sub-
Ject is very ably stated and argued
out in the evidence given before the
Cominission, in connection with the
subject of horse breeding, by Dr. Me-
Monagle, which is published in one
of the appendices to their report.

It is sufficient to remark, they say,
that the pure bred male has, if in a
healthy and vigorous condition, a
prepotency, or ‘vnpress_i\'cg power to
stamp its ¢ ure and character-
istics on ,eny, to which no
other t! pure bred animal can
attain, . hat to in a far greater
degree than the female; that, if the
| female be chosen with an eye to se-
|curing the best animal producing
| medium—or machine, if it may be
so termed—even from eommon stock
 the result is almost certain to be an
offspring of the pure bred male’s
type, although—even if a male—
without the prepotency of its sire.
If, as often occurs, the female con-
tains any germs of life identical
with thic male’s breed, then the vital
powers of the latter will have a pre-
ferential affinity for these germs,
and a creature still more closely
allied to the mgle will be the result.
Hut for breeding, however handsome
in form and promising in general ap-
pearance, the male grade, for the im-
provement of the stock is all but
worthless. During the last thirty
years, it is said, many pure bred ani-
mals have been imported into On-
tario, the traces of whose progeny is
lost, but the effect of whose jimporta-

Walking Contests.

The Breeders' Gazette has the fol-
lowing on a subject of which we
have before this treated :—

The leading agriculturel societies of
the country could not do a better thing
‘0. the horse breeding interest of the
United States than to offer large prizes
for fast walking horses. Every experi-
eiced horseman knows that the walk is
he most valuable of all gaits for a busi-
ness horse, whether on the farm or on
the road ; and yet no other gait is sa
neglected. We have our mast ws in the
trainer’s art for trotting, pacing and
running ; we have our carefully kept
and oftea published records of perform-
ances at these geits ; but the most prac-
tical, the most veluable of all—the walk-
ing gait —is ignored. The agricultural
societies of our country cau, if they
choase, easily brig about a rovolution
in this respect, and we hope to see them
move in it. Let walking matches be
made a prominent feature at all the
leading fairs this season. Iet us have
the records of all creditable perform-
ances kept and published as carefully
as are the pacing, trotting and running
records. Let liberal prizes be given for
the fastest walking horse, mare or geld-
ing, the gait to he a square walk—not a
fox-trot—and a few years will serve to
bring about a wonderful improvement.

Who has not felt disgusted with the
horse that will trot along at a good rate
of speed, but when you conre to a piece

question, and the walk has to be resorted
to, will only creep along at a snail’s pace?
A good walking horse will carry one
along on the farm or an the road, cven
with g moderate load,’ at the rate of five
miles an hour. The average horse will
carry you at about one-half that rate of
speed. What a wonderful difference

Knowledge Makes Farming Prac-
ticable and Profitable,

The Husbandman
8aY8 :—

“There can be no doubt that a
great majority of farmers limit their
range of vision injuriously by steady
application of labor during what is
callod tho busy season, which is in
fact the greater portion of the year.
They work with insufficient know
ledge because they do not estimate at
its true value instruction derived from
observation beyond the narrow limits
of their own fields, The demands up-
on their powers are exhaustive, and
thore is woarisomo response until
thought flags, thenceforth solid labor
without the refreshing influence of
intelligence in direction. It is the
tendency to this course that makes
farm life seem dull. plodding, as in
too many cases it really is, Of course
tho tasks of the farm aro tasks to be
executed. I'arming is a business thut
yields no profit, without labor, but it
does not follow that profit bears steady
und direot relations to labor, accord-
ing to its oxtent. There must be
intolligence to direct effort or the
result will be very uncertain. Broad-
er information, wider scope of know-
ledge, extended acquaintance with
methods and capabilities are the
fitting for succossful effort. In this
view it is quito necessary that overy
farmer should knaw what his neigh-
bors do, how they manago their fields
what new and instructive lessons are
recorded in their practices. And no
furmer can expect to develop all this
by irial restricted to his own pewers,
{nor is there need that he should at- |
[tempt the task by o method so hope-
fless. He can avail of whatever
| wisdom ks neighbors have if ho will
observe. Let kim go among them
secking aid. Thore is nono so poor
in intolligence that he may not in.
|struct the wisest, far the farmer of
the smallest attainments is suro to
bave in tho wide range of his labor,
some suggestion of gain worthy of
use by his most intelligent neighbor.
There is profit, therefore, in extended
observation. Abundant opportunities
of tiwe are availublo to the farmer
who would muake dilligent quest for
knowledige, and the flelds of his
neighbors are always open for the
gloaning. We learn by soeing, and
in some branches of knowledge the
most rapid progress oan be made only
in this way. 'This is true of farming,
within certain limits. Then let farm-
ors who seek progress make special
efforts to spy ovt the useful lessons
spread (o their viow in all the fields of
their neighbors.

