SMALL-POX IN CHICAGO.- Dr. 
Rauch, the chief sanitary authority in 
Chicago, reports that the number of 
deaths for the last week from this dis- 
ease was nineteen—the same as in the 
preceding week. That the number was 
so large hé imputes to an increase of 
cold, which has also raised the general 
death rate. The number of infected 
houses is, however, less in the last week 
than in any week since the 16th Decem- 
ber, and the Doctor has bo doubt of a 
steady decline io the disease as the 
weather becomes milder, and the popu- 
lation of the city is more generally pro- 
teeted by vaccination. A table of deaths 
from this disease for a number of years 
shows great variations. From 1863 to 
1872 inclusive, the numbers were 115, 
253, 57,9,123, 146, 17, 14,74. Di- 
|viding this period into three, and com- 
! paring the deaths with the population, 
it will be seen that the deaths in the 
first period were one in 1,703; for the 

second one in 2,437 ; and for the third 
one in 8,600. The latter period em-

The arbitration will cer- % 
tainly fail. That we think is certain; 
and it is to be regretted not only in 
reference to the settlement of the par- 
ticular dispute between England and the A• 
United States, bet also with reference to • 1
the realisation of that dream of good 
mon, the general adoption of some 
method by which the ultima ratio regim, 
and which has been so frightful a curse 
of our race might be superseded by more 
rational modes of closing international 
controversies. We fear that what has 
taken place in the attempt to carry, ont 
the Treaty of Washington, must be 
looked upon as a proof that arbitration 
between nations cannot take place as easily 
—not to say as hopefully—as was once 
supposed. If a negotiation ending in a 
treaty for the arbitration of differences 
be merely the starting point for a new, 
set of differences, we evidently accumu-. 
late trouble rather than lessen it by 
referring a controversy to an indepen­
dent tribunal. It may be thought that 
this inconvenience might have been 
obviated, if foreseen, by a more definite 
form of submission —broader or nai rower;
as the parties might have mutually 
determined. The treaty might have 
straitly limited the questions on which 
the Geneva tribunal was to decide ; or 
it might have conferred on that body। 
the functions ad hoc which are exercised 
by the judges in the disputes between 
subjects of the same State —the arbitra 
tors of all claims which one party might 
prefer against the other. But the 
moment that you come to limitations 
you come also to questions of the eon 
struction of the words in which these 
limitations are set forth; and as to a 
general power to examine all questions 
between the parties, it is evident that 
neither the United States nor England 
were, or are, prepared for a submission 
of such wide extent. : The Americans 
would not consent to let our Fenian 
claims be arbitrated on ; Great Britain 
undoubtedly Would have refused to con­
sent to any arbitration on the indirect 
demand of the United States. We 
think, therefore, that what has happened * 
will have the effect of preventing the 
success of the only plan heretofore 
thought practicable as a method of 
escaping from war. At the same time X 
we do not look upon war between the 
two ecintries as the necessary conse­
quence of the failure of the arbitration.
It is agreeable to remark that in no 
controversy which has ever occurred 
between the two English speaking 
nations of the world—perhaps we may 
say between any two nations, when the 
popular feelings of the people has been 
appealed to—has there been so much 
moderation of language. On both sides 
of the Atlantic the sentiment of regret 
predominates over any disposition . to 
cast blame on the other Government. 
On both sides there is a disposition to 
admit that the case of the other may at 
least not be wholly without reason that 
the misunderstanding is a misfortune, 
but that it is a misfortune rather than a- 
fault, because an honest misunder- 
standing. Such a temper as this on the 
part of two great peoples, and with res­
pect to a dispute which, with other 
management might easily be blown up 
into a very dangerous flame, is perhaps a 
better guarantee for future good will 
than any merely mechanical arrangement 
—if we may use such a term—of treaties 
and conventions. When the will is 
present the instrument for giving it 
effect is never far off, but instruments of 
agreement when the will is absent are 
but weak guarantees of concord. We 
believe that the question with which we 
began, therefore, may be. replied to 
practically, and so far as the immediate 
future is concerned, by the statement 
that in all probability the two Govern- 
ments will act upon the main principle 
which underlies the law of contracts, 
that when there is any difficulty about 
the interpretation of words, the parties 
will be held only by what they intended. 
If the words admit of no dispute the 
court of course decides that each meant 
what he said; but in case of verbal 
ambiguity the intention of the parties is 
sought in other ways. Between nations 
there is no court; but the rule is the 
same as between individuals, because it 
is based on common sense. Now, we 
have seen no English criticism, except 
perhaps that of Mr. Gladstone, which 
does not admit that without that protocol 
in which our negotiators gave up to the 
Fenian claims, because they were largely: 
“indirect and inferential,” the protocols 
may seem to sustain the American view 
of their right, not to receive indirect 
damages, but to have them adjudicated 
on ; and teat the treaty might, but for 
the 9th and 10th clauses, be read in the 
same way. On the other hand, we have 
seen no American criticism which, pre- 
tends to reconcile the clauses of the 
protocols and of the treaty to which wo 
have referred with the absolute meaning 
which but for them, some other words 
might seem to carry. The two parties 
will therefore be forced to admit that 
they may not have intended the same 
thing, though at the time of making the _ 
agreement /they supposed that they, 
understood each other, and that on that 
ground the agreement must be looked on 
as something which never existed, since 
there can be no agreement, except by a 
concurrence of wills. We have ex­
pressed the conviction that this does 
not necessarily imply an access of ill 
feeling between the two countries. Yet —-—
it must be evident that it makes their 
relations much more delicate than they 
would otherwise have been and creates 
opportunities for the cultivation of 
rancour, which were believed to be at an 
end. tn the case of Canada especially, 
we fear that we shall have the Fishery 
question once more open; and those 
persons who have been condemning the 
mode in which it was disposed of may 
learn how exceedingly embarrassing was 
the situation which they desired to per- 
petuate, and which will have been per- 
petuated in 8 manner, which a few weeks 
ago was unlocked for.—Montreal Herald.

