He
was closely followed by the army of
Boers, whose advance had been par-
tially checked by Gen. White's brilliant
attack and victory at Rietfontein on
the 24th.

The
British soldiers were at once set to
work throwing up entrenchments and
making every possible preparation for
a long and desperate defense. It was
four days before the Boers recovered
from their reverse at Rietfontein and
advanced on Ladysmith. They occu-
pied the hills facing the eastern slde
of the town, and placed -their artillery
in commanding pogitions. Their posi-
tion was a very sirong one, and almost
unassailable.
A DISASTER.

EHealthy Stimulus.

We are often reminded that war in.
