Mayor Rumball drew to the coun­
cil’s attention the fact that the Port 
Stanley board was an entirely inde­
pendent board, and that the council 
had right only to question the security 
for the bonds. The board had done 
the rest.

Ald. Jolly said that the rental for 
the next thirteen years meant an in­
crease of $62.400, and for the subse­
quent seventeen years $124,100; a total 
of $186,500.

The vote upon the amendment was 
taken, and Ald. Cronyn, Stevely, Gerry, 
Winnett and Parnell favored it. This 
being a tie, the amendment was lost, 
the mayor not voting.

Only Ald. Cooper and Ald Beattie 
supporter the amendment to leave the 
question to the people.

They, too, were the only aldermen 
who opposed the passing of the or­
iginal motion.

Ald. Campbell, who had to leave the 
meeting early, wished to be recorded 
as favoring the lease.

Ald. Cooper objected to the final 
passing of the bylaw, authorizing the 
mayor and the city clerk to sign the 
lease, but he was overruled, and upon 
appealing, was not sustained. The 
bylaw was then finally passed.

Mayor Rumball then thanked the 
council for its kindness and courtesy 
to him during the year. On only one 
occasion—that was that evening—had 
his ruling been questioned. He hoped 
that as many as possible of the alder­
men would be returned, but he would 
not be with them.

The special meeting of the city 
council, which was held last night to 
consider the extended L. E. and D. R. 
R. lease, was attended by Mayor Rum- 
ball and all the aldermen, with one 
exception—Ald. Garratt, being now on 
his way to England. The object of the 
meeting having been explained by his 
worship, the new lease was read by 
City Clerk Kingston.

Upon the lease having been read, 
Ald. Greenlees moved, seconded by 
Ald. Olmsted, the following motion: 
"That the lease of the London and 
Port Stanley Railroad to the Lake Erie 
and Detroit Railway Company, bear­
ing date the 20th day of December, 
A.D., 1901, as now submitted by his 
worship, the mayor, be approved, as 
far as this council has power so to 
do, and that a bylaw be introduced 
authorizing and directing the mayor 
to execute the same in the name of "the 
Corporation of the City of London, and 
under its common seal."

in making this motion, Ald. Green­
lees said that the matter had been be- 
fore the public for a year and a half. 
It had been carefully gone over, and 
he felt confident that the board had 
protected the rights of the city. The 
terms of the new lease were of un­
doubted advantage to the city in the 
way of rental and rates.

In amendment, Aid. beattie, seconded 
by Ald. Cooper, moved that the mat­
ter be left over, and the question put 
to the people on election day, asking if 
they favored the extension.

Ald. Beattie made a rather lengthy 
speech in opposition to the renewal. 
He raised points that have often been 
gone over in the course of the many 
discussions upon this subject, that 
have arisen during the period that the 
lease question has been before the 
public. He objected primarily to the 
absence of stronger penalty clauses 
and an alleged possibility of the port 
being closed up by the Lake Erie 
Company.

Ald. Parnell believed the Port Stan­
ley board had done the best it could in 
getting the lease in the shape it is. 
He considered it as good a lease as 
they could get. In his opinion, how­
ever, it would have been much better 
if the aldermen had been given a 
longer time to consider the lease, and 
had not been called upon at 48 hours' 
notice, to decide its fate. He asked if 
it would affect the matter to have it 
left over until Thursday. and having 
been assured that it would not, he 
moved to that effect, his object being to 
avoid any unseemly haste, and give 
the people a chance to express them- 
selves upon it if they so desired.

Ald. Cronyn seconded this motion. He 
said that the matter, which was the 
most important one that had arisen in 
a rather uneventful year, had received 
the best and most careful thought of 
the members of the board, and having 
considered it very carefully himself, he 
had come to the conclusion that the 
lease was in the best interests of the 
city. He could not favor the proposal 
to leave it to the people. How, he ask­
ed, would the ordinary voter be ex­
pected to have either the time or the 
inclination to study it, and give a wise 
and considerate vote if a large pro­
portion of the merchants of the city 
had not formed an opinion upon it? 
They were there to consider these 
questions and decide them.

