Mr. GaMpLe moved, in the'Legislutfve Assembly, on the Sth November,
1854,—

“That the Law Clerk of this House, with such assistance as he may deem
“ necessary, and which assistasice he is hereby authorized to procure, do prepare
¢ an Index of the Statutes now in force in this Province, as full and complete
" and upon the same plan as that of the Revised Statutes of Canada West, which
“ Index shall be made and finished in time to be printed with the Statutes that
“ may be passed during the present session, and slmll be so pmntod and bound ! up
“ with them.” -

The motion was carried unammous;y, and an Order was made nccordmgly‘
I had the most earnest desire to obey the command of the House. But it will

be evident that the execution of the Order thus made, necessarily involved a cti~ -

. tical examination of the whole Statute Law of the Province, since without such
examination it was manifestly unpossxble to say what part of it was or was not in
force ; and the terms of the Order shew the sense of the House, that an Index
w}nch did not include this distinction would be useless. Nor could the work be

,confined to merely ascertaining what Acts or parts of Acts were expressly repealed,

it must extend also to all questions of virtual repeal, and to the action and effect,
direct or indireot, of the later Statutes upon the earlier.- |

Now, we have the authority of the former Revisers of the Statutes both of
Upper and Lower Canads, that this examination and the ststement of its results
in a convenient form, is not only s revision of the Statntes, but all that revision
can effect without the intervention of the Legislature, It was all they themselves
held it expedient to attempt. Nor was it a slight service which they rendered to
the public in thus separating the living from the dead law, aud so staying for s
time the plague of confusion which was overrunning the Statute-Book,

1 found a similar oﬂioe asslgued to me by the order of the House exoept that
it included the Statutes in force in each of the divisions of the Provmoe, and
those common to both. I was not indeed called upon to reprint the Laws in force,
(a very laborious and responsible though nof very difficult work) but to counter-

- balance this advantage, I had to make an Index to eleven separate volumes, and

.. Whioh, to be intelligible as well as to be within, the terms of the Order, must be
very much fuller and more comprehensive than an Index- reforring to & Bingle
volume and annexed to it. - .

I saw, therofore, that it was impossible to comply lltemlly with the command

"of the House ; for begides that the time which would probably elapse before the

cloge of the Session would be insufficient as regarded the Statutes then in exist-

ence, it was certain that a very large number would be passed in that very Ses-

. - sion, which must not only be included in the Index, but the efféot of which on

- ————former-Statutes must be taken into account, and might render recessary exten-

sive changes in ' whatever part of the work should then have been done, But I

determined that if I could not obey the letter of the Order, I would leave nothing

undone to comply with its spirit. To delay the distribution of the Statutes until

the work should be printed would have been unwarrantable, but I thought it
possible to complete the publication before the Legislature should meet again.

'l‘he Statutes in force in Canada are obviously divisible into three classes:
those which apply exclusively to Upper Conada,~those which apply exclusively
to Lower Gsnada,—-and those common to the whole Province; and the mass of
, printed matter in each of these three 5immons is very qearly equal. It would
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have been inconvenient to mix up indiscriminately the emactments applicable
exclusively to Lower or to Upper Canada, and I determined to divide the Index

_into two parts, one for Upper and the other for Lower Canada, but each including

" was more particularly felt in that portion of the Province, I had no hesitation in

Upper Canada, X esteemed mysell fortunate in séguring the services of Mr. W, C.
KEegLE, o gentleman well known as the author of » most useful and popular work
for the Magistracy in flmt section of the ProVince. For the patt relating to
Tower Canada T wag not ~o happy ; and reveral .gcv}llemen, to whom I applied,

the Acts common to the whole Province. .\s Igél\ssismut for that relating-to

declined the office after consideration. The work was Inborious, monotonous and

uninviting; while from its nature, as well as from the limited time sllowed for
its performanee, it was absolutely requixite that wheever undertdok should not
only devote his whole time to it, but work at it carly and late. 1t was not until

.after the Uppcr Cangda portion of the work was all hut completed, that I wagableto

secure the services of a gentleman competent and willing to do this for that relating
to Lower Canada. And indéed, T svon found that properly to vevise, correct and

print that part of the Index relating to Upper Canadaand to the whole Province, was

quite as much as T could do befére the next meeting of the Legislature. It was
indispensable also thut the Lower Canada portion of the work should be prepared
and printed in both languages. “Under these circumstances, and as the Index was
ordered upon the motion of an Upper Canada member, and the necessity for it

determining to leave the Lower Canada Index until after the Session of 1856,
when I could enter in it the Acts to be passed during that Session and their effect
upon former Acts upplymg elthm to the whole Province or to Lower Ca.nwda
alope. 4

The two Houses ml‘;ourned on the 18th December, 1834, after pnssing sixty-
seven Acts ; they mef again on the 23rd Febtuaty, 1855, and Parliament wag
prorogued on the 30th May, 1855, after passing one hundred and eighty-four more
Acts, moking in all two hundred and fifty-one, all of which and their effect on
former <Acts, hod to be included in the Index. The removal of the Seat of Govern-
ment in the eutumn of 1855, of course retarded to somo.extent the progress of

the work ; but by the end of January the. Upper-Cansda portion of it, including °

the Acts applying to the whole Province, way comipleted and in print.

