VV HEREAS the Provinces of Canada, Nova Scotia,
,and New Brunswick have expressed their De-

sire to be federally united into One Dominion under
the Crown of the United Kingdom of Great Britain
and Ireland, with a Constitution similar in Principle
to that of the United Kingdom:

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May be made a legal tender, except the coin of the
realm or otlir g"ld or silver coin:

4. Any Bill imposing differential duties:
5. Any Bill, the rovisions of whic shAll appear

inconsistent with obligations inposed upon Us by
Tre:ty ;

6. Any Bill interfering with the discipline or con-
trol of Our Forces, in Our said Doniiniun, by land
and se, ;
