The Supreme Court has appellate Civil and Criminal jurisdiction within and
throughout the Dominion of Canada.
The main requisites of Jjurisdiction are :

1. That the judgment should be a final judgment,

2. That a cause should originate in a Superior Court of original jurisdiction, and

3. That the appeal should come from the highest court of final resort,

To all these requisites there are many exceptions which could only be satisfag.
torily explained by referring at some length to the statutes regulating the jurisdiction,
See R. 8.
