They then went several miles to
s place where four Italians were and killed
three of them, one escaping to Bodie
slarming the citizens, telling them at
same time nvt to go out there for
days, as the Indians had sworn to kill
white man that came out. However,
Walker, the county physician, and C
Schuman, an attorney, went out tha sme
evening, in hopes that the men were only
wounded and that their aid might save thels
lives. Taey returned in safety but sdvised
the people to keep away, aa the Indisns
were very much excited and eager to avenge
the death of the petrifisd Piutes.

Nevada stage men are getting the snow
shoes for thelr horses in condition for use,
s they ‘may be needed almost any time
within the next few weeks.

It
would be impoasible for hortes to travel over
the deep anows without their aid. One that
is acoustomed to wearing them will travel
four or tive miles an hour where it would be
impossible to go that distance in a week
without them.
