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A SPECIAL DISCOUNT

THE SUPERNUMERARY FUND.

Mz. Epitor,~It will be remembered
that it was declared by us in our “arti-
cles of union ”—(see Minutes of Confer-
ence for 1873, p. 145,) that it was “ desira
ble to amalgamate the different funds of the
united church, and to place them under the
management of Central Boards, as soon as
legal and other difficulties could be removed.”

It was ulso agreed however, that * for
the present the superannuated ministers
fund of the Canada Conference and the
Supernumerary Ministers’ Fund of the
Conference in Eastern British America
should be kept distinct, each department
being managed by its own laws.”

At the first General Conference held in
1874, u large committee was appointed to
consider the subject of a Superannuation
Fund for the united church. On this
committee the Eastern Conferences were
duly represented, the Rev. A. W. Nicolson
serving as Secretary. After much delib-
eration this committee submitted a report
in which was contained a drift of a conm-
stitution for a fund to be called “ THE
SUPERANNUATED MINISTERS’ FUND OF
THE METHODIST CHURCH OF CANADA.”
The report was adopted by the Confer-
ence, but as the Conference of E. B. A.
had before its dissolution in 1874 deter-
mined that its fund should be kept dis-
tinct during the first quadrennium of the
united church, and then made arrange-
ments for its separate management, it
was declared the fund which the Gen-
eral Conference made provision for estab
lishing under the above name, “ could em-
brace for the present only the interests
hitherto existing in the Superannuated
Fund of the late Canada Conference—and
of a similar fund of the late New Connex-
ion Church.” But the hope was express-
ed that the fund of the Eastern Confer-
ences would be soon amalgated with the
general fund. And, moreover, the General
Conference appointed a special committee
to confer witb the committee of the fund
of the late E. B.A. Conference, with a
view of amalgamating both funds upon an
equitable basis. (See Journal of General
Conference p. 184.)

At the close of the Conference it seem-
ed to be the common sentiment of the
members from the East as well as from
the West, that it was exceedingly desira-
ble, if not essentially important, that the
combination should be effected at the ear-
liest practicable period ; and it seemed to
be the duty, therefore, both of the Genl.
Conference-appointed special committee
and the committee of our fund, to seek a
solution of the problem—how the funds
could be “ amalgamated upon an equitable
basis.” 'T'he plan which, by the direction
of the last nawed committee, has been
now suggested for the conmsideration of
the members of the Eastern fund, may, if
it should meet with their approval, it is
hoped prepare the way for an amalgama-
tion satisfactory and advantageous to all
parties interested.

Looking at the operation of the Super-
annuation Fund of the late Carada Con-
ference and of the Supenumerary Fund
of the late E. B. A. Conference prior to
1874, the following facts may I believe be
discovered, viz. :—

1. That the members of the Eastern
Fund bad personally paid to it more than
twice as much as had been paid by the
members of the Western fund, of the same
standing. The annual subscription paid
by ministers in the East bad been $10
whereas in the West it bad been at first
only $4, and then for many years $5, and
finally for a year or two only $6.

2. That the average oomtribution per
member of society om the circuits in our
Eastern work to the fund had mot been

" mear one-balf as much asit had heen u

the West. In 1873—4—the cireuitain the

East contributed to the fund less than
eighty cents for each dollar paid to it by
the ministers ; whereas in the West the
circuits paid nearly four doliars for each
dollar paid by the ministers to their fund.
3. That while the members of the East-
ern fund had been required to pay more
than twice as much as the members of
the late Canada Conference, the annuties
which they received when they became
claimant members, where only one-fourth
larger than the superannuates of the late
Canada Conference received ; and the
widows of ministers among us received
considerably less than those in the west.

For illustration—a man who bad a
iwenty years’ claim on our fund was, on
becoming a supernumerary, entitled to an
annuity of $200; n widow of a minister
who bad paid twenty years subscription
to the fund was entitled to an annuity of
$100; in the Canadian Conference, a man
of that standing becoming a supernu-
merary, received an annuity of $160, but
the widow of a minister of tbat standing
was entitled to an annuity of $128.

