Narrow Views or THE GospeL.—The Rev. H.
0. Powell has the following suggestive and instruc-
tive remarks in Church Bells :—What is it which
ocoupies a similar position here to that which the
dostrine of Predestination held in the system of
Qalvin, or to that which the Inecarnation claimed
in tho Early.

EvVANGELIOAL.

HEN a designation or watchword outlives
the special circumstances whiek gave rise
to it, and which may have rendered it necessary,
its use undoubtedly becomes misleading, if not
meaningless. It may even become mischievous.
The history of the word, ¢ Evangelical ' would afford
abundant illustrations of this truth.

—A lesson half prepared is likea
piece of meat half cooked, or a loaf
of bread half baked—as near good
for nothing as it well can be. If
our shoes or clothes were brought
to us half made; we -would not be
long in' finding it out, nor should
wenieitate to -express our minds
freely about it. But this
would be no worse than for scholars
to bring their lessons half prepared.
Besides. annoying the teacher, it
