London this summer, As to repres
tions to the Government against the gold
royalty in the Yukon, these were prom-
1sed in the shape of a return.

Mr. T. O. Davis (Saskatchewan) moved
that, in the opinion of this House, coal
oil should be put on the free list. He
argued in support of his motion that the
time had arrived when his motion should
become .au fait accompll. He should not
have moved that resolution but for the
great combine that they knew at present

xisted, called the Standard Oil Company.

Mr. D. C. Fraser (Guysboro) said
that in Canada the well-owners who had
gold them to the great combine were an
insignificant number compared with those
who bhad retained and worked their own
petroleum wells. The petroleum industry
was almost cntirely in the hands of Cana-
dians, and it was in thé interests of those
peoplo that he opposed the motion.

Mr. Ellis (St. John, N.B.,) supported
$he motion of the hon. member for Sas-
katchewan.

The Minister of Finance said this was
a subject which the Government could
not take up on a special motion, as it
was undesirable to anticipate the budget.
He then meved the adjournment of the
debate, ..

Mr. Davin (Assinaboia) supported the
motion in a lengthy speech, in which he
said that in the Northwest Territorics,
for the year ended June 80, 1898, $37,421
there was paid in duty on coal oil, which
went into the pockets of the gigantic oil
trust to which reference had already been
mande.

Mr. T. G. Johnston (West Lambton)
opposed the motion of Mr. Davis, on the
ground that the freeing of coal ol would
render oil-making unremunerative.

Mr. Oliver (Alberta) sald, while gen-
erally a warm supporter of the present
Government, he was a theoretical proteo-
tionist. But in the matter of coal oil, he
considered two cents a gallon was the
tull amount of revenue tariff that shounld
be charged, instead of flve cents per
gallon.

Mr. Richardson (Lisgar) said the poople
of Manitoba and the west were not alto-
gether satisfled with the tariff generally,
but it was because they believed that the
tariff wonld be remodelled and reduced.
He could not claim to be a theorctical
protectionist. His belief was that they
should have no protection whatever. One
of the hopes of the people was that if the
present Government twere returnel “to
office coal and agricultural implericnts
would be placed on the free list. The
reliefs had not yet been effected, it it
would afford great satisfaction if tliose

goods were placed on the free list. He
concluded by supporting the motion.

Mr. Monk (Jacques Cartier) said the
Government obtained support in his con-
stituency by promising to free coal oil.

London, April 25.—Signor Marconi,
the electriclan, whose experiments in
wireless telegraphy arv attracting inters
ional A has fully com-
municated from South Foreland, Kent,
England, to the French armed despatoh
vessel Ibis, while sailing in the Knglish
Channel. In conducting the experiment
he was accompanied by a French naval
officer. The feat marks also his first suc-
cess in concentrating messages at one

point, to the exclusion of all others.

There is noticeable a very large decrease
in the appropriation ‘for legislation, the
amount asked being $249,954.14 less than
last year.

The increases in expenditure are com-
paratively few in number.

It
will be noticed that whiskey could be
purchased for just half what.rum cost.
The former article was manufactured
in the colony ; the latter had tn be
imported trom the West Indies and
Britain, although a grest deal was
smuggled in from across the border.

At that remote period farmers rece-
ived $1 per bushel for their wheat,
whereas tuey now reccive only from
50c to 70c per bushel. The flour sold
at $3.50, 80 that one can easily see
that the profit must have been enor-
mous. Today the profit is so small
that a great quantity has to be manu-
factured in a short space of time in
order to make it pay. People now
would think a merchant had iost his
reasoning if he asked 50c u pound for
bis loaf sugar. But the merchant of
that Jay was obliged to import bhis
article, and transportation at that time
was slow ‘and expensive. The sugar
wriginally came from the West Indies,
but it was fivst shipped to Brifain
where it was refined and then sent
over to Canada. The English system
of reckoning cost was in use then, but
it was tne Halifax currency, not che
British.

There is a valuable lesson to be
drawn from all this, The laborer of
that day received a daily wage of no
more than forty or seventy-five cents,
while skilled men never earned more
than $1.20. Compare that with the
scale of wages to.day and it will be
geen that the laborer’s lot has been
made easier, for his wages have been
greatly increased. Then compare the
cost of living to day with. the cost of
living at that time A dollar now
will buy mach more thaa it weuld then.
In 1793 it would have purchased onlv
thres and a third yards of cheap cot-
ton ; in 1899 it can purchase twenty
yards, The comparison might be car-
rvied much farther, but it has already
been clearly shown that while the
laborer’s wage has been increased his
cost of living had decreased. As the
increase and decrease have both been
considerable it is evident that the lot
of the workingmah in Canada has
greatly improved duriog the past one
hundred yeavs. This, then, is the
lesson which the old account book
teaches. ‘

ANCIENT SPEAKING STATUES.

Maspero Tells of the Meohutoal
Statues of Egyptian Gods.

M. Gaston Maspero, the well known
French Egyptologist, has recently written
an interesting article on the **
statues”’ of anclent Egypt. He says that
the statues of some of the gods were made
of jointed parts and were supposed to com-
municate with the faithful by
signs and other movements.
made of wood, painted or gilded. Their
hands could be raised and lowered and
their heads moved, but it is not known
whether their feet could be put in motion.
When one of the faithful asked for advice,
their god answered either by signs or
words. Occasionally long speeches were
made, and at other times the answer was
simply an inclination of the head.

