LOCAL OPTION

—_—

From reports received at the office
of the Ontario Branch of the Dominion |
Alliance at Toronto, it is learned that |
there is likely to be another tremen-
dous - Local Option campaign in the
Province of Ontario this fall and
winter.  Campaigns are now well
advanced in 89 municipalities, of
which 35 are incorporated towns and
villages. - It is likely that there will
be additious to this list.

Within the past six years, 191
municipalities have polled a majority
for Local Option bylaws. Last year
the three fitths requirement prevented
it coming into force in 44 of these
municipalities, and in some other
places the bylaws were quashed in the
courts, but the law is in force in 153
municipalities and there are 133 other
municipalities in the proyince in which
no licenses are granted for various
reasons,

A striking feature of Local Option
bylaws is that when passed they stay
passed. Last year there were 84
mumcxpahtles in which bylaws had
been in force for three years and where |
a repeal vote could have been brought
on. In 8 places repeal was tried but
in only 1 was it successful.

God has His own way of calling, and
calls in many ways. Elijah did not
hear God in the fire, wind or earth-
quake, but in the still, small voice. It
may be in a very small sermon by a
Yery humble minister that Ged would
speak to us. It was so with Mr. pur-
geon, who was led to consecrate himself
to the service of Christ by a sermon of
a poor Wesleyan minister in a plain
country chapel.

Sometimes God calls men through a
sharp Providence when a milder voice
secms  to be unable to wake a sleeping
conscience.  Some will not hear till the
Lord comes very near to them and speaks
dreadfully in their ears, as with the
voice of thunder to wake the dead. The
death of a child or other dear one some-
times appears to be the voice of God to
call sleeping or resisting souls into His
service, The Lord seems often to call
persons by name, as He called Samuel,
and many others who have received
personal intimations, of the Divine inter-
est i'n them, and of call to the Master’s
service.

The patience of God in
these calls even till a late period in
life, instead of steeling the heart with
indifference, should make the heart
tender with gratitude, and o far from
begetting presumption, it cught to lead
the soul to prompt acceptance of God’s
olfer of mercy and salvation.

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NEW CONDITIONS
"IN SELLING MEAT.

FARMERS WILL DO WELL TO TAKE
NOTE OF THE INSPECTION ACT.
Hew to Dress Carcasses—Packing Houses

Now Require Certain Organs Left
Ottawa, Oct. 7.—The custom prevail-
ing among” farmers throughout. Canada
of slaughtering animals, particularly
swine, upon their own premises and sell-
ing the dressed carcasses on the local

market, is one whidq‘eng!‘ail\; more or. less
loss to the producer. Before the advent
of packing establishments, the domestic
trade was supplied by the local butchers,
who were necessarily compelled to pro-
vide for future supplies, and, as a ve-
sult, the local markets were created.
Conditions have changed, however, the
local dealers no longer . supplying :the
domestic trade, which has passed into
the hands of the houses, which
are now the distribtiting centrés” for
meats. Packers can afford to, and actu-
ally do, pay higher prices and sell at
lower values than the local butchers for
reasons which are obvious when one
considers that profits are represented by
the by-products. The packers are ad-
verse to buying dressed carcasses

they represent smaller profits in by-pro-
ducts. Again, dressed canasses are im-
perfectly handled by the farmer, the
meat in many caees being bruised and
unsightly, this, as well as the improper
chilling, being detervent to good prices.
Animals, especially hogs, require sciem<
tific chilling, otherwise those parts which
enter into the process of curing become
sour and unfit for market. Packers
prefer to buy their meats on the hoof,
and for the reasons set forth above, are
able to pay higher prices for the same.

