built at. any length according
to number of birds, and filled with
gravel to the depth of six inches,
Use common cotton instead of
glass windows, as perfeet ventila-
tion oan be thus e secured. Each
pen should be supplied with a
drooping board extending full
length of pen, and about 15 inches
from ground. Roost to ba. sus-
pended from roof by mesns of
wire, about six inches above droop-
ing board, use 2x4 scantling.
Eunds of roosts should swing clear
of wall, as by this means the chick-
ens are practically isolated from

Fowls
do not freeze in the day but at
night, Keeptha birds on roosts
antil 9 a. m and feed them warm
grain in the morning. Always
scatter their food in straw that

Jthey may get proper exercise,

Guard against cold sufficiently to
keep combs from freezing as that
will cause hens to discontinue
laying. Bank the chicken house
up well with earth and munure,

A proper selection of breeding
stook is the most important featnre
of poultry raising, but do the very
best you can with whatever breed
you have,

Do not use the first dozea eggs
that come for hatching, select
those from the very best hens you
have.

Particular attention should be
paid to tbe shape and style of the
breeding hen, She should have
full rouud breasi, legs well apart,
long keel or breast bone, short on
legs, eyes well apart, broad shoul-
der and long straight broad back.

Mate two year old hen to cock-
erel or yearling, conforming in
style and color to hen. Mate
pullet to cock two years or over.

Chicks are always stronger from
two year old hens, Fully matured
birds grow the most vigorous
chiokens, Select breeding stock
early in season, Mark the pullets
that lay first with leg bands, and
always select breeding stock from
the early layers, as the early ones
usually prove to be the best layers.
Eggs are getting less in value
each year, due not to over product-

ion, but.through lack of care and
attention, too many are shipped
in a spoilel condition When
eggs are not being used for hatch-
ing purposes keep hens apart from
roosters, as unfertile egzs will not
spoil,

Pitching their camp
beside the well, they turned their
herses out to feed and started pros-
pecting the country around. Ford
picked up a half-ounce nugget, and |
hefore night they had gathered in|

pecting was rewarded with over
two hundred ounces. By this time'
fcod supplies had given out, so, |
keeping their own counsel concern- |
ing their discoveries, thev returncd |
to civilization, laid in a fresh stock!

to the nearest mining town, exhibit-

land on which this marvellous dis-|
covery had ben made, and hurried!
cif to the field again with a party
that numbered 150 men, besides
ccaches and horses, and all the par-
aphernalia of prospecting and

Almost as sensational as Cool-
gardie were the Londonderry and
Wealth of Nations ‘‘finds.”” The
Londonderry was discovered by a
party of unsuccessful prospectors
or. their way back to Coolzardie.
Two of them picked up some rich
gold-bearing specimens. After al
brief search the outcrop of a reef
was exposed, from which, in the|
course of a few days, they took out,
from 4,000 ounces to 5,000 ounces|
of gold. From the cap of the Wealth
of Nations reef, gold to the value
of $100,000 was secured in a few
days.

OLD ENGLISH FORT RELICS.

Cemetery of Stone Age Found on
Irish Moorland.

A stone sword or dagger was re-
cently found in an old fort ati
Crock, Ireland. The wecapon mea-
sured 14 inches long and has a
rounded handle and sharpened
blade, and is unique of its kind.
The place where the find was made
is the moorlands between (Cooks-
town and Strabane in an old “fort”’
described in the ordinance map as
Dunruah. Near by is a ‘‘standing
stone,”” with ogham inscription,
The fort is of considerable size, sur-
rounded by an earthen moat, inside
which is what 1s locally called a
Druid circle, compesed of hundreds
oi stones. Early this year, when
some of the stones were being cart-
ed away for building purposes, a
| cinerery urn was discovered, and
> since May 2, thirteen separate
graves have been found in the fort,
each with its urn, most of which
were smashed during the digging.
The largest of the graves is about
three feet square, and is assumed
to belong to the chief, and in
' were found two round flint balls
weighing from 2 to 214 ounces, and
a large number of flint spear heads.
The fort is evidently a cemetery of
the stone age, and it is highly de-
sirable that the authorities sf1(,1;](1
take imimediate steps to preserve it
from demolition, and carry out sys-
tematic exravation so that the an-
tiquarian treasures may be preserv-
ed intact. Tt is interesting, in con-
nection with the proposal to carry
out an extensive afforestration
scheme on these moorlands, to note
that the fort is on the slope of the
Crockynell, 825 feet above sea lev-
el, and a few hundred yards from
the Owen Killen river—the river of
the wood—an etmological proof of
‘the existence of forests in the dis-
trict in ancient times.

