N.B. Farmer Member 
Praises S. S. B.

In the House of Commons on 
May 7th Mr. Caldwell, who sits 
with the Progressive Wing and re­
presents the new farmer move­
ment in New Brunswick spoke of 
the operations of the ,-oldier 
Settlement Board in his own prov­
ince H - h d very warm praise 
for Mr. M i j .en, Mr Black and 
the Gov :nment generally' lor 
what hcs been accomplished. Mr. 
Caldwell 'poke as follows ;-

“I djs.ru to make a few remarks 
on thii subject, especially in view 
of the fact that I was very closely 
connected with the operation of 
the Soldier Settlement Act in the 
province from which I come. I 
was Chairman of the Qualification 
Board before whom the soldiers 
in my part of the country came 
for examination in regard to their 
fitness as settlers', and shortly 
after the work began I was made 
a member of the Loan Committee.
I want to speak particularly in 
regard to the p-ice per acre of 
land in the different provinces. I 
observed that some hon. members 
smiled when they heard what the 
price per acre was in New Bruns­
wick, and I am inclined to think 
they got a wrong impression in 
that respect. Perhaps no one 
realizes better than I that 
the statement is correct, because I 
was one of the board who decided 
what should be paid. I realize 
this probably more than anybody 
else because I was one of the 
board who decided what farms 
should be bought and what we 
should pay for them. The soldier 
selected a farm and the inspector 
inspected it and put a valuation 
upon it. We did not in every 
case pay what the valuator said 
it was worth. We even turned 
down a number of farms that the 
farm inspector said were good 
value at the price asked for them. 
That is the reason why the prices 
were less per acre in New Bruns­
wick than in some other provinces. 
But we estimated the value of 
these farms on the production 
basis. If a farm would not pro­
duce enough to enable the settler 
to sustain his family and to give 
him a pretty fair chance of mak­
ing his payments the board asked 
the soldier to select another farm. 
In a great many cases the farms 
were good but were too heavy 
with buildings. We realized that 
the soldier could not make any 
money out of the buildings and 
while they would be a good in­
vestment for the man who had 
the money to pay for them we 
did not encourage soldiers to bur­
den themselves with such farms. 
We refused different farms that 
were top heavy with buildjpgs. 
That is another reason why our 
price per acre is smaller than in 
other provinces where they pur-

chased farms ' with better build­
ings. I know that farms were 
sold to private individuals, cash 
down for a price that we said the 
soldier could not pay and still I 
believe we were right. When the 
purchase was made by a man who 
had the money to pay for the 
farm and the buildings, there is 
no doubt that he made a good 
trade but there is a great differ­
ence between a man going on a 
farm and going into debt for it 
and a man who has the money to 
pay for it.

“I was in hopes that a Bill 
would have been brought down 
by the minister to extend the time 
for repayment of the advance on 
land, stock and equipment. I 
think the period should be longer. 
However, I suppose we should be 
grateful for small favours. I un­
derstand you extend the time for 
two years?”. The Minister re­
plied in the affirmative.

Mr. Caldwell did not think that 
was sufficient, but the time could 
be extended if necessary. He 
went on to say;-

T like the hon. member for 
Winnipeg (Mr. Andrews), fee Hike 
giving t he Government every 
credit for this Act. I believe that 
it is a good thing and that, it ser­
ves a good purpose. I believe that 
it will put returned soldiers into 
civil life who otherwise would not 
be- able to establish themselves 
under such favourable condition.
I hop* the time for repayment 
will be extended if necessary and 
I feel sure it will be. The hon. 
member for Winnipeg (Mr. An­
drews) made a suggestion with re­
gard to insuring the settlers and 
I think that would be a wise pro­
vision. However, I do not be 
lieve that the board or the Gov 
emment or the country takes any 
risk of losing anything by this 
transaction. The settler pays ten 
per cent of the purchase price 
down. He must do that. If he 
dies next year the Government 
has the property absolutely to­
gether with the ten per cent of 
the price which the settler has 
paid' down. If he makes his pay­
ment for five years he will have 
paid approximately one-third of 
the purchase price and the Gov­
ernment still absolutely own the 
property because the soldier has 
no claim against it until it is fully 
paid for. I think there is very 
little chance of the Government 
losing through this scheme but I 
think that as an extra safeguard 
and as a protection to the settlers 
family he should be insured. If 
the settler dies the board will have 
to take the farm over and it may 
not be able to realize as much at 
forced sale as it otherwise would. 
You cannot sell a property at for­
ced sale for all it is worth. In 
that case the family might be 
destitute and if the Government 
should insure the settler it would 
be a protection to themselves as 
well as to the soldier’s family.”

