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And they come unto him, bringing one sick
ioif tge palsy, which was borne of four.-Mark
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Capernaum, the scene of oyr text, is a
city celebrated in Gospel history, being
the place where Jesus is supposed to
have spent some portion of his early
years, and where he usually resided dur-
ing the time of his ministry. It stood on
the sea-coast of Galilee, on the borders of
Zebulon and Naphtilim, and consequently
towards the upper part of it. As it was
a convenient port from Galilee to any
place on the other side of the sea, this
might be our Lord’s inducement to make
it the place of his most constant residence.
After a probationary life, spent in part
here, a life whose mysteries we may not
fathom, the divine moulding of mind and
body, Christ comes forth from his seclu-
sion, and from hill-side, from platforms of
synagogues, and from the shore of the
Gallilean lake, his voice is heard, calling
men to God. We may now suppose the
Saviour has just returned to Capernaum
from his first preaching tour, and has en-
tered into a house, in all probability
Peter’s. “And it was noised that he was
in the house.”

Jesus had come to them, to tell of won-
derful things and to do wonderfal mira-
cles. “It was noised that Jesus had
come,” without aid of newspaper, or cry
of newsboy, electric wire or telephone.
“It was noised that Jesus had come.”
How was this? The people were looking
for some great teacher. There had been,
amid the darkness of the universal night,
bright and glowing stars; and then it
came that those wholooked out longingly
and earnestly saw the dim streaks of light
‘that rimmed the easterly horizon, and
that promised by its ever-glowing clear-
ness a coming day. “It was noised that
Jesus had come.” “The people which
sat in darkness saw a great light, and to
them which sat in the region and shadow
of death light is sprung up.” Men went
to their fellow men with joy glistening in
their eyes, and said “Jesus, of whom the
prophets wrote has come.” The whole
country was aroused ; they had heard of
his wondrous fame, but now were to hear
him for themselves. You can well im-
agine the excitement his presence in Ca-
pernaum caused. Husband tells the
wife, father the son, mother the daughter,
brother the sister, friend his friend—
“Jesus has come.” From a hundred
‘ho.nes the crowd hastens forth; storekeep-
ersdeave theirstores, families their homes,
servants their labor. From palace and
cottage, from marts of business and quiet
homes, the intellectual and the uncult-
ured, the good and the bad, the pharisee
and the publican, the despised and the
outcast—all conditions of human life
make their way to Peter’s house. To-day
we can scarcely understand this. We
have become familiar, too familiar, with
Christ’s wonderful life, and speak with

" little thought of the marvellous results of
his ministry. “But think for a moment of
the effect upon the minds of the people
of his day, as they heard of their sick and
infirm and dying restored, in a moment,
to full health; simply by the calm word
of this strange teacher. Never a failure -
never one poor sufferer sent back in dis-
apointment and sorrow.! Who can this
be, from whose word all ills and sorrows
fly away, like the night mists before the
rising sun. Whois He? Why, Jesus!
Angelssang the story of his birth, for ¢ He
became flesh and dwelt amongst us.”
¢ And it was noised abroad that he was in
the house.” Now, in imagination, I hear
the tramp of the multitudes going to a
certain house, a touse in which music had
long ceased, and from which joy had fled
—because of a long, long illness. 1 heay
a young man say, “ What is the matter,
mother? ‘What is the meaning of this
tramping throng?” “Jesus! Jesus has
come! You remember Jesus, who used
to work in the carpenter’s shop! J esus,
the good boy, the peace-maker, the very
soul of honor and goodness. This same
Jesus has come back and claims to have
power to heal both body and soul.” Now
I see nearing the house, in the very midst
of the surging crowd, four young friends
of this young nmn. They all tell of in.
stances of wonderful healing of which
they have heard. When just opposits
the house of mourning, one says, ¢ Let
us go infor a moment and see our friend.”
See! they enter the house ; they tell him
of Jesus. - One burning thought takes
possession of the lad’s mind—can he heal
me? Canhe? Yes! say the fourfriends,
He can. We have heard of his giving
sight to the blind, hearing to the deaf,
strength to the maimed, life to the dead !
“Take me, O take me! I can’t walk of
myself ; take me toJesus.” Love prompts
them ; and they take him along. See,
they go out and get four poles, and
make a litter of them ; and taking their
paralyzed friend on his bed of sheepskin,
they bear him forth. See them as they
proceed on their errand of love. Some
scoff, others say, “ Whose funeral is that 9
The young men did not care: they were

| of it.
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earnest men, men dead in earnest, and
must succeed. Here we may notice, that
the great difference among men of all
sorts, is energy of character or the want
Energy will make any man a con-
queror. The want of it will cause failure.
Dead-beats are all men without force. It
takes nerve, vim, perseverance, patient
continuance in well doing, to win the
highest prizes. The young man who un-
dertakes anything without pluck and
force will not earn salt to his poridge.
All that is worth doing requires push,
stamina, vigor, courage, resolution, will,
determination—in one word energy. The
young men could not get near the house,
so great was the throng. Did that deter
them? We shall see presently.

As Jesus casts his eye over that throng
He begins to preach the word to them.
His voice, clear and calm, thrills through
all that congregation to the utmost verge
of the crowd. A great light burns in his
clear, calm eye, and an intense realization
of the words he speaks light up his face.
As the hundreds listen, words simple,
tender, graphic, sublime, ring along the
air- How can I pronounce the word with
which his sermon opened? I can imag-
ine somewhat of the pathos and tender-
ness with which it fell from his hallowed
lips ; but it becomes cold and rough as it
falls from our tongue. It is a word rather
to be looked at than re-uttered. It is a
picture, a fountain, a sun, a gospel unut-
terable. “Blessed!” “Blessed are the
poor in spirit! Blessed are they that
mourn. Blessed are the meek: Blessed
are they that do hunger and thirst after
righteousness. Blessed are the merciful.
Blessed are the pure in heart. Blessed
are the peace makers. Blessed are they
which are persecuted for righteousness
sake.” Thus Christ spoke, as one whose
words were the very words of God. To
the spell-bound audience there was a
strangeness about his teaching, a profound
simplicity, a spirituality, a moral grandeur
entirely new. But where are the four
young men with their palsied friend?
Seeing the crowd, have they turned away
in despair? Not they! With a low,
earnest, “Give way! give way!” they
reach thedoor. Here the press isso great
that, for a while, they are obliged to de-
sist. That you may better imagine the
scene, call to mind an eastern house—a
suite of rooms built round an oblong area
or open square, with a flat roof, made of
boughs, matting and earth, covered over
with a compost which dried in the sun;
and a stairway leading from the front en-
trance or porch, directly to the roof.
Pressing on through the open door the
crowd fills the area to its utmost ; in the
centre of the throng stands Christ, pro-
claiming to them the gospel. At the en-
trance stood the young men, with their
palsie’d friend. What will they do? It
is impossible to find a way through the
crowd. Look! Withholy ingenuity one
of the young men thought of the roof;
with strong hands he tears away boughs,
matting, -~ earth, compost. A man
in the crowd calls out, “What are
you after there ?” Somebody tells the
owner, and even Peter angrily asks, ¥ Why
are you tearing the roof off my house ?”
A brief reply is the only answer. “We
are taking a man to Jesus ; we’ll pay the
bills.” Ina trice the litter and its occu-
pant is in the presence of the Saviour.
Christ saw a soul as well as a body. This
man’s soul needed help. At once com-
prehending this mute appeal, for not a
word was spoken, Jesus said, with an as-
surance that brought peace, % Son, thy
sins be forgiven thee.” ¢“What! what!
rank heresy! open, undisguised blas-
phemy !” mutter the long-robed and richly
turbaned Pharisees and stately doctors of
the law, who have pushed their way in
ainongst the publicans and sinners, doubt-
less to make their observations and re-
port. “ Who can forgive sins but God
alone?” To which Christ responds by
commanding the sick man to “rise, take
up his bed and ‘walk.” ~ With gladness in
his heart and praise upon his lips, the
young man went down to his house
healed in body and soul.  Practical les-
sons—

I. It is ours to bear our loved ones to
Christ. In your homes there are palsied
hearts. All around us, despite our preach:
ing theologies and patent medicines, there
are palsied souls ; souls wadded in reli-
gious stupidity. It is yours; your high-
est duty, next to your own salvation, to
bring such to Christ. The Church of to-
day is a lazy Church; yea, we are all
guilty in this matter. Friends—pray,
work ! Uprouse ye all to some task for
the Master. Be ye all on some errand for
Christ. So, when He comes, he shall find
stains of travel on your feet, and furrows
of prayer wrestling on your brow ; then
will He call you forth, a worker, to his re-
ward, and not a drone to his doom.

II. Bear all to Christ on the litter of
faith. In the fifth verse of this chapter
we read, “ When Jesus saw their faith he
said unto the sick of the palsy, son, thy
sins be forgiven thee.” A modern writer,
Dr. Parker, suggests that we amend the
text. ¢ Let us form ourselves into a com-
mittee for the purpose of suggesting para-
phrases and amendments.” I will be the

mouth-piece. And Jesus seeing their—

seclarianism. That would fill up a line
better than faitk; it is a longer word, it
has more syllables in it, it fills the mouth
better—shall we put it in? And Jesus
seeing their—denominationalism. There
is a word that would almost make a line
by itself. I fancy we cannot amend the
text. We can take out the little word
Jaith and put in the longer words I have
named. These would not be amendments,
they would be spoliations ; they would be
blasphemies. Let the word “ faith” stand.
Come, friends, and bring souls to Christ,
with a faith strong, a faith real, a faith
that can remove mountains, and that will
acknowledge no impossibilities whatever.

III. Bear the palsied to Christ on the
litter of prayer. I hope to see see all my.
children in heaven by and bye. I trust
more to secret prayer, as far as I am con-
cerned in their salvation, than to anything
else. Friends—pray, pray! - Any where
beneath the night heavens, with the star
clusters glistening above you, you can find
a place to kneel and a God to hear. Pray
—your prayers shall prevail. Sun and
moon and stars may fail, but pray er never.
Day and night may be broken, but prayer
never. Seed time and harvest may be
reversed, and summer and winter forget
their place, but God cannot cease to hedr
prayer. And while He giveth hearts to
pray, He will still give gracious answers
to our petitions. The case before us
seemed hopeless, yet they prevailed ; so
shall you.

IV. Bear them on the litter of a good
life,

Lastly. Bring them and lay them at
the feet of Christ. Not to the Church,
not to the minister, nor to dogmas and
rites, but to Christ. Remember, dear
friends, the Saviour's complaint concern-
ing Capernaum. Capernaum was highly
honored, “exalted to heaven,” but, be-
cause it made no use of heaven’s signal
favor, it drew from the lips of the living
Christ the severe denunciation that it
should be brought down to hell. This
sentence of destruction has been fully
realized ; the anciént city is to-day an
utter desolation. Friends, what of your
privileges? - Yours is the brightest of the
ages. Thesun which shines upon you
has gathered, as into a focus, all the scat-
tered rays of former dispensations, and
clustered them in its own meridian.
Yours are days after which prophets
yearned and kings longed. To you, dur-
ing these. meetings, the.truth has been
brought home by many teachers, and en-
forced by a great variety of illastration
and appeal. We have continually pre-
sented unto you Jesus—Jesus. No har-
rible pictures of hell; no words fall of
terror and fire, have you heard ; we have
preached unto you the gospel of love.
Friends, the Jesus, the same loving, ten-
der, sympathising, compassionate Jesus,
who healed the poor paralyiic of Caper-
naum, is here to heal you all. Jesus!
His voice is music, his word is love.
Come! Be notafraid. The law of Moses
has no power to condemn; the fire of
Elijah hasno power to burn ; the voice of
God has no terrors to alarm. The touch
of Jesus, the word of Jesus,—this is your
life, your peace, your hope, your heaven !
To you, let Jesus be all in all.

