CORNHILL CONFERENCE.
i of the Biers' Conference, Open 

Communion.
The 16th annual conference of the Free 

Christian Baptist denomination formally 
opened at Comhill, Kings Co., on the 30th 
Sept. The church at Comhill is the pro­
perty of the F. C. Baptists but the Metho­
dists are allowed also to worship in it 
Their minister is the Rev. Mr. Thompson, 
of Petiticodiac. Rev. A. H. McNinch of 
Sussex has accepted a call to this pastorate. 
The elders’ conference convened at 10 a, 
m. This is composed of ministers and 
licentiates who meet for a general talk. 
The business is of a private nature. At 
it however, they elect the officers for the 
ensuing year.. For this year they elected 
Rev. T. O- DeWitt,-moderator ; J. T. Par­
sons, corresponding secretary ; E. B. Gray, 
J. Noble and John Parry, assisted by mod­
erator and secretary, executive committee. 
The meeting was a very harmonious one, 
and was continued that afternoon. In the 
elders’ conference, Friday, the Rev. G. W. 
Foster read an able paper, subject : Why 
Free Baptists are Open Communionists, 
or Why They Commune with All Saints. 
Following is a synopsis :—

Communion with All Saints tended to 
union—the strength and beauty of the 
church, “ Behold how good and how 
pleasant it is for brethren to dvrell together 
in unity.” Close communion" was a vail 
not erected by Divine authority, and 
separating the people of God. Commun­
ion, significant of atonement, and de­
signed for Christians, was to be in rememb­
rance of Christ, in Whom all had a person­
al interest. The assumption that baptism 
was an indispensable prerequisite for ad­
mission to communion, and the practice of 
refusing it to all whom they regarded as 
unbaptized, was unauthorized by scrip­
ture. Close communion could not be sus­
tained,

by circumstantial evidence,
nor coul d proof be adduced to show that 
all ttIB disciples had been baptized pre­
vious to the night the Saviour administer­
ed to them the emblem of his body and 
blood. Admitting, as was done, that it 
was the practice in the early church to 
baptize persons before allowing them to 
commune, it (baptism) being a visible 
profession of faith, it could be shown that 
people unbaptized, yet sincere, were, 
denied the privilege. If one wilfully re­
fused baptism one was refused communion. 
The apostolic precedent did not authorize 
close communion, but the contrary, and 
may be said to admit all who exhibited 
true, Christian piety. Free Baptists were 
open commumonists because the table 
was the Lord’s, and around it were to 
gather His people. The ordinance was de­
signed for all; not one to exclude the 
others. Fotdifferent denominations there 
was

but one of the following oonrsêe :
To commhne With each other’s members 5 
to deny that the communion was designed 
for all evangelical Christians ; to deny that 
any with whom they would not commune 
were evangelical Christians. The apostles’ 
doctrine authorized free communion. 
Peter once thought the gospel was for one 
people, but he afterwards boldly pro­
claimed, “ Of a truth I perceive God is no 
respecter of pefSobs ; but in 6very hation 
he that feareth Him'aUd worketh 'right­
eousness is accepted by Him.” The 
scripture required forbearance which was 
favorable to free communion—Romans 
xiv, 16. Another thing consistent with it 
was the practice of the chinch in the ages 
succeeding the apostles. The essayist 
cited numerous instances of prominent 
Baptist writers in support- of this view 
He pointed out that missionaries after a 
close communion in heathen countries 
had renounced it. In closing be said that 
in free communion was ' . »

recognized but two ebaracters
in mankind ; the righteous and the widk- 
ed._ It placed all Christians on the same 
roàd, elevated platform, and destroyed 
detention, detraction and proselÿtism. 
“ There will be free communion in heavën; 
may God hasten the daÿ. when it shall 
exist on earth in the household of faith.”

The corresponding secretary’s report for 
third and fourth districts was as follows :

Third districto^The churches at Eel 
river, Millville, CàmpbêH Settlement, 
Upper Hainesville and Southampton 
have had the pastoral, care, of Rev» AvH. 
Bonnell. Four were added, to £be church" 
at Upper Hainesville. Rev. A. G. Downey 
has had charge of the Douglas, Prince 
William, Bear Island and Lower Queens- 
bury churches. One was âddëd by bap­
tism to the church at Douglas.. F. C. 
Hartley acted as pastor of the Fredericton 
churches. Eleven have been added by 
baptism to this church and three by letter. 
The liquidation of the debt on this church 
is spoken of as the most pleasing feature 
in the report. Rev.: J. T. Parsons bas had 
charge of the Nashwaak and Penniac 
churches. He,has alaoqrganized a.phurcb 
at Gibson with a membership of forty- 
seven. This circuit has finished a fine 
•parsonage at Marysville, . Five were added, 
by baptism to Kingsley church. 34 have 
been added by baptism and 44 by letter 
to the churches in this district. Money 
raised for support of ministry, $2,254.78 ; 
current church expenses, $704.47 ; build­
ings and improvements,’-$7,^)6. Total, 
$10,955.25. Sixty-six votéei^re cast in 
favor of union and 177 against it.

