A contemporary, recently
switched to the Liberal side
for a consideration, in a feeble
toot seeks to divert public at
tention from the real cause of
the Government's success in
the recent election in the first
district of Queen’s, and strives
to formulate a plausible ex-
cuse for what happened.

Boston’s Fleating Hospital.

Boston, July 16.—Among the
numerous pathetic scenes on the
pier of North End Park to-
day before the sailing of the
Boston Floating Hospital on its
firsh trip of the season with ailing
infants aboard, was one lithle
souch of brightness which caused
a smile to appear on the faces of
doctors and nurses who knew #he
shory of Little Willie, a patient of
the hospital for three years.

It had not entered anybody's
mind that the boy would present
himeself again this year for treat-
ment, but half an hour before the
boat sailed down the pter he came,
accompanied by his mother, his
face radiant with smiles and his
little figure arrayed ina nasty
suit. So pleased had he been
over the prospect of spending
another summer on the boas that
he had not slept much for the last
three nights, so his mother told
the doctors. The boy is now
seven years old and has suffered
with heart trouble from birth.
Last year he was a day patient
and for a long psriod the dogtarg
had little hope for him. He
steadily improved and at the end
of the seasqn he went to his home
in surprising health, His mother
told the doctors today that he
had been as well as ever during
the winter and "spring and had
not been obliged to have a doctor,

The Hospital sailed down the
harbor with fifty-four patients, s
slight decrease-over the number
for the first trip last year. The
dogtors declared that had the
boat begun its season last weel
when the mercury was so high
the accommodations would have
been taxed to the utmost. Soon
after eight oclock the little
patients began to arrive, the
majority of them resting in the
arms of mothers, fathers, sisters
and brothers, byt others coming
in go-carts and carriages, The
white—coated doctors were . soon
engaged in taking the histories of
the patients and finding out the
cards that admitted to the hospi-
tal.

There was one man in the
gathering who could not say
enough in praise of the hospital
work. - for his child last year.
When he presented - himself
originally ‘the doctor told him
that he held opt litsle hope for
the infant, but the tearful fathep
replied that he had every coo-
fidence in the treatment whicli he
had read so mueh about. He
surrendered the child and it re-
covered. Today he brought an-
other child born during the
winter.

The doctors were more or less
surprised-to find that there werg
. but possibly half a dozen serious
|cases asmong the infants, and
(furthermore that nearly all the

L

as can be learned nearly all of the
most serious afflicted babies of
the latter part of last season have
recovered or are doing well at
home or in hospitals. Another
interesting fact to the doctors was
the appearance of several fathers
or mothers who brought children
to the hospital last ycar and now
have additions to their families
who need the care of the hospital.

Last year baby Matteo, two and
one-half years old, was presented
by a boy ot twelve, he was put on
the dangerous list. Two hours
later the baby’s parents appearad
and took the baby away, saying
that they could not bear to have
him out of their sight. A day or
two later the boy was presented
again as' a day patient, being
allowed to be taken home every
night. Day by day there ap-
peared a slight change for the
better in the infant’s condition
and at the end of the season he
was in surprising health. So
enthusiastic was the boy who ac-
companied the child to the boat
every day that he nat only
brought the same infant back
again today, but another baby
who needed treatment.

John Warren Bail, M. D,
resident physician, was every-
where present on' the wharf for
two hours, instructing serious
cases.

The Niagura Dam Proposi-
tion.

(Ottawa Citizen.)

And- now the American mem-
bers of the International Water-
ways commission actually propose
to dam the Niagara river in order
“to raise the water level of the
upper lakes.” It would be inter-
esting to know to what extent our
Americam friends allege that a
dam at the head of the Niagara
river would raise the level of Lake
Huron. The latter lake is nine
feet higher than Lake Erie so
that in order to affect the upper
lakes the water in Lake Erie
would have to be raised more than
nine feet.” Even if it were only
raised ten feet the damage to prop.
erty in the low areas 6f Lake Erie
and in the St. Clair flats would be
enormous. Apart from the dam-
age to farming lands adjacent to
the shores of the lake, The Citizen
believes i# is within the mark in
saying that the wharves and lower
portions of all the cities and larger
towns cn Lake Erie would be also
flooded, and the damage calling
for indemnification would be al-
most incalculable. And this to
provide only one foot more water
in Lake Huron and Lake Michi-
gan. Lake Superior, of course,
would not be affected, as it is much
higher than the other lakes.

It is not difficult to see through
such a proposition. It is not the
raising of the level of the upper
lakes that the Americans are after,
but the providing of additional
water power above Niagara Falls,
to piece out what they have al-
ready secured under the Water-
ways treaty. The coustruction of
such a storage dam as would raise
the water of Lake Erie even five
feet would have a very serious
effect on the flow over Niagars
Falls during a dry season, or dur-
ing the low water period in Feb.
ruary. It will be a gennine sur-
prise to learn that the nation
which was so very 'sclicitous re-
garding the preservation of the
majesty of the great international
cataract two years ago should now
propose_the construetion of a dam
which would of necessity seriously
mar the beauty of Niagara Falls
at certain sersons of the year

Plain Speaking.

