Bat I have certainly
never moticed that, as & whole, near-sighted
persons are any more intellestual than those
who have normal syes.

More studious they eertainly are, but stu-
dlousness and intellectuality are not con-
vertible termas, though I am aware most peo-
ple think they are. Thus pale, delicate
ohildren, with a towering if not hydrocephglie
forshead, and with pr t myopic syes,
are sontinually brought to me with the assur-
snos by their parents of their great stodious-
ness and consequent intellectual capeoity and
development. The most eursory examination
proves just the ocontrary, unless a pert pre-
ooolty about books and things, of which they
really know very little, andshould know less, is
s sign of intelleciual development. These
ehildren read much, it is true, but it is only
becsuse they can do mothing else. In no
possible way, either mental or phy_lhd. isa
defect in vision a benefit to the mdly{dnl or
the race, Donders to the contrary nolmlh-unt!-
ing.—Dr. Edward G. Loring, in Harper's
Magasine for Auywl..

New Dismasxs.—Professor Winckel, the
Direotor of the Boyal Lying-in Institation s4
Dresden, has reported to the Congress of
Ohildren's Doctors, Iately held in Berlin,
observations upon a mysterions ehildren's
disease, which he had an opportunity of
clinioally studying im his own institution.
An epidemic broke out toward the ¢nd of
March. Of tweniy-three ohildren attacked,
ninetesn, or eighty two per cent. died, and
the average daration of illmess in the fatal
oases was thirty-two hours. The illness
began with & sort of sudden stupefaction of
the ohildren. The respiration became hoarss,
scoompanied with groaning and ocoasionsl
fosmiog at the mouth, The change in
the blood was remarkable. Dr. Winckel
made incisions in some case, but it was only
by using pressure that he was able to equeezes
out any blood. It was a thick, brown-black
fluid, of the eonsistency of a syrup. The
body became flaccid, the liver much swollen ;
presently convulsions supervened, during one
of which the child expired. The President of
the Congress, Privy Oouncillor Dr. Gerhardt,
of Warzburg, suggested that this new disor
der should be designated ‘' Winokel's disease.”
