FRISCO BOSSES
ARE INDICTED

Grand Jury Returns Host of In-
dictments Against Men Who
Fattened at City’s Expense

Associated Press Despatch.

San Francisco, Cal., May 24.—The
grand jury this evening returned brib-
ery indictments against the following: |
President Patrick Calhoun, of the Un-
ited railroads, 14 indictments; Thorn-
wall Mullaly, assistant to 'Calhoun,
14; Attorney Tirey, L. Ford and W.
M. Anott, of the legal ent of
the United railroads, 14 each; Mayor
Eugene E. Schmitz, 16; Abraham
Ruef, 14; President Louis Glass, of |
the Pacific States Telephone and
Telegraph Co., 2; Theodore V. Hal-
sey, formerly an agent of the corpora-
tion. ' Reuf, Schmitz, Calhoun, Mul-
lady, Ford and Anott are charged
with bribery in fixing the gas com-
pany’s rate and receiving $50,000 in
the United railroad’s franchise deal.

The indictments against Glass are
additional to the 11 indictments al-|
ready returned against him on the|
charge of bribing supervisors to re-
iuse a competitive telephone fran-
chise.

The statement was officially made
that all but $45,000 of the entire
amount of the $880,000 bonds will be
forthcoming. The United railways
alone will have to put up for its pre-
sident, the assistant to the president
and attorneys, $560,000 in securities,
or $280,000 in cash. Schmitz, beside
the $50,000 securities~he has already
given to procure his liberty pending
his trial on the five counts alleging
extortion brought again him and Reuf
jointly, will have to put up $160,000
in bonds. Reuf will have to put up
$140,000, but as he is now a prisoner
without any immediate hope of re-
lease, it is said that he will make no
attempt to give bail.

President Glass, of the telephone
company, has already given- bonds in
the sum of $90,000. He will have to
put up $20,000 more to retain his lib-
erty. Theodore Hausley has put up
$110,000 in bonds covering eleven in-
dictments previously found against
him. He will have to put up $10,000
additional to-morrow. When Gorman
Oliver, of the Grand jury, filed the
indiectments in court, he said that
these ‘““were only a partial report from
the grand jury.”

This is taken to mean that more
indictments are to follows.

WILL BE A MILLION

Man Who Got Away With New
York Jewelers Must be
Caught.

New York, May 23.—Two indiect-
ments charging grand larceny were re-
turned today by the grand jury
against J.. Edward Boeck. It is alleg-
ed that while posing as a dealer in
precious stones on commission, Boeck
obtained jewels to the value of many

thonsands of dollars from Maiden
Lane dealers ahd made no return.
Boeck is an American by birth, but
spént many year8 of his life in China.

Startling- disclosures are said to
have resulted from the investigations
thus far made by the detectives, who
are acting ior the Jewelers’ Security
Alliance of the United States. It was
said tonight on what purported to be
reliable authority that the losses at-
tending Boeck’s flight are at least
$500,000. A confidential employee of
one of the oldest jewelry firms in the
Maiden Lane district said he would
not be surprised if Boeck’s obligations
were found to amount to nearly $1,-
000,000, Efforts to arrests are being ex-
tended throughout the civilized world
and whether a day or a decade is re-
quired for the search, officials of the
Jewelers” Alliance say he must be
caught. According to a report which
is being investigated, Boeck lost heay-
ily on May 9th when Roseben was de-
feated in the Metropolitan Handicap
at Belmont Park.

HILLCREST MINE

Chas. P. Hill Says New Agree-
ment With Miners_is Un-
fait to Owners.

Winnipeg, May 23.—Mr. Chas. P.
Hill, manager of the Hillerest mine
at Hillerest, Alberta, is in the city.
His was one of the mines affected by
the recent miners’ strike. In fact his
men are still out. Mr. Hill declares
he will not sign the agreement, as it |
is absolutely unfair to the mine own-
ers.

“That agreement does not settle the |
matter,” he said in an interview this
morning. ‘““Hillcrest will never open
on that schedule as long as my name |
is Hill. The new schedule makes-an
increase of 25 cents for mining mj.tl
that leaves us absolutely no margin
for profit. It costs over $100 a day to

cep the mine elosed but I will not

He explained that his men were per-
jectly satisfied with conditions. They
had no grievance at all with the own- |
ers of the mine.

