THE MUD HOLE.
The jnud hole is a great American 

institution which comes in the spring 
and stays until g new board of super­
visors is elected. It then moves over 
into another township and locates on 
a piece of road which has not been 
touched by the profane hand of the 
King drag since the Mexican war.

Almost- every county has a collec­
tion of pneient, honorable and accept­
ed mud holes whilh are never filled 
up with anything except automobile 
wheels, dragging differentials and 
profade tourists. It would seem that 
when a mud hole has established a 
reputation which reaches into the 
next congressional district it would 
be content to retire and not keep on 
clogging the highway with the pros­
trate forma Of seven-passenger tour­
ing cars. But it is harder to make a 
mud hole retire than it is to drag a 
Federal office-holder away from the 
pay roll.

Mud holes are caused by the surface 
of the road giving way at the knee 
joints and sinking due south until 
both running boards are anchored 
firmly to the bigway. Some mud holes 
are deeper than others and unless act­
ed upon at once will swallow a high- 
seated runabout with the top up.
•i

When such a nrud hole as this Is lo­
cated to close proximity to a farmer 
wjio owns a dredging outfit consisting 
of a team of docile mules, it is worth 
more to the property than a trans­
continental railway through the back 
forty. Many a farmer who lives next 
to one of these quick assets has earn­
ed more money yanking deeply im­
bedded tourists to some haven of rest 
than by any other form of endeavor.

There are not so many mud holes 
to our public highways as formerly, 
this being due to the fact that the 
farmer is buying most of the auto­
mobiles. After a farmer has driven 
into one of these imitations of the 
bottomless pit in a brand new car 
and taken his family down with him, 
where they can’t see anything but the 
tree tops, either the mud hole or the 

-road supervisor will be removed at the 
next general election. It used to be 
the fashion to repair mud holes with 
live sod, which stood erect in the road 
and imparted a smooth, gliding sen­
sation to the people in the back seat. 
Sod is all right in its place, but very 
little of it is used to building epeed- 
way.s

The mud holes commit most of its 
crimes in the spring of the year, 
breaking springs, twisting of axles and 
causing people to lose a lot of hard- 
earned religion. It would not last 
long if everybody who wallows 
through it would stay mad long 
enough to bond the county 'for good 
roads.

On the Somme.
The messages that con­
tinue to come ever the 
wires suggest that the 
offensive effort begun on 
Sunday by the French 

and British was of more considerable 
proportions than at first appeared. It 
is still proceeding. It has embraced 
gains of the first magnitude, including 
possession and control of some very 
important high ground. The question 
is beginning to become more perti­
nent, when ,will the great assault be­
gin that is to take Peronne? The first 
French advance carried them so far 
ahead of their British friends that 
they have had to wait ever since for 
the line to be straightened and the 
position at Peronne, if it is taken, ren­
dered secure from enfilading fire and 
flank attacks. Since then, in the face 
of tremendous difficulties, the British 
line has been carried forward stead­
ily. halting now and again but never 
yielding a foot of ground gained. 
Pozieres, Contalmaison, Bazentin, 
tongueval, Guillemont—this-is a fine 
catalogue of achievement. We should 
think that if Ginchy and Combles 
could be added to the list all would 
be ready, for the advance north and 
south of the Somme upon Peronne. 
Once it is taken we may expect things 
to happen in earnest.

But indeed it may be a,sked, in the 
light of events everywhere, whether 
there is now so great a necessity of 
taking it at all. There is at least no 
present necessity, and Joffre is not the 
one to offer to buy it at too great a 
price. The Allies have achieved by 
their two months’ offensive a tactical 
ascendancy which will henceforth be 
of the utmost value to them. In a 
sense they have turned the tables up­
on the Germans. The positions they 
have taken were of such defensive 
strength that before July they might 
conceivably have been depleted of 
much of their garrisons for more 
pressing needs elsewhere. This can­
not be done now. The Allies menace 
too dangerously now the whole Noyon 
salient to permit the withdrawal of a 
single battalion. When we look to­
wards the other theatres of war we 
See what this means.

