The war office, . communication  is-
sued to-day says: At dawn yester-
day between the Brenta and Piave
Rivers the artillery struggle was re-
newed with great violence in the
morning in the Col della Beretta re-
gion.

Encouraging Figures

A number, of messages in
the past two days have
dealt” with the submar-
ine campaign and the
confident tone which per-
vades them all is most heartening.
The most specific and encouraging of
them is that contained in' to-day’s
Reuter service. It makes some strik-
ing statements. ' It asserts that ' ‘the
maximum output of German submar-
ines and the minimum weekly losses
suffered by them are accurately
known to the British authorities, and
that :the latter figure now approaches
the former. This is a really remark-
able achievement. It means, as ’'the
message clearly states, that Germany
cannot hope next year to lift her suc-
cesses above the level that they have
now reached, for as fast as she turns
her U-boats out they will be destroy-
ed. But it is almost certain that that
general level will be further lowered.
1f'Germany has reached her maximum
of output, it is not at all certain that
the Allies have reached their maxi-
mum of destruction: in fact, they are;
certain to increase the rate with the
increase of effort and additions to
their fleets of destroyers, This is most
encouraging in itself, but we have
also to take into account the making
good of the losses sustained. Last
month; we are told, the British ship-
yards turned out new tonnage almost
sufficient to replace that lost. This
turn-out” will of course increase with
time, and no account is taken of the
American programme of shipbuilding,
which is just beginning to launch its
new ships down the ways. Consider-
ing all these favourable factors, it is
not unreasonable optimism to con-
clude that the German submarine ef-
fort has definitely failed, and that it is
hardly a source of danger any longer
to the Allies. Yet the message wisely
insists upon the ever present need of
food economy, a matter, indeed, which
is a question not so much of ships
and transport as of supply. Never-
theless, every improvement in the
shipping situation will of necessity
help to solve the food problem, and
if- the point can be reached where it
will be possible to spare a fleet of
merchantmen to bring the large wheat
crops of Australia and South America
to Europe a very great victory indeed
will have been won.

In Halifax.

ARRANGEMENTS BEING MADE FOR
NEWFOUNDLANDERS.

The following telegram was re-
ceived by Dr. W. F. Lloyd, Acting
Prime Minister from Hon. 'J.. R. Ben-
nett:---

“Arrived yesterday arternoon Con-
ditions, beyond description. ' Scarcely
a building in entire city escaped dam-
age. Richmond section North end en-
tirely obliterated, estimated loss of
life Two Thousand killed and buried
in ruins, Two Thousand in hospital
here, while hundreds in ‘hospitals in
surrounding . cities. Numbér .of . per-

sons injured fully ten thousand. Visit-

ed hospitals and scenes heart-render-
ing. Fully three hundred have lost
both eyes and facial injuries in most
numbers owing to people rushing to
windows when first sign of ‘éxplosion.

Governor this morn-
ing and issued notice through press
that Newfoundland prepared to care
for Newfoundland people desiring re-
turn home. Am opening a registra-
tion office for purpose and ' will . ‘ac-
quaint you of requirements.

Wea-
ther cqnditions stormy and cold ag-
gravating trouble and making relief
most difficult.”

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| RESOLUTION OF CONGRATULA- |
TION.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 14, |

THE BRITISH REVERSE.
LONDON, Dec. 14.

The British Government will in-
vestigate the reasons for the British
reverse on the southern end of the
Cambrai salient. This was the as-
sunance given by Andrew Bonar Law
in answering the criticisms of the
military operations in_ the Commons
vesterday. Law gaid the Govern-
ment’s information was that the ru-
mors concerning the Cambrai opera-
tions were exaggerated greatly, and
he had been tempted to warn the
House that nothing in the shape of’
a decisive rgsult was expected from |
the operalion.k' Early in the morning,
he said, the Germans made different’
attacks upon the British = Cambrai
forces. The smallest of these attacks
having regard to the numbers engag- |
ed, was on the part of the front
where, owing to surprise, the Ger-
mans were able to break through.
The other two attacks by larger for-
ces were repelled with great loss to
the enemy. The moment the Cabinet
received the account of the attack,
the Chancellor added, they felt there
was something needed in explanation,
and the first thing the Cabinet did
was to send instructions to Field
Marshal Haig to give ‘the Cabinet a
fall report of all that happened. The
idea was that the Government, if it
was satisfied that a soldier in any
position was not capable of fulfilling
his duties, they would not keep him
in his position. It is not easy for a
civilian, with the best of information,
to judge the qualifications of a sol-
‘dier, and the Government must
largely be guided by their experts.
Law said he was bound to declare'’
that with regard to the rumors a full
inquiry would be held, and the Gov-
ernment would be satisfied that pro-
per action would be taken as a. rec-
sult of it. Accidents of this kind, he
said, were inevitable in war; even
surprises on a misty morning might
happen, for ,which no blame could be
attached to anyone, Mr. Bonar Law
could only say that the Government
and military authorities were deter-

the matter and to take the necessary
action.

BERLIN REPORT.

when we consider the strong ties that
bind us to the home land, and par-
ticularly the glorious record of our
Regiment.

It may not be generally known, but
the little Colony of Newfoundland has,
in addition to its contribution to the
Navy, contributed and kept at full
strength a regiment since October,
1914. This contingent has seen much
service and gained fame in both Gal-
lipoli and in France, and its.record,
bought with the blood of many of iis
gallant boys, reflects the highest ¢red-
it and glory upon its members and
their country. :

At @allipoli they 'made a name for
themselves by capturing an advanced
position against overwhelming odds,
it afterwards being named Caribou
Hill“in their honor. 'In France, at
Beaumont-Hamel, Gueudecourt, Mon-
chy, Steenmeke and other places,
our ‘boys” have covered themselves
with distinction., At the former place
they went into action 980 strong and
but 60 answered the roll call on their
return. They had unflinchingly, “as
” advanced in a hail of
shrapnel and bullets from' machine
guns, and the regiment was practical-
ly annihilated. This, however, served
but to rouse the enthusiasm of the re-
serves and in subsequent actions the

-massacre of July 1st was fully aven-

ged and our troops so conducted
themselves as to receive special men-
tion: in despatches on various occa-
sions. On one occasion they were re-
ferred to by Field Marshal Sir Doug-
las' Haig as “better than the best.”

Much could be written of our regi-
ment and its doings since it went in-
to active service, all to the credit of
the boys, but as our space is limited,
we merely outline their career, as the
main object of this is to interest you
in freely and cheerfully giving,
through the undersigned committee, a
money donation to help secure com-
forts for those of the regiment who
are or may be in the hospital.
