Bditor Bvening Telegram. ' -

Dear Sir.—It is interesting to noties
that our Hon. members for Placentiz
publicly acknowledge that St. Mary'yy
publfc wharf was destroyed By the
storm.s What are they going to de
about it? Forget it like the whistle
that ‘was to be erected at Point Le
Haye to prevent the Portia and other
steamers from going on the rocks!
During the last long session of the
House of Assembly, St. Mary’s Bay
was never mentioned. When the House
was closing we noticed that the Hom.
members forced the Government ts
grant $70,000 for the Colinet line. Why
not say the Placentia road? The pes-
ple of Placentia can go by train t
town when they wish, and now they
are presented with a motor road, or af
least with a grant for one. The road
is opened at Hurley’s and 110 men are
employed, while 160 men are employ-
ed in the Placentia side. We undem
stand the contract is $600 per mile;
Placentia men, of course, got the com-
tract! How are tfley going to spend
$70,000? They certainly have made s
mess of things in this side. We could
walk over the road that was, but it s
hard to get over the road that is. The
people of St. Mary’s have to drive 4%
miles over a cow path, in order to get
to St- John’s to do business. We un-
derstand that the grant this year, for
the road from the head of Salmonier
to St. Joseph’s, which is 8 miles, was
something about $200. The rest of the
so-called roads were to be repaired
with potatoes. The Government are
most economical in this district in re-
gard to the facilities of lacomotion for
the taxpayers. North Harbour is one
of the safest in this island, yet when
schooners get in, they have no way of
communication, consequently when a
schooner is missing, North Harbour
is the last hope; like many of the
setlements they have no road. Colinet
has three large sawmills and the own-
ers have to send a telegraph message
14 miles to Whitbourne, or 8 miles ta
th‘ Carmel. When a person gets ser-
iously ill in thése places they may
chance to get a priest and doctor. It
should be easy to have 'phones erected
in those places seeing that sc many
were discarded in St. John’s during the
past year, and that $18,000 will be usad
on the Placentia road for better of
worse. There is a ferry boat plying
between St. Joseph’s and Mt. Carmef
for which $150 per month were given
for past services. Two ferry boats
could be run at St. Joseph’s and Mt.
Carmel for half the money, and more
suitable to *he place. We were hone
oured with viisit from the Superin<
tendent of hools a short time ago,
but owing some business of more
importance she had nd time to examing
the children. The Portia is the only
means at our disposal to get to St
John’s, but throguh inadvertence on
somebody’s part, people who spent
some days waiting for her here, had to
{ suffer, and perishable freight for St.
| John'’s has to run the risk of being de-
stroyed. We certainly are living in the
wrong century, and will continue to do
so until the people of this bay wake up
to the fact that they must elect a mem=
ber of their own to see after thels
wants. Thanking you for space.

and outlined the benefits which could
not fail to accure from such an np-I
pointment. He contended that in those
cities of the States and Canada in
which -there was a city manager; this
system of supervision of civic works
had accomplished a considerable
amount of good. If the right man were
appointed here as city ‘manager. he
would, by careful ;supervision ‘of city
works, save his salary: within'a very
short time. Mr. McKay was ;supported
by Messrs. R. H. Tdit and W. Ward-
low. Hon John Anderson madean elo-
quent address in reply. He',had made
himself fully conversant with'’eondi-
tions in the city and quoted, nuinerous
and interesting statistics in ‘connec-
tion with various' civic matters from
as far back as before the fire of 1892.
He discussed ‘the new .charter ‘and
said that in if; the duties of a‘city man- |
ager were divided between the City,
Engineer .and the Secretary-'I‘reasur-:
er. He contended, therefore, that the
appointment of a city manager was
unnecessary. Mr. R. A. Templeton, sup- :
porting Mr. Anderson, said that a city]
manager would be in a position to
practise al]l forms of autocracy, and'
.could dictate to the Council when and!
how he pleased. The appointment
would only cause ceaseless friction.
Practically every member present ex-
pressed his views on the question, and |
the great majority were in favour of
the appointment of a city manager.

Armistice Day.

The ceremonies commemora-
ting -Armistice Day have been
completed. Around the world
two minutes’ silence were ob-
cerved. and hushed was every
noise and motion. To-day, fol-
Jowing Britain’s example of last
vear an unknown American
soldier typifying the thousands
of the expeditionary force of
that country who died in France,
whose body was recently
brought from the battlefield of
Furope, will be interred at
“Washington with all the pomp
and magnificence of military
custom. That unknown Ameri-
can hero will be honored more
than any of his class, inasmuch
as his grave will be decorated
with Britain’s highest award
for valor—The Victoria Cross.
In his lifetime it may be that
he merited this coveted dis-
tinction, but in his death he re-
ceives it at the hands of Brit-
ain’s King-Emperor through his
.chosen  representative, Lord
Cavan, the chief of the British
smilitary mission at the Wash-
ington Conference. In placing
this highest military decoration
of the Empire upon the tomb of
'‘America’s miles- incognito, the
wwhole American Army, the Am-
erican Navy and the great
!American nation are its recipi-
ents. Other nations and domin-
ions will show their honor by
the presentation -of  floral
mvreaths, and in this, Newfound-
Aand, by the happy forethought
«of our Prime Minister,.-partici-
pates. As told yesterday three
commissioned officers of the
Royal Nfld. Regiment were
present at the interment, and
amoncst others was a floral
tribute from Terra Nova. Thus
the two great nations of the
Anglo-Saxon race met together
on sacred ground for a specific
purpese; an exchange as it were
of symbols, perpetuating for all
time the connection which links
together the peoples of the
‘same race, language and cus-
toms. The" following verses,
written by Lilian Gard on the
occasion of the interment of
Britain’s unknown warrior, at
Westminster Abbey, last year,
as a symbol of all who fell in
the great war, are equally appro-
priate to the American xldier
whose remains were laid in
mother earth, for the last time
to-day: '

