Candid Criticism.

Under the above head, there
4will be found in our news
columns to-day statements of
‘paramount importance made by
"Mr. C. Tipping of the Newfound-
i1and Atlantic Fisheries Company
‘in connection with the market-
ing of Newfoundland’s codfish
in England. We commend these
‘statements to our readers, com-
ding as they do from one whose
Xknowledge of fish and its mar-
iketing has been gleaned in the
icourse of many years experi-
ence. Mr. Tipping hits straight
from the shoulder, his state-
dments are couched in plain and
comprehensible language, and

EXPERT ON QUALITY OF ¥ISH.
“It is common property that it is
impossible to make any fish a com-
mereial success in any country unless
the quality is as the label denotes,
and as ordered.”
‘ This is one of the important state-
ments made by Mr. C. Tipping at the
Newfoundland  Atlantic Fisheries
Company in the course of an address
before the Rotary Club yesterday on
the marketing of Newfoundland's
products to England. In a very brief
syeech, Mr. Tipping delivered some
candid criticism of the marketing
methods adopted in this country, and
he laid stress upon the fact that pur-
chasers of our fish could not now be
sure that the quality of the com-
modity will be the same as that
which they ordered. Here are some: of
the statements made by Mr. Tipping.

Salmon is the only frozen fish, ex-
cept perhaps, for a little halibut,
which can be successfully marketed
in England.

Frozen codfish could not be givean
away.

There must be complete confidence
between the purchaser and the seller.

The man who purchased New-
foundland fish was never sure of get-
ting the same quality fish that he
bought,

The English importer will never put
up money for fish on direct consign-
ment unless he is certain of getting
what he ordered.

When fish was purchased from
Norway and Iceland, there was never
any doubt about the quality being the
same ag wa® ordered, but it was dif-
ferent with Newfoundland fish.

If the Government would take care
to see that all packages of fish for ex-
port were properly labelled accord-
ing to the ‘quality, then there would
be a very good chance of trade be-
tween Newfoundland and England.

This is one of the very
irudiments of modern business
transactions, It is only natural
to suppose that if buyers can ob-
tain the commodity they require
'with a guarantee of quality on
‘which they may depend, from
/another source, they will not
purchase from those who sell
'without a reliable guarantee.
"While the rate of exchange in
wertain of our foreign markets
remains unfavourable, we must
look elsewhere if our products
are to be profitably disposed of.
But, no country, and more es-
'pecially one which is financially
isound, is likely to purchase from
jexporters whose guarantee of
iquality is in many cases, worth-
lless. Efforts must be made to
secure thorough inspection of

'ket, and when buyers realize
‘that a certain label on a pack-
age means a certain  quality
throughout, and no other, our
:export trade is bound to in-
werease.

~ FISHERMEN’S DIATE
RACE—PRESS RACE DROPPED,
At a special meeting of the Re-

| gatta Committee, held last night in

the T. A, Armoury, it was decided
that only those who were not engaged
in the prosecution of the fishery were
eligible to row in the Intermediate
Race. The Press Race has heen . el-
iminated from the programme as only
one crew was practising and an In-
termediate Race for junior Fisher-
men was _substituted. There will
therefore be two intermediate races,
Nos. 11 and 12 on the programme.,
The Juvenile Race will be number 3,
taking the place of the Press. On mo-
tion of Mr. C. E. Hunt, seconded by
Mr. J. P. Crotty, it was passed
that competitors in these two races
must produce birth certificates at the
time of entry. The rule governing the
Fishermen’s Intermediate Race runs
as follows: “Thoge only who shall he
eligible to row in this race shall be
under 21 years of age and who are
actually engaged in the fishery during
the season previous to August.” In
the regular Fishermen's Race crews
can be filled from those taking part
in the Intermediate Fishermen’s Race,
The motion to make a Figshermen’s
Intermediate Race was a happy
thought and as explained by Mr. J.
P. Crotty the first intermediate race
was placed on the programme to make
oarsmen from among our city lads
and he did not think it fair to have
them competing against fishermen,
who in a sense were born oarsmen.

Mr, P. F. Collins drew attention to
the matter of providing public lava-
tories. This matter Is being attended
to by the Pond Committee. Ha also
spoke of the good work being done in
clearing up the head of the lake.-

On motion of Messrs. W. J. Higgins
and J. P. Crotty it was unanfmously
decided to ask Mrs. Hiscock, wife of
the esteemed President, to present the
prizes to the winning crews, and the
Secretary was authorized to acquaint
Mrs. Hiscock of the Committee’s
wishes.

