The commereial working of the coal
areas of St, George’s District so of-
ten advocated by the late Jas. P
Howley, is within ‘'measurable dis-~
tance, and it is possible that when
next winter rolls round many will
be sitting by t.he side of a fire of
Newfoundland ‘' coal. At the pregent
moment a corporation known as the
Nfid. Coal Mining Company, with a
capital of $5,000,000 is in process of
organization, The officers of this
corporation number amongst their
personnel wealthy Americans, amongst
whom are the présidents of several
banks and prominent manuacturers.
This corporation will operate the
property of the St. George’s Coal
Fields, Ltd., apd within the past
couple of weeks representatives, ac-
companied by Mr. T. J. Freeman, the
President of the St. George's Coal
Fields Co., have been looking over
the property,

RETURNS TO THE CITY.

On Saturday Mr. Freeman, accom-
panied by Mr. Arthur J. Selfridge,
Attorney and Corporation lawyer, re-
turned to the city. The latter is now
engaged making an examination into
the titles and will remain for some
time to determine any legal questions
that may arise in eonnection with the
transfer of the property . The Tele-
gram called on Mr. Selfridge, who is
staying at the Cochrane, and learned
that a party consisting of Mr. Carl
E. Milliken, who is an ex-Governor of
Maine and represents a number of
wealthy capitalists of that State, an |
English engineer, Sir Stoppford Brun- |
ton, and himself had been for some|
time looking over the coal areas in
question. After landing at Robin-
son’s the party was met by Mr. T. J.
| Freeman and together they walked
eight miles to the coal measures.
The examination of the coal seams
was begun without delay. They were
particularly struck with the Juke’'s
Seam. On this are two tunnels at the
end of which they saw a vein of coal
6 feet wide of apparently very high
grade.

ENGINEER REPORTS VERY VALU-
ABLE PROPERTY.

After the seams uncovered had been
traced and a careful study of the
geological conditions had been sum- |
med up, the conclusion reached hy
Sir Stoppford Brunton. the engineer,
was that the property is so valuable
that i? should be further developed to
l_determlne the ,extent of~the trough.
This latter from the dip of the seams
as shown on the surface, indicate that
it is not down to a great depth, and
is of great extent.

TANSPORTATION PRESENTS NO
DIFFICULTY.

The serious question of transporta-
tion was next given consideration.
The party made a thorough examina-
tion of the 8 miles of road to the rail-
way and also the harbor at St.
Georges, The practicability of estab-
lishing a “shippigg station at a con-
venient point in the harbor wids de-
cided upon. It was found that a total
length of little more than ten miles
of rail which would include all the
necessary sidings, etc, was all that
is required and this can be built
through a practically level country,
and at a minimum in regard to cost.
Development work will begin as soon
as possible Zollowing the receipt of
the formal report of the engineer. In
this report it will be indicated where
drill holes should be sunk and if as
expected the tonnage of the area is
as great as is believed the sinking of
shafts and the equipment of the pro-
perty with ‘machinery for work on a
larger scale will be prosecuted  with
vigor. From Mr, Selfridge the Tele-
gram learns that the results of the
examination of the property substan-
tiates the claims made by the late Mr.
Howley, and the reports he made to
the government as direetor of geolo-
gical survey. The minimg geologist
8Sir James Stoppford Brunton, several
years ago spent six months in Bay St.
George region studying the geolo-
gical formations so. that on the pres-
ent visit he was familiar with the
section.

Plantation rubber is clean, light in
colour, and, when seen in the creamy
gemi-transparent form known .as
“crepe.” feems pretty enough to be
used as material for a girl’'s summer
frock.

With a crew of three, a tiny craft
called. The Shanghai, of 27 tbns, has
left Cape Town on a 6,000 niiles voy-
age to Burope. This is merely a part
of an avdenturous voyage of 14,000
miles whicH the trio set themselves
writes a special correspondent from
Johannesburg.

At the beginning of this year six
Danish officers of the Great Northern
Telegraph Company in Shanghai had
concluded their contracts and were
due for leave. The ordinary steamers
were available, but the men preferred
to buy: this 'small craft and ta spice
their voyagé-home to Copenhagen
with a little adventure,

The Shanghai i8 only 47 feet long,
with a beam fo 16 feet and a draught
of 714 feet. When she reached Dur-
ban her crew declined to have her
towed in, and, under the power of her
little 10-h.p. engine, she made  her
own berth at the wharf. The six
| men aboarl her made. light of the
{18,000 miles of their juroney which
‘ they had then accomplished.

Fired a Revolver at the Steersman.

Scarcely out of Shanghai, on Feb-
ruary 7, they were forced by bad
weather to heave to, and while in
this position a Chinese junk with a
large créw came out from the island
and made as if to board the little
craft. .The helmsman of the junk
fire .a  revolver at:the steersman of
the ketch, but missed, and the ap-
pearance of the rest of the Shanghai’s
crew, armed - with - shotgums, 'was
enough to persuade the “pirate” that
business was meant. The junk drift-
ed away.

At Batavia three ot the six decided
that they had had enough adventure
and left to refurn by ordinary steam-
er. There were thus only three left—
Hongebund,, Ingwersen, and Vauman
—and they continued the voyage. Be-
| tween Mauritiug  and Durban the
weather they encountered was so bad
that they made only 20 miles in nine
honrs. Their 8,000 miles to Durban
‘took & little over gix months.

How it Would Have Worked.

Let us suppose now, adds the writ-
er, that_the Empire Currency Bill sys-
tem 'had been in force@uring the trade
crisis of 1920-21. How would it have
modified the situation then existing
between Australia and this country?
The Commonwealth ‘Bank - of Aus-
tralia would have been in possegsion
of a certain quantity of currency bills
