Dr. Orton.
From the Qlobe.

If one of the sensations at Ottawa dar­
ing the last session was occasioned by 
the dread of hearing a speech from Mr. 
Plumb on the Tariff and things in gen­
eral, the joke of the session was certain­
ly Dr. Orton’s Committee to consider the 
grievances of the agricultural interests. 
The subject, it is true, was not a new 
one to the House of Commons. It had 
been the object of much solemn trifling 
before at the hands of Mr. Francis Jones 
and other members, who had attempted 
to make a little political capital ont of 
their self-assumed championship of the 
lights or wrongs of the agriculturists of 
Canada. And so harmless had been 
their futile efforts, so completely had it 
come to be looked on as a matter of 
coarse that somebody should set an Ag­
ricultural Committee a-going, and that 
with its appointment the House should 
hear the last of it, that the motion for 
such a Committee, when revived in the 
now Parliament, was granted without ob­
jection, though with a conviction openly 
expressed by the Premier of its utter use­
lessness. j.

But, although everybody knew that 
Mr. Mackenzie was right, it was left for 
Dr. Orton, the new member for Centre 
Wellington, to make tho whole thing ri­
diculous and tl^e laughing-stock of tho 
House and country. There is no lack of 
information about agriculture to be ob­
tained inside or outside of tha House of 
Commons. The question, too,'was one 
quite independent of party distinctions 
or divisions. But the men who could 
have given some weight and authority to 
the dcliberaiionsof the Committee on the 
subject of agriculture were not to be found 
ou Dr. Orton’s Committee at all, and 
of tha thirteen - first nominated on 
the Committee ten were taken out 
of the little crowd on the Speaker’s 
left, and only three from the great 
party represented by three-fourths of 
the whole House of Commons; and 
although no one will pretend to say 
that there is, in 'the Canadian Parlia­
ment, any want of interest in all that 
appertains to agriculture, although the 
great majority of members either are 
engaged in agriculture or represent agri­
cultural constituencies, the affair was 
looked upon as so broad a farce that 
only with extreme difficulty could a 
majority of toe Committee be got to­
gether in order to apply to tho House to 
reduce the quorum to five. Even then 
the poor thing was found to be in so 
ricketty a condition that it had to be 
strengthened by another appeal to the 
House to add more names to the list,and 
the Committee was accordingly increased 
to twenty-one members, the quorum 
being rai«ed to seven. Even with this 
enlargement, it was only by the almost 
frantic efforts of its Chairman a quorum 
was obtained for a few minutes at any 
time, to give validity to the proceedings.

It was soon found out that the great 
agricultural interest of Canada, even 
when fathered by Dr. Orton, could not 
stand alone upon its own merits, and ac­
cordingly the Doctor and his friends 
applied to the Committee on Manufac­
turing Interests to take them in and help 
them out of the very ridiculous dilemma 
of having got a Committee appointed to 
sit, and then finding nothing to sit upon 
Bat the Manufacturing Interests Com­
mittee was then drawing near to toe 
completion of its labours ; it had accu­
mulated a large amount of oral and 
documentary evidence, and really dona 
business. It, therefore, politely declined

to take Agriculture and the Agricultural 
Committee of doctors and lawyers under 
its protection, and poor Dr. Orton was 
left shivering in tho cold, with nothing 
to do and not knowing how to do it.

