‘Patterson talked in a low, clear voice,
punetuating her-evidence here and there
with expression of much spirit. For in-
stance, in the-eourse of one of her an-
swers 8he exclaimed in a voice ringing
with sincerity: “l1 have always tried to
be truthfnl and honorable.”

Miss Pattersen was led over the same
ground today as yesterday, but in a
manner manifestly different, for today
i she was under the rapid-fire questions of
ithe man who has handled the case
against her and legal pitfalls were to be
expected.

In #he second place, and,
mainly, they have perfected their ma-
chivery and adopted all the best and
most modern methods. They know
absolubely the ins and out of the trade
in .every part of the world, because
woollen goods are in universal demand.
They know all about every phase o
the industry. As the wants in regard
% the trade are the same at home as
abroad, they know the requirements of
every dlass of customer. If the same
thing were applied to all kinds of
' manufactures Great Britain would. still
be easily ahead of the United States
or any other nation. Take many kinds
of machinery and implements, whioh
we use in Canada, she has lost the
market, mot because of natural condi-
tions, as would be suggested by Gold-
win Smith or  Free Trade economists,
and not because she¥could mot mamy.
facture as cheaply as other countries,
but because the British goods do not
meet the special requirements of the
consumer; and- her manufacturers have
been pigheaded enough not to adapt
themselves to our needs and study Am-
erican types. No matter what prefer-
ence ‘we give the British manufactur-
€rs in our warket, that condition of

does not wish to open up issues that will
embarrass its friends at Ottawa. We
have had a singular instance of this in
the history of Manitoba. When John
Norquay went to Ottawa to interview
the Dominion authorities about the
grievances of Manitoba he was refused
redress by Sir Joun Macdonald, largely
no doubt on’ account of Norquay’s dis-
like to force the issue. The ‘Otta-
‘wa government presumed too much ou
the loyalfy of the local government, and
the consequence was defeat. Mr. Green-
way went to Ottawa and secured for
the province what Sir John denied to
his friends. Mr. Fielding, in Nova Sco-
tia, when agitating for Better Terms se-
cured concessions for that Province,
which it is quite possible would not have
been granted had a Conservative Gov-
ernment been in power., A premier in
sympathy with Sir John’s government
would not have gone to the extreme
that Mr. rielding did, because of a
natural desire not to embarrass it.

The principle of preserving the inde-
pendence of provincial administrations
from political influences at Ottawa is an
important one to observe. If a provinee
has rights it may be depended upon
that a government not in sympathy with
Ottawa will go farther and fight harder
than one which is in sympathy and the
possibility of compromise based on po-
litical alliance is thus avoided. Sooner
or later a province which has a just
cese will win out, whether the govern-
ment at Ottawa be opposed to its gov-
ernment or not. In opposition 'the local
administration will not stop short of ob-
taining all that to which the province is
justly entitled.

More particularly is the principle an
important one to observe at the present
time, when issues of great moment are
‘at stake 'as between the two Govern-
ments. We refer to the considerations
thus involved to emphasize the fact that

ernment at Ottawa by the people of
British Columbia in the recent elections
‘should not influence their decision in re-
gard to local matters. On the other
hand, it should cause them to be on
their guard, and to weigh well the mer-
its of the issues which belong peculiar-
Iy to .ae provincial arena. We are pre-
pared to discuss these apart from the
numerical Strength of forces at Ottawa.
That at best is an appeal to the lowest
political motives wuich can actuate elec-
ters. It illustrates the argument of
sheer brute force of political majorities.
As an argument it is rather a warning
to the people of British Columbia to pre-
serve its political independence as a
province. The attempt to capture the
local Legislature for the Liberals i
purely and simply an effort to strength-
en the forces at Ottawa, already too
istrong for the people’s welfare. It
should be resented- and prevented in
every way possible. We bave already
had several very striking instances loecal-
Iy of the arrogance of the leaders of a
party under the stimulus of victory.
With a Legislature and Government
over James Bay under the same auto-
cratic influence the latter would devel-
op an attitude of the wuncrowned
king variety. Bossism in British Co-
lumbia has gone quite far enough al-
ready to suit the majority of people.
Even Liberals are getting tired of it.

THE SONGHEES INDIAN
: RESERVE.

The more the Songhees Indian Re-
serve question is considered ‘the more
complicated does it become, and the
more do we despair of a speedy settle-
ment.

