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GEORGE ELIOT'S EARLY HISTORY.

At Boarding School—Her Wendrful Fac-
sulty for Acquiring Knewledge.

A writer in the London Queen, referring
to the early life of George Eliot, says : ‘“She
and I were schoolfellows at’ Mrs. Walling--
ton’s boarding scheol, Nuneaton, at that
time a very  well known establishment.
There were about forty pupils and Marianne
Evans joined us at the ageof 13." Although
two or three years the younger, I can recall
many little incidents with regard to her.
She was of moderate height, neither stout
nor thin, with fair hair and complexion. -
She was decidedly not a pretiv - lutsl-
certainly. could boast of a beautiful set of
white, even teeth. am very fond
after ' her arrival I
was astracted toward the drawing-room,
'where she was practicing, by the air
lof Bishop’s “ Bid me ‘discourse,” which I
ithen heard for the first time, and which,
ichild as I was, I knew was being played
with the greatest taste and feeling. But
what called forth my childish admiratien
and wonder the most was the amazing ra-
pidity with which she martered all her les-
sons, the contents of pages being made her
own by simply reading them once or twice
over. She was ever at the head of her class,
and certainly loved learning for learning’s
sake ; so devoted, indeed, was she to it
that, to the astonishment and perhaps dis-
gust of her schoolfellows, she always. cried
when the holidays came. She learned, be-
sides English and musie, danc and
Fremch and was considered a good French
scholar. She was of quiet, studious habits,
and, though generally preferring book®to
play, was nevertheless a favorite among us.

The Annual Ball at Cypress Hills—An Odd but
m Gathering — Brave Oonstablés and

Forr WaLsH, Jap! 19.—Troops ‘A, E,
and F, stationed here, gave their annual
ball last. night. The room in which the
ball took.place is about 30 x 60 feet, built
of logs, and covered with a shingled roof —
‘the only barrack roem possessing that kind
of a roof.. ‘The decorative committee got to
work a week previous to the evening of the
dance, .and labored faithfully and well, The
walls were covered with dark grey blankets,
while similar ‘‘comforts’ formed partitions

for smoking, dressing, and supper rooms.

green boughs, mottoes, lances, swords, pis-
tols, programmes, efc., were placed
artistically ' on the blanketed walls.. On
either side of the doorway leading to the
supper . room a mounted brass cannen
formed--a ‘passage way, ‘while immediately
in rear of the two  life-
sized painted constables acted as guards ;
above the door a’ stuffed buffalo head and
the Canadian coat-of-arms were placed ;
two chandeliers mcpend’ from the ceiling,
and innumerable lamps/in brackets along
the walls {lfum
festive of the room. e music
- was good, and the orehestra was composed
of a clarionet, cornet, violin, guitar and
bass instrument, The pregramme consisted
of forty dances, and were mostly all per-
“formed in the American style. The num-
ber in attendance was nearly three hundred,
and settlers for ten miles flocked to enjoy
themselves. It was indeed a strange mot-
ley crowd that graced 'the ball-room,
and half-breeds, squaws and whites inter-
mingled as socially as if distinction were an
unknown thing in this world. To an un-
initiated onlooker the scene was conducive
to the :greatest hilarity, and there were
some present who gave ' vent e their feel-
ings at the risk of paining their sides. In
one place a tall corporal weuld be dancing
with a half-breed maideniof twelve suminers,
and small of staturve, while their vis-a-vis
would be a long-haired, dusky gallant and
a by no means fair Indian maiden. Again
an officer in fulll dress—and the
dress is very rich — would be
wildly swinging a half-breed youn,
woman, and a citizen in ful
dress would be following suit in,. if
possible, a more vigorcus manner. The
costumes of those assembled rouged from a
limp cottongownto a silk dress, and a
suit of store clothes to a elaw hammer and
white kids. Nine white ladies were pres-
ent, some of them dressed 'richly, while
others more plainly and tastefully attired.
The supper was a_great évent in the even-
ing’s pleasure, and althongh a great number
came uninvited, yet there was enough for
one and -all. Ham, beef, pies, cakes,
bread, tea and coffee, were eaten in a man-
ner only attained. by those living in an
uncivilized country, and knewing such food
rarely but in their dreams,
