The deputation were introduced by Mes­
srs. Creighton and Hay. A large number 
of members of the house were also present.
The government was represented by Mr. 
Mowat and Mr. Pardee.

The speakers on behalf ot the deputa­
tion were Messrs. Sing, warden of Grey ; 
Earnhardt, mayor of Owen Sound ; Doyte, 
Hovey, Allan, Barker, Barrow, Weir and 
Pram. The points they urged were as fol­
lows :

That the municipalities along the line 
had bonused the road to the extent of a 
million dollars ;

That the government on behalf of the 
people had subsidized the rqad to the ex­
tent of $375,000.

That these large amounts were given on 
the express condition that the road would 
be a competing line ;

That if the North'-o were allowed to 
hold the T. G. A B. til would be no com­
petition, that in fact ce they did get 
hold of it rate* had L . 1 advanced 25 per 
cent. ;

That those who nov ■ ntrolled the road 
had less at stake than ...u people, as they 
had bought the bonds at a low figure ;

That Owen Sound with the G.T.R. run­
ning into it would become a great lake 
port ; ‘ c'**^

That municipal assistance would never 
have been given had it been khown that 
the Northern would eventually acquire the 
road, and thus have three avenues to worry 
them where before they had only.one;

That respect should be paid to the legis­
lation of a year ago declaring that the 
T. G. & B. could amalgamate with the 
G. T. R., but .that it could not amalgamate 
with any other road without the consent 
of the govemor-in-couucil ;

That they now were enough under the 
thumb of the Northern without bowing 
down further ;

That the wishes of a quarter million 
people directly interested should be re­
spected before the interests of a number of 
speculators who had bought bonds in the 
road after the agreement with the G. T. R. 
had been entered into ;

And that lastly, that agreement entered 
into between the then T. G. St B. directors 
and the Grand Trunk should be carried out.

Mr. Mowat said he could always gain a 
better knowledge of a case by hearing the 
people themselves than through docu­
ments ; that the government-had no inten­
tion of rejecting the legislation of last 
session, permitting amalgamation with the 
G. T. R. (applause) ; but that they could 
compel amalgamation with the G. T. R. 
was another thing.

Mr. Pardee enlarged on this latter point.
He said that the principles of equity and 
justice underlying the matter would not 
allot e|them—unless a very strong case 
could be made out—to force a marriage be­
tween!' the two roads. What the govern­
ment wjished to see was the wishes of the 
people carried oat, and if the courts decid­
ed in ifavor of the G. T. R. contention all 
would be satisfied.

DOMINION ARTILLERY.

Annual Meeting—No Restrictions In Selecting 
the Team—Lome’s Generosity.

(From The World’s Special Correspondent.)
OttaWa, Fqb. 16.—The annual meeting 

of the Dominion artillery association was 
held to-day in the lower parliament build­
ings, Major-General Lnard in the chair. 
About thirty members were present and a 
lively interest was taken in the proceed­
ings. Among those present from western 
Ontario were Captain Gibson of Toronto, 
and Lieutenant-colonel MacDonald and 
Captain McCrae of Guelph. One of the 
principal subjects before the meeting was 
the report of the artillery team at Shoe- 
buryriess, the cup won at which place 
was displayed on the table. It
was moved by Lieutenant-'colonel
Oswald and carried that it is not
desirable to restrict 
of a team for Shoeburyness in any way, 
inasmuch as it mfght endanger the chances 
of the successful carrying out of, the pro­
ject. A letter was read from the Marquis 
of Lome, stating that he would be happy 
to continue the prizes he had given hereto­
fore, leaving their disposal to the council. 
Other motions carried were that competition 
between A and B batteries be the same as 
last year ; that each competitor at Shoe­
buryness be allowed seventy-five cents per 
day from the day of "going at Quebec until 
the day of landing ; that the government 
be petitioned for renewed assistance towards 
the association ; that the annual meeting 
take place on the second Thursday after 
the meeting of parliament. A unanimous 
and hearty vote of thanks was passed in 
favor of Lieutenant-colonel Oswold for his 
energy in establishing a team for Shoe­
buryness and to Major-General Luard. The 
meeting adjourned till the call of the presi­
dent.

and habits either of respect or obedience. 
But there is one exception, there never 
existe! a criminal code which included a 
penalty for that immoral desire called 
covetousness. Possibly never was there 
found a majority large enough either to en­
act or enforce such a law—nor is there yet, 
even were it desirable. Imagine it enacted 
to-day ! What a sudden check would be 
put upon most of our legitimate (?) business 
enterprises !

What is the reason then that such laws 
have lapsed ? Is it not simply because light 
from on high Js teaching men gradually 
more fully the perfect law of liberty ? and 
it is perceived that the function of legal 
enactments is neither to make men virtuous 
nor yet to execute the vengeance of society 
upon the evil door ; but merely to maintain 
such individual freedom as will make it 
possible for men and women to live aright, 
according to the moral law, none daring to 
prevent or make them afraid. Thus civil 
and criminal law is relegated to its true 
place, to guard the free will of each man 
from physical compulsion to evil at the 
will of others—to place each man securely 
in possession of lordship over his own will, 
affections, thoughts, and deeds, in all things 
regarding himself, so long as he does not 
interfere with a like liberty in others. This 
is to “do unto others as we would that 
they should do unto u=.” To kill, to steal, 
to bear false witness, are direct interference 
with the liberty of others without the con- 
sent of their will. To commit adultery is to 
infringe the free will of at least one party 
to a legal contract. Therefore these are 
rightly included in our criminal code. 
There are other forms of adultery, vizi, 
impurity between unmarried partners, or 
that “professional prostitution ” which is 
the matter in question. This is as much a 

* breach of one part of the moral law which 
says “ thou shall not commit adulter)-,’’ as 

' is the worship of more gods than the one 
(whether it be three or a dozen gods that 
are worshipped) a transgression of the first 
commandment. It is as wholly immoral as 
covetousness itself. But if consent be 
asked and obtained, and an equivalent mu­
tually acceptable Le given and accented, no 
principle of mutual freedom is infringed, 
anv more than it I covet my neighbors 
house and he covets my gold, and the 
covetousness of each prompts to an 
exchange. SOch transfer, though based 
on immoral covetousness, civil law will 
ratify. While it doe» so, it dare not, in 
common honesty, do aught but wink at the 
other. In the one case it is true the con­
sequences maÿ be, and often are, heredit­
arily fearfully disastrous, but cannot be­
come so except with the free consent, 
asked and obtained, of -sortie other individual 
of opposite sex, whose liberty of choice also 
law carefully guards by its enactments against rape"and seduction. The cure for 
such evils "as willing prostitution can only 
be found in fortifying by moral means, 
which are alwa)S religious, the will witniu
