In regard to the other two items which go 
to make up the balance of Mr. Conant’s state­
ment. they are so delightfully vague that I 
may oe pardoned for refusing to deal with 
them in the absence of more definite informa­
tion. The probability is however, that they 
are fully as wide of the mark aa those about 
which he makes such positive assertions, and 
which as I have pointed out he has only mag­
nified about 500 per cent. In my opinion, to 
put the matter very mildly, Mr. Oonant Is 
evidently a very unreliable^ guide for the 
farmers of Canada, and I am '-afraid that if 
they follow hi# advice the fate which the good 
old book says will overtake blind people led 
by blind guides will surely be theirs, for they 
will both fall into the pit.

So far, Mr, Editor, I have only desired to 
point out tbe glaring inaccuracy of Mr. Con­
ant’s statements, and have not touched the real 
question at issue, viz., whether commercial 
union with the United 
great and unmixed blessing 
farmer that its promoters are 
them believe.

I have not touched upon the fact that while 
our export of farm products is an important 
one, and it ia desirable that we should dis­
pose ol it in the bedt market, that after all it 
is but* small proportion of the total product 
of the farm, scarcely 10 per cent, of the whole. 
From my standpoint, it seems to be folly for us 
to spoil the home market,which consumes fully 
nine-tenths, for the sake of ootaining access 
to a market that may or may not raise in a 
small degree the value of the other tenth. As 
I see it, the Canadian market is our most im­
portant one and is of vastly more importance 
to us than either the markets of Engtoid or 
the United States. In a future letter, Mr. 
Editor, if you will permit me to occupy so 
much of your space, I will endeavor to point 
out to the farmers of Canada that it is only by 
festering the mercantile, manufacturing 
and shipping interests of this coun­
try, that the position of the farming 
community can expect to be improved. Com­
mercial onion with tbe United States meant 
for the Canadian farmer unrcitrieted competi­
tion from ten timet the nwiiber of competitors he 
-already has, and in my opinion while he 
might gain a few dollars more for the horses 
ana the barley he bas to dispose of, he would 
lose five times tbe amount thus gained by the 
depreciation on the real of the produce be has 
to dispose of.

The interests of the manufacturer and the 
farmer are so closely interwoven that we can­
not hurt the former without affecting our­
selves very seriously, and I am satisfied that 
the more we - examine into thir "subject, and 
tbe more it is ventilated* the mûre convinced 
will we sdl become that the true policy of 
Canada is the one we have been pursuing for 
the past eight years, viz., that of building tip 
the manufacturing industries of this country 

as to make a market at our own 
doors, if possible, for all of our farm 
produce. If Canada adopts commer­
cial union ebe will, in my opinion, speedily 
reduce herself to the level of the Western 
States and become simply “a hewer of wood and 
drawer of water” to the manufacturers of the 
Eastern States, a position that no true Cana­
dian would, I think, ever desire to occupy. 
With an apology for occupying so much of

in these figures, for I know Ontario well, and I 
know whereof I am writing, and I defy any 
ensio controvert them.

Now, with your jftrmionon, I will examine 
this assertion for a few momenta, and althougf 
I have probably aft touch practical knoWledg 
of the Ontario farmer as Mr. Oonant, I pfft- 
|er to take tbe official returns of the Ontario 
Bureau of Industries for any information on 
which to base my statements, for I propose to 
show that either Mr. Oonant ia making 
very wild statements or else our farmers don’t 
know their own business.

According to the Ontario agricultural re­
turns of 1885, there are, in round numbers, in 
Ontario 11,000,000 acres ef land under culti­
vation, very few 100-acre farms have more 
than from eikhty to ninety acres of eleared 
and cultivated land (as every farmer usually 
reserves from ten to twenty Acres of bush for 
firewood, etc.,) but allowing that every farm 
was composed entirely of cultivated land, this 
would give 110,000 farms of 100 acres each in 
this province. , »

According to Mr. Conant if each farmer 
«elle one borne per year for export to the 
United States niakets it would naturally fol­
low that the export of horses from this prov­
ince would be equal to the number of 100- 
acre farms, or 110,000. Unfortunately for 
Mr. Oonant, this statement is not borne out 
by tbe actual facta, for, according to the 
Ontario Bureau, our export of horses has been 
steadily decreasing for the past few years, and 
in 1886 was below 12,000 all told. If it be 
roue, as Mr. Oonant states, that the Canadian 
farmer paya (or lows) the duty on these 12,000 
horses, then the entire loss to the 110.000 
farmers would be $380,000 instead of $3,800,- 
A00 or, to bring the loss down to the per 
capita basis, $3.30 instead of $30 each, a 
trifling difference of $26.70 against Mr. Con­
ant’s assertion.

Mr. Conant says that each of his farmers 
would also grow 15 acres of barley, which at 
fiO bushels an acre would be 450 bushels, and a 
loss of 10 cents per bushel entering the United 
States would be $45. Let us see how this 
barley statement tallies with the facts. If 
the 110,000 100-acre farms in Ontario 
•ach grew 15 acres of barley for export to the 
United States, as Mr. Coliant says they either 
do or should do, then there would be grown in 
this province every year 1,650,000 acres of 
barley for that purpose. At Mr. Conant’s 
average of 90 bushels an acre the annual yield 
for export would be 49,500,000 bushels. Ac­
cording to the Ontario Bureau in the year 
1886, the Province of Ontario grew a total of 
16,500,000 bushels of barley all told. Of this 
«mount we used 7,500,000 bushels for homo 
consumption and exported to the United 

A gtates only about 9,000,000 bushels. Accord­
ing to these figures if every 100-aore farmer 
grew barley for export only, be would have to 
grow less than 28 acres in order to supply Ins 
quota of the trade, and if be grew for both 
the home and export trades, as lie undoubted­
ly does, his average would Jonly require to be 
if cores, instead of 15 as stated by Mr. Conant. 
According to these figures also, admitting that 
the Canadian farmer actually does pay all the 
duty on barley going into the United States, 
alie loss on the entire amount exoorted would 
only be $900,000 instead of $4,950,000, or to 
reduce it to the per capita basis, $8.20 instead 
-s 846 as stated bv Mr. Conant; a trifling 
discrepancy of $36.80 which I trust he wid 
pardon my mentioning.

Next comes tbe complaint about the price 
charged by our implement manufacturers for 
their binders. Mr. Conant states that 
poets in Canada $210, and in the United 
States $110, and the difference of $100 has to 
come out of the farmer’s pocket. Now, my 
experience ia tliat agricultural machinery is 
«bout as cheap in Canada to-day to the cash 
Saver as in the United States or any other 
country. It is probable, however, that to the 
long-winded farmer who wants to purchase on 
five years’ credit, the implement manufacturer 
has manifestly to charge a very much larger 
■mice to cover the interest and additional 
nsk But we will suppose that our fanners 
are all cash men and Lave no need to ask for 

■ sredit from any man If «. what ia to hinder