It Does Pay.

The Indiana Furmer discusses the
farmer, who says, “it don’t pay to
take an agricultural paper. We
need not say that it does pay :—

“I have a neighhor that takos no
papers at all and will not sabscribe
for any, and so thinking that an
account of his home and the manner
in which he takes care of his stock
and farming implements might benefit
nome of your readers, I send you the
following description: * He lives in
an old, tumble down house, with a
barn to match, without any floor or
stalls in the stables, The horses run
looso in them. His colts, of which he
always has from five to fifteen, stay
out doors, winter and summer. His
cattle do not know what shelter is.
They are shut in a pen back of the
barn, up to their knees in mud and
manure, without as much as a foot of
dry ground to eat their food or lie
Gown on, The barnyard is past my
power to describe; it needs to be seon
to be appreciated, I will tell youn a
few of the objects that you would
notice in passing. The yard is large,
extending from the house to the barn,
and the tumble down fence along the
pike forms one side of it,  One of the
first things you notioce is a reaper and
mower, with the tongue on the fence.
Noxt t'are are two walking culti-
vators, drawn up to keep tho stock
off. A now whoat drill guards one
fence corner, while the roller another;
the hay rake and corn planter are
crowded into another one. Ta say
nothing of the numeroua plows, har-
rows and othor smaller implements of
the farm, togother with a sloigh, the
romains of some half dozen wagons,
besides those that are used, are soat.
tored about the yard which is also
used as a pig pen, from 50 to 100 be-
ing kept in it a gond part of the time.
I would advise any one going there
to be sure and wear good rubber boots.
Hogs are the main dependence on this
arm. My neighbor always keeps a
good supply, of all ages, shapes, sises,
and colors on hand, Thore is no
excuse for this man's living so, not
even that of poverty, as he is well to
do, owning over 300 acres of good
land, in Wayne county, Indiana, Ie
has raised a large family of children,
not half of whom can write their own
names or even read. What was the
use of his taking a paper?

The children are all married and
scattered over the country, raising
families after familios, after the
manner in which they were raised,
that is without the chance of ever
seeing a paper. Papers are too ex-
pensive for such people to take.”

The Prairie Farmer says, that:—
In most pastures undesirablo vegeta-
tion is liable to spring up and occupy
considerable of the ground. If it is
eaten by milch cows it generally im-
parts a foul flavor to the milk they
give. In tho majority of cuses, how-
ever, it is not eaten by any kind of
stock except sheep are kept on the
land and feed is very short. It takes
nutriment from the soil and makes a
very poor return for it. It matures
seed and scatters it in all directions.
Most pastures should be mown after
tho grass in the fields is secured, in
order to check the growth of undesir-
nble plants that do not mature seed.
It is als well to cut all tall and rank
grasses. The stalks are not eaten by
stock, and the seod they produce is of
little value. By cutting the stalks
the foliage near the ground will be-
come thicker and farnish feod for
stock, A pasture whioh is mown in
July or August will furnish more and
better food during September and Oc-
tober than one that receives no atten-
tion. Aftor u pasture is mown it is
best to adopt means to improve its
condition in other respects. Itisa
good time to give the least productive
portions of it a top dressing of fine
barnyard manure, salt or ashes. If
there are clumps of bushes they
should be removed. Largo weeds like
burdock, mullen, "and the double
thistlo can bo eradicated by cutting
off the roots several inches below the

| Ifthe milk room eannot be kept as

To subject milk to the changes of
our climate while the cream is rising
or tho butter, after it is made, is to
spoil its peculiar qualities which con-
stituto 1t a delicious luxury that will
coramand a high price, and to reduce
it to the lovel of common or inferior
goods, which, instead of being sought
after. must crowd its way to the
hands of the cconsumer. It will pay
every rarmer who keeps half a dozen
cows to build a milk-room that will
be proof against tho changes of the
weather, one from which he can shut
out the heat, and that he can warm
up with a firg when too cold.”