I for one was not a little surprised, on 
reading the address, at the views expressed. 
Rightly or wrongly, Mr. Rosamond has al­
ways been regarded as holding distinctly 
pronounced Conservative views. I have on 
several occasions been conversing with 
those who professed to be intimately ac- 
quainted with his political views, and they 
have invariably represented him as holding 
views very different from throe to which he 
gives expression in his address. And the 
representations of such persons have been 
in perfect keeping with public opinion as 
to the political tendencies of the Rosamond 
family in the past. They have always been 
set down as Conservatives. And during 
the election contest in 1864, Mr. Rosamond 
ran on the Conservative ticket. I observed 
indeed, in common with others, that a 
change hid some time ago taken place in 
the political views expressed in the Almonte 
paper. That paper is generally regarded as 
being under his influence, as owing its in- 
spiration to him. That was recently denied 
in its columns ; still the impression that he 
runs the political part of it is unchanged. 
The universal opinion in this part of the 
Riding is that he has "cooked" his address 
ss well as possible to suit the tastes of the 
•lectors ; that the sole question which he 
set himself to solve, in sitting down to write 
t, was this : "What bill of fare can I get up 
which shall best suit the tastes of the larger 
number of the electors of the North Riding 
of Lanark ?" Thinking over his political 
history, and reading his present address in 
the light of it, it seems to be the result of a 
soliloquy—conducted in this wise : “I shall 
cast contempt upon the words Conservative 
is well as Reformer. I shall take as my 
motto ‘Men as well as Measures.’ I shall 
enunciate as the question of the bonr, the 
importance of which no one will dispute, 
the honest and faithful administration of 

the affairs of the country, and a wise and 
economical management of its finances.” I 
shall pitch strongly into the Macdonald. 
Cartier Government, for this is a Reform con- 
stituency and there is no hope ef my becom­
ing an M. P. if I profess to remain attached 
to Conservative principles. Pursuing this 
course I cannot fail of success."

Now, as a Reformer, I hate that way of 
dealing with great " Reform measures and 
and principles. I very much dislike to gee 
the profession of attachment to the Reform 
cause made a mere stepping stone to power 
and position, and I will be very much sur- 
prised if it will appear any more palatable 
to others than to myself. And what war- 
rant have the Reformers of North Lanark 
for believing that Mr. Rosamond, if elected, 
would not go back to his old ways of think­
ing on political subjects.

His new coat, 
may, if he finds it does not suit him, be 
very conveniently laid aside. Sudden poli-

motion of the legis-
lature in accordance with the amendment 
to the Railway Act, all doubt as to the 
prospect of the railway is set at rest. It 
only remains far the Directors to place 
the road under satisfactory contract oe 
or before the 1st of December next for 
the Company to be entitled to the hand- 
some bonus which has been set apart 
out of the Railway Fend for the pro 
motion of this great internal improve- 
ment.