Mayor Rumball left the chair to ex­
plain the stand that he had taken. He 
said that lie had taken more interest 
in this matter, and had watched it 
more carefully, than any other member 
of the board. He recognized its im-

There exists in Buffalo, N. Y., a so­

ciety known as the "Order of Don’t 
Knock." The meaning of this title is 
contained in the following definition: 
"To knock—to speak ill of a person."

I confess that this translation of the 
word was entirely new to me until I 
found it in the little pamphlet contain­
ing the constitution and laws of the 
"Don’t Knock Society." This club is 
very much in the same line with the 
Chicago organization known as the 
"Booster Club." One is the negative, 
the other the positive pole of the same 
current.

The motto of the Buffalo society is 
“If you can’t boost don’t knock."

President Roosevelt has been made 
an honorary member of this order, 
which is rapidly growing in popular- 
ity.

Mr. Maurice H. Case is the supreme 
president of the “Order of Don’t 
Knock," and with him originated the 
idea of its foundation. The suicide of 
a young woman some years, who was 
driven to the desperate deed through 
the malicious scandals of idle gossip- 
ers, was the tragic starting point of 
this society.

Mr. Chase makes a wise distinction 
between finding fault with the condi­
tion of things, which is the first step 
in reform, and useless gossip of indi­
viduals. Branch lodges are being es­
tablished in many places. The inter­
est in this excellent idea is becoming 
widespread. While each one of us 
will declare in favor of such an or- 
ganization, most of us would find it 
difficult to live up to its requirements. 
Put youself to the test and try to go 
a single day without saying one un­
kind word to anybody or passing a 
criticism which you would not like 
heard by the object under discussion.

You will find that you have under­
taken a larger contract than you can 
easily fill. But societies like the “Don’t 
Knock" and the "Booster" will help 
to make such a task easier. Certain­
ly. our churches are not successful in 
educating people to be kind in their 
speech of one another. 1 have known 
men and women who considered it an 
unpardonable sin to remain away from 
the divine service, but who returned 
frequently from the house of God with 
"knocks" and criticisms for half the 
congregation.

It would be an excellent idea if every 
orthodox church would organize a 
branch club of the “Don’t Knock So­
ciety" for its members.

Here are some quotations from the 
club book:

We believe that the order of Don’t 
Knock is the beginning of a develop­
ment which will be a power of good 
and will eventually spread and better 
the social and moral condition of all 
mankind.

We believe that each individual who 
conscientiously follows the doctrine of 
the order of Don’t Knock will be led 
to all other things which constitute a 
perfect life.

We believe the practeice of speak­
ing ill of our fellow men, otherwise 
“knocking," is detestable, unbrotherly 
and uncharitable.

We believe it our duty to conceal 
the imperfections of our fellows (pro­
vided their actions are not of great 
menace to the welfare of the commun­
ity), and do all we can by precept and 
example to show them where they err.

We believe that many lives are ruin­
ed daily, that many hearts are made 
miserable and many men and women 
driven to desperation by the despicable 
practice of "knocking."

We believe that many people judge 
others by their own standard, and that 
because they are not tempted or are 
able to resist doing some particular 
thing that they consider wrong, they 
feel themselves warranted in despising 
and criticising those who are weaker 
than themselves or whose opinions dif­
fer with their own.

We believe that the influences of 
heredity, environment and circum­
stances make most men what they are, 
and that we should be very modest in 
the estimate of what we consider our 
virtues.

We believe that many people arro­
gate to themselves the fact that they 
are better than others. And we be­
lieve this to be foolishly egotistical, 
and that they should give credit to the 
proper source for any virtues they may 
possess.

Some of the laws read as follows:
Newspaper Criticism—If a person 

whose duty it is to report and com­
ment upon the current doings of the 
world, such as editors, newpaper men, 
literary, musical and dramatic critics, 
etc., when writing about the character 
or ability of persons, shall not use 
their utmost discretion in determining 
whereby the greatest good shall accrue 
from their reports and criticisms it 
shall be a "knock."