Shortly before the time last mentioned, I hod succeeded in engaging the
services of Mr. E. J. Henming, Advocate, of Montren, s gentleman sdmirably
well qualified to afford me similar assistance in prepuring the Lower Canada por-
tion of the Work, to that which Mr. Keele rendered me in prepnring the Upper
Canada portion, and by whose able and indefatigable exertions in working ot my
notes and instructions touching the Public Acts applying especislly-to Lower
Couads, the manuseript of that portion of the Index was placed in my hands in
September, 1856, including the Acts pumd in the Session which closed-on.the

1st July then Iast 1 lost no time in revxamg it, ond ingerting those portions

which I had undertaken to prepave, snd in_ mukmg arrangements with Messrs.
D. P. Myrand and E. P, Dorion, Advocotes, Translators to the Legislative As-
sembly, for the translation into French., The printing was commenced as early
o possible. I was unable to avail myaelf of the assistance of Mr. Hemming in
correcting the proofs, in consequence of his residingin Montreal, but in this Lhad
the officient and zealous aid of Mr. F. Badgley, Advocate, the acting Assistant Law
Clerk, as I hod algo in collating dnd verifying every reference in the book, and in

" every way in which his services could be made available; and to his help and to

the ability and energy of Messrs. Myrand and Dorion I owe it that the work is
now ready in English and translated into French, and that the printing of the

French version is so far advanced as to make it certain that it will be rea.dy ‘early
next month,

I have thought it right to enter- into theae detmls, in order to shew that ﬂle
impossibility of complying literally with the Order of the House, alone prevented
me from doing e0, not to apologize for the time it has taken me to do whiat I foel
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thot nothing but ‘that Order would have Justified my attemptmg to do in so
short a period. Had I not been partly prepared before with o view to revision in
another form, I should not have dared to attempt it.

The rule I have adopted in framing the Index, is to refer to all the scctions
of each Public General Act which are in force, dhder some one title, making that
title the most special which would embrace all the provisions ; and to cite any of
them which come properly under other titles, cither by repeating them under
such titles, or by reference to that einbracing the whole Act, as might scem best ;
and it will be found very useful to bear this in mind in using the work. ~Thus
the title “ Administration of Justice” docs not contain thoso Acts the whole
scope of which could be jncluded under n more special title, as * Prerogative
Writs,” &e., but only such as embraced too many subjects to be included under
- any smsller titlo ; and overy provision connected with the Administration of Jus-
tice can only be found by reference to the classification of titles i the Supplement.
In an Index referring to o many volumes X held it highly desirable to mention

' . every section in force, and to make the work much fuller than I should have done
if it had heen annexed to a volume containing the Acts referred to, in which case-

1 should also have reversed the plan, making the reference to the titles including
whole Aots short, and giving the details under the incidental titles. As regards

the Local snd Private Acts, the references are, asgh the Index to the Revised "

Statutes of Upper Canada, to the Acts only, and not to their provisions. To have
done more than this would have been impossible in the time, while it would have
swelled the work to inordinate dimensions; nor did the Order of the House
require or justify more.

The Classification is carried out in the Supplement, and mll, I think, be found

‘ very useful, not only by those who wish to find all the Statute Law on any of the

larger subjécets ; but alsos 23'5 belp in various other Ways. There are many Acts
- which no two persons would enter under the same title—but the class to which
they befong can scarcely bé mistaken, nor the right title among those in that class.
" - The classification also binds the titles of the Index together and completes them :
every provision bearing upon ‘s subject_canaot (as I have above remarked) always
e entered under one title, and from my Leing corpelled to give part of the work
"to the printer before the whole could be finally revised, it may sometimes happen
that a provision omitted under o title under which it would have been striotly
right to refer to it, has been entered under another either of the same import or
nearly related to it; and I strongly advise those who wish to find the'whole law
upon any subject, to look at least at the titles nearly connected with it in the same
class. . A classification might have been dévised more logically correct and more
“ epooml—-thus the titles relating to * Procedure” might be divided into * before

trial’—* at triul?— pfter trial’—and so of the rest: but I found that the Acts

themaelves (and therefor¢ the titlos referring to them) generally embraced too
many, matters for this arrangement, and that practically the best division I oould
devise was that which I hnve adopted.

Under the class of Criminal or, Penal Law I have memd«l those titles where

" the main object of the provisions referred to is to prevent the doing of some act

 which is contrary. to the public good; although the punishment imposed., is only s
pecunisry penalty; but I have not included those where the pelmlty is werely
incidental, us in the title “Militia” for instance. <

The second part of the Supplement ‘contains sn Index o the Acts (not the
provisions) which havo for any-reason been omitted in the main Index. Where
- the Act is & public general one, its insertion in this part indicstes that it ia either
expresgly or impliedly repealed or auperse:ied or has expired. But local and
personal or private Acts, which.have not been expressly repealed, have generally
been veferred to briefly in the main Index ; and though many of them may be
urtually superseded by athers or effete by the accomplishment of their objeoc, yet

Ihave no
wish- to undervalue what I have done, but I cannot expect to have escaped errors,
though I have taken all the yaing which the time would “sllow to avoid them,
I believe they are neither humerous nor grave, & and those which hdve been dis-
covered too late for con'ectmn in the press, have been noted in a list of Errala.
Undoubtedly, if I had had mbre time, I could have made the work better in many
_ respects, and, whatever may be: xts defects, I trust the period within which I was
" bound to oomplete it willbe taken\mto congideration in judging them. I fear least
of all the judgment of those who have themselves undertaken or are competent to
undertake o like task, and feel conﬁdent thiat my fellow members of the present
Commission for Revmmg the Statutes mll be among the most lenient, ag they
will be the most competent, of my critics,

The plan enmed out in this work'is perhnps the only one by which a Revision
of the Statutes can be conveniently made nnq the result laid before the public,
_between Session and Bession. Both in Upper and Lower Canada a large portion of
the Revised Statutes ceased to be in force before they were publighed ; and if Mr.

Gamble's original intention, of renewing the Index:from time to time, should be
carried out, every re-publication would not only be more essily and rapidly