(Does it not appear in view of the dif-
ference in the premiums which had been
paid as a basis in part at least for the
claims, that the claimants in the West
were quite as liberally dealt with as were
those in the East P)

Looking at the condition of the two
funds in 1874, we find that the “ capita
stock” of our fund was very nearly twice
as much as that of the Canada Confer-
ence, although the number of the members
of our fund was but a very little more
than one fourth that of the Western fund.
So that if the excess of the payments of
Western subscriptions had been returned
according to the plan under considera-
tion—the balance of the capital stock of
the Eastern fund would have ' sufficed to
give an average to such members mare
than five times as great as that of the
West its members. We should have had
upwards of $40,000 remaining with 147
paying members, the Canada Conference
less than $32,000 with about 575 paying
members.

1. That if the 575 active members of
the Canada Conference Fund bad paid the
subscription of ten dollars each, the in-
come of their fund from the three ordi-
nary sources of income, ministers sub-
scriptions, cireuit collections, and interest
on invested money—would have amount-
ed, in 18734, to $21,617.68 or an average
of upwards of thirty-seven dollars for the
575 active members; whereas if the in-
come of our fund for that year from the
same source $6292.01 had been reduced
by deducting the interest of the amount
of tbe excess of subscriptions which the
plan proposes to return, the balance
would have scarcely amounted to an aver-
age of thirty-seven dollars for our 147 ac-
tive members. So that if the amalgama-
tion had been effeczed in 1874 upon the
proposed plan the average income from
the three ordinary sources would bave
promised to be just about equal East and
West. Again if we look at what has been
done for and by the funds, during the
iwo connexional years completed since the
General Conference, we shall find, 1. That
during the first of those years the super-
annuates of the Western Conferences re-
ceived ten per cent. more than was paid
by our fund, and the widows seventy-six
per cent. more. 2. That during the secc-
ond year the superannuates received ten
per cent. less than our supernumeraries
of the sawe standing, but the widows’
forty-four per cent. mere than the wid-
ows’ claimants on our fund. 3. That
taking the current income as made up
from the above three mamed ordinary
sources, the average income per man does
not differ essentially East or West.

Having been summoned into the wit-
ness-box box by “ Prudentia” in this
week's WEsLEYAN—I have very hurried-
ly run off the above lines, which I bave
time neither to correct mor copy, as in
justice to myself and your printer and
proof-reader, I ought to do. I.trust the
facts, which I have 0 crudely stated, may
somewhat belp my summoner “ Pruden-
tia " and other interested meutbers of our
fund in intelligently making up their
minds sbout the mooted guestions of
amalgamation. Perbaps, ¥ Prudentia ”
may obtain some further light upon some
of the matters about which be bas in-
quired by referring to tbe Methodist Dis-
ciplite pp. 118-117; and' by examining

the annual statements of the account of |
oui fund which are always laid before our
Conferences. I may just say before clus-
ing my letter—tbat although I am entire-
'y satisfied with the principles and work-
ing and prospects of our Eastern Fund,
I am willing that the amalgamation should
be effected upon the plan suggested as
necessary to form an “equitable basis ;”
being satisfied after a careful considera-
tion of the whole subject that an amalga-
mation of the funds upon such a basis
will be likely not to damage the interests
of myself and my Eastern brethren, but
rather to conseive them.

ENGLISH MAY MEETINGS.
BRITISH AND FOREIGN BIBLE SO-
CIETY.

The Rev. 8. B. Bergne read an abstract
of the report. It stated that from the first
rumour of hostilities in Servia the com-
mittee were in communication with their
agent, Mr. Edward Millard. It was soon
discovered that strangers would not be al-
lowed ts follow the army, and that there-
fore it became necessary to await the con-
sequences of the strife and minister to the
sufferers. Two experienced Christian
men were detached for the work. Sixty-
five hospitals were visited, and upwards of
4,000 copies of the Scriptures distributed
gratuitously to Turks and Sclavs. The
circulation of the Austrian agency had
been raised to 144,000, or 27,000 above
the issue of 1875. In Bulgaria the col-
porteurs were for some months enabled to
travel with safety to their lives. During
the last sixty years 50,000 copies of the
Scriptures had been circulated in Bulgaria,
and 100,000 in Servia. Operations had
also been carried on in Bosnia, Monte-
negro, Herzegovinia, and almost every
part of the Turkish Empire, as well as in
Greece, Palestine, and Egypt. The
present circulation for the Turkish agency
was 28,000 ; and in Russia 270,000 copies
were purchased last year. Within five
weeks upwards of 13,000 volumes were
sold among the Russian troops in Bass-
arabia. Active preparations had been
made to ensure due prominence for the
word of God at the Paris Exhibition next
year. There were now 62 colporteurs in
France, and the entire circulation was 98,-
000. In Germany and Switzerland the in-
crease for the past year was upwards of
40,000. 28 colporteurs were engaged in
Italy, and 44,000 copies had been disposed
of. In Africa, the Canary and Cape Verd
Islands, and the Seychelles, new work
had been undertaken, while operati ns
were being extended in Persia, Japan, and
China. The total issue for the year was
2,670,742 copies, making a grand total
during the 73 years of the Society’s exis-