Every temple had priests whose speoial
duty it was to assist the statues to make
these communications. The priests did
not make any mystery of their pars in the
proceedings. It was belleved thas the
priests were intermediary between the
gods and mortals, and the priests them-
selves had a very exalted idea of their call-
ing. They firmly belleved that the souls
of divinities inhabited the svatues, and
they always approached them with reli-
gious fear and reverence.

These priests would stand behind the
statues and move their heads or hands op
speak for them, never doubting that a$
that moment thelr movements and words
were inspired by the divine spirit dwellln,
in the The were regard
as so very much alive that in war they
shared the fate of those people whose dei-
ties they were. They were taken prison-
ers, oondemned to death or given inte
slavery—in other words, placed in the
temples of the conquering gods. If they
were returned to their own temples, they
bore inscriptions testifylng to thelr defead
and imprisonment.

BRIDGE ACCIDENT.

. From the Almonte Gazette.—

About nine o'clock on Monday
morning 17th an extremely sad acci
dent occurred at Appleton. The funcr-
al of the late Mrs., Dulmage wuas un
nounced for ten o'clock, and at ni.e
o'clock half a-dozen of the relatives—
Mr. and Mrs. John Lyons and son,
Mr. and Mrs. John Morphy and Mr.
Abrahath Morphy, jr., all ot Carleton
Place—reached Appleton on their
way to it. They occupied a side
peated covered ’‘Lus owned by Mr.
John Campbell, liveryman, of Carleton
Place. On Saturday evening last tle
ice knocked out one of the tim!ers
supporting the upper side of the centie
span of Appleton bridge and a l.g
was strung along that eide to
strengthen the structure. ' Early on
Monday morning the floating ice
knocked away the timber support on
the lower ‘side of the same span,
greatly weakening it. When the
Lyous Morphy load got to the bridge
Mr. Milton Teskey, pathmaster,
warned them that the biidge wa
unsafe, and advised as many as o ald
to get out of the rig, which wis a
heavy one, All got 'out but th-
driver, Mr. John Lyons, and Mr, Abe

Morphy, who started across the
bridge with the team and rig, hoth
ocsupying the driver's seat. When
they reached the -middle span--the
weak part of the bridge—it shook
greatly, atnd the horses had almost
reached safe footing above the stone
pier when the whole span gave way
and the outfit was precipitated into
the raging water, which just now is
unusually high and torbulent. A
GAZETTE reporter was on the scene
an hour after the accident, and
secured the following details from
eye witnesses :
struck the water first.  Mr, Morphy
fell to the left and swam to the first
pier, which he grasped, but a heavy
wave washed him away, and he was
horne along over the apron of the dam
that runs up the river in an ohlique
direction from Mr. Teskey’s fuctory.
Meantime Mr. Lyons held on to the
rig till it reached the first heavy rapid,
where it stuck, one of the horses in
the interval having become detached
from the vehicle. ©* While hanging on to
the rig he took off his overcoat, and
after buttoning up his undercoat he
waved his band to those on the bridge,
and almost at the same moment he was
carried away by the water. He
was swept down over the main
fall, and though he was stunned, be
in some miraculous way grabbed u
floating log and hung on to it as it
went down the rapids and across the
bay  till it was near the opposite
shore. Messrs. A. E. Teskey fand
Robt. N. Code saw the chance of sav-
ing bis life and lost no time in getting
a boat and hurrying to his aid. They
reached bim and pulled him into their
boat, exhausted and partially uncon-
scious. He lay in the bottom of the
boat till the shore was reached, by
which time he had fully revived and
was able to walk the residence of
Mr. J. A. Teskey, where restoratives
and massage treatment helped him
greatly. ' His limbs were abraded
and bruised by his rough passage
over the rapids but heis now restored,
and thankfal that he did not meet the
fate of his companion. Both borses
were drowned and the ’bus, wrong
side up, lodged in the rapids below the
factory.

Hog Cholera,

In the annual report of the Depart-
ment of Agriculture the following
oocurs : In September last Prof. Baker
accompanied Dr. James of Ottawa to
investigate reported outbreaks of hog
cholera in the neighborbood of Ottawa,
counties of Russell and Carleton. - The
disease was found on ten farms, the
infection being supposed to have been
introduced from pigs bought on the
Ottawa market. On the 31st of Oct-
ober Dr. McEachlan accompanied Dr.
Perley of Ottawa over the infected
district, and directed him to proceed
with the slaughtering of all the disessed
and contact hogs. If the whole of - the
infected places have been discoverel
the slaughter, through disinfection and
sanitation that has been made, should
exterminate the disease. It is to be
hoped that the county council will
enforce more rigorously sanitary regu-
lations within its jurisdietion. Up till
the 31st October there were nineteen
outbreaks in Russell and Carleton
counties, 317 diseased pigs and 115
contact were killed. It would appear
that the disease has been in existence
for probably two years without being
reported. The necessity for taking
some active measures under the dnimal
Contagious Disease Act to awaken
farmers and hog feeders to their respon-
sibility and liability for not reporting
the existence of contagions diseass, is
made apparent by these extensive out-
breaks.