In view, however, of the large trade
carried on in some parts of Canada, more
{:rticuhrly during the fall and winter,

dressed pork, agsicll as in other dress-
ed meats, attention may be directed to
one of the regulations made under the
new Meat Inspection Act, which is likely
to have a considerable effect on the busi-
ness above referred to. The Department
of Agriculture at Ottawa having assumed
the responsibility of inspecting and prac-
tically guaranteeing the healthfulness of
/all meats and meat products sent out
by the packing houses, must, of neces-
sity, protect itself by making sure that
no diseased carcasses are permitted to
enter these establishments. The most
effective way of preventing the entry of
such diseased meat is, of course the
careful ante-mortem inspection provided
for by the regulations, but in view of
the large trade carried on in dressed car-
casses and of the fact that both farmers
and ers have been in the habit of
handling meats in this way, the officials
in charge of the enforcement of the act
have decided to admit to the establish-
ments under inspection dressed carcasses
under such conditions as will enable
them to judge with reasonable certainty
as to whether the animal, prior to
slaughter, was free from disease. Pro-
vision has therefore been made for the
admission on inspection of dressed car-
casses with the head, heart, lungs and
liver held by their natural attachments,
such carcasses to be inspected before en-
tering the establishment, and if found
fit for food to be so marked and ad-
mitted for packing purposes, while if
found to be diseased, to be condemned
and tanked.

This being the case, it is incumbent on
every farmer bringing dressed hogs or
other animals to market to remember
that unless the carcasses are dressed in
accordance with the regulation mention-
ed above, namely, with these organs left
in their proper positions, it will not be
possible for the representatives of the
packing houses to buy such ,carcasses for
use in any of the establishments coming
under the operation of the Meat and
Canned Foods Act.

The presence of the buyers or agents
of these establishments on our local mar-
kets has always been, at laast to some
extent, a safeguard against possible at-
tempts by local combinations of butchers
and others to depress the price of dress-
ed meats, and it will be well for pro-
ducers to bear in mind the new condi-
tions and when, for any reason, unable
to market their stock on the hoof as
they should undoubtedly do whenever
sible. dress their hogs, as well as other
animals in such a way as to meet the
requirements of the new act.

Bear with me, then, when I say,
es my last word, that the greatest dan-
ger of the church on both sides of the
Atlantic is worldliness. In one sense it
is impossible for the church to mix too
freely with the world. Intp the slums of
East London, into the business of Wall
street, into the mining camps at the
Klondike, the church must go, and no
human interest in the world is outside
the interest of the church.

“But, on the other hand, to run a
church simply as a man runs a success-
ful business is to spell ruin and failure
and shame for the most orthodox church
in the world.”

FIGHT FLAMES
IN FORESTS.

ml‘)l—DOLLAR BRIGADE MAIN-
TAINED BY UNCLE SAM.

Use Fire, Not Water—Battle Carried on
by One Man or Many as Case Requires.

The greatest fire-fighting brigade in
the world is that maintained by the
National Government. It extends the
rough protection of its ventursome arm
around all the store of timber wealth
in the national forests from Mexico teo

Alaska. The quaintest fireman of them
all is the uﬁa cowboy ranger, whose
equipment ﬂ & mustang pony and a pine
bough, who may combat single-handed
for a week in some lone solitude - the
creeping flames that seek to devour the
forest primeval where the wealth of the
ages is being stored for the generations
that are to come.

The battle has been on for two months

t, for this is the season when the
ry twig crackles under foot and the
absence of rain invites disaster. Here
and there in the stretches of solitude a
curling smoke has turned in the alarm
to the vigilant fireman and the battle
has waged.

The national forests, aggregating in
area more than 156,000,000 acrea—enough
for five States the size of Pennsylvania,
or ten like West Virginia, or forty-five
like Connecticut —are not uniform in
topography, or in climate, or in vege-
tation. Some portions are steep, rugged,
almost inaccessible. Other parts are com-
paratively flat. The forests in one local-
ity may consist of mature trees, with
not much undergrowth. In others the
undergrowth is dense. High mountains
predominate in one region, valleys and
ridges in others and tablelands in still
others. Excessive drouths in one section
may be rare, and in others dry weather
is the rule,

In developing its plans for fighting
fires the Forest Service considered all
kinds and conditions of country. The for-
est ranger is the Government’s fire
scout, picket and skirmisher. The dry
summer months are’ his busy time in na-
tional forests of the west, where pine
needles strew the ground and the trash
and litter become like tinder before the
autumn rains set in.