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EMGLAND'S UNEMPLOYED

A WIYTER OF GREAT DISTRESS
IS PREDICTED.

Thousands Parade Streets and

Sericus Qutbreaks are Certain
to Come.

England is face to face with the
most serious condition of unemploy-
ment in her history, and unless re-
hef is provided on an unprecedent=
ed scale during the coming winter,
bread riots may be expected in
many of the primcipal cities, writes
a London correspondent. Already
the mutterings of discontent have
been heard and in Glaggow, at
least, bloodshed was only prevent-
cd a few days ago by the prompt
action of the authorities in yielding
to the demands of the workless
men and starting relief works.

Unemployment has been growing
in England for many years and
about three years ago it reached
such a point that Parliament passed
a bill in a hurry, empowering local
authorities to levy a tax for tne|
purpose of providing work for thoir'
unemployed. The amount of the
tax, however, is strictly limited and
it must have the approval of the
local govemnment board, the head
of which is a member of the cabin-
et, before it may be levied. This
met the situation

FOR THE TIME BEING.

The procession of unemployed dis-
appeared from the streets, and in
the parks and other public places
groups of men could be seen doing
a very little work for rather large
pay provided by the taxpayers.
This year, however, the situation
is so bad that the unemployed act
has broken down. It is clearly evi-
dent already that the powers con-
ferred on the local authorities un-
der the act will be totally inade-
quate to relieve the immense num-
ber of unemployed workmen who
are clamoring for work or food
and whose numbers will be increas-
ec as the weather becomes more se-
vere. The following are the approxi-
mate numbers of unemployed re-
ported in some of the principal cit-
jes in the middle of September:

THE SETTING HEN

Prepare nests to accomodate
four hehs, they can be placed in
tiers, one above the other as nec-
essity demands. Where dust bath
is not in use dust hen well with
either prepared insect powder, or
mixture of road dust and eulphur,
Never put more than six chickens
with one hen,

Egg shell materal in the form o!

day. Do not feed young chickens
for bhirty six hours after hatched.
Experiments have been conducted
where they Lkave not been fed for
two weeks. without any serious re-
sults, Do not feed wet food dur-
ing first two weeks.  Chicks are
ready for fattening crate, at three
and one half to four months of
age. Crates are made of slats 2 ft,
by 14 inches. Place 4 birds in
each crate, Feed well, and as the
small space will not allow them to
exercise they will soon become fat
and ready for market. By this
method their meat will be very
tender, and the whiteness of the
breast will not exceed that of the
legs. Twenty one days is the
usual time allowed for fatrening.
Feed chopped oats to get best re-
sults, give it to them in the form
of a thick mash in the morning,
and feed tallow once or twice dur-

ing the time they are in the crate,
The usual cost is four te 43c for
every pound the foul gains. "They
should not have food for twelve
hours before killing, but should
be given water.

The proper method used in kill-
ing birds is to hang themx by feet,
and allow to remain long enough
to swell the arteries on either side
of the neck until they can be dis-
tinguished, then with a sharp
knife rupture the aiteries and they
will soon bleed to death, Dry
pluck while still warm,