Taxation Proposals

Ottawa, May 18-^The following is 
a summary of tho taxation proposals 
submitted to Parliament by the 
Mlnls-ter Of Finance this afternoon

Luxury Taxes
Ten per cent, of the total purchase 

price on bopts and shoes coating 
over $9.00 A pair; men’s and boys' 
su*ts costing over $45.00 each; men’s 
and women’s overcoats costing over 
$50 each; fur coats and robes over 
$100.00 each; women’s, dresses cost 
ing over $15; women’s suits costing 
over $60.00; and on hats., hose, neck 
ware, shirts, purses and gloves cost­
ing above a certain* specified figure 
as well as on some other wearing 
apparel, all fans, opera cloaks, ivory 
handled cutlery-, cut (glase, velvet 
and silk fabrics, lace, ribbons, silk 
embroideries, and sporting goods, 
also on trunks over $40.00 each and

Twenty per cent, of total purchase 
price on such articles as cigar and 
cigarette holders and pipes costing 
over $2.50, humidors and other equip 
ment for smokers, hunting, shooting 
and riding garments, fancy pocket 
knives, gold, silver, ebony and ivory 
toilet ware* jewelery, articles of 
silver adapted for household or 
office use, fur wearing apparel (ex 
cp! t as mentioned above), liveries. 
Ornamental rugs, expensive carpets 
and curtains and chandeliers. This 
tax payable by the purchaser at the 
time of purchase.

Twenty per cent, on mechanical 
player pianos, grafonolos and mech 
an1 cal musical instruments and re 
cords used therewith.

Fifty per cent, on articles of gold 
for household use. Latter -two tax 
es being payable at the time of sale 
by manufacturer or when imported

Playing cards—25 cents a pack on 
cards selling at wholesale rates not 
over $25 per gr03s packs, and 60 
cents a pack on cards above $25 per 
gross packs.

Beer, wines and spirits —Increase 
in excise duties on beer of 30 cents 
a gallon ; non-sparkling wines, 30 
cents a gallon; spirits, $2.00 a gal­
lon; and on sparkling wines; $3.00 
a gallon.

Motor Cars—Excise -tax on Can­
adian manufactured and imported 
cars increased from ten to fifteen 
per cent.

Sales Tax—One per cent, on the 
sales of all manufactured whole­
sale dealers, jobbers or import 
ers (not retailors). This tax not to 
apply to large list of essential food 
stuffs, cattle foods and bituminous 
coal, or to goods exported.

Stamp jDutfea—Existing Jtax 
cheques continued, but rate increas 
ed on bills of exchange and promis 
sory notes. Two cents for bills of 
exchange and promissory notes. Two 
cents for bills of $100 Or less and 
two cents for each additional $100. 
or fractional pant thereof.

Stamp duties on patent medicines, 
etc., henceforth to be affixed by man 
ufacturer or importer instead of re­
tailer as now.

Film tax of fifteen cents a film for 
each day used abolished because of 
Inequality of incidence as between 
mall and large theatres.

All the above taxes are eeffact­
ive from tomorrow, the 19th Instant

Income Tax
By last fearis legislation Income 

taxes payable this year on 1919 In 
come were very substantially raised 
A further general addition to these 
taxes of five per cent, is noif add 
ed on incomes of $6,000 and up, to 
be effective this year.

In future Income tax returns must 
be accompanied by a check for at 
Veaet twenty «five per cent. y>f the 
whole of the amount estimated to 
be payable. If paid in Instalments, 
Interest at six per cent, la to be 
charged and payment in full I» re­
quired within six months after re-1 
turn is made by means of three 

sal bi-monthly Instalments. 
Heavy penalties are provided for in­
correct returns.

Profita Tax

$50,000 twenty per ceitf. on all pro­
fits exceeding ten per cent will be 
taken instead of twenty-five per 
cent as at present. ,

Under legislation of last session 
the maximum scale of business tax 
is in effect this year ?nu the mod. 
fled tax will apply to 1920 profits 
taxable in 1921.