Jesus only! Jesus alway!
Jesus now!

Jesus only! Jesus,onl'yl all my ransom paid,

Lifts my burden, as he sayeth, Rise, hé not
afraid.

Jesus only! Jesus only! When in sin I laid,

Jesus touched me, Jesus bade me, Rige, be
not afraid!

Jesus only! Jesus ever! When death doth
me invade,

He will touch me, He will bid me ‘Rise, be
not afraid!”’

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THE REV. JOHN M. BROOKE.

MEMORIAL SEEMON PREACHED LAST EVENING BY
REV. MR. MOWATT IN ST. PAUL'S
CHURCH.

The memorial service of the late Rev. John
M. Brooke, Senier Pastor of St. Paul's Prese
byterian Church, was held Sunday eveningin
that chuvel, and although the weather was
inclemgent thgrq, was a large congregation.
The service dpetied with the singing of the
xv. paraphrase, ‘“TheLiving know that they
must die,”” after which the pastor, Rev. A.
J. Mowatt, read appropriate passages from
the Scriptures from the xii chapter of Daniel
and the xx. chapter of Acis, commencing at
the 17th verse. After prayer by the pastor, in
which most feeling reference was made to
the dead pastor and friend, thelv. paraphrase,
“My race is run; my warfare oer,”” was
sung by the choir.

The Rev. Mr. Mowatt chose for the text of
his sermon the words ‘The memory+of the
just is pleasant’” from the vii. chapter of
Proverbs. After dnenhng the last hours
and illness of the late pastor, the Rev. gen-
tleman said that in dyisg ‘““he had literally
fallen asleep,and his sleep was so sweet and
holy.” Thus closed the lifé of their late
pastor, and it was theirs to-night to let all
that he had been to them come back through
the years to bless their lives. There ‘are
memories that itis well for man there are
oblivion and forgetfulness for; and there are
memories it would be a wrong and a calam-
ity to let die, they are so sweet, and fragrant
and beneficeni, and the more we know of
them the more we want to. Suchs memory
as ong of ‘these is the life of Dr. Brooke, for
the memory of the justis pleasant, and in
discoursing of that: this evening he would
give one thing promisence—that he was one
of thejust. He Wasa man of care, culture
and refinement; a scholar and a gentleman
able to take his place anywhere in the best
society ; and all about him wasso gentle and
sincere. There was a something about him
that drew yeu to him and won your confi-
dence; you could become intimate with him,
but never too intimate, for he seemed to
inspire one with feelings of awe and reverence
for him. This, at least, wasthe kind of
feeling he (the speaker) always had for him.
The preacher spoke of his rarely melodious
voice and unaffected simplicity of address;
and his hearty two-handed grasp of greeting,
who can forget? His piety, however, was
the best thing abeut him ; it was this "which
made everything else sbout him shine. His
life was pure and transparent—-eveén the

.tongue of stander had nothing to do with

him. He never miade any display of his
piety ; it was natura}'fo him and bécame
him well. 'We honor him for his worth, but
his piety was his glo’q :-‘“the memory of the
just is pleasant.”’ 4

The Rev. Dr. Brogke was all of 50 years in
the ministry. He was-first with Dr Wren in
Burrowstonmess, and in 1834 he was present-
ed with a Qld- waggh, from the inscription
on which the speakev'wottld infer that he had
then been in thé ministry for some time. He
continued in Burrowstonhess with Dr. Wren
until 1888 or ’39, when he went to assist Mr.
Kerr in a mission, and later received his
appointment from the Mission Board to a
station in British North America. The Rev.
Dr. Brooke was married on the 23rd day of
July, 1839, and in less than a month after he
tore himself away from his wife and came to
New Richmond, Gaspe ‘County, Quebec,
where he ministered for some time,and where
his memory is still fragrant. As He was
master of the French language he cndeared
himself to the French Canadians in his dis-
trict. In the spring of 1840 Mrs. Brooke and
her mother came out to New Richmond, and
it was a happy home ; his pastoral duties
were pleasant, his congregation united, and
they had recently put wp a new church,
Late in 1842 or early in 1843 he came to
Fredericton.

As a preacher he was sound, logical, doc-
trinal and Scriptural. His manner in the
pulpit was pleusing;diis teaching pure, and
the whole service impressive. In his minis-
try it was his lot to do good, to lead his
flock “beside still waters;” - his ministry was

like unto. the flowigg:of a gentle stream and |

not the roaring of a mountain torrent. After
speaking of Dr. Brooke's excellence and the
good he had done in such ministrations as
brought him, in :closer cemmunion with his
congregation, the rev. gentleman said that
he had, by his ministry, marked his impress
on the history of St. Paul’s Church, snd on
the history of this- city, and had left his
“foot-prints on the sands of time,” which
will serve as guides and incentives for
many yet to come.

The rev. gentleman then referred to the
deeeased’s work -outside of the church as
pastor, as a citizen-and at home in the
Manse, and oh! what blessed memories cling
around this last phase of his life. None
could excell him in his work as a pastor
among his flock, for it was as such, and not
as a preacher, that he became eminent. As
a citizen he was prominent in every good
work, and while casting his influence over
all, never forgot that he was a minister. He
was not a politician and although he never
expressed himself he may have had his own
views on the public questions of the day; but
he rather held himself as a citizen of another
and a greater City. For some years he offered
prayer in the Council Chamber of the Legis-
lature, and there is no doubt but that his
offerings did much for the welfare of the
people of this country; and in educational
matters he always took a deep interest: And
then his’ life at the Manse. What blessed
memories we have of his geniality and kind-
liness of disposition! He received you so
pleasantly and took leave of you so affec-
tionately! No one could visit the Manse for
any length of time and come away without
being much the better; and he had no doubt
but that there were many now in this Prov-

{ince—nay, in the United States and even in

England—who carried with them pleasant
memories of the Manse of St. Paul’'s Church,
Fredevicton. It was well-for the people—
well for the other homes in this city—that

there was such a home as the Manse in their
midst.

But all this is sadly changed now. The
shadow of death_is there; and disease is
there. The sunshine is gone, and nothing
lingers but the light of plegsant m ies of
him who has gone before. "The Rev. gentle-
man @ beaytifal gdspel hymn he
had taken down from Mrs. Brooke’s words,
which had been taught her by Dr. Brooke
before he died, to lighten her hours of dark-
ness, and as a light she had found it since he
has departed. X

He has gone from us, said the Rev. gen-
tlemanin conclusion, but he still speaks.
Through his memory, his life and his labors
he still speaks to us, and tells us to live
wisely and well and to be pure and faithful ;
and we cannot remember him better, or
honor him more than by crystallizing the
beautiful lines of his life into the deeds and
actions of our own.

The choir sang the 1xvi. paraphrase, ‘“‘How
bright their glorious spirits shine,”” - after
which the pastor pronounced the benediction
and the congregation dispersed.

THE FUTURE OF EGYPT,

Recent cable despatches indicate quite
plainly that the French and English
governments have found it necessary to
come to some decisive action respecting
their relations with Egypt. When the -
military uprising, headed by Ourabi Bey,
occurred, neitherof the protecting powers
was in a position to act vigorously and
with definite purpose. The government
of the Khedive, instead of that of his
minisfry, might have been overthrown,
and the European offiesholders who are
guarding the interest of the English and
French possessors of Bgyptian bonds,
might have been driven out of the coun-
try, if Ourabi Bey had at the time pos-
sessed the hold on the people he is now
credited with. The military, for it was
nothing else, was not appreciably curbed
by the representatives of France and
England, and would not have been if it
had been carried to a greater length. The
French are naturally distrustful of Eng-

land in’ anything relating to Egypt, Le-

lieving that, in certain contingencies, thak
power would not hesitate to seize the
country as a pretext for defending her
Indian possessions. On the other hand,
in September last, when the disturbance
occurred, the English people were hostile

-to the French, and their newspapers were

bitterly opposed not merely to a French
occupation of Egypt, but to 8 joint occu-
pation by English and French soldiers,
arguing that, if the latter once got a foot-
hold in the valley of the Nile, they would
pursue the same aggressive policy that
they had inaugurated at Tunis. Here,
then, was a protectorate which failed
completely ofits object, for in consequence
of mutual disagreements, the joint protee-
tors were able to guarantee nothing.

It is impossible that this condition of
affairs could be long continued. Sines
he headed the revolt, Qurabi Bey hes
been constantly gaining in popular
strength. The Khedive has affected teo
ignore him ; but in the minds of the
soldiers and the people he is a man whe
cannot be winked out of sight. In rese-
lute action he has shown himself to be
superior to the Khedive, and the Egyptian
nationalists, who bitterly resent the com-
trol of the government by Christian
powers, and the subserviency of the
Khedive to the representatives of the
European bondholders, look upon Oursbi
as a great popular leader, who may he
able to free the country from heretical
and foreign domination. It is said, with
much plausibility, that Qurabi has -
tempted: to' model his ecomtse on the
record of Garibaldi, and aspires to be for
the Egyptian people what that patriot
was for the Italians—their leader and
liberator.” As we have said, since Sep-
tember his popularity has been steadily
increasing, and, in the absence of foreign
interference, he could now turn ‘out
Tewfik, the Khedive, from his office, sil-
most as easily as he procured the dis-
missal of an objectionable prime minister
four months ago. While these conditiogs
exist the future of Egypt is by no means
assuring. Ourabi Bey may be a patrict
of a high type, but he has shown himself
to have a contempt for legal methods,
and, having once succeeded in overriding
them, he is likely at any time to make =
second attempt. Should Egypt be throwa
into anarchy by his wuolly irresponsible
military leader; there is no knowing what
the effect would be on eastern Europe,
and it was that such a contingency might
be guarded against that Prince Pismarek
took the initiative in suggesting the ad-
visability of a joint European protectorate
over Egypt. :

This suggestion seems to have brouglit
the English Government to a realizing .
sense of its position. The Egyptian ques-
tion was one which must be met. Another
outbreak at Cairo, while the two protect-
ing governments were separated by
jealousies, would lead to interference from
other quarters. From the first the French
have expressed a willingness to maintain
orderin Egypt by military force, if it were
necessary so to do, and, while there may
be no intention of sending an allied army
to Egypt, the presumption is that arrange-
ments have been made which will enable
the French and English Governments te
act speedily and harmoniously should any
movement of a questionable character be
made at Cairo. No doubt the knowledge
that the two governments have setiled
their differences will have a sobering efteet
upon Ourabi Bey.. At the time he over
threw the Riaz ministry, he told the Khe.
dive that he was prepared to fight aki
Europe, and could summon to his si¢

1 L,000,000 men; but, in assertions of this

kind, due allowance has to be made for
oriental exaggeration. The trouble that
is likely to arise is the inability of Qursii
Bey to quell the whiriwind of national and
religious feeling he has been arousing. He
may realize that the occasion has now
passed when successtul action would be
possible ; but it is not unreasonable to
believe that the natives themselves haye
not had their minds possessed by this
conviction. The remark made by the
London 7émes on Thursday last, that “the
premature landing of foreign t

would, in the present condition of E

be the beginninyz of a disturbance,” indi-
cates the extremely critical condition of

Egyptian affairs.
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THE RECORD OF ‘A TORY JOURNAL.