Fourth district—Rev. W. H. Perry has 
charge of the churches at Mill Settlement, 
Patterson Settlement and-Blissville. The 
Fredericton Junction,, Tracey Station and 
Little Lake churches have been under the 
pastoral care of Rev. G. W. Foster. Two 
were added by baptism and one by letter 
to the church at Fredericton Junction, 
and two by baptism to the Tracey Station 
church. Licenk A. W. Currie has cared 
for the churches at Oromocto, Lincoln and 
Rusagornish. He has been assisted by 
Rev. Dr. McLeod. One was added to the 
church at Lincoln, and three to the church 
at Oromocto. Money raised for support 
of ministry, $989.22 ; for current church 
expenses,$126.50 ; for buildings and im­
provements, $217.95—total, $1,333.67. 
Seventy-three votes-were cast bn the basis 
of union ; 35 in favor and 58 against it.

BOIESTOWN.

Richards and Gunter is being rapidly com­
pleted. Mr. Winters of Gibson is now en­
gaged painting the outside.

Four candidates for councillors hav> 
been nominated in the Parish of Ludlow. 
John Pond, Hurbert Gunter,. Maurice 
O’Donnel and John McLeer.

Lumber supplies, are now beginning to 
come to-.this station in large quantities to 
be distributed amongst the various and 
many parties who engage in the lumber 
business. Men for the woods are seeming­
ly scarce just now and pretty fair wages 
are being offered. Fairley, Lynch and 
Richards who all do an extensive busi­
ness in that line are engaging every avail­
able man and boy to fill np their crews on 
the different streams.

Mr. VanBuskirk, of Fredericton is 
aronnd this way soliciting orders for plows.

W. R. Robinson, of Newcastle, addressed 
the people here on the temperance ques­
tion one evening last week.

A missionary meeting was held in the 
Methodist church here on Tuesday even- 
ipg, Rev. Mr. Howie, of Gibson, describ­
ing the advancement of the work on home 
and foreigh missions under control of that 
church.^

W. Sharpe, station agent, who has been 
to his home in Benton, on a vacation, has 
again returned to his duties, Mr. Powers, 
of Bamaby River, having charge in his 
absence.

Miss B. Lugrin left here for her home 
in Boston yesterday morning.

The scott Act election which was held 
to-day has resulted so far as learned yet, 
favourably for the act, throughout the 
whole country. The parish of Ludlow we 
are glad to see went strong for the act, 
sustaining it by a large majority. Only 
thirty votes against it, and this is. compar­
ai vely few considering. Th is goes to show 
plainly that the well thinking men of Lud­
low voted as their conscience led them to­
day, also that this parish is not so easily 
bought as imagined, especially when so 
great a matter of importance as repealing 
the Scott Act is concerned.

A GREWSOME ART.
The Strange Revelation Made by a Float­

ing Corpse.
The finding of an unknown man float­

ing in the Delaware river at Philadelphia 
finally led to the discovery of a most grew- 
some trade practiced by one of the dis­
coverers of the body. The dead man, says 
an exchange of that city, bore upon his 
arm some perfect specimens of the tattoo- 
er’s art, and Jacob Zizrachi, a Syrian, who 
assisted in the recovery of the body, ap­
plied for that portion of the cuticle of the 
left arm which bore an admirable repre­
sentation of the crucifixion. In the re­
presentation of this piece of work the 
artist showed a master hand. Every de­
tail was perfect.

This was what most attracted the atten­
tion of Zizrachi, and he begged and plead­
ed with the keeper of the morgue to give 
him the strip of cuticle covered by the 
picture. He even offered ten dollars for 
it, and when told that he could not have 
it without an order from the coroner he 
stormed and raved, declaring it to be 
rightfully his, anyway, because he had as­
sisted in the recovery of the body. The 
keeper finally told him to call at the mor­
gue again, and that he would in the mean­
time speak to the coroner in regard to 
the matter.

He being plied with questions as to 
what he intended to do with the strip of 
tattooed cuticle after he got it, Zizrachi 
said that in Morocco, where he had passed 
the greater part of his life, there were 
many dealers in curios who would give 
him from ten to one hundred dollars for 
each things, according to the artistic finish 
of the picture. He had made hundreds 
of dollars by trading with the merchants, 
and had learned the secret of properly 
preparing the skin for framing.

The cuticle is first carefully dried and 
tanned and is then treated with a peculiar 
solution of poisonous drugs, which has 
the effect of bringing into bold relief the 
pigment used in the tattooing. It is after­
ward pressed between two plates of glass 
and is allowed to stand for a month or so, 
after which it is framed and placed on 
sale. Many prominent citizens of the 
larger cities of the orient, the Syrian stat­
ed, had the walls of their houses decorated 
with these objects.

In same parts of Arabia, according to 
his statement, the sheiks of certain tribes 
always had their own portraits tattooed 
upon their backs. After the death of one 
of them the cuticle bearing the portrait 
was carefully cut away and prepared ac­
cording to the usual process and reverent­
ly carried from place to place by the 
bereaved tribe. Zizrachi said that the 
picture on the arm of the drowned man 
at the morgue would be worth fifty to 
sixty dollars to him.