The scant news items which refer-
red to the report of Mr. A. Wi Donly
she Oadadidt: trade commissioner to
Mexico regardiog the manner ip which
Qanadian’expatters were lettibg their
opportunities slip from them, bardly
did jastice ta the commissioner. | Mr
Donly did something more tban call
the'Gdnadian manufacturers naemlc
be gave them some good udwce in
his report to the department of trade.
and commerge. The warningsof the
commiisioner applies 50 geneully
that it may not be amiss to quote part
of his remarks.

“In many iostances,” say$ Mr.
Donley, “ because the Canadian dea-
ler does not'find business come to
bie without systematic efforts on bis
part, he puts the dealer bere in .the
class of ignoramuses who do net know
enuugh to take advantage of a golden
opportunity when it presents itself.
He -asks for'a 'bank letter of credit or
cash before an qrder is shipped, not-
withstanding that the credit of his
prospective customer may be many
times greater than bis owo, He fails
to recognize that n@ comatry réceives
preférential treatment, so far as the
(anﬂ'is conceraeds and that, there-
fore, if he wished to sell in this mar=
ket he must be prepared-to compete,
in prices, quality and terms, with all
countries in'the world. - it would be
well, too, if be would get rid of the
idea that he is conférring any special
fayor or compliment upon the merch
ant when he offers to let him buy his
goods.”

This is followed further on in the
report. by the following :

“‘ The'Canadian dealer:who is really
desirous of extending' his operations
ifto Mexico must be prepured tor

Jfirst, compete in price and quality with

all other couatriés; *secondly, . grant
the same terms 'in regard to time of
payment and discounts as; his come
petitors from othér countries are pre-
pared and accustomed to do, even if
these be longerand greater than those
graoted to his locil customeas ; third
ly, establish a permanent representa-
tivesin the country, or cover thefield,
from time to time, by a competent
traveler, fourthly, by judicious-adver-
tising, in newspapers and by circulars
(said*advertising to be in idiomatic
Spanish, not English or Spanisb learn.
ed in the north and written with the
2id of a dictienary), demonstrate the
merit of his wares, and make them
sufficiently knowp to be asked . for by
the customer j fifthly, see that all goods
are carefully and scientifjcally packed
in order that they may arrive at des-
tination in good condition, such as do
those of the Eurtopean exporter; who
is scnenuﬁcnlly careful in this parti-
cular and also see that all shipments
are properly declared and accompani
ed by the necessary papers for cys-
tomers purposes. Carelestness in this
matter is the cause of fines and delay
and therefore productive of a prejud-
ice against the goods of the firm or
country or both, making the shipment.
The shipper, too, ‘is often but too
prone to Jay thg blame on the ezact—
ingoess of the Mexican authori'ies,
whereas the fault is his own in haviag
entrusted-the matter to an office boy
instead of to a competent employe:
Sixthly, realige, in a broad sense,
that be is treatisg with his equals,
financially, soclally and from the
standpoint of education, and that the
custon.er here of imported goods is
not a ‘“ Greaser:’ for whom culls-and
misfits are good enough, :but that he
is ready and able to pay for the bes
that the masketaffords, and that noth
ing less will be aceepted.”

Mr. Donly's remarks may be con-
strued as harsh, but the case is dne
that demands plain speaking and the
trade eomimiszioney hjts out form the
shoulder in a good cause.—Ottawa
Citizea.

A Jungle at Home

The serious statements made by Dr
Rutbeford, veterinary director general
regarding the condition of much" of
the meat disposed of in O tawa
Poronio and other gities in Canada,
will no doubt, cause eonsternation ia
many communities, The speaker is
in the best position to know the facts.
I[n addition he is not influenced by
aony purpose other than the serving of
the public in the publication of 'the
conditiens as he segs them. Dr Rut
herford does not hesitate to declare
thafthe unsanitary and careless met=
hods, which cause him to summarize
the situation in this and otber cities as
beiog far worge than those that exist-
ed in Chicago previous to tbe publi,
cation of Upton S nclair’s work, are
made possible by defects in the sys=-
tem of which he himself is the bead.
He pleads for an extension of power
by the establishment of an iatragpro
vincial or Dominion act under which
meat killed for bome consumption
may be examined. It is not pleasant
to learn that uader egisting regul.t-
ions meat killed for foreign consum pt-
ion is, in a degree at any rate, guaran
teed by iotglligent inspection while
that for home uséis supplied to the

-| public in whatever condition may suit

the vendor, This is a gpecies of pro-
tection that will scarcely appeal to
Canadians. Municipal inspection’ Dr
Rutberford rightly characterizes asa
farce. It is practicaly impossible for

sold, for example, oo the market sque