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HOME RULE FOR IRELAND

The 8truggle of a Century For Political Rights

By Wm. Halley

For the length of a lifetime the
writer -of this has béen a student of
the Irish-question, with his sympath-
ies strongly for the Irish people. In
Daniel O’Conmell’s: time he read
O’Connell’s and Shiel’s speeches and
learned of some of the grievances the
Irish people. were Jaboring under
then. He was born and brought up
among them and knew there was but
little or no exaggeration in what those
great orators stated. O’Connell, how-
ever, made the mistake as a leader of
abusing the Saxon, and made enemies
of the English people. There were
some excuses for this by provoeations
received. Lord Lyndhurst said in the
House of Lords ““the Irish were aliens
in race, in language ‘and in religion,”
and gave it as a reason why the Eng-
lish people did not like them, and
this gave Lalor Shiel the opportunity
for one of his most celebrated retorts
in the House of Commons, when he
defended the Irish by asking Lord
Lyndhurst to “go ask Arthur Duke of
Wellington if their blood or their reli-
gion kept them from fighting for the
empire, and gave him an army of
Irishmen in the Peninsula which was
not surpassed -in the history of- the
world for bravery, and overthrew the
legions of the great Napoleon in many
a battle.” So there was during
O’Connell’s time a racial as well as a
political warfare carried on between
the two peoples; and when the Irish
reapers went ‘over to- England in the
harvest time they were often chased
and driven away by the English work-
men, and it was difficult for the poor
Irish who sought employment in the
cities to get it because of the preju-

dices that prevailed against them,
and “no Irish need’ apply” was inva-l
riably found at the end of every
“want’’ advertisement in The London |
Times and other English newspapers. |

The lot of the Irish people during |
Williams’ and the beginning of Queen |
Victoria’s reigns was very hard. Bad |
gd¥ernment in their domestic affairs |
put them at a great disadvantage.
They were ignorant because the gov-
ernment begrudged them ed&uecational
facilities; they were impoverished be-
cause they had to pay exorbitant rents
to landlords and church tithes to the
ministers of a church they did not be-
lieve in, There were no sanitary con-
ditions existing to safeguard the
health of the people, and many farm-
houses were lunatie asylums, as there |
were no public places for demented |
people. They were encouraged to be- |
come drunkards that the coffers of
the government might be kept replen-
ished by the excise duty. on spirits,
and’ their burdens were so great and
their relief so distant that they na- |
turally took to drink to drown their |
sorrows. - But even then they. were
considered;one of the mast light-heart-
ed people’ in- Europe. ' There are a
hundred other conditions that. might
bedmentioned-to keep ‘the podt wifiIre-
land in ‘misery  did space ‘permit-or |
the occasion call for their recital, In |
the north the Catholic Irish were eon-
tinually assailed to keep them from
getting hold of the land, so-that was
what the Orange institution was first
principally founded for—to keep them
irorp_ getting hold of the land.

Within my time the first great grie- |
vance attempted to be remedied was
that of the imposition of tithes, which
were shifted from the tenants to the
landlords, who, however, reimposed
them by increasing the rents when op-
portunity offered.

The sanitary and domestic affairs
were nearly as bad, T suppose in Eng-
1and as they were in Ireland, ‘as Brit-
JS}I' governments in those days were
neither §cientiﬁc nor domestic, states- |
men being taken up so muech with |
wars and conquests; and being chos- |
en from the landed gentry, who were |
everything before Sir Robert Peel’s |
time, they had no idea of scientific |
government nor of political economy.

The repeal of the corn laws gave
]re}and a very black eye. English |
legislation . had destroyed Ireland’s
once flourishing manufactures befors
the union, and Ireland, having ‘drop-
ped to an exclusively agricultural |
state, this ruined her grain-growing |
interests, and the holding of land be-
came less profitable. It was a good
thing for the English working classes,
but a poor thing for the Irish, who
were not considered in the transac-
tion, although Daniel O’Connell, their
leader, became a free trader. This, I
suppose, he did to get the support of
the free traders for the Irish cause.

The electoral franchise in Ireland
was then very limited ,and was made |
more 80 by disfranchising “ the forty- |
shilling freeholders >’ in exchange for
Catholic emancipation. The Tory
landlords, having all their way, were
able to carry even the most Catholic
and le'beral constituencies, and for a
long time no Catholic was eligible for
membership in Parliament. And it
was a good while after emancipation
was granted before the Catholics were
able to muster a fair representation,
and that after repeated struggles and
failures. Thomas Wye, who was elect-
ed member of Parliament for Water-
ford, succeeded after a while in get-
ting a modicum of school facilities
for Ireland, but theé ecommissioners |
seemed fo delight in making the rules’|
and conditions as wun-Irish as they |
could. Even Sir Walter Scott’s poem, |
“ Hail, Caledonia, stern and wild,”i
had “Breathes there a man with soul |
so dead,” stricken out of it, in a vol- |
ume of poetry published, by the com- |
missioners, for fear it might infect the |
Irish. The schools established by the|
government were called “national |
schools,” when in fact they were as |
anti-national as ingenuity could make|
them. Nething was done to conform{
to Irish ideas. |