There is little talk now of peace 
this year. Not that it is impossible,

—

but it depends upon contingencies too 
problematical to be relied upon. If the 
West front alone were to be consid­
ered. the idea would be out of the 
question. The end cannot come there, 
or there alone, for a long time yet, 
and this fact, as well as the conserva­
tion of precious lives, accounts for the 
deliberate nature of Joffre’s oper­
ations. "Festina lente”—make haste 
slowly—Is his motto, and a wise one.

The armies in the West, then, can­
not bring about the end for months 
to come, but they can help to hasten 
it considerably in other quarters. If 
they pin every available German unit 
to the lines in front of them, what 
will be thé general position when win­
ter sets in? It is not only possible, 
but even probable, that Bulgaria will 
have been forced into surrender and 
Turkey cut off for good. Italy is cer­
tain to have made considerable pro­
gress towards the goal of her lost 
provinces, so that West, South and 
East Austria will be faced by armies 
to which she cannot conceivably op­
pose equivalent forces. Inevitable 
disaster will confront her and the 
arch-enemy behind. Joffre will hold 
Germany powerless. Even In the 
depth of winter any large subtraction 
of men will be too dangerous to be 
practicable. Even if matters have not 
advanced so far, and Bulgaria, say, 
still holds out, it will be at best but 
a postponement; the important point 
is that by the time winter, with all its 
prospects of hardship, descends upon 
Germany, her people will see at last 
clearly what the spring and summer 
hold in store for them. It is for this 
reason that .the inclement conditions 
that will halt or hamper our military 
campaign will lend invaluable assist­
ance to our side of the moral and 
economic conflict. The pivot upon 
which the whole of this structure 
turns is the gripping power of the 
Allied armies from Belgium to Switz­
erland. Thus every yard of ground 
won upon the Somme has a value far 
transcending its effect upon the local 
operations.

Father Bully’s Lecture.
A large audience greeted the Rev. 

T. Gavan Duffy at Columbus Hall, 
last evening, when he delivered 
an intensely interesting lecture on 
missionary life in Ihdia. Father 
Duffy spent four years in the jungle, 
and expects to return to spend forty 
years there. He is a pleasant speak­
er and held his audience from start 
to finish by the strength of his per­
sonality and the gripping nature of 
his story. Missionary life as describ­
ed, or rather suggested, by Father 
Duffy in the jungle is not possible to 
all; only those heroic souls who .are 
filled with the charity of God could 
sustain life labouring in that part of 
the Lord's Vineyard. Father Duffy is 
the youngest son of Sir Charles Gav­
an Duffy, the great Irish politician 
and author and later Prime Minister 
of Victoria. He explained why he be­
came a missionary. Finding he had 
no love for politics and wishing to -lo 
something for the land his forbears 
had spent their lives in serving, he 
elected to join the band of Irish mis­
sionaries that have carried the Gospel 
of Christ over Europe and into the 
world from the earliest Christian 
ages. He told of the slender re­
sources of the mission and how diffi­
cult it is to accomplish all he desired 
on $6.00 per month. At the close he 
rendered in Tamil the “Hail Mary,” a 
“Hymn to the Sacred Heart” and 
other Catholic prayers. He conclud­
ed with a beautiful recitation of a 
poem from one of the recent Dublin 
poets.

Mr. P. J. Summers, the Grand 
Knight of Terra Nova Council, pre­
sided and introduced the Lecturer in 
a few appropriate words. Dr. Burke 
moved a vote of thanks which the 
large audience carried by acclama­
tion. The National Anthem brought 
a highly interesting evening to a 
close. ’

Your Boys and Girls
I once saw a young mother take up 

her baby and run frantically when 
she heard a child cough with whoop­
ing cough. An elderly woman who 
was sitting near her called out:
Don’t run, your baby has to get it

This seems to be a rather common 
belief among some mothers, but it is 
the most absurd one I have ever 
heard.