F. Osbourne & Co. Ltd., of London,
England. It bears the\ flag. of St

leaves. On thq tablet are the names
of those who gave their lives for the
cause, follgwed by the names of
others who aleo served. At the bot-
tom is the motto: “Their Name
Liveth for Evermore.” Capt. L. Stick,
who was the first to join the New-
foundland Pegiment in 1914, on be-
helf of his comraddes, thanked the
members of the Institute for the Me-
morial. He was followed by Rev.
Capt. Clayton, L.Th., C.F., after which
the President tendered the thanks of
the Institute to Canon Bolt for his
kindness in unveiling the tablet.
The members then joined in singing
the National Anthemi which brought
the proceedings to a close. The In-
stitute Roems are open to the rela-
tives and friends of those whose
names appear on the Memorial and
who may wish to" see the tablet.

Captain Kidd was a native of Scot-
land and the son of a minister. He be-
came a resident of New York City
prior to 1689. He was a sailing master
out of New York, owned his-own ves-
sel, prospereli in trade, - dabbled in
local politics and was recognized by
merchants and people of all classes
as an eminently respectable citizen.
His habits and attire were those of a
high class gentleman. His house was
luxuriously .furnished, the parlor floor
being covered with the first Turkish
carpet seen dn New York. As his wife
he chose Sarah Oort, born Bradley, a
wealthy and charming widow. They
were married May 16, 1691, and two
ddaughters were born to them.

Writing to Queen.

GREEK ARMY SURGEON GETS
FORTY DAYS..

Athens, (Associated Press)—At &
time when all the hospitals in Athens
are crowded with wounded from the
Anatolian front, one of the ablest of
Greek surgeons has been sentenced to
40 days’ imprisonment for alleged dis-
respect to Queen Sophie. The Athen-
jan press of all shades of opinion. is
up in arms against the sentence pass-
ed upon Dr. Polibius Corrilos who, in
his capacity of honorary surgeon of
the Greek army, committed the. of-
fense of writing to Queen Sophie from
the front, to call her attention to the
fact that parcels containing candy and
cigarettes scnt to soldiers at the front
by their relatives and friends hardly
ever reach their destination. The pow-
ers that be, however, ignore this gen-
eral outcry.

Queen Sophie is at the head of the
Greek Red Cross and Indeed, of all
the benevolent institutions in Greece.
She never misses an opportunity for
marking her interest in the soldiers
at the front. It is contended that Dr.
Corillos could not have done better
than bring to the Queen’s knowledge
the many irregularities in the dis-
patch of parcels; but he should have
communicated with the Queen through
her secretary. For this omission he is
undergoing the sentence. Dr. Corrilos
took up his abode in Athens some four
years ago and he married the daugh-
ter of the Minister of Finance in the
Venizelist government. He is himself
an ardent supporter of the late Prime
Minister.

Cutgng Tigers’ Nails.

Elephants Have Their Feet Filed.

Animals in captivity dé not get
enought exercise to keep their claws
or feet in order. This is particularly
the case with tigers and leopards.

In the wild state these cregjures|
select & tree on which they sharpen
their claws, just as a town cat will do
‘on a chair or post, but when they are
caged their claws are apt to grow in- l
wards. If left, a bad wound is made,
which may result in the death of the
captive. i

To prevent this sort of thing from
happening the claws must be cut at
regular intervals. Usually the leg is
roped and drawn through the bars of
the cage, but sometimes, when the
animal is too big or flerce, it is neces- |
sary to chloroform it.

Chloroformed in Sleep.

This is done by stealth, a chloro-'
form-soaked pad being fastened to the
end of a stick and pushed under the
nose of the creature while it is asleep.
Then the chloroform bag is slipped
over its head, and its paws are ngosed
and tied. N

Elephant’s feet need a great deal of
attention. The ordinary menagerie
elephant that walks along the road
from one town to another is all right,
but those that are confined do not get
enought exercise to wear down the
soles.

The sole of an elephant’s foot is a
mass of gristle about eighteen inches
in diameter, and this .gristle should
not be:more than an inch in thickness.
If it increases beyond this thickness,
a manicurist has to get to work with
a trimming knife, rasp, and file.

Eilephants whose feet are not well
trimmed pick up all sorts of things,
and from the feet of a big elephant
which is kept in the New York Zooogi-
cal Gardens there were removed at
different  times part of an iron tea-
spoon, the handle of a penknife, several
nzils, as well as pieces of eartienware '
and stomes,

Fragments of female
clothing wrapped in stones; pieces of
comb; a mass of incineratéd bones, no
doubt the result of that constant burn-
ing thdt will be spoken of by several
witnesses,” when for days and nights
his kitchen glowed with a strange
glare.