President Arthur Hiscock brought
up the matter of insuring the City
Club Cup, which is the property of the
Regatta Committee. This cup, which
is of solid silver valued at $650, was
last won by the C.C.C., in whose pos-
session it is nmow held. It is hoped
that in the near future competitions
for this cup will agairn be revived.

Mean-
while old women go out to the body
and cut it up, and the relatives must
cook and ea‘ the flesh while they
mourn and wail for the lost one! '

Gillespie and I boarded with an old
friend at Pacquette and visited all
that region. The Strathcona did the
long jourmey in record time. Mrs.
Grenfell accompanying her and bring-
ing back a full load of clething and
supplies which we needed for our
patients. We had received a petition
signed by the whole of Coachman’s
Cove to. visit' that port, so hiring a
motor - boat and trusting to the pro-
verbial hospitality of Mr. Norris, we
were able to meet the Strathcona
there and spend two very delightful

-days, ‘and -very busy ones. Fleur de

Lys kept us two full days. Here also
was much need; and° many patients.
One of the most serious was a Green
Bay man fishing near Partridge Point.
who came aboard with a large spread-
ing Carbuncle on the back. Here we
have tried to start a branch of the In-
dustrial work, in the form -of build-
ing model schooners. A fleet of seven
awaited us, three of which were per-
fect beauties. The others were newer
hands but =all showed great promise,
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James Shea and Patrick Lewis are
masters already in that line. We hope
to advertise these boats in the States
and Canada and get good prices for
them. Dr. Fallon of St. John’s kindly
housed one of our first year’s efforts
for show in St. John's last winter.
Nothing is more urgently needed on
this Coast than the development of
the excellent native talent along re-
munerative industrial lines. Sunday
was spent at Seal Cove. Mr. Watton
did the honors, and carried us around
as far as the bottom of Southern Arm
in ‘his motor boat to see patients.
Bear Cove occupied a day, and this
letter ends the first fortnight at West-
port, where we greatly miss the gen-
fal friendship of Rev. Christopher
Woods, absent at Synod in St. John’s.
Such a fortnight with four workers
hard at it, generally till midnight or
after, has left us philosophizing, as
the varying experiences crowd .one
another in our minds, following a win-
ter spent in many of the great cities
of America and Canada. A group of
men with whom we diacussed the out-
look last night were of the same opin-
ion as myself. while we realize there
is trouble everywhere, that in no way
minimizes the fact that there is con-
siderable trouble here. We . believe
things will come right sometime. but
the outlook has not been so gloomy

ting the troubles of the bank crash
period in 1895.

DRY FLOUR AND - MOLASSES.

The facts we have observed so far
tally entirely with the letters and
telegrams we received in America
from this Coast during the winter.
Semi-starvation has been the 'rule
rather than the . exceéption, actual
starvation has not been absent. Nak-
edness s the predominant note, for
when food was unobtainable. clothing
was not even to be thought of. Who
knows better than the doctor, whe-
ther the people are naked. He, if any-
one, has to witness it as’ he examines

here im anyone’s memory, not forget~

’his patients. My last patient to-night

was a widow, thirty-four years of age.
She looked fifty. With two bare-foot-
ed, naked children, she had come for
cough and pain in the chest. Pale and
haggard she sat in my cabin without
one word of complaint. She had been
on dry white flour and molasses all
winter, her little girl of two years
showed it only too clearly. At times
she had been even out of dry flour,
and pathetically told me how her poor
neighbour, a very poor neighbour, had
“loaned” her one of his two barrels,
which “as yet” she had not been able
to, repay. Her two elder boys had
worked at pulp wood, the form of re-

lef given by the Government this |
winter, but had been unable to earn'

food enough of the coarsest kind, and
had had. like many a hundred more,
to face the winter cold. utterly inade-
quately protected. The experience of
everyone has been that the working
man cannot support even a little
tamily, not even feed them at “pit-
propping” at the prices paid, unless
under very favorable circumstances;
such as having one or two lads with
the father, or a supply of food of their
own, and good boots and clothing
when they began work. No one seems
to understand why the prices paid
are so different in different places.
Thus at La Scle to Round Hr. and in
Confusion Bay, the people got $5.00
per cord, rinded, sawn, and piled on

‘the landwork, while at Westport and

Middle Arm only $4.28 could be pald
per cord. And that became all the
more ‘serious when the contractor in
Round Harbour district supplied flour
at $11 a barrel and molasses at $1 a
gallon, while here the people had to
pay $13.00 for flour and $1.20 per
gallon for molasses. Buttérine has
been very scarce and Stirling Oleo in
this last district eost 40c. a pound,
as against/37%¢. in the former.