At last a wonderful thought struck him. 
Two years before an abortive effort of the 
same kind had been made by Mr. Francis 
Jones aforesaid," assisted by one Mr. John 
McLean as clerk or secretary. Nothing 
had come of the affair except expense to 
the country and a little employment to 
John McLean, who had, it seems.retain­
ed the records of its proceedings and the 
answers to certain questions sent about 
the country to agriculturists and others 
in order to obtain their views. It did 
not appear to occur to Dr. Orton in his 
rather awkward predicament that he had 
got his Committee appointed |to enquire 
into matters affecting the agricultural 
interests in 1874, and not how matters 
stood in 1872. Nor was he sensible of 
the breach of the rules of the House in­
volved in reporting upon other people’s 
enquiries instead of his own. However, 
John McLean’s questions were fished up 
and the contents thereof wore embodied 
in a report—a document, like Dr. Orton’s 
speeches, a good deal “mixed" in its 
character, very hard to read by reason of 
its bad English, and very much harder 
to understand from the incoherency of 
its reasoning. However, it was all the 
poor distraught Doctor could do, and he 
did it, and when the report came down, 
as it was a direct infringement upon an 
express order of the House, and reported, 
not what Dr. Orton’s Committee had dis­
cussed, for they had discussed nothing, 
but what John Mcte m had done two 
years before, Mr. Speaker ruled it could 
not bo received. This capped the abshv- 
dity of the whole business, and 
Dr. Orton’s exhibition of dismay 
at the cruel death of his- bant­
ling added to the merriment of the 
on-lookcrs. In fact it was so pitiable 
that his fellow members forebore to 
move, as they might have done, that his 
slaughtered offspring be expunged from 
the journal, and so it was allowed to re­
main, and does remain unto this day, 
meriting the description Mr. Joseph 
liymal once gave of a certain piece of 
legislation, when he said that its author 
might fall down and worship it without 
committing idolatry, for neither in heav­
en nor earth was anything to be found 
like unto it.

And so ended Dr. Orton’s ridiculous 
attempt to make good his hustings’ 
pledges that he would be the champion 
of the great agricultural interests of 
Canada.

Agricultural College Committee.
December 16th.

This Committee met again this morn­
ing at half-past ten.

Mr. Wm'. Johnston was examined and 
said he was rector at present of the Col 
lege, and was acting as Principal. He 
was a graduate of Toronto University 
and had previously been engaged in 
teaching for about six years. There 
were at present about 30 students, and 
there had been applications for admis­
sion for about twenty more. One stu­
dent had gone away since witness had 
been appointed à because his parents 
wanted him at home. He then gave in 
detail the daily routine of the students' 
work. They had at the institution a 
farm foreman, a live stock foreman, a 
gardener and a carpenter. In the house 
there was a matron and four servants. 
The students receive their iu£traction 
on the farm under foremen.

In reply to Mr. Cameron, the witness 
said that none of tho women servants 
were the same as when he went there, 
except the matron ; the gardener and the 
engineer had been changed also; the 
gardener had been discharged, because 
he had been proved a thief ; he stole a 
pig (laughter); the gardener and two of 
the hired men killed the pig by chasing 
it on a Sqnday, and then went through 
the process of butchering it, after which 
they appropriated it. The witness pat 
in a written confession of the gardener 
that, after killing the pig in the manner 
stated, he and tho other men took it into 
a root-house, cleaned it, and divided it 
among them, he (the gardener) going for 
his share, a hind quarter, at night. The 
investigation with regard to the theft 
took place the next day after it occurred. 
Witness reported tho theft to Mr. Mc- 
Kellar, and he came up and dismissed 
the gardener. He had not dismissed 
any female servants wh'ch he had him­
self employed. He bad dismissed two 
of the female servants which- he believed 
Mr. McCandlest appointed. One was the 
laundress and the other a little girl. 
The reason the laundress was dismissed 
was that she asked one of the students to 
go into her room at night.

Lieut.-Col. T. C. Scoble, was next ex­
amined, and said he was sent to take 
charge of the College on the 16th July. 
Mr. McCandlese expressed great gratifica­
tion atseeing him (Col. Scoble) there, and 
said he was heartily glad to get rid of 
the place ; the whole place seemed dis­
organized ; there was a spirit of insub­
ordination manifest among the students ; 
the household departments were disor-

t
anized, and Mr. McCandless seemed to 
e quarreling with everybody. Witneess 
assembled all the pupils and all the ser­
vants, and told them he had come to 
take charge of the institution by instruc­