The land is held by the
ndians in perpetuity for their exelusive
use and occupation, or so long as the
Indians in a tribal capacity continue to
exist. In those rights they are protect-
ed by the Dominion authorities, through
the agency of the Indian Department.
As soon as a Aribe dies out the lands
reserved for the use of that tribe reverts
to the Province.

There is this in connection with the
Songhees Indians, that their reserve is
not on all fours with the other Indian
reservations of British Columbia, and
there are conditions incident to take
into consideration which render it doubt-
ful to what extent either the Dominion
or the Province can deal with the mat-
ter. . After Confederation, in pursuance
of the terms of Union between the Prov-
ince and the Dominion, thére was an
agreement arrived at through conven-
tion in connection with the lands to be
set apart. At first there was a joint

mmissioner of Indian affairs for the
Province. But there were reservations,
or rather compacts with the Indiaus, in
resnect to areas they were to occupy,
made prior to Confederation, to whica
special conditions were attached, and
never altered or revoked at the time of
or subsequent to’Confederation.

These rights—to
village sites and enclosed fields—were
altogether apart from anything else, and
j are inviolable. Moreover, it is question-
able whether the chiefs or members of
| the tribes of the present day could sign
away even for payment rights in which
their children and those who follow
after thera are interested with them-
! selves. It is, indeed, questionable to
what extent the Province or the Domin-
ion can go. The considerations involved
{are not pleasant, but they have to be
. faced in the settlement of the question,
which is by no means as easy as many
imagine. It is true, everything can be
altered by legislation, but the terms of
a solemn treaty between a proviuce and
a tribe of Indians is no more to be vio-
iated than a treaty between nations.

In fact, so far'as the Dominion Gov-
ernment is concerned we do not see that
it has, so far as the land is concerned,
and jurisdiction whatsoever,

PORT SIMPSON INDIAN

Talking of Indian reserves, it is an-
nounced that the Grand Trunk Pacific
intends making arrangements with the
Dominion  Government for securing the
Indian reserve at Port Simpson for
terminal facilities. It is to be assum-
ed that the railway company will pay
the Indians a certain sum to move to
another location and the expenses of
rehabilitation. If it be true, the com-
pany is counting without its host, be-
cause the Province of British Columi-
bia has a good deal to say about it as
well as the Dominion. As we pointad
out yesterday, as soon as an Indian
reserve ceases to be occupied by tne
Indians, it immediately reverts to the
Province. The fee simple is eutirely
vested in the Province and, conse-
quently, any arrangement of the kiud
would have to be confirmed by the
Provincial authorities. The injow
Government, by virtue of its guardian-
ship of the Indians, must give its con-
sent to the arrangement and supervise
the carrying out of the details, sc Thr
as the Indians are concerned, but the
land must be acquired from the Prov-
ince itself through the Government.

Home From Eng.

Hon. Mr. Tatlow Back In Vie-
torla After a Three Month’s
Visit,

Interest in British Columbla as
a Field for Investment Con-
tinues 8trong,

Hon. R. G. Tatlow, minister of finance,
returned last eyening from his visit to
the United Kingdom, after an absence of
three months. Durirg his visit to the
motherland, Hon. Mr. Tatlow informed s
renresentative of the Colonist last even-
ing, he visited a number of places in Eng-
land and Ireland, and spent a considerable
time in London. The tri was of a priv-
ate character, but he had many oppor-
tunities of doing some good work in the
way of giving information as to the pos-
sibilities and prospects of the province.

Hon. Mr. Tatlow visited Hon. Mr. Tur-
ner and found him in very good health.
Mrs. Turner was just recovering from the
effects of a somewhat severe operation,
but was making excellent progress, as her
many friends in British Columbia will be
delighted to learn. Mr. Turner 1s doing
very good work on behalf of the province.
He seems to have gained the confidence of
the people around him, not only as immi-
gration and general agent for British Col-
umbia, but also as regards consultations by
persons who are looking toward this prov-
ince as a fleld for investment on a large
scale. He is frequently consulted on
such matters by persons representing very
important interests. From his long ex-
perience of the province he is peculiarly
well informed on all that coneerns this
part of the Dominion, comsequently his
advice is sought after and highly valued
gy all who are contemplating Investment
ere.