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Uses of Late Chickens,

There is a prejudice in the minds
of mlu¥ persons against chickens
reared late; and, even though por-
haps they have been hitherto unsua-
cessful in rearing, owing to the
scarcity of broody hens and the cold-
ness of the early part of the socnson,
they hesitate to set additional, think.
ing that the result will be unsatisfac-
tory.

A well known authority on poultry
rearing and breeding, believes this to
be & delusion, and strongly recom.
monds all poultry keopers who have
not abundance of chickens to sot as
many bens as they may think neces-
sary. IfI wanted any further argu-
ment than the result of my own ox-
perionce, I would say, tako a lesson
from nature. If you set your hens
at once, the chickens will be out with
the bulk of the young pheasants that
are hatched in the coverts, and if,
instead of cooping the hens, they aro
nllowed to ramble at their own frco
will, a full amount of success may bo
depended on, provided the chickens
are well and properly fed several
times a day. T hardly know what it
is 1o lose a chicken except by accident.
I bave not a coop nn my premises,
and the hens are nol shut up at all—-
they go under what shelter thoy
chooso to select, and are out about
scratching for their progony as early
as they feel inolined.

It is true the young birds will not
realizo high prices as eurly chickens.
They will not Iny next November or
December; but if allowed to live they
will attain the full size of the breed,
be most valuable as a supply for the
table during the winter and early
spring months, and come on us good
layers when tho very carly hatched
pullets have become broody.

Reared in tho natural manner I
recommend, chickens are literally no
trouble, they become much stronger,
hardier, and more vigorous than
thuse under coops, that get no worms,
insects, or the thousand little delicac.
ios that theold hen is always finding.~-
Larmer's Advocate.

How Long to Keep Sheep.

There are fow animals on the farm
which, when in their prime, puy as
well as do sheep, and there are vory
few, if any others, upon whom old age
has such a damaging effect. Assheep
are much shorter lived than any
other of our domestic animals, it is
not strangs many farmers attempt to
kéxy them too long. At ten years of
age & horse is in his prime, and the
cow is then as good as ever, with the

rospect of remaining so several years
onger, but a sheep is very old when
it roaches the age of ten, tho natural
limit of the term of its life. After
reaching this age, sheep, are very
likely to be injured by the slight ex-
posures which would do young animals
no harm. They are more liable to bo
attacked by disease, and if they live,
they will be likely to produce less
wool and smaller lambs than they
bave done previously. We do not
think it pays, except - perbaps, in
special instances, to koep sheep after
they are six or sevon years old.

The oares of summer management
aro aggravated by the presence of
the well known list of insect pests.
Flies swarm, ready to transform the
slightest wound, from any cause, into
a nest of maggots, bringing in their
train living torment and cortain death,
A regular and frequent inspection of
the flock, during the grazing season,
with an eye especially to tho presence
of maggots, is part of the routine of
overy careful nnd experienced shep-
herd. When one is discovered, the
infested animal should be at once
caught and cared for. Usually a
thorough cleansing of tho affocted
part, and some application for !¢
stroying the maggots, and repelling
further visits of the parent fly, wili
be sufficient.

The Farmers’ Aavocate nays :-There
is no month of the twelve il de-
mands more increasing labor aud un-
remitting care from tho farmer than
July.

Fruit
and shade trecs, grasses and clover,
roots and vegetables, must be guarded
from the attacks of bugs and beotles,
weovils and worms. The early part
of tho season was cooler and moister
than is usual here, and the nutural re-
sult has been a mitigation of the
plagues of noxious insects till lately.

The inaction, after the British guns de-
molished thd forts of Alexandria and Admiral
Seymour with hie sailors and marines took
charge of the burning city, has greatly in-
couraged Arabi Pasha. By all accounts the
dreadful destruction wrought by the shells
overcame his personal courage. But he was
not so frightened as to lose possession of his
wits, He fairly drew the wool over the Ad-
miral’s eyes by his false fiag of truce, and
under its cover got safely away with a rem-
nant of the army in Alexandria. If he
could have been followed up immediately
und forced to fight, his insurrection’ might
now have been a thing of the past. But,
delay has given time for his courage or pre-
sumption to revive, to increase his force and
to intrench himself. Delay i3 a policy that
works into his hands ; it gives him opportun-
ity to work upon ali the fanatical element in
the country, and to bring over to his standard
all the wavering adhierents of the Khedive,
against whom he and his party—among the
military, ulemas and notables—are now in
opan rebellion ; and it allows time for the
“False Prophet,” El Medhi, to make his
march with his black Mussulman hordes from
the Soudan, and to shorten the long distance
which yet intervenes between him and Cairo
or Damanhour. It will be nearly a month
before the false prophet will make his ap-
pearance in Lower Egypt, if nothing happens
in the interval to stop his march, and always
supposing that all this is said of the numbers,
enthusiasm and purpose of his followers is
true. It seems evident that Arabi counts
religious fanaticism to be his strongest ally
in the contest upon which he has entered.