The act sets apart the bonus money 
according to the following arrangement: 
—For the first twenty miles north of 
Kingston $2,000 per mile ; and between 
this point and a point twenty-three miles 
southerly from Pembroke $3,250 per 
mile, and for the remaining distance up 
to a point sixteen miles from Pembroke 
the sum of $2,650 per mile. This 
graduation of bonus is in accordance with 
the terms of the Railway Act, the prin- 
ciple of which is to confer increased 
amounts on that part of the line which 
passes through the unsettled portion of 
the public domain. The computation of 
the amount depends upon the length o| 
the line as realised in actual construction 
As projected the Kingston and Pen 
broke railway has been set down, firs 
at 150 miles, and later at 140 mile 
The Directors hope from their late 
surveys to make the line not longer the 
140 miles. This would enable them t 
draw from the publie funds the han 
some bonus of $364,800 which falls on 
t trifle short of the $400,000 at fa t 
spoken of as the amount of aid requir 1 
from the government.—News.

The immense raft which has so long 
obstructed the Red River appears o 
move np stream instead of down, f e 
motion being at the rate of about t o 
miles in a year. The explanation of 
this retrograde movement is that re 
logs of the lower end of the raft re 
continually broken away and carried of 
by the flood and freshets, while be 
other end is constantly receiving a li- 
tions. Thus the raft, always fall ng 
away at one end and growing at he 
other, gradually moves up the river, nd 
it is calculated that it has moved e ce 
its forming about four hundred m es. 
Ie 1833, when the raft was 124 • Ies 
long, the work of removing it was < m- 
menced by the Government, but : ter 
working at it for twenty-two years the 
attempt was abandoned as impraetic le, 
and was confined to opening some of the 
lateral channels so as to facilitate r vi- 
gation.

To the Editor of the C. P. Herald,
DEAR SIR. We have bad two more 

missionary meetings here since my last 
communication to the Herald. The 
one in connection with the Baptist de­
nomination on the 18th ult., which I 
believe was up to the average of such 
meetings; the other, on the 12th inst, 
under the auspices of the Episcopalians, 
which, in one respect at least, went be­
yond the average, namely, in a somewhat 
fuller statistical account of their mission 
ary efforts and wants of the church in 
their own diocese. The church was well 
filled, and the varions clergymen who 
addressed the audience seemed to be alive 
to the responsibility, which they as a 
church lay under, to bear their part in 
missionary enterprises.

Last evening the Baptists held their 
anunal soiree. There were refreshments 
to satisfy all, in both quality and quantity.

The meeting was opened by praise and 
prayer. The speakers on the platform 
were Rev. Mr, Atkinson, of Almonte; 
Rev. Mr. McGregor, of Smith’s Falls; 
Rev. Mr. McKenzie, of Almonte; Rev. 
Mr. Cameron of Ottawa and John Scott, 
Esq., of Almonte.

The Rev. Mr. Manning, pastor of the 
church, occupied the chair.

After refreshments had been partaken 
f, Mr. John Scott was first called upon 
to address the audience.

He opened by stating that there 
never had been a time in the world’s 
history when the various nations of the 
globe had evinced such marked indica­
tions of disinclination to remain in 
isolated states. He cited the cases of 
China and Japan, wishing to. enter into 
reciprocal relations with the great 
civilized nations.

Had no doubt 
that united fervent prayer would be duly 
answered—instanced the case of the 
Prince of Wales, as being an evident 
exemplification of prayer answered, in

1. TEXT BOOKS.
That the Text Books authorised by 

the Council of Public Instruction have, 
(with two individual exceptions), been 
only changed once in twenty-five years 
and that in one of three cases the change 
was’ rather an adaptation of the Text 
Book in use, than the introduction of a 
new one.

2. NEW REGULATIONS.
That the new Regelations have not 

been obligatory, bet recommendatory at 
present, until examination and experience 
had demonstrated their usefulness and 
adaptation to the schools;—that no In­
spector has witheld a single penny from 
the schools (so far as I have heard) for 
non compliance with these Regulations, 
although two semi annual payments have 
been made by them since the new Regula­
tions were issued. •

3. APPEALS TO THE EXECUTIVE.
That against every decision given, (or 

when parties were not satisfied with my 
explanation or opinion on their case), 
the right of appeal has been enjoyed by 
them ever since I have bad charge of the 
Education Department; and further, 
that in the only two cases where such an 
appeal to the Executive was made, my 
ruling was sustained.