It Serves Them Right—If some great 
misfortune happen a person through 
their misdoings, or they are sentenced 
to prison through a crime committed 
by them, and you cry out exultingly, 
“it serves them right," it is a "knock," 
and shows an uncharitable, revenge- 
ful spirit. It is your duty to take in­
to consideration the fact that inherit­
ed disposition, surroundings, force of 
circumstances, and weakness of char­
acter are responsible for this 
person’s downfall. They may legally 
deserve the punishment meted out to 
them, but the law does not punish re- 
vengefully. It does so as a warning 
to evildoers and for the good of the 
community.

This the Christmas shopper knows, 
and yet he will not send his Christ­
mas presents off on time. The second 
point in which the Christmas shopper 
shows his mind is affected by the levity 
of the season is made clear when he 
tries to get the right number of 
stamps on the packages that he has 
decided to send by mail. Here the 
postoffice department can be summon­
ed as witness and can give some 
startling testimony. The number of 
persons who send off packages with 
insufficient postage is said to be in­
adequately represented by the words 
"past all computation." Nevertheless, 
he will not take the trouble to weigh 
his package before he sends it. There 
are also other forms of mental de­
pravity to which he is subject. These, 
however, need not here be mentioned. 
The two points already discussed are 
enough for one lesson. The advice 
given has been sound and wholesome.

Our preference with Great 
Britain is, perhaps, the wisest policy 
ever adopted in this country. If you 
want to know how wise it is, consult 
the conduct of the Conservative party 
in regard to it. They bark, they show 
their teeth, but they dare not bite. 
(Laughter and applause.) We chal­
lenge them to bring in a straight res­
olution in condemnation of it. We 
brought that policy forward for sev­
eral purposes. One purpose was that 
we wanted it in order to obtain the 
denunciation of the Belgian and Ger- 
main treaties. We had opened nego­
tiations for the denunciation of those 
treaties, but England would not do it. 
We gave her the option of choosing 
between Germany and Belgium and 
ourselves, with what result you know. 
(Applause.) The second justification 
of our policy of a preference to Great 
Britain is in the fact that it has prov­
ed the best measure of tariff reform 
to the consumers of Canada. (Ap­
plause.)

TARIFF QUESTIONS.
We had to proceed very carefully, 

as you know. Under the system of 
protection industries had been 
brought in which we could not en­
tirely deprive at once of their protec­
tion without, perhaps, endangering 
them, but by giving a preference to 
Great Britain we established a sys­
tem by which we gave relief to the 
consumers and did not injure the in­
dustries. This preference gave us a 
preference in the British market, which 
was wide open; they had the wide- 
open door, it is true, but, open as it 
was, we threw the door more and more 
wide open, and the result of that pref­
erence is that we have never had such 
a trade with Great Britain as we have 
had during the last four years. 
(Cheers.) There is the justification of 
our policy. In the face of that we 
are told, you must change your policy 
and give us another tariff. For my 
part, I am not prepared to change that 
which is all right at this moment. 
(Cheers.) I do not say the tariff is 
there forever. (Hear, hear.) The tar­
iff must move with the times, as ev­
erything else must move. For my part

Several railway 
employes were terribly burned and 
seven were killed. It appears that the 
burning train entered a tunnel stored 
with stacks of creosoted railroad 
sleepers. These were also set on fire 
and the tunnel became a blazing fur­
nace. The fire brigade had the great­
est difficulty in extinguishing the 
flames. The corpses of the seven men 
killed were carried from the tunnel.

Fortunately the Dingle station is the 
terminus of a railway running along 
the docks, otherwise a terrible disas­
ter would have been recorded.

The accident occurred at 6 o'clock 
in the evening. The train was packed, 
but the majority of the passengers 
had alighted at the previous station. 
Many passengers jumped from the 
burning train and rushed out of the 
tunnel, while others were dragged out 
by their fellow-travelers in a half- 
suffocated condition. In spite of the 
brave attempts made by the officials 
to enter the tunnel they were soon 
compelled to abandon this idea. It is 
possible other bodies may be recovered 
later.

The society gave $100 toward the se­
curing of supplies, the remainder be­
ing made up of contributions. The