“In France there is less political interfer-
ence than usual ; in Italy a spirit of earnest
inquiry is abroad; in Norway, to use the
words of the missionaries, ¢ God has won-
derfully worked ;’ the West Indian stations
though quiet have not been without their
blessing ; and in India the prospects are
full of hope. The native churches were
in a flourishing condition, and the prin-
ciple of self-support was gradually
strengthening among the churches. Zen-
ona work was almost doubling the field
of operations in India, and was gradu-
ally securing on behalf of Christianity,
the influence of the women of India—po-
tent there, as everywhere else. The re-
ceipts of the year amount to £38,359, and
the expenditure to £38,330, showing an
increase in the general receipts of £4,470,
and a decrease in expenditure of £1,102.
To these receipts should be added £591,
specially contributed towards the liquida-
tion of last year’s debt, and £94 increase
in contributions for the \Vidows’ and Or-
phans’ fund. Mr. Tritton, the treasurer,
then read the balance-sheet for the past

year.

CHURCH MISSIONARY SOCIETY.

The seventy-eighth anniversary meet-
ing of this society took place on Tuesday
morning at Exeter-Hall, the Earl of Chi-
chester, the President, in the chair. The
report, read by the Hon. Secretary (the
Rev. H. Wright), showed that the expen-
diture of the past year had been £210,-
859 ; the receipts, £190,693. The number
of missionary candidates accepted during
the year had been 55, and there were now
81 under training. The work at Sierra
Leone and the Niger Mission in East
Africa, North India, Ceylon (where there
were 208 more communicants than: last
year), China (where there was also a good
increase, and several native ministers had
been ordained), and in NBrth-west Ameri-
ca (where there had been a large ingather-
ing) was then sketched.

At the reformation the mis-
sionary Spirit revived ; after a century
the Church declined in energy and the
missionery idea died also ; the Church
needed another reformation. Every
true Church lives in the atmosphere
of the Lord’s prayer—* Thy kingdom
come!”
“ Examine yourselves whether ye be
in the faith.”

CONGREGATIONAL STRENGTH—
IN WHAT IT CONSISTS. ;

All christians are interested in as-’
certaining the relative strength of
their favorite churches or societies. No
enquiry is more common than that
which refers to religious bodies, their
pumbers, resovrces and capabilities.
We ask respecting these for informa-
tion; sometimes compare them with
pride ; occasionally parade our own
statistics with haughty boastfulness.
But on no subject are we so liable
to make mistakes as on this. Ap-
pearances are fallacious, and never
more so than in the externals of
churches or congregations. Numbers
do not always indicate strength ;
the magnitude of .an organization may
be, indeed, ‘its greatest hinderance to
usefulness. Wealth is not strength ;
lying in strong coffers it may be a drag
and not a blessing. The same may be
affirmed of individual congregations.
The mere facts of a full house and a

- delighted auditory may mean very little

as regards actval power and employ-
ment for good. They are often only
contingencies, An eloquent preacher
may draw a full house, from month to
month, while the religious energy of
his church may go on declining. In
fact it may be seen that spasms of
growth in congregations are, in nine
cases out of ten, rather 1njurious than
stherwise; while success continues,
the membership have good heart, but
when it dies away then zeal abates
with it. The royal churches of this
day are those which have grown gradu.-
ally from little germs, as ouks mature
by years of steady enlargement, shoot-
ing their roots deeper and throwing
their branches wider.