Theze are in this service a total of 1,-
200 men, guards and rangers, at the
height of the season. There are veteran
rangers in the service, who are paid $1,-
400 a year, while the guards who, as be-
ginners, throw a squaw hitch on a pack
with difficulty, are paid but $720. The

their consent that timber may be cut,
live stock grazed or other benefit de-
rived from the reserve. The tolls for
these ‘frivilegm are collected and go far
toward paying the whole expense.

Nearly everything depends on the ran-
ger. He must be quick, constant, tireless.
The most efficient work is not the sub-
duing of great fires, but in preventing
them, W¥ifty men might have their hands
full to curb one forest conflagration. One
cool-headed man alone may stop the fire
if he reaches the little blaze in time.

A ranger scouts and guards an area of
75,000 to 150,000 acres—empugh . for a

mountains, sleeps wheré night finds him,
cooks his meals, cares for the two or
three horses which he usually takes with
him for the saddle and the packs, and
all the time he is alert, No distant dan-
ger must catch him napping. He must
be always ready.

Frequently a high peak commands a
view of all his territory, and when dan-
ger from fire is great the ranger, instead
of riding up and down the canyons and
gulches, often stands sentinel on a peak
scanning the horizon by day for smoke.
Experience makes him an expert in dis-
tinguishing between a smoke and a
mountain mist or a cloud, and he rarely
makes a mistake when he takes a good,
long look at a questionable column of
vapor. A mnovice might ride a horse to
death to reach a patch of fog against a
distant mountain. The ranger knows be-
fore he starts, and when he starts he
goes. The distance may be five or it
may be forty miles.

When he reaches the scene, a hurried,
but careful, examination enables him to
decide whether he can handle the fire
single-handed or whether he should call
help. If he nceds assistance he may call
on settlers or miners, if any are near, or
he may go himseclf, or send some one, to
the nearest telephone and acquafmt the
supervisor and the nearest citizens with
the situation. He then does the best he
can with the fire until help arrives. The
Government is extending the telephone
through many of the national forests
and private or company lines are fre-
quently available and assist greatly in
reporting and subduing forest fires,

They fight fire with fire, when less
drastic measures fail. A small blaze Jjust
starting or burning feebly may be beat-
en or stamped out, or extinguished by
shoveling sand on it, or by raking a
path in front of it.

When a great forest fire is raging, the
fighters go some distance in advance of
it and cut lanes through the woods across
its front. All logs, brush, leaves and lit-
ter, clear down to the mmeral soil, are
removed from the lane. The fighters go
far enough ahead of the fire to give them
time to complete the lane before the fire

““T'ne introduction of the emerggncy .brake
i largely responsible for this state of af-
falrs, for this invention, useful as it hua
been, s productive.of mischief.

“In the early days of the airbrake when
the “‘straighc i’ system was ustd tae whol:
epparatus consisted of a main reservowr on
the engine, with & single connection with
all the brake cylinders back through the
trailn. When the engineer wanted to- apply
the brakes he turned the handle of a three
way cock in the cab, which allownd the
air pressure from the engine reservolr to
rush back through the train, and the air
filled one brake cylinder aiter another, forc-
ing the brake shoes agalnst the wheals.
This old eystem had many weak points. One
of these was that in a long train the air
pressure in the reservoir was not great
enough to fill the cylin throughout the
train with enough pressure and gave & slow
acting brake of low power.

“But the more vital defect was that if a
train was running down hill, say, and a
hose connection broke on any part of the
train the engineer was helpless, and nothing
would prevent a bad wreck except the best
of luck or the prompt appiication of the hand
brakes

‘““Then automatic brakes were introduced,
whick did away with both of these failings
In this eystem an alr tank OF resvivolr
is placed on each car alongside of each brake
cylinder. This tank is fllled with an air
pressure from the engine and s controlled
by a triple valve attached to the brake cyl-
inder. This valve has three functions—it re-
leeses the alr from the auxiliary reservoir
on each car to the brake cylinder when
applying ths brakes, then allows the air
to escape when the brake is to be released,
end also opens & hole through which the air
pressure from the engine can oace more
charge the auxiliary reservoir.