Tariff Changes
The seven and' a half per cent, 

war customs duty is taken off all re­
maining items. Last year the five 
per cent? British preferential war 
tax was entirely removed as well 
as the seven and a half on food, 
clothing, agricultural implements, 
etc. The war customs duty imposed 
in 1915 are now entirely removed.

A feature cf the luxury- tax is its 
general application. It hits artie’es 
of all kinds. Small wares, as well 
as the more expensive opera cloak, 
come under the tax. Ten per cent, 
will be levied on the purchase prico 
of boots in excess^ of nine dollars 
per pair, on hats,* men’s and boys’ 
in excess of $5 each; on caps, men’s 
and boys’, in excess of $2 each; on 
hose, stockings, silk, men’s and 
boys’ in exdess of $1 a pair; on neck­
ties and neckware, men’s and boys’, 
iq excess of $1.50 each; waist coats, 
men’s, sold separately from suits, in 
excess of $3 each; hats, bonnets and 
hoods, women’s and misses’, in ex­
cess of $12 each; hose, stockings, 
silk, women’s and misses’. In ex­
cess of $2 perpalr; kimonos, pett- 
coats and waiats in excess of $12 
each; pyjamas and underwear In ex­
cess of $5.

All indica­
tions point to the conclusion that the 
public are not prepared to bu^ at 
present prices, and ■ will maintain 
that attitude in the fall, with the 
consequence that to obtain money 
by spring, retailers Will be forced to 
sell at a sacrifice and manufac­
turers will be forced to cut profits 
in order to induce (them to re-stock

The feeling here is that the de­
pression will not last longer than 
two seasons, so that by the end of 
1921 business will be on the up grade 
again. The labor situation is a pow­
erful factor, and as conditions in 
Canada, and especially in the Pro­
vince of Quebec, appear more stable 
than in the United States, and there 
Is every evidence that the British 
will flow in to develop© natural re­
sources, it is felt by busihess men 
versed in economics that ^Canada 
will weather the storm well. “We 
are sliding down into one of the 
valleys now,”^said one, “but there 
will be no disaster.’’ The bottom 
will be reached quickly and prices 
will move up though they, may not 
again reach the high peak from 
which they are falling now.”

New YorK, May 19—Telegraphic 
reports to the Evening Sun from the 
leading industrial centres where the 
necessaries of life are produced are 
to the effect that the crest of the 
high prices has been reached in the 
United States, and in many instances 
passed.

Boston, May 19—Price reductions 
ranging from fifteen to fifty per cent, 
were advertised today by various 
retail stores. Most of the reductions 
wert in clothing, but one large de­
partment store announced also a re­
duction of twenty-five per cent, on 
lines of cottons, blankets, linens and 
other goods. A store specializing in 
wonen’s clothing 'displayed window 
cards proclaiming that everything 
was cut one-half in price.

Youngstown, Ohio, May 19.— A 
reduction of twenty per cent in 
prices of nearly all goods was an­
nounced today by one of the large 
downtown department stores.

Omaha, Neb., May 19—Auto 
dealers and dentists to-day announc 
ed material reductions in their prices 
while among "the larger department 
stores all but one had placed on sale 
their entire or greater p<: tion of 
their stocks at discounts ranging 
from 20 (to 50 per cent. Several shoe 
dealers also . announced discounts of 
one fifth of the selling price. Sev­
eral dentists advertised a twenty 
five per cent, reduction on all charges

Fresno, Chlti.. Mar 19—General 
reductions on silk goody of twenty- 
five per cent, were announced by 
retailors in advertisements published 
tqday.

Cheyenne, ,Wyo„ May 19—Reduc­
tion of fifteen per cent, on the prices 
of all dry goods and clothing, effec­
tive today, was announced by one 
merchant here.

Kansas City, May 19—The bank­
ers of the United States are deter 
m'ned there «hall ba no more $2? 
Shoes and $150 clothes. Richard S 
Hawes, St. Louis, president of the 
Bankers Association, told the annual 
convention of (the Missouri Bankers’ 
Association here yesterday. He urged 
the bankers to refrain from lending 
money for speculation in food and 
land.