The Capital, with characteristic 4n-
decency, has published a libellous attack
upon Mr. Lugrin, the editor and
sole. proprietor ot Tee Heriip. We
have no disposition to discuss per-
sonalities with any one, and least
of all with a man who has succeeded so
thoroughly, as the editor of the Capital
has, in'making himself the laughing stock
of the whole community in every walk
of life in which he has engaged. Neither
s the public concerned about his busi-
ness standing so long as he keeps up the
semblance of solvency. But when by his
unwarranted attack, he invites a review
of his own career, he must not complain
if the story is more amusing to others
than it is to himself. Mr. Lugrin’s family
and means may be of suflicient moment
to warrant frequent editorial references
to them in the Capital, but Mr. Cropley’s
are not, to lead us to feel called upon to
refer to them in Tue Herarp, and we
trast that we have sufficient courtesy
left, even after one year’s association with
that gentleman, to avoid any public
reference to his family under any circum-
stances. The political record of the
Capital and its editor, is the only thing
with which the public have to do. Before
discussing this we wish to say that the
best proof that Mr. Lugrin had both
means and -credit sufficient to start and
maintain a paper is that he has done so,

and since the Capital denies our state-|

ment that Tae Heraip is Mr. Lugrin’s
own unencumbered property, perhaps it
wtll be kind enough to make its state-
ment good. The Capital has full per-
mission to tell all it knows.

But let us for a moment consider the
career of the Capital and its editor.
The Capital was started in September,
1880, the present editor of Tue HEraLD,
who was well-known to the proprietor of
the Capital as a Liberal, being employed
to write the editorial articles. At this
time the editor of the Capital was oppos-
ed to protection, and as he himself fre-
quently expressed it, “A warm friend and
staunch supporter of John Pickard.” The
Capital, however, was conducted with a
view of keeping in with both political
parties, and trusting to the local interest
for its support. In obedience to the in-
structions of the proprietor, prominence
was given to United States topics, and
as the files of the paper will show, the
most kindly expressions were employed
in that connection. Annexation was not
advocated for the reason that Mr. Lugrin
would not write Annexation articles, and
the proprietor of the paper could not,
but the latter contented himself with ex
pressing himself in favor of it on every
possible occasion, as a score or more of
witnesses can testify. The springof 1881
came and the proprietor of the Capital
became anxions to get rid of it. At the
same time some friends of Mr. Lugrin,
and among them some of the gentlemen
named in Friday's Capital, offered to
assist Mr. Lugrin in starting a paper. The
result was a series of conferences between
Mr. Lugrin and the proprietor of the
Capital, which would probably have
ended in_ the purchase of the plant of
that newspaper, if it were not for facts to
be related hereafter. While these nego-
tions were going on the Capital was kept
strictly neutral in politics ; but its pro-
prietor, while representing himself to Mr.
Pickard as a Liberal, held himself out to
Sir Leonard Tilley as a Conservative. As
early as May, 1880, we think it was, but
at any rate the public records at Ottawa
will show the date, the Capital was
authorized to publish Government ad-
vertising, but did not do so for some time
after for fear of offending the Liberals
here. At the time of Mr. Blake's visit
Mr. Lugrin was name Seeretary of the
Reception Co.nmittee. This excited the
apprehension of the proprietor of the Capi-
tal, who feared that his chances of Govern-
ment patronage were gene.and that his
paper was hopelessly co.nmitted to the
Liberals. His vanity had led him to
think that he and his paper were wanted
by Mr. Lugrin’s friends, when it was
simply some presses and type that they
desired to purchase at that time. It
would be time enough on election day to
buy the gentleman who owned them, if
it was thought necessary to do so. In
the position taken by Mr. Lugrin, the pro-
prietor of the Capital thought he saw his
chances of selling out gone as well as his
hope of patronage vanishing. Something
desperate had to be done and it was
done. The proprietor of the Capital in-

- vited himself to the Tilley-Tupper Com-
mittee and posed as a Tory. Everybody
remembers what a laugh this made. This
wonderful gymnastic somersault was per-
formed with a double purpose, first and
principally, to force Mr. Lugrin’s friends
to buy the paper, and secondly to secure
Government patronage in case the first
object failed, and in proof of this fact the
files of the Capital may be referred to
-which will show that it again assumed a
non-committal role. This was because
its proprietoragain endeavored to induce
Mr. Lugrin to close the bargain which
-had been talked of between them, but
which the latter did not do for the reason
that his friends advised him not to pur-
chase a paper so utterly devoid of
character. This ended the negotiations

' between Mr. Lugrin and the gentlemen
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named by the Capital for the purchase
of the plant of that paper or any other
plant, and they were never resumed.
Subsequently Mr. Lugrin purchased the

whenever he thinks it concerns the
editor of the Capital to know where the
money came from he will tell him. We
would not have referred to these matters
but the sentiment of the community, as
expressed by many persons on both sides
of politics, is that the only proper reply
to the Capital's grossattack was togive a
statement of all the facts of the case and
however much the editor of that paper
may feel aggrieved, wé can point him to
his own words for solace, “He as a public
journalist cannot expect to escape the
critical dissection of the press and the
public.” 4

But as in the old-timed theatres, after
the tragedy came the farce,so in the
Capital, after the insult came the drivel-
ling nonsense. We put two of its sen-
tences together. Speaking of Mr. Pickard
that paper complained that “The con-
viction grew upon him that the press did
not mould public opinion—that it exer-
cised no power.” A line or two before
it said, “The local press has been of a
milk and water character.” Is there
much wonder, then, that any one should
think it had no influence ?

The grand finale was a personal insult to
Mr: Alexander Gibson. We do not refer
to the statement that “he isa firm be-
liever in the National,” to which we are
in a position to give a most unqualified
denial and refer the editor of the Capital
to the gentleman in question for proof;
but to hisinsulting allusion to the relations
between Mr. Gibson and as the Capital
puts it “the Burpees.” The personal
relations between these gentlemen are
their own affair. They may be friendly
or they may not be. It is neither the
Capital’s business nor ours. The
assertion that Mr. Gibson will support the

present government is not true.

A FEW WORDS TO THE SUN.

WE must ask our readers to pardon us
if we again refer to that most disreputable
of New Brunswick journals, the St. John
Sun ; but an article which appeared in
the columns of that paper on Wednesday
ought not, we feel, to be passed over in
silence, lest the public may imagine that
our statements in'reference to the Canada
Temperance Act were unfounded. Ever
since the editor of THeE HERALD announced
his intention of embarking in a newspaper
enterprise on his own behalf, the Sun has
bent its energies to the work of blasting
his business prospects and injuring his
personal reputation. It has permitted
no considerations of decency to restrain
it, but has given loose rein to the base-
ness and malignity which at other times
seemed to be under some slight restraint.
No lie has been too shameless forit to in-
vent, no ‘insinuation too vile for it to
utter. Ithasthrown aside every principle
of manliness, honesty and fair play, if it
ever knew what those things mean, and
conscious that it addressed a large circle
of readers that no Fredericton paper can
ever possibly reach, has tried to poison
the public mind against the editor of
Tae Heravp and his journal. The thin
veil of respectability which the editor of
the Sun has managed to keep around
him, has been dropped, and his moral
leprosy is open to the public view in all
its "hideousness. His wretched poverty
of ideas, which keeps him hammering
away at one subject till the public grows
sick of it, his pitable ignorance and con-
ceit, which leads him to imagine that loud
talk and high sounding words will pass for
argument, his unparalleled presumption,
which makes him oblivious of his own
record and ‘causes him to pose as a censor
of his betters, would have long ago called
forth an open expression of the contempt
and disgust which every one feels, if it
were not that most people are unwilling
to subject themselves to his assaults.
There are some men, like some animals,
whose vileness is an impenetrable armor.

His attack on Wednesday was based
upon a wilful misrepresentation of the
remarks made in Tae HEraLp on Monday
in reference to the administration of the
Canada Temperance Act. We published
a simple statement of facts, the truth of
which any one can ascertain for himself,
and which will be substantiated by the
whole population of Fredericton. In the
course of the article, which was a perfectly
correct representation of the origin of the
difficulties which are met with in enfore-
ing this Aet, and of which no one has had
a better opportunity to be informed than
the editor of Tue HEerALD, we said that
“certain men in Fredericton who have
boasted that they could violate the law
with impunity so long as they have money
enough to fee a lawyer to take the case
into court, can point to facts in proof of
what they say.” This charge we are told
“cannot be overlooked by the Bench and
Bar.” We have only to say that we hope
it will not be overlooked, and that steps
will be taken at the very first session of
the Supreme Court to put an end to so
unsatisfactory a state of things, by a de-
cision which will be accepted as binding
by all the Judges, as to the meaning of
the provisions of the Canada Temperance
Act taking away the certorari in certain
cases. The Sun goes on to say, “The
meaning of this is plain enough.” We
intended it to be so. It adds, “It is that
the Bench and Bar of Fredericton are

sunk so low that the p@f the commu-

plant used in printing the HEraLp, and’

nity” can move them at their will; “that
both Bench and Bar are puppets in the
hands of these pests, and are so moved as
to be mere shields for flagrant violators
of the law.” This is simply false; but
what Tee HErALD said did mean that the
Supreme Court by the manner in which
it has been dealt with, the Canada Tem-
perance Act has rendered the enforce-
ment of it an impossibility, and we repeat
what we said on Monday, that we regard
the course taken by the Court as very
“impolitic.” Are proofs wanted of what
we say? Then they shall be given.
Thomas Hackett was found guilty of an
offence under the law, and the enforce-
ment of the penalty was stayed simply
because he swore that he was not guilty,
although the magistrate who tried the
cause would not believe him. Lizzie
Robinson was fined and the collection of
her fine stayed because she made an affi-
davit that she was not guilty; although
she did not appear and give evidence at
the trial, because, as her counsel said, she
wished to avoid being. cross-examined.
We might go on citing incidents, but
these are sufficient to establish our state-
ments—these are some of the facts to
which the “pests of the community,” to
which we alluded, point in proof of their
boast that they can violate the law with
impunity.

The Sun has less sense than we.gave it
credit for, or it would never have attempt-
ed to urge the Bench and Bar of New
Brunswick to arraign the editor of THE
Herarp for the statements. in questior.
Neither of those distinguished bodies
needs such a’ defender as the Sun. So
long as men are constituted as they are,
lawyers can be found to accept fees from
the very lowest characters, and the editor
of the Sun may have reason to thank his
stars some day that such is the case. So
far as the Bench goes, the editor of TaE
Heravrp will have the honor of appearing
before that institution at the next term
as a Barrister of the Supreme Court, and
he will be prepared then, if it is necessary,
to answer for what he has written.

THE TELEGRAPHON THE HEALTH
OF FREDERICTON.'

It would be unjust to the Telegraph
to state that it had at any time evinced a
desire to injute Fredericton; but its
article in Wednesday issue, to which
brief allusion was made in the Herarp of
the same day, is in every way calculated
to do this city a great deal of harm. It
will be admitted by most people, though
by no means by all, that the wells in the
front portion of the city do not furnish
as pure water as is desirable; but while
this is kept prominently forward the fact
that none of the hotels use this water is
never mentioned. We may add that
many private families do use it and find
no cause of complaint whatever. Visitors
to Fredericton ‘who stop at the hotels
probably never taste a drop of-well water,
so that any testimony which they may
give as to its unwholesomeness is worth
very little. The hotels, as well as numer-
ous private families, use river water
which is as good for drinking purposes as
can be found. The statement that the
city is unhealthy is, as we have before
shown, not warranted by the facts. “The
Legislature has met here for nearly a cen-
tury yet we question if the Telegraph
can name a member of it who died, or
whose health became impaired, by reason
of the character of the water in this city.
Typhoid fever and diphtheria have pre-
vailed here on one or two occasions; but
so they have elsewhere. We have seen
both these diseases in their worst types
at Grand Falls where the air and the
water are as pureas any on the continent.
We believe that it will be of very great
advantage to the citizens of Fredericton
to have an artificial water supply, and we
shall favor tothe utmost of our power any
well digested scheme which will secure
it. We believe that an efficient water
system will make the city even more
healthy than it now is, will prove a great
protection against flre, will lessen in-
surance rates somewhat, and prove a
great convenience for household and
manufacturing durposes, and for these
reasons we favor its early introduction.
At the same time we protest against the
publication of statements of an alarmist
character relative to the health of the
city. Everyman who owns a dollar's
worth of property, every hotel keeper,
livery stable keeper and tradesman in
the toyn suffers in consequence of such
statements, which have been allowed to
go uncontradicted long enough. Misrep-
resentations of this kind,however honestly
made or kindly intended, are calculated
to defeat the very object they are
designed to serve ; because they arouse
a feeling of indignation on the part of the
citizens who feel themselves aggrieved by

them.