“ I cannot imagine what it was,” she re­
marked, musingly, as she placed a small 
gloved hand to her chin and gazed into 
space. “ I am positive it was something, 
and I feel lost without it.”

“ I am unable to find anything here,” 
came the muffled voice of the clerk from 
under the counter, whither he had drop­
ped a few seconds before with the .faint 
hope of being able to find the missing he 
knew not what.

STRONG TESTIMONY.
Respecting the Work of the Local Legis­

lature.

Hon. Wm. Pugsley has resigned the sol­
icitor-generalship of the province and has 
issued a card to the electors of Kings, 
thanking them for their support while he 
represented them. One paragraph is as 
follows, most of which will apply to other 
counties as well, especially with respect to 
public works : “ I leave your roads and 
bridges in better condition than I found 
them. The colleagues whom you sent 
with me to the legislature have with my­
self been enabled to secure for you a con­
siderable number of permanent bridges of 
iron and stone, which are of great utility, 
and will endure for generations. You are 
justly proud of them. When I was first 
elected there was not a wharf on the 
whole Bellisle bay, while now the people 
dwelling on the fertile farms along that 
beautiful sheet of navigable water are well 
accommodated in this particular, and the 
wharves which we have had constructed 
along the St. John river and Kennebe- 
casis afford some evidence, at least, of the 
attention which we have given to your 
interests.”

In respect to the interest displayed by 
the government towards agriculture, he 
says : “ Our efforts in encouraging the es­
tablishment of creameries and cheese 
factories, and the general advancement of 
the dairying interests, as well as for the 
improvement of the horses, homed cattle 
and sheep of the province have, I am as­
sured, met with your hearty approval.”

He speaks also of what has been done 
for St. John directly and indirectly for the 
whole province : “It afforded me the 
greatest possible pleasure, as I knew it 
would be a matter of satisfaction to you, 
that the government of which I have been 
a member lately agreed to give liberal as­
sistance toward the construction of deep 
water wharves and a grain elevator at the 
port of St. John.

The contract for the wharves has been 
let, and the work of construction has been 
commenced. The plans for a grain eleva­
tor are now being prepared under the direc­
tion of the civic authorities, and I trust 
that before very long many hundreds of 
thousands of bushels of wheat from the 
rich prairies of the Northwest will each 
year, and in. ever increasing quantities, 
find their way to the port of St. John for 
shipment to the mother country. With 
this will surely come the establishment of 
a regular line of freight steamers from St. 
John to Liverpool. This result must tend 
ere long to greatly increase the wealth, 
commercial importance and population of 
the city, which must necessarily be of 
great advantage to your county "as well as 
to other sections of the province.”

NO STREETS IN MADAGASCAR.

On the island of Madagascar there are 
many brick and stone houses, but the 
streets are rocky and rough and narrow, 
the ground being in the same condition 
as nature made it. You see no roads are 
allowed to be built in that country and 
the towns have narrow footpaths for 
streets. Otherwise the natives believe 
that foreigners could the better march 
soldiers over the island and subdue it. 
There are no carriages there because there 
are no roads. Goods are cpnveyed from 
the coast to the interior on the backs of 
strong men, each of whom, by the use of 
a bamboo, can carry 100 pounds. There 
are not over ten good horses on the island, 
but there are probably 300 small ponies 
used for riding. The island has a stand­
ing army of 20,000 under the native queen.

The natives speak the Malagsy language, 
which is a branch of the Malay tongue. 
Formerly their language was simply a 
spoken language, but the Protestant mis­
sionaries reduced it to -writing and pub­
lished a grammar and formulated a sys­
tem. The queen patronizes an independ­
ent congregational creed, and hence that 
is the fashionable and most powerful re­
ligion on the island.

GOING TO THE PEOPLE.

THE EXHIBITION

Address Presented to His 
Honor.

HIS REPLY.

The Horse Parade a Magnificent 
Spectacle.

HOW THE EXHIBITS WERE 
PLACED.

The Crowds, etc.

When a party goes to the people, asking 
their support it is only natural that they 
should show on what they base their re­
quest, and on what grounds they ask for 
support. The government members for 
York go to the people presenting a long 
list of reforms in the management of af­
fairs, they ask their support and show a 
better system of roads than were ever 
before seen in the country, they ask their 
constituents to sanction the abolition of 
the council, they ask them to give their 
Votes in favor of a reduced executive ex­
penditure, on a better class of bridges and 
more of them, on the doing away of fords 
and ferries, and in their place putting 
bridges. They ask support because they 
have placed on every farm better class 
of cattle, horses, sheep and swine than 
would have been the case had no impor­
tations been made by them, they ask sup­
port because they, by a system of subsidies, 
have started cheese factories within the 
county, because they have improved the 
condition of farming all along the line. 
Many other important points might be 
touched upon but is this list not enough 
to convince the intelligent voters of York 
that the men who ask for their votes in 
support of good government are fully en­
titled to them 7

What have the opposition to offer to 
the people ? It is a question that has not 
as yet found an answer. It has been 
asked on the hustings, in the house and 
in private, but a reply has not as yet 
been furnished. Surely it is too much to 
ask the people of such an intelligent 
county as this to oust men from power 
who have served them better than ever 
they were served previously and to place 
ie positions of trust those whom they 
know have not the ability, judgment nor 
sagacity to formulate a platform nor de­
vise means to remedy an existing evil.