The means of subsistence was the
potato and oatmeal, the cheapest pro-
ducts that could be produced. It nev-
er entered the eraniums of statesmen
or scientists that these might give out
some time. But they did, and, strange
to say, the calamity that bore so hard
on the Irish was a benefit to the Eng-
lish, because it compeHed Sir Robert
Peel, then Prime Minister, to re-

| fate. The Tories at last

peal the corn. law* ‘protection wmet,
and allow foreign grain to be ad-
mitted to England free of duty, for
the benefit of the English working
classes. The governing classes of
England had no regard for the wel-
fare of the Irish, and the Irish be-
lieved they would gladly see them
rot. And they did rot, and starve
and die. The greatest famine the
British Isles ever saw set in and
brought . fever and distress in its
train in 1846-47, so that in flying
from it the Irish brought the epi-
demic to our own shores, causing
death and devastation here. Lord
John Russell, who was considered a
wise and liberal statesman, was then
premier, but he put the laws of
political economy before the laws of
humanity, and said the course of
trade could not be interfered with.
The government did nothing to avert
80 great a calamity, as a government,
although English charity contributed
munificently to relieve the appalling
distregs. Yet, remember, there was
plenty in the land-to feed the people
in wheat and oats and batley; but
those commodities were seized by the
landlords to pay their rents. . No-
body .will believe, if Ireland had had
her. own parliament in that tetrible
crigis, a life need Have ‘been logt mor
a soul left to perish of an epidemie.

The lesson was a terrible one, and
the  young men of Ireland talked 1e-
bellion.  Sedition was promulgated
and many thought it better to die
fighting than to die starving. - Then
another blight of union rule came
upon the country. Hundreds of the
best and bravest were

would adorn a senate by their talents,
as some of them afterwards actyally
did, were prosecuted for treason-
felony and were lost to their country
and sent into exile,

What did Ireland get afterwatds
for this wrong and this sacrifice? An
act for the benefit of the Irish land-
lords—the encuimbered estates act,
which -enabled the landlords to sell
estates that were encumbered with
debt from the previous exfravagance
of thir owners. The stupid law - of
entail ‘mdde -such an act necessary to
sell lands to. pay debts.

_The condition of Ireland did mnot
improve and  conspirators organized
another “rising”—the Fenian move-
ment of 1867. . What an amount of
agony this gave rise to in Ireland,
England and America! What time
and thought and trouble, that should
have been given to peaceful and pro-
fitable industry, were wasted in this
way! Fighting England; the idea!
Even Toronto sent its contingent to
engage in this foolish enterprise.
But who was to blame for it in the
first place? The British Government
that failed to redress Irish wrongs—
wrongs fully a thousand in nmumber.

‘Then ,Parnell arose, and shook the
British government. A man of genius
but, alas! he soon went down. ' His

rk, however, remained. William

wart Gladstone was statesman
enough to see the force of his atti-

| tide and undertook to remove Irish

grievances. He took up home rule
and with a genius unparalleled edu-
cated most of his party into his doc-
tgéine. The men” who were sincere

| and honest in their convictions went

with _ him. . The men. of territorial
wealth and the political adventurers
in his-party left him. Home rule,
however, won a triumph by a favor-
able vote in the House of Commons,
but the House of Lords, that was al-
ways Ireland’s enemy, defeated his
well-fought, well-won and well-ap-
planded victory in tne Commons.
That was twent years ago, and Ire-
land was rejoicing. ‘““Gladstone has

| begun his great speech,” was an-

nounced by newspaper extras in the
streets of Dublin. ‘“Gladstone has
finished his great speech,” was an-
nounced in the same manner. Bands
played, processions paraded and Jre-
land believed the hour of her . de-
liverance had come. But instead
her hopes were again blasted. The
Liberal party became divided, the
homg rule party “Was divided, ‘and
apathy and irresolution - for ‘many
years held possedsion of. ‘Ireland’s
thought
they would do something for the old
land, and gave ‘her the most magnifi-
cent piece of legislation in the Wynd-
ham Land Bill that has been passed
since the union.

They have at last realized that
they have received some benefits from
the Irish. I think it is Mr. Bryce who
has stated that the Irish members in
the House of Commons have been of
immense benefit in liberalizing that
House and helping the people of Eng-
land to form their ideas.”

The common
or working people of England as re-
presented in parliament are now all
home rulers, and may be depended
on to see justice done to Ireland.