Every time your child contracts any 
kind of disease the power of resist­
ance is lessened for the next stray 
germ that comes his way. Guard 
against them all, for you are very 
lucky and fortunate if you escape. I 
have known of the most serious re­
sults from the so-called “necessary” 
children’s diseases.

Whooping cough has turned into 
pneumonia without much - warning 
and with disastrous results.

Measles most always comes first 
with a cold. A cough usually accom­
panies this, with watering eyes and 
nose. The eruption comes a little 
later, usually in four days,, abd con­
sists of small red spots appearing 
first on the neck, chest and twee

The thousands of readers of the 
Evening Telegram have heard of 
Robert John Parsons, Esq., one of the 
foremost leaders for Responsible Gov­
ernment; they also have been inform­
ed about the incarceration he under­
went in the old wooden prison at 3t. 
John’<8 for having refused to name the 
author of “Stick a Pin Here,” re­
flecting 6n the Judicial character of 
Chief Justice Boulton. The follow­
ing is an exact copy of the letter, 
written in prison, the sentiment per­
meating it is very pathetic:— 

“Gentlemen, — When these lines 
shall have met the public eye four 
dreary weeks of my allotted time 
shall have been numbered, and I shall 
have wiped off nearly one-third of the 
score due to an offence which has 
been singularly adjudged greater than 
crimes which would harrow up the 
feelings to contemplate but the enor­
mity of which (curiously enough) 
could only be felt by a single indi­
vidual. The obtrusion of my affairs 
on popular notice has already cost me 
a painful effort,.and nothing short of 
what I conceive to be imperious 
necessity could now induce, me to 
trouble for a moment the attention of 
the public. For mere writing I have 
no provocatives — surrounded with 
cold bolts and bars and pierced 
through with those chilling damps 
and vapours only to be experienced 
through the walls of a cheerless dun­
geon, inhaling the impure atmosphere 
which on all sides encompass me, and 
annoyed alternately by the execra­
tions or the jests of fellow-prisoners— 
it wi|l not be supposed that I write 
either for amusement or vanity. The 
longer I remain in this vilé place and 
the more I reflect upon the cir­
cumstances which led to my confine­
ment the stronger am I impressed 
with the belief that the sentence pass­
ed on me by Judge Boulton was ille­
gal, unjust and capricous. Would it 
not appear the height of absurdity, 
and a mockery of law, for a plaintiff 
to go into court, and taking his seat 
upon the Bench address a long lec­
ture to a defendant upon the legality 
of his (plaintiff’s) acting Judge in his 
own case, and having proved this to 
his own satisfaction, proceed to in­
demnify himself from the pockets of 
defendant for the damages he (plain­
tiff) himself awarded. Would not 
such an imaginary case excite in­
tense ridicule, and yet the similarity 
of the proceedings with those which 
doomed me to the abode of misery 
from which I write is perfect in every 
particular# But I have not alone to 
complain of the summary, unconsti­
tutional, and highly dangerous pro-, 
ceedings of the Judge, I am, from 
circumstances which I am about 
to unfold, compelled to believe that 
private revenge against the ..person 
supposed to be the author of the of­
fensive paragraph, guided his decision 
more than a sense of public justice, 
and this impression I think will be so 
far strengthened after the perusal of 
this letter, that the feeling will never 
be erased from the pdb.lic mind. From 
the first moment that proceedings 
were instituted against me I felt con­
vinced that no innocence of mine, 
however clearly shown, would avail 
and that no stretch of authority would 
deter the .Judge from carrying into 
effect the punishment which from

every circumstance of the case, I feel 
persuaded was premeditated,’ hence 
my reasons for stating in open court 

I my conviction that justice would not 
be awarded me. Whether the sequel 
will prove the assumption I then made 
I shall1 leave the reader to conclude, 
after imparting the substance Of a 

! conversation held between the Judge, 
himself and a near female relative of 
mine, 'who not only without my know­
ledge, but in opposition to my very 
thoughts, made application to Judge 