tion of the Government, and that he did 
not want to hear anything of the past 
he did not want to have any tales brought 
him now. Mr. McCandless was in the 
habit of speaking to him (Col. Scoble) 
very disrespectfully of Mr. MeKellar, 
calling him “Archie,” and “the old 
man.” McCandless also told him, sub­
stantially, what had since been alleged 
with regard to Mr. MeKellar and Mrs. 
Mercer, and, further, that he had docu­
ments from Mr. MeKellar which would 
drive him out of the Ministry, and that 
unless the Government treated him as 
he thought they should, he was prepared 
to produce them. He also said that he 
had been approached by members of the 
Opposition, who had offered him ope of 
the finest constituencies in the country 
if he produced these documents.—(Ap­
plause. ) He preferred charges of general 
iucompetency against Mr. Stirton. When 
witness first went there Mr. McCandless 
warned him against Mrs. Petrie, and

Ontario Legislature.
Dec. 16.

A considerable amount of routine busi­
ness was gone through, including the 
consideration of the Redistribution Bill 
in Committee of the whole, after which 
Mr. Bethnne moved the second reading 
of his Bill to provide for compulsory 
voting. He did not intend to press the 
matter at this late stage of the session. 
His object was to have a discussion upon 
the principle of the Bill.

After a lengthy discussion on the sub 
ject, it was moved that the order for go­
ing into committee on the Bill be dis- 
charged, which was carried.

Diptherla.
This fell disease has for sbme time 

past been making sad havoc in different 
parts of the country. Guelph has not 
been exempt from its ravages although 
we arc happy to say it has not by any 
means been so prevalent here as in some 
other towns and cities of the Dominion. 
We gave a short time ago a recipe which 
is said to have been very effective in the 
treatment of this disease, viz 
The use of euphurio acid, of which four 
drops are diluted in three-fourths of a 
tumbler of water to be administered to a 
grown person and a smaller dose to chil­
dren. at intervals not specified. The 
result is said to be a coagulation of the 
dipthcric^membrane and its ready remov­
al by coughing. For the benefit of the 
public generally we now give a synopsis 
of a report, recently presented by the 
Sanitary Committee of New York, touch­
ing upon this matter 

“ Dipthcria is a contagions disease 
caused by tho inoculation of the air-pas­
sages with the dipthertio poison. It may 
be diffused by the exhalation of the 
sick and the air surrounding the. n, or 
directly by the exudation, as in tî e act 
of kissing, coughing, spitting, sneezing, 
Or by tho infected articles use, as towels, 
handkerchiefs, etc; It attacks By pre­
ference children from one to ten years of 
age, and may be recognized by the fol­
lowing symptoms :—The_ patient com­
plains of dry throat, pricking pain in 
swallowing, and general uneasiness ; the 
throat becomes red, patches of white ex­
udation appear, accompanied by swelling 
of the glands of too neck ; a false mem­
brane forms in the "throat, and unless 
the disease subsides the patient dies.

The sick should be rigidly isolated in 
well-aired (the air being entirely changed 
at least hourly),unlighted rooms,the out­
flow of air being as far as possible through 
the external windows hy depressing the 
upper and elevating the lower sash, or 
chimney heated by the fire in an open 
fire-place ; all discharges from the 
month and nose should be received into 
vessels containing disinfectants, as solu­
tions of carbolic acid or sulphate of zinc, 
or open cloths which are immediately 
burned, thoroughly boiled, or placed 
under a disinfecting fluid.

When diptheria is in the house or in 
the family the well children should be 
scrupulously kept apart from the sick, 
in dry well aired rooms and every possible 
source of infection through the air 
by personal contact with the sick 
and by articles used by them or in their 
rooms, should be rigidly guarded against. 
Every attack of sore throat, croup, and 
catarrh should be at once attended to. 
The feeble should have invigorating 
food and treatment.