Is Commenced

Judge Harrison Hearing Evid-
ence In the Chinese Con-
spiracy Case

Eight Chinamen Being Fried on
the €Charge—An Array of
Counsel

The speedy trial of the eight €hinamen
arged with baving conspired to secure
the conviction of Wong On and Wong Gow
for the murder of Man Quon, manager of
the Chinese theatre, on January 31 last,
by proeuring false evidence, commenced
before Judge Harrison, of . the County
Court, yesterday. Of the eight prisoners,
four were committed for trial yesterday
morning and these followed the example
of the other four and promptly elected for
T

. H. Da Helmcken, K. C., appeas-
ed for the crown and Mr. Geo. l;?;ell
with Mr. Moresby for the defense. Mr.
W. J. Taylor, K. C., with Mr, Twigg,
counsel for Wong ©Om' and Wong Gow,
watched' the case’in the interest of their
elients,

The Chinamen being tried are Loo Gee
Wing, Lee Sam, Dai Bo, Haw Fat Chung,
Wong Fook, Sal Quon, Charlie Lee Fook,
and Wong Yuen.

The court was crowded with Chinese in-
terested in the case,

In opening the ease for the erown, Mr.
Helmcken briefly outlined the histery of
the case. He sald that on the 4th of May
Iast, at the Victoria Spring Assizes, Wong
On and Wong Gow were tried for the mur-
der of Man Quon, found guilty and sen-
tenced to death. The case was taken to
the Court of Appeals, which ordered a re-
trial on a technical npoint, namely, an
omission from the direction to the Jury by
the trial judge. In the present case the
prisoners were charged with having eon-
spired together to suborn witnesses to
swear that Wong On and Wong Gow had
been present whem Man Quan was killed,
and that they had taken a prominent part
in the attack which had ended fatally;
whereas new witnesses wounld now testify
that neither Wong On nor Wong Gow had
been present on the occasion. It also
would be shown that the Teading men in
the fight were Wong Hong and Lum Yuen.
Evidence would be produced to show that
Loo ‘Gee Wing had actually bought off
three men, Gin Duck, Lum Sam and Lum
Sing, from testifying to the truth. Wong
On and Wong Gow had both stated on be-
ing arrested on the charge of murder that
they had not been present at the row at
the theatre, so that their story fitted in
with the allegation against the prisomers.

The first witness called was Lum Lock,
who testified that, on Sunday, May 1, a
few days before the trial of Wong On and.
Wong Gow had commenced, Loe Gee Wing
sent for him and asked him to find Lum
Sing apd Lum Sam. Witness did so, and
Loo Gee Wing offered these men $100
each to swear that Wong On and Wong
Gow had been present at the fight in the
theatre. Loo Gee Wing on Tuesday gave
each of the men $30 and witness $50 down.
Loo Gee Wing on the latter occasion told
the men to attend the trial and hear the
evidence given by another witness and re-
peat this story when their turn came to
be examined.

The witnessed was cross-examined by
Mr. Powell at considerable length, and the
hearing was adjourned until this morning.

I
will not survive the destruction of my
country. Farewell forever.—Frederick

after the battle of Kunersdorf.

The old must give place to the young,
that each generation may find room
clear for it; and life, if we examine
strictly what its course is, consists in
seeing one’s fellow creatures die and be
born.—Frederick the Great to the
Dowager Duchess of Brunswick, in the
last letter he ever wrote.

It has been the lot of few hereditary
monarchs permanently to alter the
trend of world history. This Frederick
the Great, King of Prussia, did. He
doubled the apea of his diminutive king-
dom, and raised it from the rank of a
fourth-rate to that of a first-rate power.
He began at Rossbach the work which
Bismarck, finished at Versailles with the
proclamation of King William as Em-
peror of ‘Germany.- The fame of Fred-
erick after the victory of Rossbach be-
gan, as Macaulay said, “to supply ‘»
some degrte the place of a common gov-
ernment and of a common capital. Then
first it was manifest that the Germans
were truly a nation. Then was discern-
able that patriotic spirit which in 1813
achieved the great deliverance of cen-
tral Burope,” and in 1870 and 1871
crushed the French at Sedan and gnited
all Germany under one crown.

Frederick’s father, the knotty,eccen-
trie old Frederick William I., who loved
nothing but money and tall soldiers, con-
trived for him a scheme of education
Spartan in its rigor, which was intended
to make him a hardy and thorough sol-
dier. The young Prince rebelled against
this severe regimen, studied Latin, read
French literature, became a  skillful
player on the flute, and acquired the
most execrable vices. The furious old
King kicked the Prince’s Latin and
French books from his hands and broke
his flute over his back. Frederick at-
' tempted to escape to the English court.
He was an officer in the army. He was
j tried as a deserter and seutenced to be
shot, and doubtless would have been
but for the interposition of the Emperor
of Germany. Resistance to his father’s
i wishes being useless, Frederick devoted
| himself energetically to the study of
civil and military affairs. He continued,
! howeger, to correspond with the leading
‘Frefnc poets and philosophers in their
[languuge—he could speak scarce his
own—and wrote prose and verse with
the assiduity of a Grub street hack.