It is a fact that at the present time there
is a great stirring among the Mahommedan
peoples from Morroco to Mecca, from Mecca
to India; and the story of Arabi's move-
ments and the action of the British fleet at
Alexandria is told with Oriental exaggera-
tion in all the bazaars, and greatly to the
glorification of Arabi, who is looked upon
by myriads as a prophet raised up to exter-
minate the Christian infidels. The Sultan is
Caliph of the Faithful, but the Mahommedan
peoples are divided into sects, and in North
Africa and Egypt, the Sunnite sectarians
who carry their zeal for their religion to the
very strictest belief and practice do not ac-
knowledge the Sultan as their epiritual
head. This fact, no doubt, encourages Arabi
and deters the Sultan from taking any offen-
sive measures againt him. Were he to send
troops to put down Arabi, he would raise up
against him the wrath of myriads of sectaries
in Egypt, North Africs, Arabia, and Syria,
and there is no saying what would be the
consequence to the Turkish Empire. It is
likely that the Sultan will refuse to intervene
in Egypt. Even were he in deference to the
request of the Conference to send troops,
they might go ostensibly as mandatories to
put down rebellion, but in reality as allies of
Arabi. Here is what a Turk extremely well
nformed as to Stamboul Palace politics told
a London Twmes correspondent, “ Let me
beg you to give this warning in the most
emphatic manner you can employ. Stake
your reputation upon 1ts truth, and if it be
attempted to disprove it, give my name, and
I will give you proof and under an authoriry
which the Sultan will not deny. Every
Turkish soldier that lands in Egypt—be the
guarantee of Turkey what it may—will be
within & month the ally of the Egyptian
wilitary party, and will be opposed to Euro-
pean interference in Igypt in & far more effi-
cacious fashion than Arabi or the whole party
now in Egypt are. The day that such troops
are sighted, I leave behind me Egypt, Turkey
and the East, convinced that it can only re-
sult in & European war, which will terminate
the existence of Turkey.” The Sultan, in
truth, is in a awkward position; act or not
act, his power is threatened. Upon the
whole, it will be better for himself, and
England, and perchance of all Europe, if he
refuse to intervene in Egypt,

It seems to be thought by some that as the
peculiar interest of England in Egypt is the
Suez Cannl and the short route to Indis,
that her main object, in concert with France,
should be to protect the Canal,and she
might do that without making war on Arabi.
But, while Egypt is in the hands of an out-
law chief and ineurgent soldiery, and is in a
blaze with fanaticism and hatred  against
England and all European control, it would
be extremely difficult to maintain a passive
def of the Canal. This great work is at

Our friends in the
sister Province take a much more active in-
terest in local politics than we in New Bruns-
wick, which is due perhaps to the fact that
party lines there are defined largely by Domi-
nion issues, The changes that have taken
place since 1867 in the complexion and per-
sonnel of parties and tbeir present position

troversie.

The anti-confederate Government which
assumed the reins of power in 1867, had &
long lease, having ruled the Province from
that date until the general eleotion of 1878,
when they were swept out of existence.
Their tenure of office was charged by their
opponents as abounding in financial mis-
management and personal malfeasance, and
prominent among the powerful agencies that
aroused against them the feeling that crushed
them in 1878, were Mr. D. B. Woodworth,
now M. P, for King's and the Halifax Herald,
Oharge after charge was preferred against
the Annand Administration by Mr. Wood-
worth, and as often proved, until the Gov-
ernment found it necessary by a most fla-
grant abuse of parliamentary privilege to ex-
pel him from the Assembly, and to declare
his seat vacant. In all his efforts Mr. Wood-