4. WANT OF TEACHERS.
That not a single school (so far as I 

know) has been closed in consequence 
of any teacher failing to pass the required 
examination under the new programme; 
—that with the consent of the County 
Boards and the concurrence of the 
County Inspector, I have authorized 
him (after the July and late December 
examinations) to grant special certificates 
to every teacher who failed to pass these 
examinations.

5. NEW STUDIES
That any new subjects of study intro- 

duced have been those only authorised 
by the School Law, and that they have 
been so arranged in the programme that 
they cannot possibly interfere with the 
study, for the first three years, of the 
essential subjects of reading, writing, 
arithmetic and grammar.

THE GAME ACT OF 1872.

The Game Act introduced by Mr. 
Prince of Essex, which is now law, re­
peals all other Acte for the protection of 
game in the Province of Ontario. The 
legal seasons for hunting and killing 
the various animats and birds are as 
follows:—

Deer, moose, elk, reindeer, or cariboo, 
between the 1st day of September and 
the first day of December.

Wild turkeys, grouse, pheasants, or 
partridges, between the first day of 
September and the 1st day of January.

Woodcock, between the 1st day of 
July and the 1st day of January.

Snipe, between the 15th day of 
August and the 1st day of May.

Mallard, grey duck, black duck, wood 
or summer duck, and all kinds of tea), 
between the 15th day of August and the 
let day of January.

Hares or rabbits, between the 1st day 
of September and the 1st day of March.

Except in the counties of Essex, 
Lambton, and Middlesex, no quail shall 
be taken or kilted for two years from the 
passing of the Act.

No person shall have in his possession 
any of the above animals or birds, or 
any portions of them, during the close 
seasons. They may be exposed for sale, 
nevertheless, for one month and no longer 
after such periods, or had in possession at 
any time for family use, but in all cases 
the proof of the time of killing or taking 
shall be upon the party so in possession.

None of the animals or birds above 
mentioned shall at any tine be taken by 
means of traps, nets, snares, gins, baited 
lines or other similar contrivances. Any 
person may destroy such traps, shares, 
&c., which he may destroy without in­
curring any liability for so doing.

No one shall have in hie possession 
the eggs of any of the birds mentioned 
at any time. No batteries, sunken punts, 
or night lights allowed in the killing of 
swans, geese or ducks.

Beaver, muskrat, mink, martin, rac­
coon, otter, and fisher, may be hunted 
and killed only between the 1st of 
November and the 1st of May.

The fine for killing deer, &c., out of 
season shall be not less than ten dollars 
nor more than fifty dollars for each 
animal.

For having in possession the birds er 
eggs of any of the birds protected, at any 
time, not less than five dollars nor more 
than twenty five dollars, for each bird 
or egg.

For killing any of the fur bearing 
animals out of season, not less than five 
dollars nor more than twenty-five, and a 
similar fine for any other breach of the 
Act. In all cases the whole of the flee 
is to be paid to the prosecutor.

Alice stated that her father's name 
was "Jess Potts," and lier mother’s name 
was Elizabeth. The baby was also 
named “Jess,” which she pronounces as

they scattered in double quick.resemble the semi-subterranean abodes 
of the Laplanders and Esquimaux than 
the wigwams of American Indians. Like 
the oak described by the American poet, 
they extend as far into the earth as 
above it Some of them are from twenty 
to thirty feet square, and built of very 
wide cedar planks, many of them more 
than four feet across, worked out by 
those rude people.

We entered several. Creeping through 
apertures, both square and round, not 
more than three feet in diameter, we 
descended flights of steps into the large 
single room. In the center of each a fire 
was built on the ground, and io the 
center of each roof a hole, out of which 
passed a small portion of the smoke, the 
most of it remaining for the benefit of 
the salmon hanging over our heads, and 
fo make sure eyes for the inmates. The 
whole inside is floored except the fire- 
pl ace in the middle. On both sides are 
the sleeping places, covered with skins 
and blankets and in some instances 
separated by low partitions. In the 
rear, and on the shelves below the dormi- 
tories, were stored potatoes and dried 
salmon in small bales, covered with 
matting. Their largest potatoes are the 
size of a hulled walnut.