This is not & subject which may be

discussed or dropped according to ones
inclination. It involves more than an
answer to curious enquiries:—the
strong church is the frue church, the
Apostolic church. No religious body
can properly claim to be Christs’ either
exclusively or relatively, whose boast is
only in appearances, or whose main ar-
gumentisin history. Christschurchlike
Cbrist’s disciple, is that which does
his work most effectively, which is best
adapted to the aims He has in view
respecting this world.  Apostolic suc-
cession is a figment when unsupported
by Apostolic life and energy. Immer-
sion in the early centuries, even if sub-
stantially proved, can afford a church
no valid argument for sufficiency or
supenority, if it be not aggressive, If
it be aggressive, the other argument
may then be allowed as a harmless
conceit—nothing more. What form
of Church goverment the Apostles ori-
ginated does not matter so much as
what form Christ owns and blesses to-
day. If, then, numbers, wealth, pre-
tentione, do not constitute a true, 'ltrong
Church, what does ?

1—The true Church is that which has
wmfluence over the lives and daily habits
of its members. Its voice proceeds from
the pews as well as the pulpit, and
penetrates to the home, the counting-
house and the workshop. Eloguence
on a Sabbath evening, delightful music
a thronging congregation and a
collection, are very well ; but what is
the result? Al thee we have enu-
merated are means, not results. In po-

Rev. James Roy, A. M., we learn by

Montreal news, has been suspended.
His brethren have reported that they
find his writings, in expression and ten-
deney, much opposed to the standard
of Methodist theology, Letters have
been passing in the “ Witness” (Mon-
treal) between Mr. Roy, members of
his congregation, and outsiders. These
seemed to indicate an intention of
forming some separate organization, in

‘the event of Mr. Roy’s suspension. All

sincere lovers of peace must have re-
gretted the action of the corgregation
in presenting Mr. Roy with an address,
in the first place ; announcing, by in-
ference, their anticipation of an adverse
decision by the committee which was
then trying his case, and showing a
disposition to influence the jury by
threatening to leave Methodism should
he be expelled. It has pained us not
alittle to find that Mr, Reoj’s subses
quent action confirms the opinion that
he and his congregation—or a portion
of them—had some understanding as
to the course which might be pursued
n the event of his suspension. He has
hired a hall and preached on the Sab.
bath to those who were disposed to fol-
low him. This proves that, in Mr.
Roy’s judgment, the opinions of his
brethren are not of sufficient value to
weigh against his own; and that the
Annual Conference, just at band, to
which the committee make their report,
is not to be considered a sufficient tribu-
nal for appeal and decision.

Very foolish conjectures have been
advanced, as to the probable results of
Mr. Roy’s attitude. In one paper we
see it stated that “ we may expect a
Methodist schism.” In another that
“a John Wesley Congregational church
is to be established by the friends of
Mr. Roy.” As to schism, there has
been, unquestionably, something of it
already. How far it may grow, is a
question which needs but little fore-
sight. If the mew organization is to
be based upon Mr. Roy’s suggestions—
for his pamphlet, to our mind, consists
only of suggestion—it will require
much study to formulate a creed for it
to begin with. They would be strange
Methodists, surely, degenerate follow-
ers of John Wesley, who could receive
Mr. Roy’s notions of Christ’'s divinity
in any other than a hypothetical light.
A John Wesley Congregational Church,
is something new under the sun. “ The
world is our parish,” said the irrepress-
ible founder of Methodism. Doctrines
he bad, clear and consecutive, which
the poor might read and understand,
adapted to all mankind, much needed
by the perishing world, and not to be
hemmed in by “ congregational ” boun.
daries. If Mr. Roy can go through the
land, calling multitudes of the common
people to bis feet, offering them spiri-
tual nourisbment on which they can
live and thrive, he may well adopt the
name of John Wesley, and the world
will bid him God-speed. But his
pamphlet scarcely awakens the hope
that he will do this; yet it is his
pamphlet which, if we understand the
merits of the case, forms the founda-
tion of this “schism,” existing or to
exist.

Any paper which publishes
an offer of twenty or thirty dollars
worth for 25 cents, just helpsin deceiv-
ing its readers. The agents, moreover,
commit the publisher of each paper,
more or less, to the perpetration of a
fraud, by intimating that “ the sub.
scribers of this paper may obtain” so and
so. It strikes us that some advertiz-
ing agencies are bordering on the erim.
inal, and should be punished.

THE CHARGES AGAINST REV.
MR, ROY.