““Now with this system, when the engi-
neer wants to put down the brakes, instead
of turning on the air as a matter or fact
he draws it off. The pressure in the reser-
volr of each car being, say, seventy pounds
on one side of the sliding valve and an equal
pressure being on the engine side. the valve
remains statlonary, but when the engineer
atlows a certain amount of the alr o es-
cape, this action, weakening the pressure
on the engine side, causes the greater pres-
sure in each car tank to force out each slid-
ing valve, which a3 it moves exposes an
entrance to each brake cylinder, and simul-
taneously the air rushes into each brake cyl-
inder and causes the application of all the
brakes. This device has done away with
all danger of a traln running away, for
the moment a hose breaks the pressure on
tho cnzine side escapes and thus causes all
the brakes to go down automstically.

“This brake has worked successfully in
almost every respect and the englneers have
mastered its workings without much trouble.
Then came the emergency brake, which sup
plicd the former remaining deféct for produc-
ing an instantaneous and tremendous check.
But with the emergency brake has come a
lot of complicated appartus that has to be
thorougkly understocd, theoretically and
practically, by the engineers.
~'To put oun the emergency brake the en-
&ineer throws over his air lever as far as
it will go with one quick movemext. This
lot out every bit of pressure on the traiu
line that is holding each valve in the car
reservoire. Finding no resistance tho air from
the car reservoir drives out tihe sliding valve
as for as it will go, the great pressure forc-
ing further than when an ordinary service
application is made, and this discloses at
once not only the whole of the entrance port
to the brake cylinder but also another open-
ing leading to the pressure from the engine.
At the bottom of the second opening is what
is known as the emergency valve, which,

“Scmetimes the emergency device gets be- ‘

respond to the engineer's reduction of say,
five pounds pressure, and maybe even a
ten pound reduction won't have any effect
upon it. As a result the brakes on all the |\
rest of the cars are partly down and not
on that particular car. Then when the en-
gineer makes still another reduction the
high pressure from this one tank foroes
the valve suddenly back with a jam, caus-
ing the brakes to go to emergency not only
on that car, but o nevery car of the train,
with the resuit that a train wlll come to an
abrurt standstill maybe a couple of hundred
feet from the station.

“That kind of a breke we czll a ‘kicker,’
and th¥re dre times when the engluver of
a passenger train has this thing happen to
him & half dozen times during a single run.
An emergency applled while a train ls mov-
ing at fifty or sixty miles an hour has
no bad effect, owing to the great momentum,
but lot the traim be running at ten or twelve
miles an hour and there will be a shaking
up that will break everything in the dining
u;ns and make everybody aboard uncomfort-
able.

“One odd thing about the application of
an airbrake is that if mn engineer of a freight
train has elowed down his traln to six or
eight miles an hour on account of a signal
against him, and thaj signal clears, instead
of pulling out his rottle and trying to
regain his headway the wisest thing for him
to do is to bring his traln to a standstill
end then start afresh. The chances are very
much in favor of the train being broken in
two if the engineer under these circumstances |
tries to setart up from slow speed. The
brakes, on account of the length of the

The statistics of the nurses, in small-
pox hospitals, are very interesting. In
the epidemic of 1871 there were 110 per-
sons
the smallpox sick in the Homerton Fever
Hospital in England. All these, with
two exceptions, were revaccinated before
being allowed to begin their work, and
all but these two who had evaded the
regulation in the matter, escaped small-
pox. In the same hospital five years
later, all the revaccinated - avtendants
escaped smallpox, while the only one who
had not. been -revaccinated took smallpox
and died from it. A committee was ap-
pointed to report on the question of the
occurrence of smallpox among nurses in
England. Of fifteen hundred persons in
practical attendance on cases of smallpox
forty-three contracied smallpox, “and
not one of these forty-three had been
revaccinated.”

| Blackmail Attempt Made by English-

man on His Wife.