Tae St. John News gives some very
sensible advice to the people of New
Brunswick on the subject of emigration
to the North-West. It very truly says :—

The men who are fortunately located on
good land in these Provinces, and are pre-
pared to join the march of improvement, will
have no cause to envy their brethren of the
North-West. A solid competency is assured
them, on conditions not particularly onerous.

The province needs more of this kind
of writing, but it also needs a firm and
determined effort on the part of the press
and people to_ secure from the Govern-
ment some share of the advantages which
ought to flow from the enormous expen-
ditures constantly being made for public

works.

THE PROPOSED CENTRAL RAILWAY.

While we decline the right of the
Capital to catechise us upon the subject
of the Central Railway or any other, and
suggest that it will do very much better
to avoid the insulting tone which it has
adopted towards us, we have no objection
to discuss with it the claims which the
people of Queen’s and Sunbury have for
railway connection, and the advantage
which such a railway would be to Fred-
ericton. Let us premise what we say by
the statement that while we are not in
the confidence of the New Brunswick
Railway Company,we have noreason to be-
lieve that the construction of the, Cen-
tral Railway has been seriously con-
templated by that Company. We do
not state this as a fact, because we do not
know it to be such, but we believe it to
be correct. The article in which the
Capiial found its “mare’s nest” was writ-
ten by the editor of TaE HeraLD when in
Gagetown lately, and was suggested by a
conversation with some gentlemen there,
in the eourse of which the great necessity
which existed for better communication
between the lake country and the rest of
the Province was clearly demonstrated.
Our contemporary made a very rediculous
blunder in ascribing the article in ques-
tion to the inspiration of the above-named
Company, and it could easily avoid mis-
takes of this kind if it would not be so
suspicious of the motives of everybody.
The correspondent of the St. John papers
confirm, as our contemporary says, “the
foreshadowing of the HeraLD,” and simply
for the reason that we have kept our-
selves informed of what was going on
around us. Now, in respect to this Cen-
tral Railway, we repeat what we said when
first treating of it, namely, that it is not
much use to discuss it until we have some
definite project to discuss, but we admit
at once, without the slightest reservation,
that when any proposition is made by the
promoters of the scheme, we shall ap-
proach its consideration in a friendly
spirit. Our contemporary jumps too
hastily at the conclusion that this road
would injure this community. Indeed,
we believe it would do nothing of the
kind, but would, if properly located, prove
of great advantage. However, it is pre-
mature to discuss the matter, which will
come up before the Legislature in some
shape or other, and it will be time enough
then to get up arguments pro and con.

THE WINTER PORT.

The Minister of Finance and the Hon.
Peter Mitchell have each made a deliver-
ance upon the Winter Port Question; but
have left the matter pretty much as they
found it. The firstnamed gentleman
says that he is authorized to say that “the
report recently put into circulation that
the Canadian Pacific Railway Company
are arranging to have their eastern termi-
nus at a port in the United States is
without foundation in fact.” Accepting
this statement as literally true there
must have been very cold comfort in it
for the St. John Committee to whom it
was sent, and it does not meet the real
point at issue. Theletter,to which it was
a reply, asked for suggestions. The answer
simply suggests that the Committee
may perhaps come to Ottawa. Mr.
Mitchell uses more definite language. He
tells the people to put their shoulders to
the wheel and ask the Government to
provide terminal facilities at St. John and
give a subsidy sufficient to extend the
New Brunswick Railway to the St.
Lawrence. That is, he advises that
every means be used to obtain from the
Government the same assistance which
Mr. Pickard wished to get the Minister of
Finance to pledge himself to in 1878.
Mr. Mitchell’s letter is of value because
it is a forcible exposition of the only
means whereby St. John and the western
part of New Brunswich can hope to reap
any benefit from the Government expen-
ditures ; but for all that there is nothing
new in it. Had the people of the river
Counties united in an effort in this direc-
tion three years ago, instead of pulling
against each other, the missing railway
link would have been builtand the winter
port question solved in advance, that is
so far as a solution of it is possible with-
out taking into account the policy which
may be adopted by rival railway lines.

MONDAY’S VOTE.

So far as the vote of last Monday sig-
nifies anything it proves that the people
of the city are not opposed to water works.
We could easily name enough voters
who yesterday registered in the negative,
and who, if the question had been sub-
mitted in the proper fashion, would have
voted in the affirmative, to alter the ma-
jority against water works to a majority
in favor of them. The vote was a small
one, only about one-third of the whole
being polled ; but the fact that many ab-
sented themselves may be taken as indi-
cating that the feeling of opposition is
not very strong. If the persons who pro-
moted the idea of taking the vote on
Monday had been a little less hasty they
would have been more successful. Our
only wonder is that one hundred and
twenty-eight people could beé found in
the city willing to take such a leap in the
dark as to vote to take 50 per cent. of the
stock of a company without knowing
what the company proposed to do or how
much they intended to expend. Per-
haps many of them felt that they were
simply voting on the principle of water
or no water and wal')ted to be on the
right side, being well aware that the vote
would not bind the City Council to any-
thing; but that that body would be just
as free to act as if the vote had never
been taken at all. At any rate, as we
said some days ago, the vote will have no
effect either way, and the city will have
an artificial water supply before very
long. We are informed on -reliable
authority thata oinpany will be organized
as soon as the necessary legislation can
be obtained. Our information comes
from gentlemen who will be connected

with the company.

The
desire of the committee is to unite if pos-
sible all classes of our citizens in a com-
plimentary reception to the members of
the Legislature,and we think we may add,
they would be glad to have the co-oper-
ation of any gentlemen who may for any
reason not have been consulted hereto-
fore. As the occasion will be historical,
in a certain sense, it is desirable that
nothing should be owitted which will en-
sure its success.

"DOES DRUNKENNESS EXCUSE
CRIME ?

The verdict of the jury in the post
office box case is concurred in by every
one who knows the facts which appeared
in evidence, and the charge of the learned
judge as applied to that case was, we
think, a correct exposition of the law. It
should always be borne in mind that a
judge at Nisi Prius is not laying down
general principles, but is applying them
to certain facts which arise out of the
pleadings and evidence in the case before
him, and probably no one would return
a negative answer to the questlon at the
head of this article more quickly than
Judge King would.
right in view af the amount of public
comment which the judge’s charge in
the case referred to has received, to say
that upon this point it went no farther
than that, in the particular case under
consideration, the intoxicated condition
in which the accused was might be taken
into account, in connection with the
other surrounding circumstances, in
judging as to the intent with which he
had taken the box, if in fact he had taken
i. The old principle that drunkenness
does not excuse crime is still good law,and
we think that the judges have sufficient
discrimination to distinguish the cases to
which the rule applies from those to
which it does not, and if any misguided
individual should think otherwise, and
attempt to put his views in practice, he
will have ample opportunity to discover
his mistake. s

BISMARCK AND TURKEY.

Ityusually happens that it is only in the
form of accomplished facts that Ameri-
cans get much information of what goes
on at the capital of the Turkish empire.
Constantinople is the centre of_more po-
litical intrigue than any other point on
the continent of Europe, and it often hap-
pens that a great part of what is said and
done there is wholly misleading, so far as
surface appearances are concerned. There
seems to be in the very atmosphere an
incentive to oriental mystery and hyper-
bole. Hardly a week passes.in which
some plan is not evolved there, which, if
carried out, would change the whole poli-
tical outline of Europe. Insensibly the
coolest headed men fall under the influ-
ences of their surroundings, when they
make much of a stay at Constantinople.
This is noticeable, not only in the official
reports that are sent by ambassadors at
the Sublime Porte to their respective
governments, but also in the letters sent
by the Constantinople correspondents of
the various newspapers. The inference
to be drawn from most of this intelligence
would be that Europe was quietly repos-
ing over a powder magazine, in which an
explosion was imminent. It cannot be
denied that there is a basis of truth in
this assertion, but the doubt which clouds
these Levantine reports is that, month
after month, and, possibly, year after year,
goes by, while the frequently predicted
disruptions do not take place. It is this
circumstance that has made the purvey-
ors of news for the American public look
askant at intelligence which comes from
TurKey, and, having begun by believing
everything, they have fallen into the equal
error of believing almost nothing which
originates at Constantinople. It thus
happens that the news we get from the
capital of Turkey is, as we said above,
chiefly inclined to a matter of fact state-
ment of events concerning which there
can be no doubt.

It may be due to this limitation that
little or nothing has been said in this
country concerning the change which the
Sultan has made in his relations to two
of the European powers, though the event
is, perhaps, the most noteworthy one
which has occurred in Turkey since the
close of the war with Russia. The end-
ing of that struggle left the Sultan on
very friendly terms with England. For
years before, her ambassadors had exer-
cised an influence at Constantinople ex-
ceeding that, even, of the most adroit
Russian ministers, and unapproached by
that possessed by any other foreign re-
presentatives. Naturally, the services of
England in guarding Constantinople from
capture were not forgotten ; and, possibly;”
if Lord Beaconsfield had up to this time

.been at the head of the English govern-

ment, English influence would still pre-
dominate in the council of the Sultan.
To point out how this prestige hag been
sacrificed would involve a host of large
and small incidents and cover altogether
too much space for a newspaper article.
Suffice it to say that, for good or evil,
England does not occupy in Turkey the
position of ascendancy that she did two
years ago, which is now held, not by her
old-time rival, Russia, but by a new com-
petitor in the person of Germany. Y

It would hardly be safe to assume that
Prince Bismarck has thrown himself into
the turmoil of Levantine political intrigue
without a definite purpose. A man of
his years and experience, with the bur-
den of public duty weighing heavily upon
hiin, would not be likely to increase this
load for the empty satisfaction of build-
ingup German influence at Constanti-
nople. If he desires influence he desires
it for some ulterior end. England de-
sires it as a means of protecting her road-
way to India; Russia as a means of
weakening the military strength of Tur-
key and preparing the way for her dis-
memberment; and the problein now px:e-
sented is, What does Germany want?
So far as the Turkish government is con-
cerned, we are not left in much doubt as
to what it thinks of its new ally and his
purposes. The ententi cordiale which

in sending a special envoy to Berlin to
invest Emperor William with the order
of Nichani-Imtiaz, has for the Turk a
specific meaning. By means of an alliance
with Germany, his country is to be placed
in a position to attack and punish its
enemies. This is the burden of Lev n-
tine report, official and unofficial. Which
of the two immediate enemies of Turkey
is to suffer is left undetermined. If Ger-
many chooses to strike a blow at France,
Turkey can be counted upon to drive the
French from Tunis and Algieria. If Von
Moltke’s plans for a campaign in Russia
are to be made use of—and the relations
between Russia and Germany are just
now a little strained—then Turkey can
come to the support of her ally in the
Black Sea and its surrounding country.
In either adventure, Turkey, it is held,
would be a gainer, winning back territory
that has passed out of her control. How
far these combative views are shared by
the German chancellor is not known.
They may form no part of his plans, and
yet he may think it expedient not to
check their promulgation by his Turkish
friends. The recent mutual arrangement,
made by France and England for the
Px-qte_ction of their interests in Egypt, as
1t is a thrust at Turkish supremacy n
that country, and will lead the Sultan to
a.p'peal to Berlin, may be the means of
bringing to light the true intent of this

Turco-German relationship.

anything calculated to advance the mate-
rial interests of the people.