Dr. Stockton, the leader of the opposi­
tion, when asked for a platform has dodged 
the issue. He knows that he and his 
followers have no measures of economy 
or reform to advance, all they ask is to 
get into power and perhaps they may be 
able to carry on business for a term.

It is a choice between attorney general 
Blair and Dr. Stockton, and where is the 
elector of York who will hesitate as to 
what vote to cast ? It is a choice between 
a man who has promoted all departments 
of the public service and a man whose 
only claim is: “I oppose the govern­
ment led by A. G. Blair.” Remember 
Dr. Stockton’s record in connection with 
the Maritime baqk case. The money in 
dispute was the garnered taxes of the com­
mon people, it had been paid in by the 
laborers, it was their money just as much 
as though it had been taken from their 
own pockets. Dr. Stockton went to Eng­
land to protest against this money of the 
people being reserved for them, he said 
practically that the millmen, farmers, 
clerks, factory operators, etc., must pay 
this $35,000 over again, that through no 
fault of their own they must pay this tax. 
Attorney general Blair said this is the 
people’s money ; I am here to defend 
them ; they have placed me in power to 
see that they are not wronged. Dr. Stock- 
ton said you cannot prevent us from tak­
ing this money out of the workers. Mr. 
Blair said he could and did. All know 
with what pleasure the news u .ue over 
the sea that Mr. Blair had won the case 
before the highest tribunal of the British 
empire, where he had been forced to go 
to save the people from an injustice.

What should the people of all eastern 
York and Sunbury do but support the 
man who has placed the Fredericton 
bridge where it is. Who saved them 
more in ferry fees than pays their taxes 
yearly, who in spite of all the obstructions 
placed in hie way by many of those who 
are yet opposed to him fought the battle 
almost alone and gave the people a very 
substantial token of his interest in their 
welfare ? What should the people do but 
support a ticket composed as the govern­
ment ticket is of men whose constant en­
deavor has been the improvement of the 
roads so that now York is said to surpass 
in its road system that of any state in the 
Union ?

Why should the farmers support the 
government ? Because it is the first legisla­
ture that has ever improved stock and 
farm appliances and dise mina ted informa­
tion broadcast through the land. Other 
governments have promised much to the 
agricultural population but it ended in 
promises, all reforms are the work of the 
present government and their enemies 
will so admit.

We have seen that the opposition have 
no policy. Have they any superior abili­
ty T If not why should they receive sup­
port? When Attorny General Blair was 
in opposition he placed his platform before 
the people ; when he was placed in power 
he completed these reforms, the most dif­
ficult being the abolition of the council 
which has been well and faithfully pet- 
formed.

We ask the many readers of The Her­
ald to bear these facts in mind and to sup­
port what they believe is for the best in­
terests of their county and province and 
the result will be a triumphal victory for 
the government and a continuation of re­
form and advancement.

The second provincial exhibition, under 
the auspices of Agricultural Society No. 
34, was formally opened at two o’clock on 
Wednesday afternoon. A guard of honor 
from the C. R. I. headed by the band, 
formed an acceptable escort to his honor, 
Sir Leonard Tilley, who was driven to the 
platform where he was met by President 
Wiley, several of the aldermen, Revds 
Alexander, Payson, Roberts and Mont­
gomery, officers of the 71st, T. H. Colter, 
M. P. P., while around the platform were 
clustered an immense crowd eager to hear 
Sir Leonard’s address.

President Wiley, on behalf of the so­
ciety, then read the following :

The Address.
To His Honor, Sir Samübl Leonard 

Tilley, C.B., K.C.M.G., L.L.D., Lieuten­
ant Governor of the Province of New 
Brunswick :

May it Please Your Honor :
One year ago, at the opening of the first 

agricultural exhibition held under the 
management of Agricultural Society No. 
34, it was the pleasant duty of those repre­
senting this society at that time to wel­
come your honor and to thank you for 
your attendance Upon that occasion. The 
same society, through its president and 
executive, desire, no less heartily today, 
to extend to your honor our sincere thanks 
for your distinguished presence upon this, 
the opening of our second agricultural 
exhibition.

The material interest to the country of 
the development of and improvement of 
all the lines of agriculture has fre- 

uently been emphasized by both the 
’arliament of Canada and the Legis­

lature of our province ; and these 
bodies have from time to time enacted 
laws with the view of encouraging the 
farmer to study the more skilful and 
scientific systems of labor in his pursuits. 
We are aware of the competitive age in 
which we live, and recognize in the 
present exhibition an opportunity by 
which the farmers of our province may

dairying in several parts of the province 
this year as an indication of a more rapid 
development in the future of that im­
portant industry throughout the country.

The beneficial results and the impetus 
given to the various departments of ag­
riculture by the effort of last year have 
been so marked, that this society has been 
encouraged, although laboring under con­
siderable difficulties, to assume the respon­
sibility of the present exhibition.