The present Irish
chief secretary, Mr. Birrell, has avow-
ed himself a home zuler, and has de-
clared thet Ireland is entitled to home
rule, but the bill he introduced on
the 7th inst. is far from it, and has
caused bitter disappeintment to the
friends of Ireland and the friends of
liberty everywhere.

Ottawa, May 22.—In view of the nu-
merous requests from ‘this country
and from abread for information on
the mining and metallurgical indus-
tries of Canada and the need of such
a publication to bring the mining and
metallurgical industries of the Domin-
ion in touch with the newly created
department of mines, the ‘minister,
Hon. 'William Templeman, has author-
ized the collection of authentic and
reliable information for a report on
this industry. It will cover the whole
country ‘and will give the following
information: Name of company, date
rof incorporation and eharter, ‘author-
ized capital, value of shares, directors
and officers, head office, ‘Canadian of-
fice, number of men employed, wages,
transportation facilities, market and
prices. The following additional in-
formation is sought regarding the
mining industry: Mining land owned
and controlled, class and character of
ore mined, average quality of ore ‘an-
alyzed, method of mining, treatment
of ore, if any, cost of mining, (drill-
ing), explosives, hoisting, transporta-
tion, general expenses, total cost per
ton of ore raised.

Metallurgical Report.

For the metallurgical industry the
following information is asked for,
Location of plant, ore treated, quality
of products, method of treatment, de-
scription of machinery and apparatus
used, source of supply of raw mater-
ial, composition of raw material and
cost of production.

It is proposed to report only upon
producing mines, mines under de-
velopment, and established metallur-
gical plants. The present rapid prog-
ress in the development of these in-
dustries and the changing conditions
regarding such factors as labor, mar-
kets and prices will necessitate sup-
plementary annual publications to
bring the information of the original
report up to date until the changes
and new material call for the issu-
ance of a complete new report. Those
in-charge of the mines and industries
to be reported upon are expected to
furnish every facility to the represen-
tatives of the department of mines for
obtaining such full and accurate data
as will mender; the report authorita-
tive and useful.

Paris, May 23.—The Canadian Pre-
mier, Sir Wilfrid Laurier, arrived here
last night from London, and spent the
day paying official visits. He called
on Premier Clemenceau, Foreign Min-
ister Pichon and the British Ambas-
sador, Sir Francis Berti, and will be
received in audience by President Fal-
leries to-morrow. The purpose of Sir
Wilfrid’s visit to the continent .is to
see if it is possible to negotiate new
mutually more advantageous tariff ar-
rangements between Canada and
France, Italy and Belgium. The ob-
ject, however, has not yet been broach-
ed at the French foreign office, as Sir
Wilfrid desires the presence of Hon.

FREIGHT SERIOUS

‘In Montreal. ‘Not Entirely Due
to Strike. Expansion of
Business.

Montreal, May 23.—The congestion
of ‘freight has assumed -a serious as-
pect- in Montreal at ‘the present time.
The congestion is in the-yards of the
railway companies and along the
wharves affecting ocean and local
goods. While the strike had some ef-
fect upon the situation, the condition
is largely due to the rapid increase of
buginess, present facilities being in-
adequate to clear things. There are at
| the moment 500 loaded cats in the C.
[ P. R..yards, while there are 1,000 cars
| of freight awaiting clearance in the
Grand Trunk yards. The wharf is
lined with freight to such an extent
| that some of the ships have been sent
| to Hochelaga in order to find room to
?unload. Meanwhile the freight is ac-
| cumulating and shippers are at their
wit’s end-to keep some movement and
prevent the matter from assuming
the proportion of a blockade.

Asia. We have slums and malaria
bogs that are a menace to the lives
of. wives and children.

Many workmen can only afford to
pal one month’s rent at the exorbi-
tant rate charged now in the city,
and the hotel rates are so high that
working men are forced to go -out on
the prairie and live in some shack,
for which they pay eight or ten dol-
lars per montg.

He suggested that the city build
houses and rent them at reasonable
raes to workmen. It would be splen-
did advertising for Calgary. He asked
that the council pass a by-law com-
pelling the building of decent houses
with a garden, a decent bedroom and
a bathroom.

Immigrants continue to pour into
the Calgary hall so fast that the place
is filled up every day.

The other morning a Herald report-
er visited the hall just at lunch time,
and the place where the immigrants
were preparing their meals presented
a busy appearance. Some were cook-
ing beefstakes, others opening tinned
meats, and doing all kinds of cook-
ing; and in some instances it looked
very much like tneir first attempt at
cooking.