Boulton the day before his departure 
Tor my liberation. On Wednesday, 
the 10th inst., my sister called at the 
residence of Judge Boulton (without 
as I have before stated my know­
ledge or sanction) and the Judge be­
ing from home, was kindly received 
by Mrs. Boulton who made particular 
inquiry as to the nature of her visit, 
informing her that however secret she 
might with the greatest propriety im­
part it to her (Mrs. Boulton). My sis­
ter naturally anxious toNavail herse'lf 
of Mrs. Boulton’s apparent solicitude 
and impressed also with the idea that 
Mrs. Boulton’s influence exercised on 
my behalf would be the readiest and 
safest passport to the heart of the 
Judge readily disclosed the whole pur­
port of her applicatihn. But Instead 
of the sympathy she expected, sur­
prise and mortification awaited the 
applicant for mercy; instead of solace 
and kindly feeling of expressions of 
condolence from one who in all other 
respects had shown .great civility and 
lady-like deportment, my sister was 
informed that all thoughts of libera­
tion or mitigation of punishment were 
in vain, and that any application to 
the Judge on that sdore would be 
visionary and fruitless. Mrs. Boul­
ton said that she pitied my situation 
yet nothing but an avowal of the au­
thor of the insulting paragraph could 
avail me in the slightest degree. She 
said (Mrs. Boulton) if the Judge were 
to listen to applications such as hers 
his time would be fully occupied. It 
was no use whatever for my sister to 
see-the Judge she said, but if I had 
anything to impart to him I should 
do so myself. My sister it may be 
well supposed left the mansion of the 
Judge with a heavy heart; she had 
approached it with hope, she left it 
almost in despair, she had yet a ling­
ering presentment, however, that 
could she but see the Judge himself 
her fondest hopes may be crowned 
with success, and these feelings hav­
ing been strengthened by a kind 
friend whom she happened to meet on 
her return, she determined to call 
again at the residence of the Judge. 
This she did at the usual hour of 
dinner, my sister found the Judge just 
returned from town and it is only 
justice to him to state that he receiv­
ed her with great urbanity and con­
descension. The object of her thus 
troubling him on the eve of his de­
parture for England having been ex­
plained the Judge replied that there 
was only one way of obtaining t,J»e 
smallest remittance.of my sentence 
and that unless I should unreservedly 
give up the author of the offensive 
paragraph the full measure of my 
punishment must be carried into ef­
fect. The Judge then entered into 
the hardships of my confinement and 
urged again the propriety of transmit- 

' ting to him the author.

WONDERFUL SPECTACLE.
With the British Armies In France, 

Sept 4.—A wonderful spectacle of war 
was visible to-day from a high point 
near the junction of the Ifrench and 
British armies. To the north lay a 
dark patch, the ruins of Guillemont 
fringed by the wave-like earth-line of 
the old second line of German trench­
es. Facing Trônes Wood, acrosd a 
space of ten city blocks, which is vein­
ed like a frog’s foot with trenches and 
runways, the British burrowed against 
the Germans over this shell-ruptured 
bullet-riddled field. Yesterday was a 
day of successful British effort to 
break these German bulwarks. The 
British artillery had not destroyed all 
of the deep dqgouts, but the curtain of 
Intensified shellfire kept the machine 
gunners down, and out of those dug- 
outs after half an hour’s work the 
British infantry turned out some six 
hundred prisoners. A little farther 
beyond Guillemont, perhaps three 
times the distance from the second 
base to the Home Platt, is a sunken 
road, at the north end of which is an­
other path to the ruins of Ginchy, 
where the fighting between Britons 
and Germans surges back and forth 
between barricades and cellars and 
any kind of cover that the men can 
throw up out of the debris. The Brit­
ish seem to be firmly established in 
the sunken road. All night they were 
digging themselves into holes there. 
This was just as much their objective 
as the second base is to- a baseball 
player, who has-just made a two base 
hit. If they tried to go farther they 
might be put out That happened yes­
terday at some points of the attack as 
it sometimes does, thanks to our 
eagerness.