Railway Grants.
Several Orders in Council have 

been passed, and will be brought up 
m the house to-day, making grants 
to Railways or extending the time 
within which the different Companies 
can claim them. The first extends 
to the let of December, 1875, the 
time within which the Hamilton and 
Northwestern Railway Company may 
furnish the proofs of contract for the 
construction of the line necessary to 
entitle them to the Government 
grant. The second extends to the 
first of January next, the time with­
in which the Wellington, Grey and 
Bruce Railway Company may fulfil 
the conditions (in connection with 
the Southern Extension) necessary 
to secure for it the Government 
grant already promised. In the cases 
of the London, Huron and Bruce and 
Credit Valley Railways the time with­
in which these roads must be comple- 
tedis extended to January 1, 1876.

Thb Elections.—It is said that the 
legislative Assembly will be proro. 
gued next week, and that the writs 
for a general election will be issued 
immediately after the new year, re­
turnable about the 20 th of January.

That Ticket.—The Herald waxes 
vroth over our little joke about the 
beef and beer ticket, and threatens 
to rake up the ancestral bones of all 
the candidates, including his own, 
out of sheer revenge.

BY TELEGRAPH TO THE MERCURY 
Destructive Fire In Boston. 

Isaac Burt Com lug to America. 
Close of Navigation.

Poüohkeehbie, N. Y., Deo. 15.—Re­
ports from the upper Hudson, state that 
tho tow boat Wells and ten barges of 
the Athens and New York line, all heavi­
ly laden with Western freight are fast in 
ice near Catskill. The river is effectually 
closed from Albany to Barrytown.

London, Dec. 16.—The Czar has sent 
the Order of St. Andrew to Pres. MaoMa- 
hon, with a very friendly letter. The 
oiroumstance is much commented on.

The British bark Lyttleton, Capt, 
Yormer, has been wrecked in Algoa bay, 
on the South-east coast of Arica.

Berlin, Dec. 16.—Herr Majurke, mem­
ber of Reichstag and editor of the Ger­
mania, who was arrested for press offence 
has been released.

Boston, Dec. 16.—The fire alarms last 
night and this morning were sufficiently 
frequent, and the light of flames suffi­
ciently bright, to awaken the fears of a 
general conflagration. The first alarm 
was sounded at eleven o’clock. The fire 
was in the building 76 and 81 Plympton- 
street, occupied by Curry & Galvin, and 
a large number of firms engaged in wood 
manufacturing. The building was en­
tirely destroyed. The loss is large, but 
in the aggregate was comparatively small 
to individuals. The second alarm was 
sounded from the same locality; later 
this morning. Alarm followed alarm in 
rapid succession, and before five o’clock 
the entire department was called out. 
The flames, fanned by a strong wind, 
soon made fearful havoc among the mass 
of wooden buildings lying between Plym- 
ton and Wareham streets, completely 
gutting everything in the track. They 
crossed Wareham street after destroying 
the large planing mill of Morton & Ches- 
ley arid tho establishment of McNutt, an 
extensive wood manufacturer. Emer­
son’s piano factory adjoining escaped, 
being built of brick, the buildings on all 
sides of it being chiefly of wood, and now 
it stands an island iu the m*dst of a sea 
of ashes aud ruins. The wind blew brands 
across to Albany-st, where they took firm 
hold in large lumber -yards, and nil that 
true! lying between Albany and Water- 
^trrots is ore mass of rai irg (Limns. The 
lncmeu have g.vcn up all nope of s-opp- 
iug it now, exc< pt ot preventing it from 
getting a foothold in that suction lying 
between Warebam and Ma)don streets, 
but tb«y still keep playing on tho burn­
ing piles of lumber on Albany-street.

The fldino?' in tho burnt district are 
now thought to be under control. It is 
estimated that nearly 500 men ore 
thrown out of employment. The total 
loss by the Plympton street fire foots up 
half a million dollars.

London, Dec. 15.—Dr. Isaac Butt, the 
Home Rule member cf Parliament for 
Limerick, is about tojleave for the United 
States, on a lecturing tour.