. In 1740 Frederick William I. died,
leaving his son a full treasury and 60,
1000 of the most perfectly drilled and
disciplined soldiers in FEurope. The
world thought an effeminate poetaster
had come to the Prussian throne. It
was quickly disillusiomzed. Taking ad-
vantage of the accession of the youth.
ful Maria Theresa to the throne of Aus-
tria, Frederick reyived au amtiquated
claim of his family to Silesia, &nd in
1741 hurled 30,000 soldiers into that
province. “Ambition, interest, the de-
sire of making people talk about me,
carried the day,” he wrote, with brutal
frapkness, in his memoirs. In his first
fight, which took place at Mollwitz,
Frederick became scared or excited and
ran away. His field marshal, Schwerin,
stood his ground and defeated the Aus-
trians. The Awustrians were again
beaten a year later. at Chotusitz. The
first Silesian war ended in Jume, 1742,
by the treaty of Breslau, left Frederick
in possession of Upper and Lower Sil-
esia,

Frederick snent the ensuing two years

struggle. He began the second Silesian
war by overrunning Bohemia. He had
to retreat from Prague, but he won the
battles of Hohenfriedberg. Sorr, apd
Hennersaorf, and Leopold of Dessau
gained for him that of Kesselsdorf. The
peace of Dresden again left him in pos-
session of Silesia.

Eleven years of peace ensued. Fred-
erick spent them in strengthening his

and consolidating his kingdom. His
labors - were prodigious, his economy
rigorous. - Louis XIV. was his own
prime minister; Frederick was his own
sole minister, Meantime he continued
to take an interest in literature and
philosophy. ‘He had long admired and
corresponded with Voltaire, whom he
now imvited to Prussia, intending to
make him the chief ornament of his
court. Frederick and Voltaire at first
caressed each other like a new bride and
groom. The honeymoon soon ended. Vol-
taire published the “Diatribe of Dr.
Akakia,” a ludicrous satire on Mauper-
tius, president of Fredericks Academy
of Berlin. There was outburst of king-
ly rage. Voltaire started to leave Prus-
sia, taking with him a book of Fred-
erick’s  verses. He was stopped at
Frankfort by soldiers, who seized the
royal verses and subjected the enraged
Voltaire to every manner of indignity.
Maria Theresa had mever given up
hope of recovering Silesia. Frederick’s
ambition and his sarcastic tongue had
won him the hatred of every sovereign
on the continent. Austria, France, Rus-
sia, Saxony, Sweden and the Germanic
body combined to drive him from his
throne and dismember his. kingdom.
Discovering their designs, Frederick, in
August, 1756, took the aggressive, con-
quering Saxony, and whipped the Aus-
trians at Lowositz. Thus began the
seven years’ war. One hundred millions

I .. Fortunate it was for the latter
! that they had the greatest general of
) the age and that England soon eamé to
| their aid. In 1757 Frederick beat the
Austrians at Prague and was whipped

The ornithologists of the Department of
Agriculture have been making an investi-
gation of tbe economic value of the bob
white, or common quail, as a result of
Which it is now announced that that bird is
“‘probably the most useful, abundant spe-
cies on the farms.” Field observations, ex-
periments, and examinations show that it

and ‘destroys many of the worst *insect
pests with which farmers contend, and yet
it does ‘not injure grain, fruit, or any other
crop. It Is figured that from September
1 to April 30, annually, in Virginia alone,
the total consumption of weed seed by
bob whites amounts to 573 tons. Some of
the pests which it habitually destroys, the
report says, are the Mexican cotton boll
weevil, which damages the cotton crop up-
wards of $15,000 a year; the potato beetle,
which cuts off $10,000,000 from the value
of the potato crop; the cotton worms,
which have been known to cause $30,000,000
loss a year; the chinch bugs and the Rocky
Mountain locust, scourges which leave des
olation in their path, and have caused loss-
es t0 ‘the extent of $100,000,000 in some
years. The report urges measures to se-
cure the preservation of the bob whites in
this country.—Selected.