|
|

which shortly sprang to an influential posi-
tion as an enterprising and successful daily.
The dissolution in 1878, however, still found
the Government backed by a large majority,
but no Governmeni was more disastrously
whipped than were they in the elections that
followed. Tvery member of the Adminis-
tration, with tha exception of Mr. Gayton,
who is to be the new premier was beaten at
the polls, and they succeeded in electing only
four others of their party out of a House of
thirty-eight. The Government at once re-
signed and Mr. S. H. Holmes, Pictou, of the
old opposition was called to His Honor's
Council, Mr. Woodworth having in the
meantime been defeated in his candidacy for
the Dominion Parliament. Mr. Holmes was
able to form a strong administration with
himself as Provincial Secretary and Mr. J. S,
D. Thompson, an able Halifax Barrister, and
representing Antigonish, as Attorney Gen-
eral. The new Government started out with
the inauguration of a financial reform and
succeeded in reestablishing the Provincial
credit. They originated and carried through
the Legislature such useful measures as the
Road and Bridge Bill, the County Corpora-
tion Act, and the Bill handing over the Rail-
ways to a powerful syndicate, a measure that
met the opposition of only three members in
the whole Assembly. DBut there is no ac-
counting for political upheavings, and the
Government, that had the backing of almost
every constituency from 1878 to 1882, and
which had managed the affairs of the Pro-
vince with prudence and skill, were hope-
lessly defeated, when they appealed to the
people on the 20th June last.

Perhaps one cause, more than any other, that
led to this great change of sentimant towards
the Government, was the withdrawal of the
Premier, Hon, Mr. Holmes, just previous to
the elections, he having accepted the position
of Prothonatary, or as we call it in New
Brunswick, the office of Clerk of the Pleas.
Then Hon. J. F. Stairs, of Halifax, and Hon.
J. 8. McDonald, King’s, retired from the
Government and from public life. Ilon. II.
F. McDougall, Cape Breton, and Hon. Mr.
Whits, Shelburne, withdrew, and ran for
the Commons, both being defeated. Hon,
Mr. Bell, Pictou, succeed Mr. Holmes as
Provincial Secretary, and the Government
went to the country with the other vacancies
unfilled. In the elections Fon. Mr. Troop,
a member of the Executive, was defeated.
Hon. Mr, Townsend, another member, has re-
turned by some five votes, while his colleague
in Cumberland, Mr. Vickery, was beaten by a
strong Oppoesition man, Mr. W, T, Pipes, who
will likely be Attorney-General in the new
Government. After the elections the Govern-
ment was only a remnant, composed of Hon,
Mr. Thompson, Premier and Attorney-Gen-
eral, Hon. Mr. Bell, Provincial Sectetary,
Hon. Mr. Creelman, M. L. C., Commissioner

of Mines and Works, and Hon. Nr. Town-
send, without portfolio, leaving five vacan-
cies, We believe an efforc at recoustruction
was attempted, but whatever promise of suc-
cess there might have been in that plan it
was defeated by the rroposed retirement of
the Attorney-General, who is to fill the va-
cancy in the Sapreme Court Bench, caused
by the resignation of Mr. Justice Ritchie.

While the result of the elections ma-
terially weakoned, the Goverament, not
only in numbers, but in men of ability, the
Opposition came out of the contest most suc-
cessfully, carrying nearly every one of their
strong candidates, including Mr. Longley, a
young lawyer of much ability, and editor of
the Halifax Recorder, representing Anna-
polis, Mr. Weeks, Halifax, once Attorney-
General, strong in ability, but weak socially,
representing Gusboro, Mr. MacCov, another
Halifax lawyer, representing Shelburne, Mr.

White, Cape Breton, Mr. Gayton, Yarmouth,
and Mr. Fielding, Halifax, the clever young
editor of the Chronicle. There may be some
difficulty in forming a Government from
this party, as it is known there are several as-
pirants for the same portfolios, The new
Government will count on a majority of
eight.

Banking Facilities.