We have obtained a copy of the judg-
ment delivered by the Committee of
Investigation. It is as follows :

¢ Whereas, on the 21st day of April,
1877, Rev. J. Borland, of St. John’s, in-
stituted, according to disciplinary pro-
cess, certain charges against the Rev.
J. Roy. A. M. (which charges are here-
to annexed), Rev. G. Douglas, LL.D.,
Chairman of the Montreal District, by
the powers given Lim in the Discipline
of the Methodist Church of Canada
-(pp. 84-85), convened the following
. Committee for the investigation of said

Count (which we have considered first),
viz,, that relating to the Authority of
the Holy Scriptures as a Rule of Faith,
has been sustained. That the charge

. on the 2nd Count, relating to the Incar-
nation, has been sustained. That the
. charge on the 8rd Count, relating to
the Atonement, has been sustained. On
the 4th Count of the charge we find
-1st, That the references of Mr. Roy to
the subject of Retribution are few and
limited. 2nd, That Mr. Roy does not
fully hold the teachings of Wesley re-
garding the basis of the sinner’s con-
.demnation. 8rd, That we gladly re-
.cognize the fact that Mr. Roy avows
bis decided belief in the eternity of
future retribution.

“ We, therefore, regret to be obliged
to condemn the teachings promulgated

‘by Mr. Roy in his pamphlet as ration-
alistic in their basis, in some respects
absolutely Unitarian, and in nearly
every respect Socinian in their tenden-
cies.

“ We regret that we find in these
teachings not only a departure from the
standards of faith of the Methodist
Church of Canada, but also a decided
antagonism to the orthodox views of
all evangelical churches, and much as

we regret to be thus obliged to condemn |
the views of a brother whose character |

and ability we highly esteem, we still
feel bound by our obligations to truth
and to the Church, to render the afore-
said judgment.

NOVA SCOTIA.

The reported appointment of Hon. Wm.
Annand as agent of the Dominion Govern-
ment in London is confirmed. The salary is
said to be $4,000, besides offices, etc.

The contract for finishing the Louisbnrg
Railway has been awarded to Mr. Delaney
Oakes, of Nova Scotia, and the building of
the pier to Mr. B. Woodill, of Sydney.

About 120 head of beef cattle for Halifax
dealers, are now on the way from Guelph,
Ont., by sail. They are said to be the finest
lot ever sent from the same quarter.

On board the ship *‘ Arizona,” of New-
castle, Eng., which was recently run down
off the Equator by a steamer, were D. Holley,
of Halifax, and T. West, of St. John, N. B.,
who were among the saved. Twelve men
were drowned.

Truro claims to have accomplished some-
thing remarkable in the way of planting.
Rcently, at Hillside Farm, near Truro,
four acres of land were planted with potatoes,
51 bushels of seeds were dropped in the ordi-
nary way. Three men and two horses were
employed on the field during the day. Fur-
rows or drills were made with the plough, and
after the seeds were dropped they were cover-
ed with the harrow. It is doubtful if there
was ever such a big planting feat performed
in Nova Scotia.

The wife of Americus Gray, section fore-
man Intercolonial Railway, Londonderry,
gave birth to three sons a few days ago.

Yarmouth has fitted out a number of fish-
ing vessels, probably a hundred, of which
six are new. The firms of A. Goudey & Co.,

A terrible fire broke out in Woodstock, |
N. B., about two o’clock on the morning of
the 17th inst., and proved to be the most |
disastrous that has ever visited this town.
The area over which the conflagration swept '
is about the same as in the fire of 1860, but
the amount of property destroyed largely ex-
ceeds that of the latter. This fire has left the
business portion of the town a mere debris
Every dry goods house in the town
was destroyed, all the drug stores, two of the
principal hotels, two of the hardware estab-
lishments, the principal liquor stores, two
livery stables, a tannery and several other
establishments, groeeries, provision dealers,
clothers, boot and shoe factories, carriage
shops. &c. The aggregate amount of losses
is about 82760,000; with insurance, say $120,-
000. Many of those who have lost have lost
their all, and of those some who had hope-
fully removed their goods from the burning
stores had, with pain, to see them destroyed
in the places of fancied security to which they
had been removed. Over sixty buildings,
exclusive of out-buildings, etc., have be_cn
destroyed, and of these many were of superior
character, and we may not hope that for many
a year the town will regain that appearance
which it has now so suddenly and sadly lost.
One fortunate circumstance in connection
with the fearful calamity, and for which we
should be truly thankful, is that there were
no human lives sacrificed. The only acci-
dent worthy of mention, of which we have
heard, is the case of Mr. C.N. Scott, who
was thrown from a truck wagon and seriously
injured about the head. Col. Baird had a
narrow escape from death by falling bricks,
one of the missiles passing through the rim

of his hat.