New York, Oct. 7.—Lives of two chil-

dren and that of their unnatural father,

| who threatened to kill them end himelf
| unless a $50,000 ransom were paid, hung

in the balance for thirty days in this
city while the District Attorney of New
York county, the Supreme Court, the
Federal authorities, as well as the Pin-
kerton Detective Agency and & firm of
lawyers, bent their energies to avert a
triple tragedy.

Through the departure last week or
the Umbria of one of the principals who,
under an assumed name, goes to London
to purge himself of contempt before the
High Court of Justice and to sue for his
sequestered estates, is revealed for the
first time the story of this drama of two
continents.

In relating the details the Herald is
under the pledge of secrecy not to tell
the name of the father until it becomes
known througa litigation which is likely

to be instituted within a few days in

Great Britain.

He is a member of one of the best
county families of England, and is of
distinguished ancestry. He had inher-
ited a large fortune, and the estates
from which he derived his income had
for many generations been in the posses-
sion of those of his race.

Names in High Places.

His wife was of equally good birth and
station. The names of both are very
well known in London, and would be
recognized by many persons in New
York were they mentioned.

The Englishman and his wife until re-
ceutly seemed happy and contented in
their married life. Two sons were born
to them and the man was apparently
deeply devoted to their education and
welfare.

All this was changed by the advent of
“the other woman.” At first reports
came to the wife of her husband’s flirta-
tion with one who moved in a circle
ontirely different from their own. She
placed little credence in the story at
first until affairs took such a turn that
she was obliged to recognize that he was
the victim of a foolish infatuation, for
he abandoned her.

Although she still retained her affec-
tion for him, she then yielded to the ad-
vice of her friends after she saw that a
reconciliation was impossible, and re-
luctantly brought suit in the High Court
of Justice for the restoration of her
conjugal rights.

Pending a decision, the English trib-
unal awarded to her the custody of the
two boys, then six and eight years old,
and directed that they be left in the
boarding school where they had been
gent until their next vacation.

Father, Enraged, Departs.

This so angered the father that he de-
cided to leave the country. He gathered
all the cash which was available, about
one thousand pounds, and made his ar-
rangements to ge to the United States
with the woman to whom he had become
attached as his companion. His love for
his children seems to have lingered to
some extent, for he went to the school
where they were staying and, under the
pretence of taking them for an outing,
got them away from their instructors
and brought them and his companion to
this country.

His wife’s attorneys at once informed
the Justices of his action. He was de-
clared to be in contempt of court and an
order of sequestration was issued not
only agwinst his house in London but
against his country seat, which was one

for its romontic and historie interest.
By this means the recreant husband and
father could not avail himself of the use
or income of property valued at a quar-
ter of a million dollars.

He lived at the best hotels when he
came to New York. and the woman for
v;:hom he had abandoned his social posi-
tion was introduced by him as his wife.
He placed his sons in a boarding school
for b«_)ys on Long ‘Islaud not far from
this city, paying their board and tuition
for a term in advance. The man and
the other woman lived lavishiy in the
metropolis untily his funds were practi-
cally exhausted.

1
wmean this to be final, for if she or the
court, or both of them do not give way
within one month of this date (this ie
about the time that I believe the cash I
have will last), I tell you most devoutly
before God that I shall put an end to all
things, for I am not one to let myself
even go into the gutter, much less my
children. We are all better out of the
way than that. So if she and the ‘court
deem it best that this should be so the
orus rests with them. Please do not mis-
understand me, for I mean every word
o'l it, and have made up my mind some
time sigce. Therefore, if either my wiie
or the court have any desire to protect
the children they must accept my terms
or one other ailternative, which 1 now
give for the first iim~ (and this is the
only one), viz., let me take £10,000 (ten
thousand pounds) in cash and my person-
al effects and some furniture.

She was pre-
sented at court in 1880, and on account
of her great beauty at once attracted
attention. She married Lord Brooke in
1831. She took a leading place in Lon-
don society and was singled out by the
Prince of Wales, now King Edward, ul_d
become more prominent through his
friendship.