In discussing the political issues now
before the people, this journal will act in
sympathy with Her Majesty’s Loyal Oppo-
sition in Parliament.

The people of Canada cannot view with
indifference the enormous expense at-
tendant upon the administration of gov-
ernment. This is entirely out of propor-
tion to the wealth and population of the
Dominion, and as in a new country, seek-
ing to build itself up by attracting immi-
gration, it is all important that the rate of
taxation should be kept low, the Herarp
will join hands with those who advo
cate a reduction in the cost of gov-
ernment. The expense of administration
and the large debt of the Dominion com
pel ‘the .imposition of a customs tariff,
which, in order that pufficient revenue
may be raised, must. bear so large a pro-
portion to the foreign trade of the Do-
minion as to be necessarily “protective.”
The so called “ National Policy” is sim-
ply the outcome of pastand present ex-
travagance, and cannot be Jjustified by
reference to any principle other than this,
that the country ought to meet its en
gagements as they fall due. The people
not being willing to have resort to direct
taxation, it follows, as a matter of course,
that whatever party is in power will be
compelled to continue a high tariff.
Nevertheless such alterations ought to
be made in details as will make the burden
of taxation bear as lightly as possible upon
the staple industries of the country and
the laboringclasses. The nearer we can ap-
proach to free trade the better, in viewas
well as of the interests of our own people
as of the relations in which the Dominion
stands towards the other parts of the
Empire and the United States.

Upon the Temperance question the
Herarp will ocecupy no uncertain position;

vised attempt, either by legislation or
otherwise, to suppress the use and traffic
in intoxicating liquors. :

THE TRUE IDEA OF CANADIAN
LOYALTY.

W. D. LeSeur, B. A, discusses in the
Jast Canadian Monthly the true idea of
Canadian loyalty. The article is a well
written and forcible exposition of the re-
lations between the Empire and the
Pominion, and presents some of the argu-
ments in favor of the independence.of
€anada so clearly that it cannot fail to
produce a profound effect upon public
@pinion. We do not know what political
party Mr. LeSeur belongs to, neither does
it make much difference whether he is a
Eiberal or a Tory. What the people of
C€anada are interested in is, the truth or
failacy of his reasoning. And here let us
say that New Brunswick is a long way be-
Bind the rest of the Dominion in the free
discussion of the political status of Canada.
In Ontario and Quebec leading journals
apenly advocate independence, and a
strong and growing sentiment exists upon
the subject. Even the most thorough-
going Tory journals. there do not think it
mecessary to set up a howl about treason
and write nonsense about flags, when one
of their contemporaries feels called upon
to publish its views on the future foreign
relations of Canada.

As we stated in a recent article, it is
evident that the present relations between
€anada and the rest of the Empire cannot
much longer continue. One by one the
ties between the mother country and her
great dependency have been broken,
wntil nothing is left, except the right to
mominate the. Governor General, which
may be given up at any time, and the
power to ame e British North Ameri-
ean Act, which will never be exercised,
except at the instance of our own Parlia-
ment. The Colonial relation ended when
the Beaconsfield government omitted
from the Royal -instructions to the Mar-
- quis of Lorne, on assuming the office of
@overnor General, any reference to the
reservation of the Royal assent to Bills
#mposing duties upon goods, the produce
of the mother country. Just as the Con-
servatives gave us our complete political
aatonomy in respect to legislation, so the
Eiberals are prepared to bestow upon us
fall authority to name our own chief
magistrate. Mr. Gladstone has said : “If
it were the well-ascertained desire of the
eolonies to have the appointment of their
ewn governor, the Imperial Parliament
would at once make over to them that
pewer.” Public sentiment in England
regards Canada rather in the light of a
fisendly state than as a dependency, and
many instances which bear out this asser-
tien will occur to the mind of any
thoughtful observer of events. The colo-
mial relation being at an end, the question
—What next? Mr. LeSeur says inde-
pendence. Canada has, as we have shewn,
Jegislative independence, and our right
to have a voice in the making of our
#weaties -is being gradually recognized.
Fhe first step in this direction was the
appointment of. Sir John Macdonald as
eme of the Commissioners who framed
the Washington Treaty, for, although Sir
John did not actually appear at the Con-
gress as a Canadian representative, it was
well understood that his appointment
was made with the object of having Cana-
dian interests represented. Lately we
Bave seen that Sir Alexander Galt was to
represent Canada at the Convention be-
tween England and France to frame a
eammercial treaty. Arguing from some
of the facts stated above, and from others
which we have not space to to give, Mr.
EeSeur claims that the true idea of Cana-
dian loyalty is loyalty to Canada: not a
Bind following of the lead of the home
government, but the development of a
feeling of national completeness and indi-
waduality ; or, as he himself says, “of earn-
est devotion to the land that has borne
ws, of respect for its institutions and faith
m its future.” k

-Tue Sun anticipates a great demand
fer railway subsidies at the ensuing
session of the House of Assembly, and
wants a strict watch to be kept lest the
Pravince be committed to an indebted-
mess which it can ill afford to carry. We
fally agree with the idea that the utmost
eare should be exercised in the granting
of new subsidies. Indeed we would like,
if it were possible, to have all applications
denied ; but if this cannot be, and it is
difficult to see how in view of what has
been done, it will not be necessary in the
imterests of fair play to do more, the legis-
Iatare will have to set itself to work to
‘eeonomize in some way so as to save the
mterest of any new loan which may have
tobe made. Indeed the Legislature ought
to refuse to vote a dollar to subsidize any
ane, until they can discover some way of
saving the interest withoutimpairing the
public service. We believe the pruning
Imife could be used in a variety of ways.
In the first place it is nonsense to keep up
the mimicry of a Commons, Lords and
King. . We are not sure that we want a
gavernor at all, butif we do, the salary he
gets from the general government ought
it keep up his establishment in every
particular. We are sure we do not need
a Legislative Council, and although $300
& year may not be any too much pay for
the members of the House, we are by no
means convinced that just as gobd men
eould be got for $200. We imagine that
the Province could get along without

some one of the heads of Department,
at least it does manage to get along with-
out some of them being very much in
their offices; or, if we must have so many
chiefs and generals, either let their pay
be reduced, or let them be compelled to
do something for their salaries, and there-
by lessen the number of departmental
clerks. It is a question if some of the
Departments could not be united with a
gain in the matter of efficiency. As a
general thing the salaries are not too high
to the subordinate officers. Then we
would like to know why a Supervisor gets
ten per cent. for driving in a carriage to
expend $5,000 on a bridge, while a by-road
Commissioner gets only five per cent. for
walking through the mud to expend $50
on anew road. Either one gets too much
or the other too little, and we presume
it is the former, since men are anxious
to have the smaller per ceritage than none
at all. We think that by simplifying our
local legislative machinery, by getting it
down to a business basis, sufficient money
might be saved to pay the interest on a
million dollars, which would be enough
to subsidize all the railways we need, and
build the bridge at Fredericton in the
bargain. . The members of the Local Gov-
ernment may as well make up their minds
to the fact that if they do not grapple
with the subjects spoken of above, they
will have to give up their seats to those
who will. We have in New Brunswick to
decide upon the manner in which a half
million dollars shall be spent, enough
machinery to regulate the whole empire.
We leave out of consideration altogether
the important subjects of legislation other
than those bearing on finance, because
the opportunities of observation we have
had, and they have been very good, con-
vince us that half a dozen men or so, and
they are not all in the Government
either, do all the thinking and real law
making for the country.
—_——
THERE is a growing feeling of indigna-
tion all over the country on account of
the disallowance of the Winnipeg and
South-eastern Railway Act. Even party
lines are not strong enough. to keep
down a hearty condemnation of this
stretch of the prerogative from many who
have given a firm support to the general
policy of the Government. If there -is
one thing which the Local Legislatures
should guard more jealously than another
it is the right to exercise their legislative
functions without interference from the
central executive. They cannot permit
Sir John Macdonald or whoever may
happen to be Premier, to arrogate to
himself a dictatorship in local matters
and exercise absolute power at the
bidding of any body of men. In the in-
stance in question the Legislature of
Manitoba passed an Act incorporating a
railway company. This was entirely
within the power of that L&gislature,
but because the Pacific Railway Syndi-
cate thought the road to be constructed
under the Act might prove a rival to
their line, they demanded the disallow-
ance of the bill and it was disallowed
accordingly. We mistake the temper of
the Western men very much if they will
submit to be governed according to the
wishes of an association composed chiefly ]
of foreign capitalists. Canada cannot
afford to tolerate an imperium in imperio.
Neither will she do so. We believe that
at the next general election the people
speak with no uncertain voice and pro-
nounced the death knell of toryism.

Tue How. S. L. TiLiey, Governor of
New Brunswick, when seated upon the
throne, dressed in the Windsor uniform
which became him so well, upon one oc-
casion told the Lords and Commons that
certain claims which the Province of New
Brunswick had upon the Dominion Gov-
ernment, ought to be paid at once with in-
terest. To be sure, the words were put
in the Hon. Mr. Tilley’s mouth by his
constitutional advisers. Nevertheless, so
truly honorable a statesman would never
have uttered them if he did not believe
them to be true. And now that our ex-
Governor has become a Knight, and sports
two handles in front of his name, and is
a Finance Minister besides, with dear
knows how much surplus revenue locked
up in his strong box, some very unreason-
able people are asking why the principal
at least of all these claims was not paid
long ago. The king, we know, can do no
wrong, and therefore we suppose our
Lieut. Governors are not to be held ac-
countable for any propositions they state
from the throne, and we refer to it sim-
ply for the purpose of severely reprimand-
ing those who expect the Minister of Fi-
nance to carry out the promises he made
in days gone by. These promises are
only to be taken in a Pickwickian sense ;
and, besides this, th- Minister of Finance
has too much to do in looking after the
North-West to devote any attention to a
Provinee which, by an immense majority,
declared it had no confidence in him.

It is useless for the editor of the Capital
to assume the role of an injured indivi-
dual on account of Tae HEeraLD's article
on Monday. We simply acted in our own
defence, and do.not propose to follow up
the matter of our business standing any
further in the press. The statements
made and repeated by the Capital are of
a character which a court of law will take

notice. We refer now only to the alle-
gations in reference to Mr. Lugrin’s busi-
ness standing. These must be stopped,
and at once. As for anything the Capital
can say about our political record, it is at
liberty to go ahead, and if we think it
worth while we will reply.

THE St. John Globe and its friends are
angry without a cause, and are a little fast
in their denunciation of the proposed ball
at the opening of the Legislature. The
citizen’s committee are not actuated by
any speeculative spirit whatever. Some
forty persons have united in an undertak-
ing to contribute equally towards the ex-
pense of the ball. This committee, on
behalf of the citizens of Fredericton, will
issue invitations to a large number of
ladies, the Lieutenant Governor and his
private Secretary, the members of both
branches of the Legislature, the Mayors
of St.John and Fredericton, and the editor
of the St. John Globe, the latter invitation
being given on account of the generous
course taken by the Globe when the
interests of Fredericton were at stake on
the Parliament Buildings quesﬁon. These
invitations, which will number over a
thousand, will be complimentary. No
gentlemen other than those named will
be invited, unless some names may be
added at subsequent meetings of the
committee. These invited guests will be
entertained at a ball, promenade concert
and supper by the citizens of Fredericton,
the male portion of whom are expected
to purchase tickets at three dollars each,
in order to meet a portion of the expense.
If any gentlemen residing out of Frederic-
ton, other than those invited, desire to
attend, and they will be gladly welcomed.
they may do so wupon the same
terms as a citizen of Fredericton can, that
is, by -buying a ticket.