This province and the Dominion at 
large are again the subjects of congratula­
tion on account of the abundant har­
vest which it has pleased a kind and 
bénéficient Providence to bestow upon 
our land. Peace and happiness and pros­
perity dwell within our gates, and call 
forth the heartfelt thanksgivings of a 
Christian nation to Almighty God for the 
overflowing mercies with which he has 
blessed our land and our country.

Your honor’s long and honorable career 
in public life in this province ; your inti­
mate knowledge and close connection with 
the agricultural, the industrial, and the 
educational development of the country, 
have made your name a synonym for in­
tegrity and truth; and we confidently 
claim from you that counsel and en­
couragement which you have always so 
ably and so willingly bestowed in the 
furtherance of those essential interests of 
this province.

It affords us great pleasure to greet 
your honor here today, and to assure you 
of our earnest prayer that the same kind 
providence which has blessed our land 
with peace and abundance may continue 
to grant to your honor health of mind 
and strength of body to 
abilities in the welfare of a people whose 

and love you have, by good acts

in this country amidst such cheerful sur­
roundings.

You referred, he said, in flattering terms 
to himself and his services which had now 
covered a period of forty years. He be­
lieved that the reference was too flattering 
and for beyond his deserts but his time 
could not be long, of which he had remind­
ers every day. The death of the late Sir 
William Ritchie left him the only surviv­
ing member of the legislature that met 
here in 1861. These reminders he said 
told him that he must soon depart but he 
desired while life lasted to do all in his 
power to aid the agricultural and other 
industries of this province.

On behalf of Lady Tilley he thanked the 
society and president for their reference 
to her and the work in which she ie now 
deeply engaged. Her heart had gone out 
in sympathy for the sick and suffering and 
all her efforts were directed to the build­
ing of the reformatory. Being the wife of 
the lieutenant governor she felt that sor­
rowing humanity had a double claim up­
on her. She had depended upon the sup­
port and sympathy of the people and these 
had been freely given her. He wished the 
society and felt they were folly entitled 
to all success, financially and socially and 
declared the exhibition formally opened.

Horse Parade.
attorney General Blair, His Hon. Sir 

Leonard Tilley and several others with 
ladies stood on the platform and saw the 
horse parade. There were fully one hun­
dred and fifty equine beauties led around 
the show ring and all were loud in praise 
of the display. No one thought that the 
central portion of the province could show 
such a collection of Stallions, mares, geld­
ings, Colts and fillies. It was difficuU to 
decide who had the right to first class 
prizes. Wilkes, Zephyr, Aurora, Sir Peter, 
Knight of Chester, Kearsage, Sir Charles 
and all famous trotting ana working sires 
had representatives. The parade exceed­
ed the most sanguine expectations

The convention hold in the interests of 
the government on Thursday last in this 
city was largely attended, although the 
exhibition was in full swing and the 
farmers’ parade taking place. The speeches 
of the attorney-general, and of Messrs. 
Anderson. Wilson and Colter, were those 
of men who felt that they had gained by 
their acts a strong claim on the support 
of the people, and were evidence that 
these representatives had so conducted 
the affairs of the country that they felt 
themselves entitled to be further continued 
in office. The convention was unanimous 
in its choice. Although a nominating 
committee was chosen, yet it was not 
necessary as everyone present desired the 
four chosen. They had carried the party 
to victory in the last contest, and it was 
felt that in the coming election theirs 
would be the names of men in whom the 
voters of York had the fullest confidence.

HI» Honors Reply.
Sir Leonard thanked Mr. Wiley and the 

gentlemen associated with him for the 
very cordial welcome extended to him ou 
this occasion. It afforded him great plea­
sure to be present and to take part in the 
exhibition. He said reference had very 
properly been made to the assistance given 
the farmers by the dominion and provin­
cial governments. Both governments 
have endeavored to give all assistance es­
pecially in reference to agriculture. As­
sistance was necessary on account of the 
strong comjjetrtion in form products and 
ins!! Unes of farm industry, caused by 
greater railway facilities and enterprise in 
agriculture so that all parts of Canada are 
rivals in form work to a far greater extent 
than fifty years ago. It was proper thee 
that the governments should do more 
than their predecessors did to assist this 
important industry. Encouragement has 
been given in the establishment of cream­
eries and cheese factories, in the importa­
tion of stock and in general farm informa­
tion with the economic administration of 
affairs. The success of the fermer de­
pended largely upon the proper discharge 
of his duties. We can, he said, point to 
men in Canada who have been successful 
in farming and to those who have failed 
because they did not properly administer 
their affairs. Information and appliances 
with reference to stock and feeding have 
made many

Able to succeed

where they would otherwise fail. In all 
parts of agriculture success depended upon 
education and economical management 
and with respect to information ot farm 
topics the farmers are mud! ih advance of 
those of fifty yearn since. There being 
strong competition the farmer should be 
able to do more. Farm work has now be­
come a profession. It requires almost as 
much application and study as it does to 
get a learned profession. He had always 
looked upon the agriculturalist as a man 
occupying a respectable position bill this 
has been exalted during late years on ac­
count of the advanced knowledge require- 
ed. He hoped that it would still increase 
so that farmers and their sons would learn 
that the position they occupy is one of 
honor. He believed in that case that 
more of them would be willing to