Yesterday G. Russell’ of Grenadaa,
British West Indies, called on Officar
Winn. Mr, Russeil has a plantation
of nearly 200 acres on which ne
grows tea, tocoa and cocoanuts. The
visitor .expressed - himself surprised
with the advantages of this western
country, and after looking round here
for a few days he intends investing
in farm lands.

WINNIPEG MUST
PAY HIGHER RATES

For Telephones Says General
Manager Sise. C.P.R. Gets
Free 'Phones for Trans-
portation.

Montreal, May 23.—Winnipeg folks
are grumbling at what they consider
excessive rates charged by the Bell
Telephone Company;- but they will
have more reason for grumbling in
the course of a year or two, Winni-
peg’s phenomenal growth will shortly

necessitate the introduction of a mul- |

tiple office exchange which inevitably
increase the cost of operating. This
important announcement was made
at a meeting of the government en-
quiry appointed to investigate as to
the fairness or otherwise of the rates
charged by the Bell Company. It was
C. F. Sise, general superintendent of
the gompany, who made the state-
ment and made it in such a tone of
conviction as to leave little room for
doubt in the minds of his hearers. Mr.
Hunt, Winnipeg’s solicitor, in ‘an

aggreved manner, stated early in the |

proceedings, that he did not see why
Winnipeg, with only little over 7,000
subseribers, should be required to pay
on the same scale of rates as Mont-
real, with 20,000 subscribers, and To-
ronto, with 18,000. He indicated that
it was a big shame to charge a young-
ster like Winnipeg, no matter how it
was thriving, as much as adults like
Montreal and Toronto. This senti-
ment was expressed just prior to the
gloomy propheey made by Mr. Sise.
Replying to Mr. Hunt, it was stated

by Sise, that there were 1,276 miles of |

telephone wires in the Northwest,
4,700 miles in Ontario, and 2,400 miles
in Quebec. The total amount of cap-
ital invested by the company in Win-
nipeg was $1,135,000, exclusive of real
estate. Mr. Hunt asked if there were
any phones given free by the com-
pany in Winnipeg, and the response
was that the C. P. R. had between 40
and 50 instruments for which they
had paid no money, but the Bell com-
pany had obtained a quid pro quo in
the shape of having their goods trans-
ported over the railway lines.

Mr. Sise thereafter explained very
clearly the methods which they had
adopted in arriving at local ex-change
rates. Under the heading of “a”
class, villages with fewer than 100
subscribers, the charge per telephones
was $20; “b” class, with 100 to 300
subseribers, $25 for business rates and
$20 for residential rates; while “¢”
class was from 300 to 800 subséribers
with $30 business rate and $25 resi-
dential rate. Continuing, Mr. Sise
stated that they were rapidly devel-
oping their business, in Winnipeg and
the Northwest, but they had been
hampered by clauses in their charter
Of course, they had to build exchanges
and these things had foreced them to
depart from the “a” class. In the
Northwest, where they had charged
$24 for business rates and $18 for
residential rates. In Alberta they
were hampered by.the excessive dis-
tances and the rates charged were
$30 for business and $20 for residence.
In view of the heavy expenses incur-
réd by the company in Winnipeg, he
thought the rates charged there were
favorable. Winnipeg was in a state

WILL RESTRAIN
FREE SPEECH

Russian Premier Says Revolu-
tionary Addresses in Parlia-
ment Must Cease.

St. Petersburg, May 23.—Premier
Stolypin caused a sensation in the
lower house of parliament to-day by
unexpectedly announcing that a ser-
ious conflict existed between the
house -and government, and scorad
an ineffective point by showing that
the ‘Agrarian committee of the house
had proceeded to solve the Agrarian
problem without consulting with any
other ' part of the government. The
premier concluded by announcing
that the forcible expropriation «f
land could not be permitted, and
warning the house that speeches ex-
citing the peasants were beginning
to cause a dangerous agitation in the
provinces which the government was
determined to restrain.

Continuing M. Stolypin character-
ized the constitutional Democratic
Agrarian program ag being milder and
more gradual than that of the radi-
cals; but he said the same principle,
the undermining of the rights of prop-
erty, was hidden at the bottom. He
heartily welcomed the position of the
Constitutional Democrats to let peas-
ants decide whether communal own-
ership should be maintained or abol-
ished, although he scouted tht argu-
ment that the forcible expropriation
of land was inevitable, pointing out
that the present government reserve
of land was inadequate to appease
the land hunger.

In conclusion the premier warned
the house that some of the speeches
made had excited the peasants, and
were beginning to cause a dangerous
agitation in the provinces which the
government was determined to res-
train, adding: “The Radicals long for
a mighty upheaval. We yearn to
build up a mighty Russia.”