Fredericton has, within the last two weeks
or s0, been given increased bank facilities.
It is a good sign, surely, that the banks—in
this instance the * Maritime” and “ Nova
Scotia ""—have thought it worth their while
to do business here. It may be presumed
that the Management of these Banks did not,
without previous inquiry as to whether their
was any field fur them, determino to establish
themselves; that they have not done it out
of a mere feeling of rivalry, or a wish to
make it appear that their business is extend-
ing. The spirit of the times goes with
pushing bueiness* Banks are looked upon as
rather conservative institutions,—and some
banks are conservative,—keep to their system
of caution, unmoved by the go-ahead spirit
of the times. And, probably, they some-
times lose by it. In the case of the ‘ Mari-
time "’ and “ Nova Scotia” Banks, we con-
[etade that it is a desire to push business and
the conviction that there is room to do it
here, which has encouragad them to establish
their branches. It is & good sign, ns we
eaid ; it shows that the city and county, as
we understand it, are fairly praspering, or
that, at lenst, the times are not nearly so
hard, as the common talk was two or three
years ago. As one effect of the better times,
the farmers in the county are finding them-
selves more comfortable, and easier in cir-
cumstances, and able to make purchases of
new wagons and harness, and agricultural
machines and tools ; to furnish rooms in their
houses which before, perhaps, stood empty,
while their wives and daughters patronise
more extensiyely the dry goods’ establish-
ments. The merchants are able to clear
their shelves more readily and feel encour-
aged to import and buy more largely, and
will be able to do so when accommodation is
easier, which it must be when banking facili-
ties are greater. It may be that a wave of
“expansion ” is coming,and that there is a
danger of business being overdone. But we
are strongly inclinea to think that banking
will not be carried on here to anything
like a reckless or disastrous extent,

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War Preparations.

The preparations for war in Iingland are
on a large scale, which show that the Gov-
ernment, once entered on the contest, are de-
termined to carry it through with vigor.

The army for
Egypt will number 20,000 men of alt arms.

Redvers H. Buller, V. C. C,, B. U. M. G,
who distinguiched himself greatly in the
South African campaigne. H. R. H., Duke

The Duke of Edinburgh, now in command
of the reserve squadrom at Gibraltar, may be
gent to the East.

Speaking of the war preparations, a London
dispatch states, that a light seige train Kas
already been despatched from Malta, and an-
other is in readiness at home to be followed,
if required, by a heavy seige train, with the
force required to work them, namely, eight
batteries for each, The same dispatch states
also, that :—

The war ships now at Gibraltar, Malta,
and Oyprus will be utilized to carry the
infantry and engineer companies now at these
stations to their various destinations in
Egypt. The troops_en roufe from Cyprus
and those still to lea¥e that island are four
companies of the 1st Battalion Royal Sussex
Regiment (late 36th Foot) with a detach-
ment of the Royal Engineers. These will
be brigaded with the Naval Brigade at Port
Said, and will look after the gatlings and the
tield artiliery. From Malta the regiments
ordered are the 1st Battalion Lothian Regi-

Your correspondent thinks the two gentle-
men named ave well paid, and represents the
salary of Principal Crocket as amounting to
$1500 I to know that he does not
receive Examiner of City Schools,
that he retains that oifice onlv from necessity,
and that for his services as Examiner at the
University he has not recsived as much as
$5 a year.

Any person at all conversant with the

each of these positions a salary equal to that
enjoyed by the gentlemef® holding positions
of like importance elsewhere. There is an
obvious reason which influences the authori-
ties controlling this matter in other Pro-
vinces, and that reason is applicable in New
Brunswick as well.

As the salaties of Teachers must, n the
rature of things, bear a proportion to those
received by the heads of the profession, in
all other callings, it does seem unreasonable
that these laborious officers should be de-
prived of a fair remuneration for their
services, and an obstacle thus placed in the
way of that increase in the salaries of
teachers generally which is absolutely neces-
sary in order to retain out best Teachers long
in the profession in this Province.

She was married to Dr. Brooke previous to
coming to this country, and it was not long |
after she settled in this city with her hus-
band as the wife of the Pastor of St. Paul's,
that she became interested in every good
work connected with the church, congregation
and community. To the poor she devoted |
herself with untiring zeal and christian per-
serverance, visiting them and ministering to
their wants, often imperilling her health in
the good work. She made “the Manse™a
house in more than name, aud was especially
kind and attentive to the young folk, who
remember her pure, blameless and worthy
life with feelings akin to love and veneration. |
Over twenty years ago she lost her sight, |
having contracted rhenmatism at the outset
through exposure, and blindness gradually
came u her. She received careful madi-
cal treatment from Dr. Drysdale, then a sur~
geon in garrison here, and afterwards from
the late Dr. Robb, of the University, but to
no purpose. She remained blind to the end
of her life, which, during the latter vears,
was made a toil to her through inteuse bodily
suffering, which sha bhore, however, with
singular meekness.

After the death of her husband in January
Iast, she aj d to sink rapidly, and her
death on Thursday last was no surprise to
her friends. Hundreds of our citizens will
remember Mrs. Brooke and her wany deeds
of charity and kindness so long as their lives
continue. Many who had personally known
such dseds dropped sad tears into her open
ve,