A BODY OF MINERS IMPRISONED
TEN DAYS IN AN INUNDATED
MINE.

A THRILLING STORY.

Liverroor, April 12, — During a
period of nearly ten days a terrible bat-
tle has been raging in the Welsh Col-
liery of Troedyrhiw, a battle in which
death savagely fought on one side and
the brave miners of Pontypridd on the
other. The tale is one that will live
long in the homes of the Vhondda Val-
ley. Tt is a story the details of which
have been given day by day, and which
has stirred to the lowermost depths the
sympathies of the English people, and
enlisted the earnest solicitude of the
Queen herself. Day after day since the
strange calamity occurred which closed
a number of hapless miners in a living
tomb, the first tidings for which the
newspaper was searched at every house-
hold table, has been the latest report
from that dreadful Troedyrhiw Mine.
When the news had been read that the
miners were still entombed, public sym-
pathy and interest gradually quickened
into an absorbing anxiety, which con-
verted the battle, waged so long and
earnestly for life, into a national event.
It was on Wednesday, the 12th, just as
the day-shift colliers were quitting the
Troedyrhiw Pit, when the catastrophe
occurred. Some last incautious blow,
or some accidental breéach of wall or
vein, burst the thin partition which
held back a vast concealed reservoir of

deep, and entered the workings, It was
then ascertained that all the workings
within a few hundred yards of the bot-
tom of the shaft were filled with water
to the roof, and no hope was entertain-
ed that any ome would be discovered
alive. While the explorers were con-
sulting as to what movement should be
made, faint knockings were heard on
the other side of the coal, as was con-
jectured, at a distance of thirty or forty
feet. No sooneg was this discovery
made than a score of men threw off
their jackets, and, with mandrs, com-
menced cutting through the solid mass.
The imprisoned were also at work.
Throughout the night, relays of men
toiled with desperate, untiring energy,
cheered and encouraged by the knocking
and sounds of labor of the imprisoned
men. The task was very laborious,
it having to be performed in deep
water; but such was the progress
made, that on the following morning
a mandril struck through, and a hoe
was made into that part of the pit
where five men were shut up. The
next momenta terrific explosion oc-
curred, and one of the imprisoned, a
miner, named Morgan, was hurled into
the opening, where the rescuers found
him dead. The inundation had been
so sudden as to imprison the air in the
inner workings, and the force of this
had kept back the water from the five
men in that locality., The moment a
small hole was cut by Mcrgan’s man-
dril this volume of imprisoned air
escaped and hurled the poor fellow’s
body into the opening and his soul into
eternity. His body was soon after
brought to the surface, and immediately
following the four living men were
brought up and delivered into the hands
of their overjoyed friends. Others,
however, were still missing ; others
were mourning over friends still im-
mured in the pit, and once more the
explorers, with willing hands, and stout,
manly hearts, set fo work. Once more
knocking was heard, but at a consider-
able distance. These remaining prison-
ers were, like their released fellows,
shut up in a chamber of compressed air
leading out of a gallery which the water
had entirely filled. The other end of
this chamber was a thick solid wall of
coal, and beyond this again was an-
other passage filled with water. Divers
attempted to penctrate this latter pas-
sage but failed, and 1t was not until
Monday, the 16th inst., that the water
in it was so far reduced by pumping as
to render work practicable. Till Thurs-
day following the men who had volua-
teered for the task worked continuously
by constant relays in endeavoring to
cut a passage through the wall which
separated them from their imprisoned
comrades. The passage was about three
feet in diameter, and the men carried
on the work on their hands and knees.
So great was the interest to effect their
rescue that a colliery owner worth at
least £50,000, went down in a train of
a collier to lend a helping hand. On
Thursday the ®escuers came near
enough to communicate with the en-
tombed. Shouting at the top of his
voice, a miner asked. “ How many of
them are you ?”” The reply came back,
“ Five.” It was then asked, ‘ How
have you lived ?” To this answer was
made, “ By eating candles. Do make
haste.” Shortly after ten o’clock on
Friday morning, the 20th inst., it was
known that the men would be brought
out alive, an¢ a message which came
up to that effect drew forth a ringing
cheer from the excited crowd around
the pit—a cheer which was re-echoed
from one end of the village to the oth-
er. DBetween 2 and 3 o’clock in the
afternoon the men who had been living
for quite ten days in a tomb far under-
ground once again came into the light
of day and breathed the free air of the
upper world. - By a happy ' eoincidence,
when the last man was brought to bank
and was being conveyed on a stretcher
covered with blankets into hospital, a
message was received from the Queen.
Mr. Parker, one of the officers of the
cowpany, mounted a tram, and, with a
loud voice, said, *“ A message from the
Queen.” There was a rush of people
forward, and, the miners and all others
baving uncovered, it was read, This
was followed with ringing cheers and
waving of caps. The message was as
follows : “ Biddulph, Osborne, to Mr.