AvrrsovcH the latest reports from the
Arctic Ocean are not'of a'very encouraging
character, those best informed in the
geography of northern Siberia are still
hopeful of the safety of Capt. DeLong and
his party." The distances in that country
between the few placés Which have com-
munication with the outside world is so
great that, although news has been re-
ceived up to Nov. 19, or more than two
months after the boats of. the expedition
parted company in the fog and snow some
fifty miles north of the mouth of the Lena,
it is by no means certain that the boat
crews yet missing are not in safe quarters.
On Oct. 29th two seamen came up from
the mouth of the Lena, and reported that
Dr. Ambler, Mr. Collins and nine séamen
had landed there, and were in a most dis-
tressed state, being threatened with star-
vation and many of them having their
limbs frozen. Engineer Melville went
back to the coast with a party of natives
and searched for his missing commander.
He came upon tracks of the party at four
points and found instruments, log books
and records. The search terminated at
the fourth station ; but why is mere guess
work. It will be resumed under the charge
of the Cossack Commandant. The interest
which is taken all over the world in the
fate of these hardy explorers is very great.

TaE VERDIcT 1IN GurreAu’s Case.—The
jury who sat upon Guiteau’s case did
not take very long to make up their
minds to bring in a verdict of guilty.
Whether the wretch is hanged or not
makes very little difference; but it would
have brought the administration of jus-
tice in the United States into contempt
if the long trial bad resulted in a dis-
agreement or an acquittal on the ground
of insanity. If the jury had accepted the
theory of the defence they would have
gone to the very verge.of declaring that
homicide could never be criminal; for
the same reasoning which would justify
an acquittal would support a verdict of
not guilty in any case of homicide
whatever, on the ground that the accused
was temporarily insane. No sane man,
in one sense of the word, that is, no man
whose moral intelligence was not per-
verted, or who was not for the time being
controlled by some Over-mastering pas-
sion, would commit murder; but to say
that because of his- moral depravity or
hls reckless violence.:a nan can escape
the consequence of his-acts, would be to
propound a most monstrous absurdity.

Sir Joux MacpoNaLp has sacceeded in
raising a pretty embroglio in Ontario, by
the manner in which he is treating that
Province in respect to its north-west
boundary. The Ontario Government has
taken a very firm stand, and serious con-
sequences may follow if prudent counsels
do not prevail. From Manitoba comes a
a very portentous sound. The people
are determined not to be handed entirely
over to the tender mercies of the Pacific
Railway Company, and say they will main-
tain - their rights in spite of the Monopo-
lists and their Ottawa backers. The truth
of the matter is, that the people of Cana-
da, however much they may be deceived
by such chaff as the N. P., rebel against
the principles of Toryism and the centrali-
zation of power which follows from their
application to practical politics. It is a
matter of history that Sir John Mac-
.donald favored a legislative union at the
inception of Confederation, and only
yielded when he saw he could not carry
his point. :

Tue winter thus far has been favorable
for lumber operations, although the snow
‘kept off longer than usual which delayed
the hauling from the yards; but any slight
disadvantage caused by this is more than
counterbalanced by the great ease with
which logs can be got at now. Usually
at this season there is from one to two
feet more snow than there is now which
increases the labor and difficulty of get-
ting out the logs. From what we can
learn the different lumber parties, are

doing very well.

We like the tone of the upper province
Liberal papers. They speak out as though
in dead earnest, and in a spirited way,
which betokens hearts full of hope and
courage. We notice a marked difference
in this respect during the past year, and
are glad to be able to think that it indi-
cates not only the will, but the ability, to
achieve a victory when the next appeal
to the people is made. In New Bruns-
wick the Liberals never were stronger
than to-day, and will give a good report
of themselves. Victoria County, long a
Tory stronghold, will probably return a
Liberal whenever a general election is
held. The Liberals of Carleton County
can get a man on two days’ notice who
will beat the strongest Tory that can be
found. York is York, and no Tories need
apply. The Sunbury Liberals can carry
the County by a larger majority than ever,
and so can those of Queen’s. For the
rest of the Province we expect at least to

see the vote of 1878 repeated.

—A Committee of Montreal Irishmen
recently went all the way to New York to
discover who wrote an article in the New
York Hour, containing a charge that a
Fenian spy resided in Montreal. They
found that it was written by F.J. Hamil-
ton, who formerly ran an alleged comic
paper in Montreal, and previous to that
was connected with the Watchman, of St.
John, N. B.

—A correspondent on the Deceased
Wite’s Sister Bill in the Quebec Chronicle,
says there is one convincing argument in
favor of the bill, as feelingly pointed out
by Lord Palmerston, viz., “that a man
marrying his deceased wife’s sister would
only have one mother-in-law.” The Bishop
of Fredericton has issued a circular letter
to the bishops and clergy calling on them
to protest against this bill.

—We published recently a statement
showing that 72,276,312 bushels of grain
shipped from New York to Europe in
1881, not one bushel was carried by an
American steamer or sailing vessel. The
freight paid to foreigners for carrying
grain amounted to $7,750,000. The total
annual tribute which the ULited States
are paying to foreign countries for carry-
ing products and merchandise which they
ought o carry themselves is estimated at
$140,000,000. “For the national loss and
national disgrace,; says a New York des-
patch, “involved in the payment of this
tribute our legislation is wholly respon-
sible.

—Speaking of the disallowance of the
Manitoba railway bill, the St. Catherine’s
Journal (Government) says :— If a local
legislature is a nonentity, as this disallow-
ance would go to show, there is no justifi-
cation for continuing the system which

costs a great deal of money.”

SUPREME COURT.

THE FISHERY CABES ON TRIAL—HOW THEY
AROBE.

The case of J. Henry Phair vs William™H.
Venning was befére the Court yesterday.
Mr. Wetmore, Q. C., appeared for the plain-
tiff and Mr. Burbidge for the defence. This
action was brought to recover damages for
the seizure of the rods and lines of the
plaintiff who was fishing upon his own-land
on the Miramichi, The defendant,who is the
Inspector of Fisheries for New Brunswick,
acted under an Order in Council made at
Ottawa on the 11th of June 1879, which is as
follows :—“ Fishing for salmon in the Dom-
inion of Canada excepting under the
authority of leases or licenses from the
Department of Marine and Fisheries is pro-
hibited.” Mr. Phair resolutely refused to
give up his fishing rod to the officer and only
yielded when the latter presented a pistol.
At the close of the plaintiff’s case, Mr. Bur-
bidge moved for a nonsuit on two grounds,
lst—that the defendant was acting in the
capacity of a Justice of the Peace and was
entitled to one month’s notice of action. and
2nd—that the plaintiff was illegally fishing.
Judge King overruled both these objections
and eharged favorably to the plaintiff on
the law points; but strongly against him on
the question of damages. The jury, how-
ever, seemed to think it a case for substantial
damages and awarded $511.

The course the Government has taken in
reference to the fishing on the Miramichi is

onec which cannot be too strongly con-

demned, In the first place Christopher Rob-
ertson was given a lease of the stream
and its tributaries from Price’s Bend to
the source, a distance of over 100 miles, for
the trifling sum of $50. This lease was
granted by a private arrangement, and there
was no advertisement or public notice given
that the Gov’t intended to lease the stream.
Judge Steadman and Mr. E. Hanson. did not
propose to submit tamely to this and went
on to fish as usual. Robertson seized their
rods and an action was brought against him
which was decided favorably to the plain-
tiffs, our court ruling that the lease was ultra
vires the Dominion Government. Robertson
did not appeal, but brought a suit in the
Exchequer Court to recover damages from
the Government for granting him alease they -
had no right to make. This lease was a
property of some value, for not only did it
profess to give him one of the finest fishing
privileges-in the country for a mere song,
but he was able to make a good thing out of
it by sub-letting the right of fishing to others
for $2 a day each. The Exchequer Court
decided in his favor and ordered that he
should be refunded whatever sums he had
paid out on account of the lease. Meanwhile,
in order to make the lease pratically
effectual, although void in law, the Order-in-
Council above referred to was made. This
is a very innocent looking affair on the face
of it, but it was administered in a manner
which rendered it especially obnoxious.
Notwithstanding the fact that Robertson’s
lease was declared void, he was still practi-
cally the owner of the river, and no licenses
were issued unless by his recommendation.
An instance in point was that of Dr. Holden,
who, having obtained leave of Steadman,
Phair and Hanson to go upon their lands,
applied to Mr. Venning for a license to fish.
That officer referred them to Mr. Robertson,
whoin this case declined to give 2 recommen-
dation for fear of prejudicing his claim against
the Government, and Dr. Holden had to do
without a license. Mr. Hanson also applied
for a licensé. He is the owner of land on the
S. W. Miramichi, and certainly ought to have
a license if any ongoought. Not wishing to
be deprived of his summer’s fishing, Mr. Han-
son asked for a license to fish, stating at the
same time that he did not.acknowledge the
legality of the order in Council, but sigaply
wanted to avoid the interference of the offi-
cers and the trouble of a law suit. He re-_
ceived the following reply:

THE PARLIAMENT BUILDING.

The work of finishing is progressing quite
rapidly in the Parliament Building. The
making of the carpets for the larger rooms
is going rapidly forward, and carpets are to
be put down in the galleries. The books were
removed from their temporary quarters over
Messrs. Fraser & Winslow’s law offices into
the new - Legislative Library, on Wednes-
day, and yesterday the Librarian and
his assistants were busily engaged in
arranging, dusting and placing them in
position. The building at present has a
neat and clean appearance throughout, all
the many signs of work having disappeared,
with the exception, of course, of those con-
nected with the making of the carpets, and
everything has been brightened and polished
up. The red pine floors that are to remain
uncovered have been thoroughly oiled, and
make a pleasing and handsome pavement in
the corridors. The basement, too, has been
most thoroughly swept up and put in shape,
and looks very different to what it did a
short time ago. All the dirt and dust of
carpentering and masonry work has been
cleaned from the floors and bedams, and the
walls and supporting columns have received
a vivid coat of whitewash, which givesita
particularly bright and clean appearance.
Yesterday, Mr. John Fish, of the firm of Wis-
dom & Fish, of St. John, was in the city, and
tested the steam heating apparatus put in by
his firm. All the radiators—both direct and
indirect—were put in operation, and a most
tho.ough test was made. The building was
heated comfortably all over, and the large
Assembly Room, with its high ceiling, up to
80 deg., with five and a half pounds of steam
on the boilers. .The test proved most satis-
factory, as it is only required that the rooms
shall be heated up to a maximum heat of 65
degrees. The new Parliament Building is
the only public edifice in the Dominion that
is heated by the direct and indirect system
of steam eating, which has given very great
satisfaction wherever it has been used. Large
numbers of people visit the building on a
tour of public inspection daily, the talk
about the ball having excited public curiosity:
afresh, and a great majority of them are
ladies, who linger in the Legislative Council
Room with an affectionate regard as the
scene of the -dancing. As may be inferred
from this the dancing at the coming ball will
take place in the Council Chamber. The
promenade concert will be held in the As-
sembly Room, which, with its- galleries for
the band and spectators, is adniirably adapted
for the purpose; and the supper will be
spread in the Library, which will make a
very snug and comfortable supper room.
The only rooms that will not be carpeted
when the ball comes off will be the Council
Chamber and Library. The floor of the for-
mer will be waxed for dancing, and a beauti-
ful floor it is. The Legislative Library car-
pet, which is furnished by Messrs. McSweeney
Bros., of Moncton, is a very handsome car-
pet indeed, both as regards design and color,
and according to the expression of taste and
opinion by many-who have seen it, is by far
the handsomest carpet in the building. The
carpet for the Council Chamber is from the
establishment of Mr. A. B. Sheraton, St.
John; that of the Assembly Room from Mr.
Mr. John McDonald’s, Fredericton; and the
Governor’s Room, the Law Courts, the Law
Library and Committee Rooms from Messrs.
F. B. Edgecombe’s, of Fredericton, and A. O.
Skinner's and J. H. Hegan’s of St. John.