Stay on the farm
instead of leaving for a less respectable 
position in the city, He had always ap­
proved of holding an exhibition in connec­
tion with agriculture. It was an object les­
son for all. There a farmer could see and 
learn what must be a benefit to him. He 
would congratulate the exhibitors on the 
fair then being held as it was an educator 
to all agriculturalists who took part in it. 
He looked forward to the most successful 
results to the province from the establish­
ment of creameries and cheese factories, 
and said that the government bad done 
wisely in thus educating the people in 
this particular branch of agriculture. 
Much had been done in Ontario and he 
believed that much could be done here. 
The land here is better for pasture. He 
had been in that province during the 
month of August and had seen the pas­
tures burnt and dry and water very scarce. 
With our people better informed and with 
improved facilities there will be the most 
satisfactory results. We should be glad

first object likely to attract your attention 
was the tent erected by the W. C. T. U. 
where refreshments could be had at a low 
rate. Near this tent was a larger refresh­
ment tent run by Mr. Lindsay, and busy 
he was kept with his corps of assistants.

Henry Rutter 
showed a beautlfol double set of driving 
harness, with blankets, collars, bits, but­
tons ana everything connected with work­
ing or trotting stables, all of the best 
workmanship and best manufacture. The 
fowls also shown in this building were 
well assorted and of many varieties. There 
Were several coops of pigeons and rabbits, 
while coops of ducks, geese and turkeys 
displayed the best that was to be seen in 
these lines. The C.P.R. Manitoba exhibit 
was very fine. It consisted of grains and 
grasses, with paintings and sketches illus­
trative of the country. The flower show 
made by Mies Schleyer and W. Rowe 
was Well worthy a visit, many comments 
being made by the ladies respecting the 
beauty and luxuriant foliage of the plants.

Messrs. Edgecombe & Sons have a large 
tent specially devoted to their own ex­
hibits. Here some of the very finest 
carriages and sleighs are shown—vehicles 
that nave given this firm more than a 
local reputation. A Haligonian who came 
ont of the tent as the Herald reporter 
was going In, said t “ Those are of the finest 
workmanship and the best designs that I 
have ever seen.” A Micado natural wood 
Surry in a new and beautiful design was 
the chief centre of attraction, although 
around it were clustered extension top 
Concords, sleighs, road-carts, phretons. 
They made also a fine display of farm 
tools of all kinds ; anything in that line 
may be purchased from this enterprising 
firm ana they sell only superior articles. 
Thomas Clarkson, of Stanley, shows a 
box of pears that cannot be beaten in 
America. He says he does not “lay” 
the tree ; it stands the blast of winter and 
produces magnificent fruit Mr. McCol- 
logh, of St Marys, as usual comes to the 
front in prize articles, his squash and 
grapes being especially fine.

Some two thousand entries speak plain­

Although the city was crowded, yet 
everything passed off very quietly. Borne 
little quarreling took place, but very little 
compared with smaller crowds of yean 
ago.

brought many visiton and altogether 
made np a multitude.

Perhaps one thing that was especially 
noted was the absence of any friction in 
the working of the show. All the com­
mittee men worked harmoniously, each 
made his special department as good as 
possible, and no wrangling nor discord 
W88 known.

Messrs. Wiley, C. Murray, F. B. Edge- 
come, G. Dibble, A. S. Murray, M. Ten­
nant, A. D. Thomas, J. H, Reid, and all 
the others down through the ranks can 
feel that they did all in their power-to 
make the exhibition as it was—a pro­
nounced success.

CANDIDATES.

MR. BLAIR ADDRESSES THE 
REPRESENTATIVES.

. A Congratulatory Motion.

The convention called by the friends of 
the local government on Thursday was 
largely attended, their being delegates from 
every parish of the county, all of them 
being representative men. The meeting 

RMvas presided over by James Ttbbitts, chair­
man.

The hoiL. attorney general addressed the 
convention. He said : “ You are no doubt 
aware that the present term of government 
might have continued to March 1894. The 
election that took place in Jan., 1890, under 
the law gave to the representatives then 
chosen a term of four years and three 
months. It was a consideration with the 
government whether to continue to the end 
of the term or to terminate the life of the 
housejat an earlier date. This question was 
discussed pro and con. There is not gener­
ally a desire on the part of any government 
to hasten the time of an election or to 
shorten the term of their rule. While he 
had as large, if not larger, experience in 
parliamentary matters than most of the 
men now before the public, he could say 
that he had no yearning desire to hasten an 
election. The reasons for calling on an 
election at present are both strong and co 
gent. One reason why the term was termin­
ated at present was that the full time would 
carry the election into winter. Statements 
and accounts could not be laid before the 
house. Reports could not be got ready 
after such an election. No information of 
the standing of the province could be put 
before the electors. They had decided that 
it was therefore in the best interests of all 
to call the election now.