WOODSTOCK, N. B.,, BURNED.

ANOTHER TREMENDOUS FIRE.

(Special Despatch to Recorder.)
WoobsTock, N. B, May 17.
A fire broke out about two o’clock this
morning and spread with such rapidity
that in less than two hours the largest
portion of the town was in ruins. The area
in which the conflagration swept is about

the same as in the fire of 1860, but the [
amount of property destroyed largely ex- |

ceeds that of the latter. At least sixty
buildings, exclasive of outbuildings, are
burned. These include the large brick
Connell block and Connel wooden blocks
having nine stores in them. Allan’s brick
buildings, McCoy brick building, D. P,
Brown’s brick building, the American,
formerly cabls house, Donaldson’s Ex-
change, Dr. C. P. Connel’s house. Every
dry goods store in town is destroyed with
two livery stables, Connel’s iron foundry,
ware rooms, drug stores of Col. Baird, Dr.

HOUSE AND FARM.
GARDENING ALL THE YEAR
ROUND.

Under this heading, D. H. Jacques,
| Esq., contributes to the Semi-Tropical
| Magazine some timely hints to agricul-
| turists, from which we make the follow-
ing extracts :

Watering so as to merely wet the
surface of the ground often does more
bharm than good. The roots of the
plants are thereby attracted to the sur.
face, thus temporarily moistened ; but
as it soon becomes as dry as before, and
harder than ever, the young roots perish
in the intervals of watering, and the
plant is weakened rather than strength-
ened, and not infrequently killed out-
right. The ground should be well
soaked and the watering not frequent.
In the case of trees, shrubs, and large
herbaceous plants, it is well to draw the
surface earth from them to the depth of
two or three inches, doing it carefully,
80 as not to injure the roots, apply the
water, and then. return the dry soil
This prevents immediate evaporation
and gives the roots the full benefit of

| the water, without exposing them to be

burned up by the hot sun. Where this
is not practicable, as among small
plants, holes may be made near them
with a dibble or sharpened stick, and
water poured into them from the nozzle
of a watering pot. The plants may
afterward be slightly sprinkled from
the nose of the pot and the ground
stirred with the prongoe.

Saltpeter, a tablespoonful or more to
a bucket of water, is an excellent occa-
sional application to most kind of gar-

Mogg for
potted plants: It is beneficial, at thig
season, to cover the earth around plants
in pots and baskets with a layer of fresh
moss, to be changed as it becomes dry
and dead. It keeps the moisture from
evaporating, secures a greater uniform-
ity of temperature, and improves the
looks of the plant.

Transplanting: Tomatoes, peppers,
and egg plants should be transplanted,
as required to keep up a succession of
fruit, choosing showery weather for the
operation, or watering and shading as
heretofore directed. In light, porous
soils, transplanting becomes a work of
some delicacy and difficulty, as the sum.
mer advances, especially when the rains
are light and infrequent, as is often the
case at this season. See previous hints
on this subject,

Flower garden work: In the flower -
garden the operations of the month are
mainly the same as in tke vegetable gar-
den. Stir the soil, kill all weeds, trans-

plant, shade, and water. Liquid ma-
nure is here fully as effective as in the
kitchen garden, giving wonderful size
and brillianey to the flowers. Rose and
other bushes will be much benefited by
a top dressing of pulverized charcoal
and ashes composted with rotten muck
or surface soil from the woods.