The delivery of the
charge occupied an hour and a half, and was
a most careful, clear and correct review of
thelaw and evidence, and it leftlittle ground
for a hope for any other verdict than that of
guilty. At5.35 the Court came in and ren-
dered a verdict of ‘‘Guilty as indicted.”

The New York 7'imes entitlesit ‘“A Righte-
ous Verdict,” and says: ‘‘the prompt con-
viction of Guiteau for the murder of the Pre-
sident, together with an expeditiousexecution
of the sentence that must follow, will form a
fitting close to the tragedy begun the 2nd of
last July. Any other conclusion of the trial
upon which public attention has been con-
centrated for more than ten weeks, would
have been a shock to the general feeling that
justice demands a swift retribution for crimes
of suchenormity.” And the New York Times
(Dem.) saysin the ignominious death of Gui-
teau the American people will put the stamp
of condemnation for ever on political assi-
nations.

As a body of temperance
‘women, we do not so much need to have

* arguments brought forward to prove that
the use of intoxicating liquids as a bever-
age is injurious to the human family—
injurious to the body, mind, and morals
of the man who drinks ; injurious to his
purse ; injurious to his wife ; injurious to
his children ; injurious to the commer-
«cial and moral tone of the community in
which he dwells, for this we all know and
believe. Neither is it necessary to bring
forward arguments regarding the seller
to prove his utter want of right to deal in
a commodity which brings misery, suffer-
ing and pauperism to the individual and
expense and crime to the State, for this
is plain to us all. But the great question
that comes to us, as women, is, what can
we do to stay the rapid current that is
sweeping the millions upon millions to
the gulf of despair? Many of us have a
good law given for its suppression, but
we can not execute the law; we can not
argue the cases of violation before the
courts ; we can not sit in judgment upon
the cases argued ; we have few facilities
for detecting cases of violation. We are
told consolingly that we must waiv with
patience and pray. Patience is a good
thing, prayer is a good thing, but is this
all we can do? Is it not possible for us
to trust too much to prayer and patience
and not enough to personal individual
effort ?

Our hopes are built not on patience
and prayer but education and prayer, two
mighty forces working constantly and
with increasing * faithfulness—-can the
enemy long withstand such cannonading ?
Ignorance on the subject is the great
barrier that stands in the way of clear,
honest convictions, with the masses.
Laws can be enacted and in a large
measure enforced, to prohibit the sale of
intoxicating beverages ; to a certain ex-
tent the masses can be éduca.ted; and
to a limited extent drunkards can
be reformed; butour great ex:
pectation and hope for reforma-
tion, for wholesome sentiments and
righteous laws, are anchored in the
children; in their right education and
training in the Sun(llay-school, day-school
and home.. The Sunday-school teaching
on this subject which is slowly but gradu-
ally working its way into the Sunday-
schools as a distinct topic® for special
thought and study, is going to impress
more forcibly upon the children’s minds,
than when taught in a general way, the
biblical view of this temperance question.

What we want in New Brunswick as
much as a Scott Act, are a Compulsory
School-law and Temperance Text-Books
in the schools ; they are necessary acces-

o sories to a right education on this sub-
ject. Then we shall not only have a good
law for the suppression of drunkenness,
but we shall be constantly creating the
forces that shall sustain this law. Now,
.. not a small proportion of our children are
idlers. They are beyond the reach of
right instruction ; beyond the reach of
acquiring knowledge that shall lead them
'in wisdom’s ways. A portion of them
* are at service for a part of the time, but
at no time under any instruction; and a
not inconsiderable portion of them, from
the time they are out of bed in the morn-
ing till they go to bed at night, roam at
will through the streets and alleys, the
rumshop’s nursery, and are being daily
trained as recruits toreinforce the bands
of law-breakers that are violating this
temperance law. When children are
compelled to go to school a certain
number of years during their early life
no matter how unwillingly they go, they
must learn something, they must ad-
vance in a measure in general intelligence,
they will necessarily use their brains for
a portion of the time, at least, for some-
thing better than the “devil’s workshop.”
A large proportion of these children as it
is must inevitably go to ruin, for their
minds are busied with nothing better
than the viciousness into which their
idleness has led them. Speaking in
culinary parlance, when we have Tem-
perance Text-Books in the schools we
have only set the sponge, the whole lump
can not be leavened until all the children
of the Province are compelled to go to
school and are brought under the in-
fluence of their teachings. But while we
are waiting and praying for these things,
what can we do in the way of home
education, the only avenue of teaching
open to a large majority of our women?

Is it enough that we have ‘our children
sign the total abstinence pledge, without
teaching them the full meaning and force
of total abstinence ? Are we going far
enough when we teach them to abstain
from the distilled liquors, wines and lager-
beer? I hold that it means more than
this, that we have not done all that we
should when we have goge this far.

Children can as readily as an adult com-
prehend a scientific truth when simplified
and brought within their comprehension.
The whole subject of alcoholics, the pro-
cess of its formation, and its effects upon
the human system, has been so simplified
that children can comprehend it.

Every mother can take Miss Colman’s
# Manual” or her “ Alcohol and Hygiene”
and teach them to her children, if they
are not taught in the schools. There is
not a child of fair intelligence eight years
of age, and many younger than this, who

could not comprehend the process of fer-
mentation, and entertain an intelligent
view of the reasons why the alcohol re-

‘Now, a law is simply the exponent of the

sulting from fermentation is a poson to
body and mind. When children/ are led
to understand the nature of this monster
and recognize him in any of his numer
ous costumes, they will despise him in
any form. They will hate him concealed
in his attractive garments of home made
wines and beers, as much as in the fright-
ful robes of rum and whiskey. Children
who have in any measure a comprehen-
sive, clear view of the subject are ready
to detect any inconsistency on the part
of professed temperance advocates. A
little boy said to me one day, with-an air
of disgust, referring to one of our faithful
temperance men, “0, Mr. , he’s a

25 cts.,” send a fourteen year old boy to
the circus with twenty-five cents, leaving
him to the dire necessity of inventing
ways and means of getting in honestly on
that twenty-five cents. What boy when
he came to the ticket office with his
twenty-five cents, and his age and size
were questioned, and he knew he must
tell a lie or turn away and go home,
would, under the exciting circumstances
and full of thoughts of the wonders with-
in, what boy I say would tell the truth
and go home? Not one in a thousand.
Ifthe lie was not deceitfully premeditated,
knowing it was the only way of getting
in, he would have been surprised into it.

nice temperance man, ain’t he? He lets It seems to me ciear enough that such

his boys drink beer.” How do you know
he does? I said. “Because they were
going down to ——'s, the othar day, to
get some beer to drink, and they asked
me to go with ’em.” Well, may be their
f"ather didn’t know it, I said. “ Yes, he
did, for he gave ’em the money to get it
with, and told ’em they could have it:
Humph ! I don’t call that very good tem
perance.” Children are not slow in de-
tecting a lax adherence to principle.
‘While there may be, and no doubt are,
many kinds of drinks that are. perfeqtly
free from alcoholics, when made fresh,
yet there are many of the so-called tem-
perance drinks, I am persuaded, not
free from alcoholics and must properly
rank with intoxicating drinks. And
while there is a doubt in regard to it, is
it wise for professed total abstainers to
frequent shops where these drinks are
sold, or countenance it in their sons, or
have such drinks brought to their homes ?
Is it not better to “abstain from all ap-
pearance of evil?” * * * T know I
venture upon dangerous ground when I
dare to draw the lines so closely. Many
professed temperance people are as sen-
sitive about having so-called temperance
drinks questioned, as are the anti-tem-
perance. party concerning their traffic.
But we should be anxious not only to
question but to search, so far as in uslies,
for the truth concerning these things.
The child’s mind is more teachable than
the adult mind. While it is a hard thing
to teach or convince an adult who wants
to think favorably of home made wine,
that it can by any possibility be of an in-
toxicating nature, that it can be a twin-
brother of imported wine, and may con-
tain a larger proportion of alcohol ; yeta
child, to whom the matter is fully and
clearly explained, will comprehend read-
ily that there is no essential difference
whatever. This is true, because the child’s
mind is open to the convictions of de-
monstrated truths; it is not befogged
with the mists of prejudice in favor of
any pre-existing pet theories. The child
will see if there be any difference what-
ever it is a difference of degree and not
ofkind. * * * * _Now, where shall
we draw the line in our home education
of children? There must be some limit.
The Massachusetts Legislatnre has clearly
defined the limit for the city of Boston.
In the present screen law of Boston is a
section in which it states, “ Any beverage
containing more than three per cent. of
alcohol, by volume, at 603 Farhenheit,
shall be deemed to be an intoxicating
liquor within the meaning of this Act.”

mind or sentiment of the people. What
we must do, if we would work effectually,
is to go back of the law and create the
right kind of sentiment. Give the chil-
dren the right kind of ideas and they will
work out the right kind of laws.

Now where do we draw the lines in re-
gard to stealing and lying? Do we say
to a child, “Now, Mary, it is wrong to
steal anything of much, value but its no
harm to take trifles ?”” The Good Book
tells us “Out of the heart proceedeth
theft.” The thing to impress upon the
child’s mind is not the value of the thing
taken, but the spirit which prompts the
taking of a comparatively valucless article.
It is hard for a child to see that going on
the sly to his mother’s sugar barrel and
filling his pockets with sugar from day to
day, is theft as truly as though he got it
in the same manner from behind the
grocer’s counter. But the spirit which
prompts the act is the same in the one
case as the other." :

How is it with lying? Do we teach
our children it is not a very bad thing to
tell a small lie but a fearful thing to tell
a bigone? Do we not rather teach them
that the lying consists in the spirit of de-
ception which prevades the small lie in a
smaller degree than the big one? *Now
is it not just as clear and simple that an
alcoholic beverage is characterized not
by the amount of alcohol it contains, but
by containing alcohol even in the small-
est degree ?

Do you say it is unreasonable and fana-
tical to take such a view of the matter,
and to attempt to educate people to
educate their children to such a standard?
But some may say it is being unneces-
sarily severe and rigid to draw the lines
so closely in regard to theft and lying.

I once saw a parent for the sake of
passing a twelve year’s old child for half
fare on the railroad tell the child quietly
before the conductor came round, to
draw down in the seat and the conductor
would think she was very small and
would only charge half fare, I've seen
parents on crowded street cars try to
conceal their children from the conduc-
tor’s notice to avoid paying the five cent
fare. I've known parents when a circus
came to town with handbills out, “Ad-

mlssion 50 cts., children under 12 years

examples must make false, deceitful
children. Now I knew some of these
parents. They would not tolerate a lie
in one of their children. Yet they were
silently and forcibly telling them to lie.
What parent who aims at rearing honest
sons and daughters can afford, for the
saving of a half-fare railroad ticket, a five
cent car ticket, or a half-price circus
ticket, to forfeit the honesty and integrity
of his children ? I think I would as soon
tell my child openly, “Lie if you want to,
if it will bring you any gain,” with less
fear of making him dishonest, as to have
him daily under such teachings with any
hope of his growing up honest. Because
if a parent who gave evidence in the
main of wanting his child to be honest,
should make such a startling statement
as this, it would so astonish the child that
he would be led to consider the matter
sometimes, and question if that were ex-
actly the right thing to go. But the lit-
tle examples of deception above men-
tioned, by degrees influence a child’s life
and habits. They do not strike a child
as so grossly wrong that he would be led
to give the question any consideration or
thought, but would gradually grow into
the habit of practicing that same kind of
deception in his own dealings with his
parents as well as others. It never
dawned upon these parents that they
were plainly and forcibly teaching their
children to lie and clieat. One necessity
for drawing.the lines in all these evils so
closely in our teachings to children is the
diffieulty under which a child labors in
seeing the results of little deviations.