We feel, ourselves, he said, to be deserv­
ing all credit for the abolition of the council 
As one of your representatives he felt 
that the government should receive a very 
strong response from the people on account 
of that abolition. Our predecessors made it 
a part of their election promises that they 
would remove the council. We made it a 
part of our platform when we came into 
power. We found ourselves confronted 
with many difficulties. On all sides there 
was obstruction. Many of those opposed 
to abolition were sincere. We knew that 
to get abolition we must have sufficient 
power to carry such a measure in the coun­
cil. Mett.who had been pledged when they 
got into 4ite council found it so pleasant 
that they were not ready to vote it out 
of existence when asked to do so. What 
was to be done. It was resolved to let 
vacancies accumulate till we could send a 
sufficient; force into the council in a body 
that would carry the measure. We waited 
till there were six vacancies. We had four 
men in whom we could put implicit faith. 
We filled the vacancies, put a bill before the 
house and,carried it through, not in its 
original shape, but with a rider that the 
council should not go,out of existence till 
the term closed or the house was dissolved. 
That was the final consummàtidh for which 
the government had labored and we feel 
that we have been successful in accomplish­
ing the greatest reform that has ever taken 
place in this country. I might aay that no 
government in any English speaking coun­
try had ever carried such reform into force. 
There had been' slurs and doubts. There 
had been all sorts of opposition but in the 
face of it all, to-day the council has ceased 
to exist. Is it not right, therefore, for this 
government to get the benefit of this re­
form? It was thought best to kift it-by an 
appeal to the people instead of allowing-it 
to die lotit by law. This..was one reason 
why .we should at this tirtie appeal to the" 
people. There Was.ho better way to tell 
them that their wishes had been carried out 
than by such an appeal, and be believed 
that the t espouse of the people would show 
that the measure had met with their fullest 
support. I know that when a government 
has been in power a number of years there 
springs up a feeling of enmity. " Appoint­
ments may cause it, the distributing of 
patronage may displease some and the 
placing of better men in positions held by 
Inferiors, causes more or less feeling against 
the government. He felt, he said, that the 
moment was opportune for bringing on the 
election. He "felt .that all over the province 
there^Would.be a hearty response made by 
the people in the interests of good govern­
ment. He believed it was the plan followed 
by all governments to come before the peo­
ple at the most opportune time and his gov­
ernment would do the same. His govern­
ment did not lay all claim to support on 
their ablition Of the council. They had 
done much for agriculture, had made large 
grants for the benefits of farms ; for dairy 
products, for stock importations. All had 
been done for the benefit of the country. 
It is now the duty of the convention to 
choose four men to represent them at the 
coming election. He bad not told anyone 
directly or indirectly who should be chosen 
and believed that the same could be said of 
hit collègues. He could say that the repre­
sentatives of York, Messrs. Anderson, Wil­
son, Colter and himself had worked together 
in the most harmontous manner, had had no 
grievances but had attempted to carry out 
all the demands made upon them.

The road system had been so arranged 
that each part had careful supervision. Mr. 
Anderson had been most assiduous in his 
endeavors to give the people of the northern 
section of the county the best of roads. Mr. 
Colter had spent weeks and weeks visiting 
his large section, and the roads of that dis­
trict wodM- bear him out in saying that the 
work had been most carefully done. The 
same could be said of Mr. Wilson’s district. 
As for his own—St. Mary’s and Stanley— 
he hÿd not done all that might have been 
ytomplished, but all would admit that the 
roads in these parishes were in fair con­
dition.

The men who have been nominated by 
this convention have been elected each con­
test, and there was no reason that such 
should not be th$ case on the 22nd inst. 
He believed that the night of the 22nd 
would rise the government strongly sus­
tained all over the province, and expected a 
very strong support in York.

Nelson Brown then, after a few remarks, 
moved the following resolution :

" Hf^fved, that this convention of friends 
of the provincial government desire to re­
cord ite hearty approval of the manner in 
which the government, under the leader­
ship of Attorney-General Blair, has con­
ducted the business of this country - and 
this convention recognizes the strong claims 
of the present administration to the confi­
dence and support of the people of this 
country.

It was carried amid much applause.
A committee as follows was then elected

The following resolution respecting the 
death of the late William Quinn, ^secretary 
of the convention, was passed unanimously : 
Resolved that this convention has heard 
with deep regret of the death since its last 
meeting of Mr. William Quinn, for many 
years the efficient secretary of this conven­
tion, and desires to place on record its appre­
ciation of the loss which the friends of the 
government, and the county generally has 
sustained by his untimely death, and further 
resolved that this resolution be placed on 
the records of the convention and a copy 
thereof sent to his bereaved parents.

Attorney-General Blair said that it was a 
cause for great sorrow—the death of Mr. 
Quinn. He had ever been attentive to his 
duties and always in his place. He said 
that his death had been so sadden that he 
did not hear he was ill till told that he was 
dead. He thought it was only just that 
this resolution should have the fullest sup­
port.

The nominating committe then proceeded 
to the work of choosing a ticket, and the 
convention adjourned to meet at two o’clock.