It is difficult for a child to see until its
mind is trained to it, that great conse-
quences may result from small causes.
If we have observed at all closely, we
must have noticed that this difficulty is
not confined alone to children. Yes,
there must be some limit; some place
proper to draw the line. Let us ask our
reasons ; would it seem better to say we
will call any drink alcoholic that hds more
than 10 per cent. 5 per cent:, or 3 per
cent. alcohol, or do you say, exclude all
that contains a sufficient amount to in-
toxicate? But that is.so variable; it
takes ten times as much to intoxicate
some men as others. What man are you
going-to make the standard? Isit not
more reasonable to- say every beverage
which contains even the smallest, per-
centage of alcohol is alcoholic, and comes
under the ban of an intoxicating bever-
age. It contains the essential element
that characterizes it as an intoxicating
drink, and all one needs to do, is to take
enough of it to come under its influence.

Another phase of the home training
which I think is so often neglected, is
the habit which is tolerated among child-
ren of finding amusement in watching
drunken men and mimicing their actions.
There seems to be an inherent tendency
in boys to find amusement in the wild
debased conduct of a drunken man. It
is no uncommon sight to see dozens of
boys gather about an intoxicated man on
the street, to be amused by his vulgar,
profane, degraded conduct and language.
I have seen a whole school of children
follow a drunken man down the street,
laughing and jeering at him; taunting
him for the purpose of hearing his profane
and vulgar retorts. . Many mothers and
fathers comfort themselves with the
thought, “Oh, he’s a boy, boys will,do
such things.” We might as well excuse
drinking men, and overlook all their
little deviations on the same ground, “Oh,
he’s a man, men will do such things.”
Of what use are mothers, teachers and
education; if they are not to educate them
out of such tendencies. If it is this to be
a boy or a man, the whole purpose of
education is to make them more than
boys and men. It is no wonder to me
that boys. are so early tempted to take
the cup. The sight of a drunken man
robbed of his reason, void of even a spark
of intelligence, ceases to shock them, they
come to think it is not such a dreadful
thing after all to get drunk.

‘When boys can find pleasure in playing
“the drunken man” for the amusement
of their friends, and parents can look
upon it as a harmless kind of amusement,
and see nothing in it to shock or horrify, I
think the prospect for such children is
very poor. Mothers can not too early
impress upon the child’s mind the awful-
ness of a man in a state of intoxication.
They should never fail to teach a child
that there is nothing amusing, but rather
something sad and sickening. It has
been said that final success of the highest
character comes from that form of mind
which has an absolute inability to be dis-
couraged. If that be true, our success
will depend largely upon our bringing
ourselves into that state of mind that will
not admit of disconragement; and, my

dear sisters, I think there is nothing from
which we can draw so much hope, as this
this education of the children in the

gchools and home. ILet us guard our own
thresholds carefully, and see to it that the
“camel does not get his nose into the door
of our tents.”

The cry of Mrs. Browning's factory
children is the cry of the children all

over this land to-day, who are suffering|gSed

from the curse of intemperance.

“How long,”’ they say, ‘‘how long, O cruel
nation, :
Will youstand, to move the world on a child’s
heart?

Stifle down with a mailed heel its palpitation

And tread onward to your thronc amid the
mart ?

Our blood splashes upward, O gold-heaper,

And your purple shows your path!

But the child’s sob in the silence, curses
deeper

Than the strong man in his wrath.”

If we educate the children rightly in
the school and in the home, teach them
from their infancy the principles of total
abstinence, they will, when they have
grown to manhood, and- in their turn
march to the places of trust and power,
be able to answer, in a manner that shall
do honor to their ancestors, and reward
abundantly the persevering and persis-
tent labors of those who have given their
lives to this great work, the curdling
question—“ How long, O cruel nation”
will you crush the sad hearts of children
by legalizing this home-destroying, soul-
destroying traffic?

THE AUSTRALIAN SEA SERPENT.—An Aus-

tralian writes to the San Francisco Call
as follows :—Capt. Hall’'s recent account
of the monster reptile, now going the
rounds of the press, recalls to mind the
appearance, some years ago, of a similar
monster in one of the rivers of Australia.
In 1847, a gentleman riding along the
Murrumbidgee, observed a huge creature
swimming in the river, with a head some-

thing like that of a mastiff, but much | g

larger, a mane about six inches long, and
a body near the head as large as a man’s,
but tapering to the tail. It was seen
again in a different 1'ivelt in 1853, and its
length was variously estimated at from
fifty to eighty feet. The existence of
such a monster had already been known
to the aborigines,~to whom the reptile
was an object of the greatest terror. They
call it “ bunyip,” which means water-
snake. The bunyip, unlike Mr. Hall’s
water serpent, is far from being aggres-
sive, at least in the water—is, in fact, very
shy, as well as a rapid swimmer, and while
ordinarily carrying his head above water,
will immediately disappear on hearing
the least noise on the bank. But though
shy and timid in the water, in which ele-
ment it supposed to obtain most of its
food, it is fierce on land, and has been
known, according to aboriginal tradition,
to devour large numbers of the natives
whenever they had unwittingly crossed
its path. It must, however, be observed,
and the fact is worthy of notice, that, so
far as the writer is aware, no skeleton of
the monster has as yet been discovered.

Nor A BusHEL IN AMERICAN BoTToMS. —
There were shipped from New York in
1881 to Europe 72,276,312 bushels of
grain, of which 53,255,728 bushels were
carried by 1302 steamers, and 19,020,584
bushels were transported by 554 sailing
vessels. In 1880 there were 113,343,163
bushels shipped, of which 49,966,579
bushels were transported by 1292 steam-
ers and 63,376,584 bushels by 1789 sailing
vessels. In 1879 there were 99,410,080
bushels shipped, of which 40,500,058 bush
els were carried by 1056 steamers and
58,910,022 bushels by 1798 sailing vessels,
while there were 41,067,851 less bushels
shipped in 1881 than in 1880. The fall-
ing off is entirely in the amount carried
by sail vessels, The decrease in the
amount transported by sail is 44,356,000
bushels. Not a solitary bushel of grain
was transported to Europe from New
York in an American vessel during the
past year. In 1880 we carried 1,328,436
bushels out of a total 0f 113,343,163 bush-
els, and there were seven nationalities,
Danish, Dutch, French, Portuguese, Rus-
sian, Spanish and Swedish, that carried

less than we did.

CURIOSITIES OF THE GERMAN CUSTOMS.—

Among the curiosities of the German
customs, what has recently been achieved
by the ingenious officials of that service
almost surpasses belief. They have con-
trived to double and treble the tax on
many kinds of provisions imported by
simply taxing the wrappers and labels as
essential parts of the consignment. Thus
cheese enveloped in silvered or tinfoil
wrappers they now levy duty on as
silvered wares. American corned beef
in tins is taxed as fine iron wares. The
latest feat of ingenuity in this direction
is taking Chinese liquors, essences, etc.,
which are contained in glass bottles
covered with Chinese letters and figures

on thin silk, as silk and satin.

Under this startling caption a correspon-
dent in the Christian Visitor for January 18th

It means on a smaller scale a re-
petition of the debauch at Rideau Hall during
the Princess Louise’s last ball, when ladies
got 8o drunk that;to avoid exposure, they had
to be locked up in bed-rooms; gentiemen
emptied the contents of their stomachs over
the rich carpets and furniture, and the Prin-
cess was disgusted and insulted by undue

familiarity.” i

Tosay that this blast of condemnation from
this “Citizen”” correspondent of the Visitor
is.an unnecessary sounding of an alarm for
public morality, so far as the coming ball is
concerned, is setting out what every one ad-
mits ; and to say that the above paragraph
in particular is a direct insult to, a coarse
and blackguard-like slur upon the purity and
honor of the womanhood of the city of
Fredericton amd of the whole Province.
is stating a truth which impresses itself
upon every one who reads it—an insult
and a slur of such a nature as to
merit not only the verbal condemnation of
all, but also that physical pain and actual
degradation of the person in the form of a
horse-whipping, which usually follows an
insult to a woman. He drags in the dirt by
implication the fair name of the Royal consort
of the Governor General of this Dominion in
a manner which no one aspiring to the name
of man would dare to do. The picture he
draws of what he alleges the ball and prome-
nade concert will be like, is the product of a
mind rotten in its morality—of a diseas2d
magination gloating over fancied lewd de-
tails, like an octogenarian libertine over the
minutes of a dissipated youth, suggesting
harm to pure minds that had never dreamed
of wrong, and thus doing more to foster jm-
morality by pointing it out where it exists to
none but the depraved, than he does to pro-
mote virtue. Itis full of “pruriency. It is
‘‘ prurient yet passionless, cold, studieéd lewd-
ness’’—and under the mask of christianity
and public morality.

The man who would cast-such aslur as the
Visitor’s correspondent has cast upon the
fair fame of the womanhood of his native
country, deserves to be whipped through the
length and breadth of that country, like a
common felon, at the tail of a cart—and even
that would be too good for him.

The
matter however was laid over until the next
annusl meeting. The people will in the
interim have the privilege of giving their
opinion on the subject, there is a strong
feeling that the institution of a woolen mill
is a necessity that should have long ago
been supplied ; but on the other hand there
is a sad lack of the necessary enterprise to
erect and run the factory. ;
Tue FUNERAL of the late Steven Parsons
who died at the ripe age of eighty-four took
place to-day. The remains came from Ben-
ton in the noon train and were taken to. the
Albert street Baptist church. Rev. G. W.

SPRAY FROM GRAND FALLS.

Our schools—if they can be called such—
are kept in two shanties, about twenty-five
feet square; one of them is over T. B. Jear-
way’s store, and you get to it by going
through T. B.’s back yard; the entrance is
in the—to use one of the children’s expres-
sions—backest corner of the building. - The
ascent to the shanty is over a pair of boxed-
in rickety stairs. The room, as I have said,
is about 25 feet square; the ceiling is about
7} feet high, and is lighted by four or five
windows of 8 x 10 glass, and are so low that
the sills almost touch the floor. The desks
—what the boys have not whittled away—
look as though they had done service in the
sixteenth century. The seats are made of-
made of rough plank, and, with one or two
exceptions, have no backs at all.

The above school is in charge of a male
teacher, and from reports given by some of
the scholars, from time to time, it is very.
poorly run. They (the scholars) say that
the teacher spends a good part of his time in
reading papers, novels, &c.; that he is an
inveterate tobacco chewer, and spits the juice
all over the floor; and when asked by a scho-
lar if they will write or cipher, the answer
generally is, ‘‘ you can (or may) if you like;”
that, some days, the roll is not called until
the middle of the day, and some days not.at
all. 'Thus the people’s money goes—*‘‘ Pop
goes the weasel.”

School No. 2 is kept in a store, or part of
one, formerly occupied by Robert Caldwell,
Esq. The room is 21 x 24 feet, about an 8}
foot ceiling, with a cylinder stove seven feet
high in the centre; the desks and seats, like
they are in No 1, are crowded in so close
that it is a wonder they do not catch fire.
Some of them are not more /than four feet
from the stove. This No. 2 school is taught
by Miss Trusswell, of Andover, and,so far as
I have heard, there are no complaints of her
teaching ; but ifshe complained of the miser-
able caboose she has to teach in, I would not
blame her. The place has a board partition
running through it, with an iron clasp and
padlock on the door, which looks as if the
inner room was kept for a lock-up.

1881 the Government of that country
realized {.320,000,000 .from the sales of
tobacco and cigars, being a much larger .

In 1812 the revenue
from it amounted to only £.30,000,000.
This would tend to show an increase in
the consumption of tobacco during the
period of 60 years of over 1000 per cent.,
while the increase of population during
the same period has been only about 30
per cent.