Many fwho had not reached the city in 
the morning were present after dinner and 
when Thos. Barker, chairman of the com­
mittee, handed in the following names :

A SCREW O. BLAIR,
WILLIAM WILSON,
THOS. H. COLTER,
JOHN ANDERSON,

as their unanimous choice; there was a 
burst of applause that carried with it con­
viction that York was still in sympathy 
with the government and the four man who 
had represented that county during the 
past.

After speeches from the candidates thank­
ing the convention for> its support and 
pledging themselves anew to work in the 
interests of the province and York the con­
vention adjourned sine die. This was the 
largest convention ever gathered in the in­
terests of a local government within this 
city and all parts of the county were repre­
sented by men who carry with them the as­
surance that the night of the 22nd will see 
their nominees the choice of the whole 
people.

MURDERED.

Fred. Titos of Gibson Fatally Shot

A Negro Barber His Dastardly 
Assailant.

Never perhaps in the history of the city 
and Vicinity has such a shock been felt; as on 
Wednesday night at half past eight when it 
was learned that Frederick Titus, of Gibson, 
had been killed at St. Marys by a shot from 
a gun fired by either Odber McMichael or 
his son Charles.

It appears from the many confused re­
ports that there had been quarrelling during 
the whole afternoon. That a crowd were 
standing together in the street in front of 
Ran Staples’ store when the negro came out 
the door about fourteen feet away with the 
gun. The crowd dispersed, Titus alone 
standing his ground ; it is even said that he 
moved towards the negro when the shot 
was fired. The gun was an old style cara­
bine. The bullet struck him above the 
eye and tore a furrow across the skull to 
above the right ear. He fell on hie back, 
brains and blood oozing from the wound. 
A telephone message brought officer Phil­
lips to the scene of the tragedy who ar­
rested the negroes and taking possession of 
the gun took them to the police office. A 
coroner had been notified and after lying 
for frilly an hour on the sidewalk the body 
was removed to Victoria hospital where 
Drs. Conlthard, Cobum and McLeam lab­
ored in the fight with death till four o’clock 
Thursday morning when it was seen that 
life was extinct.

Deceased was in his forty-first year,, was 
married and leaves a wife and six children, 
the youngest a child of but eleven days.

The negroes who Stand arraigned are Od» 
her McMichael, well known to older resi­
dents of this city, and his son Charles. 
Odber is a brother of the late Kate Mc­
Michael of this city, and he and his son 
have been running a barber shop at St. 
Marys for the last two months. They came 
from Canterbury Station where they were 
looked upon with suspicion.

Mrs. Titus, who was seen, says that her 
husband left home on- Wednesday morning, 
taking his dinner with him, for his work on 
the York street school building.

The news of the shooting flew like wild­
fire and in a few moments the street in the 
immediate vicinity was crowded. All sorts 
of talk were rife, many being of the opinion 
that lynching was the only course that 
should be followed. Rev. Mr. Nobles and 
Rev. Mr. Knight tried to comfort the hapless 
wife and stricken family, and all that kind 
friends and neighbors could do was done, 
but "nothing could restore the life thus 
taken away.

The deceased was a man much esteemed 
by all although when drinking he was in­
clined to be quarrelsome. He has tried time 
and again to abstain from liquor, but occa­
sionally his appetite for rum overpowered 
him. He was an Orangeman and well liked 
by his brother members.

The funeral will be conducted under the 
auspices of the Orange order, taking place 
from the residence of deceased, Gibson, at 
two o’cloçk on Sunday afternoon, the inter­
ment to be at Sunny Bank.

The prisoners were brought from the jail 
to the police court on Thursday morning 
when they were remanded till this morning.

Many comments are made on streets as-to 
the right which a man has to take life, home 
contending that a person assaulted can pro­
tect himself even to taking the life of his 
assailant. His honor, Mr. Marsh, has on 
several occasions stated that very few cases 
arise in which a man is justifiable, only 
when he cannot retreat and sees that it is 
his life or another». A person assaulted has 
the law.to defend him and must appeal to 
that, he cannot take the law into his own 
hands.

The inquest took place before Coroner Dr. 
Conlthard at the office of the Clerk of the 
Peace, occupying Thursday and Friday 
nights. The jurors were Walter Broderick. 
Isaac Barden, W. H. Carton, P. Duffie, Geo. 
Haviland, Geo. Golding and Charles Brown 
of Gibson.

The evidence showed that the deceased ■ 
and Alex. Atcheson were at the barbershop 
most of the afternoon, that a wrestling 
match took place between deceased and the 
old man when the boy interfered, that the 
fun turned to anger and that after Titus 
and Atcheson went out threats were inter­
changed qn both sides. It was also shown 
that the boy came to the door and deliber­
ately fired the shot that killed Titos. That 
there were a number standing round and 
did not attempt to stop the quarrel although 
some two or three had interfered when the 
fight was in progress and tried to make 
peace.

The jury was out three hours and brought 
in a verdict of manslaughter against the boy 
and they severely censured the magistrates 
of St. Marys for gross negligence of their 
duty. No charge was made against the old 
man, Odber who was sgt at liberty this 
morning.
